]t all started with an ad in issue 172 fall/winter 2015 of the
Avanti magazine for a Navy Blue 2002 Avanti.

| have owned two other Avanti’s since 1977, a 64 round headlight
R1 and have at this time a Black 88 Convertible and have wanted
for some time a 01-04 Avanti and so was encouraged by members
of our Studebaker club here in Christchurch New Zealand (thanks
Paul and Terry), to ring and make an offer for the 02 in the maga-
zine. This | did after getting the required sign off from the boss
who controls the bank account and what a great move it’s turned
out to be as the owner Hugh Edfors of Naperville IL proved to be
one of life’s gentlemen and after some back and forth negotia-
tions, | am the proud owner of the 02.

Now this is where the real work begins---how to get the car to
New Zealand. Luckily our club here has some good contacts for
doing just this and | was put in touch with Bruce and Christine
Annan who facilitated all the hard work for me and luckily they
had a lot of patience as my daily calls to find out where the car
was in the process would have been taxing on most people.

It took 3 months for the car to eventually arrive here in New Zea-
