AVOIDING RETRIEVES IN SCENT DETECTION

Many Brittanys love to retrieve, but in canine nosework this can be problematic. One inspiration of 
Nosework is bomb detection training, where biting and retrieving are unsafe ways for a dog to indicate 
the presence of explosives. Accordingly, in nosework, “aggressive” behaviors such as biting and chewing 
are undesirable and may be faulted. Retrieving is not the best way for a dog to show the location of the 
target odor, especially when it’s in an inaccessible location such as 6 feet up on a light post, or inside a 
cabinet. I’m frequently asked how to prevent dogs from retrieving in nosework, and this article will offer 
some tips that have worked for many of my students.  

For those who are unfamiliar, nosework is a new and growing dogsport that uses scent detection training 
techniques similar to those employed to teach dogs to detect narcotics and explosives. It’s an exciting race 
to find the target odor. In nosework, dogs search for the odor of an essential oil, usually on a cotton swab, 
either taped or hidden inside a metal tin, then hidden in a location that’s not easily visible. The dog then 
searches for this entire package, also known as a “hide”.  

Your dog is more likely to retrieve nosework hides if (s)he has a history of rewarding retrieves such as: 

 Retrieving birds  
 Fetching balls and catching Frisbees 
 Playing tug for agility 
 Competing in formal obedience with dumbbell retrieves, and/or 
 Retrieving gloves and articles during tracking.  

It’s critically important to note that mouthing and licking odor are natural components of a dog’s 
experience of olfaction. Even dogs unfamiliar with retrieving, of all breeds and sizes, will tend to put their 
mouth at the target odor, licking, tasting and mouthing the odor to take it all in. Dr. Randy Kidd, DVM, 
PhD noted how “Search and rescue dog handlers notice that many of their dogs lick the air, as if to give 
additional input into their “scents-ability”1. 

Taste and smell are integral components of mammals’ chemosensation system, which gives us 
information about chemicals in our environment. Have you ever noticed how food doesn’t taste as good 
when you have a cold? According to the American Academy of Otolaryngology, “much of what you taste 
is really caused by smell…. If you hold your nose while eating chocolate, for example, you will have

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trouble identifying the chocolate flavor, even though you can distinguish the foods sweetness or 
bitterness. This is because the familiar flavor of chocolate is sensed largely by odor. So is the well known 
flavor of coffee”2.  

Since taste and smell are interdependent, don’t be frustrated when your dog mouths odor during scent 
detection. Nonetheless retrieving is undesirable in nosework, making it a tricky issue to deal with, 
especially if you want the dog to continue to retrieve outside nosework.  

Rather than correcting the dog in any way for putting his mouth on the target odor, a strategy that 
generally helps deal with this issue while maintaining enthusiasm is to package and position the target 
odor in a way that discourages retrieving. For example, avoid hiding odor in soft objects such as socks, 
cloth bags, pipes and cylinders, balls, and soft toys, and look for ways to hide odor such that it makes 
retrieving unappealing and less likely.  

The left photo shows my go-to green metal suet container purchased from a home improvement store in 
the garden section for approximately $5.00. When you place the odor inside the suet container, very few 
dogs want to retrieve the hide. Instead, they will be more likely to offer focussed attention or a nose 
touch.   

Similarly, when you position the target odor closest to the ground, dogs are less likely to try to retrieve it 
than if it was placed around nose level. (Having said that, lower hides may encourage touching with 
paws.) As always, consider the behavior your dog is offering during practices and decide if you want to 
continue to practice that, or change things up to encourage a different behavior. 

One of my favorite ways to encourage a nose touch rather than a retrieve, is to place the target odor inside 
a double walled cardboard box with a round hole (approx. 2.5 inches’ diameter), as shown in the centre 
photo. Dogs will tend to sniff near the hole where odor is strongest, without trying to retrieve the box. 
Another option is to place the target odor inside a Rubbermaid plastic container. If necessary, you can put 
a weight (such as discs used for weightlifting or a brick) inside the box and/or tape the container closed, 
so the dog can’t move it around as much.  

We’ve noticed that when you place target odor in a small tin (see right photo), many dogs tend to retrieve 
the tin. You can decrease retrieving if you adhere the tin very strongly to a surface. For example, I 
commonly use 3 rare earth magnets in a tin, attached to a metal surface with the addition of high tack glue 
dots. Glue dots are used to attach pieces of paper to a new credit card, showing the phone numbers to call 
when you activate your new credit card. They are available in rolls from Uline 
(http://www.uline.com/BL_7550/Glue-Dots-Dispenser-Box) in both the USA and Canada, and result in 
very strong adhesion. The firm attachment of a hide with glue dots is especially beneficial in outdoor and

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vehicle searches at nosework trials, when you don’t want the target odor to fall off the surface onto the 
ground, despite repeated enthusiastic bumping by dogs. The only caveat is that the glue dots stick so well, 
they are time consuming to remove and can leave a gummy residue or even damage a delicate surface.  

While you’re teaching a dog to indicate odor without retrieving, you are more likely to succeed quickly if 
you abstain from asking the dog to retrieve any other object for a while. The other key tip is to reward 
quickly. Use hides where you know the location (not blind searches), and click or say yes the instant the 
dog touches his nose to the target odor. The later you are, the more frustration behaviors the dog will 
offer, including mouthing, biting, chewing, pawing, digging, barking, etc. If you deliver timely rewards 
for the first few formative sessions, your dog will have a much clearer idea about what is wrong and what 
you want instead. Having an experienced teacher, or a training partner will be far easier, since one person 
can focus on leash handling, while the trainer focusses only on timely reward delivery.  

