CITY HALL - For four years the city
has eyed the former Parker Seal plant
on Lewis Street as a possible multi-pur-
pose public facility, and negotiations
have stepped up.

At a city council work session Tues-
day, city administrator Randy Stone
said Parker Seal has presented the city
with a contract to purchase the prop-
erty for $150,000.

The property on the city’s west side
includes 9 acres of land, a 100,0000-
square-foot building, walking trail, bas-
ketball court, picnic shelter and a small
pond. The property may also contain
another aspect in form of contamina-
tion.

The plant manufactured petroleum-
based rubber seals and was the city’s
first major manufacturer. The Berea
Chamber of Commerce was organized
in the late 1950s, in part, to woo the
plant to the city.

Stone said the company has com-
pleted environmental studies on the
property in terms of its continued use as
an industry. Those studies were turned
over to the city, which then hired Third
Rock Environmental Consulting to re-

own tests. Stone said the company con-
ducted tests at the site about a month
ago, and worked for over two weeks.

Based on 17 hours of constant use
by a person between 12- and 15-years-
old, the report showed no problems.
Stone said that basically means the site
is safe.

“We feel comfortable with that
(property) being used. I'm not saying
the community will accept that, but we
have done the tests,” he said.

Some remnants of oil were previ-
ously found in the soil there, and a col-
lection system is located at the head of
the small pond to catch any possible
lechate. A monitoring well is situated
in the parking lot. The pond has been
satisfactorily tested, Stone said, and
Parker Seal is responsible for keeping

any contaminates. It has been “free and
clear” for the past five years.

Under the presented contract, Park-
er Seal would remain responsible for
any future environmental problems
that may arise from the manufacturing
once done there. The city would be re-
sponsible for any future, unanticipated
problems.

Third Rock, which was indepen-
dently hired by the city, has been thor-
ough with its testing and review of past
reports.

“We’re not just hand-stamping
Parker Seal’s reports,” Stone said. “The
only contamination is oil.”

Still, those possible unanticipated
problems were a sticking point with
some council members.

NORTHSIDE - The Madison County Health
Department is investigating a possible case of
pertussis (“whooping cough”) at Shannon John-
son Elementary.

If
a child is up-to-date on shots, the possibility of
catching pertussis is low.

Madison County Schools has been working
with the Madison County Health Department
throughout the day to ensure that the students
and staff are safe from any health risk. District
School Nurse Coordinator Becky Carr said par-
ents of students considered to be in close contact
with the child infected were notified personally
today and were advised as to the actions they
should take. Other students were sent home
with a letter to parents explaining the situation.

Funds available for local enhancement programs

The Kentucky Trans-
portation Cabinet is ac-
cepting applications for
funding through federal
grant programs aimed at
providing local commu-
nities with resources that
improve quality of life
through transportation-re-
lated initiatives.

“This is an opportu-
nity for local governments
and local organizations
to make a difference, im-
prove their communities,
and create a unique atmo-
sphere,” said Transporta-
tion Secretary Joe Prather.
“It's also a tremendous
opportunity for us to do
more than just lay black-
top. We're working to im-
prove the environment,
preserve our history, im-
prove safety and encour-
age healthy lifestyles.”

The federal programs
include Transportation En-
hancement, Safe Routes to
School, Congestion Mitiga-
tion and Air Quality, and
Scenic Byways.

The Transportation En-
hancement program pro-
vides funding for a variety
of non-traditional projects,
including the restoration
of historic transportation
facilities, bike and pedes-

trian services, landscaping
and scenic beautification
and highway runoff pol-
lution mitigation. For eli-
gibility, projects must have
a surface transportation re-
lationship and meet the re-
quirements of at least one
of 12 eligible categories.
An “intent to apply” letter
is required for these funds
and must be received by
Jan. 31.

Approximately  $30
million is provided for
all of the programs com-
bined each year, exclud-
ing scenic byways, which

are only funded if desig-
nated as national byways.
Funds provided may be
used to cover 80 percent
of the cost of projects. Safe
Routes to School projects
are eligible for 100 per-
cent funding. Applicants
must be a state or local
government agency or a
non-profit organization if
in partnership with a gov-
ernmental agency.

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Jackson County leads state’s
unemployment pack;
Madison’s rate one of the lowest

Unemployment  rates
rose in 112 Kentucky coun-
ties between October 2007
and October 2008, fell in
six counties and stayed the
same in two, according to
the Kentucky Office of Em-
ployment and Training,
an agency of the Kentucky
Education and Workforce
Development Cabinet.

Fayette and Livingston
counties recorded the low-
est jobless rates in the com-
monwealth at 4.6 percent
each. Other counties with
low unemployment rates
were Ballard, Warren and
Woodford counties, 5 per-

cent each; Madison County,
5.2 percent; Hancock, Jessa-
mine and Robertson coun-
ties, 5.3 percent each, and
Boyd and Greenup counties,
5.4 percent each.

Jackson County re-
corded the state’s highest
unemployment rate — 10.1
percent. It was followed by
Clay County, 9.7 percent;
Wolfe County, 9.3 percent;
Magoffin County, 9.2 per-
cent; Grayson and McCrea-
ry counties, 9.1 percent each;
Russell County, 8.6 percent;
Bell County, 8.5 percent; and
Harlan, Morgan and Spen-
cer counties, 8.3 percent
each.

Unemployment statis-
tics are based on estimates

and are compiled to measure
trends rather than actually
to count people working.
Civilian labor force statis-
tics include non-military
workers and unemployed
Kentuckians who are ac-
tively seeking work. They
do not include unemployed
Kentuckians who have not
looked for employment
within the past four weeks.

The statistics in this
news release are not season-
ally adjusted to allow for
comparisons between Unit-
ed States, state and county
figures.

Keeping Perspective When Evaluating Your Investment Manager

When you want to evaluate your investment returns, what do you compare them to? Do you compare your returns to
those of friends and neighbors, or maybe to random market indexes? If you do, you may not have the correct perfor-
mance perspective. To fairly evaluate your investment manager or a portfolio of investments, you and your financial
advisor should determine how well the portfolio has performed in relation to:

« your specific goals and objectives;

« the general market environment and the specific market environment for the asset classes in which you are
invested;

« the performance of other managers/investments with similar investment objectives; and

« the amount of risk taken to pursue your return.

Your Goals and Objectives

For many investors, the most important indicator of success is how well their portfolio’s returns are working toward
pursuing their long-term goals. After all, what good is it if your portfolio’s return beats an arbitrary benchmark but is
not in line with your long-term investment goals and risk tolerance? Whether saving for retirement, a child’s college
education or another objective, the first step toward pursuing your goals is developing an investment plan against which
your progress can be measured.

This means that pertus-
sis is usually only spread by
close contact with someone
who is infected. The early
symptoms of pertussis look
like those of a common cold
and cough. The cough gets
worse over one to two weeks
and usually develops into a
long series of coughs fol-
lowed by a whooping noise.
However, older children,
adults, and very young in-
fants may not develop the
whoop. The cough is often
worse at night and cough

medicines usually do not
stop the cough. Pertussis
affects people of all ages,
but is much more serious
in infants under the age of
one. Children with symp-
toms should be kept home
from school until they have
completed five days of an-
tibiotics.

Parents are being asked to
consider the following sugges-
tions from the Madison Coun-
ty Health Department:

¢ If you think your
child’s shots may not be up-
to-date, contact your child’s
health provider to discuss
your child’s immunization
status.

< If your child has a
cough illness that sounds
like that described above,
call your doctor for evalua-
tion and testing.

<> Keepill children home
from activities in which any
illness could be spread to
others. Examples include
church, family events, scouts
and team sports.

Pertussis, also called
“whooping cough,” is a
contagious disease caused
by bacteria. Pertussis is
usually mild in older chil-
dren and adults, but it often
causes serious problems in
babies less than one year of
age.

