There’s the control of a close-ratio 6-speed automatic transmission with 
SHIFTRONIC® that combines the convenience of an automatic transmission with 
the ability to tap ‘down’ to downshift and tap ‘up’ to upshift. There’s a 7-passenger 
cabin so quiet, you’ll want to break the silence with the available Infinity® Logic 7® 
AM/FM/XM®/CD/MP3/6-disc changer surround sound system with 10 premium 
Infinity® speakers.1

The extensive list of safety features that come standard on both Veracruz GLS and 
Veracruz Limited reflects a fundamental Hyundai belief: That a vehicle’s most vital 
role is to inspire confidence. For Veracruz owners, it’s a feeling that starts with 
features like the available proximity key. It can actually sense when you’re near 
your Veracruz, and allows you to lock and unlock your doors, as well as start your 
engine, without ever removing your key from your pocket or purse. 

Shift Veracruz into reverse, and backup warning sensors help alleviate the anxiety 
of backing out of driveways and parking spaces. Press the brake pedal, and an Anti-
lock Braking System (ABS) with Electronic Brake-force Distribution (EBD) and 
brake assist optimize stopping power and control. And of course, Veracruz comes 
standard with an airbag system that includes dual advanced front airbags, front 
seat-mounted side-impact airbags, plus roof-mounted side-curtain airbags that 
extend to the third row.1

CORE TRAINING

You’re looking at what engineers call a “body-in-white”. Ours made this core structure exceptionally rigid, helping give 
Veracruz a smoother ride, more precise handling and a cabin where noise, vibration and harshness are tuned out.
