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The ¡960s are defined in the automotive world by
muscle cars, almost to the exclusion of any other type of ve-
hicle. The decade and the vehicle type have become syn-
onymous in the popular memory, much as fins shape today’s
notions of the fifties. Therefore, although this book in-
cludes all categories of cars, its period of coverage is the
muscle car era, which continued into the early seventies.

Arranged year by year, this book includes all cars
o›ered for sale in the United States by major American
manufacturers from model years ¡960 through ¡972. For
each of these model years, the reader will find an overview
of developments in or a›ecting the automobile industry,
followed by an annual status report of each nameplate and
extensive data about every model sold that year: produc-
tion numbers, pricing, specifications and dimensions, stan-
dard equipment and major options, paint color choices,
running changes from the previous model year, and other
information. A detailed description of the make and model
listings appears below.

Trucks are not included, but each year’s commentary
includes brief remarks on events surrounding truck pro-
duction by the major car manufacturers. Likewise, limited
production models and the products of small, independent
makes are not covered in full, but are noted briefly within
the text. The Checker, for example, though an interesting
car in its own right, did not have an established dealer net-
work to sell to the general public; most of its vehicles in-
stead were sold for fleet service. The Checker therefore is
not covered in full herein. (It is worth noting that Checker
vehicles changed little during this time period, beyond en-
gine choices and the addition of federally mandated safety
equipment.) Also, during the early sixties, Imperial o›ered
a Crown Limousine model that was actually built by a
coachbuilder outside Chrysler. Since production generally
numbered between seven and fifteen cars a year, that model
is not included.

Another notable exclusion is the category of “captive

imports,” or foreign-built automobiles that were imported,
sometimes rebadged, and sold by each major Detroit man-
ufacturer under one of its nameplates—such cars as the
Dodge Colt, the Plymouth Cricket, the Ford Cortina and
Anglia, the Mercury Capri and the Opels sold by Buick.
Not until the fuel crisis that began in ¡973 would these
small imported cars become a truly significant part of auto
sales in the United States. In the years ¡960–¡972, these cars
sold in small numbers, and thus are not included in this
book.

Make and Model Listings

LISTING BY MAKE

Introduction. Each make is listed alphabetically
within a yearly grouping. Following the make’s name is its
main advertising slogan for the year, taken directly from
factory sales literature. Next is a short overview of what
was new for the year, including styling, powertrain and
model lineup changes.

Sales, pricing and production information. This
section includes sales totals for the model year (unless oth-
erwise noted), percentage share of the make’s production
as compared to the entire industry, and the make’s ranking
amongst its competitors. Following the sales information is
pricing information that includes the industry average base
price for the year, the make’s average base price, and its
pricing range. Also listed is the make’s date of model year
introduction if available, or if not, the month of introduc-
tion. Listed next are the various assembly plants in which
the cars were manufactured and their appropriate coding,
if available, for decoding the Vehicle Identification Number.

Data plate identification. This section breaks down
the various parts of the individual cars’ Vehicle Iden-
tification Number (VIN). The meaning of each digit or

letter of the VIN is identified and an example of a complete
VIN is given. For many of the older cars (particularly prior
to ¡965), the body style cannot be determined from the
VIN, but can be found on the body plate located some-
where upon the body of the car. Since body style is gener-
ally self-evident on this vintage of car, an identification
chart for body plates is not given.

Powertrains. The chart presented in this section lists
all known engine and transmission combinations that were
o›ered at the time of the model introduction. In a few in-
stances, there were engines o›ered (generally for racing pur-
poses) on special order, and these may not be included
within the chart. Also, some manufacturers o›ered over-
drive transmissions as an optional feature, but did not list
them with their powertrain accessories, but as a conve-
nience feature. If that is the case, then an available over-
drive transmission may not be listed, even though it was
o›ered. Pricing information is given whenever an accurate
price could be determined. The prices listed are for the en-
gine and transmission together. For example, if a V-8 en-
gine with automatic transmission is listed as an option for
a car that had a 6-cylinder engine with 3-speed manual
transmission as standard equipment, and the chart says the
V-8 and automatic is a $350 option, that price is for the
two options combined. This amount would be added to the
base price of the car. If accurate pricing is not available, that
will be stated within the text.

Major options. This is a chart listing the most pop-
ular or most heavily promoted options available across the
full line of cars. Generally this would include air condi-
tioning, power steering, power brakes, radio, wheel covers,
whitewall tires, and certain power accessories. Certain op-
tions are included when they were at a peak in popularity.
For the most part, option packages are not listed, as they
often varied in price and content depending upon model
or body style that they were applied to and could not be
listed for space reasons. Option packages that are included
are those that would become, or had been, part of a model
line, such as the Pontiac GTO option, or the Olds 4-4-2.

Paint colors. This is a listing of all colors o›ered dur-
ing the model year. Some colors were o›ered only on cer-
tain models; such cases are noted whenever possible. Some
manufacturers o›ered certain colors only on special order,
and that may not be designated in the listings. In general,
this listing includes colors o›ered throughout the year as
well as spring color introductions if any were made.

MODEL LISTINGS

Introduction. Each model is listed, starting at the
lowest priced or smallest model and continuing through
the highest priced or largest model o›ered by the manu-
facturer. Usually manufacturers promoted their models in

such a manner. This is only a general guideline, and there
are exceptions, such as with Chevrolet: the Corvette is listed
last because it is the prestige model in the line, and the
manufacturer always promoted it as such. Following each
model name is its main advertising slogan for the year,
again taken directly from factory sales literature.

Historical overview of the model. Following the in-
troduction is a section containing a few facts on the model,
including the year the model first appeared, other models
built from the same or similar platform, length of time the
same basic body was used and models that preceded and
followed the current one. Also listed is the percentage of the
manufacturer’s total sales recorded by this model, and then
a general description of changes for the model year in ques-
tion. The phrase “totally redesigned” indicates basically a
new car from the ground up, whereas “totally restyled” in-
dicates a car new in appearance, but still utilizing a simi-
lar chassis or powertrains within the new body. “Corporate
siblings” are any cars manufactured by the parent company
sharing most major components, including chassis and
body. “Competitive makes” are any direct competitors, and
on occasion some models that are indirect competition. For
example, the AMC Ambassador was a car with no real com-
petitors throughout most of the sixties. However, it was
viewed as a luxury type car, and could be considered com-
petition for the higher end Ford, Chevrolet and Plymouth
full-size cars, even though the Ambassador itself was not a
full-size car. It was actually more of a mid-size car, and was
classified as a luxury compact by American Motors.

Standard equipment. This is a listing of the basic
standard features for the model. Certain equipment is con-
sidered to be standard on all models during given time pe-
riods, and is not listed to conserve space. This list is based
upon equipment deemed as standard by the manufacturer
according to factory literature. Certain safety equipment
became standard on all cars during ¡966 and ¡968, and will
not be included in this listing.

Models available. This is a chart listing all models
available under a model nameplate throughout the season.
On many cars, particularly in the late sixties, cars were
o›ered in a 6-cylinder and a V-8 line. An example would
be the Chevrolet Chevelle or the Studebaker Lark. Where
this is the case they generally had di›erent body style num-
bers, but the listings will show the lowest priced o›ering,
with the larger engine listed as optional, even though they
were technically an individual model listing. This is done
to keep the listings uniform between makes. Also, certain
makes did not keep records by individual body style and
trim level (particularly Chevrolet and Dodge), so produc-
tion is listed as it was available, with footnotes explaining
how the production is listed. Some manufacturers gave their
two- and three-seat station wagons di›erent model num-
bers, but kept production as one total, and this will be

noted if known. Base Manufacturer’s Suggested Retail Price
(MSRP) is listed as of the beginning of the model year, un-
less otherwise noted. During the late sixties and early sev-
enties, manufacturers were known to change pricing nu-
merous times throughout the season, sometimes higher and
sometimes lower, so pricing figures may di›er from other
sources. The columns for change from LY (last year) on
pricing and the production show the increase or decrease
in each and how they a›ected one another. Finally, the col-
umn for weight is most often the shipping weight, which
does not include such things as fuel and oil. Curb weight
(not used here) would be slightly higher and includes fuel,
oil and other items in its total weight.

Measurements. In general, most of the measurements
are for 4-Door Sedan models, when that model is available
in a line. If a 4-Door model is not o›ered then measure-
ments are for the lowest priced model in the line, or a note
explains which model is represented. For the most part,
measurements such as wheelbase, length, width, luggage
capacity, and fuel tank capacity are the same amongst all
variants of a model. Where there are significant di›erences,
they are listed if available. Two measurements that may
vary among models are headroom and legroom. Some man-
ufacturers and sources publish the minimum headroom and
some publish the maximum headroom. Often they do not
identify which measurement they are using. In general, it
is common for measurements on vehicles prior to ¡963 to
use the minimum headroom, and after ¡966 to use the max-
imum headroom. Between ¡963 and ¡966, measurements
were reported both ways, and then finally a standard was

agreed upon by an outside institution that eliminated the
significant di›erences being reported by manufacturers. A
clue applicable to many cars is that if the headroom is
around the 33 to 34 inch range, it is probably the mini-
mum figure. If it is around 38 to 39 inches, it is most likely
the maximum figure. The di›erence comes into play be-
cause of the seat being placed fully forward (minimum) or
fully to the rear (maximum). Similar di›erences can be
found in the cargo capacity segment, where some manu-
facturers reported “usable cargo capacity,” which accounts
for the spare tire or other consumers of space. Other man-
ufacturers would report “total cargo capacity.”

Further Reading

The author would recommend that anyone interested
in learning more about the industry look into books on or
by the many notable men and women that characterized the
automotive world during this time period. Names of im-
portance during the sixties include Virgil Exner, Lee Ia-
cocca, George Romney, and John Z. Delorean, among
many others. Books of this type can often give a contrast-
ing view of how the corporations worked, as many of these
people came from the engineering or finance sides of the
company as opposed to the sales and marketing side. Var-
ious marque-specific histories and reference books are also
available, and automotive magazines from the era can still
be found fairly readily.
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In the course of automotive history, arguably no time
period has produced cars more enjoyed or better remem-
bered than the ¡960s. Every generation has its noteworthy
achievements and outstanding automobiles that cement its
place in memory, and the sixties are remembered for one
thing above all else: speed. But it wasn’t all about speed. It
was a time of much change and turmoil, both in the auto-
motive world and beyond. A growing civil rights move-
ment, unrest with U.S. involvement in the Vietnam War,
rapid advances in space exploration, and heightened ten-
sions with the Soviet Union in space age and war tech-
nologies all a›ected American life. Turmoil during this pe-
riod within the automotive industry can be found in several
arenas: the continuing trend toward market consolidation;
the proliferation of sizes and nameplates and categories of
automobiles, unprecedented in the automotive scene; and
finally, the “need for speed” that had started with the pro-
liferation of the V-8 engine in the mid-fifties, and would
not end until the gas shortages and OPEC oil embargoes
of the ¡970s.

Consolidation of Manufacturers

Since World War II, nearly all “independent” manu-
facturers had disappeared. The only “independents” left
were AMC and Studebaker, both of which had been
through their own consolidations already. In ¡954, Hud-
son and Nash had merged to form AMC, and Studebaker
and Packard had merged to form Studebaker-Packard Cor-
poration. The merged companies proved only as strong as
their strongest part prior to the merger. American Motors
was doing quite well by the beginning of the sixties, hav-
ing totally abandoned products that the previous Hudson
Motors had been selling, and concentrated on the eco-
nomical vehicles that Nash had o›ered. The timing could
not have been better. With the recession of ¡958 and the

resulting market shift toward smaller cars, the mid-price
market was shrinking and crowded, and Hudson would
likely not have survived on its own. American Motors had
revived the compact Rambler just in time to help the com-
pany climb to an unprecedented number three position on
the sales charts at the beginning of the sixties.

Studebaker and Packard were another story. The lux-
ury-line Packard had been floundering since World War
II, as it tried to sell mid-priced cars to make up for its lack
of luxury-market sales. This strategy had worked in the
thirties during the Depression, but with America’s new-
found wealth, people weren’t buying the lower-priced
Packard. By the early fifties, Packard had wised up to this
and was actually making some money on its revived luxury
car lines of the mid-fifties. Meanwhile, Studebaker was
struggling with rising costs of materials and labor, yet try-
ing to compete with the Big Three at the low end of the
market. It had become a challenge that was costing Stude-
baker money on every car it sold. The time had come to
try to spread out the company’s fixed costs, and one way to
do that was to add models to its existing line. Packard felt
that it could benefit in much the same way, by spreading
out fixed costs over more vehicles, thus allowing higher
profit margins. So, in mid–¡954, a decision to combine the
two companies was made. Unfortunately for Packard,
Studebaker quickly made some decisions that would spell
its demise. The ¡955 model Packards were set in their de-
sign, so they came to market as the “true” Packards that they
were and continued as such for ¡956. However, as the com-
pany sought to quickly consolidate overhead expenses, the
restyled ¡957 Packards became nothing more than Stude-
bakers with more trim clumsily tacked on. In this same
one-year time span, Packard was reduced from a true lux-
ury car to a middle-price car. Needless to say, the public
saw through this, and sales plummeted. By ¡958 the reces-
sion spelled the end for Packard. The name was carried on
in the corporation for about another five years, but then it

became the Studebaker Corporation. Meanwhile Stude-
baker’s products had not been very successful in the mar-
ket for some time, the late forties Starlight coupes and the
“Loewy” coupes introduced for ¡953 being notable excep-
tions. Fortunately, someone had the foresight to see that
smaller cars were selling at American Motors and with the
numerous new imported cars coming ashore, Studebaker
responded with the compact Lark line of cars. While shar-
ing some componentry of the earlier Studebakers, they were
the right cars at the right time. Through the early sixties,
the Lark sold well, but it too was becoming a financial bur-
den as Studebaker was forced to compete on cost with the
larger companies. The somewhat successful introduction
of the sporty Avanti did nothing for the bottom line but
did boost Studebaker image, at least temporarily. By the
end of ¡964, Studebaker had consolidated all of its pro-
duction to a single plant in Canada, and by ¡966, the last
car rolled o› the line. It was an unfortunate ending for a
company with the colorful history of Studebaker.

Some other marques also bowed out during the six-
ties. Of course, the story of the Edsel is well known. Tech-
nically it did not live to see the sixties, with its production
ending in December ¡959, but a few ¡960 models were
built. They were nothing more than ¡960 Fords with a
di›erent grille and taillight treatment and a few minor trim
changes. Chrysler Corporation’s mid-range DeSoto was an-
other casualty of the recession of the late fifties, having
been essentially done in by its sister divisions. Dodge and
Plymouth had both slowly crept up-market with the likes
of the Fury and D-500 models, while Chrysler had been
slowly moving down the price scale to make room for the
luxury Imperial line, which had become its own marketing
division in ¡955. By ¡960, Chrysler had four makes of cars,
selling models that were priced within a few hundred dol-
lars of each other. Something had to give, and after the
¡96¡ model year, the DeSoto nameplate was laid to rest, al-
though the car itself continued in the guise of the Dodge
Custom 880 line through ¡964.

Although trucks are outside the scope of this book, it
is also worth noting the changes occurring in that segment
of the automotive industry, and indeed brief notes on de-
velopments in the truck lines are provided in the intro-
duction for each model year. One event from the ¡960s
stands out as especially important: the ¡969 acquisition of
Jeep by American Motors. Willys Corporation had been
bought in ¡955 by the Kaiser Corporation, mostly to gain
access to the highly profitable and successful Jeep vehicles.
In fact, anytime Jeep has changed manufacturers, it has
been because of the name recognition, profitability and
overall success that the Jeep name brings with it. Kaiser
had continued marketing the Willys-Jeep products through
the early sixties, when it made a series of successful addi-
tions to the product line. Among these were the Jeep pickup

and the Jeep Wagoneer. The Wagoneer is considered by
many to be the modern day forerunner of the SUV (sport-
utility vehicle) market. Of course, the Wagoneer itself was
an o›shoot of the Willys Jeepster Wagons of the late for-
ties, but the Wagoneer was the first to o›er many car-like
conveniences in a formerly truck-type vehicle. The Wag-
oneer, along with the Jeep “CJ,” would be the two main-
stay products for Jeep for the next 20 or more years. But
during the late sixties, Kaiser Corporation decided to get
out of the constantly changing automotive market, and
American Motors bought Jeep in ¡969. This would give
AMC the shot in the arm it needed to survive the seven-
ties.

A final thought on consolidation during this period is
the decline of the convertible and hardtop body styles. The
convertible had been around since the mid-thirties. As an
alternative to earlier open-air models, the convertible came
with a weatherproof roof, and side windows that could
allow the passengers to stay dry in inclement weather. Its
popularity was slow to rise at first (Chevrolet didn’t even
o›er a convertible in ¡939), but after the war, its advan-
tages as a sporty model in any model line made it one of
the faster growing styles (along with the station wagon). All
through the fifties and into the sixties, nearly every model
of car on the road could be had in a convertible model. The
zenith was reached in ¡965, the year when the largest num-
ber of convertible models were available and the most were
sold. From there it was a fast downhill ride. In ¡968, AMC
dropped all of its convertible models. By ¡97¡, Chrysler
would build the last of its convertibles, and in ¡973, Ford
would sell its last. General Motors’ infamous “last con-
vertible” came in ¡976, with the Cadillac Eldorado “Spe-
cial Editions.” The convertible would return in the ¡980s,
but with a new purpose and new style.

Although rarely noted, the hardtop body style, an
o›shoot of the soft-top convertible models, also was dwin-
dling in numbers during this period—not because the pub-
lic was not buying them, but rather because of safety con-
cerns from the insurance industry and government, and
cost issues. From about ¡970 on, nearly every new car de-
sign came only in pillared coupe and sedan formats. Ex-
ceptions were most full-size models and the mid-size Ford
and Mopar models of ¡97¡ and ¡972, which continued into
the mid-seventies, being available in at least four-door
hardtop models and occasionally a true two-door hardtop.

Proliferation of Models

The sixties brought about some fundamental changes
in the marketing of the automobile. As history is proving,
this proliferation will be as costly to the longevity of cer-
tain American nameplates as the consolidation process had
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been. Prior to ¡960, most companies marketed their cars in
two (occasionally three or in extreme cases four) trim lev-
els of the same basic car. Sometimes, as in the case of Buick,
two di›erent sizes of cars were o›ered in two di›erent trim
levels, making for four variations of basically the same car,
but covering the entire mid-price range for automobiles,
sometimes edging into the luxury or high-end market. Oc-
casional exceptions such as the Corvette or Thunderbird
were introduced to cash in on a growing market niche cre-
ated by imported cars. Such would be the case at the be-
ginning of the sixties, but as the decade wore on, Detroit
found itself drowning in a sea of models from all manu-
facturers, as all makes tried to cover all of the varying mar-
kets. This is best illustrated by a comparison of the num-
ber of manufacturers and nameplates on the market in ¡960
as compared to ¡970. In ¡960, there were ¡6 major makes,
producing 27¡ di›erent models, or an average of about ¡7
per brand. In ¡970, there were ¡3 major makes, producing
382 di›erent models, or about 29 models per brand.

As mentioned earlier, the wave of import cars that hit
the United States during the late fifties, and the renewed
interest in the AMC Rambler of that time, had caused the
powers that be to sit up and take notice. So for the ¡960
model year, four new compact cars arrived on the market,
at least one from each of the Big Three, and each with a
di›erent viewpoint on what a small car should be. This
story is covered in more detail in the ¡960 chapter, but es-
sentially, Ford and Chrysler went the conventional route
with front engined, rear wheel drive cars; Ford went after
the bare bones economy market, while Chrysler o›ered a
slightly more upscale car. Chevrolet, on the other hand,
went right to the heart of the matter, copying the formula
of the highest selling import, the VW “Beetle,” and the re-
sult was the rear engined, rear-drive Chevrolet Corvair.

After the runaway success of the Ford Falcon, GM decided
that it needed a more traditional compact, in case the Cor-
vair turned out to be a novelty. So, in ¡962 the Chevy II
was introduced, and instantly gave the Falcon a run for its
money.

Soon, what had started as basic, economy car entrants
in the market gave way to upscale cousins, so that every-
one could cash in on the compact car market. Mercury in-
troduced its Comet alongside the Falcon in ¡960. Nineteen
sixty-one brought the Valiant’s running mate, the Dodge
Lancer, and a trio of larger compacts from Buick, Olds and
Pontiac. After that came the personal/sporty/luxury car
market explosion. General Motors had unknowingly started
this market with its exclusive line of two-door hardtops,
way back in ¡949 and ¡950. Generally a top of the line
model, these hardtops were given “exotic” names such as
BelAir, Catalina, Holiday and Riviera. They had become
mainstays of the entire line by the mid-fifties. Then several
exclusive convertibles were introduced, the Buick Skylark,
Olds Fiesta and Cadillac Eldorado, all luxury cars with a
sporty yet personal image.

Chrysler had introduced the ultimate in luxury with
brute force, in its ¡955 introduction of the Chrysler 300 se-
ries. Powered by a massive Hemi engine, these full-size lux-
ury cars o›ered the best of sportiness and luxury, although
sometimes sacrificing handling, as that technology had not
been much improved upon since the forties. The 300 was
a success in its own right, but was still at the upper end of
the pricing scale.

Ford had successfully sold the Continental even ear-
lier, and the personal-luxury ¡956–57 Continental Mark II,
but their price and market stature kept them from the
masses. The right combination was finally hit upon with the
introduction of the four-seat Thunderbird in ¡958. While

its two-seater predecessor was a success in its own market,
this new four-seat version o›ered more room and comfort
than before. While more expensive than a run of the mill
Ford or Chevy, it was priced within the mid-range of the
market, and that was what sparked its success.

Seeing this combination, other makers soon o›ered
optional equipment to turn their cars into a Thunderbird
knock-o›. Bucket seats, consoles, floor shifters, wire wheel
covers, hood bulges or scoops, and sporty lines with just
enough chrome to accent the body were becoming a trend.
The first to make it to market with actual Thunderbird-like
cars, however, would be the ¡96¡ Oldsmobile Starfire and
¡962 Buick Wildcat and Pontiac Grand Prix models. These
were still traditional full-size GM cars, but marketed with
enough Thunderbird-style equipment for the public to
want them. After the runaway success of the ¡963 version
of the Grand Prix, suddenly the marketing types saw that
a lower priced car could capitalize on this market, and even-
tually the Dodge Monaco, Oldsmobile Jetstar, and Mercury
S-55 entered the fray.

The car that would really set the personal luxury mar-
ket on its ear was the ¡963 Buick Riviera. Designed from
the outset as a stand-alone model, the Riviera would bring
back the uniqueness and luxury that the original ¡958
Thunderbird had brought to market. The Riviera used el-
egant, understated styling cues and minimal chrome trim
to highlight the outside, while interiors were designed with
comfort for four adults in mind. The Riviera won many
awards and is considered by many to be the true beginning
of the personal-luxury car market, as the Thunderbird was
originally more in the sporting vein. For all its success,
though, the Riviera inspired few imitators at first. Within
GM, the ¡966 Oldsmobile Toronado and ¡967 Cadillac El-
dorado targeted essentially the same market. Then, in ¡968,
Lincoln introduced the Continental Mark III, a modern
interpretation of its ¡956–¡957 Mark II personal-luxury
car. By ¡972, the toll on the Thunderbird was su‡ciently
taken that Ford opted for a true personal-luxury car in its
restyling, thus succumbing to the Riviera’s market-leading
trend.

The next big market proliferation came with the ad-
vent of the new intermediate class of cars. While all mak-
ers had toyed with slightly smaller full-size cars early in the
decade, none were truly successful. In fact the smaller
Dodge and Plymouth models of ¡962 were so poorly re-
ceived that the Dodge was immediately enlarged for ¡963
to recover lost sales. Ford was the first to market with a true
mid-size car, although with somewhat limited success. That
car was the ¡962 Ford Fairlane and stable-mate Mercury
Meteor. A solid yet very conventional car, the Fairlane was
deemed by many in the public to be too close to the Fal-
con in performance and size, yet too close to the full-size
Ford in price. American Motors had been o›ering a “mid-

size” choice for several years now in its Rambler Classic
line. What would really set the market on fire would be the
¡964 introduction of General Motors’ line of mid-size cars.
Since the introduction of the senior-compacts in ¡96¡, these
cars as well as the full-size cars had gradually gotten larger
with each passing year. By ¡965, in fact, the mid-size line
had roughly matched the size and price of its full-size pre-
decessor in ¡955. Obviously, they were no longer compact
cars, so GM marketing types took advantage of this and
marketed the new cars as a whole new class of car, the in-
termediate or “mid-size” class.

To make sure these new cars were noticed on the
street, Pontiac engineers decided to go under the hood and
make some adjustments. The important adjustment that
they had secretly made was to put the big 389 CID V-8 en-
gine into the engine bay as optional equipment in the GTO
package. This high-horsepower engine in a relatively light-
weight car made for a legal street-racer, the likes of which
America had never seen. Others to join the bandwagon
were the Olds 4-4-2, Buick Gran Sport, Ford Torino/
Cobra, Mercury Cyclone, Plymouth Road Runner/GTX
and Dodge Coronet R/T and Super Bee. These muscle cars,
as they came to be known, defined the era that this book
covers.

Almost simultaneously, manufacturers were looking
at their smaller, compact cars as vehicles that could use
some more power and style. Studebaker had o›ered a V-8
engine in its compact Lark for several years, and even had
super-charged versions available on certain models. By
¡964, several other manufacturers were o›ering versions of
their compact cars with more performance, including the
Ford Falcon Sprint, Chevrolet Chevy II Nova SS and the
AMC Rambler Classic Typhoon. But Ford would change
everything in April ¡964, with the introduction of the Mus-
tang. Plymouth had given a preview of what could be done
when it introduced a fastback variation of its Valiant com-
pact, called the Barracuda. Nice looking, and definitely
sporty in appearance, the Barracuda lacked the refinement,
simplicity and visual styling to set it apart from the crowd.
The Mustang, though, looked the part of a sports car. And
buyers could equip the car however they liked, with pow-
ertrain options ranging from a 6-cylinder automatic, to a
high-performance V-8 with 4-speed manual transmission,
and a host of luxury features and trim options available.
The Mustang was the success story of the decade. Most
people, however, did not realize that many parts of the
Mustang had originated from the Falcon, much as the Bar-
racuda sprang from the Valiant. Later on, the same could
be said for the Chevy Camaro and Pontiac Firebird, which
were derived from the Chevy II.

In the late sixties and early seventies, manufacturers re-
focused attention on another vehicle class, the renewed
“mid-size” personal-luxury/sporty coupe category. Much
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like the first time around, the initial o›erings were based
on existing cars, but by the time the idea really took o›,
there were totally fresh designs in the o‡ng. The first cars
of this type date back to the ¡965 AMC Marlin and ¡966
Dodge Charger. The Marlin was essentially a two-door
Classic with a fastback roof grafted on. The Charger filled
a more specific purpose, but was essentially a Coronet with
a fastback roof grafted onto the top. However, the Charger
was also meant to be a muscle car, at least originally, so it
bridged the gap between muscle car and mid-sized personal
car. Several years later, in ¡969, the personal luxury car
finally came into its own, with the introduction of the
newly downsized Pontiac Grand Prix. Though it was based
on the mid-sized LeMans platform, there was very little to
relate the two cars in terms of style or purpose. Classic
styling combined with luxury interior features and sporty
intent under the hood were the key ingredients for this new
type of car. Soon to follow were the ¡970 Chevy Monte
Carlo, ¡97¡ Dodge Charger and Plymouth Sebring Plus
models, as well as a repositioned ¡97¡ Mercury Cougar. It
was the ¡974 Ford Elite and Mercury Cougar XR-7 that
truly put Ford into this market category, though several
years behind the competition.

As noted earlier, the market proliferation of the ¡960s
would prove fatal for some nameplates, though only much
later. The two recent examples are Plymouth and Oldsmo-
bile.

Plymouth’s real problems began with the ¡960 mod-
els, though it took another 40 years for the axe to drop on
the brand. Since its introduction in ¡928, Plymouth had al-
ways been tied to another Chrysler marque for sales sup-
port. The original idea was that the low cost Plymouth
would help dealers sell cars in hard times, such as the Great
Depression of the ¡930s. Dodge-Plymouth, DeSoto-Ply-
mouth and Chrysler-Plymouth dealerships were the rule,
with a rare stand-alone Plymouth dealership. This pairing
of cars helped Chrysler survive many di‡cult times. With
the strong sales of Plymouth through the fifties, however,
dealers wanted Chrysler to make Plymouth a stand-alone
line, to allow better competition with Ford and Chevrolet.
Chrysler marketing people had other plans, though, and ul-
timately made a fateful decision that would forever haunt
and doom Plymouth.

At the introduction of the Valiant in ¡960, it was de-
cided the new compact would be marketed as its own di-
vision, much as Ford had done with the Edsel, or more re-
cently GM with the Saturn. Thus, Chrysler would have
four sales divisions: Dodge, Chrysler-DeSoto-Plymouth,
Imperial and Valiant. At the same time, Dodge dealers had
requested and were granted a slightly smaller car of their
own in the full-size market, designed to help them com-
pete better with Ford and Chevrolet. At the time this
process was occurring, with the mid-price market retract-

ing in the ¡958 recession, this may have sounded like a
good idea (à la the ¡928 Plymouth marketing idea) to keep
sales within the corporation. But, unlike ¡928, sales and the
economy immediately improved after the ¡958 recession,
and the mid-range market came back to life, as seen in the
astounding success of Pontiac all through the sixties. So by
the time all of these changes were actually implemented it
was ¡960, the economy was healthy, and Plymouth and
Dodge were competing for the same customers with Ford
and Chevrolet. To make matters worse, Dodge landed its
own version of the Valiant, known as the Lancer.

With the decision in late ¡960 to drop the DeSoto
line, Chrysler again reorganized and opted to pull the
Valiant under the Plymouth nameplate, so that now there
were three divisions: Dodge, Chrysler-Plymouth and Im-
perial. With the dropping of the DeSoto, Dodge rolled out
a new ¡962 Custom 880 line that was essentially a Chrysler
Newport with a Dodge front end, and suddenly Dodge and
Chrysler were competing for the same market also. So what
did all of this mean for Plymouth? Historically Dodge had
always carried more prestige than the Plymouth nameplate,
so when Dodge and Plymouth o›ered similar cars at sim-
ilar prices, the Dodge would almost always sell better. Ply-
mouth desperately needed some brand di›erentiation. That
would begin arriving in ¡964 with the Barracuda, and a true
full-size Fury in ¡965. Sales would rebound, and on the
strength of the Mopar racing program and successful pub-
licity with NASCAR legend Richard Petty, the mid-size line
of the late sixties would enjoy a fair amount of success. But
this brief respite would soon fade, and by ¡970, the same
problems recurred. Dodge duplicated nearly every Ply-
mouth model o›ered, and content and pricing were nearly
identical on many of these cars. In fact, the ¡970 Barracuda
and Valiant Duster coupe were the last unique American-
made o›erings Plymouth sold until the ¡997 Prowler.

After ¡973, it was downhill for Plymouth, with a few
exceptions in the early K-cars and the first generation mini-
vans of the ¡980s. Even those were duplicated in the Dodge
line. The entire problem came down to identical products
within the corporation, and thus sales were not taken away
from another company, but instead cannibalized from
within. Without a more distinct product line, the writing
was on the wall for Plymouth by ¡980, and it probably
should have been dealt with at that time.

A similar problem accounts for the latest discontinu-
ance, the dropping of the oldest line of cars made in Amer-
ica—Oldsmobile. The problems at Olds also began in the
sixties, but did not manifest themselves upon Oldsmobile
until the early nineties. In fact, all signs actually pointed to
Pontiac getting the axe, until Pontiac was able to pull o› a
miracle at the last minute and establish an identity of its
own. The roots of the Olds death sentence can be traced
to ¡96¡ and the introduction of the “senior” compact trio:
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Buick Special, Oldsmobile F-85 and Pontiac Tempest. The
problem was definitely not these cars or what they stood for,
as each would become highly successful in its own right.
The problem, as with Plymouth, was in the marketing
choices made at the corporate level. As each car grew and
became more successful, it became clear that Chevrolet
should have a piece of the action, so the ¡964 Chevelle was
introduced. Of course, at the same time Pontiac had given
the world the hot GTO, and each division wanted a piece
of that action. By ¡968, all four divisions marketed a full
range of cars, from basic, to slightly luxurious, to all out
sport car, all priced within dollars of each other. In fact, a
¡968 Chevelle SS396 Convertible listed at $3,¡02 and a
¡968 Buick Grand Sport 400 Convertible at $3,27¡— a
di›erence of only $¡69, and the Buick was the better
equipped car.

At about the same time, or so the story goes, General
Motors had issued an order that executives from each divi-
sion should drive cars made by that division. So Chevrolet
executives were now being told to drive Chevrolets instead
of Buicks and Cadillacs. Not wanting to do without their
accustomed luxury, these executives went to the design de-
partments and had the ¡965 Caprice created—a car with
much of the looks and comfort of a Cadillac at (almost) a
Chevrolet price.

Therein lay another problem, the overlapping of car
models. Early in GM history, Harley Earl had declared that
each of the five divisions would be in its own market. Con-
sumers could move up from one make to the next, and thus
in theory GM catered to the market from the time they
started driving until they died. So, following this theory,
in the thirties a young buyer started with the 6-cylinder
Chevrolet, moved up to the more well-appointed 6-cylin-
der or small 8-cylinder Pontiac, then to an 8-cylinder
Oldsmobile, then to a semi-luxury 8-cylinder Buick, and
finally into a luxury Cadillac model. Now with the intro-
duction of a luxury model in the Chevrolet line (actually
Pontiac had done the same with the ¡964 Bonneville
Brougham) and the proliferation of available accessories, a
Chevrolet could be equipped very much like a Cadillac and
be a near equal in driving comfort at a far lower price. An
example is the ¡972 Chevrolet Caprice four-door hardtop
as compared to the ¡972 Cadillac Calais four-door hard-
top. Pricing is $4,076 versus $5,938, a di›erence of almost
$¡,900. If the buyer added about $300 for a larger engine
and $¡00 here and there for such luxuries as power win-
dows, courtesy lighting systems, vinyl top, and the like, the
price di›erence was still over $¡,000, or nearly 20 percent,
for a similarly equipped car with minimal di›erences in
comfort or luxury in look or ride. The marketing types no
longer followed the edict that Chevrolet represented value,
and Cadillac represented luxury. If Chevrolet buyers would
buy luxury, that is what they would sell them. And if

Oldsmobile could make that same formula work, why not
get a piece of the pie.

By the early seventies, Oldsmobile had successfully
positioned itself as the cushy, vinyl top wearing, boulevard
riding, middle-of-the-road, All-American car. With the
energy crisis of ¡973–74, Olds gained its own versions of
the Chevy Nova (Omega) and Vega/Monza (Starfire), and
was selling everything it could build with its hot Cutlass
line. In fact, the Cutlass took the number one sales posi-
tion from the big Chevy in the mid-seventies and gave it
back only a few times over the next ten years. But Oldsmo-
bile’s image would become its downfall. Everyone was
copying the successful Oldsmobile—not just within GM,
but at Mercury, Ford, Dodge and Chrysler.

Pontiac had followed Oldsmobile’s lead early in the
seventies, marketing heavily to the vinyl top, velour up-
holstery crowd, on the theory that what worked for
Oldsmobile would work elsewhere. Thus we were given
Grand Ville Broughams, Luxury LeMans, and Bonneville
Broughams to fill that market. Sales su›ered all through the
seventies with the exception of the ¡977–79 period when
most sales strength could be credited to the revived Fire-
bird/Trans Am models and the successful Grand Prix down-
pricing and downsizing. Fortunately Pontiac realized, just
in time, that it needed a direction, and that direction came
in the form of a marketing slogan that led to new, exciting
products: “Pontiac … We Build Excitement.” The solution
for Pontiac all came down to returning to its prior success
as a marketer of sporty, fun to drive cars (Firebird, GTO,
etc.), and by ¡984 the turnaround for this division was well
on its way.

Of course, Buick was the real maker of these cars that
Oldsmobile and Pontiac had been copying, so it goes with-
out saying that Buick was in little danger of losing much
in the way of sales. For the most part, Buick buyers re-
mained traditionalists, and this division was spared any big
changes. Chevrolet was able to go back to its roots of econ-
omy and value to survive the eighties. Cadillac had its prob-
lems, but was virtually on its own in the luxury market for
most of this time period.

Oldsmobile’s problem was that it did not change with
its consumers and had no distinct direction to follow. Who
were Oldsmobile customers? Were they Pontiac buyers
wanting to move up? Were they Buick buyers wanting a
sportier car? Oldsmobile didn’t know, and at the time prob-
ably didn’t care, because any car bearing the Cutlass name-
plate seemed to sell. In truth, what typical Oldsmobile buy-
ers wanted, they increasingly found in an imported car,
such as a BMW, Audi or even Honda or Toyota. Buyers
wanted quality and value with their touch of luxury, and
American manufacturers weren’t up to speed on providing
that. In fact, in the end, those were the very people
Oldsmobile specifically tried to target, but it was too little,
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too late. Sales plummeted from over a million cars a year
in ¡985 to under 300,000 per year by the late nineties. Even
with unique products in its line, Oldsmobile could not
muster the sales to save itself. Perhaps a return to the com-
pany’s earlier engineering leadership could have stemmed
the slide. After all, Oldsmobile gave the world its first mod-
ern, fully automatic transmission and the first successful,
high-volume OHV V-8 engine among others. If Olds had
introduced the Aurora V-8 five or ten years sooner, it might
have had a brighter fate. Or perhaps, if Oldsmobile had
spent more time taking on the imports ten years earlier, and
less time taking on Buick and Pontiac, they would be with
us well into the future, selling those merry Oldsmobiles!

Speed and the Horsepower Race

Since the inception of the motorcar, there were always
drivers who wanted to go faster. In fact, the very notion of
the automobile stemmed in part from a need to move faster.
After all, a carriage can only be pulled so fast, no matter
how many horses are hitched. But an automobile was more
flexible: the car itself could be built smaller or larger, the
engine could be larger, its fuel systems could be improved.
Over time, all of these changes came about. Just prior to
World War II, a flurry of technological change had begun,
but most of it was put on hold until after the war. By ¡949,
the Overhead Valve V-8 engine had won the hearts of rac-
ing fans across the country, most famously in those Rocket
Oldsmobiles of early stock car racing legend. At the time,
the new type of engine seemed the most cost e‡cient and
fuel e‡cient way to achieve higher levels of horsepower
from the smallest amount of space. So the OHV V-8 be-
came the powerplant of choice for everyone, and by ¡955
every manufacturer o›ered one. Once the design had been
perfected, the manufacturers were now out to see who could
get the most power out of their engine. The “ideal” stan-
dard for optimum performance had been set at one horse-
power per cubic inch of engine size. While not such a fan-
tastic feat today, in the mid-fifties it seemed impossible;
nonetheless engineers quickly set out to prove that they
could do it. And if they couldn’t, then they were going to
increase the cubic inch displacement until the horsepower
rose to the level they wanted. Thus began a long cycle of
increasingly larger and more powerful engines, culminat-
ing with the likes of the 500 CID Cadillac V-8 of ¡972, and
the 425 horsepower, 426 CID Hemi V-8 built by Chrysler.

Along the way, various techniques were employed to
boost the power, some more successful than others, but all
pointing the way to the powerful yet fuel-e‡cient engines
that we have today. The first forms of increased power came
in increased fuel intake—or in other words, more carbure-
tor inlets, bringing in more fuel and air to the engine. First
there were four-barrel carburetors, replacing the nearly uni-
versal two-barrel models of old. Then came “Tri-Power” or
three two-barrel carbs, lined up and connected to bring on
more power as needed. Then came dual four-barrel carbu-
retors, which would cover the top of virtually any engine
in carburetor equipment. More enterprising engineers de-
veloped the first popular use of fuel injection in the late
fifties for General Motors and Chrysler Corporation usage.
These units did their intended job of increasing power, but
they were expensive and troublesome and therefore did not
achieve great popularity. With breakthroughs in computer
technology some ¡5 years later, fuel injection would return
in a much more successful bid to replace the carburetor as
the fuel system of choice.

In the meantime, manufacturers worked with two
other means to boost power, the di›erent yet related tech-
niques of turbocharging and supercharging. Supercharging
had been used with limited success as early as the thirties.
The biggest problems had been its bulk and expense. Su-
percharging generally used a belt driven by the crankshaft
to drive a secondary prop that would increase the air intake
speed and thus the output of the engine. By the early six-
ties, Studebaker was successfully using this method of in-
creasing horsepower. Supercharging would go away tem-
porarily, only to resurface in the late eighties as a way to get
more power out of 6-cylinder and smaller engines. Chrysler
also had a form of supercharging in its Ram-induction V-
8’s of the early sixties. While not using actual belt-driven
components to boost power, the length of the intake rams
could determine the amount of horsepower generated by
controlling the airflow into the engine. Ram intakes typi-
cally were ¡0 to 30 inches in length. Turbocharging worked
on a similar principle, but used exhaust gases to power the
prop for added energy. Although this setup was more reli-
able in principle, it created huge amounts of heat that had
to be dealt with. Therefore, turbocharging was not widely
available until the late seventies, where it would mainly 
be employed on 4-cylinder and some 6-cylinder engines.
The lone exception was the Oldsmobile Jetfire of ¡962 and
¡963.
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Nineteen-sixty was an important year for new prod-
ucts. This was the year of the compact car for American
manufacturers. Studebaker and American Motors, of
course, were already into this market, going head to head
with the popular Volkswagen 1200 (Beetle) and other Eu-
ropean and Japanese nameplates that were beginning to
trickle into the United States. But 1960 marked the Big
Three’s first all out assault on the compact market.

Each went about the task in a different way. Ford took
the most traditional route with its Ford Falcon and Mercury
Comet lines. These cars shared basic structure, with the
Comet being a slightly larger and better trimmed car than
the base line Falcon. Power came from a new line of smaller
6-cylinder engines for obvious reasons, mainly improved
fuel economy as compared to traditional Ford models.

Chrysler took a less traditional approach, in attempt-
ing to make its compact Valiant look like a larger car, com-
plete with tailfins and a fake spare tire contour on the trunk
lid, mimicking the Imperial. The result looked nice, if a lit-
tle bulky for a compact car. Chrysler seemed unsure about
the compact market, and wanted to take as few risks as
possible. Of course, a new 6-cylinder powerplant was de-
signed for the new car, but marketing was a little more
guarded. The Valiant was marketed as a freestanding name-
plate, sold through Plymouth dealerships. Officially, the
Valiant was not a Plymouth until mid–1961. There is no
reference to the Plymouth name in advertising until that
time, other than statements that the car was “available at
your local Plymouth dealer” or the like. That strategy may
explain the car’s resemblance to a Chrysler or Imperial.

Surprisingly, General Motors took the biggest gamble
with its new compact, the Chevrolet Corvair. In retrospect,
however, perhaps it was not as big a gamble as it first ap-
pears. General Motors was always considered the market
leader, especially in sales and styling, but it also knew when
it needed to take action to keep its market share. At the
time, the goal was to stop the growing tide of import cars

from taking away market share. The biggest importer at the
time was Volkswagen, whose most popular car was the rear
engined, air cooled Model 1200 “Beetle.” So in effect, GM
went right for the source and tried to outdo the biggest
competitor. Ford and Chrysler, on the other hand, opted
to build more traditional compact cars and competed di-
rectly with a number of Japanese and European nameplates,
as well as the Studebaker Lark and AMC Rambler Ameri-
can. Therefore, Ford and Chrysler had to entice new cus-
tomers who might have purchased their larger cars anyway.
General Motors’ approach was not as likely to siphon off
sales of its own larger cars, but would instead woo what
would otherwise be an import car buyer into a GM show-
room. If only it had continued this approach, General Mo-
tors might not have suffered dramatic losses of market share
in later years. The Chevrolet Corvair took many honors for
its engineering and style, among them the now coveted
Motor Trend magazine Car of the Year award.

There was also a downside to the new model year.
Sales of the 1960 Edsel had barely gotten under way when,
in December 1959, Ford announced it was dropping the ill-
fated car. After a reasonably good start in 1958, Ford was
afraid that the recession of that year had hurt the mid-price
market too much to continue marketing the Edsel in that
range. So for 1959, the Edsel had moved to the upper-end
of the low-price market. Unfortunately for Ford, the re-
cession was short lived, but sales of mid-market cars had
shriveled up in that timeframe and sales of smaller cars had
improved, especially for American Motors and Studebaker.
This left the Edsel with no real market to work with. It had
already suffered somewhat from unpopular styling and a
reputation for poor quality. In addition, Mercury had tra-
ditionally covered the market that was being taken by the
Edsel. This meant Mercury had to move up the price scale.
When the Edsel did not meet sales expectations for 1958,
Ford immediately moved the Mercury back a notch for
1959. Therefore, since Mercury and Edsel marketing had
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been combined during 1958, sales were not necessarily lost,
but just went to Mercury. By 1960, the Edsel was only a
glorified Ford product, and wisely the plug was pulled.

Over at Chrysler, another soon-to-be casualty was the
DeSoto. After a brief revival of sales in the mid-fifties, the
problem-plagued 1957 models turned customers away from
Mopar products. This shift, combined with the recession
and a lack of identity for DeSoto models, was spelling the
end for the relatively young nameplate. Several models were
dropped for 1960 because of duplication with Chrysler or
Dodge models, and by 1961 only two models remained.

Other changes were what could be expected from most
manufacturers. The entire GM line had been totally re-
designed and restyled for 1959, so 1960 brought only the
usual annual styling revisions. Oldsmobile’s successful
Rocket V8 engines garnered the marque the opportunity
to provide the Official Pace Car for the Indianapolis 500
race this year, an Oldsmobile 98 convertible. Ford was de-
veloping a habit of major redesigns of its cars every year, a
practice that would continue through 1965. As previously
mentioned, Ford-based Edsel models were similarly re-
designed. Lincoln and Mercury, however, were mostly
carry-over designs. Lincoln would introduce a new car for
1961, when a similarly new Thunderbird would also be in-
troduced. Mercury received major styling revisions, but
they were still based upon the 1959 models.

Chrysler models for 1960 were all-new and of unit-
body design, something highly uncommon for the time.
Even the large Imperial was given the new body design.
However, being styled by some of the same designers that
did the 1957–1959 models, the new cars turned out to
look quite similar to the prior models. While other manu-
facturers were shedding their tailfins, Chryslers still wore
them proudly. In fact, Plymouths of 1960 had some of the
biggest fins seen to date. Engineering was still Chrysler’s
domain, as evidenced by the shift to unit-body construc-
tion, but styling would flounder for several more years.
American Motors and Studebaker products continued rel-
atively unchanged stylewise, but improvements were made
to their drivetrains as detailed in the following sections.

In other segments of the auto industry, Checker Mo-
tors cars continued with relatively few changes to styling,
but did make the important move into the retail consumer
market this season. Chevrolet and GMC trucks were totally
redesigned this year, with broad, flat hoods that covered the
fender tops, and finally eliminated the old-style fendered
look on trucks, bringing them into the modern era. The
Chevrolet El Camino took on the updated styling of the
regular 1960 Chevrolet line. Ford trucks were carried over
into the new year with relatively few changes as were
Dodge, Kaiser-Willys and International trucks.
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After the dramatic “winged” styling of the 1959 model
Buicks, no time was wasted in making the 1960 Buicks’ ap-
pearance more conservative and traditional. The contro-
versial angled front fenders and angled fins at the rear were
flattened out somewhat, and rounded. Fender portholes,
the traditional fifties Buick trademark, returned as Venti-
ports, a squarish version of the porthole. The greenhouse
area was unchanged, as it was shared among all five GM di-
visions. The overall styling seemed to be cluttered, though,
and sales fell once again. Under the hood powerplants re-
mained little changed. The main contributor to the drop
in sales appears to be the 4-Door Hardtop “Flat-top” body
style, as sales fell off in every model line approximately 20
percent to 25 percent.

All-new interiors were designed for 1960, although
they failed to be more conservative in style. The new dash-

board featured a “Mirrormatic” adjustable speedometer that
could be adjusted up and down for different driver heights.
A pod centrally located on the instrument panel held the
optional electric clock, and at the far end, the dashboard
just went away.

Floorpans were redesigned this year on all
GM cars, to increase floor space by approximately 20 per-
cent. Specifically, the size of the center floor hump was re-
duced, and the floor pans were lowered. Elsewhere inside
the car, most models had their names spelled out on the
lower door panels in the upholstery, a unique feature.

After the infamous 1959 Cadillac tail fins, someone at
GM finally decided that bigger wasn’t necessarily better.
The 1960 Cadillac was given a slightly less dramatic fin,
with a single tail lamp built into the trailing edge of the fin,
as compared to the tacked on twin pod lamps used in 1959.
Also, as was starting to become an industry standard, less
chrome trim was used, and where it was used, the chrome
was placed sparingly, and used as a highlight of the body
design, not a decoration on the body. Powertrains were the
same as the previous year, although this would be the last
time a 2-barrel or a 3 × 2-barrel “Tri-Power” carburetor
setup was offered. All through the sixties, fuel and air in-
take would be by way of a single 4-barrel carburetor. This
was also the last year for the wrap-around windshield
styling (except on Fleetwood 75 models). The model line
itself was the same as in 1959.

The 1960 model Fleetwood Eldorado Brougham made
for quite an interesting styling statement. The Brougham

had always been a trend-setting model, but the 1959 and
1960 versions of this limited production car previewed the
new styling for the entire 1961 line. While the front clip
was mostly of 1960 styling from the main line, styling from
the cowl back was nearly pure 1961 Cadillac. The look
began with the new full-width windshield, no longer of a
wrap-around design, but on the Brougham it was larger
than other models would be and appeared very flat from
certain angles. With the wrap-around windshield gone, so
were the dogleg door vent windows. In place of the slab-
sided 1959–60 era sheetmetal on the sides, there was a
sculpted and very angular lower body crease running from
the front door to the rear bumper. Taillamps were carried
in the rear bumper pod areas. Fins on the rear quarter panel
were slightly lower than other 1960 Cadillacs, and the en-
tire rear bumper and decklid area was of the newer 1961
design, which actually varied little from 1959–1960
Broughams’.

For 1960, Chevrolet entered the compact car market,
as did its key competitors. However, the marketing strat-
egy resulted in a different car from the others. While Ford
and Chrysler went very much the conventional route, with
a front engine (inline six-cylinder), rear wheel drive auto-
mobile, Chevrolet chose to combat the main competitive
threat, Volkswagen, head-on. An all-aluminum, air-cooled,
horizontally-opposed six-cylinder engine was chosen to
power the small, rear wheel drive car that featured full
“Quadri-Flex” independent suspension. Interiors were gen-
erally sparse, but did offer sporty features like bucket seats,
gauges, and vinyl upholstery.

While styling was more conventional than the VW, the
sporting connotation implied by the Corvair style was ap-

pealing to buyers. Initially, 4-Door Sedans were the only of-
ferings, with 2-Doors coming on board at mid-year. How-
ever, a 4-Door was something that VW didn’t offer, and as
a result nearly three-quarters of all Corvairs sold were 4-Door
models. The chosen strategy worked, as first year sales of over
250,000 were recorded. The best news for GM was that un-
like its competition, the Corvair did not take away very many
sales from the maker’s traditional line of cars. With the
Valiant and Falcon being essentially smaller versions of their
manufacturers’ big cars, they cannibalized sales of those full-
size models. The Corvair was distinctive enough to generally
pull sales away from those who would have bought imported
cars or smaller domestic models like the Rambler. In that re-
spect General Motors and Chevrolet had a success.



Full-size and Corvette models received the period-
typical annual styling changes needed to differentiate model
years. The Corvette received mostly trim and detail
changes. Full-size models sported a toned-down version of
their gull-wing tail fins. At the front end, they lost the vents
above the headlights that somehow seemed to visually
lighten the front end, and give it a cleaner look. As for

model changes, a 2-Door Hardtop returned to the BelAir
line, after a one-year absence. Finally, a new Fleetmaster
sub-series was added to the base Biscayne models. Essen-
tially this line was intended for fleet buyers, and it lacked
amenities such as dual sun visors, electric windshield wip-
ers, a cigarette lighter, and front arm rests.

CHRYSLER

All new 1960 Chrysler models were built with unit-
body construction. This meant that all major body com-
ponents were welded to the frame instead of bolted, with
the ensuing effect to be more rigidity and less noise. While
it was an excellent attempt at modernization, and it did
have the desired effect upon improving the cars and their
quality, sales gains were made with a massive advertising ef-

fort. Unfortunately, the debacle over the 1957–1958 qual-
ity issues far overshadowed any good product that was com-
ing out of Chrysler during this period. Styling for the new
bodies featured the mighty Chrysler 300’s grille on all mod-
els, albeit with some modifications.

The Windsor and Saratoga featured a crosshatch style
grille, while the New Yorker had a horizontal bar grille.



Out back, a more slender tailfin seemingly aimed higher
than ever towards the sky. On the Windsor, a full-length
body molding ran from the trailing edge of the front wheel
opening, back above the rear wheel opening, and ending
at a point at the top edge of the rear bumper. On the
Saratoga, this molding was available slightly larger with a
paint accent. This piece of trim was not on the New Yorker,
but the top line car did sport a full-length rocker panel

molding that included wheel opening trim. Interiors fea-
tured a Chrysler-exclusive, three-dimensional instrument
cluster coined “electro-luminescent Astra-Dome” instru-
mentation. This new ball-type cluster housed all gauges on
three planes, and all were backlit, to give one of the most
unusual instrument layouts of this period. It was surpris-
ingly easy to read, even at night.

DeSoto entered the 1960 model year with all-new
styling and unit-body construction, sharing nearly every-
thing with the new Chryslers. The front styling was very
similar to the new Chryslers, except that at the bottom of
the grille, a thin strip extended to the outer edges, under
the headlights, and ended where the bumper kicked up at
the ends. From the side or rear, it was next to impossible

to tell a DeSoto from a Chrysler Windsor as only minor
trim variations distinguished them. A uniquely DeSoto in-
strument panel was designed, being far more traditional in
execution than the three-dimensional affair adopted by
Chrysler. It too featured a three-level instrument cluster,
however. A lower level of push and pull knobs was topped
by a mid-level row of push buttons for airflow control and



transmission selection. The top line of sight held the
gauges.

In 1959, there had been four separate and distinct
model lines. For the new model year, the model line and
powertrain options were scaled back considerably. All sta-

tion wagon models were discontinued, as were the con-
vertibles. Only the Fireflite and Adventurer series were left,
and they were distinguished by the powerplant under the
hood. Obviously, Chrysler was preparing for the demise of
the DeSoto.

As were all other 1960 Chrysler Corporation products
(except Imperial), new Dodge models were built with unit-
body construction. This meant that all major body com-
ponents were welded to the frame instead of bolted, mak-
ing them more rigid and quieter. While it was an excellent
attempt at modernization, and it did have the desired ef-
fect upon improving the cars and their quality, it did not
do much to help sales, despite massive advertising of the
new feature. Unfortunately, the notorious 1957–1958 qual-
ity issues far overshadowed any good coming out of
Chrysler during this period. Styling was similar among all
models but still carried the look of a Dodge, which was first
set out with the 1955 Forward-Look cars. New for Dodge
this year, and perhaps a first warning sign that Chrysler was
intending to do away with the DeSoto, was a two-wheel-
base car-line. The smaller cars, considered economy com-
petition for Ford and Chevrolet, rode on a 118" wheelbase
shared with Plymouth. This new line was called the Dart
series, and came in three trim levels: Seneca, Pioneer and
Phoenix. The larger cars rode on a 122" wheelbase that was
shared with DeSoto and the smaller Chryslers, as well as all
Mopar station wagons. This was the conventional Dodge
line and came in two models, the Matador and Polara.
Dodge would use this type of split, full-size lineup through

1964. The Dart series had taken over the position formerly
occupied by the Coronet, and the larger Dodge line took
the place of the Royal and Custom Royal.

Two new engines were offered in conjunction with
the introduction of the smaller line of full-size cars, and
both would prove very important. The first was the famous
225 CID OHV 6-cylinder “Slant 6,” as it became known.
This new engine put out 10 more horsepower with 5 cubic
inches less displacement than the six it replaced, and had a
slightly higher compression ratio. The engine was initially
offered in aluminum and steel block versions, but the alu-
minum block was not very popular with buyers and was
soon dropped. The engine was known as the “Slant 6” for
its unique positioning, angled over 30 degrees in the en-
gine compartment. The second new powerplant was the
equally well known 318 CID V8, which replaced the 326
CID V8 of 1959. This new V8, specifically designed for the
new, smaller full-size cars of Plymouth and Dodge, quickly
proved to be a reliable engine that delivered good fuel econ-
omy. The V8 also spawned several other bored-out variants.
As history has shown, both of these engines turned out to
be so dependable and popular that they would survive in
car applications through the early 1980s, and in truck ap-
plications through the late 1990s.

EDSEL
“New—Nifty—Thrifty!”

From the beginning, the Edsel was marked to be a
marketing person’s dream come true or else a nightmare.

Numerous public relations appearances were made, cars
were shown, customers were questioned—it should have



turned out to be the perfect car. In some respects it was, or
might have been if introduced in 1955, when the research
took place. But, as so often happens, buying habits changed
more quickly than production plans, and by late 1957,
when the Edsel finally appeared, it was in the wrong mar-
ket.

Ford’s plans for the Edsel were related to how Mercury
fit into the Ford family of cars. Originally Mercury was the
“senior” Ford model. It looked like a Ford, was usually pow-
ered by a variation of a Ford engine, and was generally
trimmed similarly to the upper-priced Ford models. It was
successful, but only moderately so, as compared to GM’s
Buick-Oldsmobile-Pontiac lineup. To correct that situa-
tion, during the fifties, as Americans became more afflu-
ent, the Mercury moved upscale with them, and for the first
time became more of a “junior” Lincoln, rather than a “se-
nior” Ford. When Ford looked at adding a fourth line, the
“E-Car” or Edsel, to the line, Ford executives felt that they
could position the Edsel into the market held by Mercury,
and move Mercury further upmarket into territory that
twenty years earlier would have been held by the Lincoln
Zephyr. This would give Ford a Mercury-Edsel combo to

compete with the GM B-O-P models and the Chrysler-
Dodge-DeSoto trio. What happened, as history has shown,
was that the Edsel came to market too late, and in the mid-
dle of a nationwide recession. Typically, during a recession
the mid-price range of cars are the first to be affected by
slowing sales; thus the Edsel failed as much because of cir-
cumstance as because of its own faults. To quickly repair
damage, Ford shifted the Edsel downmarket, overlapping
many Ford models in the process, and brought the Mercury
back into its former market position.

Unfortunately, despite the repositioning, or maybe be-
cause of it, the Edsel did not gain consumer acceptance. By
1960, the Edsel was left with a single line of Ranger mod-
els that were not as well-equipped as the best Ford (Galaxie)
had to offer. Ford obviously had recognized this, as the car
itself was a thinly disguised Ford. The major differences
were the 1959 Pontiac-style split grille at the front and the
slender-oval, upright taillamps at the rear end. Powertrains,
accessories and trim options followed those offered by Ford.
Barely two months into production, Ford decided to drop
the Edsel and focus on its latest success, the Falcon and
Comet.

For 1960, Ford was betting the farm on a totally re-
vamped line of full-size cars as well as the totally new com-
pact Falcon. The full-size Fords, which shared their bod-
ies, mechanicals and nearly everything else with the nearly
deceased Edsel, represented a departure from the boxy, up-
right cars of 1959. In contrast, the 1960 models looked
lighter and more appealing, partly because of their new
thinner rooflines and window treatments. Up front, for the
first time on Ford models, was a full-width grille with head-
lamps inset at each end. Fords would use this type of grille
treatment through the 1964 models. Bodysides were not
highly sculpted, but featured a chrome trim molding that
ran up the front fender line from the bumper, back along
the fender ridge across the doors, and then along the edge
of the small, flat tail fin that remained on Fords. At the rear,
there was a half-circle taillamp, mounted below the fin, but
above the rear bumper. In all, the exterior styling was prob-
ably among the nicest of the year. Interiors were also mod-
ernized, and a typically sparse Ford dashboard was seen
once again. The 332 CID V8 was no longer offered. The
sporty Thunderbird continued with a new grille and trim
changes, and added as optional equipment a sliding sun-
roof and the Lincoln-Mercury 430 CID V8 engine. The

sliding sunroof was the first commercially successful sun-
roof offering since the “Sunshine Turret-top” offered in a
variety of 1939–40 GM cars.

The newest addition to the family was the compact
Falcon. Purposefully styled to look very much like a smaller
Ford, the Falcon was one of Ford Motor Company’s biggest
successes ever. While all of the major players in the mar-
ketplace would have a compact-sized car by 1961, the bat-
tle of the Big Three (Ford, Chevrolet and Plymouth) was
definitely won by Ford. The Falcon offered the most tra-
ditional styling, the most traditional powertrain and the
most traditional (if spartan) interior styling, and all of this
at the lowest price of its three major competitors. Ameri-
cans were definitely more comfortable with tradition, and
Ford definitely knew how to build traditional cars, as his-
torically their cars were often lagging behind the competi-
tion in innovative features. The Falcon was the only com-
pact model of the Big Three to be offered in a 2-Door
Coupe or 4-Door Sedan from the start. The Corvair was
only available in a 4-Door Sedan at introduction, and the
Valiant came as a 4-Door Sedan or Wagon from the be-
ginning. By mid-year, a 2-Door and 4-Door Wagon were
added to the line.

The newest Lincolns may have been advertised as the
finest in forty years, but finest in what respect could be de-
bated. They were definitely the largest, heaviest and most
cumbersome of just about any new vehicle on the road in
1960. They were also probably the most luxurious, most
powerful and most fully equipped of any Lincoln up to
their time. These Lincolns were also most likely the roomi-
est and most comfortable to ride in of any to that time. So
to a point the advertising is true. For 1960, the large and
boxy styling of the 1958–59 models was continued. Up
front, all Lincoln models still carried dual headlamps,
canted at about a 45-degree angle from the massive front
bumper. The grill was of a fine mesh made up of small
horizontal bars on the Lincoln and Premiere. The Conti-
nental Mark V used a slightly finer looking grille. The rear

end styling, while massive, was a rather simple affair, with
grille work that mimicked the front end right above the
rear bumper. Taillamps were small horizontal lenses within
the bumper area. Body sides continued as long, flat slab
sides, with a horizontal crease running body length, and
dropping slightly at the rear. The body feature line that ex-
aggerated the front wheel opening styling continued. Also
carried over was the unitized body and frame construction,
which the Lincoln shared with the Ford Thunderbird.

Standard power continued to be the 430 CID V8 en-
gine, which was also found optionally this year in the Ford
Thunderbird. All Lincolns were treated to a newly designed
rear suspension system for this season also. The only change
to the model line was the renaming of the Capri, to sim-
ply Lincoln.

Mercury has traditionally been the Ford division that
flexes to meet market demands more than any other. The
best reason that can be given is that the mid-price market

sees the most frequent changes. Early on in life, Mercury
was the “senior” Ford model. It looked like a Ford, was
usually powered by a variation of a Ford engine, and was



trimmed similarly to the upper-price Ford models. In the
fifties, as Americans became more affluent, the Mercury
moved upscale with them, and for the first time had become
more of a “junior” Lincoln, rather than a “senior” Ford.
When Ford looked at adding a fourth line, the “E-Car” or
Edsel, to the line, Ford executives felt that they could po-
sition the Edsel into the market held by Mercury, and move
Mercury farther upmarket into territory that, twenty years
earlier, would have been held by the Lincoln Zephyr. When
the Edsel failed to meet expectations, Ford shifted the Edsel
downmarket, overlapping many Ford models in the process,
and brought the Mercury back into its former market po-
sition. To demonstrate this shift, a price comparison of the
top model convertibles available for each year gives insight
into the marketing strategy.

Throughout this market shifting, the Monterey be-

came the mainstay of the line, and the most popular of all
the Mercury models. Engine choices were similar to prior
years, and the only noteworthy model change for 1960 was
the elimination of the 2-Door Station Wagon body style.

What made really big news for 1960 was the all-new
Comet model. Technically not a Mercury until the 1962
model year, the Comet was a stand-alone model, marketed
primarily by Mercury dealers. This would be the first six-
cylinder powered Mercury ever. Based largely on the Ford
Falcon, the Comet was slightly larger and better equipped,
and was styled to look like the smaller Mercury that it was.
Powertrain and model availability was similar to those on
the Falcon. Introduction of the Comet was very successful,
and created a nearly unheard of 85 percent increase in
model year sales for the Mercury division (Comet sales were
calculated with Mercury for 1960 and 1961), making up
for many lost Edsel sales. It is now widely believed that
originally the Comet was intended as an Edsel replacement
as Ford fought against the public perception that the Edsel
was a failure.

The 1960 Oldsmobile line underwent a major styling
overhaul this year. While still based on the new, dramati-
cally lower silhouette platform of the 1959 model, the front
and back ends were so drastically altered that the cars ap-
peared to be all-new. Up front, the headlights separated by
parking lamps were discontinued as a styling feature, but
would return again. The parking lights would move to the
bumper for 1960 and 1961, but in the mid-sixties they
would move back between the headlights, in what would
become a styling trademark for the next twenty years. At
the back end, Oldsmobiles were identifiable by a pair of
small, horizontal taillights set into the upper tail fin section,
and “Oldsmobile” spelled out across the back. Oldsmobile
had never been known as a style leader, instead opting for

the title of powertrain and driveline innovator within Gen-
eral Motors. In that department, there was nothing new for
the start of the new decade, but given time, that would all
change.

A 7-passenger Super 88 Fiesta wagon was added as an
official model, as opposed to an option package. A 98 2-
Door Convertible was selected to be this year’s Official Pace
Car for the Indianapolis 500 race. This was only the sec-
ond time in Oldsmobile’s long history that it had been se-
lected to pace the race.

PLYMOUTH

Plymouth sales had been riding high during the late
fifties, and it was hoped that Plymouth would continue

that success well into the new decade. There were numer-
ous roadblocks to overcome, but one of those, the rising



popularity of the American Motors line of smaller cars, was
about to be addressed by Chrysler. Chrysler Corporation
officially entered the 1960 compact car contest with the
dressy looking Valiant. While listed here as a Plymouth, the
make it would officially be identified with from 1961, its
actual marketing position was as a stand-alone model (see
below). The Valiant was a product of genuine American
competition. Chrysler had a financial interest in a European
company (Simca would eventually market the Plymouth
Cricket in the early seventies) that could have easily pro-
vided a compact car to compete with the Corvair or Fal-
con. The problem was no one in the United States was cer-
tain how American built compact cars would be accepted
by the buying public. Ford took the approach of strict con-
servatism with the Falcon. General Motors held the unusual
position of reaching out on a limb for a head-to-head com-
batant for the VW in their Corvair. Chrysler had been
working on a more or less conservative approach, but
wanted its car to offer some of the styling and features that
Americans were used to, not just a plain jane “econobox.”
The result was the Valiant, styled to look like a larger car,
with big car equipment and ride. Therefore, like all other
Mopar products for 1960, the Valiant featured “unit-body”
construction with torsion bar suspension in the front for a
solid ride and feel. Under the hood was the largest standard
engine of any of the “Big 3” compacts for more power. In-
terior and exterior styling mimicked Chrysler products
everywhere you looked, including tailfins at the rear, a fake
spare tire cover on the decklid, dual headlamps up front,
and a push-button automatic transmission selector.

Officially the Valiant was introduced as its own make
within Chrysler Corporation. It was built by Dodge, but
sold mostly through Plymouth dealerships. In retrospect,
the reasoning for selling through Plymouth dealerships
most likely has to do with the coming demise of the De-
Soto, which was generally sold through dual Plymouth-
DeSoto dealerships. Nearly all Plymouths were sold
through some type of dual (or multiple) dealer setup. This

type of marketing kept the dealers happy, as they still had
sales coming in the door, even though they were about to
lose an entire line of cars.

The full-size Plymouth line received the same
makeover as the other Chrysler offerings for 1960. All were
based on the new unit-body construction. Overall styling
was evolutionary from the look of the 1957–1959 line, but
came off a bit overdone and unusual. The front end fea-
tured a grille that looked like it belonged on a Chrysler or
DeSoto, with small horizontal bars set within vertical
groupings. Dual headlamps were fitted at each end of the
grille, with square parking lamps and turn signals centered
below each pair of headlamps. These were mounted atop a
much thinner front bumper. The unique styling came with
the lone bodyside style treatment. This styling cue actually
started at the front outside edge of the hood, wrapped up
across the headlamps, around the front corner of the fender,
then came back across the top of the front wheel opening,
where it followed the wheel opening down to the rocker
panel with a slight forward “kick” to it. Otherwise body
side panels were smooth and uncluttered, which was quite
a departure from most other American products of the time.
At the rear, Plymouth bucked the Detroit trend and fea-
tured tail fins that were as tall as any ever to be seen on a
Plymouth. Rear styling was similar to prior years, with 2-
door Hardtop models featuring a unique “Ski-Hi” rear win-
dow treatment that went forward, well over the rear seat-
ing area. Powertrains were similar to prior years with two
notable exceptions. The first was the new 225 CID 6-cylin-
der, which replaced the aging L-Head Six used for so many
years. This new engine was more powerful and depend-
able, and would serve Plymouth in millions of cars for the
next thirty years. The other new engine was the 383 CID
V8. This powerful new “SonoRamic Commando” engine
was based on the proven Dodge engines of the day, and
would prove to be quite a powerhouse in the lighter weight
Plymouth.

Pontiac entered the new decade on a roll. Ever since
1955, when a powerful new V8 engine with great poten-

tial came onto the scene, the old image of Pontiac had
quickly been shed. For years, Pontiacs were known as the



solid, dependable family car, a little more posh than
Chevrolet at only slightly more cost. The new V8 engine
for Pontiac was just the beginning of a transformation that
would position Pontiac as the market leader on many fronts.
For now, that position was an important combination of
power and style. The redesigned 1959 Pontiacs set the
world on its ear with the distinctive split-grille front styling
and the GM-style hardtop models’ ultra-thin roofline
styling. Most would have expected the 1960 models to fol-
low the hot 1959 formula, but at the time design work was
underway, the 1959 models were not yet on sale, so the de-
signers didn’t know what they had on their hands.

The 1960 models were given totally clean, horizontal
bar grille work resembling that used on California-style
customs of the period. Dual, round taillamps in the rear
capped off a “customized” looking rear quarter area, marked
by twin barrels from the rear window line to the taillamps.
The overall look was as well received as the 1959 models,
yet looked totally different.

Continued for the 1960 model year was the “Wide-
Track” marketing theme. While Wide-Track was an actual
product improvement, providing a greater distance between
wheels for greater stability on the road, in reality the dif-
ference was sometimes minuscule. But it gave the buying
public something to compare to other products, and thus
it helped Pontiac gain a competitive edge.

Few changes were made to the engine line this year.
The success of Pontiacs in racing probably had much to do
with the durability of the 389 V8 in production usage.
Pontiac, by now, had earned a strong reputation for speed
and endurance, and Pontiac drivers were winning numer-
ous races on the relatively new NASCAR racing circuit. As a
tip-off to the street car’s relation to the race car, a 4-speed
manual transmission became available during the year.
However, this transmission was not a regular production
option, as most were shipped to racing teams and owners.
A few nonetheless found their way into street cars.

For 1960, Rambler did not mess with the success of
prior years. As a newly formed corporation, American Mo-
tors had spent a lot of resources repositioning its cars in the

major restylings. A new greenhouse area did distinguish
the 1960 Rebel and Ambassador lines, however.

After five tumultuous years and a successful intro-
ductory year for the Lark compact car line, Studebaker had

little cash with which to develop new models or revise cars
that were only a year old. Surprisingly, they did manage to



put together a new Lark convertible and 4-Door station
wagon for 1960, benefiting from high parts interchange-
ability and the fact that the basics for each model were al-
ready at hand. Although its origins were little recognized,
the Lark was in essence a very well done remake of the 1953
through 1958 Studebaker models and only appeared to be
an all-new model. Another reason for the new models was
the onslaught of compact cars from the Big Three manu-
facturers, of which none would be available as a convert-
ible in the initial year. Only Ford would offer its compact
as a 4-Door Wagon right from introduction.

The Hawk Sport Coupe was a new model designation

resulting from dropping “Silver” from the name. In 1958,
there had been Silver and Golden Hawks, but with only one
trim level, it was useless to designate a model as such.
Studebaker was trying to reposition the aging Raymond
Loewy designed coupe just below the spot occupied by the
successful 4-passenger Thunderbird. By 1962, the price
and content of the Hawk would be increased significantly
enough that it was renamed the Gran Turismo Hawk (or
GT Hawk), and its mission would be fulfilled. For the time
being, the car was based on the 2-Door Coupe body, but
by 1962 it would return to the Hardtop configuration.

“Bigger is better” seemed to characterize the attitude
of Detroit from the fifties to the early seventies. But there
was one year that, across nearly all makes, took exception
to that unwritten rule. Nineteen-sixty-one is that year. The
1961 models were being designed as far back as 1957-58,
when the country was in a recession and the import inva-
sion was beginning. Even sales of so-called “captive im-
ports” like the Metropolitan, Opel and Vauxhall did quite
well during this period. The manufacturers all took note
and by 1960 had introduced their first wave of compact car
lines. This year, the second wave of compacts hit, consist-
ing of higher priced models such as the Pontiac Tempest,
Oldsmobile F-85, Buick Special, and Dodge Lancer.

Even the full-sized models from GM and Ford were
somewhat trimmer in 1961 than in previous years, and
Chrysler would follow in 1962. Though only slightly
smaller in most cases, some models appeared much smaller
as trim and body lines gave a leaner look. Apparently the
public did not really want smaller full-size cars, as sales did
not jump significantly; part of the reason was surely the
aforementioned new compact cars. All told, the year was a
good one, but far better ones were to come shortly, espe-
cially for Chrysler which was in the depths of an automo-
bile styling depression. Certainly outstanding among man-
ufacturers, the ’61 Dodge and Plymouth lines are among the
most unusually styled cars of the sixties.

The stylists at Chrysler took a different approach to
“style” in each division. The Plymouth went the totally fin-
less route and eliminated the use of some rather strangely
shaped wheel openings that had been used in 1960. Chrome
trim ran entirely around the car on upper series models at
the beltline, and was the only highlight to the body sides.
Chrome trim was also used to surround the quad head-
lights at the front, setting them apart from the grille, and
making them seem to float in the front end. At the rear,
small round taillamps occupied pods that extended from
each side of the rear fenders. Rooflines continued as on the

1960 models, with the 2-Door Hardtops continuing their
unique forward dogleg at the back window. Full-size Dodge
models, on the other hand, while receiving a pleasant ap-
pearance at the front end, featured a novel forward-cant-
ing rear fin design that most people did not like. The body
line from the sides flowed back under the round bullet-style
taillamps, then went up and over them into a fin that con-
tinued forward to a point near where the roof met the car
body, then went sharply downward to meet the bodyside.
This created a disjointed look, as the fairly clean front end
styling did not seem to fit with the rear of the car. Chrysler
and the two remaining DeSoto models continued with a
look similar to that of their 1960 counterparts. The DeS-
oto did gain a unique oval bar, located above the grille, that
housed the name DeSoto. The DeSoto line would be pro-
duced for only about two months before the plug was
pulled. The writing was on the wall early in the model year
when Chrysler announced the new Newport, which was
priced at about $3000, right in the middle of DeSoto ter-
ritory. After the announcement was made, someone felt
that Dodge should have a product in the former DeSoto
price range, and the 1962 Dodge Custom 880 was the re-
sulting car—essentially the 1962 Chrysler body with a 1961
Dodge front clip. The need for both the Dodge Custom
880 and the Chrysler Newport is not clear. The luxury Im-
perial received a new front-end treatment that sported
stand-alone headlamps, reminiscent of the classic thirties
Chryslers, and a smaller, more formal grille treatment. Out
back, the 1960 fins returned, and would not start their re-
treat until 1962. The compact Valiant returned with min-
imal changes, but did add an upscale stablemate in the
Dodge Lancer. Slightly larger than the Valiant, the Lancer
was aimed at families who needed more space than the tra-
ditional compact offered, while giving them more luxuri-
ous style and accessories. It was quite popular in its first year
on the market, holding its own against the new trio from
GM.
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General Motors’ new line of compact cars — more
often termed “senior” compacts because of their larger-
than-compact size—were introduced to rave reviews by most
automotive editors of the time. All three cars shared basic
body components, and some undercarriage components,
but they differed significantly in frontal styling and engi-
neering. Each of the trio of cars offered something unique
to the consumer. Pontiac offered the most uniqueness in its
Tempest. Stylewise, the front end was a throwback to the
highly popular split grille of the 1959 Pontiac. The big news
in this car, though, was its engineering. Standard power for
the Tempest was a 194.5 CID 4-cylinder. This was the first
4-cylinder engine to be offered by one of the Big Three
manufacturers since the early 1930s. Its design was quite
conventional, however, as it was essentially patterned from
one half of a 389 CID V8, allowing for parts and accessory
interchangeability between the two motors, and also a ser-
vice staff that was familiar with the engine. Behind the en-
gine, it got even more interesting. The Tempest used a vari-
ation of the Chevy Corvair’s rear-mounted transmission,
and the engine’s power passed to this transmission through
the use of a flexible drive shaft, often termed the “rope
shaft,” eliminating the need for numerous U-joints to ac-
commodate the rear suspension travel. With the transmis-
sion mounted in the rear, an independent rear suspension
was used, which improved ride, but not the handling. An-
other benefit of the rear transmission was near perfect
weight distribution which helped compensate for other
handling drawbacks. For those who wanted something a lit-
tle more traditional, there was the option of a Buick V8 en-
gine for power, although it was made with a new and un-
proven aluminum block. Very few Tempest buyers opted
for the V8, as the 4-cylinder nearly equaled the V8 in all
critical areas except operating smoothness. Because of the
significance of the aforementioned design and engineering
qualities, Motor Trend magazine named the Pontiac Tem-
pest as “Car of the Year” for 1961. The Buick Special and
Oldsmobile’s F-85 variant were somewhat more traditional
than the Tempest. All Buick and Oldsmobile compact
models came with the aluminum V8 powerplant and car-
ried contemporary Buick and Oldsmobile styling.

All of GM’s full-size models were totally redesigned
this year. Once again, all five divisions shared two common
platforms for all models. This cost-saving strategy was im-
plemented with the 1959 model year, and would basically
be used by GM on its full-size line through 1985. (Of
course, GM and all other manufacturers use platform shar-
ing as a common cost-saving measure today.) The basic
styling of most models was simple, fairly straightforward
bodyside sculpting, with a strong frontal identity for each
make, and a new rear appearance that lacked tailfin
styling—except for Cadillac. The originator of the tailfin
would be the last to shed them. As for the frontal appear-

ance, the strongest statement was made by Pontiac, which
successfully revised its highly popular split grille from 1959
to fit the 1961 styling. A reverse canting grille, separated by
the body color panel that came down from the hood, and
the Pontiac logo on the divider, made for an unmistakable
styling statement. As in the past, the 2-Door Hardtop mod-
els featured slender, sporty lines, except Cadillac models,
which featured more formal rooflines this year. The
Chevrolet Corvair and Corvette models continued into 1961
with few changes.

At Ford, with the unsuccessful Edsel line gone, it was
time for a revamping of the product line again. Unfortu-
nately, as in the past, this meant that Mercury would be
most affected, and usually at the expense of its sales num-
bers. The new-for-1960 Mercury Comet and Ford Falcon
entered the new year with few changes. The full-size Ford
and Mercury lines were restyled, but were based upon the
1960 Ford and Edsel platform. For Ford, this meant all-new
front and rear styling. The front grille was a slightly con-
vex affair that was full-width with headlamps at each end.
At the rear, Ford returned to its trademark round taillamps,
mounted under a tiny appendage that passed for a tailfin.
Mercury adopted a cross between the Ford and the new
Lincoln look for the front end—a full-width grille, slightly
convex in appearance, but carrying on a link to the 1960
models at the same time. At the rear was a pleasing, full-
width panel that housed triple taillamps on most models.
Like Ford, Mercury retained a small tailfin for one more
season. Mercury added the Meteor, which effectively took
the place of the Edsel in the corporate lineup. This addi-
tion helped to lower Mercury’s entry level pricing, but also
took some of the premium ambiance away from the mid-
class car line as a whole. That risk always exists when a
mid-price or luxury line adds a car at the lower end of the
pricing scale.

Two totally redesigned models appeared from Ford for
the new year. The all-new Lincoln Continental and the
Ford Thunderbird were restyled and redesigned, and both
proved to be very popular with the buying public. The
Lincoln Continental came in two models, a 4-Door Sedan
and a 4-Door Convertible. This was the first 4-Door Con-
vertible (phaeton) since prior to World War II. These two
models sold as many cars as the entire 10-model lineup had
in 1960. The new Lincolns were smaller, cleanly styled and
very luxurious on the inside. Exterior styling included a
thin blade fender edge highlighted with chrome trim.
Chrome trim also adorned the window and front and rear
grilles and bumpers, but the rest of the car was devoid of
chrome. This new trimmer Lincoln also drove and handled
better as there was less bulk to be thrown into a corner, and
the unit-body construction kept body stiffness intact. The
Thunderbird was also completely restyled and featured
unit-body construction. The Thunderbird profile was that
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of a missile, long, low, and sleek. The leading edge of the
front fenders came to a point, and this shape was copied
across the width of the car, with the grille, which was in-
tegrated into the bumper, below the point, and the hood
arching down to the point from the top. In the center of
the hood was the traditional hood scoop air inlet. Down
the sides, the T-Bird had fender tops trimmed in chrome
like the Lincoln, but the T-Bird had its door handles inte-
grated into this trim, for a very smooth side panel appear-
ance. At the rear were the round Ford taillamps, topped off
with a small tailfin.

American Motors revamped the aging Rambler Amer-
ican line for 1961. Last restyled in 1955, the American was
really showing its age as compared to the new round of
compacts. Though still based upon some of the same struc-
ture, the new American came off as modern and somewhat
cute in its role as one of the smaller compact cars offered
in the U.S. A full range of body styles were offered, except
for a convertible, which would be added in 1962. Other
AMC products received their annual facelifts, with the Am-
bassador gaining the “chubby cheek” look, with a rounded
lower front fender edge that made the front ends of the
Ambassador look very heavy. The Rambler Classic and
Rebel were more conservatively styled, and continued

among the most popular of new cars.
Studebaker offered little in the way of new product or

changes for the year. As was typical, the Checker Motors
line was not changed. Truck offerings from GM and Kaiser-
Jeep were carryovers from 1960, having some minor trim
changes, with a few exceptions. Ford fielded all-new styling
for its F-series truck line, and the same was true for Dodge
and International light-duty trucks.

Modern interiors with car-like features were one of
several attractive claims for the new Ford. Exterior styling
featured the curved windshield and non-dogleg vent win-
dow. Simply styled grille bars at the front, a full-length
body side crease at the belt line, and another crease a foot
or so above the rocker gave the trucks a little style. One
other bit of noteworthy truck news was the discontinuance
of the Chevrolet El Camino and Sedan Delivery models.
Citing slow sales, Chevrolet decided to leave this market in
favor of the up and coming Corvair Greenbrier van and
truck models. Wisely, GM saw the potential in van-based
delivery and utility vehicles. Of course, the El Camino
would return as the popularity of the Ford Ranchero grew
again, but the next time around it would be based on the
mid-sized Chevelle platform.
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The all-new compact Special models were among the
smallest Buicks built since the twenties. In line with the
corporate and industry-wide swing to compact cars, the
new Buick Special fit into the category known as the “se-
nior compact” car. These vehicles were slightly larger than
the typical small car and offered many features that one
would expect to find only in a large luxury car. The Spe-
cial also offered a V8 engine as standard equipment, an al-
ternative not even thought of in other compact cars. This
definitely gave Buick the edge in power and driveability
amongst all the new competition. The most interesting fea-
ture of the V8 engine was not its power capabilities or de-
sign, but the material chosen for construction: aluminum.
By utilizing aluminum for the block, Buick engineers were
able to create a V8 powerplant that was as dependable as
their cast iron V8’s, yet weighed only about 320 pounds.
These weight savings and the smaller platform boosted fuel
economy greatly. A mid-year Special Deluxe Sport Coupe,
dubbed “Skylark,” was introduced as an alternative to other
sporty coupes being offered.

The full-size Buick line was totally redesigned this
year, following General Motors’ company-wide restyling of

the B- and C-body full-size cars. Gone were wrap-around
windshields with their accompanying knee-knocker posts,
as were tail fins, and non-traditional styling touches. The
1961 Buicks were a very conservative, very fine-tuned car,
right from the start. The front styling was a simple grille,
with a floating Buick emblem in the center and quad head-
lights at each end. The grille ends were capped by the cur-
vaceous leading edge of the front fenders that flowed back
into two horizontal body lines—one just below the belt-
line, and one just above the top line of the rear wheel open-
ing. The two were parallel to each other for the length of
the car. At the back, the lower rear bumper area mimicked
the front fenders in shape, and single hooded, oval tail
lamps were inset into each end of the bumper just below
the deck lid line. Overall styling of the Special was similar
with one major exception being that the lower body side
line on the Special dropped off as it neared the back of the
car, resulting in a rear-slanting top arch on the rear wheel
opening, similar to its sister cars, the Tempest and F-85.
As for model changes, the Invicta and Electra 225 lines lost
their 4-Door Sedan variations, and the Invicta also lost its
wagon models, but they would return for 1963.

The 1961 model Cadillacs were a total departure from
the chrome-laden, high-finned behemoths of the 1959–60
model years. The 1961, while still resembling its predeces-
sors in some respects, was visually a slightly smaller and
lighter car. The styling itself made the car look lighter. The
front end featured a new grille which angled in a V back
towards the hoodline and bumper. The bumper itself was
not as big and heavy looking as previous years. The grille
was a finer egg-crate affair, as opposed to the block-style
makeup of the 1958–60 models. Body sides were sculpted
with vertical lines top and bottom that gradually tapered
to the rear where they met the round taillights/backup
lamps mounted in oval pods at each end of the bumper.
The rear bumper had small fins pointing downward that
mimicked the smaller fins atop the rear fenders, which each
housed a blade style taillamp. Rooflines were of the formal
type, with thicker, more upright C-pillars than previously

used. Gone, except on the Fleetwood 75, was the annoy-
ing dogleg created by the reverse slanting front door vent
windows. All models were powered by the same engine for
the first time in many years. Only in the late sixties would
an additional powertrain be introduced into the line. A
better chassis design, along with improved spring and sta-
bilizer designs and reduced weight, added up to a Cadillac
that drove better than any prior model. Ride and drive-
ability would become a battleground for luxury makes
throughout the sixties. Lincoln would win on ride, and
Cadillac on handling. Missing from the line this year were
the Eldorado Seville 2-Door Hardtop and the Eldorado
Brougham 4-Door Hardtop. A new addition mid-year was
the de Ville Town Sedan, which was essentially a 6-win-
dow de Ville 4-Door Hardtop with a 10-inch section re-
moved from the trunk area, allowing the car to fit into
smaller garages.

CHEVROLET
“See the U.S.A. … Go Chevrolet!”

In five short years, the number one selling automaker
had become even more popular with its renowned line of
V8 engines. To add to that line, the fabled 409 CID V8
engine was introduced in mid-year 1961. Through this time
period, most GM divisions that were active in racing would
provide street versions of their racing engines. The 409 was
one of those that would become legendary. Offering as
much as 360 horsepower in its initial year, it would be de-
veloped to put out as much as 409 horsepower within a
year. Accompanying the 409 V8 introduction was the Im-
pala Super Sport option package. Available on any Impala
model for 1961, the Super Sport was initially offered as a

dealer installed option. It would become a staple in the
Chevy high-performance line throughout the muscle car
era. For 1961, the SS, as it was known, featured emblems
on interior and exterior areas, power steering and brakes,
heavy duty suspension, and SS wheel covers.

The 1961 full-size Chevrolet line was totally revamped
for the new year. As with all other full-size GM lines, the
new cars finally did away with the knee-banger, wrap-
around windshields and tailfins and shed some of the length
and width that had been gained in the prior three years.
The new look for Chevy was very clean and pleasing to
look at. The front end sported a full-width grille with dual



headlamps mounted at each end. Turn signals and parking
lamps were mounted above the headlamps. Body sides were
cleaned up greatly, with a single body side line running
from the headlamp area and gradually sloping downward
until just before the rear of the car, where there was a slight
kick up, that brought the line up to the top of the rear
fender and deck lid line. Across the rear the line continued
with a “V” dip in the center. The model line continued as
in 1960, with two additions: an Impala 2-Door Sedan (a
one-year-only model), and a 9-passenger Nomad wagon.

With the ensuing model proliferation that would mark
most of the sixties, full-size Chevrolets were now being
marketed more as a unit, so all are listed together within
this book from 1962 forward.

Elsewhere in the Chevrolet line, the popular Corvair
added a Lakewood station wagon model to the 500 and
700 lines, and a 4-Door Sedan was added to the Monza
line. While not covered here in detail, the Corvair 95

Greenbrier Wagon (or Van as they would become known)
was introduced this year. This model provided a 6-passen-
ger vehicle with enormous cargo capacity, or could be
equipped to take the place of earlier Sedan Delivery wag-
ons, which were no longer offered by Chevrolet. This would
eventually become the Greenbrier’s larger market, and
would lead to the eventual development of the modern
Chevy van, which was introduced in 1965.

The Corvette featured a new grille and some trim and
option changes, but was otherwise unchanged. The new
grille greatly simplified the front-end look, and was prob-
ably the best of this period. Of course, as powertrain up-
grades came along, the Corvette was benefiting from these
also, but the 409 CID V8 would not see use in the Corvette
because of limited space under the hood and available
quantities of the new engine. They were built in small num-
bers, and most went to racing teams rather than produc-
tion vehicles.

“Every Chrysler is a full-size, grown up car with real six-people room.”

All Chrysler Corporation big cars received a facelift
this year, and Chrysler got the best deal of the group. While
Dodge and Plymouth models were overdone to put it
mildly, Chrysler came off with a unique look that still was
pleasing. Copying the 1959 Buick slanted headlamp theme,
Chrysler built these around a 300-letter-series style grille,
turned upside down. Basic body design continued the
pleasing 1960 theme, including the large tail fins at the rear.
This would be the last year for tall fins on any make of
American car. While DeSoto copied the same styling, the
DeSoto featured its taillamps where the Chrysler had its
backup lamps in the fins, and the DeSoto had its backup
lamps just above the bumper, where the Chrysler had its
taillamps. Smaller fins would continue on for many years,
particularly on Cadillac models. But Chrysler would leave
them behind for good.

Under the hood, things remained largely the same.

After all, why mess with success? Chrysler had developed
some of the most dependable and powerful engines of any
manufacturer. The Dodge and DeSoto derived 361 CID V8
was implemented as the base powerplant for the newly
named Newport line. Changes to the model line were not
major, except for name changes. A revived Newport name-
plate replaced the Windsor at the bottom of the Chrysler
line. Essentially it was equivalent to the soon to be defunct
DeSoto, with the prestige of the Chrysler nameplate. The
middle line model, the Saratoga, was renamed Windsor,
but still rode on the former Windsor’s 122-inch wheelbase.
The luxury hot-rod 300 advanced its suffix to the letter G.
The luxurious New Yorker line returned unchanged. The
luxury wagon line continued to be offered in 4-Door Hard-
top configuration, while other manufacturers had aban-
doned the stylish models.

By the time the 1961 models were introduced, the writ-
ing was on the wall. Seemingly the only reason for the 1961
DeSoto to exist was to fill production capacity while plans
were completed to design a Dodge replacement for the
DeSoto. There were two models of DeSoto left for the new
year, a 2-Door and a 4-Door Hardtop, and they were in a
nameless series. Officially, they were sold only through au-
thorized Plymouth-DeSoto dealers. Essentially, the new
cars were equivalent to the 1960 Fireflite. They also re-
ceived a facelift that was similar to the new 1961 Chrysler
makeover. The major difference was in the grille, which on
DeSoto featured a two-tier design with the top portion car-

rying the DeSoto name in it. Headlights were slanted out-
ward from the bottom up, while the remainder of the
styling was carried over from 1960. Interiors were essentially
equivalent to Chrysler Windsor models. On November 30,
1960, after just over 3,000 DeSoto models had been built,
they were officially discontinued. Only a little over 2 mil-
lion DeSoto’s had been built since their introduction in
1928. Considering that most mid-price range marquees
build that many cars every 6 to 8 years, it is not a terribly
impressive figure. But in that time, DeSoto had gained
many loyal owners for Chrysler.

“Again in 1961, Dodge upsets the apple cart.”

Dodge really did upset the apple cart for 1961—not
someone else’s, but its own family’s. Chrysler had intro-
duced the Valiant as a stand-alone model, to be sold in
Chrysler-Plymouth and DeSoto-Plymouth dealerships.
Dodge had seen the success of moving to a lower price
bracket with the Dart and now wanted a piece of the com-
pact car market. So the Lancer was introduced, as a sportier,
more upscale alternative to the Valiant. Both the Lancer and
the Valiant looked like larger cars, but the Lancer benefit-
ted from a simpler, full-width grille design as compared to
the Valiant’s trapezoidal affair. Sales were good for the first
few seasons, but it would take a full redesign in 1963 to
bring true success.

After the successful introduction of the Dart series in
1960, Dodge was taking many sales away from Plymouth,
but not having much success at tackling Ford or Chevy. Ap-
parently, Plymouth owners really liked the idea of moving
“up” to a Dodge at about the same price level. Unfortu-
nately, Chrysler Corporation in general was misfiring badly
in the styling department. No matter what it did, it seemed
to be wrong for the public. As a result, sales of the new
smaller Dodge Dart series dropped off more than 45 per-
cent. The new styling was certainly not as underwhelming
as the new Plymouth with which it shared basic body de-
sign, but certain elements made the design not seem fluid.
The front design was generally pleasing, with a full-width

concave grille underscored by a full-width bumper con-
taining a round parking lamp at each end. Front fenders
had a prominent peak at the leading edge that flowed back
into the windshield area. A side feature line that started a
few inches back from the front fender edge paralleled the
edge upward, angling forward and then making a sharp
turn straight back over the wheel opening, and ending just
before the front door. This was basically the same frontal
styling used for the big Dodge Polara. The back portion of
the car featured reverse-style fins that began at the rear
window area with a sharp kick-up, then faded downward
to a point just above trunk lid level. At this point, the body
side feature line curved down and sharply back to the front,
with a horizontal line ending at a point on the front door.
On the Dart series, this point was level with the front fender
line but ended about four inches behind it. On the Polara
series, the styling was similar, but the line coming to the
front ran onto the lower front fender about 6 inches below
the front fender feature line. The Polara (and Wagons)
housed a bullet-style tail lamp within the curve at the rear.
The Dart used a small, horizontal tail lamp that appeared
to be mounted on top of the rear bumper. The front and
rear of these cars appeared to have been styled by separate
departments, then put together. They were not terrible
looking cars, but there would be better ones to come.

Ford made yet another major styling change to its full-
size Ford line and introduced a brand-new Thunderbird for
the new year. The Fairlane and Galaxie line, while still
based upon the 1960 body shell, featured what Ford called
“the classic Ford look.” A full-width grille with a center
horizontal bar started out the look, followed by rather clean
side styling, and a slight contour of the rear quarter that
led to “traditional” round Ford taillights at the rear. A very
small tailfin remained atop the rear fender. As a whole
package the styling was much cleaner and more modern

After receiving the all-new unit-body construction
and accompanying restyle in 1960, the Imperial might have
been expected not to receive a major restyle for 1961. How-
ever, Chrysler did not always do what was expected, espe-
cially in this four or five year period. As for the Imperial in
particular, styling was generally of a conservative nature,
but the restyle was not always seen as a conservative move.
Controversial free-standing headlamps were introduced on
the 1961 Imperial. Each headlamp was built into its own
pod set at the end of a finely styled, horizontal bar grille.

The fenders cleanly swept behind the headlights, and car-
ried a parking lamp in the upper portion above the free-
standing lights. The rear end treatment was only slightly re-
vised from the 1960 models.

Once again the Crown Imperial Limousine Sedan
model was available as a custom-built model. These are not
included herein as their production usually totaled ten or
fewer per season, and they were considered custom-built by
Chrysler.

Ford Motor Company and Lincoln-Mercury Division
in particular had much to be proud of with the introduc-
tion of the 1961 Lincoln automobiles. For probably the first
time in history, Lincoln beat its competition to market with
a modern, stylish automobile for the new decade, one that

would set trends for other luxury cars to follow. The new
design was highlighted by a near total lack of chrome, very
slab-sided bodies, and a very formal roofline. The front
end was somewhat Ford-like in appearance, featuring a full-
width grille with a horizontal bar between the headlamps.
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Continental 4-Door Convertible Continental 4-Door Sedan

The bumper ends capped off the lower portion of the razor-
edge fenders. The back end mimicked the front with blade-
like taillamps mounted in small fins at the rear quarter trail-
ing edges, and a grillework between the two fins. Overall,
the new Lincolns were more than a foot shorter than their
predecessors. Who said Lincolns weren’t downsized until
1980?

Another leg up on the competition came in the form
of the new 4-Door Convertible model. No two-door Lin-
colns were available at all, as they had never been big sell-
ers in this market. So when a convertible was developed, it
was designed around the 4-Door Sedan. This unique 4-
Door convertible was the first factory produced model

available from the Big Three since prior to World War II.
Convertible top operation was similar to that pioneered on
the Ford Thunderbird with electric and hydraulic motors
operating the deck lid, and storing the top below the car’s
body lines. This had the unfortunate effect of limiting lug-
gage space, but that is not usually a major concern of con-
vertible buyers. Power continued to come from the 430
CID V8. Interiors were of a new design and were very for-
mal in appearance also, with an instrument cluster that was
years ahead of the competition in layout and design.

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Ford took a big gamble that paid off with the 1961
Mercury line. With the Edsel gone and a wide array of new
compact models flooding the market, the buying public
seemed to want smaller, less expensive cars. Dodge had first
taken the smaller, lower price approach to full-size cars in
1960, so this year, it was Ford’s turn with Mercury. The 1961
Mercury line shared most major body panels, drivetrains
and many accessories with their Ford counterparts. Styling
was differentiated through a concave grille, triple taillamp
styling, and different trim. The designations of old were
gone, save the Monterey, which was Mercury’s most pop-
ular nameplate of the era. The new lower-price line was
known as the Meteor 600 and Meteor 800, with the Mon-

terey the luxury line for 1961. The payoff for Mercury was
one of its best sales years in history, and one of its highest
market shares ever.

An entirely new line of engines was offered for full-
size Mercurys, and a new powerplant was offered for the
compact Comet. All of these powerplants came from the
Ford line. This year’s full-size wagon line was marketed
separately for a final season. However, since it was down to
two models, they have been broken down and included
below with their corresponding line of passenger cars. Fi-
nally, the Comet received a new grille and added an S-22
sport model to the line.

The biggest Oldsmobile news for 1961 was the new
compact F-85, introduced to compete with the Ford Fal-
con, Chrysler’s Valiant, the Rambler American, and the
growing tide of small imported cars. One of the smallest
Olds models since the early years of the century, the F-85
was more nicely trimmed than many of its counterparts,
and offered something almost none of the others did:
strictly V8 power. The obvious advantage was more power,
better acceleration, albeit with a slightly higher price tag.
The disadvantage for marketing purposes was that the new
Buick-designed V8 was an aluminum block, a technology
not widely explored at this point in time, causing many po-
tential customers to be wary of the car. After all, for less
money, there were any number of six-cylinder compacts
available, though with slightly less power. On the road
though, the F-85 was probably the best of the new crop of
compacts from GM, boasting the best balance of ride, han-
dling and performance characteristics. Inside, the new F-
85 was much larger than many other compacts. In fact,
from the driver’s seat it was often hard to tell you were dri-

ving a small car, until you went to turn a corner or park
the car, and then its smaller dimensions were fully realized.

Just as important, but often overlooked, was a newly
redesigned and restyled line of full-size Oldsmobiles. The
surprising feature of these and the other big GM cars this
year was that they were actually smaller than their imme-
diate predecessors. The new models were between one and
five inches shorter overall, on fractionally smaller wheel-
bases. This physically shorter size, coupled with styling
that had a light and airy feel, made the new cars look lighter
and sportier than previous Oldsmobiles. Powerplants re-
mained the same, although the 371 CID V8 offered in the
Dynamic 88 line was discontinued, and all models now of-
fered a variation of the 394 CID V8. For unknown reasons,
Oldsmobile officially decided to name the Ninety-Eight
series the Classic Ninety-Eight, but for this year only. No
reference as to the reason for this change has been found,
but most factory literature refers to the line as the Ninety-
Eight. To simplify matters, all references to this line herein
will call it the Ninety-Eight.

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PLYMOUTH
“Introducing new Solid Beauty … 1961 Plymouth!”

Of all the words in Plymouth’s advertising slogan for
1961, “beauty” is easily the most questionable. Most be-
holders would agree the 1961 Plymouth was hit with the
ugly stick. While certain elements of the 1960 styling can
be seen in the new model, for the most part they were a to-
tally different looking car. Rooflines were carried over from
1960, but there were two distinguishing features to set the
Plymouth apart from other cars. The first was the straight
beltline that ran entirely around the car from one front
fender tip to the opposite front fender tip. At the front the
feature line angled downward over the headlamps; then, at
a point just inside the headlamps, it did a near 180 degree
turn back towards the middle of the inside headlamp where
it ended. In between the headlights was an aluminum egg-
crate grille that sloped back as it went down, and met the
bumper. The second notable styling feature was the use of
varying modes of sheetmetal sculpting, sometimes right
next to each other. For the most part, hood, roof, deck lid,
and doors were generally flat or smooth sheet metal. How-
ever, the front fenders, rear panel, and rear quarters were a
mixture. The rear panel was a concave affair with bullet-
shaped taillamps set onto each end of the panel. Backup

lamps, when ordered, were set in closer to the center license
plate mount. This concave rear panel wrapped around to
the quarter where it sat between a convex lower rear quar-
ter and the upper convex belt line shape. All panels flat-
tened out by the time they reached the door areas. The
front fenders had a convex area that came back from the
round edge of the headlights, with a feature line that
dropped off behind the front wheel openings. Model and
powertrain choices were relatively unchanged, with the ex-
ception of the introduction of the 413 CID V8 engine. This
powerplant, installed in few cars, earned a reputation as
the hottest engine around on the racetrack, where it would
become a legend.

The compact Valiant added the 225 CID “Slant 6” to
its option list during 1961, and soon it became the engine
of choice for most buyers. A new addition to the line was
the 2-Door model, offered as a sedan in the V100 series and
a hardtop in the V200 line. This new model was an im-
mediate hit, selling 40,000 copies in its first season. Over-
all Valiant sales were down, however, mostly as a result of
new competition from GM and of course, its new sister car,
the Dodge Lancer.

PONTIAC
“It’s all Pontiac! On a new Wide-Track!”

In a year when nearly all General Motors cars were to-
tally new for 1961, the biggest newsmaker for Pontiac was

the Tempest. “The Balanced Car,” so called because of its
near perfect weight distribution, was the most ambitiously



engineered of the three GM compact models introduced
this year. Wanting a car that handled well on the road, Pon-
tiac put much effort into balancing the weight of the car.
At the front, power came in two forms. First was the all-
new 194.5 CID 4-cylinder Trophy 4 (or Indy 4 as it is
sometimes called) engine. This large displacement 4-cylin-
der engine was unique in that it was essentially one half of
a 389 CID V8 engine. This design was already known to
be reliable, mechanics knew how to service it, and there
were numerous part interchange possibilities. The second
choice was the all-new aluminum block V8 engine devel-
oped by Buick for its new compact Special. This engine,
while good in design, put out no more power than the 4-
barrel version of the 4-cylinder yet cost significantly more,
and customers worried about durability issues presented by
the aluminum blocks. As a result very few Tempests were
sold with the V8 engine. The next part of the balancing act
came from the rear-mounted transmission. By placing the
transmission at the rear of the car, a significant portion of
weight was moved to the back axle, thereby balancing the
car. Since Chevrolet had already developed transmissions
for its rear-engined Corvair, Pontiac adapted the existing
units to suit its own needs. This left the problem of trans-
mitting the engine’s power to the transmission. For that
job, engineers developed a “rope” style driveshaft. Flexible
in all directions, it eliminated the need for U-joints and also
allowed a smaller floor hump down the middle of the car.
Without a typical rear axle, independent rear suspension

(IRS) was adopted. Unfortunately, what should have made
the car handle and ride better ended up causing many prob-
lems, as drivers were not experienced in handling a car with
IRS. Handling issues would become the downfall of the
Corvair, but the Tempest weighed enough to lessen its
problems and did not suffer from the Corvair’s tail-heavi-
ness.

The big Pontiacs were redesigned along the lines of
other GM cars. Slightly smaller than previous years, the
new cars used thin rooflines, sculpted body sides, and an
aggressive twin grille design up front. The 1959 grille de-
sign had proven so popular that it was imitated by none
other than the Edsel for 1960, but Pontiac had returned to
a full-width grille, not knowing at the time that the split
grille theme would be so well received. When the 1961 Pon-
tiacs returned to that styling, it was once again a very pop-
ular look. This time it was retained for good; the basic de-
sign still characterizes new Pontiacs some 40 years later.
Sales of big Pontiacs, as well as many other larger cars,
dropped about 40 percent due to the introduction of the
new compact models, but they would soon recover. All
prior body styles and nameplates were retained, except for
the Star Chief 2-Door Sedan, which had been a two-year-
only style. With the rise in popularity of the 2-Door Hard-
top, it seems odd in retrospect that a Sedan was ever made
part of the line, when a Hardtop would certainly have been
a better seller.

Competition is something that American Motors did
not have a lot of through the late 1950s. Small cars were the
mainstay of Rambler, and they were dominating the mar-
ket. At the turn of the decade, the Big Three unveiled their
highly successful trio of import fighters—Corvair, Falcon
and Valiant. Then came 1961, and everybody who was any-
body in the car business suddenly had a “compact” car.
Fortunately, Rambler knew small cars, and none of the new
matched up directly in value, size and price. The impact to
Rambler’s model year sales total was minimal, thanks to
American Motors’ having done a good job marketing its
cars. In fact, other manufacturers’ sales were down so much
that AMC actually moved up in market position from
fourth to third place in the industry. This would be its best
performance in history.

Sales of Rambler’s biggest car, the Ambassador, suf-
fered most. While it had been nothing more than a
stretched Rambler Rebel for several years, the Ambassador

was given a facelift that many people found to be ungainly,
especially compared to the Classic. An effort to offer what
was probably thought to be “modern” styling, the pointed,
rocket shape front fenders of the 1961 model turned out to
be an unwelcome styling touch. Meanwhile, the newly
named Classic (formerly Rambler and Rebel) line received
a more up-to-date headlight-in-grille theme that was much
cleaner looking, and would be carried into the 1962 model
year.

By far the biggest news for the year was the totally re-
designed American line. Built on the same wheelbase as
before, the new American was five inches shorter than the
1960 model yet just as roomy inside, and offered better vis-
ibility and driving ease. New models added included a 4-
Door Wagon and a 2-Door Convertible. The public loved
the looks of the new Rambler, and sales rose respectably de-
spite all of the new compact car competition.

Nineteen-sixty-one was a year of little change for
Studebaker. After the successful launch of the Lark line,
there was little cash left to fund restyling or new lines. That
which remained was being funneled into the upcoming
Avanti sports car. For this year, the only new offering was
the Lark Cruiser 4-Door Sedan, which actually replaced the
mid-season Econ-O-Miler sedan of 1960. Based upon the
station wagon platform (and wheelbase), the longer Cruiser
gave more room and some added style to the typical Lark
Sedan. All Cruisers were available with a V8 engine only.
The minimal styling changes given to all Lark models this
year included replacement of the small side grilles between
the headlamp and grille area with a round parking/turn
signal lamp. The old familiar L-Head 6-cylinder power-
plant was also given a boost with an increase in its com-

pression ratio and a new overhead valve design, increasing
horsepower from 90 @ 4000 rpm to 112 @ 4500 rpm.

Some interesting but little known special-order mod-
els were offered this year. These included the Marshal pack-
age for most sedan or wagon models, adding special ameni-
ties (or lack thereof ) for use as police cars. There was the
6-cylinder City Marshal, 259 V8 Patrol Marshal, and 289
V8 Pursuit Marshal. There was also a Heavy Duty 4-Door
Sedan, based on the stretched Cruiser body, that was offered
for taxicab use. A Lark Deluxe 2-Door Sedan could be or-
dered without the rear seat under Utility Sedanette. Fi-
nally, a conversion kit was offered for about $35 to allow
2-Door Wagon owners to convert their car to a Sedan De-
livery.

Nineteen-sixty-two brought a second wave of model
lineup expansion, with most of the growth coming from
Ford and Chrysler. After the success of the compacts in
1960, and then the very successful introductions of the se-
nior compacts by GM in 1961, the marketing types were ap-
parently feeling that the time was right for a smaller full-
size car, or as we would soon know them, an “intermediate”
line. Full-size cars had grown by leaps and bounds in the
prior five years, with a small downsizing effort seen for
1961. What was once considered a full-size car, in terms of
power and size, no longer existed, except for the Rambler
Ambassador line, which had proven itself quite popular in
the past several seasons.

Ford, as when entering the compact market two years
earlier, took the most conservative approach. A car sized di-
rectly between the Falcon/Comet and the full-size models
was introduced as the Ford Fairlane and Mercury Meteor.
These intermediate models were very similar in size to, for
example, the 1955 Fords, and were powered by engines of
similar capacity. As could be expected in a time of little in-
flation, pricing was similar also. The marketers were cor-
rect in a certain amount of the population was ready for this
size of car, but their conservative design approach did not
satisfy buyers looking for style and pizzazz in a new car pur-
chase. In fact, the Mercury Meteor would only last two
years, as the Comet, which was already larger than the Fal-
con it was based upon, became a hot seller in the category.
The Fairlane would not realize its full potential until the
1966 redesign, which placed it in the forefront with the
newer GM mid-size cars.

Chrysler chose a much different formula for its new
smaller, full-size cars. The company was in the midst of a
realignment of all of its products now that the DeSoto was
gone and the compact Valiant was being brought under the
Plymouth nameplate. A multi-layered strategy focused
mostly on rebuilding the Plymouth and Dodge product
lines. With the compact Valiant under the Plymouth brand,

and in view of Plymouth’s economy reputation, a decision
was made to have Plymouth’s full-size models use only the
new platform. This new body utilized a wheelbase six inches
shorter than previous models yet had nearly as much inte-
rior room as its predecessors in all critical areas. A shorter
wheelbase meant a shorter overall length for easier maneu-
verability in traffic and parking situations than a traditional
full-size car. It also meant slightly less luggage space and less
room under the hood for bigger powerplants (which weren’t
necessary), but somehow that situation was remedied for
those who were racing minded! Overall, the cars were a
very nice package. Although the styling was a little un-
orthodox, it was much better than the previous year’s gar-
ish looks. But there were still a lot of traditional, full-size
car buyers out there who didn’t necessarily want a smaller
Plymouth, even if the ads said it was “full-size” on the in-
side. Sales totals would reflect this lack of interest, as Pon-
tiac would surpass Plymouth, and Oldsmobile, Buick and
even Dodge made sizeable gains on the marque.

Dodge fared much better. Having picked up its own
version of the Valiant, called the Lancer, in 1961, Dodge was
already in the compact market. With the demise of the DeS-
oto, Chrysler grafted a 1961 Dodge full-sized front clip onto
a 1962 Chrysler body and created the 1962 Dodge Custom
880, which gave Dodge its traditional full-size model to
offer consumers. Dodge also got its own intermediate
model, which was much nicer in appearance than the Ply-
mouth, giving Dodge the upper hand all the way around.
In fact, for 1963 Dodge would even gain a slight wheelbase
extension, to make its cars larger than the Plymouths, and
their sales showed the effects of this improvement. By 1963,
Chrysler was seeing the light, so to speak, and began a pro-
gram to categorize its cars into a platform lineup similar to
what GM was using. Therefore, when new full-size models
were introduced in 1965, Plymouth finally got its true big
car back. But for three painful years, Plymouth was stuck
with a mid-sized car for which little demand existed.
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General Motors was not quite ready to jump into the
emerging intermediate market. The one-year-old trio of
“senior compacts” were meant to fill the gap between com-
pact and full-size, only they were approaching that size class
from the opposite end, being slightly smaller than cars such
as the Fairlane and new Plymouths. These new cars were
highly successful in the minds of automotive editors across
the country, who admired their engineering. This meant
that they would keep the names and images of these cars in
front of the public. In an unusual move, the 1962 Buick
Special was chosen as Motor Trend magazine’s “Car of the
Year” for its highly successful new V6 engine design. This
was unusual in that the Special was a new model in 1961,
the year its stablemate, the Pontiac Tempest, won the award
for its engineering distinctiveness, with its front engine,
rear transmission design. The all-new V6 garnered the
award for Buick because of its high power output and high
economy rankings, and the Special’s overall pleasing ride
and handling qualities.

General Motors was concentrating on other segments
of the market at the time. For starters, since day one, the
conservative, traditional Ford Falcon had been outselling
the Chevrolet Corvair by quite a margin, and Chevrolet in
its competitive quest to remain the number one seller
couldn’t allow that to continue. So for 1962, the new Chevy
II, just as conservative as the Falcon, was introduced. As if

to one-up Ford, the Chevy offered a choice of four- or six-
cylinder powerplants and an array of body styles, includ-
ing a 2-Door Convertible, something Ford would not have
until 1963. The Chevy II was an instant hit and had little
if any effect on sales of the Corvair, as the two were really
competing for different buyers. The Corvair was in a sporty,
import-type market, whereas the Chevy II was strictly con-
ventional and traditional. At the other end of the spectrum,
GM was beginning to introduce its second round of sport-
ing personal luxury cars, the descendants  of the 1953 Buick
Skylark, Cadillac Eldorado, Chevrolet Corvette, and Olds-
mobile Fiesta. This second wave included the mid–1961
Oldsmobile Starfire, based on the Olds 98, and the 1962
Buick Wildcat coupe, based on the LeSabre 2-Door Hard-
top, and Pontiac Grand Prix, based on the Catalina 2-Door
Hardtop. These models, while not as exclusive or expen-
sive as their predecessors, brought some extra attention to
the showrooms of their respective nameplates. Each was
generally equipped with bucket seats, floor shifter, con-
sole, sporty styled wheels, and a powerful engine. This
combination was generally reserved for the wealthier buy-
ers of Chrysler 300’s, Ford Thunderbirds or imports such
as Mercedes. But GM put such features into the common
buyer’s price range. Special design touches and exclusive ad-
vertising campaigns put these cars into the forefront of buy-
ers’ minds this year.

The independent manufacturers this season had a
mixed bag of news. This year American Motors introduced
its revamped Rambler American line. While still based
loosely on the previous car, the new model was slightly
longer, wider and much more comfortable. As a bonus, the
overall styling was much more modern and pleasing to look
at. The newly named Classic and Ambassador lines received
a frontal face-lift that was also much more appealing. Sales
of all Rambler models continued to be strong, but were
falling off from their record 1960 and 1961 levels. Stude-
baker continued to struggle, both financially and from
falling sales. The much anticipated Avanti had been set to
hit showrooms at mid-year and was to have paced the In-
dianapolis 500 race this year. But, with numerous engi-
neering and financial setbacks, the car did not arrive in
time. Race officials were left with a Lark convertible to do
the honors as the official pace car. It would be the final time
that the Indiana-based car company would get to pace the
prestigious home-state racing classic. As for the rest of the
Studebaker line, the Hawk completed its metamorphosis to
become the GT Hawk, a timely introduction given the new
Grand Prix and Wildcat coming from General Motors. Un-

fortunately the GT Hawk was still based on the 1953 Stude-
baker design, as were all other Studebakers of the period.

Most other news for the year was limited to the usual
model year changes of grilles, taillamps, trim, and the like.
Chrysler opted to replace its mid-range Windsor line with
the “300” moniker, not to be confused with the 300 letter
series cars (presumably Chrysler was hoping for a little con-
fusion, though). Dodge, International and Ford trucks were
all-new for 1961 and continued with few changes for 1962.
Chevrolet and GMC pickups, last redesigned in 1960, con-
tinued with slightly revised frontal styling this year. Kaiser-
Jeep models continued relatively unchanged, as did the
Studebaker truck line. The new for ’61 Ford Falcon Club
Wagon and Chevrolet Corvair Greenbrier Wagon were lit-
tle changed, but finding a loyal following of buyers. Peo-
ple found these “small vans” to be easier to drive and able
to carry a larger load than the sedan delivery models they
were replacing in the market. The Falcon still offered a
Sedan Delivery and the Ranchero pickup in the utility field,
but all other car makers had abandoned the utility and de-
livery vehicles to move towards the upcoming van market.

The Buick Special, introduced a year earlier, earned
the distinction of winning the Motor Trend magazine Car
of the Year award for 1962. Typically, the award is given to
an all-new car, but the new V6 engine warranted the honor.
The new V6 engine for the base Special line was the first
volume production V6 in modern U.S. built automobiles.
Also offered for the first time in a Buick was a 4-speed
manual transmission for the Special and Skylark models.
The V6 engine was lighter than typical in-line 6-cylinder
engines, yet offered better power, torque, acceleration and
fuel economy than its counterparts. New convertible mod-
els were added in regular and new Skylark trim variants.
The Skylark was a new top-level trim package that included
the convertible and the 2-Door Coupe from 1961. Other
changes to the Special line included restyling touches to the
front and rear end of the car.

The big Buicks received new styling from the beltline

down. The LeSabre Convertible was dropped for this sea-
son only, and the Estate Wagons moved from the LeSabre
to the Invicta line. The Electra and Electra 225 models
were combined into a single Electra 225 line. A new model
was introduced after the start of the model year to compete
with the Ford Thunderbird and other upcoming per-
sonal/sports/luxury cars. This model was the Wildcat, part
of the Invicta line, and was offered in a 2-Door Hardtop
body style only. All full-sized Buicks for 1962 were pow-
ered by the 401 CID V8. This was unusual for Buick, as
for decades the smaller series cars (i.e. LeSabre) had always
used a smaller displacement engine, while the mid-range
used the smaller series’ bodies with the top model’s engine.
Now, all cars were powered by the same engine, but with
varying power output levels. Heater and defroster were
made standard equipment this year on all models, but could
still be deleted by request.

Chevrolet made a very important introduction for
1962. Sales of the compact Corvair had been very good
since its introduction, but Chevy was always behind Ford
in sales of compacts. The main reason for this seemed to
be that the Ford Falcon was a totally traditional design,
meaning front engine, rear drive, with traditional styling
such as a grille up front and few sporty pretensions to its
manner. To counter this, Chevrolet developed the Chevy
II. Styled after the big Chevy line, the new compact Chevy
II matched the Falcon for traditional style, handling and
price. And to top it all off, Chevrolet was able to do this
without taking any sales away from either its own Corvair,
or other GM compacts. Falcon lost about 100,000 in sales
this year and was the main loser during the Chevy II’s ini-
tial season. The Chevy II introduced a 4-cylinder engine
to the Chevrolet line for the first time since the twenties.
This rugged little 4-cylinder put out nearly as much horse-
power as some competitors’ 6-cylinder engines. While
never a big seller, it would continue through to the third
generation Nova models.

Full-size Chevrolet models received a restyling from
the beltline down. The lines were generally smoother than
the ’61 models and continued the now traditional full-width
grille and triple lens (dual on Biscayne and BelAir) tail-
lamp designs. Model changes included the discontinuation
of the Fleetmaster line, the BelAir 4-Door Hardtop and the
Impala 2-Door Sedan. Station wagon model names were
dropped and each trim level was sold under its corre-
sponding car nameplate. The sporty Corvette and compact
Corvair continued with few styling changes. However,
there was a big change under the hood for the Corvette
and full-size Chevy models. A new 250-horsepower, 327
CID V8 engine was now standard on Corvette, and avail-
able on full-size Chevys. This new engine, developed from
the durable 283 CID block, was more powerful yet weighed
no more than its predecessor. This engine was so well exe-
cuted, that it would eventually be tuned to develop 375
horsepower with the help of fuel injection.

The car that took the tailfin idea and ran with it, cre-
ating the beautifully finned line of 1957 cars, suddenly had
no fins—not so much as a trace. The new 1962 models
looked the same as the 1961 models from the front, but one
look at the rear identified these as new models. The rear
fenders were shaved off smooth with the rear deck lid level,
which was raised slightly. Taillamps were placed in the
fender ends starting on top of the fender and wrapping
down the edge to a vertical stem on the back of the fender.
Wagons carried a variation of the 1961 models’ lower wrap-
around lights. The remainder of the body styling contin-
ued to be based on the 1960 line, including the wagons’ 4-
Door Hardtop styling. This would also be the last year for
two different wheelbases, as next year would see all models
go to the 122” wheelbase.

Two fateful mistakes were made in regards to the 300
line this year. First, the 300-H letter series was moved to
the smaller Newport platform, presumably because all 2-
Doors in the New Yorker line, which had previously shared

the 300 letter cars’ bodies, were eliminated. This was the
first time the 2-Door New Yorker models were pulled from
the line, although they would return by 1965. Secondly,
taking advantage of the well-known performance name-
plate “300,” Chrysler made a soon-to-be tragic error by
watering the 300 nameplate down and placing it on a mid-
range line. Essentially, the new non–letter series 300 re-
placed the 1961 Windsor line. The thinking was that the
public would perceive these cars as having the prestige and
performance of the 300 letter series, but the public should
have been given more credit. Sales initially improved, but
after several years they began to fall again, and eventually
the mid-range Chrysler would be replaced by a higher trim
level Newport line. For the time being, the new 300 line
had the appearance of a “real” 300, with the exception of
the 4-Door model, which wasn’t fooling anyone. A 2-Door
convertible replaced the 4-Door Sedan in the model lineup,
and at least the 4-Door 300 was a hardtop, so it could pre-
tend to be sporty!

DODGE
“The New Lean Breed!”

Dodge for 1962 was out to give its sister division Ply-
mouth a run for its money. This situation came about
through some tactful lobbying by certain people with
Dodge division, including many dealers. The problem, as
seen by those at Dodge, was that Plymouth was tradition-
ally the low-price make, and Chrysler the upper- medium-
price brand. With DeSoto gone as the medium-price make,
Chrysler had moved down to fill the gap with the Newport.
This put the Newport in competition with the upper trim-
level Dodge models. Therefore, Dodge reasoned that they
should be allowed to move down in price range to allow for
higher volume for its dealers, and hopefully in return,
higher profits.

The first phase of this strategy was the 1961 Lancer. A
twin to the Plymouth Valiant, the Lancer was slightly larger

and more nicely trimmed, for just a few dollars more than
the Valiant. The second part was the introduction of a new
smaller Plymouth and Dodge “full-size” car. This new full-
size model was actually more of an intermediate or mid-size
car, in comparison with other full-size models of the day.
Riding on a 116-inch wheelbase, these new cars were lighter,
more economical, and better handling than any other full-
size model. Unfortunately for both Dodge and Plymouth,
sales of these new “down-sized” models went nowhere. Per-
haps the styling was as much to blame as the smaller size,
because the restyled models for 1963 were much more suc-
cessful. For Dodge, the 1962 front end consisted of a trape-
zoid shaped grille, with one set of headlights set within the
grille area, and the second set placed at a lower level out-
side of the grille area on the leading edge of the front fender.
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A feature line ran from the top of the grille, horizontally
along the front fender edge and ended just short of the back
end of the front door. A rear quarter feature line started at
the rocker panel in front of the rear wheel, went up and over
the top curve of the wheel opening, then straight back to
meet the round backup light housing at the rear end. Below
each backup lamp was a single taillamp. Overall, the body
styling was an enlarged copy of the Valiant. The engine
choices were much the same as previous years, with the ex-
ception of the temporary dropping of the 383 CID V8 en-
gine. The model line was much the same also, with a few
name changes and one new line. The Dart Seneca became
the Dart, the Dart Pioneer was known as the Dart 330, and
the Dart Phoenix line was now the Dart 440. The Polara

500 was a new top line designation for a three-model se-
ries of hardtops and a convertible.

New for the model year was the Custom 880, which
essentially was a 1961 Polara front clip placed onto the
Chrysler Newport body. This clever body sharing trick ac-
tually made a nicer looking car than the 1961 Polara. The
Custom 880 was priced the same as the Chrysler Newport
and served a dual purpose: it provided a replacement for
the DeSoto line, and it gave Dodge dealers a traditional
full-size model to sell beside their new downsized models.
Changes to the compact Lancer were limited to a few trim
changes and rebadging the 770 Hardtop as a Lancer GT
model.

“Features of the future … now!”

Of all the manufacturers marketing a smaller full-size
car to a public that proved reluctant for the first few years,
Ford had the most success. Plymouth and Dodge had
missed the mark by discontinuing (at least temporarily)
their regular full-size lines. General Motors had not even
bothered with the smaller cars since its senior compacts ap-
proached the size of these newcomers. Ford made the
smartest choice by introducing its new Fairlane. Styled to
look much like the full-size Galaxie line, the new Fairlane
came in a basic array of sedan body styles and enjoyed a
strong sales year. Power came from a choice of standard six
cylinder or small displacement V8 engines. The Fairlane
would sell reasonably well until GM took advantage of this
new mid-size arena in 1964; thereafter the GM cars would
dominate the market for several decades.

Ford’s full-size Galaxie was totally restyled again, from
the beltline down. A more flatly styled, full-width grille

once again dominated the front, while a new, slightly slop-
ing rear treatment still housed a single, large, round tail-
lamp at each side. In between, bodysides were relatively
smooth, with Galaxie 500 models featuring large, chrome
sweepspears on the sides. Powertrain offerings continued as
in previous years. The Galaxie 500 Starliner Hardtop was
discontinued this year. The former Fairlane and Fairlane
500 were renamed the Galaxie Mainliner and Galaxie re-
spectively. Galaxie 500 replaced Galaxie as the top line,
and a new Galaxie 500 XL was introduced as the sporty al-
ternative to the Chevrolet Impala Super Sport. The new-
for-1961 Thunderbird received new trim treatments and
gained two new model offerings. A new Landau Hardtop
with vinyl roof and a new Sport Roadster Convertible with
a tonneau cover over the rear seats were introduced. The
popular Falcon featured a new line of Deluxe and Futura
models with revised grilles and trim.

The controversial free-standing headlamps introduced
on the 1961 Imperial were continued for the new year. Join-
ing them in a move that was just as controversial were free-
standing, bullet-style taillamps that were mounted atop
lowered rear fender fins. At some point during the model
year, the gross horsepower rating of the engine was detuned
from 350 to 340 horsepower. Many books list this year’s
gross horsepower at 340, but the original issue sales

brochures and other Chrysler information state the horse-
power as 350.

Once again the Crown Imperial Limousine Sedan
model was available as a custom-built model. These are not
detailed within this book as their production usually totaled
ten or fewer per season, and they are considered custom-
built by Chrysler.

This year brought the introduction of an all-new size
of Mercury. The Meteor was a mid-size or intermediate
car, offered before most of the buying public was ready for
such a car. In fact, considering the fiasco developing with
the smaller 1962 Plymouths, it is amazing that Mercury
continued to offer cars so close in the market with Ford.
The new Meteor was a stablemate of the Ford Fairlane.
Both of these new models were loosely based upon some
Falcon components; however, they were larger cars and bet-
ter equipped than the Falcon or Comet. The Meteor and
Fairlane were about the same size cars as the new Plymouth
and Dodge Dart lines. Unfortunately, the public saw all of
these cars as smaller full-size models (particularly since both
nameplates had actually been full-sized cars in prior years),
and they were reluctant to buy what they perceived to be a
watered down Mercury. Mercury even promoted the Me-
teor as the new standard size Mercury. The Meteor was also
too close in size and price to its own Comet, and by 1964,

the Meteor would be replaced totally by the Comet line. A
model line limited to 2-Door and 4-Door Sedans probably
contributed to lack of public interest in the new-size Mer-
cury.

The traditional but smaller full-size Mercury Mon-
tereys were once again based on the full-size Ford platform.
Styling was freshened, but in a manner that actually looked
more like a Ford than in prior years. With the Meteor
nameplate on a new mid-size car, the Monterey became
the base line, with a new Monterey Custom replacing the
prior Monterey. A new S-55 model was introduced to com-
pete with the new Pontiac Grand Prix and Buick Wildcat
from GM. This sporty 2-door line could be optioned out
with bucket seats, floor consoles, floor shifting and all the
other Mercury luxury items.

Oldsmobile refined its cars for 1962. Full-size
Oldsmobiles were given a more massive looking front end,
after last year’s downsizing maneuver. Starfire models were
put into reverse style-wise by adding larger brushed alu-
minum side panels after several years of “de-chroming” by
most of Detroit. This nearly foot-wide panel was not gar-
ish, and did easily distinguish a Starfire from any other car
on the road, but looked a little outdated, especially next to
the all-new Pontiac Grand Prix or Buick Wildcat models
which used minimal chrome trim.

The compact F-85 line retained the look of its popu-
lar first year models, but did make several important addi-
tions to the line. The F-85 Deluxe added a 4-Door Sedan

model and two Cutlass-trimmed models: a 2-Door Coupe
and a Convertible. A convertible model was also added to
the standard F-85 line. The two Cutlass models added nicer
interior trim and a sporty image. It was this image the
Oldsmobile would turn into a marketing wonder, and
eventually make the Cutlass nameplate one of the most rec-
ognized on the road. Just as important, but not as popu-
lar, was the mid-year introduction of the Jetfire Turbo-
charged V8. This high-powered, all-aluminum V8 engine
was the earliest forerunner of the “muscle” car or “pony” car
market. It offered the magical “one horsepower per cubic
inch” equation that so many manufacturers strove for as the
maximum potential of an engine.

PLYMOUTH
“Look at Plymouth now!”

The 1962 model year saddled Plymouth with another
in a series of miscues by Chrysler, following the highly con-
troversial styling of the 1960 and 1961 Plymouths. Chrysler
designers had already taken steps to move toward smaller
full-size cars, beginning as far back as 1958, when the coun-
try was in an economic recession and sales of smaller cars
such as AMC Rambler models, Studebaker’s Lark and im-
ported small cars, particularly the Volkswagen, had risen
sharply. Chrysler’s first response to these cars was the 1960
introduction of the Valiant. While Ford and GM design-
ers had made their 1961 models slightly smaller, Chrysler
would not be ready until 1962. Unfortunately for Chrysler,
the public was only temporarily enamored with the smaller

cars, and quickly sales of larger cars began to rise. Of course,
one could look at the 1962 Plymouth as a matter of Chrysler
being ahead of its time. The physical size of the new Ply-
mouth was the same as the new intermediate size cars that
GM would successfully introduce in 1964. In fact, the 1962
Plymouth body would become the basis for Chrysler’s own
“mid-size” cars when the 1965 Dodge Coronet and Ply-
mouth Belvedere line arrived. But for the time being Ply-
mouth was stuck with a nice car that few buyers wanted.
Chrysler quickly corrected the situation for Dodge in 1963,
giving the Dodge line a slightly stretched wheelbase and
longer body, but Plymouth had to make do with the smaller
body for a few years.
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The general styling was nice, especially compared to
the finned 1960s and wildly styled 1961 models. The front
end was highlighted by dual headlamps—one set into a
large chrome pod at the far end of the electric razor–like
grille and the other inset a foot or so into the grille. At the
rear were tiny round taillamps set in from the fender edge.
A prominent body line ran from the front door on one side
forward along the side of the fender, across the leading edge
of the hood, and back down the opposite side, ending at
the front door. A similar body line ran from just behind the
rear side window, across the trunk lid, and back up the rear
fender on the opposite side. The thin rooflines and awk-
ward fender arches of prior years were gone. Plymouth
dubbed the new style “Forward Flair Design” and touted it

as a new concept in Plymouth’s field” giving the cars a
“poised look of power and purpose.”

Significant model changes included the mid-year re-
turn of the Sport Fury line after a two-year absence. Also,
Suburban wagon models were returned to their respective
model lines, instead of being marketed as a separate line.
In the process the entry-level 9-passenger model was
dropped.

A new grille marked the biggest change visually for the
popular Valiant compact line. A new Signet 2-Door Hard-
top, effectively replaced the 1961 V200 Hardtop and a 2-
Door Sedan model took its place in the V200 line. Power-
train choices remained the same for the model year.

Revised frontal styling highlighted the major changes
for the 1962 Pontiacs. Both Tempest and the big car lines
received all-new grille styling and revised trim and rear end
treatments. Under the hood of the big cars, there was not
much change, though there was a big announcement for
racing enthusiasts. The 405-horsepower, 421 CID V8 en-
gine, which had been basically experimental in 1961, was of-
fered as a regular production option for 1962. Priced at
$2,250, the 421 offered performance that was unbeatable
anywhere else. It didn’t take long for the new 421 to sup-
plant the 389 V8 as king of the track. Nineteen sixty-two
was also a sales success, the first of many years of third place
finishes for Pontiac.

The other important new offering for the year was the
Grand Prix, a luxury/sports car. The formula of combin-
ing performance and luxury features had been used suc-
cessfully for years by Buick, even as early as the 1930s. Take
a small bodied car (the Special in Buick’s case), put your
high performance engine under the hood (Roadmaster in
this case), and you’ve created a little sport to go with the
luxury (as in the Buick Century). Pontiac started experi-
menting with this formula in 1960 with the Ventura series,
a Catalina body with Bonneville trim. While somewhat
successful, Pontiac marketers were seeing great success in

the Ford Thunderbird, Olds Starfire and Chrysler 300 se-
ries, as these “personal” luxury/sport coupes were selling
well. Not wanting to be left out, Pontiac created its own
coupe from available hardware, while adding special touches
to create the “personal” type car. The result was the Grand
Prix, a bucket seated, floor-shifted luxury coupe. While
the Ventura concept would remain as a Catalina option
package for many years to come, the Grand Prix was what
the buyers wanted. The 1962 model was a definite success,
but the 1963, offering some unique styling features, would
be the car that hit the home run.

Other changes to the model line included the addition
of a 2-Door Sport Coupe and a 2-Door Convertible to the
Tempest line. The Ventura line was discontinued, but the
Ventura Custom trim package was still available for
Catalina hardtop models at $118. Finally, this was the last
year that the Bonneville Custom Safari wagon was consid-
ered a separate series. This Series 27 Bonneville used a
Catalina wagon body for its basis; hence the differing se-
ries identification, which was a remnant of Pontiac’s 1950s
body style numbering system. The issue was resolved for
1963, as the car continued to be based on a Catalina wagon,
but was thereafter considered a Bonneville model.

After several fantastic years for upstart American Mo-
tors, the fire had started to cool in the sales arena. One rea-
son was pure economics. Rambler built small cars, and
when the economy went down in 1958, the buying public
went for the smaller, more economical cars offered by AMC
and Studebaker. However, this economic downturn was
short-lived, and by late 1959, things were rolling upward
once again. Fortunately for AMC, they had a good prod-
uct that was a good value for the consumer, so sales kept
pace with a growing economy. A new American line had
been introduced for 1961, rejuvenating sales for that model.

By the time the 1962 Ramblers made it to market, though,
the Classic and Ambassador were beginning to look dated
compared to the smooth, finless lines of the competition.
The basic design had been in use since the 1956 Rambler,
and some components were even older in design. This was
at a time when the Big Three automakers were making
major design changes every three years or less. The 1961
Classic and Ambassador had both been given a facelift, but
unfortunately for the Ambassador, the Classic looked and
sold much better. Also, during this time frame, GM, Ford
and Chrysler had all turned to slightly downsized full-size
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models during 1961. With Ambassador sales sluggish, AMC
decided to follow, and the 1962 model was essentially an
“upmarket” Classic, sharing all sheetmetal but with slightly
revised trim. This downsized Ambassador would stay in
the lineup until the full-size Ambassador returned in 1965.

Since the Ambassador, with V8 power, was essentially
identical to a Classic, the Classic was now offered only as
a 6-cylinder model. The 250 CID V8 powerplant was no

longer available. Also, a new 2-Door Sedan model was of-
fered in both Classic and Ambassador lines. Series desig-
nations and trim levels within each model were once again
juggled. This time the Super was dropped across the board,
and any non-duplicating models were integrated under the
Deluxe trim level. In the American line, the Custom series
was designated the 400 and lost the 2-Door Wagon vari-
ant, and the Custom 400 line was dropped.

This model year was supposed to be the turning point
for Studebaker. If all had gone according to plan, the all-

new 4-seat sports car, the Avanti, would have arrived in
time to garner the national spotlight as the Official Pace Car
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for the Indianapolis 500 race in May 1962. This would have
brought added attention to the remainder of the line, which
was given a major facelift, and in turn brought more sales
to the dealers. The added sales would boost morale, as well
as the company coffers, which were now drained. As luck
would have it, numerous problems crept up in the devel-
opment and production of the Avanti. The resulting delay
caused a Lark Convertible to be pressed into duty as the of-
ficial pace car. The Avanti would finally appear as a 1963
model.

The restyled Studebakers were pleasing in appearance,
but still showed signs of their forebears, especially inside.

Outside, the effects of a several year long marketing pro-
gram with Mercedes-Benz were showing. Particular evi-
dence of this appears in the grille style and textures when
compared to a Mercedes of the period. Probably the nicest
looking car was the newly named Gran Turismo Hawk 2-
Door Hardtop, introduced after the start of the model year.
Based upon the original 1953 Raymond Loewy coupe, this
car had classic good looks and outstanding performance
for a car of its size. Newly available was a 4-speed manual,
adding performance and showing some of the German in-
fluence on Studebaker. Finally, the 2-Door Wagon was no
longer offered in the Lark line.

The 1963 model year brought with it a host of new and
newly restyled models. In fact, it was rather difficult to
find cars that weren’t changed. A few compacts went rela-
tively unchanged, such as the Corvair, Chevy II, Falcon,
American and Lark. Also little changed were the luxurious
Thunderbird, Lincoln and Imperial and a few models such
as the Fairlane that were too new to be greatly changed. Sev-
eral of 1963’s all-new or heavily restyled models are still
looked upon as great styling successes: the Buick Riviera,
Studebaker Avanti, Pontiac Grand Prix, and Chevrolet
Corvette. Beyond these cars, nearly every full-size car on
the market was restyled or redesigned, and many of the
compact models were restyled. There had not been a year
with this much new styling activity since 1959.

Under the hood was a different story. The new year
brought few new engines. Most manufacturers had invested
heavily in powertrains for their new compacts during 1960
and 1961, and also had invested in new high performance
engines during 1961 and 1962. By 1963, there just was not
money left to develop new engines. Among those that were
new include the Ford 406 CID V8, developed through
their racing program, the Ford 260 CID V8 and 289 CID
V8 developed for smaller cars, and the Pontiac 326 CID V8
for the Tempest compact.

Ford spent most of its energy in styling new full-size
models this year. The Ford Galaxie and Mercury full-size
models continued to share basic body structures. Their new
styling was boxier, with the formal Thunderbird-style
rooflines continuing. Mercury reintroduced the retracting
rear window on closed cars that had been used in 1957 on
the Turnpike Cruiser line. This time around all closed mod-
els offered it, and it was known as the Breezeway. At mid-
year, Ford introduced the semi-fastback version of the
Galaxie 500 2-Door Hardtop and Mercury offered the same
under the Marauder name, and had an immediate hit. This
introduction was joined by the new Comet and Falcon
Sprint Hardtops that were also a semi-fastback design.

American Motors introduced its first entirely new
Classic and Ambassador models since 1955. The new cars,
which took full advantage of AMC’s unit-body construc-
tion techniques, were among the first mass-produced cars
to utilize curved side door glass. Up until this time, most
cars had used flat glass, but new techniques were discov-
ered to give side glass the required strength to be curved.
This allowed cars to be designed so that they were wider in
the middle where more interior space was needed. In terms
of styling, this would enable designers to depart from the
prevailing “three box” school of styling and introduce more
flowing shapes and designs. The new Classic and Ambas-
sador earned Motor Trend magazine’s Car of the Year award.

In terms of model offerings, the Classic and the Am-
bassador offered more 2-door models and fewer wagon
models this year. While the Ambassador had always been
built on a Classic (Rambler) platform, the new Ambassador
was nothing more than a V8 version of the Classic. By
1965, however, the Ambassador would once again become
a larger car built on the Classic platform.

Chrysler Corporation revamped its entire line except
for the Imperial. The Imperial received more traditional
headlamp and taillamps, but the basic design remained the
same. This would be the last year for the body style first
seen in 1960. Other full-size products, including the smaller
Dodge and Plymouth models, received major facelifts based
upon last year’s bodies. The Chrysler line itself appeared to-
tally new sporting horizontally placed headlights and fin-
less rear quarters with taillights inset to the trailing ends.
A regular line Chrysler 300 Convertible was selected as the
Official Indianapolis 500 Pace Car for 1963. In an effort to
promote the car, Chrysler offered two versions of repli-cars
called the 300 Pacesetter. This model came in 2-Door
Hardtop and 2-Door Convertible versions. Sales of the two
cars totaled 306 and 1,861 respectively. The Dodge Custom
880 received a new front end treatment that brought it
more in line with other Dodge products. The standard
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Dodge line was restyled and renamed, with the exception
of the Polara. The Dart name moved to the restyled com-
pact line where it replaced the Lancer, so the large cars were
now labeled the 330 and 440. The Dodge was also length-
ened to distance it somewhat from the smaller Plymouth.
The new smaller Dodges and Plymouths introduced in 1962
had not been successful, and some quick restyling helped.
Also, an effort to promote the Chrysler racing triumphs
helped to improve sales of these vehicles. The full-size Ply-
mouth line remained on its 116" wheelbase, but was heav-
ily revamped. The compact Valiant and newly named Dart
lines were also totally restyled with a more sporting ap-
pearance. The new cars looked less bulky than their pre-
decessors though they were much the same in size. The
model lines were expanded with more emphasis placed
upon the sportier models, the Valiant Signet and the Dart
GT.

After several years of ho-hum styling, GM again took
center stage. Three models in particular set the tone for
automobile styling for years to come: the Buick Riviera,
Chevrolet Corvette and Pontiac Grand Prix. The Riviera
was an all-new model, originally intended to be a Cadillac
model. When Cadillac decided not to take the car, Buick
jumped in and saw it as an able competitor for the Ford
Thunderbird. Loaded with luxury features, Buick’s most
powerful engine, and clean, formal styling, the Riviera sold

40,000 copies in its initial year. This was quite a feat for a
car in this price range. The Corvette was new from the
ground up. Styling was a major breakthrough, descended
from show cars of the early sixties. The new car rode on a
smaller wheelbase, which provided better handling, and
ride improvements were accomplished through new sus-
pension components. Powertrains were mostly carry-over,
but more power would be on the way soon. A big change
was the introduction of a closed coupe model. The new
1963 coupe would be known as the “split-window” coupe
for its large wraparound rear glass, divided by a body panel
in the center. Because the divider restricted rear visibility,
Chevy changed to a one-piece window for 1964. The coupe
was initially less popular than the convertible, but that
would soon change. Finally, the Pontiac Grand Prix was
heavily revised a year after its introduction as a 1962 model,
using the formula many manufacturers were offering of a
large engine in a smaller bodied full-size car, and offering
luxury and sporting features. The 1962 Grand Prix was suc-
cessful, but the styling department had ideas to make it
even better. The entire Pontiac full-size line received a
facelift that included vertically stacked headlamps and of
course the trademark split grille theme. Body side styling
featured what is known as the “Coke bottle” form, in which
the body widens slightly at the center and towards the rear
of the car. To that, the Grand Prix added grille mounted

parking lamps, which gave the front a sporty appearance.
A unique roofline was shared with the Oldsmobile Starfire.
The rear end styling included taillamps hidden behind a
full-width grille work. Finally, the body carried no unnec-
essary chrome. The only chrome to be found (besides
bumpers and grille work) was a rocker molding and trim
around the greenhouse area. The result was a spectacular
looking automobile that other makers scrambled to copy.

Other GM full-size models were restyled. Still based
upon the 1961–62 framework, they were given lines that
were more square and modern in appearance. Many mod-
els were dropping chrome trim to keep up with the latest
trends. An arguable exception was Oldsmobile, whose
Starfire still carried a large body side aluminum trim piece.
The car was attractive but seemed overdone. Buick Elec-
tra, Olds 98 and Cadillac 4-Door Hardtop models received
more formal rooflines that created rather large blind spots
to the rear for drivers. The GM “senior compact” trio of
Tempest, Special and F-85 were all slightly enlarged and
restyled to move closer to the styling of GM’s larger cars.
The Chevrolet Chevy II and Corvair compacts were given
minor trim and detail changes.

Studebaker came off a remarkably good year in 1962
with high hopes for its newest car, the Avanti. Designed by
Raymond Loewy, who had styled the pretty 1953 Stude-
baker coupes, the Avanti was a styling masterpiece, though
the stricture that the Avanti be built upon the Lark plat-
form resulted in a slightly awkward appearance from some
angles. But the Avanti did not bring the traffic to dealer-
ships that Studebaker hoped it would, partly because
lengthy delays in production caused the public to grow
weary of hearing about the car and being unable to see it

or drive it. Studebaker’s fragile finances could not bear the
disappointing reception, and by the end of 1964, the com-
pany would move all production to Canada, terminating
the Avanti’s brief run. It would reappear the next year under
the name Avanti II, built by two Studebaker dealers in the
old factory buildings. The design was so modern that it
would last another 30 years under different manufacturing
guises, and its styling would be copied in the early 21st cen-
tury for a Pontiac Firebird–based Avanti revival. With bet-
ter marketing and a slightly lower price, the Avanti could
have been the savior Studebaker was looking for. The Lark
and GT Hawk models continued with little change this
season.

As usual, Checker models saw little change this year.
The near-twin GM truck lines were slightly restyled this
year, with new grilles and trim on most models. The Cor-
vair vans were also similar to last year. At Ford there were
no major changes to the truck lines, although the Ranchero
did receive a new grille to match that of the Falcon. Dodge
trucks were also little changed. International Trucks re-
vised its truck line, and the Scout pickup continued with
relatively few changes. Jeep made few changes but did in-
troduce what could be described as the first modern day
SUV (sport utility vehicle). The Jeep Wagoneer made its
debut in 1963 and was an immediate success. The truck-
based wagon offered off-road capabilities combined with a
car-like interior layout, features and comfort. Earlier Jeep-
ster models were similar in concept, but often spartan on
the interior styling and comfort. The Wagoneer set out to
change that, and it would be several years before the com-
petition took notice.

BUICK
“When better automobiles are built, Buick will build them.”

Buick’s big introduction of the year was the luxurious
and sporty Riviera. Taking its name from the former hard-
top designator, the Riviera was patterned after the suc-
cessful Thunderbird formula, with a typically Buick touch.
Originally designed to be a Cadillac model, the Riviera
came in only the 2-Door hardtop body style. Styling was
crisp and clean, with no unwanted chrome to clutter the
look. Up front was a full width grille with headlamps at
each end, flanked by forward canting fenders. Simple char-

acter lines down the side led to a cleanly styled rear treat-
ment. The top was of a formal design, which led to the un-
fortunate blind spot so typical of cars of this type. Power-
ing the Riviera was the 325-horsepower, 401 CID V8
engine, Buick’s top performance motor. Interiors were of
typical Buick luxury quality, with a full complement of
power accessories offered.

After several years of all full-size Buicks being pow-
ered by the Turbine Drive Automatic transmission, a 3-
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speed synchromesh manual transmission once again be-
came standard equipment on the entry-level LeSabre. As if
to emphasize that Buick owners liked to shift for them-
selves, a new 4-speed manual was offered on certain full-
size models. Most manufacturers except the luxury makes
offered 4-speed transmissions at some point during the pe-
riod, only to drop them, then revive them a few years later
in the mid-size and pony car models, where they were much
better suited for sporty shifting.

All models were facelifted this year at Buick, with full-
size models receiving the revised greenhouse of all full-size
GM models, and body lines that were more squared and
slab-sided. The look came off particularly nicely on the

Electra 225 models, whose long flat quarter panels, un-
adorned in chrome, looked huge yet added to the cars’ lux-
ury status. The Invicta name continued as the nameplate
for the Estate Wagon, while the Wildcat expanded into 4-
door models this year that had formerly been Invicta mod-
els. The Special and Skylark senior compacts received a
facelift that paralleled the look given their big brothers,
complete with full-width grille and quad headlamps
mounted at the outer edges of the grille. Rear styling fol-
lowed that of the larger cars also. With the restyling came
a slight increase in size. This new size was just one of two
steps that would take the car into the intermediate size class.

Chevrolet had seen its sales rise remarkably in the past
year and wanted to continue that success going forward.
With some outstanding new product, they were able to ac-
complish that goal. Part of that success lay in the fact that
Chevrolet was able to introduce a new model, or a totally
redesigned existing model, every year throughout the six-
ties. This year it was the Corvette’s turn. The all-new, aero-
dynamic looking Corvette came in a new coupe body style
to accompany the convertible model. The fiberglass sports
car rode on a four inch shorter wheelbase, although the
overall length was nearly the same. This provided better

sports car handling capabilities, while new suspension
geometry improved the ride. Power under the hood came
from the same engines offered in prior years. The never be-
fore offered Sting Ray Sport Coupe model featured a cen-
ter body crease that ran lengthwise through the louvered
hood, through the fastback style roof, down the one-year-
only split back window, and down the rear deck (there was
no trunk lid) to meet the rear body panel. This new
Corvette was definitely a big improvement over previous
Corvettes.

Full-size Chevrolet models received the same overhaul
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other big GM cars were given. This included the new
rooflines and greenhouse areas for certain 2-door and 4-
door models. Frontal design was highlighted by a v-shaped
front fender line that complemented the full width grille of
similar shape. Two full-length body side character lines
were featured: One began at the point of the “V” of the
front fender and continued the entire vehicle length to a
complementary “V” at the rear quarter. The second line ran
from the mid-point of the trailing front wheel opening
edge, across the top of the rear wheel opening, to the top
of the rear bumper. Rear styling continued the two or three
taillamp configurations (depending upon model) started in
1958, dropped in 1959, then resumed for 1960. The only
model change was the dropping of the BelAir 2-Door

Hardtop, as this line continued to become a more spartan
offering following the success of the more upscale Impala.
The 6-cylinder engine standard in most models was given
an overhaul this year. It now displaced 230 cubic inches and
developed more horsepower at 140. Also the popular Pow-
erglide automatic transmission was redesigned for better
performance. The compact Chevys, the Corvair and Chevy
II, received new grilles, or in the Corvair’s case, a new front
panel trim piece. Otherwise these lines were little changed.
The Corvair Lakewood wagon was discontinued after a
short two-year lifespan, but the Chevy II wagon proved far
more popular with buyers. Also, the Chevy II Nova 400 2-
Door Sedan was discontinued as most Nova 2-Door buy-
ers were opting for the Hardtop version.

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CHRYSLER

All new 1963 Chryslers rode on the 122-inch wheel-
base of the Newport and 300 line this year. With this move,
the 1960 unit-body was given a completely new outer skin
and roofline. Without looking under the hood, or under
the car, it was difficult to find traces of the old car around,
but they were there. The new outer sheetmetal eliminated
most connections to the beleaguered 1960–1962 period. Up
front the now traditional, trapezoidal grille shape was re-
tained, flanked by horizontally placed quad headlamps. A
detail line went up from the outer edges of the grille, and
wrapped up the top of the hood, and continued to a point
just short of the bottom windshield corners. Bodysides were
now of a slab-sided design that followed back to a simple,
attractive rear design that consisted of mostly horizontal
lines, and single, round taillamps. The most noticeable
change was the loss of the light, thin rooflines. They were
now of a more formal, upright and heavy design. Power-
train choices were given a big boost of horsepower this year.
The famous 426 CID V8 engine made its debut this year.
Available in short or long ram intake versions, the new en-
gines developed 373 to 425 horsepower, depending upon
which version was chosen. This engine would be developed
and refined sufficiently to make it one of the most memo-
rable powerplants on the street or the racetrack. However,
it earned its fame in Dodge and Plymouth products, as it
was not offered in Chrysler models after this year. Another

development of major importance this year was the imple-
mentation of a first-ever long-term warranty program. On
all major driveline components, Chrysler warranted for 5
years or 50,000 miles (whichever occurred first) that with
recorded, regular maintenance, any defective components
would be repaired or replaced. This was major news in a
period when some manufacturers would only offer 6
months or 6,000 miles. Probably more than any other sin-
gle factor, this helped to revive Chrysler sales and improve
their image of engineering excellence.

The year brought no major new model introductions,
but a few unique limited editions were available during this
year. The regular series 300 2-Door Convertible was se-
lected to be the Indianapolis 500 Pace Car for this season,
and in response, Chrysler celebrated by offering two 300
Pacesetter special editions, a Convertible and a 2-Door
Hardtop. The Pacesetter models, while not letter series cars,
featured special blue paint, unique interiors, and a check-
ered flag emblem under the 300 logo on the front fender.
Another new offering was the New Yorker Salon 4-Door
Hardtop. The Salon was a near fully equipped luxury car
filling the void to be left by the impending cancellation of
the Imperial Custom line. Visual cues to set apart the Salon
included a vinyl top, unique side moldings, Salon name-
plates and a more luxurious interior. Further information
on these cars is included below in the model breakouts.

All Dodge models received new styling this year, and
the compact Lancer took on the Dart label, along with new
styling. Similar in concept to the Lancer, the Dart was a
slightly larger car, riding on a wheelbase that had grown to
111 inches from 106.5 inches (wagons, however, rode on a
smaller 106 inch wheelbase shared with the Plymouth
Valiant). The new Dart model line closely followed that of
the Lancer, with two new convertible models added to the
mid-range Dart 270 and sporty Dart GT lines. The
changes must have been what the public wanted as sales
more than doubled. Powertrains were the same with one ex-
ception. The aluminum block version of the 225 Slant Six
was discontinued during the year, because of a lack of con-
sumer interest in the engine. However, the regular cast iron

block version was very popular and continued into the new
year with few revisions.

Poor sales of the Plymouth-sized 1962 Dodge Dart
line, gave Dodge reason to take note and enlarge the re-
named Dodge 330, 440 and Polara lines. Styling was greatly
improved over the 1962 version, although the odd head-
lamp arrangement was continued, only with the inboard
lights now mounted lower than the outboard lamps. Rear
styling was very clean and simple compared to 1962, and
bodyside lines were cleaned up and simplified. As a result
of the changes, sales were greatly improved, mostly in the
top line Polara series, which expanded to include a 4-Door
Sedan and a sporty Polara 500 line. The biggest Dodge, the
880 series, received a face lift that brought its appearance
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more in line with other Dodge models, and as a result its
sales were also improved. Under the hood, the biggest news
was the addition of the 413 CID V8 and 426 CID V8 to

the option list. These high power engines were first devel-
oped for Chrysler and then introduced for racing use only,
but soon became tuned for the road.

“America’s liveliest, most care-free cars … ’63 Fords.”

The full-size Ford line saw all-new styling for 1963.
Traditional Ford styling cues were still seen, but the lines
were squared off more than in the previous years. All Ford
models still retained a family look. The bigger news was
under the hood where the new 406 CID V8 engine was
now available in full-size Ford models. This engine, a re-
sponse to Chevy’s 409 CID V8, was a proven performer on
the race track. At mid-year a new semi-fastback style 2-

Door Hardtop was introduced, along with a Fairlane Sports
Coupe and a new Falcon Futura 2-Door Hardtop model.
These new mid-year entries were given a lot of publicity,
and sales soon began to improve for the entire Ford line.
Sales had been lagging behind Chevrolet, and this was just
the boost needed for Ford. Model names on full-size Fords
were shuffled slightly, with the Mainliner being renamed
the 300. The full-size Ranch Wagon was temporarily miss-
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ing from the lineup, with the moniker being moved to the
new Fairlane Station Wagon.

Very few new features were to be found on the Fair-
lane line. Styling remained similar to 1962. There was,
however, a new powerplant under the hood. This was the
289 CID V8, a bored out version of the popular 260 CID
V8. This new engine would become one of Ford’s most
popular choices over the years and would become the basis

for many more powerful engines. The compact Falcon line
was also very similar to 1962. A new grille and new bright-
work were the most noticeable changes. The sport-luxury
Thunderbird line also received only minor revisions. The
most distinguishing feature was the three “hash marks” that
were moved from the rear quarters to the doors. This is one
of the easiest ways to identify a 1963 T-Bird.

For 1963, full-size Mercury models were given a face-
lift that was in line with the styling given the full-size Ford
models. Mercury had suffered somewhat from being a
dressed up Ford, and the revised styling tried to separate the
two lines by giving the Mercury a more “Lincoln-like”
grille. This coupled with a distinctive rear end treatment,
helped to distance the two lines. It would be 1965 before
the big Merc would become a more distinctive line. Mer-
cury did, however, return to offering up some styling
uniqueness in their line, with the introduction of the
Breezeway window treatment. The Breezeway sported a
power operated roll-down rear window that was canted in-
ward at the bottom and provided ventilation and increased
headroom. This was similar to the 1957 Turnpike Cruiser
rear window treatment. Mid-year offerings included a 2-
Door semi-fastback body style, known as the Marauder, to
complement the same style at Ford. The Marauder was
available in all full-size lines. Also added was a 4-Door
Hardtop S-55 model, complete with all regular S-55 equip-
ment including bucket seats and floor console.

The mid-range Meteor line was given the same
changes as the Ford Fairlane, adding 2-Door Hardtop and
4-Door Station Wagon body styles to the line. Other
changes to the line were minimal, but included a revised
grille and trim. A new 260 CID V8 engine was available
for the first time in the Comet line and also offered in the
Meteor. This engine would be the basis for the soon to be
released, more powerful and popular 289 CID V8 engine.
The Comet line’s sales were hurt slightly by the Meteor.

Major styling revisions were seen across the line on the
1963 Oldsmobiles. Full-size models wore revised green-
houses and windshields, and new sheetmetal all the way
around. Similarly, the compact F-85 line was given an all-
new look with new sheetmetal that lengthened the cars by
several inches. All models were styled to look like each other
in certain ways: the full-width, cross-hatch grilles, the rear
fenders ending in vestigial tail fins atop a squarish taillight,
and flat-topped rear wheel openings that were cut signifi-
cantly lower than the front openings. The Starfire Coupe
gained a concave rear window treatment that it shared with
the newly styled Pontiac Grand Prix. This window treat-

ment would become a styling feature of Grand Prix mod-
els for the next ten years, but would only last at Oldsmo-
bile through 1966.

There was minimal news on other fronts for 1963.
Powertrains were carried over, but it is interesting to note
that over 99 percent of full-size Oldsmobiles were built
with an automatic transmission. Newly available on the
option list this year was a 4-speed manual transmission for
F-85 Cutlass and Jetfire models. Also, as on other GM
models, a tilt steering column was now offered, and
AM/FM radios began their rise in popularity this year as
an automotive accessory.

PONTIAC

The 1963 model year brought all-new, trend setting
style to the full-size Pontiacs, and heavily restyling to the
compact Tempest models. Once again, the full-size Pontiac
received a facelift, but this time the stylist broke with tra-
dition and executed what proved a highly popular styling
feature: vertically stacked headlamps. Buick and Chrysler
had tried angled or “slanted” headlamps in recent years,
and Nash had used vertical headlamps without much suc-
cess, but Pontiac would make the first popular use of ver-
tical lamps. That feature coupled with the powerful split-
grille theme made quite a statement. Plus, nearly all body
panels were new for 1963, so the big Pontiacs had a totally
new look, even though many parts under the skin were car-
ried over. The styling came together best on the Grand
Prix, which featured a new concave rear window treatment
that was shared only with the Oldsmobile Starfire. The
Grand Prix made use of chrome trim only to highlight body
features, continuing a trend that started several years prior
and greatly cleaned up automotive styling. No changes were
made to the model lineup, although the Bonneville Cus-
tom Safari, which was previously considered its own series,
officially became part of the Series 28 Bonneville line.

Tempest models were also given a major redesign this

year. Still based on their original bodies, and still carrying
their unique 4-cylinder engines and rear transmissions, the
cars now looked more modern. The front end appearance
was brought in line with the big Pontiacs (albeit with hor-
izontally placed headlights), and the rear wheel openings
were opened more fully this year. The Tempest was a phys-
ically bigger car this year, as were the other “senior com-
pacts,” though they remained smaller than the intermedi-
ates that would replace them. Probably the most important
change this year was the all-new 326 CID V8 engine. Based
on the larger 389, but with smaller pistons, the new 326
replaced the slow selling Aluminum V8 as an optional pow-
erplant. The 326 V8, very conventional in design, sold over
10 times better than the previous V8. It was also a peek at
what was to come for the Tempest. Here was V8 power in
a compact car that was 100 pounds lighter and 10 inches
shorter than the GTO to come that would get the 389 CID
V8. No, the Tempest 326 was not a GTO, but it is easy to
see in retrospect that some engineers at Pontiac already saw
the possibilities. After all, if a 326 and a 389 were the same
block, a 389 would fit under the hood of a Tempest. You
can bet that combination was tested many times!

RAMBLER

Nineteen-sixty-three brought about big changes for
the larger Rambler models. The first total redesign of the
Classic and Ambassador since the mid-fifties, these new
cars were lower, longer, and much more modern in ap-
pearance than any models prior to these. They also incor-
porated many new styling and design features. Well-known
for its use of unitized body construction, AMC now used
this as an advantageous marketing tool. Advertising would
show a bare unitized body and point out the various ben-
efits, as compared to the standard body-on-frame con-
struction, such as fewer rattles, structural integrity and
weight savings. As one of the first cars in the industry to
make wide-spread use of curved side glass windows, the

new Ramblers could boast of greater hip and shoulder room
allowed by designing the car to be wider through the mid-
dle section. The physical appearance of the ’63 models was
more angular, and very smooth and clean-lined. Both mod-
els also sported new, longer wheelbases, for better overall
ride, as well as styling. The front-end design featured a
full-width grille, slightly V-shaped from top to bottom,
with inset dual headlights at each end. Rear styling mim-
icked the front with a V shape from top to bottom, and had
small taillights placed at the outer edges of the car. Interior
styling was almost as dramatic a leap forward as the exte-
rior styling. In fact, the cars were good enough to be named
the Motor Trend magazine Car of the Year.
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As good as these cars looked (especially as compared
to previous models), they were unfortunately on the trail-
ing edge as far as industry styling trends (with the excep-
tion of the curved side glass). If AMC could have afforded
the resources to have this design ready for 1961 or 1962
models, they probably would have been even more suc-
cessful. Still, these models were a sales success. Generally,
AMC would run a given body style for a minimum of five
to six years (instead of the then traditional three years), to
allow time to recoup tooling costs and make a profit. Since
the basic body shell was used for longer than the industry
norm, it would be face-lifted more frequently (which was
a less costly proposition), thus giving the appearance of
more frequent styling changes. This new body design ran
for two years before AMC had to play catch-up with Pon-
tiac (the early ’60s industry styling leader), so the ’65 Ram-
blers, while using the same body, underwent a major restyle.

By 1966, the larger Ramblers were good-looking cars, but
they were being quickly outdated by their competition. So,
in 1967 a more modern looking restyle would occur on the
Rebel (Classic) and Ambassador, a body design that would
last until these cars made their final appearance in 1977
(1974 for the Ambassador).

Finally, the mainstay American line made its final ap-
pearance in its present form, with a redesigned grille, and
an important look into the future of its model lineup. A new
2-Door hardtop body style was added to the top trim level
line, which now carried a new 440-H designation. As with
the entire line, series designators were numeric, starting
with the 220 at the bottom of the American line. Each step
up added to the previous trim level, from 330 to 440, then
the bottom line Classic started at 550, and so on to the Am-
bassador 990. This numeric series designation would be
continued by AMC throughout the sixties.

The Avanti finally arrived. After delay upon delay, the
highly anticipated 4-seat sports car had arrived and Stude-
baker and its dealer network proudly rolled out the first to-
tally new Studebaker in ten years. The hope was that all of
the media attention would divert enough public attention
to their cars and away from their finances, and that Stude-
baker would start increasing its car sales to become prof-
itable. Alas, it was not to be.

The Avanti itself proved to be everything promised
and more. Built from a modified Lark chassis, the Avanti
wore an all fiberglass body designed by Raymond Loewy
(hence the inspiration for the “Coke bottle” styling theme).
The front end of the car was simple, with the grille hidden
under a thin, blade-like bumper. Sharply creased fender
edges led down the beltline and wrapped around the sim-
ply styled back end, and up the opposite side. Taillights
were set between the thin rear bumper and upper belt crease
that crossed the upper trunk edge. The thin lined roof led
to a sweeping, fastback style rear window, and rear quar-
ter side windows were distinguished by their rear upsweep.
It was a fantastic alternative to more ordinary personal/
sports/luxury cars on the market such as the Ford Thun-
derbird and Chrysler 300. The Avanti was as powerful and

roomy as these, but in a much more sporty package. It of-
fered something a Corvette couldn’t at any price—room for
four, and luggage space to boot! The supercharged versions
added even more sport to the equation, but were limited in
availability. By the end of the model year, though, it was
clear that the Avanti was not going to meet its sales goals,
no matter how brilliant the execution may have been.

Other Studebaker models were given a flatter, non-
wraparound windshield this year that greatly improved
upon the looks of the cars. A few model changes were made,
and the Lark name was de-emphasized on the cars, as each
trim level was beginning to be marketed as its own line. A
mid-year Standard line was introduced as a bare bones price
leader for Studebaker. The Cruiser dropped its Lark prefix
to become a stand alone model. Lark Deluxe and Regal
names were replaced with Lark Regal and Custom—that
meant the Regal dropped down a notch on the price scale.
The previous Regal wagon became part of the Daytona
line. For ease of comparison, the Lark line is listed as a
model, and continues to include the Daytona and Cruiser
as part of this line. With the shift of production to Canada
in 1964, these actually are listed as separate models, and will
be done so here as well.

In the automotive world, some years are more mem-
orable than others, generally because of the introduction or
discontinuation of certain significant cars. Unquestionably
1964 was a landmark year in this respect. Not only were the
Ford Mustang and Pontiac GTO introduced during the
year, but also the Plymouth Barracuda, the Olds 4-4-2,
and the Chevrolet Chevelle and Malibu. These new mod-
els would be among the best selling in the soon-to-be-hot
muscle car market. However, ten years later only the Mus-
tang, Malibu and 4-4-2 names would survive: the Mustang
as an economy/sporty car (more true to its original purpose
than the car it had become in the late sixties and early sev-
enties), the Malibu as the run-of-the-mill mid-size Chevro-
let (not much sportiness left), and the 4-4-2 still offering
the same formula minus the horsepower. It is true that 1965
would be more memorable for its fantastic sales numbers
and the many restyled cars introduced, but the ground-
work was laid in 1964 at the introduction of these new
models. During the next year or two, each of these cars
would be at the top of its respective portion of the market.
There were other new cars on the market, such as the lower-
priced personal-luxury Oldsmobile Jetstar I and the totally
redesigned Rambler American. But the muscle cars will al-
ways be what 1964 is remembered for.

American Motors’ newly designed American for 1964
was a sorely needed replacement for its cute but aging pre-
decessor. The new American took its best shot at upstag-
ing the compact cars from the Big Three and did a very
good job indeed. By adopting styling that updated the suc-
cessful 1963 Classic and Ambassador look, the new Amer-
ican looked far more modern than any of its competition.
In fact, it would be 1966 before Ford or GM came up with
more appealing compacts. In the Classic and Ambassador
lines, there were detail changes outside, but the big news
was under the hood, where an all-new Typhoon 6 was of-
fered. This new engine would prove to be so strong and de-
pendable that it would still be offered as standard equip-

ment on some Jeep models more than 35 years later, as the
4.0L Six.

At Chrysler, 1964 was a chance to regroup and re-
think its products after seven years of ups and downs—
mostly downs. Chrysler had been riding high in 1956 and
1957 with its entirely new line of “Forward Thinking” cars.
Any 1957 Mopar product could be considered the best
looking car in its class, and of course Chrysler engineering
was highly regarded in most circles, so they were destined
to be a hit. The cars did sell well, until the public discov-
ered their many quality problems. Unfortunately, this was
not the first time quality had been an issue with Chrysler,
but it was the most well-known. Among the most notable
concerns were fit and finish issues, premature rust-through
(as quickly as 12 months in some extreme cases) and tor-
sion bars that would break without warning. Chrysler
quickly addressed most of these issues, but public confi-
dence in its products had fallen badly. These issues, cou-
pled with the recession of 1958, put a brake on Chrysler’s
rising sales. Then some highly unorthodox styling ventures
on certain 1960 and 1961 models led to even lower sales.
With a change to Uni-Body construction on most models,
the quality issues were generally gone. When most of the
1962 line was redesigned, Chrysler had unwisely gambled
that the buying public would want smaller full-size cars,
much as they had gone for slightly smaller Ford and GM
versions in 1961. Chrysler made the mistake of doing too
much downsizing, too late. The new Dodge and Plymouth
models looked pleasing (even better for 1963), but were not
what the public wanted. Dodge was able to make a quick
fix, by mating a Dodge front end to a Chrysler body for the
new 880 model, effectively taking DeSoto’s place in the
market. But volume and price leader Plymouth was left out
to dry.

After the compact car lines were revised for 1963, the
new 1964 model year would be a year for employing some
marketing strategy as Chrysler laid the groundwork for sev-

eral redesigned lines to be introduced in 1965. The only
noteworthy introduction of the 1964 season was really not
a new car at all. The Barracuda was a sporty fastback vari-
ation of the compact Valiant, much as the Mustang was
based on the Falcon—but whereas Ford spent the money
to do a whole new body for the Mustang, Plymouth was
forced to make do with the Valiant body and graft on a glass
fastback window. The concept was a good one, though, as
the Barracuda was a success. As time went on, the Bar-
racuda would gain its own identity, separate from the
Valiant. In the Dodge truck line, only minor revisions were
seen this season.

Ford entered the 1964 model year with facelifts for
nearly all of its models. Important upgrades to engines and
transmissions were also made this year. The 289 CID V8
engine made its debut midway through the season and
quickly became the engine of choice not only in the Mus-
tang, but also in mid-size cars and truck models through-
out the Ford line. In fact, enough was new at Ford for
Motor Trend magazine to give the entire Ford line the “Car
of the Year” award. The compact Falcon and Comet lines
were more angular and modern in appearance, while still
utilizing many of their original components underneath the
skin. The mid-size Fairlane was one of the few carry-over
products, but it’s probably just as well given all the new
competition from General Motors this year. All full-size

models were given major redesigns. While not totally new,
they were different enough to appear all new. This was the
eighth straight year that Ford had redesigned its full-size of-
ferings. Not even General Motors kept up with that pace.
Under the hood, no significant changes took place. Lines
on the new models were generally softer than the squarish
1963 lines. The luxurious Lincoln Continental was all-new
this year, but looked very much like the car it replaced. It
was decided that the clean looks of the 1961–63 models
should be kept, but the car needed to be larger and updated
on the interior, so those were the main changes. Similarly,
the Thunderbird was given a styling update, with square
lines replacing the curves and roundness of the 1961–63
models. The big news at Ford came in April 1964, when the
all-new “pony car,” the Mustang, was launched. Introduced
at the World’s Fair in New York, the Mustang was an in-
stant hit. Taking the basic inner workings of the Falcon,
Ford built a sporty and appealing four-passenger car that
had the sex appeal of the original Thunderbird, the sensi-
bility of the Falcon, and its own sporty flair added to the
mix. Helping to promote the sporty car image was the se-
lection of a Mustang convertible to pace the 1964 Indi-
anapolis 500 race. Ford wisely chose to keep the base-level
Mustang spartan and allow the customer to “build” his or
her own car by adding options from an extensive list. So a
customer could have a “plain Jane” economy car, a luxuri-

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ous sportster, or an all-out performance car. The Mustang
became the most successful new car introduction to date,
selling 500,000 in its first full year of production. Although
many call the original Mustang a 1965 model, Ford titled
the very first cars as 1964 models (or 1964∂ if you will).
Therefore, the Mustang will be covered in this section, with
more coverage in the 1965 section. In the Ford truck line,
Ranchero lines followed changes made to the Falcon. The
Club Wagon was a virtual carry-over, as were the F-series
trucks. One noteworthy item on the F-series was that 1964
would be the last year for a solid front axle, as the 1965
models would get the Twin I-Beam suspension.

General Motors’ big news was the introduction of an
all-new intermediate line of cars. When introduced in 1961,
the Buick Special, Oldsmobile F-85 and Pontiac Tempest
line were considered senior compact cars, slightly larger
and better equipped than the regular compacts, such as the
Rambler American, Ford Falcon, Chevy Corvair or Ply-
mouth Valiant. For the 1962 model year, Plymouth and
Dodge fielded smaller full-size cars that sold fairly well,
even if the market wasn’t ready for downsizing yet. That
same year Ford introduced its “family size” Fairlane, to
counter the smaller Mopar offerings and to compete with
GM’s senior compacts by offering more interior space. Of
course, GM was the market leader and had to have a car in
response that would set the market on its ear. As had seem-
ingly become tradition in Detroit during the late fifties and
early sixties, whenever a car underwent a major restyling,
it became a larger car. So it was with the senior compacts
for the 1964 model year. Gaining three to four inches in
wheelbase and upwards of a foot in length, the new cars
were no longer compact, and thus the intermediate, or mid-
size car, was born. Obviously, cars of this size had existed
for many years, but the key to their success was in the mar-
keting. Styling, pricing, and content were all geared to-
ward a slightly younger crowd than those who bought tra-
ditional family cars. And, just to make sure all the bases
were covered, GM offered its new intermediates in nearly
every body style available on the full-size cars. Sticking to
GM tradition, the lower-priced Chevrolet Chevelle was
slightly smaller, while at the top end the Buick Special was
a little bigger, with a more powerful standard engine and
a higher price tag. The real marketing success came from
the Pontiac Division. John Z. DeLorean and his team at

Pontiac managed to go against corporate policy and fit an
engine larger than the 330 cubic inches that GM allowed
in the smaller cars at that time. The limit was set due to
internal politics and the corporate ban on racing sponsor-
ship begun in 1963. To do this, Pontiac stuffed its 389 CID
V8 into the Tempest by way of an option package called
the GTO. Putting the engine in as an option package
dodged the red tape associated with getting a new model
approved. By the time the car hit the streets, it was a suc-
cess, and GM leaders soon realized that they would be fool-
ish to stop it now. Soon, other GM divisions followed with
their own versions, and the muscle car was born.

Other models at GM were given their traditional an-
nual updates. The Corvette, which was all new for 1963,
was given some powertrain upgrades. Full-size GM cars
would be all-new for 1965, so they were in a holding pat-
tern. The compact Chevrolet Corvair and Chevy II were lit-
tle changed as well. In the Chevrolet and GMC truck lines,
there was some freshening of the trim and grilles, but the
biggest news was the return of the Chevrolet El Camino.
This time around, though, it was based on the new inter-
mediate Chevelle platform. This allowed for slightly larger
dimensions in all areas as compared to the Ford Ranchero.
An instant success, the El Camino would go on to surpass
sales of the Ranchero. Most pertinent powertrain and op-
tion information for the El Camino is similar to that for the
Chevelle, but the El Camino is not further detailed herein,
as it was marketed as a truck.

The end of the line was near for Studebaker, as pro-
duction was halted at the South Bend, Indiana, plant and
all car production moved to Canada during the year. The
model lineup was similar to previous years, but there was
not much interest in cars based on an eleven-year-old de-
sign. The oldest competitive design in Studebaker’s mar-
ket was the Chevrolet Chevy II which was introduced in
1962. Everything else had been restyled or redesigned since
then. The unique Avanti would be let go at the end of the
model year, only to have its design rights bought and re-
turn as a product of a privately held company as the Avanti
II. Independent light-duty truck makers International and
Kaiser-Jeep made a few upgrades, but their products re-
mained essentially as in prior years. On a final note, the
Checker returned with minimal changes.
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BUICK
“When better automobiles are built, Buick will build them.”

The popular Buick Special and Skylark were officially
upgraded to mid-size status with their completely new de-
sign and size. As with all other GM senior compacts, 1964
brought a redesign that saw the cars get bigger in most
areas, and with that upsizing, they officially left the com-
pact market for greener pastures. Joined by a new Chevro-
let Chevelle model, the new mid-size cars were much more
traditional in design than their predecessors, with the sin-
gle exception that the Buick line continued the use of the
V6 engine. The unique V6 powerplant was enlarged to 225
cubic inches. With the greater size came more horsepower,
now rated at 155. As for the new styling, the new Special
and Skylark models could easily be mistaken for a LeSabre
or Wildcat model. The full-size Buick design influence was
very much evident. The Skylark 2-Door Hardtop could be
outfitted with a unique vinyl top of a “halo” design, being
placed only on the flat surface of the roof top, but encir-
cling the rear window on the back. A mid-year addition was
the Sport Wagon. This wagon shared its “Vista-dome” type
roof and longer wheelbase with the Oldsmobile Vista-

Cruiser. The Sport Wagon was not marketed as a Special
or Skylark model per se, but it did use the front clip of a
Skylark as well as similar trim inside and out. By 1965, it
would serve as a replacement for the full-size Buick Estate
Wagons, until 1970 when the Estate Wagon would return.
Other model changes for the new size cars included the ad-
ditions of a Special Deluxe Coupe, Skylark 4-Door Sedan,
and Skylark Wagons.

Full-size Buicks wore a new face and rear design this
year. LeSabre and Wildcat models used new horizontal style
taillamps, while the Electra 225 went to vertical lamps.
Also new was a 300 CID aluminum block V8 engine and
a larger displacement 425 CID “Nailhead” V8 engine.
Model changes to the big Buicks were limited to the drop-
ping of the slow selling LeSabre 2-Door Sedan and the ad-
dition of an equally slow selling Wildcat 4-Door Sedan.
The new-for-’63 Riviera saw only minor changes for the
new season, except for a larger new standard engine, the
new 340-horsepower, 425 CID V8.

For the most part, the new 1964 Cadillacs appeared
quite similar to their predecessors. It was not until you sat
behind the wheel and fired the ignition that you experi-
enced as Cadillac put it, “an exciting adventure the instant
you touch your toe to the accelerator pedal.” Power trans-
fer was improved this year through the use of GM’s new
Turbo Hydra-matic automatic transmission. The already
dependable Hydra-matic was given a thorough rethinking,
and the result was a more reliable, smoother shifting trans-
mission. Even today, the Turbo Hydra-matic in this form,
is considered one of the best automatics ever produced. For
its introductory year, the new transmission was available in
the de Ville, Sixty-Special and Fleetwood Eldorado lines.
Putting the power through this new transmission was a new
429 CID, 340-hp V8 engine. In a game where numbers
mattered, Cadillac had finally arrived. These numbers

matched Lincoln’s displacement (430 CID, 320-hp V8)
and Imperial’s horsepower (413 CID, 340-hp V8), and
Cadillac’s engine delivered a phenomenal 480 foot-pounds
of torque. By mating this engine to the smooth-shifting
Turbo Hydra-matic, Cadillac had a combination that
couldn’t be beat under the hood. On the road was another
story though. Ford and Chrysler had been steadily work-
ing to improve the ride and driveability of their Lincoln and
Imperial models, which were both unit-body construction.
The resulting efforts gave better ride control and better
handling than the Cadillacs could offer. The only model
changes of significance were the Model 6267 Series Sixty-
Two Convertible moving to the de Ville series, and the
dropping of the slow-selling short-deck de Ville Park Av-
enue Sedan.

Chevrolet introduced its third new model line in five
years. The Chevelle mid-size line filled a size gap between
the Chevy II and the big Chevy. Joined by its GM stable-
mates, the Tempest, F-85 and Special, the Chevelle would
help create a highly popular category of car that to this day
is the largest selling category of cars. The Chevelle came in
a full array of body styles, including a revived El Camino
car/pickup style that would literally walk away with that
market from Ford. The most celebrated line to come from
the Chevelle, though, would be the Super Sport line.
Though the Pontiac GTO really ignited the muscle car
movement, the Chevelle Malibu SS made the muscle car an
affordable reality for many buyers. The initial SS models
could be had with 6 cylinders or V8 power, with a wide
variety of equipment from plain Jane to fully equipped.
The attention garnered by these models brought buyers by
the thousands to dealer showrooms to buy other Chevelle
models. Chevrolet and GM had a marketer’s dream with
cars such as the SS. Styling of the new line was typical of

the period and closely resembled that of the full-size
Chevrolet.

The full-size Chevys received a new grille treatment
that was flatter this year, and a redesigned rear panel. The
compact Chevy II Nova line offered a V8 powerplant as op-
tional equipment for the first time this year. Of course, V8
engines were also being offered by the competition in the
Falcon and Valiant lines as well as the slightly larger Mer-
cury Comet and Studebaker Lark. Sales of the Chevy II
dropped sharply with the introduction of the mid-size
Chevelle, but would rebound in a few years. The sporty
compact Corvair gained a more powerful powerplant, with
an increase of 19 cubic inches and 15 horsepower to its base
flat six engine. Both compact car lines received only minor
styling and trim changes. The Corvette, which had been to-
tally new last year, lost its split window styling on the coupe
in favor of a one-piece rear glass. The 327 CID V8 engine
was still the largest powerplant offered for the Corvette.

The 1964 Chrysler models were very similar to their
1963 predecessors. Grilles were altered, and interior and ex-
terior trim items were revised, but the basic lines remained
the same. Powertrain choices were juggled around, with
the 426 CID V8 no longer being offered, as it was chosen
to be used by Dodge and Plymouth for racing purposes.
Three model lineup changes were made, as the base 300 4-
Door Sedan was dropped due to poor sales. Returning after
brief absences were the 300 letter-series 2-Door Convert-
ible, and the New Yorker 2-Door Hardtop. The New Yorker
2-Door hardtop was never a high volume seller, and in fact,
only sold 300 cars this season. But with its new body for
1965, it would become one of the best looking and most
popular of the luxury 2-Door Hardtops on the market,
much as it had been in the 1955–1959 period.

The most memorable cars of this year, however, are
probably those that were not offered for sale at all, namely
the fifty experimental Turbine Cars that were released for
public use by Chrysler, to test their roadworthiness and

the public’s acceptance of such a car. The cars, most of
which were painted Turbine Bronze with black vinyl tops,
were styled with very sporting lines, very much in the con-
temporary Ford Thunderbird idiom. The public seemed to
like the cars, although there were still concerns of excessive
heat created by the cars, and their energy efficiency was not
on a par with ordinary cars of the time. Chrysler would
continue working with turbine power through the mid-
eighties, but it would never be able to bring one to mar-
ket. Although the experiment could be considered success-
ful, most of these 50 cars wound up being destroyed due
to strict taxes imposed by the government if they were kept
by Chrysler, since their bodies were imported from Italy.
Several cars do remain in museums throughout the coun-
try.

The 1964 model year marked the final offering (to
date) of a hardtop station wagon on the market; in the form
of Chrysler’s and Dodge’s full-size wagons.

Dodge entered its fiftieth anniversary year with mostly
carry-over models, but a couple of new powerplants. A new
V8 engine option was introduced for the compact Dart
line. The new engine, derived from the popular 318 CID
V8 engine would prove to be a worthy performer in the
Dart. The Dart received a new grille and trim, but there
were few other changes. The big 880 and Custom 880 se-
ries were also little changed and made no model changes.
The latter in station wagon form, along with its Chrysler
counterparts, was the last hardtop wagon sold.

For standard-size Dodge models, the 330, 440 and

Polara, a hemispherical head version of the 426 V8 would
become available mid-year. This engine would tear up the
drag strips and win many, many NASCAR and stock car rac-
ing awards and championships. It had first appeared in
Chrysler models, but quickly became a favorite in the
lighter weight Dodges and Plymouths. Styling was cleaned
up a little more this season: headlights were now placed on
a horizontal plane, a full-width grille was utilized and body
side trim was changed. The Fleet Special models were
dropped, as was the Polara 500 series. There was, however,
a Polara 500 Sport package available for Polara models.

For the eighth year running, the full-size Fords were
a totally new looking car. But it was not just the full-size
models that were new. The Falcon, Fairlane and Thunder-
bird were all given major restyles, and to top it all off at
mid-year the sensational new Mustang would hit the deal-
ers’ showrooms. All of this excitement led Motor Trend mag-
azine to award the entire Ford line its Car of the Year award.
Here’s a run-down on the entire line from the bottom up.
The Falcon received its first restyling since introduction.
The new, more angular and modern looking themes
brought the Falcon up to a styling par with the Rambler
American and put it ahead of the Chevy II and Valiant. The
larger Fairlane’s 200 CID 6-cylinder was now offered in the
Falcon also. The Sprint package was now a regular model
offering, and the 2-Door Station Wagons were dropped in
the restyling.

At the World’s Fair in New York, on April 17, 1964,
Ford created a major sensation with the introduction of the
sporty Mustang. The Mustang offered something the up
and coming muscle cars couldn’t. A relatively simple, straight-
forward car, easy to drive and easy to work on, it was very
stylish, available with just about any option the customer
wanted to put on the car, and most importantly very af-
fordable. The Mustang was based upon the Falcon, which
helped to keep costs down and provided for the car’s sim-
plicity. Powerplants were picked from those already in the
Ford line, and initially included the 170 CID 6-cylinder and
the 260 CID V8. Initial model offerings included the 2-
Door Hardtop and Convertible in base models only. A
Mustang 2-Door Convertible was picked to be the Official

Pace Car for the 1964 Indianapolis 500 race. For purposes
of comparison, the early “1964∂” Mustang models are
listed here with the 1964 models, because Ford kept pro-
duction and sales records in this manner.

The restyled Fairlane shed its small tail fins and gained
a sportier flair in its bodyside styling with a fake louvered
vent. Cruise-O-Matic was now available for the mid-sized
Ford. The only model change was the discontinuance of the
Squire “wood-grained” Station Wagon model.

As mentioned previously, the full-size Ford line was
given a major overhaul once again. The styling was typical
Ford, with more rounded lines as compared to the 1963
models. All hardtop models gained a semi-fastback roofline
appearance. Emphasis was placed on quality and ride, giv-
ing Ford a slight edge on its competition. To keep up in the
horsepower race, a new 427 CID V8 engine was intro-
duced. As with other companies, the engine was developed
on the race track before being offered to the public .
Changes to the model line included renaming the 300 and
Galaxie base models to Custom and Custom 500. Also, the
Galaxie 500 and 500 XL lines dropped their regular 2-
Door Hardtop models in favor of the new fastback styling.

Finally, the Thunderbird was restyled and given
sharper lines that brought it more into line with other Ford
models, while still retaining a Thunderbird identity. One
departure from past T-Birds was the switch from round
taillights to a rectangular shape separated by a backup light
in the center. The Sports Roadster model was officially
dropped, although the Tonneau cover was listed as an op-
tion at $269.

Sales for the Imperial finally improved thanks to a
total restyling. The new design was done by a former Ford
stylist who had worked on the 1961 Thunderbird and Lin-
coln Continental, and the influence is easily recognized.
The 1964 Imperial, while retaining certain Imperial char-
acteristics like a divided grille, had slab-sided body panels,
and a very formal trunk and roofline that were very much
of Lincoln influence. All Imperial models were still based
upon the same basic platform introduced in 1960, with
some major changes. The similarities are most evident in

the roof and glass areas. Power continued to come from the
Chrysler 413 CID V8 engine. The price-leader Custom
Imperial line was dropped, as sales had steadily declined to
only 4,000 per year. All other models continued as in pre-
vious years. Once again the Crown Imperial Limousine
Sedan model was available as a custom-built model. These
are not detailed herein as their production usually totalled
ten or fewer per season, and they are considered custom-
built by Chrysler.

“The price is medium … the choice maximum … the car is Mercury.”

Mercury’s 25th anniversary season was a somewhat
happy one. Sales were down slightly—less than 3,000 units,
which was not bad considering that the mid-sized Meteor
was gone. After several years of floundering about with typ-
ical mid-market cars and experimenting with compact cars,
Mercury finally hit the right combination for 1964. The
slow selling mid-size Meteor line was dropped this season
only to have its position more effectively covered by an all-
new Comet. The Comet had more angular lines this sea-
son and a Lincoln style grille up front, giving it the ap-
pearance of an expensive car. Not only was styling more
bold, but so was the power under the hood. The first “hot”
Comets appeared this year with the appearance of the

Caliente and Cyclone models. The Caliente essentially re-
placed the S-22 of last season as the sports models, but the
Cyclone added to that with a standard V8 engine and other
performance features, to make it one of the first pseudo-
muscle cars on the market. With a 289 CID V8 under the
hood, it couldn’t yet be called a true muscle car, but that
would happen in time. The base Comet and Comet Cus-
tom were replaced by the Comet 202 and Comet 404
nameplates.

Following a common family styling theme, the full-
size Mercurys gained a Lincoln-style grille this year also.
The remainder of the body styling was an update on the
nice looking 1963 styling. Two-door and four-door mod-

OLDSMOBILE
“Breeze along in an Action-packed 1964 Oldsmobile.”

Oldsmobile was trying to reinvent itself during the
mid-sixties. The mid-price GM division was finding itself
in the same predicament that Pontiac and Buick had gone
through in the past ten years. The mid-market range was
becoming very popular with buyers, but the more upscale
buyers were demanding more value for their car-buying
dollar. This year Oldsmobile responded in two ways. The
most recognizable was the newly redesigned intermediate
F-85 line. Larger and more powerful this year, the F-85
looked very much like the full-size 88 line. All major struc-
tural components were shared with the rest of the new GM
mid-size line. Shared with Buick was a new V6 engine;
also offered was an all-new 330 CID V8 based upon the
larger 394 CID V8 Oldsmobile engine. The F-85 line was
expanded by making the Cutlass a separate model (previ-
ously it had been part of the Deluxe line). The new Cut-
lass line added a 2-Door Coupe to its line, as did the Deluxe
line. The turbocharged Jetfire was no longer around, hav-
ing failed to meet sales expectations. A mid-year perfor-
mance model was added under the name 4-4-2 (for 4-bar-
rel carburetor, 4-speed manual transmission and dual
exhausts). While relatively few were sold, especially when
compared to the Pontiac GTO, the 4-4-2 would wind up
winning the popularity contest, as versions of the car would
be sold well into the 1980s. Another new addition, although
not formally part of the F-85/Cutlass line, was a “vista-
roof ” Vista-Cruiser station wagon. This new wagon had a
raised roof section above the rear seat and extending to the

back of the wagon. Incorporated within its raised roof were
glass panels, allowing rear passengers to view the scenery
more easily. Riding on a wheelbase five inches longer than
regular F-85 wagons, the Vista-Cruiser did share most
styling features with the mid-size line. All of the extra
length was added in the rear passenger compartment area.
The Vista-Cruiser was added to the line after the start of
the model year, and it shared its new look with the Buick
Sport Wagon.

The second step in the revamping process affected the
88 series model lineup. A new lower priced line was intro-
duced to more effectively compete with Pontiac, Mercury,
and upper-end Chevy, Ford, Plymouth and Dodge mod-
els. This new series, the Jetstar, came in two varieties. The
Jetstar 88 was the entry level full-size Oldsmobile. Basically
it was similar to a Dynamic 88, but standard equipment in-
cluded a smaller engine and slightly lower level of trim.
The other series was the Jetstar I, essentially a Starfire 2-
Door Hardtop with less accessory and trim content. Other
Oldsmobile series returned with the same models as in pre-
vious years, except for the Super 88, which offered only a
4-Door Sedan and 4-Door Hardtop this year. Styling for
all full-size Oldsmobiles was an update on the 1963 styling,
meaning new grilles, taillamp treatments, and trim changes.
This would also be the last year for the full-size Oldsmo-
bile Fiesta wagon until 1971 when it would return as the
Custom Cruiser. Declining sales and the popularity of the
Vista-Cruiser would seal the big wagon’s fate.

PLYMOUTH
“If this is the year you picked to buy a new car, 

you picked a beautiful year to Get up and Go Plymouth.”

Even without totally new product to shout about, the
Plymouth division had been somewhat successful in reviv-
ing itself with a limited array of styling changes and mar-
keting techniques, not the least of which was a highly suc-
cessful racing program with the future “King” himself,
Richard Petty, at its heart. The Petty family had already
seen the successes of father Lee Petty, and Richard had just
begun to make a name for himself. Chrysler wisely chose
to tie in with Richard Petty for marketing purposes, and for
the next 10 years, Plymouth and Richard Petty seemed in-
separable. Of course, this winning on the track translated
into winning in the showroom. The powerplants were sell-
ing the cars, as the styling had been lackluster for several
years. However, to their credit, the 1964 model Plymouth
line was a very handsome restyle of what had been one of
the poorest styled Plymouths. The front end styling was
much more traditional this year, with quad headlamps set
into a relatively simple “electric razor” grille affair. A tra-
ditional full-width bumper with inset parking lamps was
below the grille opening. Bodysides were slightly cleaned
up and led to a simple, rear end treatment that featured
square taillamps at the far outside edges. This was the best
styling yet on this body. Of course, the expansion of 426
CID V8 offerings was the big draw for Plymouth buyers

this year, although very few cars were actually sold with this
engine. Perception is everything.

Two things boosted the Valiant line this year. First,
after being totally redesigned in 1963, the Valiant received
a facelift for 1964 and gained a full-width grille in place of
the prior Chrysler-style grille opening. Then, in a move in-
tended to upstage Ford, Plymouth introduced the second
pony car, the Barracuda, during May 1964. Unfortunately
the Barracuda was as similar to the Valiant as the Mustang
was different from the Falcon, and its introduction was
barely noticed by most buyers. Essentially a Valiant from
the cowl forward, the Barracuda differed in its rear roofline
and interior accommodations. A full-width, wraparound
rear window covered loads of cargo space that was accessi-
ble through a decent sized trunk opening, or from inside
by way of fold-down rear seats, a novel idea at the time.
This gave Barracuda a big space advantage over the Mus-
tang. However, with convenience and economy to tout,
the Barracuda came off as more of an economy car, whereas
the Mustang seemed to lead the sporty car image. In time,
Plymouth would address this issue, but in the meantime,
the Mustang was off to a lead that no one would soon over-
come.

The 1964 Pontiac line was a continuation of the suc-
cessful 1963 models, with an all-new, much more conven-
tional Tempest line adding to the success. Sharing its di-
mensions with the other three new GM mid-size models,
the new Tempest lost its unique 4-cylinder engine, rear
transmission and rope driveshaft in the makeover. What

was lost in engineering uniqueness was replaced by a con-
ventional 6-cylinder engine of Chevrolet design and a con-
ventional drivetrain. Available power included the new for
’63 326 CID V8, and after the start of the year, Pontiac’s
own 389 CID V8 was available in an important new op-
tion package, the GTO — the package that started the
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muscle car revolution. For only $296, a buyer of any Tem-
pest LeMans model could get the power of a 325-horse-
power V8 under the hood, plus an all-vinyl bucket seat in-
terior, 3-speed transmission with Hurst shifter and 7.50 ×
14 Redline tires. This power came at a total price starting
as low as $2,787 and quickly became known as one of the
best bargains in horsepower. The ’64 Tempest line looked
very much like a slightly more aggressive version of the ’63
models. As for the model lineup, the top line LeMans added
a 2-Door Hardtop, and the base Tempest models became
the new Tempest Custom and dropped the 2-Door Coupe
offering. A new “low-content” base Tempest line offered a
2-Door Coupe, 4-Door Sedan and a 4-Door Wagon.

Full-size Pontiacs continued relatively unchanged for

1964. Styling changes featured revised front fenders and
new grilles, with the vertical leading edge of the front fend-
ers now being totally flat. Rear styling sported new
boomerang-shaped taillamps that ran vertically from the
top of the rear quarter to the bottom of the rear bumper.
There were no model changes for the big Pontiac this sea-
son, but there were two interesting option packages. The
2+2 was a Catalina 2-Door Hardtop or Convertible option
that added bucket seats, special trim and a bit more power
under the hood. It was the equivalent of a full-size GTO.
The second option was the Bonneville Brougham for 4-
Door Hardtops, which added a padded vinyl top, luxuri-
ous interior trim and special model identification trim.

RAMBLER

Last year, the Classic and Ambassador were totally re-
designed, so this year was the opportunity for the Ameri-
can to bask in the spotlight. A completely redesigned Amer-
ican with cleaner, more rounded lines appeared, and was a
success from the start. In fact, with its new styling, the
compact American seemed to appeal especially to con-
sumers in the market for something more than basic trans-
portation, as sales of the mid-level and top-line 330 and
440 models increased at a more dramatic rate than those of
the low-line 220. Also contributing to increased sales were
the increased dimensions of the newly styled car. Wheel-
base increased from 100 to 106 inches, providing a better
ride and better driver control. Prior Rambler Americans
were based on a basic platform design that dated back to
the original Rambler of the 1950s. To most observers of the
time, the new American was seen as a more modern prod-
uct as compared to the Chevrolet Chevy II, Ford Falcon,
and the Plymouth Valiant. It certainly had good looks going
for it, if nothing else.

The Classic and Ambassador gained new 2-Door
Hardtop body styles, but styling changes were limited to a
new grille and revised trim. The biggest news for the year

came in the form of powerplants and sports models. In the
Classic line, a Typhoon 2-Door Hardtop was introduced
in April of 1964. Outside, all of these special cars were
painted Solar Yellow with Black roof and carried special
Typhoon badging. Under the hood was a 145-horsepower,
232 cubic-inch 6-cylinder engine. This engine was also of-
fered on a limited number of other Classic models for the
remainder of the 1964 model season. For the top-of-the-
line Ambassador, a new 990-H 2-Door Hardtop was of-
fered, featuring more luxurious appointments and a sportier
4-barrel version of the 327 CID V8 with higher compres-
sion 9.7:1 heads. Each of these models was an indicator of
things to come at American Motors—from the upcoming
390 cubic-inch V8s, to the sporty Marlin and Javelin. Un-
fortunately, these performance options did not save these
two lines from taking a major hit in model year sales, drop-
ping a combined total of nearly 40 percent from 1963 lev-
els. Many of these sales were lost to the newly revamped line
of “intermediate” GM cars. No longer classified senior-
compacts, the new GM offerings were more direct compe-
tition for the two mid-size Rambler models.

STUDEBAKER

A facelift was given to all of the cars in the former Lark
line. With the new styling came new nameplates for most
of the models. The standard Lark became the Challenger.
The Regal took on a name from Studebaker’s past, Com-
mander. The Lark Custom was discontinued, but the Day-
tona continued as an expanded model line. The Cruiser,
GT Hawk and Avanti were all returning, at least for the be-
ginning of the model year. Sales continued to fall and the
financial situation for the company continued to worsen. A
decision was made that was intended to help the ailing com-
pany, but in the end sealed its fate. All Studebaker produc-
tion was moved to Canada effective January 2, 1964. With

this move production of the Gran Turismo Hawk, Avanti,
certain Lark models, and Champ pickups was discontin-
ued. To the buying public, this signal meant trouble was
looming, and no one wanted to buy a car that would soon
disappear. This made the situation even worse. By the end
of the season, sales totaled nearly half what they had been
in 1963, which itself was far from a robust year. At least the
cars were still 100 percent Studebaker products. Attempts to
restyle the now 12 year old basic structure were not helping,
and even loyal Studebaker customers were turning to the
much more modern designs from the Big Three manufac-
turers, and the newly designed AMC Rambler Classic.
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Unfortunately, the timing was not good for the newly
introduced Avanti, or for the GT Hawk, which was now
entering its third season in this form. The GT Hawk had
finally become a respectable competitor in power and con-
tent when the plug was pulled. Its demise is sad because it

was one of the better looking modern day products to come
from South Bend. The same fate would befall the futuris-
tic looking Avanti, but it would have a savior in the form
of two Studebaker dealers who would buy the tooling and
the rights to continue production as the Avanti II.

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In many ways, 1965 was comparable to the 1955 sell-
ing season. Advertising for both years reflected a trend to-
ward greater performance. Nearly all of Detroit’s full-size
models wore all-new sheetmetal and were longer, lower and
wider than the previous year. Many manufacturers ex-
ceeded production records (some of which were set in 1955)
or reached heights that they would not reach again for many
years. It was an exciting year that produced some remark-
able cars.

American Motors entered 1965 with several notable
changes. Foremost was the new Marlin, introduced in Feb-
ruary 1965. This 6-passenger 2-Door featured a unique
fastback roof treatment on a Rambler Classic body. The
Classic’s new front-end styling was shared with the Mar-
lin. The Classic line also featured new rear styling and a
new 770 Convertible. A convertible also joined the Am-
bassador 990 series, marking the first time for a Rambler
Classic or Ambassador of this body style. The Ambassador
line received new front and rear styling, plus a 4 inch longer
wheelbase than previous years. Also, a new lower-priced
880 series was added to the Ambassador line to broaden its
appeal. The Rambler American would have to make do
with minor refinements. This would be the last year for the
Rambler name to be used except for the Rambler Ameri-
can, which would retain the name through 1969.

Chrysler Corporation restyled nearly the entire line,
save the Plymouth Valiant and Imperial, which received only
minor refinements. The new intermediate-size line featured
the Dodge Coronet and the Plymouth Belvedere. These cars
utilized the 1964 standard-size Plymouth and Dodge bod-
ies, but with more modern sheetmetal wrapped around them.
A sporty addition to the Belvedere line was known as the
Satellite, which offered bucket seats, console and other trim
additions. The Coronet line offered a new muscle-car vari-
ant known as the Hemi-Charger. This car was a Coronet 2-
Door Sedan with the 426 CID Hemi V8, produced for street
use and sold “as is,” without the usual new car warranty.

The standard-size Chrysler Corporation offerings were
all-new for 1965. Larger, more stylish and more luxurious,
the cars were just what Chrysler needed to boost sales. Ply-
mouth offered a new Fury line in four series, Fury I, II, III
and Sport Fury. A Sport Fury Convertible was selected as
official Pace Car for the 1965 Indianapolis 500 race. The
Dodge Polara series replaced the 1964 880 line. The Polara
series also included a top-line Custom 880, and a new spe-
cialty offering, the Monaco. The Monaco was a 2-door
Hardtop designed to compete with the Pontiac Grand Prix,
offering bucket seats, console, 383 CID V8, and other lux-
ury/sport equipment. Appearing for the first time this year
also, was a Polara 500 Sport Package offered on the Polara
2-door Hardtop and Convertible models.

The Chrysler line received as dramatic a restyling as
did the Fury and Polara. This year’s Chryslers featured a
sculptured body side highlighted with a strip of stainless
steel at the top belt line edge and lower rocker panel area.
The dramatic new styling, crisper and more modern,
boosted Chrysler’s sales more than 50 percent over 1964.
Two new models, a Newport 6-window 4-door Sedan and
a 300 6-window 4-door Sedan, were added to the lineup,
but neither was very successful. The 1965 300L would
prove to be the last year for the 300 letter series, basically
being replaced by the lower-priced 300 series which of-
fered all of the 300-letter series equipment and looks.

In other lines, the Dodge Dart received new front and
rear styling, following the new Coronet and Polara. As pre-
viously mentioned the Imperial line was further refined
from its 1964 restyle. Finally, the Valiant line received re-
finements, and the Barracuda got a small but significant
change. Technically, it was still a Valiant Barracuda, but the
Valiant name was removed from the car, indicating future
distinction of the Barracuda as a separate (and soon to be
sportier) model.

After a year of thorough restyling at Ford Motor Com-
pany, many Ford and Mercury models were once again re-
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designed. The full-size Fords and Mercurys featured clean,
crisp, square lines and looked much more luxurious and Lin-
coln-like than previous models. As proof of being more lux-
urious, Ford added a new Galaxie 500 LTD in 2 and 4 door
hardtop models as its top trim levels. At the other end of the
price scale, the Ranch Wagon returned as the price-leading
full-size wagon. This year Ford dropped the descriptive
names it had used for the various body styles offered in-
cluding Club Victoria (2-Door Hardtop), Club Sedan (2-
Door Sedan), Town Victoria (4-Door Hardtop), Town
Sedan (4-Door Sedan), and the Sunliner (Convertible).

Intermediate-sized Ford products received new lower
body sheet metal giving them an all-new appearance. The
compact Falcon received only trim changes, as did the lux-
urious Thunderbird, which now had a simulated chrome
scoop on the front fenders. The Lincoln Sedan and Con-
vertible received new grille and hood styling after a major
1964 redesign.

Of course the biggest news from Ford was the April
17, 1964, introduction of the Mustang. These first “’64∂”
models were essentially the same as the official ’65 models
introduced on October 1, 1964. A new model, the 2 + 2 fast-
back, was introduced this day, as was a GT package. As for
powerplant changes in the 1965 Mustangs, a 200 CID 6-
cylinder replaced the 170 CID 6-cylinder engine, and a
289 CID V8 replaced the 260 CID V8.

Not to be left out, General Motors also redesigned its
entire full-size lineup and restyled many of its other mod-
els. The full-size B- and C- bodied cars featured smoother,
more curvaceous and flowing lines. The two-door hardtops
had what was called by some a “semi-fastback” roofline that
made the car look longer and lower than any previous mod-
els. Changes within each division include:

• Buick—New trim levels added.
• LeSabre Custom, Wildcat Deluxe, Wildcat Custom

and Electra 225 Custom, all featuring upgraded interiors
compared to base models. Also, the full-size LeSabre Wagon
was dropped.

• Cadillac—All Cadillacs featured crisp new styling, ex-
cept the Fleetwood 75 series which still had the basic body
used since 1959, with an updated front clip. The new
styling was clean and smooth, with more square edges than
other C-bodied cars, following Cadillac’s more conserva-
tive nature. This new styling saw the last traces of tailfins
disappear. A new option, the tilt and telescope steering col-
umn, was introduced for 1965. As for specific nameplates,
the new Calais replaced the Series 62 and the Series 63 El-
dorado became the Fleetwood Eldorado. The 60 Special
Fleetwood became the Fleetwood 60 Special and regained
its longer, 133 inch wheelbase last seen in 1958.

• Chevrolet—A now familiar name, Caprice, was in-

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troduced as the Caprice Custom Sedan option on the Im-
pala 4-door Hardtop.

• Oldsmobile—Another familiar name, Delta 88 (offi-
cially Dynamic 88 Delta for the 1965 season only), replaced
the Super 88 series, which had been around since 1951.
Oldsmobile joined Buick in dropping its standard-size
wagon, the Dynamic 88.

• Pontiac—The newly restyled full-size Pontiac joined
the rest of the Pontiac lineup in accepting Motor Trend mag-
azine’s Car of the Year award for “styling and engineering
leadership in the development of personalized passenger
cars.”

All of the intermediate size GM cars—Special, Chev-
elle, F-85 and Tempest — received new front and rear
styling updates. Other changes at GM included a new grille
on the Chevy II and cancellation of the 400 designation on
the Nova. The Chevrolet Corvair received new Italian—in-
spired styling that saw all closed models receive pillarless
hardtop styling. The engines in Corvairs received healthy
boosts in horse power. Also, the Monza Spyder series be-
came known as the Corsa series. Changes for the Corvette
included the addition of three functional vertical louvers to
the front fenders and a new L78 396 CID V8 option that
would propel the Corvette 0–60 in 5.7 seconds. The Buick

division officially got into the muscle car market with a
mid-year Skylark Gran Sport option package that included
a 325-hp, 401 CID V8. Finally, the Buick Riviera received
a distinctive new hidden-headlamp front end treatment and
offered a Gran Sport model boasting a 360-hp, dual 4-bbl.,
401 CID V8.

Making up a small percentage of the 1965 auto mar-
ket were three independent manufacturers, all utilizing GM
powerplants. First there was Studebaker, now producing all
of its vehicles in Canada. Studebaker did not change the
styling of its cars, but did switch to engines designed by
GM of Canada. This year the Daytona 4-door Wagonaire
had no fixed roof option available, only the sliding roof,
though a fixed roof option was offered in 1964 and 1966.
Second, there was Checker, which once again (surprise!)
made no styling changes, but did switch from Continental
Motor Company’s 6-cylinder engine to Chevrolet power
plants—a 230 CID 6-cylinder or 283 CID V8. Finally,
there was the Avanti II. After it was discontinued by Stude-
baker in 1964, Studebaker-Packard dealers Leo Newman
and Nathaniel Altman bought all dies, parts and rights to
the Avanti and built it themselves in a portion of the va-
cated Studebaker South Bend factory. They chose a Cor-
vette 327 CID 4-bbl. V8 as the engine for the Avanti II,
but otherwise the car was little changed.

BUICK
“Wouldn’t you really rather have a Buick?”

All of the full-size Buick line—LeSabre, Wildcat and
Electra—were completely redesigned and restyled, in line
with GM’s other full-size cars. As with the other cars, the
results were an unqualified success. Much as they had done
in 1955, GM took the automotive world to the next level
in styling. The cars were clean, uncluttered, with a mini-
mum of chrome. Rooflines, particularly on 2-Door Hard-
top models, were graceful and sweeping. The LeSabre and
Wildcat models were close to a fastback design. Traditional
Venti-ports were still used on the LeSabre and Electra, while
the Wildcat used a modified form of the trademark with a
three-fingered chrome piece on the lower portion of the
front fender. Up front, the grille styling was the usual, mod-
ern Buick look. Wildcat models now rode on the longer
Electra wheelbase, but still used the LeSabre body styling.

The full-size wagon was temporarily gone from the lineup.
In its place was the new-for-1964 Sport Wagon based on
the Special. Other model changes were minimal, although
the actual number of models increased dramatically due to
the addition of various trim levels now made into model
designations as opposed to the prior interior trim options.
The Electra 225 and LeSabre added “Custom” levels, while
the Wildcat added “Deluxe” and “Custom” to its line. Pow-
ertrains continued as in prior seasons.

The mid-size Special and Skylark line returned with
new grilles that closely followed those on the new full-size
cars. The Skylark line added a 2-Door “Thin-Pillared”
Coupe that had been dropped from the Special Deluxe line.
“Thin-Pillared” Coupe was Buick’s euphemistic name for
a 2-Door Sedan, which they used diligently for the next
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eight years. At mid-year a powerful new option package was
introduced. The Gran Sport (or GS) package was available
for the Skylark 2-Door Coupe, Hardtop or Convertible. It
was an attempt by Buick to test the muscle car waters. The
GS featured a 325-horsepower, 401 CID V8 engine. Inte-
rior and exterior GS badging identified what lay under the
hood. The GS was so popular that in 1966 it became a reg-
ular model offering.

The top-of-the-line Riviera continued for a final sea-

son in its original sheetmetal. However, it was wearing an
all-new front end for 1965. The headlights were moved
from the grille area to a stacked position in the leading edge
of the front fenders, hidden behind motorized doors. The
result was a more muscular look, particular in the new Gran
Sport version. The Riviera GS was powered by the Super
Wildcat, dual 4-barrel, 425 cubic inch V8 that was rated
at 360 horsepower. Other features included dual exhausts,
performance gearing and GS wheel covers.

Apparently that
is what the customer wanted, as sales for all makes soared
to new heights.

The full-size Chevy line was one of the best looking
since the mid-fifties. As with other GM big cars, the lines
were smooth and flowing, devoid of excess chrome trim,
and they were luxurious on the interior. They were also the
largest Chevrolet models to date. However, the sporty and
modern lines made them appear to be trimmer cars than
their predecessors. All traditional Chevrolet styling cues,
such as the round taillights, were in evidence. At mid-year
a Caprice Custom option package was offered for the Im-
pala 4-Door Hardtop. This was essentially a luxurious in-
terior trim package designed to compete with the new Ford
Galaxie 500 LTD. For 1966, the Caprice would become a
regular model line. Otherwise, the model line was the same

as in 1964, as were the powertrain offerings. Mid-size Chev-
elle models received a new grille and rear end treatment.
The 300 line added a new 300 Deluxe that included a 2-
and 4-Door Sedan, plus the 4-Door Wagon from the prior
year’s 300 line. The Malibu and Malibu SS lines were the
same as last season.

The sporty Corvair received its only major styling
change of its lifespan for the 1965 model year. The squar-
ish lines of the original Corvair were now rounded, and all
body styles were of a hardtop design. This was a sure sign
that Chevrolet intended for the Corvair image to be sporty
and not economical. Overall styling was very pleasing, even
in the 4-Door Hardtop design. A new sports model was the
Corsa, which was offered in 2-Door Hardtop or Convert-
ible versions, powered by a 140-horsepower engine.

The rear-engined Corvair 95 wagon (i.e. van) was
around for one final year. Sales of the newly introduced
Chevy Van were eating away at the Corvair vans’ market,
and there was no need for Chevy to continue with two
competing designs.

The Chevy II and Corvette were both carry over de-
signs, with only minor trim changes. The Chevy II Nova
line dropped the 2-Door Sedan variant. Up front, the grille
was cleaned up a bit to look more like its Chevrolet sta-
blemates. Corvette models saw refinements in a new hood
design, new grille and new sill moldings. Also redesigned
were the instrument cluster and interior door trim.

A totally new line of 1965 Chrysler models were the
most stylish, best looking models to hit their showroom
floors since the 1957 season. Truth in advertising for a
change! The new angular styling, right in step with simi-
lar models from Ford and GM, brought Chrysler back into
the mainstream of styling and marketability. No major
changes were made to the actual model lineup, other than
the addition of a poorly timed, slow-selling, 6-window
Town Sedan in the Newport line, and the dropping of the
New Yorker Salon 4-Door Hardtop. This was the final sea-
son for the traditional 300 letter series line. The increas-

ingly popular mid-size models, such as the Pontiac GTO
and Oldsmobile 4-4-2, were taking their bite out of sales
of the larger performance models. There would be a one-
year-only model in 1970 based on a Hurst performance up-
grade, and then the 1999 return of the 300M sport sedan
line, but neither of these was in the strictly big-brute, high-
horsepower, all-out luxury tradition of the original. This
was also the last year the 413 CID V8 engine would be
available. It would be replaced by a modern 440 CID V8
for 1966.

DODGE
“Dodge comes on big for 1965.”

Nineteen sixty-five was a breakthrough year for Dodge
and all of Chrysler Corporation. After years of floundering
in the full-size market, Dodge introduced a totally new line
of full-size 121-inch wheelbase cars that finally took the di-
vision back away from the low-price field that had once
been Plymouth’s domain. This helped Dodge, because of
the mid-sixties popularity of mid-range cars such as Pon-
tiac and Oldsmobile, and also helped Plymouth by elimi-
nating some of the intra-family rivalry. At the same time,
a major restyling effort on the former full-size (now inter-
mediate) platform provided the basis for a popular new line
of Coronet models. While riding a slightly shortened 117-
inch wheelbase, the basic body structure of the 1962–1964
era was retained (very evident in the wagon models), and a
very pleasant, one-year-only look was created that set the
Mopar mid-size cars on their way to success. The new look
of both the full-size and mid-size cars was part of a styling
period characterized by very boxy dimensions, with mini-
mal character lines (at least at first), simply designed grilles,

and taillamp treatments that took on a “delta” shaped theme
(on full-sized models). As was typical of the period, GM
took the styling lead with more curvaceous lines, and Ford
was somewhere between Chrysler and GM on the “sexy”
styling scale. Powertrain choices remained similar to 1964.

As previously mentioned, a revived Coronet was the
new name for the former Dodge 330 and 440 series, and
it was marketed in the mid-size level. A new 500 was added
as a sporty top-line model, and a Convertible replaced the
440 2-Door Sedan in the Coronet 440 line. The newly de-
signed Polara moved upmarket to take the place of the prior
880 line, and expanded to include 2-door Hardtop and
Convertible models. The Custom 880 line continued as
the upper trim level Polara model. Finally, a new Monaco
2-Door Hardtop rounded out the line as a competitor to
the successful Pontiac Grand Prix. The “compact” Dart line
returned with new frontal styling and revised rear treat-
ments including oval taillamps, but no other major changes.

“The Five Different Total Performance Cars! Best Year Yet To Go Ford!”

Ford entered the 1965 model year with the most pop-
ular car in the country selling as fast as they could produce

it. The Mustang, which went on sale as a 1964∂ model on
April 17, 1964, sold over 100,000 units in its first three
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months in production and set a record of over 418,000 sold
in its first year on the market. Based on the successful Fal-
con platform, the Mustang was virtually without competi-
tion at its introduction, having only the rear-engined, 
six-cylinder Corvair from Chevrolet, and the new Valiant-
based Barracuda from Plymouth as counterparts. The Mus-
tang’s success lay in its remarkably simple, yet sporty and
elegant styling, its low base price, and the capability of the
consumer to “build” the car however he liked from the long
optional equipment list. A new body style was added at the
beginning of the model year also — the 2+2 Fastback
Coupe. This sporty looking model would turn out to be
one of the slower-selling Mustang models, but at the time,
fastback models were the “in” thing, and every new sporty
car line seemed to have a fastback or semi fastback model.
Other changes at the beginning of the model year included
a change in standard engine from the 170 CID Six to the
200 CID Six, and the 260 CID V8 was dropped as the base
V8 engine. A new GT option package included such dress-
up items as driving lights, wood-grained interior trim and
additional gauges with the 289 CID V8 engine.

There was other news from Ford for 1965, but it was
overshadowed by the Mustang success story. The biggest

news was the total redesign of the volume-leading full-size
Fords. The 1965 model year would prove very similar to the
1955 season, in that each of the three low-priced full-size
lines (Chevrolet, Ford and Plymouth) fielded all-new mod-
els. Over the next few years this led to some intense com-
petition that would benefit everyone in the form of in-
creased features and continually updated styling, at a
relatively steady price. For Ford, the 1965 Custom and
Galaxie were the best looking cars that had come out of
Dearborn yet. However, it was a case of follow the leader,
as Ford (and Plymouth) adopted the popular Pontiac
“stacked headlight” treatment. This design feature would
be used for three model years on Ford full-size cars. Other
styling traits of the new Fords included more slab-sided
styling, with chrome highlights, and more squared-off front
and rear treatments. Rooflines were also more angular, with
the continuation of the successful Fastback theme on 2-
Door Hardtops. Mid-sized Fairlane models, while still
based on the 1964 body, were restyled to mimic the new
full-size Ford. Falcon and Thunderbird received mostly
trim and detail changes to differentiate them from the pre-
vious year.

Imperial models continued this year with the success-
ful styling introduced in 1964. Despite the pleasant styling
and Lincoln-like appearance, sales could not be saved from
their continuing downward trend. Except for minor in-
creases that accompanied a styling change in 1960 and 1962,
the 1964 model year had been the only one in the last nine
years that created a significant sales increase. Unfortunately,
as in years past, timing was everything, and Cadillac this
season had introduced some of its finest looking cars. With

Cadillac already dominating the luxury market, Imperial
was not in much of a position for improvement.

As for most other manufacturers, the 1965 season was
an important one for Mercury. The full-size Mercury line
was given a major overhaul, as was every other full-size
American car line. The importance to Mercury was twofold
however. First, the Mercury was being redesigned to move
slightly upscale in its market, to compete more directly
with cars like Buick and Chrysler, rather than with Dodge
and Pontiac. This meant giving the Mercury styling that
leaned more toward the Lincoln than toward the Ford it had
copied for the past five years. As stated in the introduction
of the sales brochure for this year, “Mercury assumes a new
posture in the medium-priced field … one inspired by the
Lincoln Continental heritage for elegance, interior ap-
pointments and road-handling characteristics.” This was
the second time Mercury had taken this chance, the first
time having been the 1949 to 1956 models which were de-
signed as junior Lincolns, prior to having their own unique
styling from 1957 through 1960. It was more costly to Ford
to design totally different models for Mercury, but it was
just as costly to lose sales because of the cars’ looking like
over-chromed Fords. Secondly, the only real sales success
the Mercury line had seen since 1956 had been the Comet
line. If Mercury was to continue as a full-line division of
Ford, it had to gain sales and market share, and the way to
do that was to take the sales from the heart of GM, specifi-

cally from the Oldsmobile and Buick full-size models.
That’s where the profitable models were, and Mercury
needed them. Overall, the Mercury was a very nice if some-
what boxy design that was not as appealing as the GM cars
it sought to overtake, though it was definitely as modern
and stylish as the new Chrysler offerings. As the advertis-
ing suggested, it was very much “in the Lincoln Continen-
tal tradition.” The full-size wagon lines were technically
marketed as their own lines once again. However, since the
Commuter was based upon the Monterey and the Colony
Park upon the Montclair, they are listed with those mod-
els below.

The compact Comet line was given its second facelift
in as many years. While technically too big to be consid-
ered a compact any longer, the Comet had not officially
made that jump to the 115-inch wheelbase that tended to
define a mid-size car. This would have to wait one more
year. For most marketing types, mid-size or intermediate
tended to be defined by a wheelbase of 115 to 118 inches, a
fairly narrow definition that in time expanded to 112–118
inches. In the mean time, the new styling previewed its
new intermediate styling, with stacked headlights up front
flanking a full-width grille, and somewhat boxy and con-
servative side styling. Powertrain choices remained similar
to prior years.

OLDSMOBILE

All of General Motors’ divisions brought all-new full-
size cars to the market in 1956—the best looking big cars
on the market by far. Long, low-slung, sculpted lines with
minimal trim replaced the heavily chromed, boxy look of
1963 and 1964. The body side feature line on Oldsmobiles
ran low to the ground, making them look longer and lower
than other full-size offerings. Up front the new cars sported
a traditional full-width grille, with headlamps set at the far
ends and parking lights in the bumper. At the back end,
taillights were blended into the rear sculpting, making them
a part of the styling, rather than tacked on.

Oldsmobile took the opportunity of a new car to in-

troduce a new engine also. Manufacturers rarely introduce
a new car and a new engine in the same year, but the new
425 CID V8 was based on the proven 394 CID V8 it re-
placed. The larger displacement engine put out about 5
percent greater horsepower. New behind the engine was
GM’s new Turbo Hydra-matic transmission. Oldsmobile
had developed and first introduced Hydra-matic back in
1940, and the new Turbo was a much-improved offspring
of that popular and dependable transmission. Turbo
Hydra-matic offered smoother shifting and held up better
when mated to the newer, more powerful engines.

There were several casualties related to the restyling of
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the full-size Oldsmobiles’. The full-size wagon was gone
from the lineup this year, as the larger-than-mid-size Vista-
Cruiser had proven to be a very successful station wagon.
The next full-size Olds wagon would not appear in show-
rooms until the 1971 Custom Cruiser wagon was intro-
duced. The long-running Super 88 line was gone this year,
its place taken by a new, and soon to be very popular, Delta
88. The Delta 88 came in 2-Door Hardtop, 4-Door Sedan,
and 4-Door Hardtop varieties. The Delta name would be
used for all 88 models by 1969. In the similarly restyled
Ninety-Eight line, the 2-Door “Sport” Coupe was no

longer offered, as 4-Door luxury models would gradually
become the mainstay.

In the intermediate size F-85 line, the front and rear
styling was updated to bear a stronger family likeness to the
new 88 line. The only model line changes were the addi-
tion of a Custom trim level on the Vista-Cruiser wagon.
This year’s sales of Vista-Cruiser station wagons would
triple the 1964 sales total. It seems that Oldsmobile retained
all sales lost from dropping the full-size Jetstar 88 and Dy-
namic 88 wagons in additional Vista-Cruiser sales.

year to Get up and Go Plymouth. The Roaring ’65’s!”

Nineteen sixty-five was Plymouth’s last chance come-
back year. Following its long-time success through the mid-
fifties as a conservative, somewhat staid, low-priced make,
the flashy and stylish 1957 models had thrown caution to
the wind and put Plymouth squarely into the same class as
Ford and Chevrolet from powertrain to body styling to ac-
cessories and features. Then as if overreacting to the suc-
cess, Chrysler had its failures in the design department, fol-
lowed by a terribly timed marketing move that put Dodge
into direct competition with Plymouth and nearly killed it
off. Now with one totally new full-size line and a heavily
redesigned mid-size line of cars, Plymouth finally had the
chance to show what it had. While there would be later
years with greater sales success, none was more important
than this one to the longer-term viability of Plymouth. As
history has shown, this time it was a success, but the next
time Chrysler would not be so fortunate. The all-new full-
size Fury line finally came back to Plymouth, after a three-
year absence. The new models pulled out all the stops, suc-
cessfully mimicking the popular Pontiac vertical headlight
theme. Body sides were conservative but nicely done, with

a full-length mid-body feature line, followed by square tail-
lamps at the back end. Rooflines also were cautious, upright
affairs, with the 2-Door Hardtops gaining a nice convert-
ible profile. The Fury line was greatly expanded to cover
the lower-priced end of the market, a move that brought
back a lot of fleet business to Plymouth from Dodge and
Ford. New models were the Fury I and II Sedan and Wagon
models, with a Fury III moniker replacing the former Fury
nameplate. As a special honor, a Sport Fury Convertible was
chosen to be the Official Pace Car for the Indianapolis 500
race this year.

The mid-sized line was really the former “full-size”
Plymouth with a new facelift that followed the Fury fam-
ily lines sans the vertical headlamp treatment. New name-
plates Belvedere I, Belvedere II and Satellite replaced Savoy,
Fury and Sport Fury model for model at a cost of $50–$250
less than 1964, with similar features. The wise marketing
paid off handsomely in increased sales volume. At the com-
pact end of the line, the Valiant and accompanying Bar-
racuda were fresh off a facelift in 1964, so this season saw
few visual changes.

Nineteen sixty-five was a standout year for Pontiac.
Coming off the success of its 1964 introduction of the
GTO, and the styling success of its 1963–64 full-size cars,
everyone’s attention was on Pontiac to see what it would do
next. Even Ford, with the runaway success of its Mustang,
had bowed to the status quo and given its full-size 1965
models a new face that included the trend-setting vertical
headlamps of the 1963 Pontiac models. The new 1965 Pon-
tiac line would have a lot to live up to, but aided by the
newly designed GM A- and B-body, Pontiac turned out
some of its best looking models ever. The new GM rooflines
blended beautifully with the Pontiac “coke-bottle” design
theme which was taken to extremes this year with a sharply
creased line following the lower body contours. Of course,
vertical headlamps and the pointed nose, split grille theme
continued up front. At the back, on certain models, full-
width trim moldings concealing the taillamps completed a
very sleek package. The new styling looked best on those
models that carried only enough chrome trim to highlight

the new bodylines—generally speaking the Grand Prix and
Catalina (especially 2 + 2 models). The Bonneville, with its
wide, grooved lower rocker moldings, also looked quite
nice, as its added length accentuated the flowing lines.

Also new for the year was revised styling for the in-
termediate line. All Tempest and LeMans models were
given a facelift that brought their styling more in line with
that of the big Pontiacs. Stacked headlamps were a first for
the Tempest, and soon other mid-size cars would follow.
Sales of the GTO gained over 100% this year, as more peo-
ple discovered its highly desired power-to-cost ratio. A 2-
Door Hardtop model was added to the Tempest Custom
line, and a 4-Door Sedan was introduced in the LeMans
line, an addition which would take the LeMans into the
mainstream, and make way for the GTO as the sporty, top-
line model. The combination of styling, handling and per-
formance offered by the new Pontiacs was enough to have
Motor Trend magazine award their Car of the Year award to
the entire line.

For 1965, newly restyled Classic and Ambassador lines
were introduced. Still offering unit-body construction and
the same basic powertrains, the exterior sheetmetal was to-
tally new. There were enough visual differences that these
cars did appear to be all-new. With Detroit automobiles,
appearance will sell cars—and AMC did just that. Also
this year, a move was made to further distinguish the Clas-
sic and Ambassador lines from each other, by moving the
Ambassador up to the full-size market. This was accom-
plished by stretching the wheelbase of the new Ambassador
by 4 inches and giving it a totally unique front-end design.
The new front end featured dual stacked headlights, bow-
ing to the trend popularized by Pontiac in 1963. In succes-
sive years, the Ambassador would add many standard fea-
tures to its equipment list, until it ultimately was competing
in a market well above Ford and Chevrolet.

Following the introduction of the new Classic and
Ambassador, a sporty fastback model, the Marlin, was in-
troduced. Based on the Classic platform, the Marlin was
given a roofline similar to the 1964 Tarpoon American
based show car. Although it was bigger than the new Mus-
tang and Barracuda fastbacks, they were obviously the orig-
inally intended competitive targets. What AMC hoped to
capitalize on was the larger Marlin’s spaciousness and pos-
sible 6-passenger seating. Unfortunately, they failed to re-
alize that people buying a sporty car like the Marlin were
not concerned with roominess as much as performance.
AMC would eventually correct that problem with the 1968
Javelin, but by then it was too little, too late.

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In 1966, you could choose to drive “The Tuned Car”
(Buick), “America’s Total Performance Cars” (Ford), “Amer-
ica’s Most Distinguished Motorcars” (Lincoln), or you
could “Let Yourself Go … Plymouth.” Then again, you
might have preferred to “Move ahead with Mercury in the
Lincoln Continental tradition” or “Make your move up to
Chrysler.” However, as in many previous years, most peo-
ple would go “The Chevrolet Way.” These certainly were
not the most memorable advertising slogans ever to come
out of Detroit, but fortunately the cars were more memo-
rable.

One of the most noteworthy events of 1966 was the
passing of the Studebaker name from the automotive scene.
The Studebaker Corporation had its beginnings in South
Bend, Indiana, in 1852, as a horsedrawn vehicle producer.
It would go on to become a major player in the new auto-
motive industry after the turn of the century, but fell on
hard times in the mid–1950s and by late 1963 would see its
South Bend factory closed. Automobile production con-
tinued in Hamilton, Ontario, Canada, until the board of
directors decided to close the plant in March 1966. The
final Studebakers were distinguished from the 1965 mod-
els by their new grille with single headlights up front, and
other minor trim changes.

With Studebaker fading away, American Motors
would be the last surviving “independent” car manufac-
turer. For 1966, the Rambler American would receive the
most changes. The American had new styling with a more
“modern,” squared look, compared to previous models.
Also new were a 290 CID V8 engine and 4-speed manual
transmission. The American 330 series was dropped for
1966. The next model up the size scale was the Rambler
Classic, which featured revised grille and taillight styling.
In this model line, the Classic 660 series was dropped. In
a move intended to spur sales, the Marlin entered 1966 with
a revised grille, had its base price cut $500 (accomplished
by making some previously standard features optional for

’66), and no longer bore the Rambler name. These changes,
however, did not help, and sales fell nearly 60 percent. The
Ambassador line received only minor trim changes. Three
new models were added to the AMC lineup, all with an eye
towards the luxury/sport market. They were the Rambler
American Rogue 2-door HT, the Rambler Classic Rebel 2-
door HT, and the Ambassador DPL 2-door HT.

The General Motors passenger car divisions featured
a restyling of many models. Among the most visible mod-
els were the relatively new mid-size lineup. All featured
more rounded contours, new 4-door hardtop models in the
top-line series, and distinctive rear window treatments on
2-door models. Buick’s Skylark Gran Sport package was
upgraded to series status (formerly an option package) with
a 2-door coupe, 2-door sport coupe, and convertible mod-
els, all powered by a 325-hp, 401 CID 4-bbl. V8 engine.
The Chevrolet Chevelle 300 2-door wagon was dropped.
Oldsmobile’s F-85 series offered the first in-line 6-cylin-
der engine in an Oldsmobile since 1950. The Pontiac Tem-
pest line offered an all-new overhead cam 6-cylinder (230
CID) engine in all models except the GTO.

The popular Buick Sport Wagon and Oldsmobile
Vista-Cruiser featured styling changes along the lines of
the restyled intermediates. All of the full-size GM cars re-
ceived minor styling revisions, fresh on the heels of 1965’s
complete redesign. At Buick Motor Division, the Wildcat
Deluxe series was dropped and a convertible model was
added to the Wildcat Custom series. New at Cadillac was
the Fleetwood 60 Special Brougham model. New Cadillac
standard features included variable-ratio steering, head rests
and reclining seats. New optional features included carbon
cloth heat pads in the front seat cushions and an AM/FM
stereo system. Also at Cadillac, the Fleetwood 75 series re-
ceived a major restyle to bring it up to date with the other
Cadillac models. Full-size Chevrolets gained a new Caprice
series. Formerly offered as the Caprice Custom option
package on the Impala series, the new Caprice included a

2-door Hardtop, 4-door Hardtop, and 6- and 9-passenger
4-door wagons. Also, the traditional round Chevy taillights
were replaced by rectangular units. Changes at Oldsmobile
included the dropping of the Jetstar 88 convertible, Starfire
convertible and the Jetstar I series. The Delta 88 became a
full-fledged series this year and gained a convertible model.
At Pontiac the Catalina 2 + 2 became a separate series, and
the Star Chief was christened the Star Chief Executive and
added a 2-door HT model.

Other changes at GM abounded. The Buick Riviera
was completely restyled with sleek new looks and featured
GM’s first use of ventless side windows in a modern car.
Ventless side windows were also seen on the new Olds
Toronado. The Toronado was an all-new front-wheel drive,
personal/luxury 2-door. It was the first domestic front-
wheel drive car in 30 years, and featured a long list of stan-
dard equipment and features. The combination of new en-
gineering features and unique styling helped the Toronado
win Motor Trend magazine’s Car of the Year Award. Over
40,000 were sold in its first year. The Chevrolet Chevy II
received new, clean, smooth styling and was much more
modern in appearance than its predecessors. The Chevy
Corvair featured a revised rear grille and taillights. Last and
certainly not least, the Chevrolet Corvette sported a new
eggcrate grille replacing the previous horizontal grille, and
the side roof vents on coupe models were eliminated. Under

the hood, a new 427 CID V8 was offered in 390-hp (L39)
or 425-hp (172) versions. All 427-equipped Corvettes fea-
tured a “Power Bulge” hood.

The General’s light-duty truck lines, consisting of
Chevrolet and GMC trucks, entered 1966 with relatively
few changes. The Chevrolet El Camino, which featured
styling changes seen in the mid-size Chevelle passenger
cars, offered a Super Sport package with a 396 CID V8 en-
gine. Otherwise only trim changes were seen on Chevrolet
light-duty trucks, although the Chevy van did offer a new
“pop-up” camper option. As could be expected, the GMC
line closely resembled Chevrolet’s. GMC models included
the Handi-Van, Handi-Bus and a full-line of ∂-, ∑-, and
1-ton pickups, panel delivery and Carryall Suburban mod-
els.

Like General Motors, the Chrysler Corporation’s in-
termediate car line was completely restyled. However, in-
stead of the smooth, rounded lines of GM’s cars, the Dodge
Coronet and Plymouth Belvedere had very squared-off lines
in both the front and rear-end styling with sculpted lines
down the side. The Coronet line added Deluxe 2- and 4-
door sedans, Deluxe 4-door wagon and a 500 4-door sedan.
Both the Coronet and Belvedere lines offered a street ver-
sion of the 426 CID “Hemi” V8 with 425 horsepower.
The real excitement at Chrysler came in the form of the new
Dodge Charger. Based on the Coronet chassis, the Charger

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featured a slick-looking fastback roofline and a unique,
full-length, front-to-rear floor console. Several V8 engines
were available, from the 273 CID up to the 426 “Hemi.”
Smaller Chrysler Corporation offerings received new grilles
for 1966, but were otherwise similar to previous models.
The Valiant V200 2-door and convertible models were
dropped. Also, as of 1966, the Barracuda was marketed as
a separate series, even though it still had Valiant styling
and running gear.

The large Chrysler lines were essentially carryover
models with new grille and taillight treatments. The regu-
lar Chrysler line dropped the New Yorker Town & Coun-
try, leaving only the Newport Town & Country wagon.
The Crown Imperial limousine did not appear for 1966.
Dodge’s full-size line saw the Monaco nameplate replace the
Custom 880 series, and a new Monaco 500 badge replaced
the 1965 Monaco series. Plymouth’s Fury line offered a lux-
urious new VIP series in 2-door and 4-door hardtop mod-
els to counter the Chevrolet Caprice and Ford Galaxie 500
LTD.

The Dodge truck division of Chrysler Corporation
offered the same models it had for 1965. There was no new
styling and prices remained the same. Model offerings in-
cluded the A-100 compact pickup, van and wagon models,
and a full-line of D100, D200, D300 2-wheel-drive pick-
ups and W100, W200, and W300 4 × 4 trucks.

Not to be outdone by General Motors or Chrysler, Ford
Motor Company also fielded a newly restyled line of mid-size
cars. The Ford Fairlane was quite sporty looking and backed
up those looks with new Fairlane 500 XL and Fairlane 500
GT series, plus the first ever convertible models in the Fair-
lane 500, 500 XL, and 500 GT designations. Mercury’s
Comet line moved up-market, from compact to intermedi-
ate-sized, and shared styling features with the Fairlane. Name-
plate changes in the Comet line involved the Comet Capri
replacing the Comet 404, and a totally new Comet Cyclone
GT series available in 2-door hardtop and convertible mod-
els. A Comet Cyclone GT convertible was selected as the of-
ficial pace car for the 1966 Indianapolis 500 race.

The phenomenal success of the Ford Mustang con-
tinued for 1966 with the only changes being a new grille,
redesigned side emblems and other assorted trim changes.
Why change a good thing? An interesting variation of the
Mustang was the Shelby-Mustang GT-350 built by Carroll
Shelby. First offered in 1965, these specially modified Mus-
tangs featured a 306-horsepower, 289 CID 4-bbl. V8 en-
gine and 4-speed transmission and were offered in one body
style, a 2-door fastback. However, for 1966, there were 936
built for Hertz Rental Car Company, designated GT-350H.
Also, six convertibles were assembled for Carroll Shelby’s
friends and certain employees.

Ford’s Falcon line was completely restyled for 1966.
With the new look, the line returned to a more economy-

minded approach to driving, and as a result all 2-door
hardtop and convertible models were discontinued and the
Sprint series was dropped. Also receiving a complete restyle,
but marketed at the opposite extreme of the price scale,
was the Lincoln Continental. It maintained the traditional
Continental look, but it was 4 inches longer, and offered a
new 2-door hardtop model. Along with the new looks came
a new 340-horsepower, 462 CID V8 powerplant. Ford
Motor Company’s other luxury car offering, the Thunder-
bird, received minor styling changes giving it a new look,
with a separate grille and bumper up front and full-width
taillights at the rear. The Thunderbird was also available in
a new 2-door Hardtop town coupe.

The full-size Ford and Mercury models looked simi-
lar to their 1965 counterparts, but actually had many styling
updates. Ford offered a new Galaxie 500 7-Litre series in
2-door fastback and convertible models. They featured a
345-horsepower, 428 CID VS, automatic transmission,
bucket seats, floor shift, dual exhaust and power disc brakes.
Mercury returned the S-55 2-door hardtop and convertible
to its model lineup after a two-year absence. Finally, the
Montclair Breezeway sedan was replaced by a traditional 4-
door sedan, although a Breezeway sedan was still available
in Monterey and Park Lane trim levels.

The Ford truck division for 1966 fielded a brand new
Bronco off-road vehicle. This vehicle offered a 170 CID 6-
cylinder or 289 CID VS to power the boxy-looking, 152
inch long 4 × 4, that was available in roadster, sport util-
ity, or wagon models. The Ranchero received some styling
updates this year, in what was a transitional period for the
formerly Falcon-based pickup. For 1966, the front end
styling was similar to that of the new Falcons, but many of
its other components were shared with the Fairlane. The
Econoline series and the Falcon Club Wagon (passenger
van) returned for the new year basically unchanged. Ford
F-series pickups were also quite similar to preceding mod-
els, but did receive a new grille and trim changes.

Kaiser-Jeep Corporation offerings for 1966 included
CJ-3, CJ-5, CJ-6 (DJ- for 2WD models), FC-150 and FC-
170 (forward control), Wagoneer ( J-100), and J-series pick-
ups. A new 225 CID V6 powerplant was offered for CJ
models. Styling for all models was similar to that of previ-
ous years.

At the low end of the production scale, the Avanti II
continued with minimal changes. Although the Checker
line saw no styling changes, the Chevrolet 327 CID VS en-
gine appeared as a new option for 1966.

Nineteen sixty-six would mark the beginning of the
end for convertible production in the United States. Actu-
ally, 1965 was a peak year and numerous models were of-
fered during 1966, but they would quickly fade to a hand-
ful of choices by 1972. The chart below ranks the models
from the most popular to the rarest offered in 1966.

AMERICAN MOTORS
“Where quality is built in, not added on.”

Nineteen sixty-six was a year of little styling change
for American Motors. The only changes of note were made
to the Rambler American line, which had been totally new
in 1964. This year the front end received a more square
leading edge on the hood and fender lines and slightly less
“busy” side trim. Gone were the round headlight trim hous-
ings, replaced by a square housing. Following the success-
ful restyle in 1965 of the Rambler Classic and Ambassador
lines, there was no need to make an immediate styling
change to any of the models. Most efforts were concen-
trated on the upcoming 1967 Rebel and Ambassador mod-
els. The mid-range Classic 660 line was discontinued for
the new year. As was typical industry practice in the mid-
sixties, most models were given new grilles and or exterior
trim changes. Also, where needed interior trim would be
upgraded or revised, just enough to distinguish a new
model year. Changes to the Marlin fastback were similar to
those seen on the Classic line. One exception was the re-
moval of the name Rambler from the exterior of the Mar-
lin. Rambler suggested “economy” more than “sporty,” so

the name was dropped, much as it had been earlier from the
“luxury” Ambassador line.

Powertrains for 1966 were not greatly changed, with
one exception. The 290 CID V8 was introduced mid-year
on the compact Rambler American line. The eventual re-
placement for the 287 CID V8, was a slightly more pow-
erful, yet fuel-efficient design that would become a popu-
lar choice for many AMC buyers. The new 290 would be
available across the line for 1967.

Other changes were not so readily seen, but would in-
dicate the future for American Motors. As the reader may
have noticed, up through 1965, this line of cars was listed
under the Rambler make. A change began with the 1966
model year that would conclude with the 1970 models.
That change was the phasing out of the Rambler nameplate
and its replacement by the AMC name. Up until this time,
American Motors marketed its cars as Ramblers “by Amer-
ican Motors.” Beginning with 1966, the Ambassador and
Marlin were marketed as AMC products, available from an
“American Motors/Rambler” dealer. In 1968, the Rambler
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Rebel would become the AMC Rebel. Finally, in 1969 the
last Rambler American (which for 1969 lost its “American”

suffix) would be sold. By 1970, all products would be des-
ignated AMC products.

BUICK
“Introducing the tuned car. 1966 Buick. Wouldn’t you really rather have a Buick?”

Buick set out to make 1966 their sixth straight year of
sales increases. By the end of the season they had suc-
ceeded — It was close, but with the help of the newly
restyled Special/Skylark and Riviera models the goal was
met. The mid-size line took its turn at being re-created
this season. Based upon the same basic underpinnings as in
1964 and 1965, the Special and Skylark models wore com-
pletely different outer skins. Interiors were also totally re-
vamped. Power continued to come from the same engine
sources, with two exceptions. A new 340 CID V8 was
added to the line as a high-end powerhouse. Also a version
of the 401 CID V8 used in full-size Buicks was issued for
the mid-size line, but here it was measured as a 400 CID
V8. This 325-horsepower pavement-eater was used in the
high-performance, luxury hot rod known as the Gran Sport
(GS). The GS was a more luxurious alternative to cars such
as the GTO that tended to be strictly get-up-and-go cars,
and came in a full range of 2-Door models. Styling for the
entire mid-size line continued to closely follow that of the
big Buick, including the famed venti-ports. A 2-Door
Coupe and 2-Door Hardtop were added to the mid-range

Special Deluxe line, and the Skylark 4-Door Sedan was re-
placed by a new 4-Door Hardtop body style.

The totally restyled Riviera shared some components
with its new sister, the Oldsmobile Toronado. Granted,
there was little to be shared as the Toronado utilized a front-
wheel-drive configuration and the Riviera was rear-wheel-
drive. Body styling also differed greatly between the two,
but some structural components were shared. Styling on the
new Riviera was bulkier than the first generation car, but
still carried a sporty theme, with fully-rounded wheel open-
ings and enclosed headlamps mounted behind the hori-
zontal bar grille. Rear styling featured full-width taillamps
and interior ventilation exiting below the rear window.

Full-size Buick Electra, Wildcat and LeSabre models
continued into the new year with few changes. New grilles
and revised trim were the bulk of the changes seen. The 300
CID V8 engine used in the LeSabre was replaced by the
new 340 CID V8. The only model change was the drop-
ping of the base Wildcat trim level and the renaming of the
Wildcat Deluxe as Wildcat.

After a highly successful 1965 season, there were few
changes to the Cadillac line for 1966 except for the Fleet-
wood 75 line, which received a styling facelift to bring it
up to date with the rest of the Cadillac line in terms of style
and engineering. Up through 1965, this line consisting of
the 9-passenger Sedan and Limousine was still based on
the 1959 Cadillac platform, with slightly newer body styling
(i.e., 1963-64 vintage). This also meant that the prestige
line did not have the newly redesigned Turbo Hydra-matic
transmission until this year, nor the Automatic Level Con-
trol system. All of this modernization meant an increase of
over 60 percent in sales.

Cadillac Motor Division as a whole had an excellent
sales year; in fact it managed to finish with its best year ever
for 1966. Sales were just shy of the magical 200,000 unit
mark. Minor styling revisions were made to the rest of the
line, but most of the other changes for the new year were
technical in nature. Variable-ratio power steering was in-
troduced, as was a front seat heating system. Also new were
reclining front seat backs, head rests and an AM/FM Stereo
system.

CHEVROLET
“The Chevrolet way—1966.”

“Chevrolet USA-1” did not hold true this year. The
top manufacturer in the country took a beating from sev-
eral sides this season, and in the end, Ford with its suc-
cessful Mustang and newly redesigned full-size and Fairlane
lines ended up winning the sales race. For Chevy, the
biggest hurt was not having direct competition for the Mus-
tang.

Chevrolet marketers had what they thought could be
competition, if only temporarily, in the Corvair, but it took
a direct hit from outside sources that would destroy its
value in the marketplace. Realistically, a rear-engined econ-
omy car could not compete with the Mustang in most are-
nas. Chevrolet’s only front-engine, rear-wheel drive offer-
ing that could come close to the Mustang was the Chevy II
with a V8 engine, but in reality, it was not a sporty car and
wound up being the traditional Falcon competitor. The
second factor in the loss of Corvair sales was the recently
published book Unsafe at Any Speed by attorney Ralph
Nader. This book was highly critical of the safety record of
the auto industry, and in particular the Corvair, mainly
due to some handling characteristics of early models. As
with the modern day SUV roll-over problems, a lot of the
blame can be shared by consumers driving their vehicles as
they would a normal large, front-engine, rear-wheel-drive
car. Consideration must be given to the differing handling
characteristics of a rear-engined vehicle, or in the modern
case, a high-center-of-gravity, off-road vehicle. Obviously,
the manufacturer has a responsibility to make the cars safe,
and GM did correct the problems, albeit a little too late in
some respects. The major result of all of this attention was
that Congress passed a bill in 1966 requiring more stringent
auto safety standards beginning with the 1968 model year.
By the time the 1966 model year was completed, the dam-
age was done and Corvair sales dropped over 50 percent.

There would be no recovery, and the car would be quietly
discontinued in 1969. As a side note, the Corvair 95 Green-
brier van was discontinued, as it had been replaced by a
modern, front-engine Chevy Van.

On the brighter side, the popular mid-size Chevelle
line received a totally new exterior and redesigned interior
for 1966. Body lines were a little more curvaceous than pre-
vious models, and used the tunneled rear window design
on 2-Door models that was shared with other GM inter-
mediates. The front styling was highlighted by a full-width
grille that swept back at the outer edges, giving a look of
motion while standing still. Lack of side trim gave a clean,
modern look. Model changes were limited to the dropping
of the 2-Door Wagon, and the addition of a 4-Door Hard-
top Sports Sedan in the Malibu line. Also receiving a major
restyle was the Chevy II line. Like the Chevelle, the pop-
ular compact car was still based upon the same chassis com-
ponents as in prior years, but the outer skin and interior
styling were all-new. There were no model changes made
to the Chevy II line. Under the hoods, both lines contin-
ued the same offerings as in previous years, but added new
powerhouses to the top end of the line. The Chevy II added
a 350-horsepower version of the famous 327 CID V8 en-
gine. The Chevelle added a 396 CID V8 engine in several
power choices to the Super Sport model line. This SS 396
model would put Chevy on the map in the muscle car wars.

Chevrolet’s remaining two model lines, Corvette and
full-size; each added a new engine to their powertrain line-
ups also. It was the 427 CID V8 engine option. Replacing
the 409 CID V8 of song and racing legend, the new 427
CID V8 was built to blow the doors off anything on the
road. It was quite capable of doing so, especially in the
Corvette. Corvettes equipped with this engine had a new
“power bulge” hood. Other Corvette changes for the season
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included revised fender louvers and interior trim. Full-size
models received new front and rear styling treatments. A
new top-of-the-line Caprice model was added to the line
this year. Introduced in 1965 as a mid-year luxury option

for the Impala 4-Door Hardtop, the Caprice proved to be
popular and a worthy competitor for the new Ford Galaxie
500 LTD and Plymouth VIP.

The very successful Chryslers that had been totally
restyled for 1965 were left little changed for the new year.
New grilles were designed that seemed more streamlined
and fit the overall appearance of the big Chryslers better
than the first round. Detail changes were made such as dis-
continuing the glass covers on the 300 and New Yorker
headlamps, and the clear outer taillamp lenses of the New
Yorker were changed to a red lens. The 300 letter series was
no longer offered, but the regular 300 line was available
with every accessory anyway, so a buyer could still build a
letter-series look-alike. Chrysler repositioned the Town &
Country wagon so that it was now offered only in the New-
port trim level. This move had little effect on sales, as there
had traditionally been little to distinguish the New Yorker
and Newport trim levels on the wagons, other than their
interior appointments. In fact, gradually rising sales of this
popular body style in the mid-to-luxury price category

would facilitate the Town & Country becoming its own
separate entity in the model line by 1969. The slow-selling
New Yorker 6-window Town Sedan was dropped at the
end of the model year.

More important than the styling changes this season
was the introduction of the 440 CID V8 engine to the
Chrysler line. This 4.326 bore × 3.75 stroke engine, with
10.1:1 compression ratio, put out 350 horsepower at 4400
rpm, with a 4-barrel carburetor. The powerful engine was
by no means economical, but given its output potential, it
was more economical than its many competitors. In fact,
this engine would power many big Chryslers right up
through their demise in 1978—not so much because of its
power (by 1975 it was only rated at 215 net hp), but the
adaptability of the engine to the necessary emission and
fuel economy standards made it a prudent choice for meet-
ing the objectives of the government programs.

DODGE
“Join the Dodge rebellion!”

What a difference a few years make! After all the suc-
cesses of the mid-fifties, then the failures of early sixties,
Dodge was once again on a roll. Sales were down slightly
this year, but styling and power choices were at the fore-
front of the automotive industry. At the top of the list were
the all-new intermediate or mid-size models. They had al-
ready earned their respect in the power department through
numerous racing wins around the country as the Dodge
330/440 line, and generally equipped with a 413 or 426
CID V8 engine. These cars were at the center of the mus-
cle car revolution. Now it was time to wrap that muscle in
some style. Derived from the “full-size” 1962–1964 Ply-
mouth/Dodge platform and 1965 “mid-size” platform,
these new cars were stylish, angular cars, with then popu-
lar Coke-bottle side styling treatments. The front end con-
sisted of fairly basic split grille designs mounted flush with
the front fenders and hood edges. By far the most talked
about of the new cars was the fastback Charger, which was
based on a Coronet Hardtop chassis. This new body style
was just becoming popular, having previously been seen
on the Plymouth Barracuda, AMC Rambler Marlin and

the relatively new Ford Mustang. The Charger was the
largest adaptation of the design yet, and it looked wonder-
ful. The lines flowed cleanly from front to back, and de-
spite the size of the car, it did not come off awkward look-
ing, as some larger fastbacks did. The interior was a special
sight also, featuring 4-place bucket seating with a full-
length console. Trim inside and out was unique to the
Charger, belying its meager Coronet basis. Powertrains ran
the gamut from a standard 318 CID V8, all the way to the
mighty new 440 CID V8 engine.

As for the other Dodge lines, the Dart was given re-
vised styling for a final season, before being updated as an
even larger “compact” model for 1967. A mid-year, high-
performance version of the popular 273 CID V8 engine
was introduced, giving the Dart a needed jolt under the
hood. At the opposite end of the line, the full-size Dodge
models shuffled nameplates to take advantage of the pop-
ularity of the new Monaco nameplate. The Monaco name
replaced the Custom 880, and a new Monaco 500 replaced
the former Monaco model. A Polara 318 model was once
again offered, although basically intended for fleet purchase.

“Take a second look at the ’66’s from Ford.”

This year Ford updated its smaller series of cars and
managed to seize the top spot on the sales charts. The Fal-
con and Fairlane, which shared some components under the
skin this year, were both totally redesigned. The compact
Falcon took on more of an economy role this year, and in
the process lost its Convertible and 2-Door Hardtop mod-
els. The Futura remained as the top line option, with a 2-
Door Sports Coupe (Sedan) left as the remaining sporty
link to the past. The new Falcons offered a choice of two
6-cylinder engines and one 289 CID V8 powerplant. Out-
side, the new Falcons adopted the more angular lines of
other Ford products, featuring single headlamps in a full-
width grille up front, and square taillamps at the rear. In
what could be interpreted as a cost saving move, Fairlane
and Falcon wagons shared the same body components from
the cowl back, and were based on the same chassis platform.
Sheetmetal would distinguish the two cars, and in partic-
ular the front clip which was shared with their regular car
line namesakes. This new sharing of platforms also explains
why the Ranchero pickup of this year is based on a Falcon,
yet the 1967 model is based on the Fairlane. It is essentially
because of the same type of platform component sharing
that made this possible.

Fairlane models for this year took on the styling char-
acteristics of the popular 1965 Ford full-size line. Up front
was a vertical dual headlamp style, with full-width, hori-
zontal grille in between. Body side lines took on a slight
Coke-bottle effect, flaring out just ahead of the rear wheels.
Out back were the now typical, for Ford, square taillamps.
New Fairlane models included a Fairlane 500 XL and GT

line. The GT line was powered exclusively by the mighty
390 CID V8 engine, producing 335 horsepower in stock
form. When equipped with Cruise-O-Matic automatic
transmission, the cars became known as the GT-A. Also
new for the Fairlane this year was a 2-Door Convertible
available in Fairlane 500, 500 XL or 500 XL GT trim.
Changes to other lines were minimal for 1966. The new
Mustang continued to sell as fast as it could be produced,
so it underwent no major changes. The full-size Fords,
which were restyled in 1965, received a makeover of the
front and rear ends that clearly distinguished them from
their predecessors. The Galaxie 500 XL 7-Litre was a new
high-performance offering destined to compete more with
Ford’s own Thunderbird than other manufacturers’ high-
performance models, such as the Chevrolet Impala Super
Sport, which leaned more towards power than luxury. Pow-
ered by a 428 CID V8 with Cruise-O-Matic automatic
transmission, the 7-Litre was a short-lived attempt at a
powerful yet luxurious “gentleman’s Car.” Probable com-
petition would include the Pontiac Grand Prix, Buick Riv-
iera, Chrysler 300 and Dodge Monaco. Overall, the 7-litre
was a very nice package, with plenty of power, exceptional
ride quality, good looks, and a healthy appetite for petrol.
Finally, the Thunderbird models received a new frontal de-
sign that separated the bumper and grille, yet looked sim-
ilar to previous years. At the rear, a full-width taillamp as-
sembly gave the 1966 models a unique look. A new Town
Hardtop style was introduced for 1966, which featured the
Landau roofline, minus the Landau bars and some other
trim pieces.

Most important on the minds of Lincoln buyers this
season was the large price cut that Ford made in the Lin-
coln line. After many years of average prices hovering near

The “compact” Mercury Comet officially made the
jump to the mid-size category this year. After six years as
a rather large compact model, based upon the Falcon, the
Comet now shared its body and chassis components with
the redesigned Ford Fairlane. All models sported stacked
headlamps up front, with simple side styling and sweeping
fastback rooflines on 2-Door Hardtops. Interiors were
much more luxurious than in previous years, and offered
many new luxury appointments as optional equipment. As
with the Fairlane line, several new models were added, in-
cluding the mid-line Capri (replacement for the 404), and
sporty Cyclone GT and GTA. Cyclone GT and GTA mod-
els came with a standard 390 CID V8 engine, and the GTA

featured and automatic transmission as standard equip-
ment. A Cyclone GT Convertible was chosen as the Offi-
cial Pace Car of the 1966 Indianapolis 500 race.

Full-size Mercury models wore new grilles and revised
rear end styling, as well as revised interior treatments. The
sporty S-55 line made a two-year return to the lineup, re-
placing the 1965 Park Lane Sports Package option. A new
feature on all full-size and Comet station wagons, as well
as Ford wagons, was the Dual-Action tailgate. This new
tailgate opened as a conventional door or dropped down for
loading long loads. This tailgate design would soon be
adopted by all manufacturers, as the station wagon gained
in popularity.

Oldsmobile created the news of the year with the first
front-wheel-drive car of the modern automotive era. The
Toronado was a full-size luxury/sport car with a look un-
like anything else on the road. A very large 2-Door Hard-
top model, the Toronado was distinguished by large,
rounded wheel cut-outs, a sloping fastback roofline, a full-
width grille and hidden headlights mounted between the
grille and hood line. By no means a sports car, the Toron-
ado was meant to have the appearance of one, and had an
engine that unleashed plenty of horsepower. The 425 CID
Oldsmobile engine put out 385 horsepower in the Toron-
ado. Space under the hood was not an issue, so the engine
was mounted longitudinally, as opposed to a cross-mounted

engine as ordinarily used in more modern front-wheel-drive
cars. The technology used in the Toronado, along with its
ride and handling achievements, garnered the Toronado
the 1966 Motor Trend magazine Car of the Year award.

The mid-size F-85 and Cutlass models received a
major restyling this year. While still following a contem-
porary Olds look, the rooflines were sporty, with “tun-
neled” rear windows on 2-Door models. A new 4-Door
Hardtop model joined the newly created Cutlass Supreme
line, as well as the F-85 Deluxe. A new engine was offered
for the mid-size Cutlass line, a 400 CID V8 available in
Cutlass 2-Doors or any 4-4-2 equipped model. This new
engine offered horsepower comparable to the larger dis-
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placement engines, but in a smaller, lighter package. Also
new for ’66 was an F-85 Deluxe 2-Door Hardtop, and a
Cutlass 4-Door Sedan. The full-size Oldsmobile models
received new grilles and trim. Also, model lines were shuf-
fled around to accommodate the new Toronado. The Jet-

star 88 lost its Convertible model, and the Jetstar I was dis-
continued. The Delta 88 became a full-fledged model line
and added a Convertible, while the Starfire was pared down
to a single 2-Door Hardtop model. The Ninety-Eight line
made no model changes.

PLYMOUTH
“There are five ways to Let yourself go … Plymouth in ’66.”

Confidence had finally taken hold at Plymouth, and
with the introduction of an all-new line of intermediate
Belvedere and Satellite models, it seemed they could do no
wrong. The new Belvedere line was very angular, but up-
dated the Plymouth look created in 1965 quite nicely. The
front end featured single headlamps, with parking lamps set
a few inches inside the lights, all within a simple horizon-
tal bar grille. Body sides generally looked to be slab sided,
but actually had two body length feature lines, between

which was a gently arched body panel. Front wheel open-
ings were full-cut arches, while the rear wheel openings
were low cut. These were some of the most attractive cars
from Plymouth yet. The model line was left untouched this
year.

Full-size Plymouth Fury models were facelifted lightly
this season, now wearing a split-style grille. Other features
were given cosmetic updates. There was an important ad-
dition to the line though. A new top-of-the line Fury, called
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simply VIP, was introduced. As noted elsewhere in this
book, marketing maneuvers such as this would become a
major reason for the demise of Plymouth and Oldsmobile.
During 1965 Chevrolet had introduced the luxury-level
Caprice option for its Impala line, which then became a
regular model for 1966. Similarly, Ford had introduced the
LTD to top off its Galaxie line, so Plymouth had to keep
up, and thus the VIP was born. To briefly recap, these cars
were seen as image builders, to promote the luxury offered
in the lower-priced lines. It was only a matter of time be-
fore every luxury found on a Cadillac was available on
Chevrolet (or Imperial and Plymouth). Thus, the lines be-
came blurred between what was a luxury car and what was

an entry-level car, and sales suffered because of the inter-
corporate rivalries. Not only did an Imperial have to com-
pete with Lincoln and Cadillac, but it had always had
upper-level Buick, Oldsmobile, Mercury and Chrysler
models to compete with, and now Ford, Chevrolet and Ply-
mouth as well. Needless to say, eventually things had to
change.

The Valiant and Barracuda lines also underwent minor
facelifts for 1966. They too were given a split grille up front
with parking lamps moving from the grille to the bumper.
The slow-selling Valiant 200 2-Door Sedan and Convert-
ible models were dropped this season.

Completely restyled intermediate models and an all-
new 6-cylinder engine topped the news from Pontiac for
1966. An exotic (for the times) new Overhead Cam 6-cylin-
der engine was implemented as the base powertrain in the
Tempest and LeMans lines. This type of engine, normally
found in for more exotic European models, had not been
offered in a modern American car until now. The overhead
cam design offered more horsepower from a smaller dis-
placement engine. In fact, the power was equal to many
smaller V8 engines, but it was more economical to oper-
ate. This engine also offered a 4-barrel, high-output vari-
ant that would be quite popular with budget-minded per-
formance types. Elsewhere while still using many of the
1964–65 years parts underneath, the new Tempest, LeMans
and GTO models now had styling that more closely re-
sembled their big brothers. Body sides were smoothed and
rounded, and the style-setting vertical headlamps were set
into fenders that were now straight up and down at the
leading edge, instead of canted forward. This year also
marked a significant landmark in the GTO history. For
1966, the GTO became its own model, no longer just an
option package. The line consisted of the 2-Door Sport
Coupe, 2-Door Hardtop and a 2-Door Convertible. The
new marketing ploy worked, and sales of the GTO in-
creased about 30 percent over the previous year. Unfortu-

nately, this would be the best year the GTO would see for
sales. In the other intermediate lines, a new 4-Door Hard-
top model was added for the Tempest Custom and LeMans
lines. In the LeMans line the Hardtop had replaced the 4-
Door Sedan model.

In the full-size lines, styling changes included revised
front ends and taillamp styling. Also the 2 + 2 was mar-
keted as a separate model, but only for this year. The only
other significant model change was made to the newly
named Star Chief Executive line. In an attempt to revive
sales in this mid-range model line, a 2-Door Hardtop was
brought back, and the Executive name was added. This
was done as a cross-over measure to give some continuity
to the line, but it would be simply the Executive by 1967.
The Star Chief name had run its course and was the final
link remaining in the Pontiac line to its pre–1957 days of
Silver Streaks and chrome “star” body decorations. This
was also the final year of production for the famous 389
CID V8. Putting this engine into the intermediate size plat-
form and creating the GTO had set into motion the whole
muscle car movement, and it would be a sad passing for
many Pontiac enthusiasts. However, in its place was a sim-
ilar engine with slightly more cubic inches, the new 400
CID V8, and it would prove to be just as legendary in the
years to come.

The model line was pared down again
this season, with only five models left. The Daytona Wag-
onaire was the casualty this season. The front end received
a facelift featuring single headlamps and a four port grille
opening that looked very modern compared to the rest of
the car. Rear styling continued as in prior years with few
alterations. A new engine option was added with the 230
CID 6-cylinder Chevrolet powerplant available for all mod-
els. It was a sad ending for what had been a very success-

ful motor car company. While the company’s automotive
business would disappear, the Studebaker name would con-
tinue in other ventures. The legacy would also continue in
the Avanti. Already returned to production since the 1965
model year by enterprising Studebaker dealers, it would
continue into the 1990s through various styling alterations
and under several different owners. For the 2001 model
year, the name returned but with nothing in common with
the original car except its name. The 2001 Avanti was based
upon a Pontiac Firebird with styling reminiscent of the
original Raymond Loewy design.

Nineteen sixty-seven would bring a second wave of
“pony cars” (most notably Camaro and Firebird) to com-
pete with the highly successful Ford Mustang. There would
also be major styling changes to most standard-size (or full-
size) automobiles and completely new Ford and Chevrolet
truck offerings. Meanwhile, Chrysler introduced new com-
pact car lines, and Mercury also had a new pony car com-
petitor ready for market.

At American Motors there were some new faces, a new
name, and a familiar old friend. The latter was the Ram-
bler American, which continued basically unchanged. The
former 440 convertible moved upmarket into the Rogue se-
ries, but with this move sales slipped further to 921, and 
this would prove to be the last year for an American con-
vertible. The Rambler Classic was gone, its place taken by
the all-new Rebel. Some of the basic design features of 
this car would be used through 1978 under various name-
plates. The new Rebel was available in 550, 770 and SST
models. The top of the line SST was offered in 2-Door
Hardtop and Convertible models, while the 550 and 770
lines offered the traditional assortment of Hardtops, Sedans
and Wagons. AMC introduced three limited-production
station wagons in February 1967: the Briarcliff (400 sold in
the eastern U.S.), the Mariner (600 sold in coastal areas),
and the Westerner (500 sold in the midwest). Powering the
mid-size Rebel was a standard 145-horsepower, 232 CID
6-cylinder. Available powerplants included a 155-hp, 232
CID 6-cylinder, a 200-hp or a 225-hp, 290 CID V8, or
the newly available 343 CID V8 in 235-hp and 280-hp
versions.

The sporty, fastback Marlin was now riding on a
longer wheelbase, thanks to a move up to the Ambassador
chassis. The Marlin shared the new styling of the Ambas-
sador’s front end, which included stacked headlamps, as
well as offering interior appointments that were similar to
those found in the Ambassador. New powertrain offerings
included the 290 CID V8 and the 343 CID V8. Unfortu-

nately, this would be the last year for the Marlin. A full-
size Marlin seemed to be a move in the wrong direction for
AMC, as the sales of standard-sized cars this year would
drop below 50 percent of the total automotive market for
the first time ever. The Ambassador, however, sold quite
well, thanks in part to its all-new styling. Much of its basic
design and mechanical componentry was shared with the
mid-size Rebel, although the Ambassador (along with the
Marlin) was 4 inches longer at the front and was therefore
marketed as a full-size car to compete with the Impala,
Galaxie and Fury. The only change to the Ambassador
model lineup was the convertible moving from the 990 line
to the DPL line. The Ambassador offered the same new en-
gine options as the Marlin.

“When better automobiles are built, Buick will build
them,” claimed a famous slogan of the 64-year-old com-
pany, and this year would be no exception. There were
completely restyled full-size Buicks and detail changes for
the Riviera and Special/Skylark series. The 1967 Riviera
was carried over essentially unchanged from its 1966 coun-
terpart except for new grille and taillight styling. The Spe-
cial and Skylark lines also sported new grilles as well as
other minor trim changes. The Special Convertible and the
Special Deluxe 2-Door Coupe were dropped from the
lineup, and a Skylark 4-Door Sedan was added to it. The
Gran Sport series was expanded this year offering a GS 340
2-Door Hardtop (basically a Skylark HT with a standard
340 CID V8 and GS trim), and the GS 400 in 2-Door
Hardtop, 2-Door Coupe, and Convertible models (offer-
ing a standard 400 CID V8). This would be the last year
for Buick’s 225 CID V6 offered in many Special and Sky-
lark models. The Sport Wagon featured the same styling
changes as the Special/Skylark line, and its name was now
spelled as one word, formerly being the Sport Wagon.
Buick’s full-size LeSabre, Wildcat and Electra 225 models
were completely restyled and sported a full-length body-
side line reminiscent of the sweep spear seen on earlier
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Buicks. Model offerings and powertrain options remained
the same as in 1966.

Still the “Standard of the World,” Cadillac unveiled its
new Eldorado, as well as new styling for all other models.
The new, front-wheel drive Eldorado 2-Door Hardtop
shared only its nameplate with any previous Cadillac. This
new luxury coupe, based on the Oldsmobile Toronado plat-
form, featured ventless front side windows, concealed head-
lamps, variable ratio power steering, automatic level con-
trol, and a front disc brake option. The styling was very
crisp and angular, and devoid of chrome. Power was pro-
vided by Cadillac’s 429 CID V8, common to all Cadillac
models. These other models—Calais, de Ville, Fleetwood
Sixty-Special and Fleetwood 75—offered all-new styling
with forward-thrusting fenders, and side lines that accen-
tuated the length of the car. More formal roof lines added
that extra touch of luxury that was expected by Cadillac
customers.

Chevrolet for 1967 was telling customers that they
could “Get that sure feeling from a Chevrolet.” And what
better way to get that feeling than in the all-new Camaro,
Chevrolet’s “pony car,” designed to compete effectively with
the Ford Mustang. The sharply styled Camaro, available in
2-Door Coupe or Convertible form, offered numerous trim
and drivetrain options to allow the customer to tailor the
car to his taste. The base engine offering was a 230 CID,

140-hp 6-cylinder and the base V8 was the 327 CID de-
veloping 210 hp. Both powerplants were teamed with a 3-
speed manual transmission. Other engines offered included
a 250 CID 6-cylinder and various V8’s displacing 327 CID
(275 hp), 350 CID (295 hp), and 396 CID (in 325- or
375-hp variations). Gearboxes available included a heavy-
duty 3-speed manual transmission (for 350 V8 and 396 V8
only), a 4-speed manual, Powerglide automatic (with the
230, 250, 327 or 350), and GM’s Turbo-Hydramatic (of-
fered only with the 325-hp, 396 CID V8). The exterior di-
mensions of the Camaro nearly matched those of the Mus-
tang with a wheelbase of 108.1 inches (the Mustang’s was
108.0) and an overall length of 184.6 inches (Mustang:
183.6). Trim packages included the Z22 Rally Sport Pack-
age, featuring a special grille with concealed headlamps,
bright trim moldings, wide lower body moldings, and var-
ious RS emblems. The L48 SS350 Package, available in
conjunction with the Z22 package, included a special hood,
front hood stripes and “SS” emblems. The Z28 Package,
ordered on 602 coupes, included a 290-hp, 302 CID V8
engine, 4-speed manual transmission, and front disc brakes,
as well as other performance oriented features. One final
choice was a Pace Car replica package, as the Camaro was
chosen to be the official pace car for the 1967 Indianapolis
500 race; approximately 100 replica cars were sold.

Chevrolet’s Chevy II and Corvair lines continued rel-

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atively unchanged. One noteworthy model missing, how-
ever, was the Corvair Corsa, which presumably was gone
to make way for the more conventional new Camaro as the
bargain-priced sports car. The mid-size Chevelle lineup
featured revised frontal styling and one new model, a Con-
cours Estate Wagon that sported wood-grain exterior trim
and a black-accented grille. Full-size Chevys were com-
pletely restyled, with a continuation of the fastback styling
theme found on 2-Door Hardtop models. The new look
was not quite as sharp as the ’65–’66 models, but was for
the most part still a good-looking car, leaning more and
more toward a luxury look to capitalize on the popularity
of the Impala and Caprice lines. Model offerings contin-
ued as in 1966. The new standard engine was a 250 CID
6-cylinder. Finally, the 1967 Corvette was the last of the
first generation Sting Rays and was identifiable by five func-
tional louvers on each front fender. Most other features
continued as in previous years.

Hoping to continue a strong sales rebound, Chrysler
wanted their customers to “Take Charge … Move Up to
Chrysler.” Unfortunately, not as many people would, as
sales slipped slightly. All 1967 Chryslers received a restyling,
with new front and rear treatments as well as new rooflines.
The six-window sedan was gone from the model lineup, but
all other models continued. A new Newport Custom line
was introduced in 2 and 4-Door Hardtop models, plus a
4-Door Sedan, all with trim slightly upgraded from the
base Newport. This new model sold quite well in its first
year, albeit mostly at the expense of the 300 series which
was pushed upmarket in trim level and price.

“The Dodge Rebellion Wants You” to know that for
1967 it was offering newly styled Dart, Polara and Monaco
lines, as well as revised Coronet and Charger models. The
“compact” Dart was completely redesigned and restyled,
looking much larger than previous years though it was ac-
tually ∂ inch shorter than the 1966. These cars were quite
nice looking and would continue through 1976 with rela-
tively few changes. With the restyle the station wagon mod-
els were gone from the lineup. The lone remaining con-
vertible model was offered in the GT series. A restyling in
the Polara and Monaco lines gave these cars a longer, lower
appearance. The Polara was joined by a sub-series Polara
500, consisting of 2-Door Hardtop and Convertible mod-
els. The mid-size Coronet entered the new model year with
new grilles and revised rear-end treatments. The base Coro-

net series was gone, but a high-performance Coronet R/T,
available in 2-Door Hardtop and Convertible body styles,
joined the lineup. The R/T featured the 440 CID, 375-hp,
4-bbl. Magnum V8 engine, Torqueflite automatic trans-
mission, dual exhaust, red-line tires and a special hood with
intake scoops. The 361 CID V8 engine was not offered this
year for Coronet models; nor was it available in the sporty
Charger models. The Charger line received only minor trim
changes for 1967.

“You’re ahead in a Ford” was a slogan that was quite
appropriate this year. Not only did Ford offer newly styled
full-size models, but also a Thunderbird with four doors
and loads of luxury-car features, plus mildly restyled Mus-
tangs that were sportier than ever. The 1967 edition of the
successful Mustang featured more pronounced side-scoop
styling and revised grille and taillight designs, while still
maintaining the original car’s look. The 2 + 2 Fastback
looked particularly nice with the new styling cues, and as
a result, sales of this model increased, while sales of the
Hardtop and Convertible declined. To make these cars
more powerful, a 320-hp, 390 CID V8 engine was offered
as optional equipment.

Checker made no changes to its Marathon line of
sturdy sedan and wagon models. They still carried a 230
CID 6-cylinder as standard or an optional 283 CID V8 en-
gine from Chevrolet. The Avanti II also continued with
relatively few changes. Light-duty truck lines from General
Motors and Ford were all-new for 1967. Ford offered a
modern, angular styling, while GM went for a slightly more
rounded look to its new Chevy and GMC trucks. Both
were pleasing to look at, rode better than their predeces-
sors, and offered more luxury type “car” accessories than
ever before. Ford’s Ranchero made a move to the mid-size
Fairlane styling this season. It was an easy move to make as
the Ranchero was based on station wagon components, and
the wagons were shared between the Falcon and Fairlane
lines. Chevrolet’s Chevelle-based El Camino received up-
dates similar to those on the Chevelle line. Dodge, Inter-
national and Jeep made minor changes to their truck lines.
One other new truck model came from Jeep. This was the
modern Jeepster. Riding on a 101-inch wheelbase and pow-
ered by a 4-cylinder engine, the Jeepster Convertible and
two Commando models were formidable competition for
Ford’s popular Bronco introduced in 1966.

“Quality built in—so the value stays in.”

For 1967, American Motors offered up all-new ver-
sions of its popular family cars, the Ambassador and newly
named Rebel, as well as an entirely new line of V8 power-
plants. The Rambler Rebel nameplate replaced the Ram-
bler Classic line. The Rebel had been the top model in that
line. These cars received a longer wheelbase for better ride,
more angular sheetmetal, and racier-looking rooflines re-
placing the previous, boxy-looking greenhouses. Oddly,
considering the declining sales of convertibles, a convert-
ible version of the Rebel was designed, but built for only
two years. Since the new Rebel shared major body struc-
ture with the Ambassador, there was also an Ambassador
DPL convertible, but only for the 1967 model year. In the
two-year, 1967-68 period, only 4,144 convertibles were
built in both series. In another rather odd move, the Mar-
lin fastback, entering what proved its last year, was moved
from the mid-size line to the full-size Ambassador body. It
was a rather easy move to make, since the Rebel and Am-
bassador shared major body components, but it was a puz-
zling marketing shift. Finally, two more unique models, the
Rebel 550 2-Door Sports Sedan and Ambassador 880 2-

Door Sports Sedan, were offered only for the 1967 model
year. It seems that a lot of expense was made for models
with relatively little payback.

Newly designed “Typhoon” V8 engines were intro-
duced for 1967. These overhead valve V8 engines were de-
pendable and economical, and were among the most mod-
ern designs on the market. The 290 CID V8 offered a
horsepower range of 200 to 225, and the 343 CID V8 cre-
ated 235 to 280 horsepower. These new engines could be
mated to a full range of transmissions including 3- and 4-
speed manuals, overdrive, Flash-O-Matic and Shift-Com-
mand automatics.

The Rambler American returned with minimal
changes. The sporty convertible model was moved from
the mid-range 440 to the Rogue line. Sales for the com-
pact American were down drastically this year, partially due
to the sales effects from the popular pony cars and inter-
mediates, and partly from the popularity of the totally re-
designed compact Mopar twins, the Dodge Dart and Ply-
mouth Valiant.

Buick full-size models for 1967 were totally restyled,
while the mid-size Special and Skylark and luxury Riviera
models featured minor styling alterations. The full-size
LeSabre, Wildcat and Electra were given a facelift that fea-
tured a new divided grille styling up front, more angular
body panels, and full-width taillamp styling at the rear.
Rooflines were similar to the 1965 and 1966 models. A new
430 CID V8 engine replaced the old reliable 425 CID
“Nailhead” V8 that was descended from the original 1953
Buick V8. The 430 CID V8 was an all-new modern V8 de-
sign that put out 360 horses in its original form. Interiors
received upgrades to materials and styling as well as a more
luxurious appearance. No model changes were made to any
of the full-size lines, including the Riviera which received
a new grille and trim updates.

The mid-size Special models wore a new grille simi-
lar to the Wildcat’s. The SportWagon (now one word) wore
a grille similar to Skylark models, but still shared its over-
all body design with the Oldsmobile Vista-Cruiser, and in-
terior trim with the Skylark models. Numerous model
changes included dropping the Special 2-Door Convertible,
Special Deluxe 2-Door Coupe, and the base SportWagon
trim level. A Skylark 4-Door Sedan and a Skylark Grand
Sport 340 2-Door Hardtop joined the lineup. The 1966
Grand Sport line was renamed Grand Sport 400 to desig-
nate the difference in engine displacement between the two
GS lines offered this season.

An all-new sports-type model, the Eldorado, debuted
for 1967. Built on the Oldsmobile Toronado platform and
sharing many of its technological advances, the Eldorado’s

distinguishing features were its styling and its Cadillac-
level of trim and appointments. Where the Toronado was
rounded and sleek looking, the Eldorado came off razor
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sharp. There were thin, blade-like front fender edges that
followed a sharp beltline crease right through the doors.
Then immediately following the doors a vertical line went
up to the top of the rear fenders and ran back to thin,
blade-like vertical taillights at the rear. Squared wheel open-
ings and a formal roofline completed the look. It was quite
a departure for Cadillac, yet it was identifiable as a Cadil-
lac by its egg-crate grille (with hidden headlights), chrome
outline moldings, and large Cadillac wreath emblems
adorning the wheels, hood and trunk.

Other Cadillac models were restyled this year, with an
obvious link to Cadillacs of the recent past. The popular
vertical headlight arrangement was continued, were the ver-
tical taillamps in the rear fin area. Bodyside sculpting was
a simple full-length crease that dropped off ever so slightly
towards the rear of the car. At the front end, the hood was
vee’d slightly more and the headlamp opening slanted for-
ward, making the cars appear longer than they already were.

CHEVROLET

Chevrolet and General Motors finally caught up with
Ford and Chrysler by fielding a pony car, with the new
Chevrolet Camaro and sister car, Pontiac Firebird. Like the
Mustang and Barracuda, the Camaro was based upon an ex-
isting compact car line. In the case of the Camaro that car
was the newly redesigned Chevy II line. Introduced over
two years after the successful Mustang launch, the Camaro
benefited from more modern design techniques, but had a
lot of ground to make up in the sales race. The Camaro
looked more like a sports car than the Mustang and was of-
fered right from the start with a full range of Chevrolet en-
gines. A variety of powerplants from a 230 CID 6-cylin-
der, up through a 325-horsepower, 396 CID V8 engine
were available from its introduction. As was typical, a full
range of accessories was offered to make a Camaro any-

thing from “plain jane” to luxurious to all-out sports car.
Unlike the Mustang and Barracuda, a fastback model was
not offered. Although a certain group of buyers were going
after fastback models, they were still a relatively small per-
centage of the overall market, so GM went for the more tra-
ditional 2-Door Hardtop and Convertible body styles. The
Hardtop style had a sort of “semi-fastback” look to it, but
was considered a Hardtop or Coupe.

The full-size Chevy line was restyled this season, in
line with other big cars from GM. Continuing a traditional
Chevy look, the new cars were slightly boxier in appearance
but still very pleasing. Styles like the Impala 2-Door Hard-
top were quite racy looking. Powertrain choices and the
model line were unchanged from 1966. The mid-size Chev-
elle line received a new frontal treatment, with the grille
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design no longer wrapping around the front fender edge.
The rear styling was cleaned up a bit, too. The only change
to the model line was the addition of a top-end Concours
4-Door Station Wagon.

Styling changes for the Corvair, Chevy II and Corvette
were limited to trim and detail changes. The Chevy II of-
fered a 250 CID 6-cylinder engine in place of last year’s 230

CID 6-cylinder. The Corvair line dropped the top end
Corsa performance line and its 140-horsepower powerplant.
Finally, the Corvette received minor alterations as it awaited
its fresh new replacement for the 1968 model year.

Although Chevrolet’s overall production fell 9 percent
from 1966, Chevy regained the top sales position this year
as Ford’s sales dropped more sharply.

The entire Chrysler line received a styling makeover
for the ’67 season. Fenders that swept forward past the grille
and rear quarters that extended rearward beyond the trunk
line were the first noticeable signs of the new styling. Body
side panels were concave between the belt line and a lower
body feature line. Two-Door Hardtop models used the
sweeping “semi-fastback” styled roofline shared by Dodge
and Plymouth. Powertrains continued as in 1966. The 6-
window Town Sedan was discontinued in all lines.

“Dodge Rebellion—Operation ’67—We want you!”

The “Dodge Boys,” as they were now known, caused
another stir with the introduction of their all-new full-size
line and the first totally new Dart since its introduction in
1963. The Dart and its slightly smaller sister car, the Ply-
mouth Valiant, were restyled along the same lines as last
year’s mid-size line, meaning a more angular body with
simple character lines and grille designs. The delta shaped
taillamps that were becoming a Dodge trademark were pre-
sent. Also part of the Dodge package were sportier models,
and the Dart did not disappoint there either. New GT
models were offered in 2-Door Hardtop and Convertible
models. These new sport models were offered with power-
plants up to the small-block V8’s, but more power would
arrive for 1968 in the form of the new 340 CID V8. The
Dart wagons were no longer offered, as sales in the small
wagon market had been slowly eroding over the past few
years.

The new full-size line was given more definition and
sculpting in the form of exaggerated “Coke-bottle” side

styling, and the delta shaped taillamps were enlarged and
then mimicked at the front end in the grille shape and out-
lining. The new cars were quite attractive, especially in
Monaco trim. Among the model line changes was the ad-
dition of the Polara 500 sport package as a regular model,
as opposed to a production option. Also, the base Polara 318
added 2- and 4-Door Hardtop variations.

The popular mid-size line underwent minor changes,
mostly in the form of revised grilles, taillamps, and trim
pieces. Two model line changes were made at each end of
the price spectrum. The base Coronet line changed from a
two model, 2-Door and 4-Door Sedan line to a strictly 4-
Door station wagon line. At the top end, as a belated GTO
competitor, a new R/T (Road and Track) 2-Door Hardtop
and Convertible were welcome additions to the Coronet
line. This was the first of a long line of R/T models to
come, and each featured the requisite powerful V8 engine,
good (for the time) handling, and comfortable, yet sport-
ing accommodations.

“You’re ahead in a ’67 Ford.”

Ford entered the 1967 model year with many newly
restyled models, and one totally rethought car that took up

a new position in the marketplace. That particular car
would be the Thunderbird, which moved from the luxury/
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sport/personal car arena to the more upmarket luxury/per-
sonal car category. What this meant in terms of styling was
added bulk and weight, less crispness of line and more
rounded edges. What it meant in terms of performance was
the same power moving more car. What it meant for the
model lineup was the addition of a 4-Door Sedan model,
and the dropping of the Convertible. Ford’s marketing re-
search department seemed at first to be right on, as sales of
the Thunderbird increased over the 1966 models. As time
went on, though, sales would slide annually, until the new
2-Door model was introduced in 1972. No matter what the
eventual outcome, for now Ford had what looked to be a
successful marketing move with one of its more popular
models.

The full-size Ford models were totally redesigned once
again, this time with more rounded lines that looked sleeker
and more elegant, while still carrying traditional Ford lines.

Most 2-Door models continued to carry a fastback roofline.
One powertrain choice was added to the line: the 428 CID
V8 engine, available in all models. The only model changes
were the addition of an LTD 4-Door Sedan and the re-
naming of the Galaxie 500 XL line as just the XL series.

The highly successful Mustang pony car underwent its
first styling update since its introduction in April of 1964.
The restyling continued the successful Mustang look but
appeared a bit more muscular, which it was with a new 390
CID V8 engine option available. The 390 CID V8 put out
320 horsepower and made the Mustang a top performer
among its class of cars. The mid-size Fairlane and compact
Falcon carried on in 1967 with relatively minor changes.
The Fairlane 500 GT was now simply the Fairlane GT, and
the Falcon Squire wagon was replaced by the Falcon Futura
wagon.

MERCURY
“The Man’s Car.”

If Mercury had any female buyers, they lost them all
this year. The sales brochure started with the following

passage: “The relationship between a man and his car is a
very special thing. For a car is many things to a man. A
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passport to adventure … an open road beckoning … and
a well-traveled trip to work.” However true this may have
been, nowhere did the copy make mention of women dri-
vers or buyers. Mercury was not the only automobile com-
pany to use this type of selling technique, as Chrysler’s
1967 brochure gave Chrysler specifications with line, “At
last — specifications your wife can understand.” The
women’s movement was just gearing up, and this type of
advertising was proof of the prejudice still aimed at women
when it came to automobiles. Over the next ten years the
industry would make a dramatic turnaround.

Mercury introduced a new breed of pony car to Amer-
ica this year. Sharing major components with the best sell-
ing Ford Mustang but stretched 3 inches in wheelbase, the
Mercury Cougar was designed to be something of a luxury
sports car. Hidden headlights, contoured body panels and
a plush interior were all standard equipment. Motivation
was by way of a full range of V8 engines, including a 390
CID V8 that was included as part of the Cougar GT pack-
age.

Full-size Mercurys were completely restyled this sea-
son, and once again shared major body components with
Ford, although outside of the rooflines, they had totally
different body panels and longer wheelbases. The grille had

a now common “Lincoln” appearance, and at the back were
vertical taillamps mounted in the trailing edges of the rear
quarter panels. The 4-Door Breezeway Sedans this year op-
erated differently than in the past. The entire back glass re-
tracted, but only a few inches—just enough to provide
ventilation. This allowed the glass to be mounted in the
standard position (as opposed to being rear-slanting), and
still keep moisture out of the car. Model changes included
the discontinuance of the Monterey 2-Door Sedan and the
addition of four new models: the Montclair 4-Door
(non–Breezeway) Sedan, and three new top-of-the-line
models. The Brougham 4-Door Hardtop and 4-Door
Sedan and the Marquis 2-Door Hardtop were all new “near
luxury” type cars that took Mercury to the top end of the
mid-price market. This was territory that Mercury had
been into in the late fifties when the Edsel was introduced.
At the time, they had little success with models such as the
Turnpike Cruiser, but this time around, the cars were very
stylish and met consumer demands. The mid-sized
Comet/Capri/Cyclone line returned with only minor trim
and detail changes. Last year’s Cyclone GTA models were
classified as GT models with automatic transmissions this
year.

OLDSMOBILE
“The Rocket Action Cars Are Out Front Again!”

After the whirlwind of success with the Toronado in
1966, and all the attention garnered from its introduction,
Oldsmobile took full advantage of the Toronado for mar-
keting its 1967 line. Nearly every Oldsmobile line was com-
pared to the Toronado in some respect in the majority of
its advertising. With the restyling of the full-size Ninety-
Eight and 88 series, certain aspects of the Toronado styling
were carried to these lines, such as round wheel arches,
minimal chrome exterior trim, and egg-crate grille. Only
minor changes were made to the Toronado itself for its sec-
ond season on the market. The only major appearance
change was to make the area around the headlight open-
ings flush, as compared to the small indented area above the
first year model’s light opening.

Although the full-size models were totally restyled this
year, their change was evolutionary. Customers would still
recognize the Ninety-Eight and 88 as Oldsmobiles, but
front end styling featured a now trademark appearance,
consisting of wide-spaced headlights with the parking/turn
signal lamps placed between them and a two-piece grille
section in between. A newly christened Delmont 88 line re-
placed both the Jetstar 88 and Dynamic 88. An expanded
Delta 88 line added a top-line Custom series.

The mid-sized F-85/Cutlass and Cutlass-based Vista-
Cruiser were little changed style-wise from their ’66 coun-
terparts, except for a front end restyling that included the
same frontal appearance as the full-size models. Also new
for the year was the Cutlass Supreme line. For people who
did a lot of highway driving, a new Turnpike Cruising op-
tion that included a 400 CID V8 and economy gearing was
a popular choice. As consumers looked for more comfort
and convenience features in their automobiles, luxury mod-
els became increasingly popular. All mid-size GM models
had been gaining in popularity since their 1964 restyle that
took them from the large-compact market to a true mid-
size line. Part of this popularity is no doubt due to the fact
that full-size models had grown so much in the past decade,
so that a mid-size 1967 Cutlass model was similar in phys-
ical size and price to a 1957 Oldsmobile 88 model. This was
definitely a size and price segment of the market that the
buying public liked. As the mid-size cars gained more pow-
ertrains choices and comfort and convenience features, the
popularity of these cars continued to grow. By the mid-sev-
enties, the Cutlass would reach the pinnacle of its sales suc-
cess.

Nineteen-sixty-seven brought the introduction of a
totally new line of Valiant, Barracuda and Fury models,
with significant new model introductions to the revised
Belvedere line. The compact, “entry-level” Valiant was re-
designed based on styling similar to the squarish Belvedere
from 1966. A more pronounced split grille styling theme up
front and vertical taillamps at the rear were strong visual
cues. Under the hood were the same powerplants as in pre-
vious model years. The Barracuda, based heavily upon
Valiant components, was also totally redesigned for 1967.
The Barracuda featured a split grille theme up front and
small C-shaped taillamps. Most important were two new
model choices, the Convertible and the Hardtop. These
two models were a significant portion of the new Bar-
racuda’s sales, and essentially replaced those same styles in

the Valiant line. The Barracuda became more of a sports car
with the addition of an available 383 CID V8 to its option
list. This allowed the “Cuda” to keep up with the Mustang
and Camaro.

The mid-size Belvedere line was given a slight facelift,
but the big news was the new models available. New for the
season were the GTX 2-Door Hardtop and Convertible
models. These top-line muscle cars were outfitted with the
sportiest of Belvedere accessories. They were powered by the
440 CID V8 Super Commando engine, which was the
largest engine offered in any muscle car to date. The op-
tional 426 Hemi added even more power. Features included
hood scoops, redline tires, and a luxurious bucket seat in-
terior. Other changes to the Belvedere line included the
addition of a base Belvedere Wagon.
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The full-size Fury line also made news this year, with
all-new styling and sporty fastback rooflines for some 2-
Door Hardtop models. The front styling continued to fea-
ture vertically stacked headlamps, now flanking a new 4-

port grille design. Rear styling was highlighted by hori-
zontal taillamps. The only new model addition was a Sport
Fury 2-Door FastTop with semi-fastback styling similar to
other Mopar 2-Door Hardtops.

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PONTIAC

Pontiac sales were on a roll through the sixties, and
1967 brought more of the same. They were so busy selling
cars that officially there was not even a sales slogan for the
new year. Front and center for the new year was the Fire-
bird, which actually didn’t make its official debut until the
middle of the season. Still, with the success of the Ford
Mustang and the recently released Chevy Camaro, it was
undoubtedly going to be a hit with buyers. Pontiac offered
coupe and convertible variants as a beginning choice. Then
buyers could chose from five different performance levels.
They included the base series, the Sprint with a High-Out-
put OHC Six engine, the 326 with a 326 CID V8 engine,
the 326 H.O. with a higher-output variant of the same en-
gine, and finally the 400 with the new 400 CID V8 engine
as standard equipment. The 400 CID V8 turned out to be
a catalyst for starting the horsepower race in the smaller
“pony car” market. Up until this time, Ford had offered the
289 CID V8 as it largest offering in the Mustang, but with
its restyling in 1967, Ford added a top line GT model that
offered a 390 CID V8 engine rated at 315 horsepower. Of
course, GM could not let that stand, and when the Fire-
bird was introduced, the 400 model, with the 400 CID V8
engine rated at 325 horsepower was at the top of the line.
Within a few years the Firebird would be up to a 455 CID
V8 as its top offering, with competitors very nearly match-
ing that size. For now, each Firebird model offered slightly
different trim and features to announce what it was to the
world—for example, dual hood scoops and chrome engine
parts graced the Firebird 400. With all of these perfor-
mance choices the customer could still choose upgrades as
well as many comfort and convenience options that would
have been unthinkable on a sporty car five years earlier.

Full-size Pontiacs were given a total redesign this year
with a slightly bulkier appearance and more curvaceous

lines. The stacked dual headlamps continued for one more
year, with the top lamp set into the leading edge of the
front fender, and the lower lamp set into the new integral
grille and bumper design. A horizontal body crease ran
midway down the body side for the length of the car. Also
a body crease ran forward from the bottom of the rear
bumper, through the rear wheel opening (if equipped with
rear fender skirts), and then kicked up pointing towards the
windshield area, but ending at a point just short of the hor-
izontal beltline crease. Still attractive cars, the new Ponti-
acs were not a match for the beautiful 1965 models that had
been such a hit. This year’s Grand Prix received styling
cues that set it further apart from the regular Pontiac line.
Up front, headlamps were mounted side by side and hid-
den behind hide-away doors, while the parking lamps were
hidden behind louvers in the leading edge of the front
fender. Also hidden on the Grand Prix were the windshield
wipers and taillamps (set into louvered slots in the tail
panel). Missing on the coupe were the vent windows. A
new model offering was the Convertible, but apparently
not many people were interested in a GP Convertible, and
the model was dropped at the end of the model year. Other
reasons for the short life span of the convertible probably
include the declining convertible market in general, and the
fact that Pontiac had numerous full-size convertible mod-
els already, and most of them could be equipped much the
same as the new Grand Prix version. Too bad, because it re-
ally made a nice looking car. The mid-size Pontiac models
saw few changes, except for the addition of a new LeMans
Safari wagon, complete with the wood-grain vinyl side ap-
plique then in vogue. Also, the new 400 CID V8 engine
found its way under the hood of the GTO, as the legendary
389 CID V8 was relegated to the history books.

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The 1968 model year is best known for the vast array
of federally mandated safety equipment required for all au-
tomobiles sold after January 1, 1968. Among the features re-
quired were front seat head restraints, safety belts, and side
marker lamps. Most manufacturers had these items in-
stalled by the beginning of the 1968 model year, but a few
did wait until the last minute to install them.

Heated competition amongst the mid-size Ford, GM
and Chrysler lines found these models totally restyled for
1968 with the GM models seeing the most significant
changes. The Chevy Chevelle, Pontiac Tempest, Olds F-85,
and Buick Special lines all received rounded, smooth-sided
lines with a semi-fastback 2 door roofline that would be-
come widely copied.

The quartet of cars that were leading the muscle car
market were, of course, included in this restyling. The front
runner, Pontiac GTO, led the way with an innovative “En-
dura” flexible front bumper system. This flexible material
allowed for no damage to the vehicle during minor im-
pacts. It also gave stylists more freedom in design. As an ex-
ample, the GTO sported a full width, “loop-style” bumper
that was body color and could be blended into the body
lines. Powertrains continued as in previous years, with the
base Pontiac OHC-6 adding 20 cubes and additional horse-
power.

The new Ford Fairlane and Mercury Montego lines
were essentially larger versions of their predecessors. As with
all other Ford products during this period, styling became
boxier and bulkier. Fastback rooflines were adopted for the
sportiest 2-door models, and they became quite popular
for high-speed stock car racing. Ford also began heavily
promoting their 428 Cobra jet engine, particularly in this
mid-size line. Torino, Cobra Jet, and Cyclone CJ’s became
very popular with the racing crowd. The compact Falcon
continued to share its station wagon body with the mid-
size Ford lines.

The mid-size Dodge Coronet and Plymouth Belvedere

were restyled along with the Charger line. Styling was gen-
erally conservative with rooflines following conventional
lines, except for the Dodge Charger which utilized a semi-
fastback line with a tunneled rear window like that used on
the ’66–’67 GM intermediates. The sporty Charger was an
immediate hit and ushered in a new era of mid-size sporty
personal cars. Interest in full-size models such as the Grand
Prix, Ford 500XL, and Chrysler 300 had waned and buy-
ers increasingly turned to the better handling mid-size cars.

A totally new Corvette with styling based on the Mako
Shark concept appeared. This new Corvette was extremely
advanced compared with other automobiles on the market,
and as such, it would continue basically unaltered into the
1980s. Styling was somewhat futuristic for the time, with
highly arched wheel openings, and a rakish windshield and
“tunneled” rear window being the most prominent features.
Engine choices were either a 350 CID V8 or a 427 CID
V8 in various horsepower outputs. Few changes were made
to any of the compact lines, except the Chevy II Nova,
which was all-new for ’68. Based on a heavily updated
’66–’67 Chevy II with a new unibody and front stub-frame
suspension setup, the new Nova was one of the best han-
dling compacts on the road to date. Styling followed con-
ventional Chevrolet lines. The compact Ford Falcon, AMC
Rambler American, Plymouth Valiant and Dodge Dart
continued relatively unchanged from their recent overhauls.

Sporty pony cars were mostly carry-overs with one
notable exception. The all new AMC Javelin was the latest
interpretation of the pony car style. Utilizing compact car
dimensions, powerful engines, fastback styling and sporty
interiors, the Javelin was proof that AMC could build suc-
cessful cars. New powerplants were pulled from the regu-
lar AMC line. Underpinnings were based on the compact
American, much as Ford Mustang had used the Falcon and
Chevy Camaro the Chevy II. A unique spin-off of the
Javelin was the 2-seat AMX, a worthy competitor to the
Corvette. With a 390 V8, an AMX could hold its own
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against most any pony car or sports car. The AMX was cre-
ated by taking 12 inches out of the mid-section of a Javelin.
The shortened Javelin sported all the good looks and power
in a lighter package.

Full size models for Chrysler, GM and Ford were all
given facelifts after heavy redesigns for ’67. Chrysler con-
tinued to feature “Coke-bottle” side styling and fastback 2-
door rooflines. Ford and GM went for slightly boxier
styling based on their 1967 foundations. For the most part

Ford and GM full size cars came off looking a lot bulkier
than their predecessors.

The Checker and Avanti II once again entered the new
year with few changes, except for those required by federal
law. Most truck lines were also carry-overs, with the obvi-
ous exceptions being the Ford Ranchero and Chevrolet El
Camino. Both of these lines were based upon their respec-
tive mid-size car lines, the Fairlane and Chevelle, and re-
ceived the full make-over for 1968.

AMERICAN MOTORS
“You get more for your American dollar.”

As with the rest of the automotive industry, spending
for new styling on 1968 models was somewhat limited. The
newly mandated safety regulations would affect the smaller
American Motors much more than the larger companies.
Therefore, the only major addition for the year was the all-

new Javelin and AMX pony cars. The Javelin was an all-
new creation, design to compete with the wildly successful
Mustang and Camaro. Unlike the Marlin which had pre-
ceded it, the Javelin showed no visible link to other AMC
products. It was a fresh, new product, designed to pull
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customers from Ford and Chevy showrooms into the un-
known floors of an AMC dealership. To a certain extent this
worked, but it did not work quite as well as had been
planned. Part of the problem was timing. By 1968, the pony
car craze (Mustang/Camaro/Barracuda) was beginning to
wane, and the muscle-car craze (GTO/4-4-2/Road Run-
ner) was reaching its peak. Adding to the problem was the
looming threat of higher insurance rates on muscle cars, or
anything that looked like one. Of course another problem
(from an enthusiast’s perspective) was that the Javelin used
some existing AMC components for drivetrains and sus-
pension. This was a minor problem, at least at first, because
to look at the Javelin, it was a car unlike any other—very
modern looking and not another Mustang copy.

On the other hand, the AMX was a brilliant stroke of
marketing and engineering from AMC. And the design of
the AMX was already in place with the Javelin. By cleverly
removing about a foot of length from the rear passenger
compartment of a Javelin, AMC designers were able to cre-
ate a car for a totally different market, the two-passenger
sports car. The AMX was hyped as an all-out, two-seat
sports car (though AMC did stop short of calling it a
Corvette replacement) at an affordable price. Being a sports
car, the AMX included an all-new, available 315-horse-
power, 390 Cubic Inch 4-barrel, V8 engine. Of course,
many features optional on a Javelin were offered as standard
equipment on the AMX.

With plunging sales and fears of increasing insurance
rates, American Motors decided to drop the American and
Ambassador convertible models, leaving only the Rebel.
However, a Rebel 550 Convertible was a new model that
took the place (in price-level and content, at least) of the
American Convertible. This would be the last year for any
true American Motors convertible. The only subsequent
Convertible model that would pass through AMC dealer-
ships (not considering Jeep models) was the Renault Al-
liance from the mid-eighties. The Rebel received a slight
freshening of its one-year-old styling, and some trim up-
grades.

Ambassador and Rambler American models would re-
ceive new grille styling and other trim changes. Also, in an
effort to move the Ambassador more up-market, a lot of ad-
ditional standard equipment was being added each year,
and this year was no exception. At the same time, the se-
ries designations were being dropped at the bottom end of
the price scale, and new ones added at the top end. This
year’s change was to drop the 880 from the low-priced
models, replace the 990 with the DPL designation, and
add the SST to the top-line replacing the former top-line
DPL model. AMC would make a similar change again in
1971 on Ambassador models.

The 1968 Buick model line saw the second major
restyling of the Special and Skylark lines since their intro-
duction in 1961 as a compact car line. Now a full-fledged
intermediate line, complete with “muscle-bound” Gran
Sport models, the Special and Skylark were very much a
pseudo-luxury car. Their new styling was marked with a
throwback to the fifties era Buick “sweep spear” motif and
“portholes.” Top line models included rear fender skirts,
and the complete look was one geared towards the luxury
market, and less towards the sporty market. As usual the
SportWagon followed typical Skylark styling cues. With
the new body styling several model changes were made.
The base Special was discontinued, leaving only the Spe-
cial Deluxe. The Skylark line became a two model mid-
range line, and a new Skylark Custom took the place of last

year’s Skylark, with the 2-Door Coupe no longer in the
line. The GS 340 became a GS 350 with the new large dis-
placement 350 CID V8 engine as standard equipment. The
GS 400 line also lost its 2-Door Coupe. As a side note, the
remaining 2-Door Coupe models were known as Thin-pil-
lared Coupes, but were still essentially 2-Door Sedans.

Full-size Buick models received new grilles and minor
detail changes. All models continued with the split grille
theme. The Riviera wore completely new front “grille in
bumper” styling that would soon be in vogue with many
manufacturers. Overall, though, Riviera styling was a con-
tinuation of the 1966-67 look. As in the Skylark and Spe-
cial lines, a new 350 CID V8 engine replaced the former
340 CID V8 engine under the hood of LeSabre models.

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CHEVROLET

The 1968 Chevrolet line saw the introduction of three
completely redesigned models that would be important to
Chevy and General Motors in the next few years. The most
important to GM was the new Chevy II Nova line. Mostly
new from the ground up, this Nova would become the basis
for a full line of GM compact cars in the early seventies
when concerns over fuel availability would send consumers
after more fuel efficient cars. Its adaptability allowed GM
to create new cars from its basic platform. The basic plat-
form would continue in production through the 1979
model year, as the Chevy Nova/Concours, Pontiac Ven-
tura/Phoenix, Oldsmobile Omega, Buick Apollo/Skylark,
and Cadillac Seville. This new Nova, while still sharing
some chassis components with the Camaro, proved to be
highly reliable and roomy for an American compact car. Al-
though it would carry the Chevy II prefix for another year,
most people began referring to the car as simply the Nova.
Interiors were brought up to date, and powerplant options
were revised. The 230 CID 6-cylinder introduced in the
Camaro last season replaced the 194 CID 6-cylinder in the
Nova this year. Also, there was a new 307 CID V8 that re-
placed the popular 283 CID V8 engine. Finally, there was
a new top-end 350 CID V8 engine, that turned the com-
pact economy car into a real performance car. It was the of-
fering of this engine that forever changed the Nova’s stodgy
compact car image.

The second important introduction for enthusiasts was
the all-new Corvette. Heavily based upon the most recent
Mako Shark show car, particularly its styling, the new
Corvette clearly brought the sports car into the modern
era. High arched fender edges, sleek styling, modern cock-
pit style interior and the most powerful of GM engines
were the shining features of the Corvette. A new tunneled

rear window coupe style replaced the fastback coupe. Also
first seen on the 1968 model were removable roof panels on
coupes, later to be known as T-tops, that would soon re-
place the convertible model completely. This new Corvette
was so modern in design that it would continue in its basic
form through the 1982 model year.

The third important introduction was the redesigned
mid-size Chevelle line. Continuing to share its basic struc-
ture with the other GM mid-size lines, the new Chevelle
was more powerful on the street, and less angular in design.
New engine offerings included the larger standard equip-
ment 230 CID 6-cylinder and the new base level 307 CID
V8 engine. This iteration of the body would be the design
that produced such famous muscle cars as the “Heavy
Chevy” and the 1970–72 Chevelle SS 454 models. For
1968, there was the SS 396, which in itself was a fast car.
Model changes included the elimination of the Chevelle
300 4-Door Sedan and the addition of a Chevelle 300
Nomad 4-Door Wagon and Chevelle 300 Deluxe 2-Door
Hardtop.

The full-size Chevy line received a facelift for 1968,
donning a grille that extended down through the front
bumper area (much like the 1965 models). On Caprice
models, concealed headlights were available. At the rear,
round taillamps were built into the back bumper. A new
formal roofline was seen on the Caprice Coupe and the
new Impala Custom Coupe. Finally, the Camaro and Cor-
vair saw minimal changes. The Camaro received a revised
grille design and switched to ventless door glass. The Cor-
vair was virtually unchanged other than the required safety
features and the elimination of the 4-Door Sport Sedan
models.

DODGE
“Announcing Dodge fever—one look, and you’ve got it.”

Two totally redesigned lines shared the spotlight at
Dodge dealers this season: the all-new mid-size Coronets
and Chargers. While still sporting boxy front and rear end
treatments, everything in between was a little more
rounded. Side lines of both models featured the Coke-bot-
tle styling that GM had been using for several years now.
The Charger was no longer a real fastback, instead using
what was termed a “semi-fastback” roofline. This was a
handsome look for the Charger and the 1968-1970 models
were probably the best looking Chargers ever offered. For
that matter, so were the Coronets, especially in Hardtop or
Convertible models. Judging from the sales charts, most of
the buying public must have agreed. The new Mopar in-
termediates had to compete with equally new and good-
looking mid-size models from General Motors, and the
loser in the battle would be Ford. In fact, Ford would never
be a really big factor in the mid-size market again until the
Taurus in the mid-eighties. Unfortunately for Dodge (and
Plymouth), this would be their last success in the mid-size
market until the mid-eighties also, as General Motors
would own the mid-size market for the next 15 years. Under
the hood, both Coronet and Charger offered a full array of
powertrains from the famous Slant Sixes (Coronet only) up
to the powerful Magnum 440s and Hemi 426s. Interior

trim was also updated and upgraded in these Dodge mod-
els to better compete in the mid-price range. A new bud-
get-priced muscle car was also introduced this year. Known
as the Super Bee, it was initially offered in only a 2-Door
Coupe variation. The lightweight coupe, combined with
minimal accessories and a powerful engine, made it a re-
turn to the original muscle car concept at an affordable
price.

Compact Dart and full-size Dodge models received
new grille treatments and other trim revisions, both hav-
ing been new designs for 1967. A new high-powered 275-
horespower, 340 cubic inch V8 was added to the lineup for
the Dart models. This new engine was standard equipment
in the new top line GTS 2-Door Hardtop and Convertible
models. Lacking a pony car model to compete with the
Mustang and Camaro, the idea was to create a small mus-
cle car from an existing line. The Dart GTS certainly
looked the part, with bumblebee stripes at the back, hood
louvers, and special Rallye wheels. And there was no deny-
ing it could act the part, with the 340 CID V8 under that
hood. Full-size model offerings remained relatively un-
changed, although the Polara 500 was officially a separate
model this year, versus the option package status of 1967.

FORD
“For ’68 Ford … has a better idea.”

The introduction of the 1968 Ford line was a little
quieter than what it had been through much of the sixties.
The only completely new car this year was the restyled Fair-
lane lineup. The new Fairlane gained the look of its bigger
brethren Galaxie and LTD models. Slightly pointed front
fender caps that contained parking lamps/turn signals in
their lower half flanked full-width grilles with dual stacked
headlamps set at each end. Bodylines were relatively straight
and simple affairs, while the rear end had rectangular tail-
lamps that were now somewhat traditional for Ford. The
biggest news in body styles was the new 2-Door Fastback
models, which featured side windows that curved up to
meet the top window line at the rear, and a radically sloped
rear window. This new body style came in Fairlane 500 and
Fairlane GT versions. A 1968 Fairlane GT Convertible with
special Torino trim was chosen as the official Pace Car for
the 52nd annual Indianapolis 500 race. Fairlane station
wagon models continued to share all major components
from the cowl back with the Falcon wagon. New under the
hood of many Ford models was the 302 CID V8 engine of-
fering more horsepower and torque than the popular 289
CID V8 it would replace. Also, during this year the 427
CID V8 would be dropped in favor of the 428 CID V8 and
the new 429 CID Thunderbird V8 engine.

Most other cars in the Ford line received only minor

styling revisions and the previously mentioned engine
lineup adjustments. The full-size Ford line looked totally
new thanks to very clever restyling of the existing body. The
biggest change was to the front fenders and grille area,
which now accommodated horizontally placed headlamps
as opposed to the previous vertical units. At the back end,
taillamps were enlarged and the rear quarter panel was
squared up, making the car look larger. Falcon, Mustang
and Thunderbird lines were little changed. Mustang and
Thunderbird received new grilles and taillamps, and the
Mustang’s familiar side scoop was toned down to a thin
chrome strip this year. A new larger displacement 250 CID
6-cylinder was available for Mustang models this year.  For-
mer race car driver Carroll Shelby had been selling modi-
fied “Shelby-Mustangs” since the 1965 Mustangs were in-
troduced.

The 1968 Mercury line featured a totally new, and re-
named, mid-size Montego line. There was a single Comet
model left as an entry-level car. The new Montego was
based upon the Ford Fairlane line, and as such it included
the sporty new fastback models. Essentially, the new Mon-
tego MX replaced a combined Capri and Caliente line, the
Montego replaced the base Comet line, and this year’s
Comet was a single model entry level 2-Door Hardtop. At
the top end, the new fastback Cyclone replaced the 1967
vintage convertible in the lineup. A new engine powered the
new mid-size line with the 302 CID V8 replacing the 289
CID V8 in the Montego and Cougar lines. The 302 V8 was
a powerful and efficient engine that would live well into the
1990s. Styling for the new mid-size cars very closely re-
sembled the full-size Mercury models.

The Cougar pony car received minor styling changes
but added some important option packages. The GT and
GT-E packages were available on any standard Cougar
model. These high-performance cats featured Marauder
390 GT engines, special suspensions, power front disc
brakes, dual exhausts and F70 × 14 Wide-Oval tires. The
GT-E added special exterior trim with 7.0 litre badging,
modified grille and taillamp design, beefier suspensions
twin-scoop hood, automatic transmission, power steering,
quad exhaust pipes and styled steel wheels.

Full-size Mercury models wore revised front and rear
styling touches. The model line was not significantly
changed, although the Breezeway Sedan models were dis-
continued this year. Also, the Brougham Sedan was de-
moted to an option package on the Park Lane 4-Door
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Hardtop. The long-lived 410 CID V8 engine was dropped
this season. A final note: the Mercury slogan refers to 33

models, but this includes some offered as option packages,
such as the Brougham and the Cougar GT.

OLDSMOBILE

New mid-size models were the feature attraction at
Oldsmobile when the new models were released. As with
its sister GM divisions, the F-85, Cutlass, 4-4-2 and Vista-
Cruiser all sported more rounded contours and, in Oldsmo-
bile’s case, three different wheelbases, depending upon the
model. The new styling continued placement of the park-

ing lamp between the headlamps and the narrow grille
opening between the headlamps. At the back, narrow hor-
izontal taillamps were placed onto the top edge of the rear
bumper. Two-door models were given a fastback look,
while four-door models had a slightly more formal design.
Numerous model changes were made for the new year. The

base F-85 wagon was dropped, as were the Cutlass Supreme
2-Door Club Coupe and Convertible. Mid-range Cutlass
models were split into two monikers, the two-doors being
called Cutlass S, while the four-doors went by Cutlass. After
four years, the 4-4-2 officially became its own model. Con-
tent was much the same as when it had been an option
package. Under the hood of the restyled line, the 350 CID
V8 replaced the 330 CID engine as the base V8 powerplant.

Toronado and the full-size Oldsmobile line under-

went some face lifting. The Toronado wore an all-new
“grille within bumper” style that was starting to become
commonplace among many cars. Other full-size models
had a slightly more refined frontal style. Model changes in-
cluded the discontinuance of the Delmont 330 line and the
Delta 88 Convertible. The Delmont 425 was renamed the
Delmont 88. All models that previously used the 330 V8,
now had the new 350 V8 and the 425 V8 engine was re-
placed by a new 455 Rocket V8.

For 1968, Plymouth introduced an all-new mid-size
line. The “mid-size five,” as they were known, consisted of
the Belvedere, Satellite, Sport Satellite, Road Runner and
GTX. Exterior styling was evolutionary, featuring more
curves and fewer straight lines. Underneath, 2-Door and
4-Door models rode on differing wheelbases, as GM mid-
size cars did this year. Numerous model changes accompa-
nied the introduction of the new styling. At the top of the
list was an all-new, more affordable performance model,
the Road Runner. It was equipped similarly (with a few
additions) to the base Belvedere, but under the hood lurked
a 383 CID V8 engine. Offered only in 2-Door Coupe or
Hardtop form, the Road Runner was more affordable than
the highly equipped GTX. Other model changes included

the renaming of the Belvedere I series to Belvedere and the
elimination of the former base Belvedere wagon. The old
Belvedere II line became the Satellite, and the former Satel-
lite line was now known as the Sport Satellite. A top of the
line Satellite Sport Wagon, with the requisite wood grain
exterior trim, was new for 1968.

PONTIAC
“Pontiac Wide-Track 1968.”

Sleek styling and Pontiac’s powerful engine line high-
lighted the new mid-size Tempest, LeMans and GTO line
for 1968. For the base models, as well as the Firebird, a
larger displacement overhead cam 6-cylinder engine was
introduced. At 250 cubic inches, this was one of the most
powerful 6-cylinder engines in production. The next step
up in engines offered a new 350 CID V8 engine, in place
of last year’s 326 CID V8. The 400 CID V8 engine con-
tinued to be the top engine in the mid-size and Firebird
lines.

The most important styling feature for the year turned
out to be the Endura bumper system on the GTO models.
The Endura bumper was made of a highly impact absorbent
rubber material that stylists could shape pleasingly while
providing dent resistance. The Endura bumper could be
body color and blend with the car instead of looking tacked
onto the car. The basic design of this bumper was the same
as the chrome bumper with inset grille that was used on the
Tempest and LeMans lines. This new technology combined

with the beautiful styling prompted Motor Trend magazine
to name the new GTO its Car of the Year. Model changes
within the mid-size line included the dropping of the base
Tempest wagon and the GTO 2-Door Coupe.

The full-size line received a restyling that saw the end
of the trend-setting stacked headlamp design that Pontiac
had started in 1963. This year’s front end featured side-by-
side lamps within a loop-style grille—the next big styling
trend that Pontiac helped to popularize. Of course, the fa-
miliar Pontiac split grille was retained. The Grand Prix, in
its last season as a full-size car, used a hidden headlamp
motif. The Ventura trim package continued to be available
on certain Catalina models, as was the Brougham package
on the Bonneville. A Bonneville 4-Door Sedan was added
to the line, and the one-year-only Grand Prix convertible
was, of course, discontinued. The sporty Firebird, which
debuted in 1967, saw only minor styling changes, with vent-
less door glass and wrap-around parking lamps among the
few new items.

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The 1969 season brought relatively few all-new cars of
note, principally the Ford Maverick, the downsized Pon-
tiac Grand Prix, heavily restyled Ford Mustang and Mer-
cury Cougar models, and the all new “fuselage” design
Chrysler Corporation full size models. Ford and General
Motors redesigned their full-size cars to compete with the
new Chrysler introductions, but it would be two more years
before they had their all-new models ready. All of the in-
termediate lines, save AMC’s, had been redesigned in 1968,
so for 1969 changes were limited to powertrains and grille
or trim changes. Most of the compacts had been redesigned
within the past two years, so there was limited news on
that front also. The period from 1970 to 1971 would bring
a new round of sub-compact models, so changes to the
compacts were generally minor. For the pony car category,
as mentioned previously, the Mustang and Cougar were
completely restyled, while GM’s Camaro and Firebird wore
new sheetmetal on the same body structure, and the Ply-
mouth Barracuda and AMC Javelin and AMX continued
into 1969 with only minor changes.

Chrysler’s fuselage styling was derived from the same
concept as that used in airplanes. The “fuselage” styling
featured rounded body sides that would accommodate
wider seating areas with more aerodynamic exterior styling.
By 1971, all Mopar products except the compact Plymouth
Valiant and Dodge Dart would feature that styling theme.
As with most new designs, the first year efforts came off
looking better than any succeeding years. The main model
change that came with the new design was the elimination
of the Fast Top fastback body style, although the remain-
ing 2-Door Hardtop was of a less formal roofline design
than its predecessors. Mid-size and compact Chrysler prod-
ucts were essentially carried over with the requisite grille
and trim changes.

At Ford, the popular Mustang and Cougar were heav-
ily reworked. This was the second of three restylings that
would take both cars to much larger proportions. The Mus-

tang and Cougar received evolutionary changes on the ex-
terior, with beefier suspensions underneath, and more lux-
ury features inside. The Cougar added two Convertible
models to its line and moved toward the personal/luxury
category, away from the pony car market where it origi-
nated. Option packages made the CJ (Cobra-Jet) engine a
hot combination with performance types. The Mustang
added a new Mach 1 with potent engine options of a 351
CID V8 or 429 CID V8. Interiors expanded on the “cock-
pit” styling theme with luxury type bucket seats and full-
length center floor console available in both the Mustang
and Cougar. A new compact named Maverick was launched
in the spring of 1969 and sold alongside of the Falcon, ini-
tially. Ford was not sure a smaller, sportier coupe could
successfully fill the Falcon role, but it did from day one. The
Maverick rode on a wheelbase about 8 inches shorter than
the Falcon; however when Ford introduced the 4-Door
Maverick in 1971, to replace the Falcon, its wheelbase was
only two inches shorter than that of the Falcon.

The mid-sized Ford Fairlane and Mercury Comet/
Montego, the compact Falcon, and luxury Thunderbird all
received minor annual styling changes. Full size Fords and
Mercurys were restyled with new side body panels and re-
vised interior trim. New for Mercury was a 2-Door Fast-
back Marauder line with styling copied from the Ford
500XL Fastback. The Marauder rode on a shorter 121-
wheelbase that it shared with Ford, while all other big Mer-
curys rode on a 124-inch wheelbase. The top-of-the-line
Marauder X-100 featured a unique tunneled rear window,
with matte-black paint surrounding the window and cov-
ering the decklid.

At GM, Pontiac reintroduced the Grand Prix as an all
new mid-size personal luxury car. The full size Grand Prix
had been a hit at introduction, but had gradually faded and
needed to be re-energized. The new Grand Prix was built
upon a stretched A-body, mid-size 4-Door platform and
shared powertrains and suspensions with the mid-size Tem-
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pest/LeMans. Proportions followed the long hood, short
deck theme that was popularized by pony cars such as the
Firebird. Body panels were totally unique to the GP, and
the hood was the longest ever used on a Pontiac. The revi-
talized Grand Prix was once again a success and had no real
competition for its first year. The Dodge Charger was its
closest competitor, but the Charger leaned more to the
muscle car lines. GM’s other mid-size lines were updated
with the typical annual changes. A new “Judge” option for
the Pontiac GTO offered GTO power in a lower content
package. It was the same concept introduced successfully in
1968 by Plymouth with the Road Runner.

The Chevy compacts saw few changes, and the Cor-
vair finished its life in midyear 1969 with little fanfare. A
brochure was not even printed for the cars as they vanished
into the sunset. The last several years had seen sales fall
drastically. Chevrolet had originally planned to keep the
car in the line until the Vega arrived in 1971, but sales had
fallen from over 100,000 units as recently as 1966 to a mere
6,000 units during the 1969 run, and the plug was pulled.

Full size GM cars received a major restyling, while
still utilizing a majority of their 1967–1968 parts under the

skin. Chevrolets moved ever closer to being a Cadillac look-
alike with new cross-hatch grilles, plus concealed head-
lamps offered on several models. Full-sized Pontiacs gained
a center bumper section made of Endura, the material that
was first seen on the GTO bumpers. Oldsmobile retained
its split grille styling up front, while Buick went for the new
“loop-style” bumper encasing the grille. Cadillac aban-
doned the stacked headlamp styling in favor of traditional
side-by-side units set within the grille.

AMC’s line served up only a few changes, the most sig-
nificant being updates to the Rebel and Ambassador styling.
These changes set the course for the designs of these two
models for the next five years. Checker and Avanti II re-
ceived very few changes.

Ford and Chevy truck lines had been redesigned in
1967, so only minor styling updates were seen this year.
Dodge, Jeep and International were all relatively un-
changed. Ford introduced a new Econoline van that was
larger and more powerful than the Falcon based van it re-
placed. Styling updates for the Ford Ranchero and Chevy
El Camino followed those of the Ford Fairlane and Chevy
Chevelle.

For 1969, American Motors offered improvements to
what seemed to be a solid, sales-performing line of auto-
mobiles. The new-for-1968 Javelin and AMX had been
quite popular in their initial year, so little was done to them
for 1969. The Rambler, which was entering its last model
year, was little changed also, except for its name. Appar-
ently the name “American” was over-used (American Mo-
tors Rambler American is a bit of a mouthful!). Through
the car’s lifespan, it had been known as the Nash (and Hud-
son) Rambler (1950 to 1955), then the Rambler American
(1958 to 1968), and now, for its final year, it was back to
the Rambler. Despite nameplate changes, there was little
else to differentiate the 1969 Rambler from the 1968 Ram-
bler American. One bright note was the offering of the high
performance Hurst SC/Rambler model. Marketing such a
high profile performance model in a car’s last model run
seems rather odd, but AMC marketers were ingenious peo-
ple who managed to turn this car into the showroom at-
tention-getter that the company was always searching for,
but rarely found. This one was a winner! Initial plans had
called for about 500 of these V8 equipped “Scramblers” to
be produced, but they were so successful that two more

runs were built. The first run of cars was finished in white
paint with red bodysides and a blue stripe over the hood,
roof and decklid. The second and third runs (totalling
about 500 cars each), were also white cars but had more
modest, narrow red and blue stripes. Power for the SC/
Rambler came from the AMX 390 CID, 4-barrel, V8
linked to a 4-speed, close-ratio transmission with Hurst
shifter. Other features included a Sun tachometer, dual ex-
haust, Twin-Grip differential, cold air induction hood
scoop, and special suspension and cooling components.

The larger AMC models, Rebel and Ambassador, re-
ceived styling revisions. The mid-sized Rebel featured a
new grille design and new taillight and decklid styling. The
full-sized Ambassador was given a more extensive facelift.
The fad of vertically stacked headlights had apparently run
its course by this time, and AMC chose to revert to the
more traditional horizontal positioning on the restyled Am-
bassador. Hood, fenders, grille and front bumper were all
affected by this styling update. The new look was quite
pleasant and would serve the Ambassador in this basic form
through 1973.

The full-size Buick models took their turn at a major
facelift this year. LeSabre, Wildcat and Electra models all
had slightly more formal rooflines and more squared off
fender lines. The familiar “sweepspear” body side lines of
the LeSabre and Wildcat returned, with an arch over each
front wheel opening that ran to the front of the rear wheel
opening, and from the rear opening to the top of the rear
bumper. On the Electra, the bodyline ran straight from the
front fender to the bottom edge of the rear bumper. Wild-
cat models now shared the LeSabre chassis, instead of the
longer Electra chassis. Other exterior styling features in-
cluded a “loop-style” grille with the grille encased by the
bumper, and taillights set into the rear bumper. Interiors
were also upgraded, and the 400 CID and 430 CID V8 en-
gines were into their last year of production.

Special, Skylark and Sportwagon models sported new
grilles and updated interiors, but were otherwise little
changed. A new model offering was the one-year-only Cal-
ifornia GS 2-Door Coupe. Based on a Special Deluxe
Coupe, the California GS offered a 350 CID V8 engine,
vinyl top, and other dress-up items. This new California
GS model put a Gran Sport Buick into a lower price range
and was intended to boost sales. Unfortunately, everyone
else had the same idea, and sales of these lower content,
lower price pseudo-muscle cars never reached their expected
levels. The Riviera carried on through 1969 with revised in-
terior and exterior trim.

CADILLAC

The majority of Cadillac lines were restyled this year,
the lone exception being the personal luxury Eldorado. All

full-size General Motors cars were given a more massive
look, and Cadillac bulked up along with the rest of the
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line. The vertically stacked headlights were dropped in
favor of side by side lamps, set into a full-width grille.
Fender edges came out to a point and held the parking
lights. A full-length body crease, reminiscent of the earlier
models, ran in a straight line from the top of the front
fender edge, down the entire side to a point about midway
down the body at the back bumper. Taillamps were of a
typical Cadillac fashion, narrow vertical units inset into the
trailing edge of the rear quarters. The model line and pow-
ertrains continued as in previous years.

The Eldorado entered 1969 with a new face to set it
apart from the ’67 and ’68 models.

CHEVROLET
“Putting you first, keeps us first.”

The 1969 model year was a quiet one for Chevy, clos-
ing a decade in which an extraordinary number of cars, en-
gines and styling features were introduced—not to men-
tion the recognition (good and bad) that some of them
attained. Four legendary powertrains would be gone after
this model year: the 230 CID 6-cylinder, the 327, 396 and
the 427 CID V8s, to be replaced by the 250, 350, 400 and
454 cube engines. Also gone after this year were the hori-
zontally opposed flat six from the Corvair, and the 4-cylin-
der Nova engine.

The most notable styling news was the restyling of
the full-size line. All of the big Chevys sported a loop-style
bumper, surrounding a very “Cadillac-like” eggcrate grille.

Body sides had a unique bubbled-out area around each
wheel well that gave the cars a very masculine, sporty look.
The wheel wells themselves were arched beyond the tradi-
tional semi-circle, creating an interesting effect. While still
retaining a familiar Chevrolet look, the new cars looked
even more like a luxury car, which was exactly Chevrolet’s
intent. The model lineup did not change, but the market-
ing of it did change. All wagon models carried their own
nameplates and were marketed separately from their re-
spective car nameplates. For example, the former Impala
wagon was now the Kingswood wagon. Naming the wagon
models separately from the rest of the passenger car line was
not something new, but to actually market them as a sep-
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arate line was a new twist for Chevrolet. Station wagons
would remain as a separate line for marketing purposes
until the late seventies, but putting different nameplates on
the wagons would last only until 1972.

Another Chevrolet line making big changes was the
Camaro. Still based on the ’67 to ’68 body and underpin-
nings, the 1969 model was more “macho” looking with
broader looking fenders, larger wheel openings, and a more
aggressive grille. A body side crease started at the front lip
of each wheel opening, then trailed off from the top most
edge of the opening for several feet. This styling was not
as similar to the Pontiac Firebird as the first two models
were. Unique as a one-year-only style, the ’69 Camaro
would be sold well into the 1970 season, as an all-new re-
placement would be available by February 1970. All infor-
mation pertaining to any 1969 Camaro models built or sold
as early 1970 models will be included in this section. A very
rare car offered this year was the ZL1 option, which featured
a 425-horsepower, 427 CID V8 engine. And for the sec-
ond time in its short three-year history, a Camaro SS/RS
396 Convertible was selected as the official pace car for the

Indianapolis 500 race.
Other models saw little change. The mid-size Chev-

elle received a new grille and rear trim. Also, the base level
Chevelle 300 was dropped, and the Super Sport was once
again an optional equipment package (instead of a separate
model offering). The Corvette received new side louvers
and detail improvements to an already exceptional package.
This would be the last year for the Chevy II nameplate, as
it would now become known as the Nova. The Chevy II
name was not used on the car, but only in internal GM ref-
erence.That change was bound to happen, as there had not
been any other trim levels offered since the 1968 restyling.
Finally, the always controversial Corvair reached its final
year of production virtually unchanged from 1968. There
were a few interior trim changes, but Chevy wisely chose
to let it go away quietly and gracefully. In fact, Chevrolet
did not even print a sales brochure for the 1969 Corvair. Its
replacement, the Vega, would not be ready until 1971, but
there weren’t enough sales left to justify carrying the Cor-
vair on for one more year.

Chrysler styling had come a long way in five short
years. Always known more for its engineering qualities than
its styling leadership, Chrysler introduced new full-size
models across the board that were far ahead of the compe-
tition—it was 1957 all over again! Only this time the cars
actually had the quality to go with the modern design. They
also had the engineering advances to go with the new bod-
ies. While some basic styling cues were retained from prior
years, it was only enough to identify the cars as Chrysler
products. The basic design was called the “fuselage” look.
It began with a “loop-style” bumper which surrounded the
grille and headlights. This led into a large, flat hood and
smooth, slightly rounded body sides. The expansive glass
and roof area flowed neatly into the rear quarter with no
distinguishing lines where one stopped and the other
started. All of this flowed into simply styled rear bumper
and taillight arrangements. The look was very modern and
beat GM’s similarly styled full-size cars to market by two
years. Ford would not go for this styling look, instead opt-
ing for a more traditional “three box” styling effect. Un-

derneath, Chryslers still carried their famous torsion bar
suspension system. Interior styling also made a significant
advancement, as upholstery materials became more luxu-
rious. Layout of the entire driver cockpit area was carefully
planned for both safety and convenience. Chrysler was
heavily into non-protruding dashboard switches, so any
switch that could be a flat pushbutton was changed to this
style.

New to the model breakout, but not a new offering,
was the Town & Country. Previously part of the Newport
line, the luxury wagon was given its own spot in the model
lineup. Powertrain options remained similar to previous
years. As was common Detroit practice, it was considered
risky to change styling and engineering in the same year.
Similarly, no changes were made to the model offerings. An
interesting option listed in the years’s sales brochure was
simulated teakwood-grain planking for Newport 2-Door
Hardtops and Convertibles. It is not known if any were ac-
tually built with that option. Chrysler and Mercury both
unsuccessfully offered the same option in 1968.

DODGE

For 1969 along with other Mopar lines, the full-size
Dodges were completely redesigned. They offered the same
fuselage body design as the other cars but were given a
slightly different front-end treatment from the more ex-
pensive Chrysler and Imperial models. The difference was
that they used a separate grille and bumper assembly (as did
Plymouth) instead of the “loop-style” grille (which Dodge
and Plymouth would take on for ’70). Bodysides lost all of
their sculpting and racy lines, in favor of the aerodynamic,
smooth look of the future. Powertrain offerings in full-size
models were similar to previous years with one exception.
Available on various Dodge models, the Six-Pack 440 CID
V8 was introduced in 1969. Creating nearly 400 horse-
power, this engine would become the street racer’s engine

of choice, right after the Hemi 426. The only change to the
model lineup was the discontinuance of the Monaco 500
Hardtop.

Changes for all other Dodge lines consisted of new
grilles and taillight treatments. One model making big
news, however, was the Charger Daytona. Built specifically
for NASCAR racing requirements, the Daytona was the
first of two winged warriors created by Chrysler Corpora-
tion. The most distinguishing visual features of the Day-
tona were its long, sloping hood and fender styling and the
roof-high, trunk mounted rear spoiler wing. While the
Daytona and 1970 Plymouth Superbird looked similar, they
were very different style-wise, other than sharing the mid-
size platform and powertrains. The Daytona was obviously
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based on the Charger body, which was slightly larger than
the 1970 Plymouth Superbird’s Satellite body shell. Such
things as rooflines, glass, and front fenders were among the
most obvious differences. But the essential purpose of these
cars was to go racing! And race they did, winning many
events and creating a huge amount of publicity for Dodge.
Another, less famous new Charger was the 500, which was
also designed with winning races in mind. The main fea-

ture distinguishing this Charger from others was the flush
mounted grille and headlight design for the front end. Ei-
ther a Magnum 440 or Hemi 426 V8 engine powered both
the Charger 500 and Daytona. Other model changes for
Dodge this year included the addition of a Super Bee 2-
Door Hardtop, the Dart Swinger (replacing the Dart 2-
Door Sedan) and Swinger 340 2-Door Hardtops, and the
renaming of the Dart 270 line to Dart Custom.

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FORD
“It’s the going thing!”

Major styling changes were under way in the Ford
line. Throughout the sixties, Ford was constantly making
major revisions to at least one product line. This year it was
three: completely restyled Mustang and full-size Fords, and
an all-new compact Maverick. The Maverick came along
on the same day the original Mustang arrived, only five
years later. (Because it was sold for a substantial portion of
the 1969 model year, it is included here though Ford mar-
keted it as a 1970 model.) As with the Mustang, the Mav-
erick was an instant success. Powerplants for the new com-
pact were initially limited to two 6-cylinder engines,
displacing 170 or 200 cubic inches. Maverick styling was
part sports car with a sweeping fastback roofline and the
popular long hood, short deck treatment. Intended as a re-
placement for the Falcon, the Maverick was initially of-
fered in only a 2-Door Coupe style, so the Falcon was kept
in the line for another year while replacement plans for the
4-Door Sedan and Wagon were worked up. The eventual
replacement for the 4-Door Sedan arrived in the 1971 model
year. The Wagon replacement arrived in mid-year 1970, as
a Torino based Falcon Wagon. Since the Falcon and Fair-
lane/Torino Wagons had shared the same platform since
1966, the change was a logical one.

Mustang buyers were faced with a slightly larger and
more powerful car for 1969. While only about 4 inches
longer than the previous year, the styling changes made the
car look more muscular. A new four-headlamp setup was
used for this one season only, with the inboard lights
mounted inside the grille area, and the outboard lights set
outside of the grille. Other expected Mustang styling cues

were still there. Two new models were added to the line, a
luxury version of the coupe called Mustang Grande, and a
high-performance version of the fastback, appropriately
named Mach I. The Mach I featured the 351 CID V8 as
standard equipment, along with beefier suspension and tires
and the obligatory racing stripes. Mach I Mustangs were
fierce competition to GM’s newest high-performance of-
ferings, the Camaro Z28 and the Firebird Trans Am.

Full-size Fords were completely redesigned for 1969.
They now rode on the longest wheelbase in their class and
could legitimately boast of having more space and a qui-
eter ride than any of their competitors’ cars. Powertrain
choices were similar to last years, with the 429 CID V8 re-
placing the 427 CID V8 at the top end, and the new 351
VID V8 becoming a popular choice in the mid-range of the
power spectrum. No model changes were made to the full-
size line.

As mentioned earlier, the Falcon was nearing the end
of its run, so very few changes were made for 1969. The
mid-size Fairlane and Torino line was all-new in 1968, so
there were few changes to that line as well. Base power de-
rived from a newly offered 250 CID 6-cylinder as opposed
to last year’s 200 CID Six. A new high-performance Cobra
line was added, consisting of two 2-Door models—a Hard-
top and a Sports Roof fastback. All fastbacks in every line
were now referred to as “Sports Roof ” models. A 428 CID
V8 engine powered the Cobra. Finally, the Thunderbird re-
turned with a minor restyling to the grille, but few other
changes.

An all-new Imperial appeared for 1969. For the first
time in quite a few years, the styling and many components
were shared with Chrysler models. While the Imperial was
not a blatant copy of a Chrysler, there was enough simi-
larity that one could easily mistake the identities of the two
cars.

MERCURY
“Mercury leads the way.”

Mercury’s full-size models moved toward the upper
end of the mid-price class of cars for 1969. The Monterey,
Marauder and Marquis were all restyled for the new year
and were more substantial looking cars, looking more like
a Lincoln than in recent years. In retail pricing, Mercury
had moved above that of comparable Dodge and Pontiac
models and into the Oldsmobile and Buick range. As if to

emphasize this strategy, the Marquis was expanded from a
luxury sport 2-Door Hardtop line to a full-fledged series
that replaced the Park Lane. The Marquis and the new Ma-
rauder series sported Lincoln style front ends, with hidden
headlights and a slightly pronounced and raised center sec-
tion. At the back, each model received a variation of tail-
lights and chrome trim set into a concave area between the
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rear decklid and bumper—the higher the series, the more
taillights there were across the back. Powertrain choices re-
mained similar to previous years.

Mercury took the opportunity to “clean house” with
the model lines, dropping three nameplates and reviving an
earlier one. The three that were gone included the afore-
mentioned Park Lane, the mid-range Montclair, and the
Commuter nameplate from the low-priced wagon line. The
Commuter was moved into the base Monterey lineup. A
new Monterey Custom trim level replaced the Montclair,
and added its own mid-level wagon line. At the top end the
Marquis nameplate replaced the Park Lane, plus a three-
model Marquis Brougham series was added as an extra lux-
urious model, nearing the Lincoln in comfort and features.
To replace the previous Marquis 2-Door Hardtop line, a
new Marauder line was introduced, retaining the former
car’s fastback roofline and powerful engine choices, as well
as a its luxurious appearances. The Marauder X-100 was
given a unique matte black finished rear window and deck-
lid paint treatment that distinguished it from lesser cars.

The sporty Cougar was substantially restyled this year
while still carrying the original car’s distinctive look. A new
body side “swoop” was added to give a little character and
slightly more aggressive look to the Cougar. Headlights
continued to be hidden behind grillework, and full-width
taillights were used at the rear. A new Convertible model
was added to both the base and XR-7 lines, giving the
Cougar a very sexy new profile. Finally, the mid-size Comet
and Montego lines were given a minor facelift that included
revised grille and new trim. The racing-bred Cyclone was
now offered in two flavors, but from one body style. The
1968 version came in Formal Hardtop and Fastback varia-
tions. This year the Cyclone was only offered in the sleeker
Fastback variety, but it came in the base Cyclone or the po-
tent new Cyclone CJ. The “CJ,” for Cobra Jet, offered all
of the high performance goodies. With 335 horsepower
and a 10.6 to 1 compression ratio, this car meant business.

OLDSMOBILE
“Escape from the ordinary.”

The “Youngmobile” division, as Oldsmobile called it-
self these days, was finding great success in catering to a
younger generation of buyers. The Cutlass and F-85 mod-
els continued to find an increasing following of owners.

The traditional 88 and Ninety-Eight models, while fol-
lowing ever closer in Buick’s footsteps, were at least styled
to look sportier and more youthful. Of course, the top line
Toronado also had its loyal following by now. The mid-size
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Cutlass/F-85 line was given a minor facelift for 1969.
Changes to the model line were minimal, consisting of the
deletion of the F-85 4-Door Town Sedan and the merging
of the Cutlass and Cutlass S series into one Cutlass line. In
the 88 line, the Delmont was replaced by the successful
Delta nameplate, the base Delta became the Custom, and
the former Custom was reduced to a single 2-Door Hard-
top model christened the Royale. A new Luxury Sedan 4-
Door Hardtop model was added to the Ninety-Eight line,
and the Toronado continued as a one-model line.

As for styling changes, the previously mentioned
facelift of the Cutlass line consisted of a new grille and re-
vised taillight/bumper combination. Vista-Cruiser changes
closely followed those of the Cutlass. Full-size models were
completely restyled, yet retained the familiar Oldsmobile
look—large, twin grilles divided by a hood section from the
top, and a bumper section from the bottom. Changes for
the unique Toronado were minimal.

PLYMOUTH
“Look what Plymouth’s up to now.”

Nineteen sixty-nine marked a year of revitalization
for Plymouth. Throughout the sixties, Pontiac had domi-
nated the highly sought after third place in market share.
Prior to 1962, Plymouth had come close several times, even
reaching that position on occasion. But after a fantastic
1968 season Plymouth would attempt to attain that goal
again in 1969. Unfortunately for Plymouth, Oldsmobile
would have the upper hand through the seventies, and this
would be the last opportunity for Plymouth as a major
player in the market. In fact, this would be the last year for
Plymouth to have a model (the Barracuda) that it did not
share with any other Chrysler division, until the Prowler
was released in 1997. Beginning in 1970, the Barracuda
would share components with the new Dodge Challenger.
For 1969, however, the Barracuda retained its own identity
and received a light makeover, with a new grille revised in-
terior trim, and a new optional ’Cuda 340 package. This
package offered the 340 CID V8, 4-speed manual trans-
mission, hood scoop, blacked-out grille, dual exhaust,
heavy-duty brakes and suspension, and E70 × 14 Red stripe
tires. The entry-level Valiant returned for 1969 with new
grille and taillight treatments.

Mid-size Belvedere and Satellite models returned with

similar changes. A new Road Runner Convertible and Sport
Satellite 4-Door Sedan were added to the roster. The Road
Runner had become successful enough to garner the atten-
tion of car magazines and enthusiasts everywhere. To honor
this success, Motor Trend magazine picked the Road Run-
ner as the 1969 Car of the Year.

Of course, the big news for this year would be the to-
tally redesigned Fury line. As with all other full-size
Chrysler models, the “fuselage” styling was the hot topic,
and Plymouth models looked especially nice in the new
sheetmetal. Like Dodge, the Plymouth had a separate front
bumper and grille design for 1969, but would gain the
“loop-style” bumper with inset grille for 1970. On Ply-
mouths, the body sides wore little dress-up trim, which
contributed to a cleaner look. Fender skirts continued to
be offered by Chrysler on most full-size models, and on the
Plymouth they made the car look exceptionally long and
low. Powertrain choices remained similar to the 1968 line.
The only change to the model line was the addition of a VIP
2-Door Formal Hardtop. Last year’s regular 2-Door Hard-
top line was now called the Formal Hardtop, while the pre-
vious Fast Top (semi-fastback) was now known as a regu-
lar 2-Door Hardtop.

PONTIAC
“Break-Away … 1969 Pontiac.”

An all-new Grand Prix was the highlight of the 1969
Pontiac season. Sales of the luxury-sport Grand Prix had
been gradually declining ever since its peak during the mid-
sixties. Pontiac knew that it was offering features that the
public wanted, but decided that the packaging was not
quite right. Pontiac chose to develop a downsized Grand
Prix, built on a stretched mid-size platform. This enabled
the stylist to create a unique design, while utilizing some
existing components. The front end consisted of a radiator
style center grille with quad headlights on each side, and
parking lights set at the tips of the fenders. Side panels were
somewhat slab sided, ending in a short, clean decklid and
taillights set into the rear bumper. Overall, it was an ele-
gant, yet very sporty looking package. Inside was a cock-
pit style driver’s center with full-length console, bucket
seats, and wood-grain trim everywhere. Under the long
hood were various familiar, large displacement engines for
plenty of power. Initially, the Grand Prix 2-Door Hardtop
body design was not shared with any other GM car. That
would change, but for now, the Grand Prix was set for a re-
bound.

Also undergoing a major redesign, full-size Pontiac
models continued the familiar styling cues, but the front
grille and bumper treatment was even more pronounced
than in previous versions. Body sides were given sharper
character lines, and the new rear styling on Bonneville fea-

tured a vinyl rub strip in the center, under the hockey stick
shaped taillights. This strip was supposed to provide low
speed impact protection. The potent 428 CID V8 engine
made its last appearance this year in the full-size and Grand
Prix lines. Model changes included the discontinuance of
the 2-Door Sedan body style in the Catalina line.

Firebird models were given a restyling for their third
season in the marketplace. Most noticeable was a new front
end that foreshadowed the upcoming 1970 LeMans mod-
els. Front fenders were unique to the Firebird with simu-
lated air extractors, but the rest of the body styling was
shared with the Chevrolet Camaro. Interior styling was up-
graded, but other features carried over from previous years.
A new RPO (regular production option) was quietly slipped
into the lineup during mid-year: the Trans Am, a new top
line, high performance option—roughly equivalent to the
GTO in the LeMans line. Power came from a 400 CID, 4-
bbl. V8 in either Ram Air III or Ram Air IV versions. Ei-
ther way, over 350 horsepower was available in a car that
weighed just over 3,000 pounds. That provided for some
amazing performance. For its first season, the Trans Am was
extremely limited in production. All models were white
with blue stripes. An all-new Firebird was planned for the
1970 model year, but ultimately would not be ready until
mid-year. Therefore, 1969 Firebirds were carried over into
early 1970. Even sales brochures for the 1969 Firebird were

revised to eliminate any reference to the model year, so
they could be sold as 1970 models. All 1969-style Firebird
models are covered within this section.

Finally, mid-size Tempest, LeMans and GTO models
wore revised grilles and new interior styling. There were no
model line changes. However, there was a very high pro-
file mid-year introduction: “The Judge” option package
was offered on GTO models as an all-out muscle car to beat
all muscle cars. Featuring a standard 366-horsepower, 400

CID, 4-bbl. Ram Air V8 engine, 60” rear spoiler, black-
out grille, exposed headlamps, Rallye II wheels, Carousel
Red paint and of course, Pontiac’s famous Endura nose
(rubber covered bumper). There was even a Ram Air IV en-
gine available, rated at 370 horsepower, though it probably
delivered much closer to 390 in reality. Horsepower ratings
were often understated by the late sixties to help keep in-
surance rates lower.

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It may have been the dawn of a new decade, but many
car models were nearing the end of the road. The horse-
power race reached its peak this year. From 1971 on, engines
would be required to run on unleaded fuel, and that de-
mand coupled with more stringent emissions requirements
would reduce their output. Also, insurance rates were
climbing higher on muscle cars and convertibles. These
factors coupled with increasingly bad economic news com-
bined to threaten many models that just a few years prior
were at the top of the sales charts.

At American Motors, two new compact models were
introduced to replace the aging Rambler. The Hornet was
intended to take on the more modern Chevy Nova and
Ford Maverick compacts. The Gremlin, on the other hand,
was a pre-emptive move to take on the upcoming Chevy
Vega and Ford Pinto. Both were successful for AMC in
their missions. The remainder of the AMC line was carried
into 1970 with new grilles and detail changes.

Chrysler Corporation had released all-new full-size
models for 1969, so this year it was time to do some work
on the compact lines. The Plymouth Valiant and Dodge
Dart continued to use the same basic structure, with revised
front and rear end styling. The big news was in the all-new
Plymouth Valiant Duster. Sharing the Valiant 4-Door
Sedan powertrain and front clip, the new Duster was all-
new from the front doors back. Styling utilized the fastback
profile made so popular by cars like the Dodge Charger
and the Ford Mustang. One drawback of the new design
was the poor rear visibility caused by the severe slant of the
rear window, coupled with the large blind spot in the rear
quarter. Otherwise, the car was a huge success, and far out-
sold the Valiant 2-Door Sedan it replaced. Dodge would
get its own version for 1971.

Also new for 1970 were the Dodge Challenger and its
sister car, the restyled Plymouth Barracuda. Both cars wore
muscular styling and could be powered by just about any
of Chrysler’s powerful engines. The Barracuda rode on the

Valiant wheelbase, while the Challenger was on a stretched
version of the same platform. Either car could be equipped
with a full complement of luxury features. Unfortunately,
these new models were a little too late to be top sellers in
the pony car wars, and they would be kept in the model
lines just long enough to recoup development costs. By the
1974 season, rising gas prices and shrinking sales would
spell the end for the Mopar twins.

Other Chrysler models for 1970 were given the usual
annual styling changes. One noteworthy comment on the
1970 Imperial line is that it was the last full season for the
Imperial to exist as a separate marketing line within Chrys-
ler Corporation. More details on this can be found in the
1970 and 1971 Imperial sections.

Ford fielded all new mid-size models and heavily
restyled the Thunderbird line. The new mid-size cars
looked much trimmer and lighter than the 1968-1969 mod-
els, even though actual physical dimensions proved differ-
ently. The Fairlane/Torino line continued with full width
grille styling, while Mercury went for an odd, extended
protrusion at the grille center, unsuccessfully mimicking
the Pontiac look. The Torino line was definitely the better
looking of the two cars, and it went on to win the 1970
Motor Trend magazine Car of the Year award. A mid-year
change involved pulling the plug on the compact Falcon
and transferring the nameplate to a new, low price mid-
sized Fairlane model. Otherwise, the model lines of both
cars were changed slightly, with the Mercury version los-
ing its Convertible body styles.

The luxurious Thunderbird also took on a frontal ap-
pearance similar to the Montego, and had about as much
success carrying the look as the Montego. The roofline on
2-Door models was slightly revised, but the rear taillamp
styling was left similar to previous versions. The new for
’69 Maverick continued unchanged and was sold side-by-
side with the Falcon for about four months into the 1970
season until the latter was dropped. The sporty Mustang
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and Cougar were given minor facelifts and the full size Ford
and Mercurys received only minor styling updates.

Chevrolet introduced a cousin for the Pontiac Grand
Prix this season, the Monte Carlo. The new Monte Carlo
took the Grand Prix concept to a lower price level, and in
doing so stole many sales from the Grand Prix. The cars
shared rooflines and some components underneath, but the
Monte Carlo rode on the 4-Door mid size 116-inch wheel-
base and used Chevrolet powertrains. A convertible model
was to have joined the Monte Carlo line, but that car was
axed prior to introduction.

The sporty Camaro and Firebird models started the
season as carryover 1969 products. Their new replacements
had been delayed and didn’t arrive in showrooms until Jan-
uary of 1970. The new line of coupes borrowed styling in-
fluences from Ferrari and other European coupes of the
day. They came off looking quite modern and were, ini-
tially, quite popular. Both lines were revamped to reflect the
new choices. The Camaro came in a base model with SS,
RS and Z/28 options. The Firebird dropped its model op-
tion packages, but came in 4 new variations: base coupe,
luxury Esprit, sporty Formula, and high-performance Trans
Am. The Chevrolet Corvette continued with few changes
for this year.

Intermediate General Motors products featured an ex-
tensive facelift, with all models getting new sheetmetal for

the old bodies. They still looked like their predecessors,
but the freshened styling was a welcome change, especially
for the Buick Skylark and Chevrolet Chevelle lines.
Oldsmobile’s 4-4-2 had been given additional power in
1968 by the Hurst Corporation, creating a special model
known as the Hurst/Olds. For 1970, they once again worked
their magic on the 4-4-2, but this time it was to create the
Indianapolis 500 pace car. The pace car Oldsmobile was
painted in white with twin gold stripes that would become
a Hurst trademark paint scheme. GM’s entire full-size line
was in a holding pattern awaiting all-new models in 1971.
It would be the last season for the Buick Wildcat, Pontiac
Executive and Pontiac Tempest nameplates. The very pop-
ular compact Chevy Nova soldiered on in its current form.

There were no major changes to any of the increasingly
popular light truck lines for 1970. Ford and the GM twins
were given new grilles and trim upgrades. The car-like Ford
Ranchero was given a total makeover that followed the
Torino’s new styling. Similarly, the Chevy El Camino
sported new styling to match the Chevelle. A new, larger
Chevy Van was introduced during the year. This new de-
sign would be in production for over 25 years. It was highly
popular with van conversion builders during the seventies
and was the van of choice for mini-motorhome builders
through the eighties.

Changes to the Checker for 1970 were minimal as

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usual. This would be the last year for the 327 CID V8 as
a powerplant, as it would be replaced by the 350 CID
Chevy V8 for 1971. The base six-cylinder continued to be
the 250 CID Chevy unit that was introduced for 1969.

Avanti II made no changes to the basic outward appearance
for 1970.

AMERICAN MOTORS
“The ’70’s from American Motors.”

American Motors ushered in the ’70s by introducing
two all-new models while shedding the last vestiges of the
Rambler nameplate. The first new model was the replace-
ment for the aging but popular Rambler (American). The
Hornet retained many of the key dimensions and features
the Rambler was known for, but it added a stylish, mod-
ern exterior to the equation. The result was a popular, solid
and reliable (and, as it turned out, long-lived) compact car.
Though the new car borrowed its name from the famous
race-bred Hudson Hornet of the 1950s, this was not a car
to be known for its performance. This one was strictly a
family-oriented economy car with a few exceptions—no-
tably the 1971 SC/360 model. The Hornet, solidly rooted
in the long-standing American Motors tradition of econ-
omy and value, would serve AMC for many years.

The other new arrival came on April 1, 1970. The sub-
compact Gremlin was the first of three domestic-built sub-
compact cars to rival the increasingly popular imported cars

from Europe and Japan. Always looking to conserve mon-
etary resources, AMC cleverly designed the Gremlin around
existing Hornet components and produced a unique look-
ing, roomy economy car, though the Gremlin would turn
out to be a little too heavy to give outstanding fuel econ-
omy. That would not be a major concern for another few
years. What really made the Gremlin shine was its roomy
interior, powerful engine choices, variety of features avail-
able, and low base price. These were all great selling tools,
especially the price! AMC was able to keep the costs of the
Gremlin lower by having it share nearly all components
from the doors forward with the Hornet. This left only the
forward sloping rear quarter and hatchback design to tool
from scratch. All in all it was a successful little car for Amer-
ican Motors. As for other models, the Rebel line received a
restyled rear quarter section. Also the Rebel and other cars
in the lineup received the requisite new grilles and trim
and detail changes.

BUICK
“Now wouldn’t you really rather have a 1970 Buick?”

Mid-size Skylark models underwent a major facelift
this year, bringing with it a more sporting flair. Nearly all
sheetmetal was new on the 1970 models though the cars re-
tained a traditional Buick look. The long-running sweep-
spear design motif was no longer used on the intermediate
Buicks, and the fender-side venti-ports were removed a
year earlier. It appeared that Buick wanted to change its
image, at least in the mid-size market, where sport tended
to sell better than luxury. The entry-level Special Deluxe
model was no longer around, but the name Special would
turn up again in the mid-seventies on a low-priced Cen-
tury coupe. A Skylark 350 line was introduced, which was
essentially the base Skylark with a 350 CID V8 engine as
standard equipment. New for the mid-size GS line was a
GSX option package with a 350-hp, 455 CID V8, spoil-
ers and performance upgrades. The final model change re-
sulted from the introduction of the full-size Estate Wagon.
Prior to 1970, the SportWagon had been a stretched (121-
inch wheelbase) Special Deluxe wagon with Skylark trim,
sharing the Oldsmobile Vista-Cruiser glass roof treatment

and larger cargo capacity. For 1970, with a big wagon in the
lineup, the Sportwagon became a Skylark trimmed 116-inch
wheelbase wagon, effectively replacing the former Special
Deluxe model.

In the full-size Buick line, changes were minimal, with
new grilles and trim arrangements. The all-new Estate
Wagon became an immediate hit in the luxury wagon mar-
ket. Based upon the full-size GM wagon body it carried
Electra-style front end styling and interior trim and equip-
ment. Also new this year was the LeSabre Custom 455,
which replaced the base Wildcat line, perhaps signaling
that the Wildcat would be discontinued soon. The new
455 model was powered by the all-new Buick 455 CID V8
engine, which was also used in the Estate Wagon, Wildcat,
Electra and Riviera models. This new engine was more
powerful than its predecessor. At the top of the Buick line
was the sporty Riviera, which received a facelift with new
exposed headlamps, set at each end of a vertical bar grille.
At the back of the car was a new bumper/taillight design.

CHEVROLET
“Putting you first, keeps us first.”

The nation’s top-selling marque underwent a transi-
tional year in 1970. Long a sore spot for the corporate
image, the venerable Corvair was finally laid to rest during
the 1969 model year with little public notice. Its replace-
ment, the Vega, would not be available for the public until
the 1971 model year. The replacement for the popular Ca-
maro was not available at the beginning of the model year,
so the 1969 version was sold as a 1970 until February, when
the “real” 1970 Camaro was unveiled. The Chevelle and
full-size Chevrolet models received major facelifts, while the
Nova (no longer called the Chevy II) and Corvette sol-
diered on relatively unchanged. The 1970 Nova was the last
to be offered with a 4-cylinder engine, as few were being
sold.

There was, however, one totally new car. The afford-
able personal luxury class was virtually created by the all-
new Monte Carlo. Basically the Monte Carlo took the con-
cept of a sporty yet semi-luxurious coupe, like the Pontiac
Grand Prix, Buick Riviera or earlier Ford Thunderbirds,
and brought it into the low-price field. The Monte Carlo
shared its roofline and some other components with the
Grand Prix, but was based on the 4-Door Chevelle chas-
sis. Most powertrain options were shared with the Chev-
elle as well. Sales were quite high for its initial year, and the
Monte Carlo would become an icon of the seventies per-
sonal luxury car.

The other big news would not arrive until February
1970, when the new GM F-body cars debuted: the Camaro
and the Pontiac Firebird. This all-new car was based upon
the concepts of the original cars, but was much more mod-

ern in appearance and overall attractiveness. Its styling was
so good that it would survive virtually unchanged through
the 1981 model year. From the front, individual headlights
were mounted at each side of the front, flanking a large,
Ferrari-like grille opening. Depending on model chosen,
there was either a full-width bumper or bumper-ettes that
extended outward from the grille opening. Eliminating the
rear quarter windows and angling the rear window down
into a very short rear deck area created a sleek silhouette.
At the rear were four round taillights and a slender bumper.
Interiors made extensive use of plastic materials. Bench or
bucket seating was offered up front, with bucket-style seat-
ing in the rear. Powertrains for the new Camaro continued
to cover the spectrum, from economy sixes to high-perfor-
mance V8s. The convertible Camaro was dropped, and this
would turn out to be the only generation of Camaro not
offered in a convertible model.

Full-size Chevrolet models received their fourth
restyling in as many years. While they retained many fea-
tures from the ’69 models (doors, roof, glass in particular),
the front and rear styling was totally new. The loop-style
bumper of previous years was gone in favor of a more tra-
ditional full-width grille with headlights mounted at the ex-
treme ends. At the rear, slot-style vertical tail lamps were
inset in the bumper. For the first time since 1952, regular-
line Chevrolet models sold fewer than 1 million units.
Chevelle models also received a major facelift, with a new
twin-grille appearance and body side highlights featuring
slight bulges at the wheel openings.

Chrysler exterior styling continued its “fuselage” style
bodies and loop type front bumpers, but 1970 brought new
grille designs. The new-bodied Chryslers had been very
successful in 1969, but constant pressure from the compe-
tition and a weakening economy meant sales for Chrysler
would take a tumble this year. Under the hood, powerplant
choices remained the same as previous years, with either
383 CID or 440 CID V8 engine offerings. Notably, 1970
would be the last year for a full-size Chrysler convertible,
which saw sales drop 50 percent from the previous year.
There were three new models to debut for the year. The first
two were special-order editions of the base Newport, called
Cordoba. This line consisted of a 2-Door Hardtop and 4-
Door Hardtop. Features included Cordoba Gold Paint and
vinyl top, special upholstery, and specific wheel covers. The

other model was a limited edition 300-H 2-Door Hardtop.
In this case, the “H” stood for Hurst Performance Corpo-
ration, not a part of the earlier letter series 300s. Power-
train for this big muscle car was the 440 CID “TNT” V8
engine that developed 375 horsepower.

DODGE
“If you want all the ‘news’ for ’70 … you could be Dodge Material.”

The big “news” from Dodge this year was its own ver-
sion of a pony car—finally more than five years after the
first Mustang was introduced. One would have thought
the White Hat boys would have put together a pony car for
the performance division of Chrysler much sooner. Ap-
parently Chrysler had thought that with the Plymouth Bar-
racuda already in that market, they could leave the mid-size
Charger to fill the sports car role for Dodge. Unfortunately,
the smaller pony car market had already peaked by 1970,
but the Dodge boys did put together one very nice auto-
mobile. The Challenger was a slightly larger companion to
the Barracuda. Based on a stretched Valiant/Dart platform,
the new Challenger was an immediate hit, and a contender

for one of the all-time best muscle cars. Using a formula
similar to that developed for the Mustang and Camaro, the
Challenger came in a wide array of model choices from
plain jane to wild performance. What really attracted peo-
ple to the Challenger over other pony cars, though, was
obviously its performance capabilities. Nearly every engine
that Chrysler built could be ordered for the Challenger. A
luxury Special Edition model was also offered in base or
R/T varieties, if you needed more luxury with your sport.
The idea of a little luxury in a sporty car was just begin-
ning to take hold, as other manufacturers offered such mod-
els as the Mustang Grande and Firebird Esprit.

Other Dodge models, excluding the Charger, received
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fairly extensive facelifts. The full-size Dodge models, which
were new for 1969, were given a version of the new Chrysler
“loop-style” grille which fully encompassed the grille and
headlights. Out back, new taillights and bumpers were
used. The full-size model line was also reorganized to fur-
ther differentiate the Polara and Monaco lines. For the Po-
lara, a Special trim level was added as a base car, primarily
for fleet use, but available to anyone. A Polara Custom was
added to the top end as an intermediate step between the
Polara and Monaco. Variations in grilles and trim distin-
guished the Polara from the Monaco. The mid-sized Coro-
net line was due to be redesigned for 1971, so it is surpris-
ing that it received such a major restyle. The front end was
given the “loop-style” grille treatment also, but it was split
into two halves with the hood panel coming down between

the two halves approximately six inches. The rear styling
of the Coronets was also updated with new taillights and
rear bumper. Dart models still were using the same body
introduced in 1967, but they were also given a major facelift.
At the front was a full-width grille, split in the middle with
vertical bars, and underscored by a narrow, full-width
bumper. At the rear end, the decklid sloped downward to
a thin bumper which housed the taillights. The Dart line
lost the GT and GTS models, as the Challenger filled that
market position. As previously mentioned, the Charger
changed very little for 1970. A loop-style grille with hid-
den headlights inset at each end, was the most noticeable
difference. The Charger SE was not offered this year, but
would return in 1971.

The 1970 model year was a banner one for changes in
Ford products. The Maverick, which actually debuted in
April 1969, entered its first full year as a new product. The
mid-size Fairlane and Torino lines were totally redesigned.
The luxury Thunderbird sported new styling, and the
sporty Mustang and full-size Fords offered revised frontal
styling. The only car not to change, at least at the begin-
ning of the year, was the Falcon. This was the last year for
the compact Falcon, as the Maverick was its replacement in
that market. The Falcon and Maverick overlapped on the
sales floor for about 8 months. Part of the reason for this
was that the Falcon offered 4-Door Sedan and Wagon mod-
els that were not initially offered in the Maverick line. But
a Maverick 4-Door Sedan would arrive for the 1971 model
year. After the compact Falcon disappeared, the name reap-
peared on the mid-size platform with the same three mod-
els offered: 2-Door Sedan, 4-Door Sedan and 4-Door
Wagon. Mainly this move was made to offer a car in the
price range of the former Falcon, while still making avail-
able a 4-Door variant. Obviously these cars were not hot
sellers, and at the end of the 1970 model run, they were
dropped. The new-for-1969 Maverick continued into the
1970 model year unchanged.

As previously mentioned, the mid-size line was totally
revamped. Featuring slimmer, more aerodynamic lines, the
Fairlane, Torino and mid-year Falcon were actually larger
than the cars they replaced, but they carried it well. The
model line was similar to 1969, but the names were shuffled
to add a new Torino Brougham at the top of the line. The
Fairlane 500 replaced the Fairlane, the Torino replaced the
Fairlane 500, and the new Torino Brougham replaced the

1969 Torino line, model for model. The only models dis-
continued were the formal roof hardtops in the Torino GT
and Cobra lines. Engine offerings remained pretty much
the same. Motor Trend magazine was impressed enough with
the new Torino to name it Car of the Year for 1970.

Also newly restyled, the Thunderbird was given a
facelift unlike any other ever seen on a Ford. Gone was the
flat, full-width grille look, and in its place was a full-width
grille (with exposed headlights) and Pontiac-style nose that
came to a point in the middle. The body lines were more
rounded and lacked the previous cars sculpting. Rooflines
also appeared slimmer, but underneath the cars were basi-
cally the same as earlier versions.

The perennially popular Mustang received a facelift
also. The one-year-only dual headlight setup was replaced
by single headlamps, set in the grille section where last year’s
inboard high-beam lights were located. The parking lights
moved up to where the outside low-beam lights were last
year. Also new for the year was the elimination of the fa-
miliar “side scoop” molding that had characterized the Mus-
tang since its introduction. Full-size Fords were given new
grilles and trim and detail changes, but powertrains re-
mained the same. The Custom and Custom 500 lost their
2-Door Sedan models, as that body style was now gone in
the full-size lines. At the top end, a LTD Brougham line
was added to better compete with the Chevy Caprice and
Plymouth Gran Fury lines. As for the full-size wagons, this
was the last year that the Dual Facing Rear Seat (DFRS)
models would be considered separate models from their 6-
passenger counterparts. Beginning with 1971, the DFRS
would be an option.

The cars at the sign of the cat were little changed vi-
sually from their predecessors, except for the mid-size Mon-
tego line. And did it make an impact! No one could mis-
take the front end styling for any other car on the road. The
Montego used a protruding center nose section that ex-
tended as far out as the fender did at the sides, creating an
exaggerated “W” or “M” effect when viewed from over-
head. The Cyclone models even had what looked like a
crosshair in the center section of the grille. The rest of the
body shell, from the cowl back, was much more traditional
and was shared with the Ford Fairlane and Torino lines. At
this point in time, Mercury was still into racing, and these
new cars looked intimidating and aggressive, even if they
weren’t very aerodynamic on the track. Powertrains were
similar to previous years, but model names were shuffled.
The Comet was gone, having been offered only as an entry-

level two-door hardtop for the past two years. Also gone was
the Montego convertible, as Ford would only offer that
body style in the Torino line this year. The Cyclone CJ was
gone, but in its place were two new cars: the Cyclone GT
and Cyclone Spoiler. Both of these cars offered high per-
formance and flashy styling in a unique package. The Cy-
clone GT offered the smaller displacement 351 CID V8, for
a more popular, price effective choice among buyers. The
Spoiler was basically the CJ with a new name, but it was
powered by the 429 CID V8 instead of the 428 CID V8,
which Mercury only offered in the Cougar this year.

In the Cougar and full-size Mercury lines, changes
were minimal. The Cougar grille was changed with the
center portion of the hood dropping down to divide the
grille, similar to the original Cougar. Full-size models re-
ceived new grilles and revised trim also. The Monterey Cus-
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tom Wagon was dropped. A new top-of-the-line Marquis
Brougham was offered this year, featuring more luxurious
appointments inside, a vinyl roof and distinctive exterior

body moldings. Engine choices were similar to that of pre-
vious years, and 1970 would be the last year of the 390
CID V8 engine for Mercury.

OLDSMOBILE
“Wouldn’t it be nice to have an Escape Machine?”

As the 1970 model year unfolded, it would have been
impossible to predict that in a few short years, Oldsmobile
would be the nation’s number three automobile producer.
But this marked the year that a key to that success was in-
troduced. The Cutlass Supreme Holiday Coupe was intro-
duced this year. There had been a Cutlass Supreme Hard-
top prior to 1970, but it was a higher trim level of a regular
Cutlass model. The new Supreme was given a more formal
roofline (similar to the Monte Carlo and Grand Prix), but
was based on the regular 112-inch mid-size wheelbase giv-
ing it a sportier flair. This change, coupled with the
restyling received by the entire Cutlass line, produced a
very appealing car at an affordable price. This new image
for the Cutlass Supreme would eventually lead to the en-
tire Cutlass line becoming the best selling car line in Amer-
ica. Another key to success was the performance image that
the Cutlass had gained through the sixties, and which was

highlighted by the Cutlass 4-4-2 being selected to pace the
1970 Indianapolis 500 race this year. This would be the first
of four times during the seventies that Oldsmobiles (three
of them Cutlasses) would do the honors at Indy, a testament
to the popularity of Oldsmobile and the Cutlass in this pe-
riod.

Changes to the remainder of the Oldsmobile line were
limited to trim and detail changes. The exception was the
Toronadom which was given an all-new front end treat-
ment. The leading edge of the front fenders held vertically
mounted “bumpers” and rub strips. These flanked a loop-
style bumper which housed the headlights and egg-crate
grille. It was a rather unusual look for what had once been
such a cleanly styled car. Fortunately, it was only one more
year before a totally new Toronado would appear. There
were no model changes of note, but 1970 would be the final
year for the luxurious Ninety-Eight convertible.

PLYMOUTH
“For 1970, if you want a car that makes it, Plymouth makes it!”

After many years of struggle, Plymouth finally re-
gained the third spot in the sales race. The reasons are many,

but the drastic slide that Pontiac took this year helped Ply-
mouth most. Changes for the 1970 Plymouth line mimicked
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those of the Dodge line, with one exception. Plymouth
received an all-new body style in the Valiant line, named
the Duster. The Duster was a 2-Door “fastback” style
coupe, with fixed rear quarter windows and a back glass
that sloped downward into a short rear deck. Rear styling
was unique to the Duster, but everything from the front
doors forward was pure Valiant, including powertrains. The
Duster was an immediate hit as a sporty alternative to the
now larger and more expensive Barracuda. Dodge would re-
ceive its own version for 1971, as the Dart Demon. The sin-
gle remaining Valiant 4-Door received revised front-end
styling.

The Barracuda was totally restyled for 1970, sharing
its basic body shell with the all-new Dodge Challenger.
This new body styling was bulky and muscular looking,
and followed the “fuselage” body styling first seen on the
full-size Plymouths during 1969. A thin, full-width bumper
underscored the grille with single headlamps set at each
end of the grille. Body sides were smooth and flowing and
met the roofline where the car ended in a very short rear
deck. It was a very nice looking package, and the Barracuda
definitely had the power to back up the looks, with just
about every powerplant Plymouth offered, available under
the hood. Unfortunately sales in this segment were dwin-
dling, and though the restyling effort sold better than the
1969 edition, this was a brief resurgence. The Gran Coupe
was a new luxury/sport offering, and the ’Cuda was the

new, powerful, top line image builder. The 2-Door Fast-
back model was no longer offered as they were falling out
of favor with buyers.

As with the mid-size Dodge models, the Satellite and
Belvedere lines were totally revamped at the front and rear.
Meanwhile the big news for the Satellite line was the avail-
ability of a new NASCAR inspired Road Runner Super Bird
2-Door Hardtop. The “winged warrior” was similar to the
1969 Dodge Charger Daytona Hardtop. The Super Bird
was essentially a stock Road Runner with aerodynamic nose
(with concealed headlamps) and the large, towering wing
spoiler at the rear. It was fitted with the 440 CID, 4-bbl.
V8 engine. The Super Bird was built in enough quantity
to qualify it for NASCAR racing, and ended up being a run
of 1,920 cars. The remainder of the Belvedere/Satellite
model line was unchanged, except for the dropping of the
Sport Satellite and GTX convertible models. It would also
be the last year for use of the Belvedere name. Fury mod-
els wore a new face, with the “loop-style” grille seen on
other Chrysler products, and changes to the model line
were numerous. The Fury I Suburban Wagon moved up to
the Fury II line. The VIP line was integrated into an ex-
panded Sport Fury line, that added GT and S-23 Hardtop
models, but lost its convertible model. A new Gran Coupe
model, based on Fury II trim level, topped off the Fury line.

The start of the new decade brought all-new styling
to most of the Pontiac lineup. But the star of the show
would be the totally redesigned Firebird, which would not
appear until February 1970. In the interim, 1969 model
Firebirds were produced later into the fall of ’69 and sold
as 1970 models. This made the new Firebird a 1970∂
model. The new Firebird (like sister F-body Chevrolet Ca-
maro) was a dramatic departure from any previous styling
seen on a GM product, except for the Corvette. Undoubt-
edly the Corvette had greatly influenced the styling of these
two cars. On the Firebird, the front end featured an En-
dura flexible bumper, with large twin grilles split across a
traditional Pontiac nose, and single headlamps on each side.
Body sides were smooth with slightly bulged wheel open-
ings, a large driver door, and no rear quarter windows, giv-
ing the illusion of a sporty two-seat car. At the rear, a slop-
ing rear window led into a very short decklid, and a flat
vertical tail panel housed twin slotted taillights. Under the
hood, engine choices were similar to prior years, but the
base overhead cam 6-cylinder was replaced by a more tra-
ditional overhead valve 6-cylinder engine. The model
lineup was renamed and revised slightly, but still similar to
prior years. At the low-price end was a base Firebird. The
next step up was a new Esprit, which took the place of the
Sprint and 350 models. Next up was the Formula, which

took the place of the Firebird 400. Finally there was the
Trans Am, which had been a regular production option, al-
though very few were built, in 1969. There was no longer
a convertible model in any series.

Mid-size and full-size models each received extensive
restyling of the front and rear treatments. Mid-size mod-
els wore a new full-width bumper, which incorporated a
split grille theme. Of course, on GTO models, this bumper
was made of Endura rubber-type material to deflect bumps
and dings. At the back end wrap-around tail lamps were in-
corporated into a new bumper and decklid design. Full-size
models featured a variation of this theme, but the grille was
more upright and narrow, with parking lamps set into sep-
arate housings between the quad headlamps and the grille.
Tail lamps on full-size Pontiacs also moved into the
bumper. Model changes this year included the addition of
a 2-Door Hardtop to the base Tempest line, the rebadging
of the Tempest Custom as the LeMans line, and the shift-
ing of the former LeMans line a new LeMans Sport line.
The former Tempest Custom Convertible did not survive
the transition to the LeMans line. No changes were made
to the full-size line. The popular Grand Prix underwent
minimal changes, mostly consisting of a revised grille and
trim.

It is hard to label 1971 as a good or bad automotive
sales year. On the positive side, Ford, Lincoln-Mercury,
American Motors, Dodge and Plymouth all saw sales in-
creases. Meanwhile, however, all of General Motors’ divi-
sions had large sales declines. The losses at GM were so
great that they brought the overall U.S. sales down 6 per-
cent from 1970 levels. Price increases on full-size models ap-
proaching 20 percent combined with increasing prices on
other consumer products, including gasoline, were putting
pressure on cars that were inefficient with fuel—something
GM had a lot of. (Sales of Ford or Chrysler’s large cars were
not spectacular either.) GM also had many unsettled labor
disputes during this era, and as a result there were many
production problems. It was cars of this era that also con-
tributed greatly to Detroit’s reputation for poor quality that
would greatly enhance the ability of foreign automakers to
sell their automobiles in the U.S. market. Unfortunately,
this legacy has carried on to the present day, even though
the quality of the cars has risen significantly.

Another contributing factor to the sales decline that
would continue through 1976 was the assumption on the
part of manufacturers that all consumers would now buy
luxury cars, or the pretense of luxury. Rising insurance rates
and government pressures had led to the quick demise of
the muscle car, and carmakers saw their luxury editions as
a way to keep up the profits and image that had gone away
with the muscle car. Even sporty makes like Pontiac fell to
the temptation offering the Firebird Esprit, the Catalina
Brougham, and the new luxury Grand Ville. For whatever
reason, nearly every line featured a “Brougham” edition. It
was suddenly one of the most over-used nomenclatures in
the automotive business. Every division of every manufac-
turer had a Brougham, except for Buick, Chevrolet, and
Lincoln. In the short term, the strategy would work. Price
cuts on 1972 models would lead to stronger sales for 1972
and 1973, but the Arab oil embargoes of 1973 would cur-
tail big car sales for the following four years. This would

give the makers of small Japanese and European cars the
chance they needed for sales to grow. They had the qual-
ity, the lower prices, and the right features for the times.

As for the 1971 cars themselves, the big news came
from Ford and Chevy with their new Pinto and Vega sub-
compact models. These new cars were designed to take on
the imports head to head. Similarities in both cars could
be found in their execution and in their potential market-
ing problems. Both cars were designed as strictly 2-Door
models, but came in Sedan, Hatchback or Wagon forms
(the Pinto Wagon arrived for 1972). Both cars utilized 4-
cylinder powerplants, which had been little used in Amer-
ican cars since the early 1930s. Also, both cars were offered
in very basic packaging that could be loaded up with op-
tions, which drove the price tags up greatly. That’s where
the downfalls came to light. European and Japanese mod-
els typically cost a few dollars more than the new Ameri-
can cars, but they also included more standard features.
Adding options to a Pinto or Vega could easily raise the
price of the car 50 percent over the base price, whereas the
imported cars generally held the line on the amount of op-
tional equipment offered. Another problem was the lack of
4-Door models in the subcompact range. Ford and Chevro-
let offered compact 4-Door Sedans, but the dimensions of
both the Maverick and the Nova were nearly that of a mid-
size model. Meanwhile, cars such as the Toyota Corolla,
Datsun 510, and even “captive imports” such as the Dodge
Colt and Plymouth Cricket were making inroads into the
subcompact 4-Door market with no competition from De-
troit. AMC, which had entered the subcompact market in
1970 with its Gremlin, was really not a contender, as the
Gremlin was more of a shortened, compact Hornet with ex-
tremely poor rear seating. Plus, the Gremlin was powered
by a 6-cylinder engine, which put it into a different league
from the new 4-cylinder contenders.

Other potential problems for the two newcomers were
their new 4-cylinder engines and the hatchback body de-
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sign. Typically, American car buyers have resisted the hatch-
back design. Fortunately for both Ford and Chevy, their
new hatchback models sold quite well initially. They would
continue to do reasonably well throughout their life spans,
but by the mid-seventies, Americans were showing a defi-
nite preference for coupe or sedan models. Only sporty cars
seemed to sell hatchback models in quantity. As for the en-
gines, Chevy turned out to have the real loser in the crowd.
Its concept was brilliant, but its execution was another mat-
ter. Production problems plagued the early aluminum 4-
cylinder engines, and puddles of coolant under a Vega were
a common sight. Ford turned to its European lines to get
the Pinto’s 4-cylinder powerplant. As it turned out, this was
a smart move, as the base British and optional German de-
signed engines proved to be solid performers in the Pinto.

GM and Ford both offered new full-size lines. Ford
went for a very traditional and conservative approach with
the LTD and Monterey/Marquis lines. Rooflines were boxy,
front ends were reminiscent of recent models, and the Mer-
cury line lost its Convertible models. General Motors, on
the other hand, went for new wide-bodied designs, in an
effort to maximize interior space. Rooflines were somewhat
rounded on Sedan and Hardtop models. Convertibles uti-
lized an inward folding top design that widened the rear
seating area to nearly a full car width. Station Wagon mod-
els were where the General really showed off its engineer-

ing prowess. Tailgates on all of the new full-size line were
what was termed a “clamshell” design. The window por-
tion raised into the roof of the car, while the door portion
lowered into a space under the cargo floor. The door op-
eration was manual on all early production cars, with power
operation by key available shortly after the start of pro-
duction. The window was power-operated on all models.
Initially, the GM cars were not successful, but with mild
restyling for 1972, sales would be regained.

Other models at GM and Ford were given facelifts
ranging from mild to extensive. However, the Ford Mus-
tang and Mercury Cougar were another set of completely
new designs. It was with this new styling that the Mustang
and Cougar began drifting in different market directions.
The Cougar had always been the more luxurious car, but
this season it began a move towards the mid-size personal/
luxury market currently occupied by the Chevy Monte
Carlo and Pontiac Grand Prix. The Mustang continued to
be the pony car leader. Both models continued to offer 2-
Door Hardtop and Convertible versions, where their GM
counterparts had discontinued the convertible style at the
end of the 1969 season.

At Chrysler, the Dodge Demon was introduced as a
member of the Dart line. It was based upon the new for-
1970 Plymouth Duster Coupe. Like the Duster, the Demon
was available as a 340 model, providing good performance

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at a low cost. Chrysler got a jump on Ford and GM by in-
troducing new mid-size models this season. Two-Door
models were built on a shorter wheelbase than 4-Door
models, and were given their own unique body shells.
Dodge took the concept a step further and named all of its
mid-sized 2-Door models Chargers, while all 4-Door mod-
els were in the Coronet line. Plymouth adopted a similar
strategy with its 2-Doors being named Satellite Sebring,
and the 4-Doors were simply Satellite models. Other
Chrysler lines were given new grilles and other styling up-
dates.

At AMC, the new Gremlin and Hornet lines were rel-
atively unchanged, although the Hornet offered a new
Sportabout Wagon model. This was the only compact sta-
tion wagon model now offered by American manufactur-
ers. Just four years prior, nearly every compact car line had
a station wagon model, but the Big Three had abandoned
the market for the more profitable mid-size and full-size

models. The move left AMC in a great position to sell a
good quantity of the little wagons, and it would have the
market to itself until 1976, when Chrysler’s Aspen and
Volare twins were introduced with a compact wagon in the
line. Other changes at AMC included the renaming of the
Rebel to Matador, and a facelift for the re-christened car.
The Matador would be a popular police car as well as a very
nice family car.

Checker and Avanti II were generally unchanged for
1971, as usual. Light-duty truck lines were also changed
very little, although GM and Dodge both introduced new
versions of their van models. The Dodge B-series, Chevy
Sportvan and GMC Rally Van/Vandura, were much larger
than their predecessors, and were quite modern compared
to the Ford Econoline design. Their basic body shells would
continue until the mid–1990s.

AMERICAN MOTORS

The 1971 American Motors line was the final result of
a brief, two-year overhaul of the company product line. It
began with the dropping of the Rambler American in 1969,
followed by the restyling of the Ambassador, and 1970 in-
troductions of the Gremlin and Hornet. For the new model
year, an all-new Javelin was introduced, and the Matador
(the replacement for the Rebel) received a facelift. The
Javelin was in the business of trying to lure Mustang and
Camaro buyers to the AMC showroom. The original ver-
sion had been somewhat successful in this task. Now, with
the newness wearing off the Gremlin and Hornet lines, it
was time to put some excitement into the other lines. The
new Javelin was given a more muscular and aggressive ap-
pearance. Exaggerated bodylines curved over the wheel
openings atop the fenders. Grilles were deeply inset. The
fastback roofline took on a sharper appearance. Whether
intentional or not, this all added up to a racy looking au-
tomobile. The Javelin was not just looking the part either,

as the 1971 to 1974 models would show up in NASCAR cir-
cuits, even winning a few races along the way. The AMX
was still alive, but in name only, as it was now a trim level
at the top of the Javelin line. The distinct two-seat, short-
wheelbase sport car was gone, and in its place was a run-
of-the-mill Javelin, with four seating positions and a
slightly bigger engine, although some individual AMX
touches were thrown in for appearance’s sake.

The newly named Matador line received a major
facelift upon the old Rebel (and shared with Ambassador)
body shell. The entire front clip of the Matador was freshly
designed, and gave the cars a more modern appearance.
Minor changes were also made to the rear of the car. Also,
trim levels were upgraded slightly, as AMC tried to offer
better equipped cars than its competitors, thereby offering
a better value. The remainder of the 1971 AMC line was lit-
tle changed.

BUICK
“Introducing a new set of values. Wouldn’t you really rather have a Buick?”

The 1971 model year brought a new yet familiar look
to the entire line of big Buicks, and subtle revisions to the
Skylark line. At the top of the pricing structure, the “lux-
ury-sport” Riviera debuted with the most radical styling
ever featured on a Buick to date. At the front end was a
pointed bow-type grille and hood, with dual exposed head-
lights set outside the grille area. Along the sides was the
trademark Buick sweep-spear design (less the usual chrome
trim), and arched wheel openings. At the rear was an up-
dated take on the 1930s boattail speedster designs. A semi-
fastback roofline that ended in a 2-piece glass window,
bonded in the center (not divided), met with a short rear
decklid that led to the center boattail section, which was
flanked by horizontal taillights on each side. It was a highly
distinctive design that most people either loved or hated.
Sales did not seem to be helped by the redesign, though to

some extent increasing sales of the Monte Carlo/Grand Prix
class of cars were affecting the Riviera.

The other full-size lines were totally new automobiles
too. Along with the other full-size GM cars, the Electra,
LeSabre and newly named Centurion were larger, more
spacious, and wore more sculpted body sides. In place of
the traditional Buick sweep-spear was a sculpted line be-
ginning at the leading edge of the hood, just inside the
fender line, flowing back across the hood (through fake
venti-ports on all but the Centurion), onto the leading edge
of the door. Then it ran across the door through the front
door handle, gently arching downward toward a point near
the top edge of the rear bumper. This line gave the illusion
that the cars were even longer and lower than they already
were. Interiors were also larger, with the doors curved out
near the center to provide more hip room. The overall ef-
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fect was similar to what Chrysler had tried in 1969 with
their fuselage design, but the GM cars turned out as much
prettier cars, although somewhat bulkier. The new Centu-
rion effectively replaced the Wildcat and, at least initially,
sold better. With all of the station wagon models available,
it is somewhat surprising that the new-for-1970 Estate
wagon was so well-received. It quickly became the best
seller in its class, outselling the Chrysler Town & Country,
Mercury Colony Park, and Oldsmobile Custom Cruiser.
The restyled 1971 model received all the new GM full-size
treatments, including the infamous Glide-Away “clamshell”

tailgate. The Electra and LeSabre models were similar to the
Centurion in styling, with the Electra receiving the tradi-
tional four venti-ports, longer wheelbase, and plusher ac-
commodations. LeSabre models were once again the entry-
level full-size Buicks and wore three venti-ports. All
full-size models utilized the GM Flo-Thru ventilation sys-
tem, with louvers built into the trunk lid (or tailgate on
wagons). Mid-sized models received a new front grille/
bumper arrangement. A Skylark 2-Door Hardtop and GS
350 Convertible joined the lineup.

For 1971, every Cadillac in the model line was re-
designed completely, from the base Calais to the Fleetwood
Limousine and Eldorado. Historically (with rare excep-
tion), Cadillac would redesign its line over several years,
usually with the Fleetwood models receiving new styling
after (but sometimes before) the regular models. Being the
leading manufacturer of traditional luxury cars, Cadillac
made sure its new models still bore a resemblance to their
predecessors, but they also displayed some of the qualities
of the other new GM full-size cars—the sculpted side lines,
wide-body design for more interior roominess, and thin A-
pillar design. The Fleetwood Sixty-Special Brougham 4-
Door had a unique roofline that would preview the Colon-
nade design of the 1973-77 GM intermediates. This design
allows for a central B-pillar to be used for structure, while
the doors use frameless glass similar to a hardtop design. It
made for an attractive style on the Sixty-Special. Calais
and de Ville models received rooflines similar to other B-

& C-bodied (full-size) GM cars. Changes to the model
line consisted of the elimination of the base Fleetwood
Sixty-Special, the de Ville Convertible and the Sedan de
Ville 4-Door. There was still a Sedan de Ville, but it was
the 4-Door Hardtop body style (a.k.a. Hardtop Sedan de
Ville), not the previous 4-Door Sedan.

The Fleetwood Eldorado was also an all-new design.
The second generation Eldorado retained the feel of the
original, but with far more bodyside sculpting. Also new
for 1971 was an Eldorado Convertible. As with other GM
full-size convertibles this year, a new folding top mecha-
nism was employed. This new top folded inward—the side
bows folded in to allow more space for the rear seat pas-
sengers, and also to provide larger rear side windows. An-
other new Eldorado feature was fender skirts, which made
the car look even longer. Once again, front wheel drive
technology was used on the Eldorado.

CHEVROLET
“Putting you first, keeps us first.”

The leading automobile manufacturer in the U.S.A.
served up all-new vehicles at both ends of the size spectrum
for 1971 but dropped out of first place in the sales race.
Huge price increases on most GM products hurt sales at all
divisions. As for new product, at the small end was the

subcompact Vega, and at the larger end were the totally re-
designed full-size Chevrolets. These two models are cov-
ered in more detail later. The remainder of the Chevrolet
line received minimal changes, except for the mid-size
Chevelle, which had its third facelift in as many years. The
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Chevelle had a revised grille and headlight treatment that
featured single headlamp units on each side with large
wrap-around parking lights located at the ends of the grille
on the leading edge of the fenders. The grille itself had a
strong horizontal theme, compared to the eggcrate style
grilles used on nearly all other Chevrolet models. At the
back end, the traditional round Chevy taillights were used
for the first time on a Chevelle model. In between, the same
basic styling was used, and interiors were only slightly re-
vised. As with all GM intermediates, a new model was
scheduled to be introduced for the 1972 model year, but a
strike during the year would change those plans, and limit
the 1971 production totals for many Chevrolet lines. The
compact Nova, new-for-1970 Monte Carlo and sporty Ca-
maro and Corvette models received only minimal changes.
Most of the changes involved interior/exterior trim changes,
or revised grilles. Under the hoods, most cars were given
lower compression ratios to help with emissions. The Nova
replaced its base 4-cylinder engine with a 6-cylinder pow-
erplant, leaving the all-new Vega as the division’s economy
champ.

The Vega was one of the last big gambles taken by
General Motors during the 20th century. Other ambitious
but seemingly “safe bet” cars, such as the X-car (Citation,
et al.), J-car (Cavalier), and the down-sized full-size cars of
the late 1970s were gambles only in the uncertainty of
whether they would be successful and make the corpora-
tion money. Sooner or later those cars would have been
produced, if for no other reason than market pressures and
consumer demand for such vehicles. The Vega was a sub-
compact car, a safe bet in that it met the demand for small
cars. The gamble came into play under the hood and in the
design. The nation’s economy was not as healthy as it had
once been, and that state was directly translated into the
well-being of larger corporations. At the same time, Gen-
eral Motors had reached a point of ever increasing bureau-

cracy that was starting to affect the design and quality of
its products adversely. These factors combined would re-
move some of the features that the Vega was originally slated
to have, and would account for some cost cutting that af-
fected the overall quality of the car. The gamble in design
was not so much in the car’s styling as in the extensive use
of computer-aided technology. The Vega was one of the
earliest cars to be designed and built with the aid of com-
puters on a large scale. Also, pre-introduction marketing
surveys were used extensively. Finally, the powerplant used
by the Vega was of an advanced aluminum construction
design that would prove to be costly and troublesome for
an inexpensive subcompact. But at first the car looked
promising. Sales met expectations, and the press liked the
car so well that Motor Trend magazine named the Vega its
1971 Car of the Year.

At the other end of the size scale, the full-size Chevro-
lets received a total makeover. The Biscayne, Bel Air, Im-
pala, and Caprice were among the largest automobiles ever
produced by Chevrolet. The wheelbase went above 120
inches, and the weight of wagon models topped 4500
pounds! As with all other full-size GM cars, these new mod-
els featured a modern wide-body design and were very well
equipped automobiles, especially when compared with their
counterparts of just five or six years earlier. The wider bod-
ies allowed for increased passenger hip and shoulder room,
which made the cars feel far more spacious. The increased
wheelbase gave a smoother ride, which was one of Ford’s
big selling points during this period. Styling, especially
from the front, was less like previous Chevrolets and more
like Cadillac in appearance. Of course these cars were far
from the stellar performance cars they had once been. The
added weight, length, and features coupled with the de-
crease in available engine power was putting a damper on
the performance image the big Chevrolet had earned dur-
ing the sixties.

CHRYSLER
“Coming through for all the living you do.”

Imperial reached the end of an era for 1971. Chrysler
Corporation made the decision to demote the Imperial from
an individual sales and marketing division to a model
within the Chrysler division lineup. This made the 1970
models the last “official” Imperial models. The 1971 cars
were sold as Chrysler Imperials. In reality, this probably did
not make much difference to the average consumer, as the
Imperial was always known as a Chrysler. Making the move
official saved Chrysler money and simplified the market-
ing campaigns. A bit of good news could be found in the
sales for the 1971 Imperial, which held steady around 11,500
units, while other marques felt sharp declines. As for
changes, there was a new grille design, and some minor
trim and equipment changes. This was the last year air con-
ditioning was optional equipment, as it became standard for
1972. Also, the lower-priced Crown model line was
dropped, leaving only the top-line LeBaron.

Other 1971 Chrysler models were a virtual carry-over
from the 1969 and 1970 models. The biggest news for the
year came in the new low-priced entry, the Newport Royal.
Reviving a popular entry-level nameplate originating in the
forties, Chrysler hoped to attract new buyers in the lower-
end mid-range market, namely Oldsmobile Delta 88 and
Buick LeSabre territory. To power the new nameplate, a
new engine was developed and available exclusively in the
Royal for 1971, the 360 CID V8. Although the Royal sold
well for a low-priced Chrysler, it was discontinued at the
end of the 1972 season. In reality, a similar car continued,
but for 1972 there was a shuffling of nameplates, and the
Newport took over the role of entry-level Chrysler once
again by 1973. Part of the reason for the nameplate shuf-
fling was that the Imperial had rejoined the Chrysler ranks,
creating duplication in product between it and the New
Yorker.
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The long-running 300 series would see its final year
of production, perhaps a year too late. Sales of the luxury
sport Chrysler had been steadily declining since the mid-
sixties. Although it was always a sharp looking car, the mar-
ket for large performance cars was all but gone, and the
1970 300-H by Hurst would have made a fitting finale to
the performance nameplate. A Chrysler convertible was no
longer offered this year. The last big Chrysler convertible
came off the line during the 1970 model year, and there
would not be another Chrysler convertible until the mid-
sized 1982 LeBaron. This was the final year of installation

of the 383 CID V8 in Chryslers, as it would be replaced
by the new 400 CID V8 in 1972. The only other major
news from Chrysler for the year was the announcement of
an automatic transmission as standard equipment for all
Chrysler models midway through the model run. At the be-
ginning of the model year, Newport and Newport Custom
models were listed as having a three-speed manual trans-
mission as standard equipment. Prices listed on the ensu-
ing charts are given at the beginning of the model year, and
reflect cars equipped with the manual transmission.

After introducing all-new full-size cars in 1969, and
the new Challenger and restyled Dart models for 1970, it
was time for all-new intermediate Dodge models. The new
mid-sized Coronet and Charger models sported a toned-
down variation of the full-size models’ “fuselage” styling.
The front end theme was dominated by a full-width grille
encircled by the bumper surround. Both models had a
“coke-bottle” side contour and a rear bumper with inset
taillights. All models eliminated the front door side vent
windows. In an effort to bring more differentiation be-
tween the models, all mid-size 2-Doors were Chargers this
year, and on a 115-inch wheelbase, while Coronet models
were strictly 4-Door Sedan and Wagon models on a 118-
inch wheelbase. This helped create not only a visual dis-
tinction, but also a difference in road manners. The shorter
2-Door models handled better, while the longer 4-Door
models had a better ride quality. Since all 2-Door models
were now Chargers, Dodge was able to offer a lower-priced,
lower content Charger model in place of the base Coronet
models. This would detract from the Charger image, but
boost the sales.

The new-for-1970 Challenger line received only minor
trim changes. However, a Challenger Convertible was se-
lected as the official Pace Car for the Indianapolis 500 race.

The Challenger Convertible for 1971 would be the last
Dodge Convertible model until the early eighties. Simi-
larly the Dart models received only minor trim and detail
changes. There was a new addition to the Dart line, though:
a twin to the Plymouth Duster, named Dart Demon. It
was an immediate hit, as the Dart tended to have a sportier
image with buyers than the Valiant-based Duster. Full-size
Dodges sported revised grille and taillight treatments, as
well as other detail changes. Full-size Convertible models
were no longer offered. In the powertrain department, the
1971 models would be the last to feature the famous “Hemi”
engines. A new 360 CID V8 engine introduced during the
year offered increased power output over the 340 CID V8,
but was somewhat more fuel efficient than the larger en-
gines. Speaking of fuel efficient, the Mitsubishi-built
Dodge Colt was introduced this year as Dodge’s answer to
the rising popularity of small imported cars and the new
Gremlin, Vega and Pinto subcompacts. While not covered
in this book, the Colt was approximately the same size as
the Ford Pinto physically, but came in more traditional
body styles—2-Door and 4-Door Sedans, 2-Door Wagon,
and a 2-Door Hardtop. Generally Colt models offered more
features than their competitors.

“Ford has a better idea.”

For 1971 the heat was turned up in the battle for the
number one sales ranking. Ford delivered the all-new sub-
compact Pinto and a restyled Mustang. And like the big
Chevrolets, the full-size Fords were all-new for 1971. As
these were typically each division’s top selling models, a lot
was at stake when a company revamped these models—
particularly since neither company knew what the compe-
tition had up its sleeve. At Ford, this meant taking a some-

what conservative approach in styling their new models.
The look was definitely a continuation of the previous 2 or
3 years’ styling. A full-width grille up front, lightly sculpted
body sides, and now-traditional Ford square taillights at
the back. Rooflines were more formal, giving even the base
models a richer look. Interior trims also received upgrades.
Full-size 2-Door SportsRoof models were dropped in the
restyle, leaving only the Formal 2-Door Hardtops. Also, the
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sporty XL disappeared, with its convertible model moving
to the LTD line.

Ford’s other big news was the introduction of the
Pinto. Following the successful introduction of the Maver-
ick 18 months earlier, Ford took a more conventional ap-
proach to the Pinto than Chevy did with the Vega. From
the front, the Pinto looked very much like a Maverick. The
big difference in appearance was at the rear, where the Pinto
featured a sloping rear glass with either a hatchback or a
small trunk opening, depending on the model you chose.
Ford wisely chose two existing powerplants to power the
Pinto, although neither originated in the United States.
The base 1.6 liter 4-cylinder was a British designed engine
that was a great fuel miser, but not powerful enough for the
somewhat bulky Pinto. A much stronger engine choice was
the 2.0 liter, German-built 4-cylinder engine. This larger
engine could also be mated with Cruise-O-Matic trans-
mission, which was a popular choice.

Also making news this year was an all-new Mustang.
Visually the new Mustang resembled its predecessors, but
this was a larger, heavier, car than earlier versions. All fa-
miliar Mustang styling cues were left intact. Features added
included a thinner roofline, concealed wipers, flush-
mounted door handles, and a longer hood. Missing from

the option list were two high-performance engine choices,
the Boss 302 and the Boss 429. With demand for these
muscle cars waning, it wasn’t in Ford’s best interest to keep
them in production. The Boss 351 was a new model that
took the place of the Boss 302 and 429. It was easily rec-
ognizable by the unique grille and black (or silver) hood
treatment and body side stripes.

Changes for other models were mainly trim and de-
tail revisions, although there was quite a bit of nameplate
shuffling. The one other new body style was a 4-Door
Sedan version of the Maverick. With a wheelbase stretched
six-inches over the coupes, the new 4-Door provided ad-
ditional interior space and a better ride. There was also a
new sporty variant for the 2-Door called the Grabber. It was
distinguished by body stripes, hood scoops, and a newly
available (optional) 302 CID V8 engine. The mid-size
Torino line received minor trim changes, but did a lot of
model shuffling. The Torino-based 1970∂ Falcon was
dropped. The Fairlane 500 was renamed Torino, and the
Torino line became known as the Torino 500. Finally, the
top-of-the-line Thunderbird received a redesigned front
bumper and other trim changes. This would be the last
year for the 4-Door Thunderbird.

MERCURY
“Better ideas make better cars.”

Nearly every Mercury line was revised at the sign of
the cat this year. Mercury had a restyled Cougar, all-new
full-size cars, and the return of the Comet nameplate. This
time around, the Comet was once again returned to its sta-
tus as an upscale Ford compact. In 1960, it was based on
the Falcon. For 1971, it was based on the Falcon’s replace-
ment, the Maverick. “Based upon the Maverick” doesn’t
exactly describe the Comet however. A Maverick with a
grille that had a protruding center section, and four pod
taillamps, would be a more exact description. Other than
those two distinguishing items, there was little difference
between the two cars, save upholstery and detail items.

Full-size Mercury models were totally redesigned this
year, and more like a Lincoln than ever. From the full-
width wrap-around grille to the nearly full-width taillights,
the big Mercury looked, drove and felt like a Lincoln.

Model choices remained the same as before with two ex-
ceptions: The sporty Marauder was gone, and all of the
convertible models were dropped.

The Cougar became more of a personal-luxury car this
year, adding some bulk in the process. The Cougar’s phys-
ical size did not change much, but it looked larger because
of more slab-sided styling and a semi-fastback roofline that
blended into the rear quarter panels on 2-Door Hardtop
models. Up front, the new Cougar sported a center, verti-
cal bar grille which protruded from a recessed headlamp
area. This new frontal styling foreshadowed the 1972 Mon-
tego look. Interiors were more luxurious looking this year
as well. The two Cougar convertibles were the only re-
maining Mercury Convertibles. Mid-size Montego models
were visually unchanged, other than a more subdued,
eggcrate-style protruding grille.

Like GM’s four other car divisions, Oldsmobile full-
size models were all-new for 1971. Leading the line with the
most dramatic styling changes was the Toronado. Gone
were the rounded silhouette, body lines, and arched wheel
openings. In their place was a very angular body with
squared off wheel openings, and a formal, upright roofline.
Of course, since its introduction in 1966, the Toronado had
been anything but conventional in appearance or content,
and the new model was no exception. An angular front-end
style with grille openings in the lower bumper area led into
straight fender lines with a curve that trailed off into the
mid-front door area. Just aft of the door, another vertical
line made a sharp turn at the roofline and ran down the rear
fender to the rear of the car where it angled down to meet
the rear bumper. Under the rear window area, was the first
use of what is now commonly referred to as a high-mounted
stop lamp. At the time, it was primarily a novelty on the
Toronado, but did provide a safety benefit. Carried over
from the previous model were the front-wheel drive system
and roomy interior compartment.

The luxurious Ninety-Eight and family-style Delta
88 models were also totally redesigned. While offering
styling that appeared similar to previous Oldsmobiles, the
cars wore the new GM “wide-body” look. Model changes
to the newly styled cars included the dropping of the
Ninety-Eight Convertible and Sedan models, and the con-

vertible in the Delta 88 line moving from the base trim to
the top-line Royale model. An all-new offering was the
Custom Cruiser station wagon. This was Oldsmobile’s first
full-size station wagon model since the 1964 season. In the
interim, the Vista-Cruiser (which was slightly larger than
the Cutlass wagon had filled in as the big Oldsmobile
wagon. The Custom Cruiser styling featured that of the
Delta 88 at the front, while the rear featured the styling of
the Ninety-Eight models, including the rear fender skirts
and vertical taillights with small tailfins. As with other GM
full-size wagons, the disappearing tailgate and rear window
were featured.

In the mid-size Cutlass line, all models sported re-
vised front and rear styling. While not as greatly changed
in appearance as were other GM mid-size cars, the Cutlass
line did feature larger grille openings, round (instead of
square) parking lights in the bumper, and revised taillights
at the rear. This would be the last year a 6-cylinder engine
would be offered in the Oldsmobile lineup until the intro-
duction of the Omega in 1973. Model lineup changes in-
cluded the F-85 switching from a lone Coupe line to a sin-
gle 4-Door Sedan model. The base Cutlass added a 2-Door
Hardtop model, effectively taking the place of the 1970 F-
85. Finally the 4-4-2 line dropped its 2-Door Sport Coupe
model, leaving only the 2-Door Hardtop and 2-Door Con-
vertible models.

The Chrysler fuselage look expanded to the all-new
intermediate Plymouths for 1971. For the first time, 2-door
and 4-door models were based on different platforms, with
totally different body designs. As per normal Chrysler prac-
tice, the mid-size Dodge Charger and Coronet models
shared these new bodies, but there was still a great distinc-
tion, particularly amongst the new 2-Door models. The
new 2-Doors (except the base coupe) were known as either
Sebring or Road Runner, and sported the Mopar “loop-
style” grille, fuselage “wide-body” design, and semi-fast-
back rooflines. Four-door models were more traditional in
appearance, with full-width grilles, ventless front door glass,
and a new, longer wheelbase for improved ride. Model
changes were extensive but mainly consisted of nameplate
swapping. All convertible styles were dropped at the end of
the 1970 run. The base Satellite now took the place of the

Belvedere line. The Satellite Sebring and Custom lines re-
placed the previous Satellite series. And the Sebring Plus,
Satellite Brougham and Regent replaced the Sport Satellite
line. The Road Runner and GTX 2-Door Hardtops re-
mained as the sporting derivatives. Also, the famous 383
CID V8 would make its final appearance this year in the
mid-size and full-size lines.

Plymouth’s full-size line received a minor facelift and
new rear styling while retaining its own fuselage look.
There was a little model shuffling in this series also. Along
with the other Mopar lines, the big convertible was now
history. Also gone, was the sporty Fury S-23 Hardtop,
which had been essentially an option-package equipped
Sport Fury. At mid-season, Plymouth made the automatic
transmission standard equipment on all Fury models, and
at the same time added a Fury Custom line between Fury
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I and Fury II. The new Custom was essentially a Fury I with
added features, and by 1972 the two series were blended to-
gether to become the Fury I.

The sporty Barracuda, which was totally redesigned
for 1970, received a facelift for its second season. In an ap-
parent move to make it look more aggressive, a new front
end featuring dual headlights was employed for this one
year only. The 1972 models would return to the single lamp
setup used on the 1970 models. An entry-level 2-Door
Coupe model was new this year, and the Gran Coupe range
dropped its convertible model. The compact Valiant re-

ceived only minor trim and detail changes, but did add a
nice looking Scamp 2-Door Hardtop model, based on the
Dodge Dart 2-Door Hardtop. These were the only 2-Door
Hardtop models available in the compact size class from
1971 through 1976, when they were discontinued. A final
note: The imported Plymouth Cricket was introduced to
the United States this year. The Cricket was available as a
4-Door Sedan only and was priced about $400 below a
Valiant. Based on the British-built Hillman Avenger, the
Cricket was not as popular as the Japanese-built Dodge
Colt, and was dropped after two years on the market.

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PONTIAC
“Pure Pontiac!”

Pontiac entered 1971 with more visible changes to its
lineup of cars than any other GM division. New name-
plates were introduced at both ends of the size spectrum.
Of course, at the model year introductions, the most obvi-
ous changes were the all-new full-size models featuring the
new corporate body styling. The wider bodies better com-
plemented the Wide-Track stance of the Pontiac and made
for arguably better looking cars. At the front, Pontiac chose
to use the “classic” style upright split-grille first popular-
ized on the 1969 Grand Prix. On the full-size models, a
small grille extension to the sides of the upright gave the
front a wider look. In typical Pontiac fashion, the side
sculpturing was minimal, as was the chrome trim, and at
the back were slotted-style tail lamps, popularized on the
Firebird models. Interior designs were upgraded to give the
big Pontiac a more luxurious image. Nameplate shuffling
occurred for the first time in many years. The Catalina
continued as the base full-size model. The Catalina
Brougham replaced the Ventura trim option. The Bon-
neville continued, missing the sporty convertible model,
but the “sporty” Bonneville was no longer the top line car.
It now filled the position formerly held by the Executive.
A new “luxurious” Grand Ville line took the 1970 Bon-
neville position and was distinguished by a more formal
roofline.

Unfortunately, this was the beginning of a downhill
slide for Pontiac. If a point in time could be determined for
when Pontiac lost sight of its formula for success during the
sixties, 1971 would be that point. It started with the down-
grading of muscle under the hood (mostly caused by gov-
ernment regulations), then led into trying to build a more
luxurious car than Buick or Oldsmobile (i.e. Grand Ville),
and wound up with corporate cars like the (1980–84)
Phoenix, and (1981–86) T-1000. While there would still be

great sales years to come (1973 and 1979 in particular), it
was largely downhill from this point until the Pontiac image
was reborn in the mid-eighties.

In the mid-size range, the sport-luxury Grand Prix
model was restyled with what Pontiac termed a “classic”
theme. The front end had a more pronounced upright ra-
diator style grille, flanked by single headlights.

The bodyside sculpturing was sharp and defined, rem-
iniscent of the 1963 Grand Prix sculpting. At the back was
a new bumper and decklid theme, with a small point at the
center section. This new styling was immediately popular,
and sales rebounded once more.

The LeMans series was also restyled, receiving a new
front end and hood theme. The grille was slightly enlarged,
and of course the Endura bumper continued on the GTO
models. The T-37 line replaced the former Tempest series,
and the LeMans Sport line dropped the 2-Door Coupe and
Safari Wagon models.

At the bottom end of the size continuum, the big news
came at mid-year, when a thinly disguised Chevrolet Nova
was introduced as the Pontiac Ventura II. Matching the
Nova feature for feature, the Ventura II wore a traditional
Pontiac split grille and slotted taillamps. But under the
hood and inside, the car was essentially a Nova. The styling
differences and sportier image given to the Ventura II in ad-
vertising justified slightly higher base prices. Overall, they
were popular cars that gave Pontiac the smaller car its deal-
ers would need to survive the mid-seventies gas shortages.

Finally, the Firebird returned for 1971 with minimal
changes, having been totally revamped in mid–1970. Dur-
ing the year, a GM strike would nearly wind up killing off
the Firebird, but luckily there were a few visionaries within
GM who would keep the car alive, for much greater suc-
cesses.

The 1972 model year, while not a record-breaking
year, was not entirely a bad one despite the strikes and reg-
ulations imposed throughout the year. Federal government
safety regulations required seat belt warning lights and
buzzers in all cars by January 1, 1972. Energy-absorbing
bumper systems would be required front and rear by 1974,
but some 1972 models already sported the new bumper sys-
tems. Inflation during this period had driven prices up-
wards at such a rate that the president declared a 90-day
price freeze beginning on August 15, 1971, which stimu-
lated sales of the ’71 and ’72 models. Also, strikes at vari-
ous assembly plants would greatly affect 1972 car produc-
tion, and in the case of GM’s intermediate line, delay
introduction of all-new models by a full year.

This would prove to be the year that insurance com-
panies effectively shut down the “muscle-car” era, although
it would be unfair to blame them entirely as government reg-
ulations, higher prices and lower consumer interest in these
models were contributing factors. There were, however, still
some muscle cars to be found for 1972, including the Buick
Skylark GS350/ GS455, Ford Mustang Mach I, Chevy Ca-
maro Z/28, Pontiac Firebird Trans Am, and Plymouth Road
Runner and ’Cuda. Other names were still around in name
only: AMC AMX (now a 4-passenger Javelin model), Pon-
tiac LeMans GTO (this year returning to option package
status) and Dodge Challenger. Other 1972 performance-
oriented models include the Dodge Demon 340, Ford Gran
Torino Sport, Mercury Montego GT (available with a Cy-
clone option group), Plymouth Duster 340 and several
Chevrolet lines that were still offered with SS trim packages.
But performance isn’t everything, obviously, as compact cars
and family cars made sales gains this year.

In search of something innovative, American Motors in-
troduced its “Buyer Protection Plan” as their big selling point
for the year. This plan covered everything (except tires) for
12 months or 12,000 miles at a time when some companies
offered 90 days. American Motors products were carried over

from 1971 with trim changes and new grille designs on most
models. There were some model changes and optional equip-
ment worth noting. The two-year old Gremlin dropped its
low-line 2-passenger model and added a 304 CID V8 engine
to its option list. The successful Hornet compact line was of-
fered only in SST trim, although optional trim packages were
available. These included a new “X” sport package for the 2-
Door Sedan and Sportabout Wagon models, a Rallye perfor-
mance and handling package on the 2-Door Sedan, and a
D/L package for the Sportabout. A designer series Hornet
Sportabout with Gucci package found 2,583 buyers. This car
featured dark green, red and ivory interior trim and an ivory
and green headliner with the Gucci double-G pattern em-
bossed in it. The Javelin offered a Pierre Cardin designer se-
ries, of which 4,152 were produced. Also available on the
Javelin was the “Go” package with the 360 CID or 401 CID
V8 engine, a handling package, rally instruments, power disc
brakes and a special paint and stripe treatment.

Chrysler Corporation unveiled its newly styled full-
size cars for 1972, a year behind the competition. Although
they looked similar to their predecessors, the sheetmetal
was all-new and was most evident in the more sculpted side
panels. Model availability was somewhat altered from 1971.
At Chrysler the low-end Newport Royal nameplate took
the place of the Newport series and also adopted its stan-
dard equipment. The top-of-the-line New Yorker took a
step downmarket and replaced the 300 series, and the New
Yorker Brougham nameplate took the place of New Yorker.
The Dodge division dropped the Polara Brougham series
but made no other model changes. Plymouth made nu-
merous changes for 1972. Models dropped included the
Fury I 2-Door Sedan, Fury Custom 2-Door and 4-Door
Sedans, and Sport Fury GT 2-Door Hardtop. Also the
Gran Fury series replaced the Sport Fury this year. Under
the hood, a 6-cylinder engine was no longer available in
Fury models. The base powertrain became a 318 CID V8
engine mated to a Torqueflite automatic transmission.
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Other Chrysler Corporation lines received grille and
trim changes as well as nameplate and option changes. At
Dodge, the following models were dropped: Coronet
Brougham 4-Door Sedan, Charger 500 2-Door, Charger
Super Bee 2-Door, Charger R/T 2-Door, Challenger Con-
vertible and Challenger R/T 2-Door Hardtop. Added to the
lineup were the Challenger Rallye 2-Door Hardtop and a
Rallye package for Charger models that, by the way, was the
only way to get the 440 CID “Six Pack” V8 engine in a
Charger. Plymouth also dropped several models including
the Barracuda 2-Door Sport Sedan, Barracuda Convert-
ible, Barracuda Gran Coupe, Hemi ’Cuda, and GTX 2-
Door HT. Also worth mentioning, Chrysler replaced its
383 CID engine with a 400 CID V8 and discontinued the
426 CID Hemi V8. The Imperial LeBaron added air con-
ditioning as standard equipment this year, which accounted
for its base price increase of nearly $500 over 1971. The
Dodge truck division fielded an all-new line of trucks, far
more modern in appearance than Ford or Chevy. These
trucks would end up serving Dodge for over 20 years, in
more or less their current form. Most likely, this long stretch
of production was of necessity, but during this period Ford
and Chevy/GMC each ran their respective truck lines for
quite a long time also. Other Dodge truck models were
treated to minor restyling touches.

Full-size Ford, Mercury, and Lincoln Continental

models received grille and trim changes, as did the Ford
Maverick and Mustang, and Mercury Comet and Cougar
models. Mid-size Ford products, however, were completely
restyled, and, especially in wagon form, looked more than
ever like a full-size Ford. Models dropped in the changeover
included all Convertible models, the Ford Torino 500,
Torino Brougham, Torino GT and Torino Cobra, and the
Mercury Montego MX Brougham 4-Door Hardtop. The
Ford Torino models were replaced by the Gran Torino (2-
Door, 4-Door and Wagon), Gran Torino Sport (2-Door
Sportsroof and 2-Door Formal Hardtop) and Gran Torino
Squire Wagon. At Mercury the Montego GT 2-Door Fast-
back replaced the Cyclone/Cyclone GT/Cyclone Spoiler
models. A Cyclone option package was offered for ’72 on
the GT, but was mostly for show, not go—a 302 CID 2-
bbl V8 was the standard powerplant. The 429 CID V8 en-
gine was dropped from the Mustang and Cougar option
list.

The other big news at Ford Motor Company was the
introduction of the new Thunderbird and Continental
Mark IV luxury models. Larger and more luxurious than
ever, these two models shared the same chassis and body,
and both were available with the 460 CID V8 engine. The
Mark IV styling followed that of the beautiful Mark III, and
of course the Thunderbird had distinctive Thunderbird
front and rear end treatments, but the slow-selling 4-Door

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model did not return. One other Ford model change for
1972 was the addition of a Pinto 2-Door Wagon, which be-
came an immediate sales success, easily outselling the Chevy
Vega wagon. Other than the Ranchero (whose styling
changes mimicked those of the Torino), Ford trucks of-
fered minor styling changes for 1972.

Like many other manufacturers, Buick revised most of
its nameplates with new grilles and trim changes, but new
designs were not to be found. Some model and powertrain
changes did occur for 1972. For Skylark models, the base
engine was now a 350 CID 2-bbl. V8, with a 4-bbl. ver-
sion available in a Skylark 350 designation that offered
deluxe interior trim as part of the package. A new “Sun
Coupe” option for Skylark 350 Sport Coupes featured a
folding vinyl sunroof. Also noteworthy was the passing of
the Stage I option for GS models. At the top end of the line,
the 1971 Limited interior trim option for Electra 225 Cus-
tom models was made standard equipment for 1972 and
thus the cars name became Electra 225 Custom Limited;
however, it would again be an option for the 1973 model
year. The LeSabre, Centurion, Estate Wagon and Riviera
continued into the new year with little change. An inter-
esting footnote is that the new-for-’71 Centurion contin-
ued as the only full-size Buick without the traditional ven-
tiports.

Cadillac outsold Lincoln this year nearly 3 to 1, and it
was no contest with the fast-fading Chrysler Imperial which
Cadillac outsold nearly 20 to 1. Changes for the year were
limited to new grilles and revised trim.

“Building a better way to see the U.S.A.” was Chevro-
let’s theme for the new model year. Most 1972 Chevys were
relatively unchanged or received trim and grille changes.
This carryover philosophy was continued into the entire
truck line. Among the few points of interest : The SS454
option was still available for Chevelle models, while the SS
option for the Monte Carlo was discontinued and the Nova
SS option jumped in popularity nearly 50 percent, selling
12,309 units. Also, like other full-size GM cars, the Bis-
cayne, BelAir, Impala and Caprice received the soon to be
mandatory energy-absorbing front bumper. It should also
be mentioned here that changes for GMC trucks followed
those of the Chevy fleet, meaning there was relatively lit-
tle change.

Styling changes at Oldsmobile were limited to the req-
uisite new grilles and trim changes. As for model changes,
the 4-4-2 returned to option package status on Cutlass S
models after several years as a separate model. Also avail-
able was a Hurst/Olds package for Cutlass coupes and con-
vertibles. A specially prepared Hurst/Olds Cutlass 4-4-2
Convertible was selected as the pace car for the 56th an-
nual Indianapolis 500 race. Approximately 630 replicas

were built for public sale, about one-fourth of them being
convertibles. In the Delta 88 line, the Custom series was
dropped, but its 4-Door Sedan and 4-Door Hardtop mod-
els were moved into the Royale series.

As at the other General Motors divisions, there were
no major styling changes to be found at Pontiac. An inter-
esting limited-edition (about 500 built) option package for
Ventura 4-Door Sedan models was the “SD” (Sport Deluxe,
taken from the Canadian Pontiac versions of the Chevro-
let Super Sport), an early attempt at a small, European-style
touring sedan. The biggest model changes occurred in the
mid-size LeMans line, as series names were shuffled seem-
ingly to prepare for the new 1973 models. The Tempest T-
37 series was dropped, as was the LeMans 2-Door Pillar
Coupe. The LeMans Sport series was also dropped, though
a LeMans Sport Convertible continued, technically a part
of the base LeMans series. New for the year was a top-of-
the-line Luxury LeMans, available in 2-Door or 4-Door
Hardtop models and featuring a special grille, interior trim,
and rear fender skirts. Available at extra cost was a LeMans
Endura option that made the GTO front end treatment
available for any Lemans model. Finally, the GTO option
package was available on the LeMans 2-Door Hardtop or
the LeMans Sport Convertible.

Independent manufacturers offered carry-over mod-
els with a few detail changes. Checker added an automatic
transmission and power disc brakes to the standard equip-
ment list and dropped the Marathon DeLuxe Limousine.
As could be expected, the Avanti II was continued un-
changed from previous years. As a final note, a domestic car
was not selected for the Motor Trend magazine Car of the
Year award for 1972.

The reader will note a change in the format of the
chart showing model year production totals for 1972. The
reason is to illustrate the huge gap separating the #1 and #2
producers, Chevy and Ford, from the rest of the industry.
Although the two divisions had long enjoyed a sizeable lead
over other manufacturers, the gap in 1972 was tremendous
as shown below. Also included is a chart showing the sharp
decline in convertible production. Compare these numbers
to those shown in the chart for 1966 convertible produc-
tion.

Finally, 1972 marked a change in the way horsepower
was rated. The previous gross horsepower ratings (mea-
sured in ideal temperature and atmospheric conditions with
optimum intake and exhaust systems, and without acces-
sories that sapped power—including alternators) gave way
to more realistic “net horsepower” figures, measured with
production intake and exhaust and accessories connected.
The powertrain tables for 1972 reflect the resulting low
horsepower numbers.

American Motors entered 1972 with only minor prod-
uct changes. The big news for the year was the “Buyer Pro-
tection Plan,” essentially a guarantee to the purchaser of a
new 1972 American Motors car that it would be free from
defects. The plan was promoted in all of AMC’s advertis-
ing and was an apparent success. Sales for the 1972 model
year were up 5.5 percent over the previous year—not an
outstanding success, but a positive figure in view of the
lack of new product in the showrooms and the ups and

downs of AMC’s sales history. All lines received only minor
trim modifications, such as changed ornamentation on the
Hornet and a new grille design for the Matador. The base
Gremlin, Hornet, Javelin and Ambassador models were
dropped for the ’72 model year. This precipitated a few se-
ries names being juggled around, apparently to better suit
marketing plans for future models. Also lost to history was
the one-year-only Hornet SC/360.

BUICK
“Something to believe in.”

Nineteen-seventy-two represented something of a
holding pattern for Buick, as it did for almost all General
Motors divisions this year. All-new intermediate models
were meant to be introduced for the new model year, but
a strike at GM during 1971 put those plans on hold, as the
strike was a lengthy and costly one. The full-size models
had been totally redesigned for 1971, and this year’s mod-
els would benefit by the learning process from the mistakes

of the first year models. As with other GM cars this year,
a price decrease resulted from federal government inter-
vention. This intervention was an effort to slow drastic in-
flationary pressures by way of a price freeze and a lifting of
some of the excise taxes that had been imposed earlier.

There were few model changes for the new year. In the
Skylark line, the GS was relegated to optional equipment
status, and the Skylark 350 was a new designation for a
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base Skylark with the 350 CID 4-bbl. engine. Across the
line, styling changes were minimal, and on most models
consisted only of revised grilles, bumpers, etc. Also, the

Full-Flow ventilation system introduced in 1971 on the full-
size models was modified to eliminate the louvered deck-
lid.

CHEVROLET

Chevrolet Motor Division had a great sales year for
1972, despite a strike at the General Motors assembly plants
that wreaked havoc on many of the plans for the model
year, and regained the top sales mark. The GM mid-size
range of cars (including Chevy Chevelle and Monte Carlo)
had been slated for a redesign for this season, but because
of the strike the new models would have to wait for the 1973
season, receiving only minor trim changes this year. The
Camaro (and Pontiac Firebird) would nearly die because of
this strike. The reasons are complex, but basically the Ca-
maro plant was closed for nearly six months. In this time
period, new government regulations on bumpers had taken
effect, resulting in the disposal of over 1,000 Camaro bod-
ies that had been idled on the assembly line. This expen-
sive waste, coupled with sagging sales for all muscle
car/pony cars, nearly cost the Camaro its life. Luckily, some
prominent Chevrolet executives managed to save the car.
The Nova, which had been produced in the same facility
as the Camaro, had its production transferred to other
plants and survived into 1972 with spectacular sales, but
only minor trim changes.

The Corvette entered the new model year with only

modest changes to the powertrain lineup, although the
high-powered LS-6 454 CID V8 was gone. The Vega re-
turned virtually unchanged. Full-size Chevrolet models,
which had been totally new for 1971, returned with quite a
few changes. The wheelbase on all cars was up by a half
inch, and overall length was up by several inches. A new
grille/bumper design, new interior patterns, new decklid
(sans the louvers for flo-thru ventilation), and new hood
design distinguished the ’72 models visually. A Caprice 4-
Door Sedan was introduced in January, along with a rather
historic change. Alas, by mid-year the 6-cylinder versions
of the full-size Chevrolet (Biscayne, BelAir and Impala 4-
Door Sedans, and the Impala Sport Coupe) were history.
Poor sales of the sixes, along with weak performance re-
sulting from conformance to government regulations, had
resulted in what amounted to a repositioning of the entire
full-size line. By January 1972, only about 3,900 full-size
cars had been sold with a 6-cylinder engine, so at this time
they were dropped, as was the Biscayne (and related Brook-
wood wagon), leaving the BelAir as the low-priced leader
in the full-size Chevy range. This was the first time since
1928 that a 6-cylinder engine had not been available in a
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standard (i.e., full-size) Chevrolet. It would be a brief ab-
sence, though, as a six-cylinder would return for the 1977
model year. In the accompanying text, the prices and

weights given on full-size Chevys are for V8 models. For
reference, a 6-cylinder equipped car would cost approxi-
mately $334 less, and be about 188 pounds lighter.

All Chrysler models for 1972 received a major facelift.
The basic “fuselage”-style bodies introduced for the 1969
model year were retained, but nearly all of the sheetmetal
was redesigned. The new styling was just a little less
rounded and featured what Chrysler called a loop-style
grille at the front end, with taillamps set into the rear

bumper on most models. This restyling effort paid off in a
fairly large sales increase over the 1971 models. The slow-
selling 300 series (non-letter car version) was discontinued
at the end of the 1971 model run and was essentially replaced
by the base New Yorker series, which itself was replaced by
the New Yorker Brougham series. The Newport Royal line
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would be discontinued at the end of the 1972 model run,
after a brief two-year run. The Royal nameplate ran previ-
ously for several years (1937 to 1950) as the low-end
Chrysler, and would not reappear again. Changes for the
Imperial line were similar to Chrysler’s regular lines, al-
though less obvious; they included a new grille and rear-
end restyling, as well as new roofline styling on 2-Door
models. The Imperial line, which had operated as its own
sales division of Chrysler Corporation from 1955 through
1970, had been brought back into the Chrysler division’s

lineup of cars during 1971. This change had been in the
process for several years. There is no mention of Imperial
models being Chryslers in their 1972 literature, nor on the
cars’ exterior; however, Imperials were moved into the
Chrysler section of the literature from this year. Previously
Imperial had been recognized as its own division within
Chrysler for sales reporting purposes, although it was not
always considered separately as a sales or manufacturing
organization within the corporation.

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DODGE
“Dodge. Depend on it.”

With the muscle car era waning, Dodge was one of the
hardest hit in terms of corporate image. For Dodge (and
Chrysler Corporation as a whole), 1972 would be the be-
ginning of gloomy days, at least until the performance re-
vival of the late eighties and early nineties. While sales
would remain strong for several more years, it could not be
denied that times were changing. For starters, the legendary
Chrysler Hemi engine was a thing of the past. Rather than
de-tune the engine to meet Federal fuel usage and emissions
guidelines, Chrysler decided to retire this engine as a happy
memory. Of course, the 440 Magnum engines were still
around, but they were now down to a maximum of 330 net
horsepower (about 375 gross), where the Hemi had 425
gross horsepower. Granted, there was plenty of power to

use, but it was a signal of things to come. Also gone this
year were the Challenger Convertible and R/T models.
There would not be another Dodge convertible until the
early eighties. The Charger, which had been restyled in
1971 (along with the Coronet), was being marketed more
towards the emerging low-end luxury coupe market. This
was the market dominated by the Chevrolet Monte Carlo
and Pontiac Grand Prix. Full-size Polara and Monaco mod-
els featured all-new sheetmetal this year, while retaining the
previous year’s overall look. The new styling was more for-
mal looking and a little less “aerodynamic” in appearance.
The entry-level Dart models returned for 1972, basically
unchanged.

Nineteen-seventy-two was a record setting sales year
for Ford Motor Company. Ford dealers sold more than
three million cars and trucks this year. All-new styling was
seen on the Torino and Thunderbird, as all of the other lines
were fine-tuned for the new year. The highly successful
Pinto added a Station Wagon version during the model
year, to compete with the Vega Wagon. The equally suc-
cessful Maverick, which had been introduced in mid–1969,
carried on for another year without styling change. How-
ever, to capitalize on its popularity, a 4-Door Sedan model
was added this year as well as a sporty version of the 2-Door
called the Grabber. The Mustang was relatively unchanged
this year, and was in fact still available with a 351 CID V8
that put out over 300 horsepower! Mustang was one of the
few muscle cars still in existence by 1972.

Ford division’s mid-size line, the Torino, was com-
pletely new for 1972. After only two years with the slim and
slender looking models, the Torino went the luxury route
and gained weight in the process. Also gained were two
Gran Torino Sport models, replacing the former Torino

GTs, and there was a shuffling of model names and body
styles. The new cars were larger and bulkier looking, and
did not look at all like the mid-sized cars of previous years.
This is not to say they were ugly, but it was more of a full-
size Ford look, and less a sporty Mustang look. Full-size
Fords were only given minor trim changes to differentiate
them from the 1971 models. Officially the 10-passenger full-
size wagons were no longer separate models in the lineup.
However, one could order a 6-passenger wagon and then
add the Dual Facing Rear Seat option. This would become
standard Ford practice for many years. Finally, the Thun-
derbird completed its migration from the sport/luxury mar-
ket to the luxury market with the unveiling of the 1972
model. Based on the Lincoln Continental platform, the
Thunderbird now rode on a 120.4-inch wheelbase and
looked every bit the Lincoln that it almost was. This new
’Bird was well received, at a time when most car buyers
were leaning more towards the luxury cars. In the revamp-
ing, the 4-Door Thunderbird was lost to history.

The Lincoln Motor Car Division of Ford Motor Com-
pany, which celebrated its 50th anniversary last year, moved
into 1972 announcing an all-new Continental Mark IV
model. This new Mark series, while retaining the charac-
ter of the 1969–71 version, was a big automobile. At 220.1",
it was 4" longer than its predecessor. While not a remark-
able difference, the overall impression was one of mass, not
the sexy, leaner look found on the Mark III. This new Mark
IV series would prove to be the most popular yet, and it
would be a real sales asset for Lincoln in competing with
the Cadillac Eldorado. The Lincoln Continental 2-Door

and 4-Door models were mildly facelifted; having been all-
new in 1970, most of the changes on these cars would per-
tain to upholstery and trim. Unfortunately for Ford, these
cars were still selling nowhere near the quantities that GM’s
Cadillac was moving out the door with their ever-popular
de Ville line. They were certainly nice cars, but very tradi-
tional and very “Ford” looking. Or maybe the Fords just
looked too much like Lincolns.

MERCURY
“Better ideas make better cars.”

If the slogan above sounds all too familiar (cf. “Ford
has a Better Idea”), so were the cars from Mercury for 1972.
After 20 or more years of searching to create a divisional
identity, the Mercury models were once again becoming
glorified Fords or dressed-down Lincolns. All throughout
the fifties, Mercury strived to differentiate itself from Ford,
sometimes copying Lincoln styling cues to give it the up-
market look it needed. Then in the sixties, the mid-range

division of Ford followed the lead set by GM divisions Pon-
tiac and Oldsmobile in creating a performance image for
itself. This move gave us such cars as the Comet Caliente,
Cyclone, Cougar, and the Marauder. However, with the
muscle-car era waning, the division was left with its more
mundane cars, and consumers could only feel that they
were buying a warmed-over Ford. Granted, there were dif-
ferences, but sometimes they were all too subtle. For
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example, the Comet visually differed from the Ford Mav-
erick only in its protruding hood and grille center section,
and the four individual taillights out back. If not for the
differing grille design, it would be hard to tell the totally
redesigned Montego from a Torino. However, the new
styling must have been viewed as a vast improvement over
the 1971 models, as sales shot up over 136 percent. At least
the full-size Mercury and the Cougar maintained some-

what independent identities. The Cougar carried over from
the previous year with only minor trim changes. The new-
for-1971 full-size models were also continued with only new
grilles to distinguish them from the previous year’s mod-
els. However, most people bought a Mercury for its level
of luxury and comfort, so not everyone was disappointed
with buying an upscale Ford, as evidenced by the strong
sales that continued for 1972.

OLDSMOBILE

Oldsmobile was definitely ahead of the game on this
model year. After many years of trailing sister divisions
Buick and Pontiac in sales, Olds was about to have its turn
in the industry’s number three sales spot. This was due
largely to the phenomenal success of its mid-size Cutlass
line. For whatever reasons, Oldsmobile had finally hit upon
the right marketing combination of size, performance,
styling and equipment that made this line into a sales
leader, particularly the Cutlass Supreme models. Also still
making an impact in the waning muscle car market was the
4-4-2. A consistent performer, both on the street and in the
showroom, the 4-4-2 was helped by marketing that was
adapting well to the changing times. Sales were slowing, but
the exposure received from events like the Indianapolis 500

pace car duty kept it in the spotlight. In fact, it is the only
muscle car (not counting “pony car” types) to survive (at
least in name, if not always in spirit) well into the eighties.

Changes for other Oldsmobile lines were minimal. As
usual, grille and trim changes were made to differentiate
model years. Since all of the large Oldsmobile models had
been new for 1971, any changes made were destined to be
evolutionary at best. As with other full-size GM products,
adaptations were made to the Flo-Thru ventilation system.
The 1971 air vents in the trunk lids were eliminated because
of water problems in the trunk area. The Toronado, which
had also been totally redesigned for 1971, entered the new
year with minimal detail changes.

Plymouth is the Chrysler Corporation division best
known for the muscle cars it has given the world, like the
Road Runner and Barracuda. Now with the muscle car
market drying up, it was the job of Plymouth to push its
equally popular but not so exciting cars. This year there
would be more Valiant models sold than any previous year,
or for that matter, any year since. Also selling quite well
were the restyled Fury models. The Fury lineup also un-
derwent a juggling of series nameplates resulting in the loss
of the entire Sport Fury line and an upgrading of the Fury
Gran package from optional status to a full-blown series.

Satellite models, while not greatly changed for 1972, also
sold well. Most likely this was at the expense of the Gen-
eral Motors intermediates, but the racing image and con-
notations that came from the Satellite and Road Runner
names also deserve credit. The Satellite line lost the GTX
as a model, but sales literature listed an optional 440 CID
engine available as a GTX option package. The Barracuda,
along with its sister car, the Dodge Challenger, lost its con-
vertible models and most of its muscle car performance, if
not the image. As with Dodge, the Hemi engines were now
history, and along with them went the Hemi ’Cuda.

PONTIAC
“Pontiac … a cut above!”

The year 1972 was not a standout one for General Mo-
tors products, although there were some notable highlights
and sales were good. One bright spot was the mid–1971 in-
troduction of the Ventura II model. Based on the Chevro-
let Nova, the Ventura II was just what Pontiac needed in
the way of an “economy” model. The only changes made
to the Nova to present it as a Pontiac were a different front
end, taillights, exterior trim, hubcaps, and interior trim.
Although the differences were minor, the Ventura II was
identifiably a Pontiac by virtue of its grille styling.

The strike of late 1971 had delayed the introduction of
the all-new intermediate models. The LeMans body shell

was now in its fifth year of production, and although styling
updates were keeping the cars fresh looking, they were in
need of a makeover. Unfortunately, as it would turn out,
the makeover they got was a slight miscalculation, and the
public would not go for the new cars in the droves that Pon-
tiac had hoped for. Other factors hurting this lines sales
were the waning interest in the GTO (and all muscle cars
in general), and the great popularity of the Oldsmobile
Cutlass line.

The full-size Pontiac lines were given a revised grille
treatment that was more like an upright radiator-style grille,
resembling that used successfully on the Grand Prix. The
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big Pontiac also had a revised Flo-Thru ventilation system,
eliminating the trunklid louvers, and revised interior trim.
The Firebird and Grand Prix received only minor styling
updates. The Firebird changes consisted of revised trim and

optional equipment, while the Grand Prix was treated to
Turbo Hydra-matic transmission as standard equipment,
and revised taillight and trim changes.
