At the invitation of Dr. Leon C. Snyder, Head of
the Department of Horticulture, and on recommendation
of President Morrill, voted to conduct the September 25
Regents’ meeting at the Fruit Breeding Farm and Land-
scape Arboretum, Excelsior.
