A HENLEY Brook wildlife rehab centre has been 
raided after authorities were made aware of excess 
animals on the property earlier this month.  

On Thursday, March 16 not-for-profit organisation 
Express Wildlife Rescue, managed by Andrea Burns 
was searched by the City of Swan with RSPCA WA, 
the Department of Biodiversity Conservation and 
Attractions (DBCA) and WA Police in attendance. 

The city said Ms Burns was authorised to have 
two dogs and two cats at the shelter and performed 
the inspection after being notified of additional pets 
at the property. 

“The city inspected the property and seized the 
eight excess dogs and one excess cat on,’’ a city 
spokesperson said.

“The eight excess dogs and one cat were taken to 
the City of Swan’s Animal Management Facility.”

In a statement to Echo News Ms Burns said the 
dogs and cat, belonging to five different owners, 
were arranged to be at the rescue for a short period 
of time. 

“They were here temporarily because the owners 
were moving or couldn’t take them as they didn’t 
have fencing,” she said. 

“All those dogs are being collected by Friday 
from the city’s facility.”

Following the inspection an anonymous post was 
made on Facebook alleging more than 60 animals 

were removed from the property and the “majority 
had to be euthanised.” 

Ms Burns said the post was devastating and while 
there were animals on the property that were eutha-
nised, it was under the direction of DBCA.  

“It’s a whole lot of lies, there were six birds that 
were euthanised because they had broken wings and 
DBCA don’t allow birds with broken wings to live,” 
she said. 

Ms Burns said she felt the cruel post was a de-
liberate attack on the wildlife rescue and had had a 
horrible effect on everyone.

“The volunteers are good people and have been 
made to feel like dirt.

“We were in the process of moving to a bigger 
property and this is a deliberate attack to upset the 
operation.” 

A RSPCA WA spokesperson said the organisation 
attended the inspection at the request of the City of 
Swan to assess the welfare of the animals at Express 
Wildlife Rescue but did not transport any from the 
property. 

The city said all animals at the rescue were ac-
cessed and did not require vet treatments and two 
of the pets held at the Animal Management Facility 
had been claimed. 

“Two of the animals were claimed by their owners, 
and city’s Animal Management Facility are working 
to find new homes for the remaining animals.” 

An investigation into the matter is continuing. 

Henley Brook animal rescue raided

THE four people accused of murdering 15-year-
old Cassius Turvey appeared in the Stirling Gar-
dens Magistrates Court on Wednesday for the 
charges they are facing. 

Jack Steven James Brearley (22), Mitchell Colin 
Forth (24), Brodie Lee Palmer (27) and Aleesha 
Louise Gilmore (20) faced court via video link 
from different prisons. 

Mr Brearley appeared from Casuarina Prison, 
Mr Forth and Mr Palmer from Hakea Prison and 
Ms Gilmore from Greenough Regional Prison. 

The four were allegedly involved in the bash-
ing of Cassius, with Mr Brearley charged with the 
teenager’s murder in October last year and the oth-

ers charged in January. 

Mr Brearley, Mr Forth and Ms Gilmore were 
also charged over the alleged kidnapping and as-
sault of another 15-year-old boy just four days be-
fore the attack on Cassius. 

Police said at about 4.40pm the teenager was 
chased in Swan View before he was caught then 
punched, kicked and stabbed. 

It is alleged he was then placed into a vehicle 
and taken to a house where he was detained for a 
period of time before being released. 

All their cases were adjourned on Wednesday 
until May 24 and the four were remanded in cus-
tody. 

Swan councillors concerned about piecemeal planning
CITY of Swan councillors want 
current development applications 
and structure plans that are re-
garded as staged developments or 
rely on a future application to be 
considered in full by the relevant 
approving authority instead of a 
piecemeal approach.

The majority of councillors also 
voted to bring their concerns to 
the attention of joint development 
assessment panels (JDAP) and 
submit a motion to the next West-
ern Australian Local Government 
Association east zone meeting re-
questing the association advocate 
on the matter. 

Councillor Aaron Bowman, who 
moved the motion, said only the 
specific development application 
or structure plan submitted to the 
approving authority - whether this 
is the local government, JDAP or 
the Western Australian Planning 
Commission - could be considered. 

