Marine reservists from buildings were then poured. 
Wing Engineer-Squad roli-47 -7-41'lle structures will be erected 
and Detachment F, 4th by a Navy Construction 
Service Support Group, from

The unit left snow and zero - 
degree temperatures behind 
for two weeks of annual 
training in paradise.

The project on the Station 

Golf Course involved two 
safety screens built near the 
16th tee by approximately 10 
heavy equipment operators. 
The screens are to protect 
golfers on the 15th green from 
stray balls, and will guide 
them toward the 16th hole.

A 23-foot perimeter sea wall 
is under construction at the 
Marina and approximately 
25 Marines from the combat 
engineer and heavy equip- 
ment sections are working 12- 
hour days to complete the 
project. 

"This is a technically 
challenging job;" said Capt. 
Thomas Miller, officer in 
charge of the project. "It is 
providing. Us with hard 
skilled MOS training. 
Because of the management 
and organization by MSgt. 
Paul Ferfecki, NCOIC 
combat engineers, the men 
are kept busy, a must to have 
the job accomplished within 
the two-week period," 
continued Miller. The project 
is progressing on schedule, 
but without Capt. Kevin 
McCabe's assistance and 
previous planning, none of 
this could be accomplished, 

eStuff-Ex' performed

MCAS Cherry Point, 
N.C. - When the word 
came down for the Marines 
of HMM-266 to "take their 
helicopters and stuff them," 
that's exactly what they 
did. 

They stuffed them down 
the throat, and into the 
belly of, an Air Force C-5 
Galaxy. 

The exercise, conducted 
last. month, appropriately 
titled "Stuff-Ex," involved 
the disassembly of three of 
the squadron's CH-96 Sea 
Knights, loading and 
unloading them from C-5s, 
and reassembling them. 

It was done in 
preparation for the 
deployment of 12 Sea 
Knights to Norway for 4th 
MAB's Cold Winter exercise 
1-85 this month. Three CH- 
46s will fit aboard a C-5. 

"This deployment will 
mark the first time an 

exercise of this magnitude is 
conducted on the East 
Coast,".said SSgt. Keith 
Jones, HMM-266 flightline 
division's assistant NCOIC. 
According to Jones, about 
3,000 of an aircraft's 15,000 
pounds must be stripped off 
the helicopter before it can 
be loaded into the Galaxy. 
The rotor blades and 
cowling are removed and 
stored inside the helo. The 
forward rotor head and 
transmission, as well as the 
aft rotor and vertical shaft, 
must be removed and placed 
on transport stands. 

"We also have to remove 
the rear struts and replace 
them with 'dummy struts' 
so the aircraft sits low 
enough to go into the C-5," 
Jones added. "It takes about 
six hours to get the 
helicopter stripped down 
and ready for loading." 
Once the squadron gets to 
the deployment area, the 

helicopters are unloaded 
and can be assembled and 
mission ready in 8 to 10 
hours. 

"This exercise is part of 
the Maritime Prepositioning 
of Ships," said GySgt. 
Roger Gunther, 6th MAB 

"They would get a 'notice 
to deploy the same time we 
would and start steaming to 
the operational area," 
Gunther added. "When we 
get the notice here, we 
would breakdown the 
helicopters, load them and 
fly to an airfield in the 
operational area. Using C' 
5s to deploy helicopters 
could save a week, maybe 
more," he said, "depending 
on where we are going." 

It may have only been 
training for the Marines, 
but when the word is passed 
for them to take their 
helicopters and stuff them, 
the training will make the 
job an easy task to swallow. 

according to Miller. 
Air hammers were used to 

break the original collapsed 
concrete. Dredging the coral 
from around the edge of the 
wall was made easy with the 
use of a 30,000-ton crane 
coupled with an antiquated 
clam bucket - a design 
which was originally used 
back in the 1940's. 

"It's a good thing that Sgt. 
Glenn Jorgenson, a heavy 
equipment operator, and 
myself were around and 
recognized the equipment," 
commented Cpl. Carl 
Carlson, the crane operator. 
The bucket was adapted to a 
modern crane to accomplish 
the mission. Carlson added, 
"No dredging equipment was 
available here, so we made do 
with what we had." 

Several reinforcement rod 
cribs were built with 19, 20- 
foot steel rods used in each 
crib, constructed to brace the 
entire length of the wall. The 
Marines waded into the water 
around the wall to dig out 
loose debris, and the cribs 
were lowered into place and 
the level checked. 