The more repetitions your dog performs of finding the target odor and indicating by a nose touch, or any 
other behaviour different than retrieving, the stronger the desired habit is becoming. When you introduce 
other scenarios later as he gains experience, the dog will tend to default back to the first behavior: nose 
touch rather than retrieving, even when odor is hidden in clothing or on a plush toy.  

Hopefully these tips help avoid undesirable retrieves of hides in canine nosework, and shape a more ideal 
indication behavior.

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2016 ABC Chukar Classic/Championship
Empire Ranch, Sonoita, AZ

January 19 - 21

	

Hosted by the Grand Canyon Brittany Club, the running of the Chukar 
Classic was held under near perfect conditions - beautiful blue Arizona 
skies, no gale force winds, no snow, and no snakes!  
	 The Empire Ranch at Las Cienegas (“Many Rivers”) was 
established in the 1860’s as a working cattle ranch. From its original 
160 acres, the holdings grew to more than a million acres. It is 
currently under the maintenance of the Bureau of Land Management.  
The rolling hillsides are dotted with a variety of trees that break up the 
expansive pastures. Giant cottonwoods, as well as willows and velvet 
ash, hug the banks of the Cienega Creek. Oak and juniper thrive on 
the hills, with mesquite trees scattered throughout the drainages and 
hillsides.  Native grasses, including Sacaton and many varieties of 
Grama cover the landscape. Over 60 species of mammals, including 
the pronghorn and coati, thrive in the area. There are over 200 species 
of birds, and over 40 species of amphibians and reptiles. Southern 
Arizona is best known for its five species of wild quail, yet the Chukar 
awakened the senses of the dogs to a different species of bird planted 
among the copious coveys of quail. It is a beautiful sight to watch the 
dogs cover the wide expanses and then lock on point!
	 We’re thankful to Garmin for their support by supplying their 
brand-name banner, and a great tracking collar, which field trialers 
certainly appreciate.

	  As with any event, the Classic could not have happened without 
help from our GCBC members and friends. Julie and Martin Maresh 
are a god-send when it comes to taking care of the birds, bagging 
them, as well as planting them. They are unstoppable when it comes 
to getting water tubs filled and refilled. Anything asked of them gets 
done!  Thanks to our special GSP friends, Tim Baranski and Ron Yospur 
for all your support and help. We were grateful for the services of 
a local caterer for seeing to the hunger needs of everyone – this 
certainly took the burden of having to prepare meals off Gil’s and my 
shoulders! 
	 Our esteemed judges were Dean Crabbs from Oregon and Chuck 
Cooper from all over the USA (but he is based in Pennsylvania and 
New Mexico)! Chuck stepped in to help when one of our previously 
assigned judges couldn’t make it.  These two certainly know what 
it takes to be a champion in every sense of the word. They are both 
experienced in judging all-age dogs and have run dogs in all parts of 
the country.  We were happy to have had them.
	 And now for Gil’s part – the running of the braces: 
	 Brace 1: Lucy (Doiron) & Mick (Rogers). Lucy had a good 
hunt running at moderate range, with nice finds at 13 and 50, a NP 
at 17 and a back at 41. Mick had a good race (although a challenging 

handle) for the first 45 minutes, then faded significantly. He had a 
single find at 41.
	 Brace 2: Petey (Doiron) & Gabe (Rogers). Petey had a good 
all age race and handled well, but went birdless. Gabe had a big run, 
but did not handle kindly.Gabe had a hawk kill find at 27, and finds at 
31 and 42 with a few steps after flush.
	 Brace 3: Ginny (Doiron) & Cali (White). This was the brace 
of the trial. Both dogs had nice consistent forward runs at all age 
range, with Cali having the better pattern. Both had excellent speed. 
Ginny had finds at 13 and 35 exhibiting nice style, plus a NP at 23. Cali 
showed excellent style and intensity on a find at 20, then had a NP at 
55.
	 Brace 4: Rita (White) & Sonny (Doiron) This was a unique 
brace as both dogs went birdless. Rita had a big AA race with a less 
handle than desired. Sonny had an excellent, consistent AA race with 
a great handle. A bird would have been nice for either dog.
	 Brace 5: Annie (Doiron) & Poker (J Maresh) Annie was 
not her usual self as she was inconsistent, not pleasing Paul, and he 
elected to pick her up at 20.  Poker may have had too many birds, with 
stylish finds at 12 and 17 and a STF at 24. Julie elected to pick Poker 
up as his handling of the STF didn’t please her. On a side note, this was 
the first time Poker was ever handled from horseback.  
	 Brace 6: Patch (Doiron). Patch was exuberant from the 
breakaway taking off to the front. He was found standing before the 
midway point of the course at 19 minute mark. Another find at 28, and 
a hawk kill at 39, plus a NP at 50. Patch exhibited excellent style on 
point, and excellent ground speed. He finished strong, but was a little 
flat in the middle.
	 Brace 7: Vinny (Doiron) Vinny showed excellent hunting 
instincts, with nice finds at 20, 24, 37 & 47. Vinny broke right at the 
start but was scouted back on course. In general, he was a little too 
lateral.
	 Brace 8: Tiger (Doiron) & Ryne (Hopper) Tiger had a great 
forward run going, with finds at 7 and 18, exhibiting intense style on 
both. Unfortunately, the second bird was too much of a temptation. 
Ryne suffered a bit of bad luck, picking up a thorn early and was 
picked up.