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GEAR UP COLUMN
Parents should encourage rigorous
classes and hard work from students

College can seem like
a looming goal on the dis-
tant horizon, but once a stu-
dent reaches middle school
it's time to realize there are
specific steps to take if you
want to get into college.
The KnowHow2Go cam-
paign and website (www.
knowhow2goky.org) helps
students and parents learn
about those steps. This
month we’re looking at the
second step—push yourself
to work hard.

Why doesworking hard
matter? Every institution of
higher education has stan-
dards students must meet
to be admitted—standards
relating to grade point av-
erage and test scores. If a
student doesn’t meet those
standards, he or she can
be denied admission. If a
student barely meets those
standards, the school might
require the student to take
basic courses that help him
or her learn the skills need-
ed before beginning the
true college-level courses
that earn them credit hours
toward graduation. Tak-
ing those extra classes can
mean students will be in
college longer than their
peers or will need to take
more hours of classes per

semester than others.
Students who want to
begin college in college lev-
el courses that will move
them closer to their career
goal need to prepare by tak-
ing rigorous courses in high
school and doing the hard
work they require. Scott
Habeeb, assistant principal
for curriculum and instruc-
tion at Salem High School
in Virginia, consultant with
Solutions, Etc. and recent
speaker to local educators
through the GEAR UP pro-
gram says it’s important to
encourage students to do
the hard work. “We have to
show them why that class
is going to help them with
something,” he says. Tell-
ing a student to take some-
thing simply because it’s
required isn’t enough.
Parents and students
alike should understand
what classes are impor-
tant to take and why, what
the high school gradua-
tion and college admission
standards are, and what
they need to be doing every
year of school to prepare.
Habeeb encourages schools
to arrange conferences with
students and parents in
which school personnel can
share that information.

Habeeb also encourag-
es schools to only offer the
more rigorous courses to
students. “Why would we
offer a class we don’t think
a student should take?” he
asks.

Habeeb also believes
it's important to look at
student test scores to deter-
mine where their strengths
are. For example, if a stu-
dent takes a national stan-
dardized test and scores
in the 85th percentile in
history, that student obvi-
ously has talent in history.
Therefore, Habeeb says,
he or she can sign up for a
higher level history class.
If the high school doesn’t
teach it, perhaps a nearby
college is offering courses
to high school students or
the students can access it
through Kentucky’s Virtual
High School program. Once
the student succeeds in one
area, he or she is more likely
to be interested in signing
up for other more difficult
classes.

Habeeb also empha-
sizes the need for parents to
be closely involved in the
child’s educational process.
He uses his own family to
exemplify why it's impor-
tant to “tighten the reins”

on older students rather
than loosening them.

If his children who are
in the first or fifth grades
make a bad decision, he
says, it has little long-last-
ing impact on his or her life.
If, however, his daughter in
the nineth grade decides
not to study for a test or do
her homework, her deci-
sion can have long-lasting
repercussions because her
grades go on her record for
colleges and future employ-
ers to see.

“Please don’t let up,”
Habeeb urges parents.
Even though older kids put
more pressure on their par-
ents to give them their in-
dependence, when it comes
to their education Habeeb
says parents need to be
more vigilant than ever in
encouraging their children
to sign up for the right
classes and to work hard.
If they do that, then when
college is no longer on the
horizon, but is the true next
step, the student will be
prepared.

NORTHSIDE — Ob-
taining affordable health
care can be tough, espe-
cially when many people
in the area are either un-
insured or underinsured.
And unfortunately, when
those people get sick, they
must sometimes choose be-
tween going to the doctor
and buying medications or
putting food on the table.

Through that study they
discovered there were too
many residents with health
needs, but no way to pay
for it, said Cora Fletcher,
president of the board of
trustees for the ministry.

“There was a gap and
what we needed was to
bridge that gap,” Fletcher
said.

Finally, after spending
a few years gathering ideas,
garnering support and rais-
ing enough money, the fa-
cility opened its doors in
November of 2003.

The health ministry
would serve those in the
population who are unin-
sured, underinsured and
underserved in nine coun-
ties, Fletcher said. Those
counties include Madison,
Rockcastle, Estill, Garrard,
Jackson, Clay, Clark, Laurel
and Powell.

health ministry required.
They are still waiting to
hear from the city, Fletcher
said.

Thehealth ministry asks
for a $20 co-pay to be seen
by the nurse practitioner on
staff, but a patient is never
turned away if they are un-
able to pay. The health min-
istry will either bill them
or in some cases will take
other forms of payment.
One man didn’t have the
money, but he brought in a
bunch of garden vegetables
for everyone as payment,
Parsons said.

That first month they
were open, they saw more
than 600 patients. In the
years since, they average
anywhere between 1,000
and 2,000 patients per year,
with almost 8,500 visits by
patients, including first
time seen and follow-up
visits, Fletcher said.

They had a lull in pa-
tients for about six months,
from June "07 to January "08
because there was no nurse
practitioner on staff, so they
couldn’t see patients. But
they referred patients to
other medical professionals
and tried to accommodate
their loyal patients as best
they could, Parsons said.

A list was made of pa-
tients to call back when they
found another nurse practi-
tioner. Almost every previ-
ous patient returned when
she was hired. Now almost
50 percent of their day con-
sists of new patients. Many
of them are walk-ins, Par-
sons said.

Most of the staff is
made up of volunteers and
they are always looking
for more help, even if you
have no previous medical
knowledge, but they are

looking for volunteer nurs-
es, Fletcher said.

The health ministry
would like to expand, but
right now it’s all about fo-
cusing on building on what
is already here and not ex-
panding just yet. They first
need to find a way to hire
another nurse practitioner
in case the one they have
gets sick, goes to a confer-
ence or on vacation, Fletch-
er said.

“We're still hanging in,
we’'ve been hanging since
we’ve been here,” Parsons
said.

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A retirement, a water rate increase
and an austere city budget
in a cold and wet December 1978

e Looking ahead, the
job outlook for potential
members of the class of
1985 were not so rosy. Only
80 percent of the South’s
college graduates in 1985
would be able to find jobs
in occupations that had
traditionally been filled by
those with college degrees.
The remainder would have
to seek employment in
sales and clerical jobs or as
service, blue collar or farm
workers. This was on of
the conclusions drawn by
an education report by the
Southern Regional Educa-
tion Board.

* “I've worked all my
life and I've enjoyed it all.
I guess I've done a little bit
of everything,” said Ralph
Wagers on his last day on
the job at the Berea Post
Office. Wagers retired af-
ter 41 years of service.

Wagers said in 1935,
the city looked quite a bit
different. “Uncle George
Reynolds carried the main
from the rail depot. There
were three rural routes and
the longest was 30 miles.
[t took all day to cover,
with a horse and buggy,”
he said. Mail carriers used
lanterns for heat. “The
mud would get between
the wheel and spokes and
freeze until they looked
solid. Between the soot
from the lantern and the
mud of the road and the
cold, those mail carriers
looked pretty sorry by the
end of the day.”

He began work with
the postal service when
he was 18 (in 1935), and
would receive 9 cents
per letter delivered. “On
the first day I delivered
three of them... and that
was pretty good money,
though it took me all day.
I walked.”

He said one of the
most excited times work-
ing at the post office came
during the railroad strike,
when he road “shotgun.”

e The city was looked
at a trimmed down city
budget for 1979. A hiring
freeze was instituted and
raises for city employees
were held at 7 percent
across the board.

Around $1,051,650
was expected in city rev-
enues, with $1,035,194 in
expected expenses. De-
spite the budget being
about $15,000 to the good,
council members said the
amount was “about 1 per-
cent — microscopically
close,” as was said by Da-
vid Burgio.

“We trimmed the bud-
get more than once. Our
aim was to provide the city
with a balanced budget
and not to have a planned
deficit,” he said.