His comment included in the of-
ficer’s report said any other stages, 
reliant on the application submit-
ted were not considered and this 
was a significant flaw in the cur-
rent planning process.

There were many previous ex-
amples of where this had occurred 
previously throughout the state, 
however two examples currently 
due for consideration that affected 
the City of Swan were the North 
Stoneville structure plan and The 
Vines golf course – driving range 
and associated amenities develop-
ment application.

His comment said if The Vines 
development application was ap-

proved it would result in the redun-
dancy of the existing driving range 
and practice area, which was then 
planned to be rezoned for over 55 
housing. 

The traffic impact of this devel-
opment did not for example take 
into consideration future over 55 
housing but simply outlined the 
current traffic. 

The Planning Solutions devel-
opment application report said the 
impact on the surrounding road 
network from the proposed devel-
opment was considered negligi-
ble, as the traffic from the existing 
driving range would be serviced at 
the new driving range.

In a deputation former Labor 
transport minister Gavan Troy also 

raised concerns about The Vines 
driving range proposal.

Mr Troy said the planning staff 
at the City of Swan were pretty 
good overall but they were locked 
into a system, which was JDAP 
and they’ve got to work within 
that.

“JDAP’s only appeal system is 
to go to the State Administrative 
Tribunal (SAT) then the planning 
minister can intrude,’’ he said.

“But I’m suggesting that she 
should be made aware of this ap-
proach to avoiding a true exam-
ination of the broader develop-
ment application at a much earlier 
stage.”

Planning staff rejected that The 
Vines development application 

was incrementalism and said there 
was no proof of it.

“Well if you spend $4-$5 million 
on a project and your traffic report 
says there’s no need for more cars 
one must think who would spend 
$4-$5 million on a project if they 
weren’t going to get more patron-
age at the centre,’’ he said.

Mr Troy said the Labor Gov-
ernment’s recent planning reforms 
would allow developers to circum-
vent local government using incre-
mentalism or piecemeal planning.

The officer’s report said wheth-
er the submitted development 
application for the driving range 
could be considered to be a piece-
meal planning application was not 
borne out by any of the facts and 

contentions contained within the 
current development application 
document. 

“Nonetheless, consideration of 
all public submissions will enable 
city staff to request from the ap-
plicant any further information to 
address the question as to whether 
there is an inseparable connection 
between the current proposal and 
any future proposed over 55s res-
idential development that merits 
proper planning consideration. 

“As council will make the rec-
ommendation to the JDAP on how 
this application should be deter-
mined, council can, with the bene-
fit of a comprehensive staff report, 
fully consider the issues raised by 
this proposed motion at that time.’’

They may well look like lollies to young eyes, 
but both button batteries and small high-pow-
ered magnets are capable of causing devastat-
ing internal injuries if swallowed. 

The dangers have been highlighted in recent 
news reports on two young children who were 
hospitalised after ingesting these incredibly 
hazardous items in separate incidents. 

Small high-powered magnets, which are 
promoted as shape-shifting toys, are so dan-
gerous they were banned from sale in Austral-
ia over a decade ago. If two or more of the 
magnets are swallowed, they can attract and 
stick to each other across internal tissue, po-
tentially causing the tissue to die or perforate, 
before leading to further complications like 
infection, sepsis and even death.   

Likewise, button batteries – which are used 
to power many devices in our homes – can be 
deadly if they burn through the oesophagus 
or stomach due to a chemical reaction that is 
triggered when they come into contact with 
saliva.

To protect children from the dangers of but-
ton batteries, new rules that became mandato-
ry last year require warnings to be displayed 
on all products containing them, including ad-
vice to seek medical assistance if swallowed. 
Any toys or other products that are powered 
by button batteries must have a secure battery 
cover. 

We recently sounded a warning for retailers 
to ensure they are complying with the new 
rules or face penalties, after our product safety 
inspections in Albany uncovered 15 items for 
sale that were wrongly labelled and failed to 
display the correct warnings to consumers. 

Given button batteries are an enforcement 
priority for Consumer Protection, our officers 
will continue checking retailers around WA to 
ensure the laws are being upheld.