Reinforced forms were also 
constructed by the reservists 
which were placed on the bay 
side of the cribs to prevent the 
concrete from leaking out

MAG-24 celebrates 43 years of aviation 
The air support element of 

the 1st Marine Brigade, 
Marine Aircraft Group-24, 
will be 43 years old tomorrow; 
and even though the MAG 
has only been part of the 
Brigade since 1968, its 
history goes back to the 
hectic months following the 
attack on Pearl Harbor. 

Formed March 1, 1942, at 
MCAS Ewa, the MAG 
initially joined Marine 
Fighter Squadrons-211 and - 

212, but Marine Scout 
Bombing Squadrons-242, - 

243 and -244 quickly followed, 
causing the early detachment 
of VMF-211. 

In March 1942, the forward 
echelon of the Group arrived 
at Efate, New Hebrides, to 
establish an airstrip at Vila. 
On June 15, 1942, the Group 
returned to Santa Ana, Calif, 

Composed of five scout 
bombing squadrons, the 
MAG immediately began an 
intensive training program 
to prepare for further combat 
duty. In January 1943, the 
MAG boarded ship to return 
to Ewa. Upon arriving in the 
Pacific theatre, elements of 
the MAG served at Midway, 
Johnston and Palmyra 
islands while the headquar- 
ters remained at Ewa. 

In September, the group 
returned to Efate to control 
local air defense. From 
November to mid-December, 
the group moved to Banika in 
the Russell Islands, then to. 
Bougainville. The service 
echelon began work on the 
New Piva airstrip and had it 
operable by early January 
1944. 

With Japanese attacks on 

the airstrip increasing, the 
MAG split into two air base 
defense battalions to protect 
it. By late October, the New 
Zealanders had taken over 
defense of the Solomons, and 
Marine units begun prepar- 
ing for duty in the Philip- 
pines. 

In mid-December, the 
group moved to Milne Bay, 
New Guinea, for staging. In 
January 1945, the forward 
echelon of the group went 
ashore under enemy fire to 
start construction of 
Mangaldan Field. Within two 
weeks, the field was operable 
and the first aircraft arrived. 

MAGs-24 and -36 combined 
to Serve from the Mangaldan 
area during the Luzon 
Campaign as part of the Fifth 
Air Force. In April, the group 
joined MAGR-32 and -12 to 

form Marine Aircraft Group 
Zamboanga. This group 
supported missions in 
Mindanao and Sulu Archi- 
pelago and won much praise 
from the ground forces they 
supported. 

The fighting stopped in 
August 1945, and one of the 
last MAG missions .was the 
dropping of the Japanese 
surrender leaflets to enemy 
units in the area. 

With the war over, the 
group moved to Guam in 1947 
and two years later to MCAS 
Cherry Point, which became 
MAG-24's home for 20 years. 
During the Korean war, the 
group trained large numbers 
of pilots and crewmen for 
combat duty. 

During the Cuban Missile 
Crisis in 1962, the MAG 
served as a back-up force to 
MAG-14, which was deployed 

to Florida that fall. Although 
the headquarters element 
remained at Cherry Point, 
the various.fighter squadrons 
were on the alert for any 
action necessary to remove 
the Soviet-Cuban threat to 
our mainland. The MAG 
returned to its training at the 
end of the crisis. 

Its squadrons were now 
becoming fighter, and fighter 
attack squadrons, tasked 
with destroying enemy 
aircraft, missiles and surface 
targets. 

In 1966, the MAG received 
instructions in operating 
short airfield tactical 
operations. They were then 
tasked with operating such a 
facility at the auxiliary 
landing field in Bogue, N.C. 
By 1967, the group added two 
training squadrons to 

perform the training duties 
previously performed by the 
tactical squadrons. 

In April 1968, after 20 years 
at Cherry Point, the. group 
moved here and remains 
today as the air arm of the 1st 
Marine Brigade, providing 
essential support to Marine 
ground units and completing 
our unique air/ground team. 

Honors adorning the 
MAG's colors include the 
Navy Unit Commendation 
Streamer, with Bronze Star, 
Asiatic-Pacific Campaign 
Streamer, with three Bronze 
Stars; World War II Victory 
Streamer; China Service 
Streamer; National Defense 
Service Streamer, with lne 
Bronze Star; and the 
Philippines Liberation 
Streamer, with one Bronze 
Star.