	 The 2016 renewal of the Southern Open Brittany Club’s “Southern 
Showdown” Grand Open Limited Gun Dog began at 9:30 am February 
2, 2016 at the fabulous field trial grounds of Showtime Plantation, 
Bronwood, Georgia.  This was the second running of the event on 
these grounds provided by owner Larron Copeland.  
	 The Southern Open Brittany Club extends its gratitude to Purina 
and Garmin for their help in sponsoring this event.  Special thanks 
go to Larron Copeland for allowing use of the Showtime Plantation 
property!  Mr. Copeland must also be thanked for providing expert 
marshalling and the timely presence of the dogwagon when needed!
	 A special thank you is in order to Tom Ettinger and Patti Hunt!  
Tuesday evening they provided attendees with a wonderful shrimp 
jambalaya and island-recipe cornbread.  Everyone that attended left 
very, very satisfied!
	 Lastly, no field trial can be successful without two very important 
groups of people, the judges and the entrants.  This year’s version of 
the “Southern Showdown” say continued growth in the number of 
entries.  The inaugural year of running saw 25 dogs entered, then it 
grew to 30 entries and expanded to include 33 dogs this year.  The 
support for this event has been, and continues to be, outstanding!
	 The judges this year were Mr. Paul Daniel, Zephyrhills, FL and 
Mr. Ron Lambert, Vidalia, GA.  Both gentlemen are and continue to 
be longtime pointer people.  Their time in the saddle to watch and 
carefully evaluate the performances seen during the running is greatly 
appreciated.  Quality judging is so very key to any field trial!  Thank 
you!
	 As mentioned before, 33 dogs were entered and the event was 
run over the course of 4 days.  Day 1 began with what can only be 
described as typical South Georgia weather in February.  Following a 
clear night, morning fog rolled in prior to sunup and delayed the start 
until 9:30 am February 2, 2016.  Six braces were brought to the line 
for the day.  Day 2 proved to be only good for ½ day of running with 
3 braces run as an incredible band of rain moved in at about 12 noon 
and doused the area with nearly 4 inches of rain before moving out the 
next morning.  Day 3 broke with mild temperatures, overcast skies and 
very, very wet running conditions!  South Georgia was already fairly 
wet with El Nino rains having been abundant.  However, the additional 
4 inches left the culverts full, standing water where there had been 
none before the running began, fetlock deep fields and running 
water in many low areas.  A full day of running was completed with 
6 braces being completed.  Day 4 opened with much cooler weather, 
bluebird skies, drier course conditions and the final three braces being 
completed.
	 As seen in 2015, Showtime Plantation offers, or demands, dogs’ 
abilities to run good gun dog races both in the piney woods and along 
field edges, display much more than adequate handling and stellar 
birdwork.  In 2016 no less than 23 coveys of birds were pointed, at 
least an additional 12 coveys were inadvertently flushed by handlers, 
the field marshal and/or the gallery over the 3 days of running, and 
several lost dogs were found standing on coveys.  Truly, the volume 
and quality of birdwork afforded entrants was remarkable and must 
rival the many storied field trial grounds of yesteryear!
	 Course changes had been made from the 2015 event.  Minor 
course adjustments were seen on Courses 1 and 3.   The most 
significant change was seen on Course 2 where it was less tight and 
provided more open space for dogs to show their races, while still 
requiring them to be able to cope with South Georgia piney woods.  
The improvement was seen in dogs’ performances and birdwork.  
Generally, all courses offered more consistent terrains than seen 
previously.