At the time, the city’s
property tax of 5 cents per
$100 of assessed worth

was netting about $27,000
a year, and many in city
government encouraged
an effort to generate new
sources of revenue.

e The Berea City Coun-
cil sent a negative letter to
the U.S. Department for
Housing and Urban De-
velopment (HUD) con-
cerning construction of a
mid-rise apartment tower
at 309 Chestnut Street.
The facility was planned
to house elderly residents
in 48 one-bedroom and ef-
ficiency units. Objections
included a lack of space,
limited parking, traffic
problems and maintenance
concerns. A representative
from HUD was invited to
appear before the council
and discuss the matter.

e The Kentucky Pub-
lic Service Commission
approved a water rate in-
crease request from Berea
College Utilities, but the
approval was not exact-
ly what the college had
sought.

“Basically what we got
was about a nickel less on
each increment than what
the utility had requested,”
said city attorney James
T. Gilbert. “I think this is
a good example to show
that the Public Service
Commission will listen to
people.”

The city, together with
the Southern Madison Wa-
ter District, protested the
proposed rate increase.

e At the Berea Fire
Department’s  Christmas
Party at Peoples Restau-
rant, John Stephenson
was named Fireman of the
Year. Stephenson has been
with the department since
1959.

Also at the party, Jerry
B. Simpson was recog-
nized for a rescue at 221
South Broadway. Samuel
L. Cornelison was honored
for being the first Berea
fireman to receive an As-
sociate of Arts degree in
fire science. Darnell Mar-
tin, Stephen Moore and
George Waddle received
five-year service awards,
and Kenneth Griffith was
honored for 10 years of
service.

e Mr. and Mrs. Mike
Coyle of Berea announced
the birth of twin daughters,
Alicia Megan and Aman-
da Dawn. The girls were
born at St. Joseph Hospi-
tal in Lexington weighing

BEREA — Drought for
the second year in a row
has city officials and resi-
dents eyeing water usage
heading into winter.

At last week’s city
council meeting, Berea
Municipal Utilities Super-
intendent Donald Black-
burn said the city’s water
supply is sufficient to get
through the winter, but

165-170 days of water in
its three reservoirs near
Big Hill. While the Owsley
Fork Reservoir looks to be
on par with last year’s low
levels, Blackburn said it is
in better shape than this
time a year ago.

Average daily demand
for water through Septem-
ber 2007 was 2.733 million

servation efforts, demand
dropped in the same pe-
riod this year to 2.679 mil-
lion gallons — a drop of
around 55,000 gallons per
day. However, that trend
reversed in October of
2008, and water usage has

increased in October and

“This year has actually

LEXINGTON — A Berea man was sen-
tenced today to 15 years in prison and a
lifetime of supervised release for possessing
child pornography images.

Ronald Powell, II, 26, pleaded guilty in
September of this year and admitted that he
possessed thousands of images and videos
of minors engaged in

investigation

After investi- Powell

gating the situation, the Madison County
Sheriff’s Department discovered that Powell
was in violation of his probation terms from
a previous conviction related to the pos-
session of child pornography. Under those
terms, Powell was prohibited from using a
computer in any capacity. After searching
his computer, officers found the child por-
nography images.

Powell was serving probation from a
three-year prison sentence in Virginia for
producing obscene materials involving mi-
nors, and possessing child pornography.

“It's important that sexual predators
who fail to change their behaviors receive
stiff punishments like the one Mr. Powell
got today,” said Assistant United States At-
torney Erin May.

In the federal system, possessing child

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Unique Appalachian partnership
awarded $50,000 by Mellon Foundation

A unique Appalachian
partnership in open source
Web learning has earned an
award, the Andrew W. Mel-
lon Foundation announced
today. In a presentation
by Vint Cerf, “father of
the Internet,” Mellon gave
LAMP, the Learning Asset
Management Project, one
of its 2008 Mellon Awards
for Technology Collabora-
tion.

LAMP is a partnership
of 16 schools in the Appala-
chian College Association
(ACA). The schools use
Sakai, software that profes-
sors and students access
through their Web brows-
ers. Sakai allows profes-
sors to set up courses and
projects online, and then
collaborate with colleagues
and students on course-
work, research and so on.

“Sakai has enabled
LAMP schools in two
areas,” said CEATH

Company’s Martin Ram-
say, LAMP’s founder and
facilitator. “First, it is open
source. Our schools share
a reasonable fee for Web
hosting and management;
there is no licensing fee.
We can now afford state-of-
the-art learning software.

“Second, the 16 LAMP
schools share Sakai. That
means they are able to col-
laborate with each other at
levels previously unavail-
able.”

Only 11 out of more
than 60 competing institu-
tions worldwide received a
Mellon Award for Technol-
ogy Collaboration (MATC).
The award recognizes im-
portant organizational con-
tributions to open source
projects. LAMP’s contri-
bution: showing that even
small schools with limited
resources can work togeth-
er to use advanced soft-
ware.

In recognizing the Ap-
palachian College Associa-
tion’s work in creating and
leading the LAMP project,
the MATC Award Commit-
tee noted the importance of
new sustainability models
to the long-term success
of open and community
source software initia-
tives,” said Ira Fuchs, Vice
President for Research in
Information Technology.

“ACA/LAMP has
shown the higher educa-
tion community that it is
possible for institutions
having limited resources to
install, operate, and sustain
even the most sophisticat-
ed software, provided that
they work together to meet
their common challenges.”

According to  Paul
Chewning, President of the
Appalachian College Asso-
ciation, the $50,000 award
from the Mellon Founda-
tion will be used to help
other consortia learn to rep-
licate the LAMP model for
collaboration using Sakai.

One of the program’s summer workshop sessions.

Ramsay added that
LAMP is changing how
ACA schools work with
each other.

“LAMP’s implementa-
tion of Sakai is as big as a
medium sized state univer-
sity,” he said. “Professors
are able to communicate
and collaborate with hun-
dreds of faculty at other
ACA schools instead of
just their local colleagues.
For instance, faculty create
courses online for use at
multiple colleges, not just
one.”

Other uses include
campus-wide strategic
planning, student govern-
ment and study abroad
communication. Ramsay
said that usage continues
to increase.

“We started in April
2006,” he said. “That sum-
mer, we had around 1,000
users. Now there are more
than 14,000. As many as 400
users are online simultane-
ously in the average day.
More than 2,500 course and
project sites have already
been created.”

Ramsay expressed his
pride with what LAMP
had accomplished. Small-
er schools don’t have the
resources of large institu-
tions,” he said. “Instead of
competing our way out of
that problem, we collabo-
rated our way out. Appala-
chians help their neighbors.
We hope that provides a
model for other schools.”

A key to LAMP’s suc-
cess has been that “technol-
ogy has become a non-is-
sue” thanks to the project’s
service provider, the Long-
sight Group. Ramsay called
the group “our partner,
trusted advisor and out-
standing service provider.”

Christmas con artists

Attorney General Jack
Conway cautions Kentuck-
ians to be on guard against
con artists who prey on
job seekers and consum-
ers struggling to pay their
mortgages. With the eco-
nomic downturn, the Office
of the Attorney General’s
Consumer Protection Di-
vision is receiving more
scam-related calls from
concerned consumers.

“Kentuckians strug-
gling to make ends meet
can easily fall victim to con
artists” gimmicks. I encour-
age citizens to be extra vigi-
lant when considering fore-
closure help, work-at-home
offers and sweepstakes or
lotteries. If it sounds too
good to be true, it probably
is,” General Conway said.

Consumers should also
be on guard against fraud-
ulent charities this holiday
season.

“At a time when so
many families are strug-
gling, it is more important
than ever to support repu-
table, well- established
charities that truly make a

difference in our local com-
munities. However, con-
sumers should be mindful
that there are irresponsible,
even fraudulent charities
that abuse the public’s trust
and deprive the needy,”
cautioned General Con-
way.