In the meantime, we want consumers to give 
careful consideration to the toys and devices 
they buy and how they’re powered. If you 
do decide to allow button batteries into your 
home, make sure they are kept away from 
young children and cannot be easily accessed.

If you spot non-compliant button batter-
ies, devices containing them, or any small 
high-powered magnet products on shop 
shelves, report them to Consumer Protection 
at consumer@dmirs.wa.gov.au or call 1300 30 
40 54.

Dear Echo News,
Thank you, G Rank-
ine, for outlining criti-
cal flaws in Satterley’s 
amended plan for pro-
posed North Stoneville. 

Many of us who op-
pose this development 
have experienced the 
horrors of bushfire and 
understand the extreme 
and increasing dangers.

In 2014 we lost our 
home of over 25 years 
in the Stoneville-Park-
erville-Mt Helena bush-
fire.  

It caught fire from 
embers flying ahead of 
the main fire. 

We were trapped by 
traffic on Stoneville 
Road, terrified by the 
flames moving down 
our road and the smoke 
that blocked our view 
and choked us. 

The recovery pro-
cess was horrendous, 
dealing with insurance, 
clean up and loss of 
so many irreplaceable 
items. 

To put 1001 more 
homes and almost 3000 
more people, knowing-
ly, in harm’s way is rep-
rehensible, given what 
we now know we’re up 
against in the hills.

As well as increasing 
risks to people, Nigel 
Satterley’s urbanisation 
plan threatens the very 
integrity of what Perth 
Hills offers us all.

A massive, forested

IF an outbreak of Queensland fruit flies 
were to happen, it’s probably good that it 
happened now, says Caversham grower 
Matt Katich. 

Following a recent detection of the dam-
aging fruit fly in Bayswater, the Swan Val-
ley was named as part of the broader buffer 
zone, requiring growers to take action and 
ensure the pest doesn’t spread further. 

While the alert was worrying at first, Mr 
Katich said growers would have been in 
greater trouble earlier in the season which 
generally runs from late December to mid-

Caversham table grape grower

April. 
“We are towards the end now, about 90 

to 95 per cent of our grapes have already 
been harvested,” he said.

“If [detection] was to occur at the begin-
ning of the season it would be a huge dra-
ma, it would be quite problematic.”

Table grape growers like Mr Katich and 
other viticulturalists in the Swan Valley 
are within the export assurance zone, so 
requirements for the management of Qfly 
host fruit in the area are less stringent than 
the 1.5km area surrounding the Bayswater 
detection point. 

In the export assurance zone commer-

cially grown Qfly host fruit cannot move 
either within the quarantine area (QA) or 
outside the QA unless it is treated. 

Mr Katich said operations had changed 
minimally as the Department of Primary 
Industries and Regional Development’s 
(DPIRD) Qfly management outlined the 
requirement for baiting and cold storage 
which was part of most local grower’s 
standard practice. 

“We do baiting already… nothing has 
changed and we are cold storing our fruit,” 
he said. 

“For growers we are already following 
normal vineyard hygiene – that is why it 

takes off in the suburbs because people 
have fruit trees and people tend not to take 
care of these things.”  

In a list of steps to reduce the risk of Qfly 
infestations in backyards DPIRD instruct-
ed residents to keep an eye on their fruit 
trees, vegetable garden and ornamental 
host plants, pick up and dispose of fallen 
fruit, use netting to cover fruit trees and 
report a suspected Qfly via the pest and 
disease information service.

First tracks laid on Ellenbrook line 
The first tracks have been laid 
on the Morley Ellenbrook line, 
marking a major milestone for 
the game-changing project in 
Perth’s northeast - the biggest ex-
pansion of the city’s rail network 
since the Mandurah line.

Transport Minister Rita Saffi-
oti said once the line was oper-
ational, there would be a 50 per 
cent reduction in public transport 
times between Ellenbrook and 
Perth, with only a 30-minute 
journey to the city.

The first section of rail will see 
about 1.5 kilometres of ballast 
and sleepers installed north of 
Whiteman Park station through 
to the Gnangara underpass and 
along Drumpellier Drive, using 
specialised equipment.