Cope Thunder 
tests '232 

MCAS Iwakuni, Japan 
-A peaceful Philippine sky 
became a roaring aerial 
battlefield recently as 
VMFA-232 joined U.S. Navy 
and Air Force i ircraft in 
Exercise Cope,Thunder. 

The squadron's F-4 
Phantoms joined a multi- 
service force of A48, A-7s, F- 
14s, and F-50 to "defend" 
NAS Cubi Point from 
attacking Air Force F-4s. 

Before '232's "Red Devils" 
could get at the attacking F- 
46, they had to penetrate a 
screen of 32 F-15s. As they did 
so, ground-based Marines 
fired surface- to-air missiles at 

the attackers. 
Although the missiles were 

decoys, they added intense 
combat realism to the 
exercise. "The training 
gained through simulated 
combat is invaluable to 
everyone," said Capt. Jay 
Kuenzle, a pilot with '232. 

"Each aircrewman takes 
detailed notes," he continued. 
"Once on the deck, he 
compares his notes with 
those of his squadron mates 
an their overall effect on the 
enemy attack can be 
determined." 

VMFA-232 is currently 
deployed to MCAS'Iwakuni.

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Commandant delivers posture statement 
by Marinelli P. Brice, 

HQMC Div PA. 
Washington, D.C. (MC- 

News) - From low intensity 
conflict, including counter- 
ing state-sponsored terror- 
ism, to high intensity, large 
scale, global commitments, 
the Marine Corps is "well 
trained, equipped, and 
supplied for the most 
demanding assignments." 

With this evaluation, Gen. 
Paul X. Kelley opened his 
annual Posture Statement, 
Feb. 6, a formal assessment 
of the "State of the Corps," 
before the Senate Armed 
Services Committee. 

In his first appearance this 
year before the various 
Congressional committees 
considering the FY -86 
Defense Budget, the Com- 
mandant detailed major 
ongoing programs of vital 
importance to the Marine 
Corps and to this nation's 
defense capabilities. 

According to the Com- 
mandant, Marine readiness 
has never been better. He - 

asked for. Congress' con- 
tinuing support in maintain- 
ing this readiness and the 
Corps' "unique capability to 
respond to national security 
needs across the entire 
spectrum of conflict." 

In a rare departure from the 
more conventional topics 
usually addressed in the 
Posture Statement, the 
Commandant discussed the 
Marine Corps response to the 
growing threat posed by 
state-sponsored terrorism. 

The Marine Corps, he 
stated, is committed to 
defeating terrorism, rather 
than coping with it or 
'weathering it out' as a 
passing storm. He concluded, 

We intend to prove to 
enemies that terrorism is too 
costly a tactic to adopt 
against Marines." 

Gen. Kelley requested an 
end strength of 199,500 
Marines for FY-86 - a

modest increase of 1,200 over 
the FY ;8b figure. The 
increase will be used 
primarily to fill personnel 
slots in various weapons and 
equipment modernization 
programs. 

The balance of the 
statement was devoted to the 
Marine Corps role in national 
defense, coupled with the 
major "hardware-related" 
programs essential to the 
readiness and capability of 
the active forces and the 
reserve component; and the 
"people-related" programs 
and issues affecting Marines 
and their families. 

Sealift Power 
projection 

Of particular interest trahe 
Marine Corps, Gen. Kelley 
stated, is the Balanced Ship 
Building Program launched 
by the Navy to meet the 
defense objective of "suffi- 
cient ships to simultaneously 
lift the assault echelons of a 
MAF and a MAB." He 
referred to the LHD-1 (Wasp) 
class, multipurpose, amphib- 
ious assault ship as the 
"linchpin" of the program. 

Already adding to Ameri- 
ca's amphibious capability 
are the lead ships of the LSD- 
41 class now entering the 
fleet. In addition, a Service 
Life Extension Program will 
add 15 years of service life to 
the very capable LPD-4 class 
of 11 ships. 

These programs, together 
with the delivery of the 
Landing Craft Air Cushion, 

(LCAC)enhance the "over 
the-horizon" launch of 
amphibious forces. The first 
LCAC has already been 
delivered to the Navy. Initial 
operating capability of the 
first six-craft detachment, to 
be homeported at Camp 
Pendleton, is scheduled for 
1986. 

The Commandant also 
expressed strong support for 
a "competitive, healthy 
Merchant Marine Fleet" and 
the sealift and power 
projection capabilities 
provided by an Expanded 
Merchant Marine Fleet. 