The Running
	 Brace 1:  Green Mountain Lucy “Lucy” (Lorenson) / Dr 
Block’s Reacher “Reacher” (Dohse). The dogs were released at 
9:30 am.  Both dogs shot through the small field from the breakaway 
and immediately took the left edge of the next big field.  Lucy picked 
up some scent and stopped while Reacher failed to stop and was 
summarily picked up.  No birds were produced and Lucy continued on, 
rimming two fields nicely as she went on point at 7 minutes.  All was 
in order as the shot was made as the covey rose.  She was seen again 
standing at 20 minutes.  Another covey was produced in good fashion.  
She concluded her run at time.  
	 Brace 2:  FC Pursuit’s Flashy Chick “Bonnie” (Dohse) / 
I’m Your Man “Gus” (Lorenson). Bonnie and Gus were let go at 
10:38 am and both began their runs going big!  Bonnie disappeared 
in the piney woods shortly after being released and reappeared at 
10 minutes only to disappear minutes later.  The tracker was pulled 
at 31 minutes and she appeared seconds later.  Gus was steady and 
ran a nice race.  He had a stop to flush on a small covey at 1:30 and 
concluded his run with no other birdwork.
	 Brace 3:  Camo Cooper “Camo” (Merrill) / Prime Time 
Full Throttle “Remi” (Cantrell). At 11:50 am the brace was on 
course.  Camo, known for his aggressive style and solid run, lived up 
to his reputation.  At 8:50 Camo slammed on point and as the shot was 
fired the covey rose and all was in order.  Camo was later picked up 
at the handler’s discretion.  Remi ran a solid gun dog race that tended 
to be more moderate in range.  Remi’s only find was a covey at 12 
minutes.  The covey was produced and all was good.  Remi continued 
showing good hunting pattern until time.
	 Brace 4:  Thomas’s Dixie “Dixie” (Cherry) / High Hopes 
Big Gamble “Riley” (Johnson). The dogs were gone from the 
breakaway at 2:43 pm.  Dixie ran a big beginning race and pointed 
at 16:45. No birds were produced and she completed her run at time.  
Riley ran a solid race and handled well.  He produced a covey find at 
51 minutes and all was in order.  He concluded his performance with 
no other birdwork.
	 Brace 5:  Waypoint Chancey Big White “Big White” 
(Merrill) / Runnin’ On Faith “Faith”(Cantrell). Breakaway 
was at 3:50 pm on course 2.  Big White and Faith began their work in 
earnest.  Big White ran a big race, was lost with no birdwork and the 
tracker was out at 53 minutes.  Faith ran a good, moderate race and 
concluded her hour with no birdwork.
	 Brace 6:  FC Finn MacCuhal) “Mac” (Lorenson) / 
Pursuit’s Swhizzlechik “Penny” (Hallaron). Mac and Penny 
hit the course 3 at 4:55 pm.  Mac and Penny both ran several edges 
nicely and ran good ground races.  Mac slammed on point at 30 
minutes in the piney woods and Penny backed with a single quail 
taking flight.  All was good and both dogs returned to work.  At 50 
minutes Mac pointed and bumped the covey.  Penny continued her 
performance to time with no birdwork.
	 Brace 7:  FC Rainbow’s Chik’N McNugget “Nugget” 
(Merrill) / Woodland’s Money Pit “Chloe” (Johnson). The 
competition began again the next day at 8:05 am.  Both dogs departed 
in the first big field with Chloe taking the center portion as her own.  
At 8:30 minutes she had a stop to flush.  As the handler shot and 
moved to her a nice sized covey chose to rise.  She was collared and 
whistled on.  Unfortunately she took that opportunity to circle back on 
the departed covey and was picked up.  Nugget showed a very nice 
performance.  She had a non-productive at 16 minutes.  At 50 minutes 
she had a soft point and the handler moved in to flush.  As the very 
large covey rose Nugget showed a breach of manners and exited the 
competition.

Mid America Brittany Championship
	  	 April showers bring May flowers…but 

we aren’t in Nebraska in May, we’re here in 
April so we just get the mud!  In spite of that, 
and some changeable weather during the 
week, the annual renewal of the Mid-America 
Championship hosted by the Missouri Valley 
Brittany Club enjoyed a robust entry and 
plenty of bird work throughout.  Forty-three 
Brittanys came to the line, and not a single 
brace went without bird contact (though the 
proper handling of all that bird contact is up 
to the dogs!).

			  Our judges for this event were Kevin 
Stonehouse of Clay Center, Kansas, and 
Tim Thaden of Alvo, Nebraska.  The biggest 
thanks for the running of this event goes to 
Bill Cockrum, who is ably assisted by his wife 
Julie as well as Jack Higgins and dog wagon 
driver, John Savicky. Purina again sponsored 
our event, and continues to fuel many of our 
top champions.  

			  Topping the strong field for this event 
was coming-four-year-old FC Sniksoh Little 
Diamond, a snappy white and orange female 
handled by Jim Johnson for owners Tom and 
Jane Wonderling. “Kate” is new to Johnson’s 
string, having been with trainer Bob Burchett 
for most of her career thus far, and Johnson 
was a first time attendee to the Nebraska 
trials, but the team worked smoothly 
together to earn the Championship title. Kate 
charged off the clubhouse breakaway and 
out of sight into the hills, to next be spotted 
as we approached the rock crossing and 
she cruised the next hillside ahead of us. 
She was seen tearing across the country 
with impressive range before checking back 
in with her handler at the back side of the 
All-Age course, and then continuing with a 
strong forward pattern. Kate’s first find was 
on a small hedgerow as we approached the 
pond, and she stood with excellent style 
throughout the flush and shot. She was out 
of pocket as we passed by camp and headed 
towards the wooden bridge, when we heard 
the distant cry of “point!” from her scout. We 

rode to the top of 
the hills on our right 
to find Kate standing 
at the meeting of 
two hedgerows, 
having a second find 
perfectly located.  
S h e  w a s  s e n t 
forward to finish 
her hour across the 
bridge on the Gun 
Dog course, where 
she maintained her 
forward progress 
and  was  aga in 
standing with high 
style just before 
t ime at  a large 
thicket near the 
fish camp. Johnson 

could not produce a bird on his first attempt 
and as time was called he opted to collar 
his dog. There was little doubt that Kate’s 
performance was the one to beat.

			  Taking the Runner-Up title was another 
of Jim Johnson’s charges, six-year-old FC 
Lapat’s Rocky, owned by Larry MacDonald.  
Rocky had the challenge of running in the 
rain during nearly his entire hour, but he rose 
to the occasion to impress the judges with 
a powerful, forward All Age ground race and 
three excellent finds. He scored early at the 
top corner hedgerow, a second time on the 
long treeline dividing the back of the All Age 
course, and again near time before the fish 

camp. He finished going away strong at the 
end of his hour to earn the Runner-Up spot.