The following are im-
portant tips for consumers:

Charitable  solicitors
— Be cautious of sound alike
charities and solicitors un-
able to answer questions.
Always ask the solicitor
what percentage of your
dollar goes to the cause.
Ask for written information
so that you can research the
charity through the Office
of the Attorney General at
www.ag.ky.gov or the Bet-
ter Business Bureau before
giving.

Sweepstakes and Lot-
teries — The Attorney Gen-
eral’'s Office receives sev-
eral calls daily regarding
foreign lotteries and sweep-
stakes. Some consumers
receive what appears to be
a legitimate check to as-
sist them in paying “fees
and taxes.” These checks
are counterfeit and should
NOT be cashed. Addition-

ally, money should NOT be
wired to any sweepstakes
promoter. It is illegal.
Foreclosure Help — Con
artists prey on consum-
ers struggling to pay their
mortgages by offering help
for a fee. These offers are
often found in classified
ad sections and tabloids,
but can also come by mail
or telephone. These offers
are often bogus and seldom
result in legitimate help. If
you are in danger of fore-
closure, contact Protect My
Kentucky Home at 1-866-
830-7868 for assistance.
Work-at-Home  Offers
— Beware of ads appearing
in classified ad sections of
the newspaper and tabloids
or offers by mail or phone.
Applying for jobs online
sometimes results in your
receiving emails indicat-
ing that you can work from
home and serve as a money
“processor” for an out-of-
the-country company, or
a “customer service repre-
sentative.” These offers are
bogus and involve process-
ing checks or money orders
and wiring money to an un-
known source. The checks
are counterfeit and you will

be held liable for the funds
at the bank.

Online Shopping —Only
deal with companies that
you know and trust. Make
sure that you are shopping
on a site that offers secure
payment processing. Be-
ware of contacts made on
some of the popular “for
sale” listing sites or auction
sites that require you to
wire money instead of us-
ing a secure payment pro-
cessor. Be aware if you're
selling an item, you may be
contacted by con artists as
well.

Gift Cards — If you pur-
chase gift cards for Christ-
mas gifts, research the fi-
nancial stability of the store
and shop with established
stores with whom you
know and trust. If a store
closes, the card is of no val-
ue to the recipient.

The benefits of living in a college
town are the educational
opportunities that the college
presents not only for its enrolled
collegiate students but for the high
school students in the area as well.

Berea Community High School
has a small group of students who
choose to to attend classes offered by
Berea College through a non-degree
program. That is, the classes that the
students attend are listed on their high
school transcript.

High school juniors and seniors
with at least 3.0 GPA have the
opportunity to enroll in college
classes, and after enrolling must adjust
their class schedule at BCHS.
However, the college has a short term
after first semester, leaving empty
blocks of time in the high school
students’ schedule during January.

To fill these slots of time while not
enrolled at the college, BCHS
administrators now require the students
to plan a creative and constructive
project, which will be graded.

The students were given several
predetermined activities to participate
in if they couldn’t design a project of
their own. Some options for the
students include job shadowing, being
a teacher’s assistant, participating in
a service learning program and
engaging in several other school-
sponsored activities.

Distinguished Human
rights lawyer Stephen B.

Stephen Bright is the
President of the Southern
Center for Human Rights,
located in Atlanta. The Cen-
ter provides legal represen-

tation to individuals facing
the death penalty and to
prisoners challenging inhu-
mane conditions in prisons
and jails throughout the
South. Many of those facing
these situations do not have
the resources for adequate
and fair legal representation.
The Center also works to im-
prove judicial independence
in our legal system through
better access to lawyers
by poor people accused of
crimes. Bright has been as-
sociated with the Center for
much of his career, serving
as Director from 1982 to 2005
and becoming President in
2006. He also is the J. Skelly
Wright Fellow and Visiting
Lecturer in Law at Yale Law
School and Visiting Lecturer
in Law at Georgetown Uni-
versity Law Center.

A native of Danville,

Ky., Bright earned his B.A.
in political science from
the University of Kentucky
and Juris Doctorate degree
from the UK College of Law.
During more than 30 years
of law practice, first as le-
gal services attorney with
the Appalachian Research
and Defense Fund in Lex-
ington and later as a public
defender in Washington,
D.C., Bright has represented
indigent persons at trial, on
appeals and in post-convic-
tion proceedings, including
many facing death penalty
charges. In 1988, he argued
and won a case before the
U.S. Supreme Court, which
agreed to set aside a death
sentence due to proven ra-
cial discrimination in the
process.  Bright has also
testified many times before
the U.S. Senate and House

buildings, Chamber honors

Duerdon, Churchill and Davenport

December 1958

< Berea College an-
nounced the designs for a
new men’s dormitory and a
long-sought alumni build-
ing. The decision to start
construction of the two
buildings came during a
board of trustees meeting in
New York City.

Funds for the new men’
dorm, to be building north-
west of the Draper Building
on the location of World
War II's Draper Row pre-
fab housing, were donated
by Berea trustee Barry Bing-
ham, editor-in-chief of the
Louisville Courier Journal,
and the building would
come to bear his name. The
dorm would have space
for 60 students, one mar-
ried teacher and one single
teacher.

The $1.02 million Alum-
ni Building had been in the
planning stages since 1945,
and would be built next to
Fairchild Hall where the Gil-
bert House, Contrast House
and Customer Service
Building were then stand-
ing. The basement of that
building would receive a
complete renovation as part
of the project. The 52,000-
square foot new building
would house a snack bar,
post office, student activi-
ties office, recreation facili-
ties and large lounge.

< A $1,000 check was
presented to Mrs. Bill
Finnell, treasurer of Memo-
rial Park, by Clint Hens-
ley, superintendent of the
Berea Rubber Company.

Event gives cats a home for Christmas

OLD TOWN — The 15
potential adoptees put their
best paws forward: Green
and yellow eyes clear and
bright and hopeful, coats---
of every hue and pattern in
the feline rainbow---meticu-
lously self-groomed, and all
of them ready to charm their
way into human hearts and
homes---certainly to better
lives than they had known
on the streets of Berea.

The foster cats of
founder Teri Williams” TLC

(Tender Loving Cats) Cat
Refuge, who were on dis-
play at Russel Acton Folk
Center last Friday evening
for adoption, are among
the lucky few of Berea’s
growing number of home-
less and feral kittens and
cats. Those not fortunate
enough to come into the
care of Williams, other local
animal rescue groups, or
kind-hearted individuals,
are essentially doomed to
brutally brief lives of star-
vation, disease, unchecked
reproduction, and an un-
merciful death.

“There’s not many
humane initiatives in the
county,” says Williams.
“We're not alone; it’s a na-
tional issue.”

Williams was inspired
to start the non-profit TLC,
a year and a half ago, by
the feral cats who came to
her door every day for food
and a wary stroking. Con-
cerned about the exponen-
tially increasing numbers
of kittens born among the
feral population, she began
to humanely trap the cats,
getting them spayed and
neutered by local veterinar-

ians, and releasing them.
“The cats are still vulner-
able,” she says, to the vicis-
situdes of stray life; “But at
least they won't bring kit-
tens into the situation.”
Some of the more attrac-
tive cats and kittens she fos-
ters at her eight-acre home
in Berea, socializing and
preparing them for adop-
tion through such avenues
as the TLC website, Pet-
finder.com, and PetSmart.
None of her foster cats are
ever euthanised because it
is not adopted.

Four double-fatality crashes last week

Preliminary  statistics
indicate that fifteen peo-
ple died in nine separate
crashes on Kentucky road-
ways from Monday, Dec. 8
through Sunday, Dec. 14,
2008.