The $1.1 billion 21km line pro-

Mundaring ready to adapt to local government reforms
THE Shire of Mundaring is confi-
dent in its ability to adapt to chang-
es brought about by the latest local 
government reforms when they 
come into effect, according to 
shire President James Martin.

Cr Martin said while the detail 
of the proposed reforms had not 
yet been released it was expected 
they would increase the statutory 
obligations of the shire and in-
crease costs in some areas.

“We have already been proac-
tive in the requirement to reduce 
the number of councillors from 12 
to nine, including a directly elect-
ed shire president, which will be 
implemented in the upcoming Oc-

would deliver a range of major 
benefits for ratepayers, strength-
en local democracy and provide 
greater transparency and account-
ability.

The changes will: 
•	 introduce optional preferential 

voting, bringing local govern-
ment elections more in line with 
State and Federal elections;

•	 enable reforms to require all lo-
cal governments to publish infor-
mation through online registers, 
including registers that disclose 
information about local govern-
ment leases, grants, and goods 
and services contracts; and 

people to save potentially thou-
sands of dollars a year,’’ she said.

Hasluck MHR Tania Lawrence 
said the work would provide con-
venient travel options to match 
the future development of Perth’s 
north-east, which includes new 
housing. 

“Projects like this create jobs 
as well as business opportunities, 
which is important as the area 
continues to grow,’’ she said.

“This project will improve 
connectivity and travel time for 
commuters, not only for near-
by stops but all the way into the 
city.”

First tracks laid on Ellenbrook line Containers for Change for possum magic

Possum Valley Animal Sanctuary owners Chris Rafferty and Mark Hayman rely on volun-
teers and donations to supplement their running costs.

DOWN a jarrah-lined driveway, 
lies Mount Helena’s rehabilitation 
and retirement home for wildlife 
and farm animals.

Home to more than 330 rescued 
animals, Possum Valley Animal 
Sanctuary is run by Chris Rafferty 
and Mark Hayman on their 12ha 
rural property.

Possum Valley Animal Sanctu-
ary owner Mark Hayman said the 
sanctuary relied on the help of vol-
unteer animal carers and welfare 
advocates, along with donations 
from Containers for Change to 
supplement running costs.

“The sanctuary currently hosts 
a number of geese, donkeys, goats 
and sheep who need rehabilitating 
or rehoming,” he said.

“Eight hectares of jarrah forest 
is also dedicated to rehabilitating 
possums.

More than two years ago, the 
sanctuary received five Containers 
for Change collection bins from 
the Shire of Mundaring to collect 
eligible drinking containers in-
cluding glass and plastic bottles, 
aluminum cans with a 10c refund 
mark on the side of them.

“The bins allow community 
members to donate their eligible 
drinking containers at the end of 
the driveway,” Ms Rafferty said.

“Each fortnight the bins are tak-
en to the Coppin Road Community 
Recycling Centre where we re-
ceive a 10c donation per container. 
The refund is placed into our ac-
count the same day.

Ms Rafferty said they also col-
lect the empties at the end of a 
fundraising event.

“We often host fundraisers in-

cluding quiz nights and festivals 
such as Flocktoberfest.

“At the end of the night we col-
lect all the empty drink bottles and 
cans for our containers for change 
collection.It’s a fantastic scheme 
and has helped us a lot.”

Since the introduction of Con-
tainers for Change in the shire 
in 2020, Possum Valley Animal 
Sanctuary has recycled 127,135 
containers through the program, 
raising $12,713 for the sanctuary.

“The funds have contributed to-
wards providing facilities, equip-
ment, food and shelter, fencing, 
veterinary treatment, rescue, re-
homing, community education and 
sanctuary operational expenses,” 
Mr Hayman said.

The sanctuary evolved after a 
chance meeting with a Shropshire 
lamb, Missy, more than 15 years 
ago.

The couple say that over the past 
10 years the sanctuary has gradu-
ally grown.

“It started with rehabilitation 
and it has grown to rehoming an-
imals since we moved to the prop-
erty,” Ms Rafferty said.

Each week the couple receive 
more than 20 requests to take in 
retired farm animals needing a 
‘retirement’ space, or to rehome 
animals through their rehoming 
program.