Enhanced crisis- 
.response 

The Maritime Preposition- 
ing Ships (MPS) concept, 
"the most important and 
innovative of our crisis- 
response enhancements is 
now a reality," the Com- 
mandant stated. Under the 

.MPS program, Marines 
would be airlifted to a crisis 
area to marry-Up with their 
equipment and supplies to 
carry out a variety of 
missions. 

"I am a firm believer that 
an ounce of prevention is 
Worth a pound of cure," Gen. 
Kelley said, "and that when 
you have the ability to 
quickly move a 16,500-man 
Marine brigade to a crisis 
area, you have a ready-made 
prescription to prevent that 
crisis from escalating. 

"MPS," he continued, "is 
just such a prescription. It 
proyides a force of combined 

arms with 30 days of 
essential supplies, available 
on call." The first of three 
M l'S brigades is now 
operational, and a second 
and third will become 
operational in FY-85 and FY- 
86, respeptively. The Marine 
Corps will begin exercising 
its MI'S forces for the first 
time this year. 

The Norway Preposition- 
ing Program is another 
Marine Carps initiative 
showing excellent progress, 
the Commandant reported. 

The program is well 
under way with solid host 
pountry support, and it 
consists of the preposition ing 
of selected equipment and 
supplies in Norway together 
with the formation of a MAK 
sized, totally integrated air- 
ground team under a single 
commander - all, without 
posting a single U.S. Marine 
on Norwegian soil. 

Tactical mobility 

The Commandant also 

cited improvements in 
surface lift provided by the 
LCAC; a Service Life 
Extension Program for the 
LVTP-7 amphibious assault 
vehicle; and development of a 
follow -on vehicle to replace. 
the LVTP-7 family in the late 
1990s. 

Another major initiative is 
the development of the new 
tilt-rotor MV-22A "Osprey" 
aircraft, formerly known as 
the 4VX. It will - enter the -

HAWAII MARINE 

Good food lifts morale 
by Cpl. Pat Lewandowski 

Pohakuloa Training 
Area, Hawaii - Their 
motto "We feed them all," 
was the task undertaken by 
Marines who worked 12 to 
16 hours a day cooking 
meals for 1st Marine 
Brigade members training 
here. 

During the past several 
weeks, 1/3, 1/12 and 
numerous support units 
dotted this desolate training 
facility, nestled between two 
dormant volcanoes. Whether 
in the base camp or the lava 
fields, Marines are fed, a 
responsibility not taken 
lightly by the cooks who 
provided two hot meals a 
day for all personnel 
assigned to PTA. 

A converted Quonset but 
serves as the dining facility 
at PTA where approxi- 
mately 1,200 Marines eat 
their meals, except lunch, 
which are ready-to-eat 
meals. With enough room 
for only 200 people, each 
unit is assigned a time 
when they can eat. In 
addition. to the dining area, 
administrative, storage and 
kitchen activities also crowd 
the limited space. 

"Since Jan. 4, the cooks 
here have been preparing 
two meals a day for more 
than 1,200 Marines," said 
GySgt. Lawrence Powell, 
noncommissioned officer-in- 
charge. "This small 
building has become the 
Regimental dining facility 
for the duration of exercises. 
We are tasked with feeding 
all the units involved. 

"Because of limited space 
for cooking and serving, I 
extended the meal hours to 
accommodate everyone," 
continued Powell. "Almost 
76 percent of each meal is 
sent to units in the field by 
using vacuum cans, making 
timing very important." 
Everything must be 
prepared before it can be 
canned and delivered to the 
unit, according to Powell, 
and they get everything 
served there, right down to 
the same utensils. 

"The only problem here," 
Powell said, "is that I have 
to retrain a new crew of 
cooks every two weeks 
because they return to 
Kaneohe Bay." 

Working in the small 
facility with one watch of 
cooks has posed several 
problems for the Marines 

who create culinary 
delights. One watch is on 
duty from 4 a.m. until 
approximately 7:30 p.m., 
when the evening meal is 
over. Several cooks and a 
baker work throughout the 
night and early morning to 
prepare food and make the 
day's bread and pastry. 
With a shortage of grill 
space inside the building, 
cooks have moved the 
breakfast cooking outside, 
using field gear to make 
pancakes and coffee as 
early as 5 a.m., no matter 
what the weather. 