			  Placed third by the judges was six-
year old FC Crescent City Girl, who has also 
been with trainer Burchett until this spring 
when her owner, Barry Steinmetz, has 
taken over the whistle. This was their first 
hour placement together, no doubt a thrill 
for owners Barry and Petra! “Nola” handled 
well for her owner, maintaining a forward 
race and while seeking likely objectives. 
Nola continued building her range and 
independence in the second half and was 
rewarded with two mannerly finds.

			  Rounding out the placements in this 
large stake was FC Kinwashkly Tempo, 
handled by Ed Tillson for owners Leslie 
Andreas and Joyce Miley. Tempo’s hour 
demonstrated great speed and ground 
coverage, with a forward searching manner. 
His efforts were finally rewarded at the 
back end of the Gun Dog side, where Tempo 
disappeared into a large tree-lined ditch, and 
a bird flushed just as point was being called 
by his scout, with Tempo remaining staunch. 
He finished his hour going forward over the 
next hill by the double gates.    

			  We will spare reference to many dogs 
who frustrated their handlers during the 
week, but some others do merit a mention of 
their performance.  FC Campbell’s Razz-Ma-
Tazz, owned and handled by Frank Campbell, 
and FC/AFC FireStarter’s Crossed The Line, 
handled by Ed Tillson for owners Andi 
Christensen and Vicki Rankin, had an action-
packed hour of multiple finds for each dog, 
including two stylish divided finds. FC KJ’s 
Irish Whizky with owner/handler Ken Windom 
was impressive on the ground, but was 
unfortunately without bird contact. His sister, 
FC Stoney Hills Princess Fiona was handled 
by Jim Johnson for owners Phil & Louise 
Corlew; she had a strong ground race and 
two finds to her credit.

Sweet Tea-Brined Chicken

2 family-size tea bags
1/2 cup firmly packed light brown 
sugar
1/4 cup kosher salt
1 small sweet onion, thinly sliced
1 lemon, thinly sliced
3 garlic cloves, halved
2 (6-inch) fresh rosemary sprigs
1 tablespoon freshly cracked 
pepper
2 cups ice cubes
1 (3 1/2-to 4-lb.) cut-up whole 
chicken

Bring 4 cups water to a boil in a 
3-qt. heavy saucepan; add tea 
bags. Remove from heat; cover 
and steep 10 minutes. Discard 
tea bags. Stir in sugar and next 
6 ingredients, stirring until sugar 
dissolves. Cool completely (about 
45 minutes); stir in ice. (Mixture 
should be cold before adding 
chicken.) Place tea mixture and 
chicken in a large zip-top plastic 
freezer bag; seal. Place bag in 

a shallow baking dish and chill 
24 hours. Remove chicken from 
marinade, discarding marinade; 
pat chicken dry with paper towels.
Light one side of grill, heating to 
300° to 350° (medium) heat; leave 
other side unlit. Place chicken, 
skin side down, over unlit side, 
and grill, covered with grill lid, 20 
minutes. Turn chicken, and grill, 
covered with grill lid, 20 minutes. 
Turn chicken, and grill, covered 
with grill lid, 40 to 50 minutes or 
until done. Transfer chicken, skin 
side down, to lit side of grill, and 
grill 2 to 3 minutes or until skin is 
crispy. Let stand 5 minutes before 
serving.

Bluebarb Pie

1 T butter
2 layered pie crust

Preheat oven to 425. 
In medium bowl mix the 
rhubarb and blueberries.

Trainin’ Dogs 
                                 with Rick Smith

	 The anticipation has been building up for months, and it’s 
killing you: Opening day is tomorrow, and you’re headed out 
to your favorite covert first thing in the morning. The truck is 
packed, the weather looks like it will be perfectly crisp and cool, 
and all that remains is for the alarm clock to ring at O-Dark-
Thirty so you can grab your dog, some coffee for the drive, and 
hit the road.
	 Let’s fast forward to noon the next day: After a brisk 
start, your dog worked for about an hour, found two birds, and 
gradually began to stay closer to you and slow down. It wasn’t 
much longer before you had a dog that was within gun range all 
the time – and before long, it was walking at your side, following 
you. Frustrated, you try to encourage the dog to hunt, but you’ve 
run out of dog power.
	 Why isn’t the dog out there working to find more birds? 
There are lots of reasons a dog will come in stay close. It may 
simply be thirsty; or maybe it’s feeling pressure, especially if the 
owner is overusing the e-collar. But both thirst and pressure are 
easily fixed: Give the dog a drink and keep your transmitter away 
from your finger.
	 However, the main reason we see dogs come in and quit 
hunting is because they’re tired. What can you do when they run 
out of steam? When it happens, there’s nothing you can do that 
day outside of resting your dog. What you can do before opening 
day arrives is have your dog as prepared for hunting season as 
you – or better. This means conditioning your dog for the work it 
will be doing; it’s unrealistic as well as unfair to the dog to expect 
it to hunt hard for several hours when it isn’t fit.
	 Several things go into getting a dog fit to work hard during 
hunting season. First and foremost is physical fitness. Does the 
dog have the muscle tone and wind power to hunt the way you 
want? To build a dog’s fitness level, two things come into play: 
strength training to build muscle, and cardio training to develop 
the heart and lungs. This is actually quite similar to our human 
exercise programs, except we don’t have weight machines or 
personal trainers for our dogs (except maybe in Hollywood!).
	 A good conditioning regimen begins with a visit to your 
veterinarian’s office. Be sure your dog is in good health 
beforehand by having your vet do a physical. The next step is 
to make sure the dog has adequate fuel for the job, which means 
feeding a high-quality, premium dog food. Both the fat and 
protein content should be high. We personally use a food that 
had a 30:20 protein-to-fat ratio and would strongly suggest a 
food with at least a 26:16 ratio. Conditioning a dog to be fit will 
tax and change the body, and good nutrition is paramount to the 
body’s ability to strengthen and repair itself.
	 Your dog now had a clean bill of health and good, quality 