All of the fatalities in-
volved motor vehicles and
eight of those victims were
not wearing seat belts. The
seat belt status of three
victims could not be deter-
mined. Three crashes in-
volved the suspected use
of alcohol. Single vehicle
crashes occurred in Allen,
Knott, Meade and Taylor
counties.

A triple-fatality crash
occurred in Pike County
and alcohol was suspected

as a possible factor. A to-
tal of four double-fatality
crashes occurred last week.
These crashes were report-
ed in Harlan, Hart, Jeffer-
son and Nicholas counties.

Through Dec. 15, pre-
liminary statistics indicate
that 772 people have lost
their lives on Kentucky
roadways during 2008. This
is 59 fewer than reported
for this time period in 2007.
Of the 595 motor vehicle fa-
talities, 371 victims were not
wearing seat belts. Of the
88 motorcycle fatalities, 52
were not wearing helmets.
Twenty-three people have
been killed in ATV crashes
and 21 of those were not
wearing helmets. Sixty pe-

destrians have been killed.
A total of 165 fatalities have
resulted from crashes in-
volving the suspected use
of alcohol.

Citizens can contribute
to highway safety by report-
ing erratic drivers to the
Kentucky State Police toll-
free at 1-800-222-5555. Call-
ers will remain anonymous
and should give a descrip-
tion of the vehicle, location,
direction of travel and li-
cense number if possible.

These statistics are still
preliminary as KSP waits
for alllocal law enforcement
agencies throughout the
state to report any crashes
and fatalities that may have
occurred in their areas.

In 2005, Berea College
received a $2.2 million fed-
eral earmark for the project,
which must have a 20 per-
cent funding match from
the city. That earmark was
only recently released, and
was reduced by 20 per-
cent, leaving the $2.6 mil-
lion project about $400,000
short.

Currently, the project
includes reconstructing
Prospect Street from Boone
Tavern to Peachbloom Hill
with a sidewalk on one
side and a shared-use path
on the other, drainage and
lighting improvments, as
well as replacement of the
bridge.

Stone said after public
hearings in early 2009, work
could begin in spring.

and he has requested a
new count be conducted
after the bypass officially
opens. He asked if the city
could bid out the traffic
signal on its own and was
told no.

It appears a traffic
signal is the only thing
holding up the opening of
phase I of the bypass. In-
stallation of the signal at
the bypass’ junction with

U.S. 25 has not been com-
pleted, but could be before
Christmas.

The city is working
with Bluegrass Energy to
install street lights at the
bypass’ beginning at Ky.
595. The state transporta-
tion cabinet does not in-
clude street lights in its
projects except at inter-
state ramps.

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County schools super responds
to budget cut recommendations

<> Cut in state funds not as
severe as previously proposed

to the Citizen

RICHMOND - A new
budget proposal from Ken-
tucky Gov. Steven L. Bes-
hear is a “demonstration of
true leadership,” said Mad-
ison County Schools Super-
intendent Tommy Floyd.
“This governor is looking
out for Kentucky’s kids.”

“Gov. Beshear’s cur-
rent recommendations will
protect Kentucky schools
and Kentucky students
from another financial hit
that could have been dev-
astating to many Kentucky
districts,” Floyd said.

The previously pro-
posed 4 percent cut in SEEK
funds and state grants
would have cost our district
approximately $1.6 million
in the current year budget,
Floyd said. The proposed
2 percent cut in state grant
funds proposed by the gov-
ernor earlier this week will
reduce that number to less
than $200,000 for this fiscal
year.

In a report to Kentucky
Education ~Commissioner
Jon Draud last week, Floyd
said the district would have
to absorb the bulk of a 4
percent cut to SEEK funds
and state grant funds by

using the district’'s con-
tingency funds. With the
governor’s new proposal,
Madison County Schools
will be able to find ways
to operate more efficiently
and collaboratively as a
way to offset the pending
2 percent reduction in state
grant funds.

“Kentucky is facing a
critical time regarding the
education of its children,”
Floyd said. “We have in-
deed made great progress
since 1990. While many
people say they support
public education, it is my
hope that every Madison
County Schools supporter
will make their voice heard
in support of the governor’s
efforts as well as legislators
such as Rep. Harry Moberly
and Sen. Ed Worley as they
work to provide continued
adequate funding for our
kids.”

“Madison County
Schools will continue to be
conservative as we begin
the 2009-2010 draft budget
process,” Floyd said.

The district will open
a new middle school in
the fall of 2009. Staffing at
B. Michael Caudill Middle
School as well as redistrict-
ing the middle school feed-
er patterns in the northern
part of the district are going

to be key issues to a suc-
cessful financial year.

“We will present a plan
for redistricting the Rich-
mond area to the board of
education after the holiday
break. This plan will pro-
vide maximum efficiency
with regards to transporta-
tion costs and time utiliza-
tion,” Floyd said.

Floyd said Madison
County Schools will con-
tinue to ask district admin-
istration, teachers and sup-
port staff for two things:

e To keep the focus
on providing the ongoing
quality instructional pro-
gram that is establishing
Madison County Schools as
a state leader, and

e To ask every day
how we can work togeth-
er to save on the costs of
utilities, fuel, travel and in-
structional materials so that
the district can continue to
ensure that Every Student
Counts.

“The proposal from
Gov. Beshear this morn-
ing is great news for Madi-
son County Schools and
districts across the state,”
Floyd said. “It exemplifies a
governor that understands
what a reduction of 4 per-
cent to SEEK funds would
have meant for Kentucky’s
kids. However, it is not yet
a reality. We all need to
voice our support for our
governor’s plan as it moves
to the legislature.”

Second possible case of whooping cough

to the Citizen

The Madison County
Health Department in-
vestigated a second case
of pertussis (“whooping
cough”) in Madison Coun-
ty Schools late last week.
Health officials notofied
parents of students in
close contact with a Waco
Elementary student that
the child’s condition was
confirmed.

It is most likely that
children have been vacci-
nated against pertussis be-
cause it is included in the
DTaP vaccine that children
are required to have before
they begin school. If a child
is up-to-date on shots, the
possibility of catching per-
tussis is low.

Madison County
Schools worked with the
Madison County Health
Department  throughout
the day to ensure the stu-
dents and staff were safe
from any health risk. Dis-
trict School Nurse Coordi-
nator Becky Carr said par-
ents of students considered
to be in close contact with
the child infected were no-
tified personally and were

advised as to the actions
they should take. Other
students were sent home
with a letter to parents ex-
plaining the situation.

Parents are being asked
to consider the follow-
ing suggestions from the
Madison County Health
Department:

1. If you think your
child’s shots may not be
up-to-date, contact your
child’s health provider to
discuss your child’s im-
munization status.

2. If your child has a
cough illness that sounds
like that described above,

call your doctor for evalu-
ation and testing.

3. Keep ill children
home from activities in
which any illness could be
spread to others. Exam-
ples include church, fam-
ily events, scouts and team
sports.

A case of whooping
cough was identified at
Shannon Johnson Elemen-
tary School on Dec. 2.
Health officials handled
the notification process in
the same fashion today as
on that day, Carr said.

To insure that every
cat adopted from her is
cared for responsibly, Wil-
liams has a stringent set of
criteria to be met by those
adopting. The animal must
be permanently adopted
by a household, rather
than for sale or adoption
to another party. If the cat
goes outside, it must be
properly supervised, and
Williams says, “I totally,
totally, totally prefer that
they be inside cats.” If, at
any point, the owner can’t
keep the cat, the cat will be
returned to TLC. (Only two
cats have been returned
so far; both were adopted
again shortly after.) TLC
has the right to call the
adoptive home at “any rea-
sonable time” to check that
the cat is being cared for
properly, and the Refuge
is to be kept informed of
the home’s current address
and phone number. And
if the cat was not spayed
or neutered at the time of
adoption, the owner must
have the procedure done
as soon as possible.