“We have seen a lot of people 
having to rehome their farm pets 
due to financial difficulties, re-
lationship break-ups, or simply 
having to downsize,” Mr Hayman 
said.

“We also work with the RSP-
CA to assist in rehoming animals. 

   If you would like to donate your 
eligible containers to Possum Val-
ley Animal Sanctuary, you can 
drop them off in one of the bins 
at the end of the driveway at 210 
Kingston Road, Mount Helena.

Alternatively, you can drop your 

containers at the Coppin Road Re-
cycling Centre and donate your 
change to the sanctuary using the 
scheme number C10292988.

It is a high stakes match WA 
plays each year to ‘detect, 
locate and destroy’ any  
European wasps that breach our 
borders.
Unlike other wasps and bees present 
in WA, European wasps pose a 
unique threat to WA’s environment, 
businesses and our ability to enjoy 
many social activities. So here are the 
unique behaviours of our rivals you 
need to know:
• They’re aggressive and 

dangerous, with underground 
nests containing 1000s of wasps, 
positioned just below the surface like 
a ticking time bomb.

• They’re scavengers of human 
food and drinks, pet food and dead 
animals.

• They’re predators of native insects 
and immobile defenceless animals 
like baby birds.

• They’re adaptable and WA’s climate 
means nests won’t die over winter 
and they could become a bigger 
pest here than anywhere else.

Our opposition can shut down a picnic 
in a matter of minutes, they’ll sting 
children and pets in the mouth just for 
enjoying their food or drinks, and boy, 
they will have you sprinting when you 
unknowingly run over their nest with 
your lawn mower.
They disrupt local ecosystems, reduce 
biodiversity and in New Zealand 
are pushing species to the brink of 
extinction.
Every season seems a little harder 
given our opponents are gaining 
ground in SA, NSW, ACT, VIC and 
TAS. Fertilised queens sneak in to 
WA on vehicles and in freight and 
cargo. The queens disperse and 
lay low, gradually building their nest 
numbers. Luckily, summer presents an 
opportunity to detect these interstate 

invaders, as hungry workers leave the 
nest to forage. Their drive for protein 
lures them into our homes, cafés, 
recreational areas and fortuitously, 
our surveillance traps. If nests are 
established nearby, wasps tend to 
make themselves known.
The ‘Plan of attack’
(Good thing wasps can’t read!)
Offence: Surveillance teams and 
trapping grids are our early warning 
systems. The Department of Primary 
Industries and Regional Development 
(DPIRD) are the lead agency deploying 
traps in the highest risk areas, whilst 
other agencies, community groups 
and the broader public deploy traps 
spanning the state. When wasps are 
detected, DPIRD officers locate and 
destroy the nests.
Defence: Everyone! Knowing the 
unique behaviour of these wasps 
and how to report them is key to their 
early detection. Our frontline services 
screen hundreds of calls, emails and 
MyPestGuide reports to detect and 
differentiate European wasps from 
similar looking wasp and bee species.
The European wasp surveillance 
and eradication program has been 
successful for 41 years in preventing 
European wasp establishment within 
WA.
Here’s last season’s stats:
• 130 nests detected and destroyed 

(highest on record), 1 in Hyden, 1 in 
Australind, 128 in the Perth Metro.

• Over 2000 surveillance traps 
deployed

• 300+ traps adopted by the public
• 76% of nests found in residential 

areas
• 90% of nests found underground
• Over 600 public enquiries and 30 

confirmed reports
It’s sweaty, hard and busy work. 
It’s a game where true success 
means finding and destroying every 
nest, every year. The investment by 
residents, businesses, orchardists, 
local and State governments and so 
on, truly pays off and each win belongs 
to everyone.
If you see wasps landing on food, 
notice what looks like a paper wasp 
but with black antennae (feelers) or 
see wasps flying in and out of a hole in 
the ground, REPORT IT.

Driveway firm and director face 30 building charges
A DRIVEWAY company and its 
director have been ordered to pay 
almost $50,000 in fines, compen-
sation and costs after pleading 
guilty to multiple building of-
fences affecting five properties in 
areas including Ellenbrook and 
Caversham. 