According to Sgt. Thomas 
Allen, subsistence clerk for 
1/3, the operation at PTA 
posed other problems as 
well. "When we arrived 
here, the Army didn't have 
a price list for any of the 
food we needed, and our 
ordering and portion 
methods were completely 
different. When in garrison, 
we order food by pound 
weight, they sell it in bags 
or units. It took some time 
to alleviate the problem." 

The problems encountered 
by Powell and his cooks 
were challenges to their 
experience and resource- 
fulness. Combining the 
existing facility with field 
cooking equipment solved 
the apparent space problem, 
and served to refresh the 
training of Marines who 
have not used the gear 
recently. 

That training also 
involved the use of vacuum 
cans for extended periods of 
time, something not 
normally done in garrison. 

"Our work load out here is 
almost the same as back at 
Kaneohe Bay, except for the 
way we serve the meals," 
explained Sgt. Michael 
Custis, chief cook. "Timing 
is very important since we 
have to prepare food to be 
transported to the field. We 
can't have the eggs done at 
5 a.m. without the meat, 
and vice versa. We try to be 
flexible out here and I think 
we've proven we can adapt 
to any problem which may 
occur. It's been a great 
experience for all of us, 
veterans as well as 
novices." 

The 17 cooks who work in 
the PTA facility were not 
alone during their stay. 
Daily, 26 mess men from 
each of the units eating in 
the mess hall, worked in the 
galley, pot shack and mess 
deck. They prepared juices, 
salads and, other food to 
help the cooks feed more 
than 1,200 Marines at each 
meal. 

The teamwork, flexibility 
and endurance of the 
Marines who worked in the 
dining facility allowed them 
to fulfill their motto. They 
returned to the Air Station 
Feb. 10 with the satisfaction 
of knowing that they really 
did feed them all.

New treatments tested for VD 
Washington (NES) - 

A :Navy medical research 
tearri at the naval hospital in 
San Diego has tested two 
medicines on penicillin- 
resistant strains of gonor- 
rhea.. 

After testing 92 servicemen 
infected with gonorrhea, the 
team reported successful 
treatment of resistant strains 
with the medicines norfloxa- 
cin and spectinomycin. 

di The test subjects - about 
half of whom had the 

I 

resistant strains - were 
divided into two groups. The 
first group took two doses of 
norfloxacin orally, and the 
second received spectinomy- 
cin injections. Both medi- 
cines were 100-percent effec- 
tive in curing the disease, and 
no adverse reactions were 
reported. 

Gonorrhea is a sexually 
transmitted disease that 
infects three million people in 
the United States each year 
and about 250 million 
worldwide. For more than 

three decades, penicillin has 
been the preferred drug for 
treatment of the disease. 
However, penicillin-resis- 
tant strains of gonorrhea 
have surfaced in the United 
States in recent years, 
prompting the search for 
alternative treatments. 

Results of the Navy team's 
research were reported in a 
recent issue of The New 
England Journal of Medi- 
cine. The article pointed out 
that norfloxacin is taken 
orally, making the drug 

easier to administer and 
patients more receptive to 
treatment. Both penicillin 
and spectinomycin are 
injected intramuscularly. 

"Norfloxacin appears to 
possess characteristics that 
could make it the drug of 
choice for uncomplicated 
gonococcal infections, 
particularly in areas where 
there is a high incidence of 
resistant strains," the Navy 
physicians wrote in their 
report.

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the 1990s. With its 250-knot 
speed, greatly improved 
range, and ability to lift 
ground combat troops, small 
tactical vehicles and anti- 
tank units, the Osprey gives a 
decided boost to surface lift 
and the assault capabilities 
of the Marine Air-ground 
Team. 

Complementing the Os- 
prey is the CH-53E, the most 
powerful helicopter in the free 
world. With, its 16-ton lift 
capacity, the CH-53E is 
capable of lifting the M-198 
155mm Howitzer, the Light 
Armored Vehicle (LAV), and 
other equipment essential to 
a MAGTF. 

A new family of ground 
transport vehicles is also 
entering Marine Corps 
service: The M-939 series 5- 
ton tactical truck. In 
addition, fielding of the 5/4- 
ton High Mobility Multi- 
purpose, Wheeled Vehicle 
(HMMWV) will begin this 
year. The HMMWV is an 
"urgent" replacement, the 
Commandant stated, for the 
current, over-aged 1/4 to 5/4- 
ton trucks and the 1/4-ton 
trailer. 