nutrition. What’s the 
next step? There’s one 
more important area to 
consider, and that is the 
tires under the racecar: 
your dog’s feet. Be sure 
the toenails are kept 
short so they will be less 
likely to snag and tear. 
If your dog is primarily 
a housedog, its pads are 
probably a bit on the 
soft side. Having a dog 
tear a pad or run it off 
altogether is not fun, so 
it’s a good idea to help 
toughen up the pads as you begin your conditioning. One product 
that does a great job of this is a balm called Musher’s Secret, 
available at many hunting dog supply stores.
	 The type of surface your dog will be working on will also 
play a role in this. Obviously, a dog constantly running on 
pavement will abrade its feet, so try to find grassy or dirt surfaces 
to train on. If your hunting area has a lot of sandburs and the like, 
you may want to use boots on your dog during hunting season; 
but if you do the prep work before then, your dog’s feet will 
toughen up enough that you’ll be a lot less likely to need them.
	 Now that the foundation is laid, let’s get to the work-program 
part of all this. First we have to start building muscle. In humans, 
building muscle is achieved by resistance-training using weights. 
No, we don’t have little canine exercise machines and barbells, 
but there is something the dogs love to do: pull. Wait just a 
minute, you’re thinking, Rick and Sharon have spent countless 
columns on having us teach our dogs not to pull – now they’re 
supposed to?
	 We’ll clarify by saying that a dog should never pull on a 
collar or a lead. What we haven’t mentioned yet is having a dog 
pull in what’s called a “roading harness.” This is a set of straps 
that go around the dogs body to allow it safely pull without 
pressuring its throat and neck, much like a sled-dog harness. 
They’re also available at most sporting dog supply stores and 
are inexpensive. Also note that a roading harness is not the same 
as the harnesses sold in pet stores for leading a dog. The dog's 
understand almost immediately that when this is on, pulling is 
expected. 
	 The roading harness must be sized and fitted correctly so it 
is comfortable for the dog and doesn’t interfere with the windpipe 
or rub the body. The best way to exercise is to attach the harness 
to an ATV with a bar set in the front, but you can also have the 
dog pull a small cart or child’s wagon with a little weight in it if 
you don’t have one. If all else fails, you can use yourself as the 
resistance and weight by hanging onto the tow rope.
	 The goal is to have just enough resistance so your dog has 
to lean into the harness and pull to keep moving forward. For 
example, on an ATV roading rig the vehicle is moving along 
via engine power, starting out at a slow walk and gradually 
increasing the speed to the fastest walk your dog can do before 
trotting – you’re creating enough resistance so the dog pulls. The 
dog isn’t pulling the ATV; it is being restrained slightly by it. This 
is not about how many pounds a dog can pull.
	 The second component, building the heart and lungs up, 
is accomplished by both sprints and long, slow distance work. 
In both of these, a dog is running without a roading harness. 
The roading harness is for pulling only, which helps the dog

differentiate between pulling and leading. Sprints 
get the heart-rate up, and long, slow distance work 
increases stamina. Again, if you’ve got an ATV, 
just turn your dog loose to run with you as you 
ride it. A bicycle will also work well, and if your 
dog has to be on lead while you do this, with a 
little practice it can be accomplished. Whatever 
you do, though, never tie your dog hard and fast 
to you or to anything else while working at speed. 
The chances for injury should the dog stumble and 
get in the path of the ATV, pull you over sideways 
on your bike, as well as other potential injuries are 
there if the dog is firmly attached.
	 Use a leash that you can let go of, if you have 
to use a leash, and with an ATV, let the dog run 
freely. The long, slow distance work is done at an 
easy pace, while the sprints will need to push the 
dog to a burst of speed that is maintained for a few 
hundred yards. Always start a workout by letting 
the dog warm up slowly. Slow down and walk 
to cool down, and keep the muscles loose and 
relaxed.
	 And we cannot stress this enough: Always 
have water with you and take breaks frequently. 
Since summer comes right before fall, we’ve got 
to work our dogs in hotter weather than is ideal, 
so always be cautions of heat stroke. Try to work 

your dog during the coolest part of the day, usually early 
morning if possible.
	 With both roading and running, start with a short time and 
gradually increase the duration as your dog gets stronger – 
pulling may only be a few minutes at first. The most efficient 
way to use both roading and running is to alternate days. 
Pulling taxes the muscles, and they need a day or so between 
sessions to recover and build. On the days your dog doesn’t 
pull, work on sprints and distance training. How much of this 
you’ll need to do depends on the physical demands of the types 
of hunting you’ve got planned for the season.
	 The reality is that most of us don’t have time to do as much 
of this as we should, so you may only be able to exercise a few 
times a week. But every little bit helps, so do what you can. 
Getting a dog fit for hunting takes a month or two of good, 
solid work; two conditioning sessions the week before hunting 
season is not going to help.
	 Now we can replay our scenario of opening day, and we 
have a dog that has the energy to hunt hard with much less 
fatigue. Our only hope is that we’re fit enough to hunt as long 
as the dog is!