Williams networks
with other local animal
rescue groups who, as she
puts it, have a “shared in-
terest, a shared vision”:
Berea Friends of Animals,
the Humane Society of
Madison County, The Kitty,
Inc., as well as being on a
listserve for rescue groups
throughout Kentucky and
Ohio. The Madison County
Animal Shelter contributes
food and cat litter. “Waco
Animal Hospital and Berea
Animal Hospital have
helped me a lot,” says Wil-
liams; “They do what they
can to help, financially and
time-wise.”

Much of that collabora-
tive vision involves educat-
ing the public both about
the humane treatment of
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cats and all animals, and
of the importance of spay-
ing and neutering to pre-
vent unwanted litters. The
national recession has ex-
acerbated the problem of
animals---especially cats--
-being abandoned by their
former owners, who are
moving to homes in which
pets are not allowed, or
who can no longer afford
to feed and care for them.
“They think that [cats] can
take care of themselves,”
says Williams. “It's a
myth.”

In addition, spaying
and neutering are done far
lessinruralareas, according
to volunteer Debbie Jack-
son, because of what she
calls a “utilitarian attitude
toward animals.” “There’s
not a lot of thought about
spay/neuter,” she says.
Also still prevalent is the
irresponsible notion that
children should be able
to witness “the miracle of
birth”---never mind that
two mated cats can, over
seven years, theoretically
produce 120,000 offspring,

and that most of those little
“miracles” will never find
homes. “We should start
getting into the schools
with the spay/neuter mes-
sage,” says Jackson.

“ 1 get calls every day
from people begging me to
help them” with unwanted
litters or with strays, says
Williams. “I don’t have a
whole lot of space,” she
says; TLC, like most other
rescue agencies, is at ca-
pacity, and cannot take in
any more animals. “ It's an
enormous issue,” she says,
and it's at a “near-crisis
level.”

Four of the TLC cats
found new homes last Fri-
day; Williams’ goal was
five, and a possible adopter
who had seen the Refuge’s
newspaper ad called after
the event. The others will
return to the comfort and
safety of Teri Williams’
home, to be adopted an-
other day.

The holidays, especially
the first ones after a loved
one’s death, can be espe-
cially difficult for a person
who is grieving. Friends
and family members may
be unsure how to act or
what to say to support their
grieving loved one during
the holidays.

In general, the best way
to help those who are griev-
ing during the holidays
is to let them know you
care. They need to be re-
membered, and they need
to know their loved ones
are remembered, too. Lo-
cal hospice grief counselors
emphasize that friends and
family members should
never be afraid of saying
or doing the wrong thing,
because making an effort
and showing concern will
be appreciated.

Here are some tips
that grieving people have
shared:

1. Be supportive of the
way your friend chooses
to celebrate the holidays.

Some may wish to fol-
low traditions; others may
choose to change their ritu-
als.

2. Offer to help with
tangible tasks such as bak-
ing, cleaning, or decorat-
ing. Seemingly simple tasks
can be overwhelming while
dealing with grief.

3. Invite the person to
attend a religious service
with you and your family.

4. Offer to help with
holiday shopping or share
your favorite catalogs or
on-line shopping sites.

5. Invite your friend
to your home for the holi-
days.

6. Inquire if your friend
isinterested in volunteering
with you during the holiday
season. Doing something
for someone else, such as
helping at a soup kitchen
or working with children,
may help him or her feel
better about the holidays.

7. Make a donation in
memory of your friend’s
loved one, as a reminder
that his or her special per-
son is not forgotten.

8. Remember to avoid
telling your friend that he
or she should be “over it;”
grief is an individual pro-
cess and there are no right
or wrong ways to grieve.

9. If your friend wants
to talk about the deceased
loved one or feelings as-
sociated with the loss, LIS-
TEN.

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Local students take part
in award-winning EKU film

A film written and pro-
duced by two Eastern Ken-
tucky University faculty
members and involving
six student interns recently
earned the Best Short Film
Award at the 2008 Cinefest
Movie Expo and Festival in
Louisville.

“The Library,” the
brainchild of John Fitch
and Chad Cogdill, was pro-
duced at EKU in the sum-
mer of 2008 with the six-
student crew. The students
were: Robert Tipton, David
White, Richmond; James
Webb, Berea; Roy Farley,
Harlan; Marshall James,
Lexington; and John Kyle
Colvin, Louisville.

Fitch, who wrote the
script two years ago to use
in class and re-wrote it ear-
lier this year for this project,
said the six-minute-plus
film “is about a shy young
man who lives out his
dreams in his head. These
flights of fancy eventually

bring him into contact with
a hard reality.

“We wanted people to
laugh when they watched,
we wanted a film that
would do well in film fes-
tivals, and we wanted our
students to have a hands-
on film lab.”

The film was shot in
four days, pre-production
lasted approximately two
months and post-produc-
tion three weeks. Students
contributed in all phases,
including casting, locations
scouting, securing craft
services, wardrobe, art di-
rection, publicity, lighting,
camera assistant, assistant
director, etc.

“All  the students
worked very hard and did
more than what was re-
quired of them, Cogdill
said. “If there is one thing
I wanted them to take from
this entire experience it is
the fact that you must be
extremely focused and or-
ganized. There had to be a
tremendous amount of pre-
planning and organization

going into each production
day. It was good for them
to see how organized you
need to be for a film pro-
duction, and I hope they
apply some of these organi-
zational skills to whatever
they decide to do in the fu-
ture.”

Within EKU’s Broad-
casting and Electronic Me-
dia major, Cogdill and Fitch
share five courses in the
Film Techniques and Tech-
nology (FTT) track: Cinema
History I and II, Film Tech-
niques and Technology,
Screenwriting,  Electronic
Cinema Production and an
elective Film Genre class. In
three years, the FTT option
has grown from no majors
to approximately 40.

“This was the second
summer film production
John and I produced,”
Cogdill said. “Our goal is
to make this an annual op-
portunity for students in-
volved in film techniques
area of the Communication
department.”

NORTHSIDE — Shopping
centers are packed with shoppers
searching for the perfect gift, and
store shelves are teaming with the
latest toys and gadgets.

“The meaning (of Christ-
mas) has been lost. Now, the cel-
ebration is not for what it’s sup-
posed to be.”

For Patsy Scenters, commer-
cialism is to blame.

“It's all the buying that has
ruined it,” she said. “Now, every-
body gets everything they want.
We didn’t back then, but we had
good Christmases. We appreci-

ated what we had.”

Without knowing the true
meaning of Christmas, the point
is lost.

“The meaning is lost, and
there’s too much buying. Without
the understanding of it, people
don’t appreciate Christmas,” she
said.

Scenters, 77, said food was a
big part of the Christmas celebra-
tion.

NORTHSIDE — Ella Mae
Brockman has been sewing since
age 3.

“I've always sewed,” she
said. “I made dresses, quilts,
baby blankets — about anything
you can do with a sewing ma-
chine.”

Now, at age 92, Brockman
has retired the sewing machine,
opting instead for handmade
creations with a more personal
touch.

Brockman’s creates whimsi-
cal yarn dolls as a way to exer-
cise her hands and stay active.

Forty-year Christmas star tradition 1s a Berea holiday staple

NORTHSIDE — If you
stand on the north side of
the commercial strip on
U.S. 25 and look just above
the trees on the southeast
ridge at night, you can
see it: the Star of Berea.
Not on any astronomy
charts, the Star, which sits
atop the home of Ann and
Nick Carter on VanWinkle
Grove, has been a fixture

(Ta nya Stewart

in the Berea Christmas sea-
son firmament for the past
40 years.

“Alot of people depend
on seeing it,” says Ann.