A total of 30 charges against 
Antique Asset Pty Ltd and its 
sole director Sergio Demali were 
heard at Perth Magistrates Court 
on March 17 following prosecu-
tion by Building and Energy.

The matters include ignoring 
official orders to fix defective 
or incomplete work, seeking ex-
cessive deposits and other home 

building contract law breaches. 
In each case, a 50 per cent de-

posit was demanded or received 
before work commenced, which 
is more than seven times the 6.5 
per cent maximum allowed under 
the Home Building Contracts Act 
1991. 

The five contracts and subse-
quent variations were also not 
signed by both parties as re-
quired.

The building commissioner 
later issued building remedy or-
ders for the Caversham property, 
among others requiring Antique 
Asset to repair driveway defects 
such as cracks, slurry, levelling 

and inconsistent colours and tex-
tures. 

However, the company failed 
to comply with any orders, 
breaching the Building Services 
(Complaint Resolution and Ad-
ministration) Act 2011. 

Magistrate Andrew Matthews 
fined Antique Asset $25,000 and 
Mr Demali $5000 for ignoring 
the remedy orders, in addition to 
fines of $6250 and $4000 respec-
tively for the excessive deposits 
and other contract breaches. 

Compensation of $5537 for 
the Ellenbrook home owner and 
prosecution costs of $3097 were 
also awarded. 

The building commissioner 
previously issued enforceable 
payment building remedy orders 
for the other home owners. 

The magistrate noted that al-
though Mr Demali was overseas 
during some of the breaches, “the 
buck stops with him” and that it 
was “all too common” for works 
not to be completed properly 
when consumers tried to create 
their dream homes.

Antique Asset and Mr Demali 
were previously the subject of a 
consumer warning by Building 
and Energy and Consumer Pro-
tection. 

Consumers are encouraged to 

research traders, seek independ-
ent reviews and be familiar with 
their rights before signing a con-
tract or paying any money.

Building and Energy executive 
director Saj Abdoolakhan said 
the regulator would continue to 
take action against unscrupulous 
building service providers.

“This legislation is designed 
to protect consumers by ensur-
ing their contracts are robust, 
large deposits are not at risk and 
work is completed to the required 
standard,” he said.

“Disregard for the rules is un-
acceptable and undermines confi-
dence in the entire building sector.” 

Heart transplant recipient Col-
leen Ashby and her seeing-eye 
dog Xian will attend the World 
Transplant Games next month. 

LESMURDIE resident and heart 
transplant recipient Colleen Ashby 
is training to compete in the World 
Transplant Games next month. 

The games, from April 15 to 21, 
will be staged in Perth to celebrate 
people who have received a life-sav-
ing transplant. 

Ms Ashby, a former fitness in-
structor who has type I diabetes, un-
derwent a heart transplant in 2017 
after experiencing signs of heart 
disease, a major complication of di-
abetes. 

Following the transplant she spent 
four days on life support, connected 
to 14 different machines that were 
keeping her alive as her new heart 
would not start. 

“I woke up on day five and they 
asked, ‘how are you?’,” Ms Ashby 
said. 

“I said ‘good but I can’t see’, it 
had never happened before.” 

Colleen suffered ischemic optic 
neuropathy, a very rare condition 
in which blood loss permanently 
damages the optic nerves that send 
signals from the eyes to the brain, 
enabling sight.  

She now has only 5 per cent pe-
ripheral vision and is classified as 

legally blind. 
After the operation she was in 

hospital for six weeks. Not long 
after that, she started walking and 
later added weight training, then 
swimming. 

Almost six months after her sur-
gery Ms Ashby found out about 
the Australian Transplant Games, 
which she set a goal to swim in the 
following year.  

“I have enough peripheral vision 
to swim so I thought I could com-
pete, and it really helped get me 
through,” she said. 

She took home three gold medals 
from the 2018 Australian Trans-
plant Games and is now preparing 
to swim in the World Games next 
month. 

“I’m excited to go to the games, to 
meet other people whose lives have 
been changed by organ donors and 
have a good time. 

“I can’t wait for the chance to 
share with people how beautiful 
Perth is.”