Of continuing importance 
to the Marine Corps is the 
reorganization of Marine 
infantry battalions into more 
firepower-intensive units, a 
program begun in 1983. By 
May of this year, all infantry 
battalions will have received 
the improved M-16A2 rifle, 
the new Squad Automatic 
Weapon, an improved M-60 
machine gun, the MK-19 
40mm machine gun, the M-2 
.50-caliber machine gun, the 
Shoulder-launched Multi- 
purpose Assault Weapon and 
a new 60mm company 
mortar. 

Also continuing is the 
modernization of Marine 
Corps artillery. All towed 
artillery battalions will be 
equipped with 155mm 
Howitzers this year. The new 
M-198 Howitzers have been 
included in the Preposition- 
ing programs. In addition, 
procurement of M-198s is 
planned for the Marine Corps 
Reserve over the next two 
years. 

Marine aviation 
Improvements in the 

aviation element of the 
Marine Corps are equally 
impressive. Introduction of 
the AV-8B Harrier II 
continues, and the first AV- 
8B squadrons became 
operational this year. 

The largest pilot transition 
requirement begins in FY-87 
and will continue over the 
next few years. The timely 
introduction of the TAV-8B 
trainer is, the Commandant 
stated, "critical to the safe, 
efficient, and effective 
conversion of our remaining 
light attack force." 

Another source of opti- 
mism is the A-6E "Intruder" 
upgrade to the A-6F. This 
upgrade, upon completion, 
will enhance the "Intruder's" 
deep strike and all-weather 
capabilities. 

The F/A-18 continues to be 
well-rated. Marine aircrews 
report that it is a responsive, 
agile fighter and a highly 
accurate attack platform. 

With an ultimate goal of 12 
F/A-18 squadrons, the 
Marine Corps will convert its 
fourth and fifth squadrons at 
MCAS Beaufort this year. At 
the same time, two Marine 
F/A-18 squadrons will deploy 
this year aboard aircraft 
carriers as part of the 
Secretary of the Navy's 
interoperability initiative. 

During FY-86, the Marine 
Corps will accept the first 
installment of its two-year 
buy of 44 AH-1T (Plus) attack 
helicopters. The incorpora- 
tion of the T-700 engine in the 
AH-1T gives this helicopter 
the ability to operate 
anywhere in the world. 

Overall, the Marine 
aviation community closed 
the year on an outstanding 
note: more hours flown than 
in any year since the. 

Vietnam war, and the best 
safety record ever achieved. 
In addition to replacing 
many aircraft with more 
capable and reliable 
equipment, Marines are 
flying more hours and flying 
them more safely. 

Naval surface 
fire support 

As he has in the past, Gen. 

Kelley expressed strong 
support for the reactivation 
of all four Iowa class 
battleships as a major 
measure in improving Naval 
surface fire support, a critical 
element in the naval power 
projection equation. 

Command and 
control 

New systems that will as- 
sist the Marine on the battle- 
field and that will provide com- 
manders with the automated 
command control support 
needed on the modern 
battlefield, are in various 
stages of development and 
fielding. 

"Our philosophy," the 
Commandant noted, "is to 
use computers to relieve 
Marines of repetitive routine 
tasks; to perform certain 
tasks and calculations more 
quickly and accurately; and 
to organize, file and present 
information to support 
decision-makihg." 

To provide automated data 
processing support for 
deployed MAB or MAF units, 
a new system - the 
Deployable Force Auto- 
mated Services Center - will 
be fielded in each MAF in the 
active forces and to the 4th 
Division/Wing team of the 
Marine Corps Reserve. 

Intelligence 
The Marine Corps intel- 

ligence effort is focused on 
the timely support of power 
projection. In addition to 
existing systems, other 
systems under development 
are specifically tailored to 
respond to the needs of 
deployed MAGTF com- 
manders. 

The Intelligence Analysis 
Center, the "heart" of the 
Marine Air-Ground Intelli- 
gence System (MAGIS), 
became operational this year. 
The Commandant also cited 
the Marine Corps' member- 
ship on the various national- 
level intelligence committees, 
and participation in the 
tactical exploitation of 
National Capabilities 
(TENCAP) Program.

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Corps is continuing with a 
major upgrade of the entire 
Combat Service Support 
Field. Increasing the 
manning levels of the Force 
Service Support Groups 
(FSSG), in the active forces 
and in the reserve compo- 
nent, represents, Gen. Kelley 
stated, " ... the culmination 
of our Combat Service 
Support Restoration Plan." 
Under this plan, FSSG 
manning will be elevated 
considerably "from a level of 
concern in FY-80 to a healthy 
level by FY-88." 