 A very special thanks to the veteran judging panel of Bill 

Landress and Ed Dixon who gave each and every dog their undistracted 

attention, their judgment and results were well received.

 Brace 1 Kid and Haley. Kid and Haley blazed the inaugural 

trail for the 2014 Western All-Age Futurity class, starting out in the 

greasewood flats of the Mojave, over the rock covered hills of Chukar Al-

ley, back into the southern flats and finally back along the eastern edge 

of the desert course. A brace of professional handlers had the whistles; 

Paul Doiron with Kid and Wayne Downs handling Haley. Kid was the 

more forward and focused of the pair, he stayed to the front, respond-

ing well for his age and seeking likely objectives. He was rewarded 

with two finds in his half hour, he showed great intensity and style and 

manners that will likely have him in adult stakes soon. Haley was more 

erratic in application but showed improvement as she familiarized with 

the grounds. Her prey drive was displayed well when she pursued and 

caught a Chukar over the first ridge entering the alley. Kid’s performance 

garnered him a well deserved placement in the stake.

 Brace 2 Ryan and Ginger. This half brother and sister pair was 

amateur handled; Tom White capably piloted Ryan around the course 

and Joe Gower blew the whistle for Ginger. Ryan had a reasonably 

controlled race and handled very well for Tom. He made some good all-

age moves but his search on course for game was for naught. However, 

the two judges were interested enough to call Ryan back for a point after 

the running. Ginger was wider and wilder. Her race was big but required 

quite a bit of handling to navigate the course. She had two finds in the 

stake pointing with great intensity. She finished the half hour strong and 

had to be caught to quit, she too earned her placement recognition.  

 Brace 3 Casey and Chica. This was the premier brace of the 

stake, producing the champion and the runner up. Casey is handled by 

Idaho pro Jason Staley for Paul and Lisa Pollock of New Jersey; the 

latter pair showing great support by traveling to the Western Futurity. 

Chica was capably handled by the veteran amateur from Idaho Frank 

Bryte. From the break-away these two showed a more mature applica-

tion that had not yet been displayed. Most notably, Casey showed a fast 

and forward silhouette on the ridge west of the break away all the way 

down to the saddle at Chukar alley.

Honor Perhaps

	 A dozen men and their work-weary mounts stood in 
the dust on the edge of town, waiting. Two held nearly 
identical pointers with reins unsnapped from their horses’ 
bits. The rumble of an engine grew louder, then suddenly 
the black body of a Buick appeared, engulfed in its own 
cloud of dust. A huge man in a dark suit and gray fedora 
popped out of the right rear door and opened the 
front one for a small man in riding 
breeches, Norfolk jacket, and tie, 
his knee-length boots gleaming. 
Without speaking, the small  
man walked to his waiting 
horse and swung into the 
saddle. His fellow judge 
and the heavyset reporter 
had mounted their horses 
on sighting the Buick. 
Two African-American 
scouts took the pointers 
by their collars and led them 
forward. When all but the 
scouts were mounted, the man in 
the shiny boots said, “Let ‘em go.”
	 The pointers shot away to the west as 
the scouts scrambled for their saddles and the handlers 
loped forward, watching their dogs intently. The rest 
of the field-trial party, led by the judges and reporter, 
followed in silence. The scouts rode for the flanks. 
	 The handler’s concentration on their jobs drove 
from their minds the dislike for one another that had 
absorbed them while they waited at the breakaway. Like 
prizefighters at the opening bell, they thought now only 
of the task at hand. The wind came relentlessly from the 
west, as it had for two months, cool now at dawn, but 
sure to be hot as the sun rose white in a cloudless sky.
	 The dogs reached for small dots on the horizon, the 
clumps of poplar saplings the men called bluffs, where 
the prairie chickens sought shade. The dogs sensed they 
would more likely be a little away from the bluffs, feeding 
on grasshoppers.
	 The dogs covered the half-mile of parched prairie and 
entered the bluffs, first skirting the saplings down wind. 
When the riders reached the bluff line, the dogs were 
unseen, gone on for the next cover another half-mile 
away. The dogs were hidden in folds in the gently rolling 
terrain; a lateral cast here could mean a dog lost, the $900 
purse forfeited. The handlers signaled their scouts to look 
wider. The handlers rode the course, judges and gallery 
following, all eyes peeled for the missing dogs.

	 The handler on the right lifted his hat, cantered 
forward. His pointer, the older of the two, stood in a 
buffalo wallow ahead. Dropping the reins, he swung 
down and pulled shotgun from scabbard, stepping past 
his motionless dog to flush. Three prairie chickens 
lifted, cackled away; the shotgun barked. The dog was 
watered from the handler’s canteen and released. The 
other handler was now far ahead in search of his dog, the 

shiny-booted judge riding behind him, his scout 
out of sight on the left.	