Nick Carter built it in
1968, from wooden pack-
ing crates discarded by
the Dresser factory. “ It's
designed,” he says, “like
when you were in school,
making stars”: five-point-
ed, with intersecting cross-
bars. Its 50 lights, which
are larger than usual and

hard to find now, original-
ly came from the closing
sale held at Farrell Rich-
ardson’s drug store; Ann
bought every set they had.
The 16 foot Star used to re-
quire four people---Nick,
Ann, and their two sons,
Steve and Mike---to get it
up on the roof and secured;
in later years, Nick and
Steve established a system
that needed only the two
of them, and without Nick
having to be on the roof.

“I won’t let him any-
more,” says Ann.

Once the Star is up, a
malfunctioning light can’t
be replaced; Nick takes the
precaution of replacing a
dozen of the older bulbs
every year before it’s lifted
to the roof.

“On a night with a
light breeze,” says Nick, “it
looks like it’s twinkling.”

“His [Nick’s] hope was
that everyone would put
one up---it would be a city

of stars,” she says. “But it
didn’t happen.”

The phenomenon that
did occur---and continues,
40 years later---was that
people in Berea came to
view the Carters’ Star as be-
ing as much of a local tradi-
tion as homemade peanut
brittle and standing out in
freezing cold for an hour to
cheer the annual Twilight
Christmas Parade.

“We've had a lot of
people come by to say,

‘When are you putting it
up?’” says Ann. “They say
they bring their children
and grandchildren to see it,
that they grew up with it.”

One child, she recalls,
was adamant: “There’s no
Christmas,” the little girl
declared, “until the Star
goes up.”

Usually, the Star is in
place just after Thanksgiv-
ing, before the Twilight
Christmas Parade. This

167 killed 1n alcohol-related
accidents statewide this year

Preliminary statistics in-
dicate that thirteen people
died in ten separate crashes
on Kentucky roadways from

Twelve of the fatalities
involved motor vehicles and
eight of those victims were
not wearing seat belts.

Single vehicle crashes oc-
curred in Graves, Hardin,
Jefferson, Letcher, McCrack-
en, Shelby, and Simpson
counties.

A quadruple-fatality
crash occurred in Jefferson
county. One pedestrian
fatality occurred in Fayette
county and the suspected
use of alcohol was a factor
in that crash.

the birth of Jesus is beyond
me. I've yet to see anywhere in the Bible
where Jesus was materialistic.

Then I came upon a piece that was
published in the Citizen in 1978:

That's right, Christ-
mas is every day that men and women
realize that the love of God is born in us
today and every day.”

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Battle of Richmond center
honored by Blue Grass Trust

Madison County’s His-
toric Rogers House, now
the new Battle of Richmond
Visitors and History Center,
was recently awarded with
an historic plaque by Cen-
tral Kentucky’s prestigious
Blue Grass Trust for Histor-
ic Preservation.

The celebrated BGT
plaque was given to this
significant historic struc-
ture noting the Rogers
House’s unique history and
architecture, and recogniz-
ing the preservation efforts
of the Madison County Fis-
cal Court.

The Rogers House,
built in the Federal style in
the early 1800s, witnessed
terrible fighting during
the Battle of Richmond,
Aug. 29 and 20, 1862. The
residence, owned by Adam
Rogers at the time of the
battle, was a rallying point
for the Federal forces and a
hospital for both sides after
the terrific fight. An abso-
lute and total victory for
the Confederates, the Battle
of Richmond is thought by
most Civil War historians

to be the most complete
victory either side had over
the other during the entire
conflict.

Madison County’s Fis-
cal Court took possession
of the Rogers House in late
2005 from the United States
Army’s Bluegrass Army
Depot. The house served
as the depot commander’s
residence for many years.
After a complete restora-
tion, the Battle of Richmond
Visitors and History Center
opened in late October of
this year. It features state-
of-the-art displays, a laser
topographical map, a local-
ly produced documentary
film and temporary exhib-
its. The center is located on
Battlefield Memorial High-
way at the junction of U.S.
25 and U.S. 421.

The Blue Grass Trust
for Historic Preservation,
founded in 1955, is a non-
profit advocate for historic
preservation that strives to
protect, revitalize and pro-
mote the special historic
places in our communities
in order to enhance the qual-
ity of life for future genera-
tions. The historic plaque
program honors structured

in Madison, Bourbon, Fay-
ette, Clark, Franklin, Jes-
samine, Lincoln, Harrison,
Mercer Scott and Woodford
counties. The plaque con-
sists of a black and silver
oval with “BGT,” and is to
be placed on the exterior of
the building denoting as a
visual symbol of civic pride
that is meant to signify an
appreciation for the historic
value of the property to the
heritage of the community.

Other  historic  resi-
dences and buildings rec-
ognized by the Blue Grass
Trust plaque program in
Madison County are the
Madison County Court-
house, the Hall of Justice in
Richmond, First Presbyte-
rian Church in Richmond,
Mt. Zion Christian Church,
Mt. Pleasant in downtown
Richmond, Pleasant View
House at Battlefield Park,
and the Lincoln Hotel
building in Old Town Berea.
There are approximately 48
BGT plaques in Madison

County.

529 Plans: An Education Funding Option

College costs have risen faster than the rate of inflation. The cost of a four-year college education in 2024
is expected to climb to $160,000 for a public institution and $345,000 for a private university. Given these
figures, it may be prudent to start saving as early as possible for higher education costs.

There are several options for education funding, but for the purposes of this article, we will only discuss

one of those options -- 529 Plans.

529 Plans

Named for section 529 of the U.S. Internal Revenue Code, 529 Plans are state sponsored, tax-advantaged
investment programs that allow donors (parents, grandparents, other relatives and friends) to save for
higher education costs for a named beneficiary. The Pension Protection Plan of 2006 makes permanent the
federal tax exclusion for withdrawals from 529 Plans, if those withdrawals are used for qualified higher
education expenses. Remember, however, that tax laws are subject to change at any time. These and other
tax implications of a 529 Plan should be discussed with your legal and/or tax advisors.

It is also important to note that the tax implications, as well as the investment choices of

529 Plans may vary significantly from state to state. You should carefully consider these factors before
establishing and contributing to a 529 Plan. 529 Plans are sold via Plan Description Documents, which
contain detailed information regarding the Plan, risks, charges and tax treatment. You should read the Plan

Description carefully before investing.

There are two types of 529 Plans: 529 College Savings Plans and 529 Prepaid Tuition Plans.

529 College Savings Plans Features

 Federal tax advantages—529 College Savings Plans are funded with after-tax contributions that have the
opportunity to grow tax-deferred. Distributions are received free from federal taxes if used for qualified
higher education expenses. Otherwise, the distribution of earnings will be subject to a federal tax penalty

and treated as ordinary income for tax purposes.

o State tax considerations— Since 529 College Savings Plans are state-sponsored, some may provide state
income tax advantages for the residents or taxpayers of that state. These benefits may include tax deduc-
tions for contributions to the plan and/or exemptions from state tax for qualified higher education distribu-
tions. Please consult with a tax advisor regarding the state tax implications of the specific plan.

* Almost anyone can establish a 529 College Savings Plan— Parents, grandparents, siblings, uncles, aunts,
friends or colleagues can establish 529 College Savings Plans for the benefit of others or themselves.
There are no income limitations or age restrictions regarding who can open an account. In addition to
accepting all instate investors, most 529 College Savings plans accept out-of-state investors as well. Please
note that funds must be used for qualified higher education expenses or they may be subject to a penalty

and treated as ordinary income for tax purposes.

* Substantial contributions allowed — Annual contribution amounts vary by state, though a donor may
contribute up to $60,000 per beneficiary in the first year of a five-year period ($120,000 for married

couples filing jointly).

* Designate—and change—account beneficiaries—A donor can set up a 529 College Savings Plan for just
about anyone and maintain control of the funds, allowing for a change of the beneficiary. The new benefi-
ciary, however, must be a close family relative of the original beneficiary, otherwise there may be adverse
tax consequences. Beneficiary changes may be limited to one per year.