He indicated increased 
emphasis on Integrated 
Logistics Support System 
designs to produce better 
weapons and equipment and 
the use of proven systems in 
the acquisition cycle. 

The Marine Corps Stan- 
dard Supply System is also 
being designed to provide a 
single supply systeM and will 
replace four existing systems 
in the Fleet Marine Force and 
the supporting establish- 
ment. 

Hospital ships 
An area of immediate 

concern, the Commandant 
stated, is the lack of hospital 
ships to provide on-site 
medical support to deployed 
units. To correct this 
deficiency, the Navy, under 
the Hospital Ship Program, is 
converting two San Clemente 
class tankers into hospital 
ships with 1,000 beds each. 

In addition, the rapidly 
deployable medical facility, 
currently afloat in the Indian 
Ocean and the first such 
facility acquired by the Navy 
in recent years, is providing 
in-theater treatment. 

Retention 
The past year was a banner 

year for the Marine Corps in 
across-the-board quality 
accessions, and retention of 
experienced and highly 

qualified Marines. 
"I continue to be awed," 

Gen. Kelley stated, "by the 
character, quality and the 
commitment of the men and 
women performing the 
difficult missions assigned to 
Marines." 

While all the matters 
discussed thus far have a 
high priority, nothing has a 
higher priority than con- 
tinuing to enlist and retain 
quality young people who are 
among the finest in 
America." 

In addition to surpassing 
all previous goals, total force 
accessions included 95 
percent high school gradu- 
ates (three percent above last 
year) with better than 96 
percent in the top' three 
AFQT categories. 

The Commandant cited 
patriotism as the number one 
reason for Americans 
desiring to serve their 
country and a major factor in 
the recruiting success. Other 
factors include the dedicated 
efforts of the NCOs assigned 
as recruiters, and Congres- 
sional support in providing 
the resources needed for a 
successful recruiting effort. 

Marine family 
He referred to families as 

the Marines' "silent 
partners." He asked for a fair, 
reliable compensation 
system - pay, benefits, 
reimbursements, incentives 
and retirement to help 
Marines and their families 
meet the hardships imposed 
by military service. 

Women Marines 
Women Marines will 

continue to serve throughout 
the Fleet Marine Force and 
supporting establishments. 
During the past decade, while 
end strength remained 
relatively stable, the number 
of women on active duty has 
nearly tripled to 643 officers 
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and 8,550 enlisted. 
Among the findings of the 

recently completed review of 
policies related to enlisted 
women Marines are: enlisted 
women should continue to . 

serve in 35 of 39 occupational 
fields; and, the enlisted 
woman population should 
increase from the present 
8,550 to about 10,500. A 
similar review is under way 
concerning women Marine 
officers. 

Substance abuse 
The Commandant reported 

considerable progress in the 
Substance Abuse Program. 
Drug abuse has dropped by 
one-half, and per capita 
consumption of alcohol is 
down by one-third from the 
1980 level. The Marine Corps, 
he stated, will continue its 
intensive efforts in this 
regard. 

Marine Corps Reserve 

Reserve forces are a vital, 
added dimension to the 
Marine Corps' ability to 
respond to crises, Gen. Kelley 
stated, citing the wealth and 
depth of experience and 
expertise lodged in the 
reserve. 

Selected Marine Corps 
Reservists (SMCR), once 
viewed primarily as a source 
of pretrained individuals, 
now train as highly effective 
combat units. Individual 
units are tied to specific 
active commands in contin- 
gency planning, a concept of 
reinforcement now being 
expanded to include pro- 
vision for a reserve MAGTF. 

This year, the Marine 
Corps will activate its first 
SMCR unit in Anchorage, 
Alaska, taking advantage of 
the opportunity to train and 
conduct operations in an 
Arctic environment.

Cont. from A-6 
include activation of an LAV 
battalion; a target acquisi- 
tion battery; the remainder of 
the 4th Medical and Dental 
Battalions; and the reorgani- 
zation of infantry and direct- 
support artillery battalions. 

Reserve aviation is also 
moving into a new era. A 
third fighter squadron has 
been activated and a second 
KC-130 squadron is planned. 
Boosting the assets and 
capabilities of the 4th MAW 

. are front-line aircraft 
released from the active force. 
Plans are under way to 
upgrade all reserve fighter 
and some attack squadrons 
to the F/A-18. 