Then the scout’s distant scream of 
“Point!” drifted to the forward 

handler and judge. They rode 
at a canter to the younger 

dog’s point. The flushing 
scene was repeated with 
a different cast. 	
The judge checked 
his stopwatch. Thirty 
minutes gone. When he 

and the other judge had 
agreed to disagree at the 

end of yesterdays running, 
they’d announced: “We’ll run 

Honest Abe and Little Abe for 
an hour at dawn. One of them will be 

Chicken Champion.”
	 Groans of disappointment had come from all the 
handlers save the two in action now. But after their 
disappointment, the handlers realized they’d at least have 
a drama to watch, and in the hotel’s beer parlor last night, 
the talk had grown lively at the prospect of old Abe and 
his son going head-to-head.
	 A year before, Honest Abe had been the lead dog in 
the string of the handler who now ran Little Abe, the son. 
But the stock market crash had wiped out Honest Abe’s 
owner, and the dog had been sold by his bankruptcy 
trustee to a new owner with a private trainer. The handler 
who had broken and campaigned Honest Abe with 
success for five years was left with just three dogs in his 
string, one of them the derby Little Abe that ran now to 
challenge his sire. Little Abe, registered in the name of 
the handler’s wife, brought in no monthly training check. 
If he didn’t get a new owner-one who could afford the 
training and entry fees-he’d be out of business, another 
victim of the Great Depression, as these hard times would 
soon be known.
	 A find apiece and equal groundwork was how the 
handlers saw it at the halfway mark. The judges saw it that 
way too. Tension grew in every man’s muscles on the sere 
Saskatchewan prairie this tenth day of September 1930.
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	 The dogs were dots on the horizon again, the handers 
straining to keep them in view. Then the dogs were 
swallowed by the terrain. The handlers and scouts rode 
on, looking, looking.
	 Little Abe’s handler rode on the left, Honest Abe’s 
on the right. Ten minutes passed and still neither dog 
appeared. What if both dogs were lost? A grace period 
was normally twenty minutes for an hour heat. But the 
judges had wisely declared, when the callback was 
announced, that the usual rule would not apply. The 
grace period for this winner-take-all callback would be 
what the judges declared when the need arose.
	 After twenty minutes, the dogs were still unseen. 
Little Abe’s handler rode in desperation, for his 
livelihood depended on victory today. He left the course 
and rode to a bluff far off to the left. In the poplars, he 
caught sight of something that didn’t look just right. 
Yes! A dog on point. But it was not Little Abe; it was his 
bracemate, his sire. Nervous chickens scurried on the 
bare earth beneath the saplings. Old Abe was a trembling 
statue, his eyes bugged out as he watched the chickens.
	 He weighed his options. He could ride on and the dog 
would be undetected. Or he could flush the chickens, 
assure Honest Abe would get no credit for a find. (The 
judges were too far away to see the chickens fly.)
	 He spurred his mount away from the bluff, headed on 
to the front…and then he lifted his hat and cantered back 
toward the tall-booted judge. He heard himself yelling, 
“Point! Point!”
	 The judges, his once shiny boots now covered in 
dust, rode to meet him at the bluff, followed only by the 
reporter. (The rest of the gallery had followed the other 
handler.)
	 “You’ll have to flush for him, Bill,” the judge said to 
the handler.
	 Bill nodded sadly and got off his horse. The birds had 
run off, but when he tapped Honest Abe on the head, the 
old dog relocated in an instant, and the chickens were up 
and the blank fired. 
	 The handler the judge called Bill had assured his 
own dog’s defeat. As he gathered the reins to remount, 
he heard the reporter mutter to the judge, “Finest act of 
sportsmanship I’ve ever witnessed.”
	 The hour ended, and the judge said Bill would have 
another twenty minutes to find Little Abe. He found him 
in twenty-five, on point dead to the front, but it was too 
late-Honest Abe was declared Chicken Champion.
	 Bill and his scout rode back to the breakaway in 
silence, Little Abe pulling happily in his harness. Why 
had he done it, called point for the other man’s dog, 
cinched his own dog’s defeat, his demise as a field-trial 
handler? He didn’t know. It was not sportsmanship; he’d 
done unsporting things many times to win.
	 No, it was just that he couldn’t cheat the old dog that 
had made his reputation, given him what success he’d 
enjoyed before the stock markets’ crash had changed it 
all for him, and for lots of other handlers out here on 

the prairie today, their strings short, their bank accounts 
empty. He just couldn’t leave the old dog. He’d done the 
sporting thing on impulse.
	 Back at the breakaway, where the Buick waited for 
the little judge, the purse check was handed by the club 
secretary to Bill’s opponent, who thanked Bill for what 
he had done and offered a handshake, which Bill to his 
own surprise accepted. Then the judge called Bill aside, 
and they walked to the shade of a cottonwood. Making 
sure no one was watching them, the judge reached in a 
coat pocket and removed a thick roll of greenbacks. All 
hundreds, Bill saw in amazement. The judge counted out 
twenty and held them out to Bill.
	 “I’ll give you two thousand for Little Abe. You keep 
him in your string. When I’m judging, you can’t run him 
or any other dog, understood?”
	 “Yes, sir. Thank you.”
	 Then the Buick was gone in a cloud of dust.
	 The judge unbuckled his spurs and pulled off his 
riding boots. His jacket lay neatly folded on the back 
seat beside the bodyguard. The driver took the Buick to 
sixty, its heavy suspension absorbing the potholes with 
little shocks that were barely felt by its three passengers 
on the deep cushioned seats. The judge reflected on the 
action he’d just watched. He admired honesty in field 
trials, had a reputation as the most honest and objective 
judge in the game.
	 Then his mind turned to his business, and he 
wondered if his shipment of Canadian whiskey coming 
in by boat tonight to his Milwaukee warehouse, would 
get through, or be hijacked by his rival from Chicago.