« Choice of investment options —Select from among several investment options offered by the state’s
plan, which may include portfolios consisting of a variety of mutual funds. Changes in investments, while
permitted, are generally limited to one per year.

« Flexible rollovers—One tax-free transfer or rollover of benefits from one 529 College

Savings Plan to another for the same beneficiary may be allowed during a 12-month period. The rollover
must be completed within 60 days of the withdrawal.

529 Prepaid Tuition Plans

A state’s 529 Prepaid Tuition Plan generally allows donors to fund future education expenses —tuition
and, in some instances, room and board—at specific in-state (typically public) colleges at current rates,
which provides protection against rising higher education costs. Some plans provide additional benefits for
state residents, and funding options range from one-time lump-sum contributions to monthly installment
payments.

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Kentucky’s jobless rate increases in November

Kentucky’s seasonally
adjusted preliminary un-
employment rate for No-
vember 2008 rose to 7 per-
cent from October 2008’s
revised 6.8 percent, accord-
ing to the Office of Employ-
ment and Training (OET),
an agency of the Kentucky
Education and Workforce
Development Cabinet. No-
vember 2007’s jobless rate
was 5.1 percent.

The U.S. seasonally
adjusted jobless rate in-
creased from 6.5 percent in
October 2008 to 6.7 percent
in November 2008, accord-
ing to the U.S. Department
of Labor.

Unemployment statis-
tics are based on estimates
and are compiled to mea-
sure trends rather than
actually to count people
working.

“In November 2008,
Kentucky’s economy con-
tinued to lose traction amid
widespread employment
losses. Consumers, faced
with a challenging job mar-
ket, soaring food prices
and declining household
wealth, tightened the reins
on their wallets adversely
affecting the trade, trans-
portation and utilities; oth-
er services; and leisure and
hospitality sectors. Weak
demand for temporary
help services engendered
a steep decline in employ-
ment in the professional
and business services sec-
tor,” said Justine Detzel,
OET chief labor market
analyst.

Three of the 11 major
nonfarm North American
Industry Classification
System (NAICS) job sectors
reported employment in-
creases in November 2008,
while seven decreased and
one remained the same, ac-
cording to OET. A decline
of 7,600 jobs in November
2008 brought Kentucky’s
nonfarm employment to a
seasonally adjusted total of
1,857,400. Since November
2007, Kentucky’s nonfarm
employment has dropped
by 20,500.

“November marks the
largest year-over-year drop
in the number of jobs in
Kentucky since June 2002,”
said Detzel.

According to the sea-
sonally adjusted employ-
ment data, the educational
and health services sector
grew by 800 jobs in No-
vember 2008. Since last
November, the number
of jobs in this sector has
risen by 400 jobs. This sec-
tor includes private and
nonprofit establishments
that provide either educa-
tion and training or health
care and social assistance
to their clients.

The government sec-
tor, which includes public
education, public adminis-
tration agencies and state-
owned hospitals, gained

500 positions in November
2008. The sector has added
10,000 jobs since Novem-
ber 2007.

The number of posi-
tions in the natural re-
sources and mining sector
rose by 400 in November
2008. The sector has added
1,300 jobs since November
2007 because of hiring in
the coal mining industry.

The number of jobs in
the financial activities sec-
tor stayed the same from
October 2008 to Novem-
ber 2008. This segment,
which includes businesses
involved in finance, insur-
ance, real estate and prop-
erty leasing or rental, has
lost 1,400 positions over
the past 12 months.

The number of jobs
in the professional and

“Employment  losses
at accommodation and
food services businesses
outweighed a rise in the
number of jobs in arts, en-
tertainment and recreation
enterprises. Multiple res-
taurant closings account-
ed for the decrease in the
number of professionals
employed in accommo-
dation and food services
companies,” Detzel said.

Kentucky’s trade,
transportation and utilities
sector dropped by 1,800
jobs in November 2008.

“The lion’s share of
these employment losses
occurred in administra-
tive and support manage-
ment businesses, reflecting
weakness in the employ-
ment services industry.
Since the temporary help
industry supplies labor to
a wide variety of indus-
tries, it is a good barometer
of what is occurring across
the labor market. Demand
for temporary help services
often leads business cycles,
because through such ser-
vices, firms can adjust their
workforces quickly to react
to changes in demand that
may only be short lived,”
Detzel said.

Kentucky’s leisure and
hospitality sector report-
ed an employment loss
of 2,100 jobs in Novem-
ber 2008. Since Novem-
ber 2007, employment in
the sector has declined by
4,200 positions. The leisure
and hospitality sector in-
cludes arts, entertainment
and recreation, accommo-
dations and food services
and drinking places indus-
tries.

services, religious organi-
zations and civic and pro-
fessional organizations, fell
by 1,600 jobs in November
2008. This sector had 1,200
fewer jobs in November
2008 than in November
2007.

The manufacturing
sector lost 1,100 jobs in No-
vember 2008. Compared to
November 2007, jobs in the
sector were down by 13,800
in November 2008.

“The durable goods
subsector accounted for
the majority of this year-
over-year employment
decrease. This reflects the
malaise resulting from the
automobile slump impact-
ing Kentucky. Job losses
signal layoffs at an au-
tomobile manufacturer,
layoffs and closings at
multiple automobile parts
manufacturers and the
closings of a truck trailer
manufacturer, a plumbing
manufacturer and an ap-
pliance motor manufactur-
er. Consumers, grappling
with layoffs, tighter credit
conditions and declining
household wealth due to
waning home prices and a
plummeting stock market,
are postponing purchases
of long-lasting manufac-
tured goods such as auto-
mobiles,” said Detzel.

“Furthermore, manu-

facturers of durable goods,
such as furniture and ap-
pliance makers as well as
lumber and other products
utilized in residential con-
struction, are negatively
impacted by a decline in
the housing market.”

The information sec-
tor dropped by 300 jobs in
November 2008. This seg-
ment, which includes firms
involved in publishing, In-
ternet activities, data pro-
cessing, broadcasting and
news syndication, has lost
1,000 positions since No-
vember 2007.

The construction sector
recorded 100 fewer posi-
tions in November 2008.
Since November 2007, em-
ployment in the construc-
tion sector has decreased
by 4,900 positions.

The U.S. Bureau of
Labor Statistics’ monthly
estimate of the number
of employed Kentuckians
for November 2008 was
1,894,074 on a seasonally
adjusted basis. This fig-
ure is down 12,179 from
the 1,906,253 employed in
October 2008, and down
42,512 from the 1,936,586
employed in November
2007.

The monthly estimate
of the number of unem-
ployed Kentuckians for No-
vember 2008 was 142,467,
up 3,606 from the 138,861
Kentuckians unemployed
in October 2008, and up
39,020 from the 103,447
unemployed in November
2007.

The monthly estimate
of the number of Kentuck-
ians in the civilian labor
force for November 2008
was 2,036,541. This figure
is down 8,573 from the
2,045,114 recorded in Oc-
tober 2008, and down 3,492
from the 2,040,033 record-
ed for November 2007.

Civilian labor force
statistics include non-mili-
tary workers and unem-
ployed Kentuckians who
are actively seeking work.
They do not include unem-
ployed Kentuckians who
have not looked for em-
ployment within the past
four weeks.

Kentucky’s statewide
unemployment rate and
employment levels are sea-
sonally adjusted. Employ-
ment statistics undergo
sharp fluctuations due to
seasonal events, such as
weather changes, harvests,
holidays and school open-
ings and closings. Season-
al adjustments eliminate
these influences and make
it easier to observe statis-
tical trends. However, be-
cause of the small sample
size, county unemploy-
ment rates are not season-
ally adjusted.