While manpower and 
equipment are important 
elements of the readiness 
equation, it is training that 
"cements the relationship 
and transforms the individ- 
ual Marine and his unit into 
combat power," the Corn. 
resuidant stressed. 

Combat training in the 
reserves has taken a new 
direction, with home centers 
no longer the focal point. The 
Marine Corps is increasing 
reserve participation and 
integration in major active 
force exercises. In 1984, 
25,000 Marine reservists 
trained in exercises around 
the world, from Puerto Rico to 
Korea. 

The success of the total 
force policy is already 
evident, Last year, a reserve 
squadron, VMFA-112, in 
Dallas, competing with all 
active and reserve fighter 
squadrons, earned the 
distinction of being desig- 
nated the Marine Corps 
"Fighter Squadron of the 
Year." 

In August, the first 
brigade-sized reserve landing 
since the Korean War was 
conducted. 

Addressing his final 
remarks directly to Congress, 
the Commandant concluded: 

"Marines . . . have the 
unique capability, unmatch- 
ed anywhere in the world 
today, to make a forcible 
entry from the sea with a 
fully integrated, mission- 
tailored, combined-arms, self 
sustaining air-ground team. 
We enable our country to keep 
the qualitative edge needed 
to provide a decisive, flexible, 
credible response by am- 
phibious forces in global 
crises. 

"Together," he continued, 
"we prepare for the call that 
may or may not come - the 
call to 'land the landing 
force.' As Marines, we do not 
determine when or if that call 
will come. I can assure you, 
that, with your support, we 
are ready and will remain 
ready to respond to that call. 
At the same time, we continue 
to share the hope that the call 
will not be sounded.. , . 

"For 209 years, Marines 
have served this nation well 
and faithfully. I assure you, 
that tradition will continue."

GySgt. L.C. Cheatham 

coached the team to its 
victory. 

The fierce competition of 
the morning's rifle shooting 
carried over to the pistol 
range that afternoon and 
the Camp Smith team put the 
high score on paper with a 
947 and 11 Xs, out of 1,200 
possible, to take the perpetual 
Pacific Trophy. Team 
members were Capt. D.H. 
Stenquist, 267-3; CWO-2 G.M. 
Matthews, 244-3; Sgt. R.A. 
Smith; 236-3 and Cpl. T.D. 
Bartlett, 200-2. SSgt. B.A. 
Wood was the team coach. 

During the two days 
preceding the team events, 
the individual competition 
for both the rifle and pistol 
was held. It came down to the 
V count in determining the 
winner of the gold first-place 
rifle medal. 2ndLt. G.G. 
Raketty, from MAG-24, 
bettered his first day score of 
275-13 with a 276-16, for a 
total of 551-23 and the gold. 
He outscored teammate Capt. 
R.J. Ponnath's 551-22. 

The course of fire for the 

rifle competition consists of 
20 rounds offhand and 10 
rounds sitting rapid fire from 
the 200 yard line; 10 rounds 
prone rapid fire at the 300; 
and 20 rounds prone slow fire 
at the 600. 

In the individual pistol 
match, SSgt. S.D. Strebel III, 
from 3/3, handily won the 
gold. After posting a first day 
score of 262-4, he blazed past 
the other contenders with a 
second day score of 272-2 for a 
533-6 aggregate, - 16 points 
ahead of the second-place 
finisher. 

The course of fire for the 
pistol is 10 rounds slow fire 
from 50 yards; 10 rounds 
timed fire from 25 yards fired 
in two, 20-second strings of 
five rounds each; and 10 
rounds rapid fire from 25 
yards, fired in two, 10-second 
strings of five rounds each. 

Competitors in the 
individual matches also 
included three Hawaii 
National Guardsmen and 
seven civilians, but their 
placing did not affect the 

medals available or given to 
Marines. The two guardsmen 
who did place second and 

_fifth in the pistol match 
received silver awards for 
their efforts. 

One quality routinely 
found in rifle and pistol 
shooters, and demanded of 
Marine competitors, is 
integrity. The actions of one 
shooter from 1/12, lstLt. M.S. 
Toupin, drove that point 
home. 

After firing the first time 
across the rifle course, 
Toupin realized that he had 
neglected having his trigger 
weighed, a requirement that 
must be fulfilled before any 
round can be fired for record. 

Knowing that he would 
lose his first day's score, 
which had been high enough 
to place him in the potential 
medal winning bracket, he 
made his error known to the 
officials who had to disallow 
his score.
