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Located in the popular Midtown district of Nashville, Vanderbilt is regarded among
the nation's finest universities. The private research university enrolls 6,794
undergraduate and 5,700 postgraduate students, who arrive on campus from all 50
states and more than 90 countries.

The university was founded 137 years ago when New York shipping and rail
magnate "Commodore" Cornelius Vanderbilt provided an initial $1 million
endowment.

Vanderbilt is a charter member of the Southeastern Conference and the only private
school among its 12 schools.

Vanderbilt is ranked among the top universities in America. In its popular annual
"Best Colleges" edition, U.S. News & World Report ranked Vanderbilt at No. 17 this
year among all national universities. The magazine also listed Vanderbilt No. 2 among
universities located in the Southeast.

The campus is located 1.5 miles southwest of downtown Nashville on 330 pristine
acres that was designated a national arboretum in 1988. Two focal areas of campus
closed to vehicles — the Peabody campus and the collection of academic buildings
surrounding Kirkland Hall that form the original campus — are frequently listed among
the most beautiful college environments in the South.

Though located within walking distance of downtown activities, the quality of
Vanderbilt life is reflected in much smaller, less public ways — running into friends
while walking on campus, researching papers or grabbing a late-night snack with
friends, choosing between a public policy lecture or athletic event, or having dinner at
a professor’s home.

Most Vanderbilt undergraduates live on campus during their time at the
university. Thirty-four residential halls dot the campus, ranging from the four towers
off West End Avenue to The Commons, a 10-house, state-of-the-art complex for all
first-year students that has attracted national acclaim for its design and unique col-
legiate living experience.

Vanderbilt offers numerous degrees in four undergraduate colleges: the College
of Arts and Science, Peabody College, School of Engineering and Blair School Music.
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For many years, the Vanderhilt football team
has been an academic achievement leader in the
Southeastern Conference and NCAA.

In 2008, the Commodore program received
the American Football Coaches Association
Academic Achievement Award after graduating
95 percent of its 2001 recruiting class. It was the
third time for Vanderbilt to claim the award.

Vanderbilt topped the SEC in 2010 graduation
success rates released by the NCAA.

Besides the full slate of Vanderbilt collegiate
athletics, Nashville is home to two successful
professional teams: the NFL's Tennessee Titans and
the NHL's Predators. Since playing at Vanderbilt
Stadium nearly a decade ago, the Titans have
become one of the NFL's most consistent winners.
The Preds also are perennial contenders to reach the
playoffs hoping for a run for the Stanley Cup.

The city also has AAA baseball in the Nashville
Sounds, Nationwide NASCAR racing, steeplechase
horse racing, and the popular Music City Marathon.
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Two former standouts who played important roles in the Commodores'
2008 Music City Bowl-winning campaign, Myron Lewis and Thomas Welch,
are the most recent Vanderbilt players to be selected in the NFL draft.

Lewis, an All-Southeastern Conference cornerback, was selected by
Tampa Bay as the third pick of the 3rd round. Welch, a two-year starting
offensive tackle at Vanderbilt, was selected by New England as the first pick
in the seventh round.

Lewis and Welch become the eighth and ninth Commodores selected in
the NFL draft since 2005.

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Each April, NFL talent evaluators converge
on the campus to monitor Vanderbilt’s Pro Day
when Commodore seniors showcase their
talents to would-be NFL suitors.

A strong performance on Pro Day by fifth-
year senior Ryan Hamilton resulted in a free
agent deal with New Orleans. Hamilton didn't
stick with the Saints, but is with Philadelphia
entering training camp after Eagle scouts were
impressed during his workout.

Why was the workout so important to
Hamilton? The 2009 co-captain used Pro Day
to showcase his skills after missing the last
10 games of the season due to a torn pectoral
muscle. The workout allowed the assembled
NFL player evaluators to realize Hamilton was
fully recovered from the injury.

Days after the draft, other Commodores such
as center Bradley Vierling and defensive end
Broderick Stewart earned NFL tryouts.
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Three Commodore players with Alabama
roots — Joey Bailey, Jabo Burrow and Sean
Richardson — have developed from raw
prospects to SEC-caliber contributors under
the training direction of Vanderbilt conditioning
director John Sisk.

Bailey and Burrow arrived on campus as
prospective linemen, both weighing about 230
pounds. Richardson, a likely safety, was plenty
athletic, but carried just 185 pounds on a lanky
frame.

Entering preseason camp, Bailey has added
45 pounds, a likely starting job at center, and
new responsibilities as offensive co-captain.

Burrow's conditioning has resulted in a
285-pound frame capable of competing for a
starting job at guard. Now at 6'2", 215-Ibs.,
Richardson is an all-SEC safety candidate.

The trio are representative of many on the
Vanderbilt roster: prep standouts with plenty of
untapped potential.

Under the supervision of Sisk and his
professional assistants, many similar athletes
have developed into Commodore standouts and
eventual NFL stars. That list includes two first-
round draft picks now starting for the Chicago
Bear offense: quarterback Jay Cutler and tackle
Chris Williams.

Sporting a 4-0 record and hosting ESPN's College GameDay
for the first time on campus, the Commodores capped the
remarkable day with a thrilling 14-13 victory before an ESPN
primetime national television audience.

Due to the Southeastern Conference's lengthy television
contract with ESPN and CBS, virtually every Commodore foot-
ball game is available on TV across the nation via either ESPN,
ESPN2, ESPNU, CBS or the SEC Network.

In 2009 - the first year of the new television deals —

viewership and ratings on SEC games on both the ESPN
networks and CBS far exceeded 2008 levels.

In 2009, ratings for CBS Sports "SEC on CBS" games
were up 29% off a strong 2008 season. In fact, the SEC
Championship game between No. 1 Florida and No. 2
Alabama earned its highest rating in the 18-year history of
the title game.

SEC teams have captured at least six victories in bowl games in each of the last four
years, including 2008 when Vanderbilt defeated ranked Boston College 16-14 in the

Bennett, a highly sought-after running back from
McEachern High School, died tragically on Feb. 18,
2010. Bennett was the victim of a residential
shooting that shocked the McEachern community
and the Atlanta metropolitan area.

At a memorial service days after the death, his
literature teacher read an essay entitled "Strength”
written by Bennett within a week of his death.

Bennett's essay closed with the following lines:

"“There will never be a time that I will
give up. | work hard at whatever | do for
that man upstairs to smile down on me
with the rays of the sun.

"My drive cannot be stopped or even
slowed down, because every obstacle has

a way around it.

"Every day | become stronger from the
weights physically, the books mentally

and life emotionally. There is no limit to

my strength and at the end of the day, |
want to be known as the strongest."

Bennett rushed for 1,857 yards and 28 touchdowns as a senior captain, helping McEachern to an
undefeated regular season. One of Georgia's most decorated seniors, Bennett earned the state's AAAAA
Offensive Player of the Year Award. At McEachern, Bennett was a campus leader and honors student.

The son of Narjaketha Bennett and the late Charles Bennett, Rajaan was the oldest of four siblings:

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Vanderbilt coaches believe Hayward has the
potential to follow Myron Lewis and D.J. Moore
as stellar Commodore cornerbacks. In 2009,
Hayward picked off two passes, defended seven
others and topped all SEC defensive backs with
8.5 tackles for loss.

Barden enters his junior season with 57 catches,
tops on the team. The former prep quarterback
finished 2009 with 29 receptions, good for 357
yards and a score.

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This Vanderhilt preseason camp hardly resembles the 2009 one when Bobby Johnson
greeted a Commodore squad coming off a 7-6 campaign capped by victory in the Gaylord
Hotels Music City Bowl.

In early August, a new leader — interim head coach Robbie Caldwell — will guide the
squad arriving for camp. The veteran Vanderbilt assistant took over in mid-July when
Johnson unexpectedly announced his retirement.

When camp opens in early August, Caldwell and his staff are expected to greet more
than 12 starters and 44 letterwinners from a 2009 Commodore squad that ended a disap-
pointing 2-10 season with eight straight losses.

"Our players are working extremely hard. Our strength director said the team's offsea-
son conditioning effort has been tremendously successful. We will enter preseason camp
in extremely sharp and ready to get to work," Caldwell said.

"Everyone associated with this team, from the coaches to players, was disappointed
with the 2009 season and wants to make amends to how it went. | believe we have the
talent to compete for a win every Saturday, and | look forward to the challenge of the
coming season," Caldwell added.

In his first full year as a starter, Smith threw for 1,126 yards in nine games, but completed less than 50 percent

of his passes. Smith's season came to an end prematurely when he suffered a season-ending torn hamstring
against Georgia Tech in what appeared to be his best outing of the campaign. The strong-armed Smith needs to develop better touch on short to intermediate
throws. Fully healthy, it appears Smith can win the starting nod with an impressive preseason camp.

One of the Commodores' most impressive players during spring drills was Jared Funk. The fifth-year senior displayed growing confidence and understanding
of the playbook to go with arguably the strongest arm among the quarterback prospects. Another expected to compete for the starting role will be transfer junior
Jordan Rodgers, a California junior college product who showed talent and poise in the spring.

Despite the presence of three upperclassmen, redshirt freshman Charlie Goro could be a wildcard in the competition. Goro came to Vanderbilt after a Parade

Any of
four freshmen signees — Chris Boyd, Jonathan Krause, Jordan Matthews and Trent Pruitt —
could find their way into a gameday role.

Position mentor Ted Cain needs to identify more depth behind Barden at tight end. That task
gets easier if Austin Monahan is at full strength after missing spring drills recuperating from
offseason surgery. Mason Johnston will get a chance to audition for the depth chart by likely
receiving plenty of snaps this spring. Ryan van Rensburg also is an option at either tight end or
H-back, as is signee Blake Gowder.

OFFENSIVE LINE The last time Vanderbilt replaced as many offensive line starters as they
will this year, the Commodores promptly made their first postseason appearance in a quarter
century at the 2008 Music City Bowl. Perhaps history will repeat itself.

The line is thin in numbers, and lacks serious experience. Despite those facts, interim head
coach Robbie Caldwell believes there's some solid talent as he begins the process of locking
down four new offensive line starters.

Senior Joey Bailey, a guard-center in 2009, stepped forward in spring drills and claimed the
center role. He also was elected offensive co-captain by teammates.

Kyle Fischer is the team's most experienced lineman. A starter at guard last year, Fischer needs
to develop into the standout coaches believe possible. He should start at one guard position.

Several candidates are competing for the guard role across from Fischer, including Jabo
Burrow, Mylon Brown and Chris Aaron. Aaron appeared to gain the upper hand last spring but
has suffered multiple injuries that have limited his progress. Burrow switched from defensive
tackle and has plenty of talent, yet lacks valuable experience and game snaps. Brown is a gifted,
rangy redshirt freshman who could step forward to claim the role.

Ryan Seymour is the most experienced tackle prospect. Despite missing the spring with an
injury, Seymour is expected back at full strength and has the versatility to play either tackle or
guard. The second most experiened tackle is redshirt sophomore Caleb Welchans. Redshirt
freshman Wesley Johnson made a huge impression last spring and also should contend for a
starting job. Another returnee, Justin Cabbagestalk should provide depth at guard.

The lack of numbers may push a freshman into the mix. The signing class includes four
offensive prospects: Andrew Bridges, Grant Ramsay, Logan Stewart and Chase White.
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DEFENSIVE LINE The depth of Vanderbilt's tackle position might depend on the
health of senior defensive co-captain Adam Smotherman, who enters preseason camp
recuperating from a leg injury early in spring drills. When Smotherman is in uniform, the
interior line adds a veteran leader and two-year starter. If Smotherman isn't ready, the
position lacks experience once you get beyond junior T.J. Greenstone.

The Commodores enter the season needing to replace three-year starting tackle Greg
Billinger.

A 23-game starter, Smotherman is coming off his finest season: 31 tackles and three

tackles for loss.

Three redshirt sophomores — Rob Lohr,
Colt Nichter and Taylor Loftley — should
contend for playing time. If Smotherman is not 100 percent, Lohr is expected to start next to Greenstone. Both Nichter and Loftley are stronger against the run than
they are pressuring the quarterback. A fourth sophomore, Josh Jelesky, also could be in the mix.

The coaches might look to an incoming freshman to provide depth. The '10 signees include two interior line candidates, James Kittredge and Vince Taylor.

The Commodores' newest coach, Mike Pelton, enters his first season with several defensive end prospects available to replace departed multi-year starters Steve
Stone and Broderick Stewart.

Three Commodores return with starting experience: Teriall Brannon, Tim Fugger and Theron Kadri. Fugger earned eight starts in 2009, collecting 21 total
tackles and a pair of sacks. Kadri produced higher stat totals — 24 tackles and three QB sacks — sharing snaps with Fugger. Brannon also showed effectiveness,
contributing 12 tackles.

Any of three young end prospects — Johnell Thomas, Walker May and Thad McHaney — could claim a playing role next year with a strong preseason effort.
Thomas was the team's fifth end last year, contributing six tackles and plenty of hustle to the unit. May's ability to rush off the edge was a highlight of spring drills.

LINEBACKERS Facing a void in leadership and production with the graduations of two-year starting 'backer Patrick Benoist and versatile Brent Trice, the
Commodores are likely to restructure this corps around the talents of junior Chris Marve.

Marve, the first SEC linebacker in a decade to surpass the 100-tackle plateau as a freshman and sophomore, earned All-SEC status in 2009 as the league's
second leading tackler. The Butkus Award candidate, elected co-captain after spring practice, also has the versatility to play either the middle or weakside
linebacking positions.

Coming off a career-high 44 tackles in 2009, senior John Stokes returns at strongside linebacker, and is fully healthy for preseason camp for the first time in
two years.

Junior Nate Gampbell, a two-year letterwinner, also returns after missing the entire 2009 season.

Four sophomores are expected to contend for significant minutes this year: Tristan Strong, Archibald Barnes, Dexter Daniels and DeAndre Jones. Strong and
Barnes were the most active in 2009, though Strong missed spring contact rehabilitating an injured knee.

Blake Southerland will attempt to position himself on the two-deep at inside linebacker this spring. Former safety Micah Powell also is expected to receive
repetitions at linebacker. Two signees, Chase Garnham and Fitz Lassing, will get a close look during preseason drills.

In addition to Hayward, the Commodores return two
others with starting experience at defensive back, Jamie
Graham and Eddie Foster. After two years of seeing
action on both sides of the line of scrimmage, Graham
is expected to concentrate at defensive back. One of the
team's top talents, Graham contributed 27 tackles and two
interceptions last year. Foster was impressive as a true
freshman nickel back, posting a pair of picks and solid
open-field tackling ability.

Three young Commodores — Trey Wilson, Eric Samuels
and Javon Marshall — are exciting prospects at corner-
back. Wilson and Samuels flashed talent in limited duty as
true freshmen, while redshirt freshman Marshall looks to
compete with Foster as a nickel back in passing situations.

A pair of athletic prospects — Steven Clarke and Andre

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Robbie Caldwell, a three-decade veteran of the collegiate coaching ranks,
became the 26th head coach in Vanderbilt gridiron history on July 14 when he
was named by university officials to replace former Commodore mentor and
close friend Bobby Johnson.

Caldwell, a native of Pageland, S.C., has served on the Vanderbilt staff since
accepting Johnson's offer prior to the 2002 season. Until becoming head
coach, Caldwell was assistant head coach and offensive line mentor under
Johnson.

This marks the first head coaching position for Caldwell, whose ties with
Bobby Johnson and several members of the Commodore staff date back to the
mid-1970s.

"I'look forward to the challenge of guiding the Vanderbilt football program,
and fully understand the task at hand," Caldwell said. "At the same time, | am
truly excited about the opportunity to continue building this program just as
Bobby Johnson did for the last eight years.

"This staff knows each other, believes in each other, and believes in the
players in this program. We'll will work diligently to win football games on the
field and mold great citizens off the field. Bobby Johnson and | share those
philosophies. Those goals will continue to be my goals as head coach of the

Vanderbilt Commodores," Caldwell added.

During his career, Caldwell has coached in 11 postseason bowl games and
has coached six conference-winning squads. Five of his pupils have earned
All-America recognition; and seven has been picked in the NFL draft.

The new Commodore head coach has coached some of the top offensive
lineman in Vanderhbilt history. Caldwell mentored the collegiate career of Chris
Williams, who developed from a lanky freshman prospect into a top-caliber
player during his five years on the Vanderbilt campus.

Williams earned All-Southeastern Conference honors as a senior tackle
in 2007 and started getting serious attention from professional scouts after
a strong performance at the 2008 Senior Bowl. Three months later, Williams
became the highest Vanderbilt offensive lineman ever taken in the NFL Draft
when Chicago made him the No. 14 overall pick. He is expected to start
this season for the Bears at left tackle, protecting the blindside of former
Commaodore signal caller Jay Cutler.

This April, another Caldwell pupil, offensive tackle Thomas Welch, was
selected in the seventh round by the New England Patriots.

A third former Commodore lineman, Justin Geisinger, also played several
years with NFL squads before leaving the game last year.

Like Johnson and other members of the
current staff, Caldwell's football lineage
passes through Furman University. His
coaching style is influenced by two former
Paladin head coaches, Art Baker and Dick
Sheridan. As an undersized, overachieving
center, Caldwell lettered three years at
Furman playing for Baker. As a senior in
1975, he earned Furman's MVP Award as an
offensive captain. The following year, he was
Baker's graduate assistant at Furman.

Two years later, he began an eight-year
tenure as offensive line coach at Furman
under Sheridan. During that period, the
Paladins won six Southern Conference
championships, with Caldwell mentoring

eight first-team all-conference players and
five recipients of the Jacobs Award given to
the league's top offensive lineman.

Caldwell was one of three current
Vanderbilt offensive coaches that joined
Sheridan when he became head coach at
North Carolina State in 1986. Caldwell served
14 years with the Wolfpack, continuing seven
years beyond Sheridan's stay on campus.

At North Carolina State, Caldwell tutored
the Wolfpack line for 11 years, then added
assistant head coaching responsibilities from
1997-99. Fourteen of his North Carolina State
pupils were All-Atlantic Coast Conference
recipients.

From 2000-01, Caldwell coached the
University of North Carolina offensive line. The
Tar Heels capped their 2001 season with a
victory over Auburn in the Peach Bowl.

Caldwell graduated with a B.S. degree in
Health and Physical Education from Furman
in 1976.

Caldwell and his wife, Nora Lynn, are the
parents of a daughter, Emsley, 15.

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Despite Bobby Johnson’s recent retirement, the Commodore coaching staff remains a close-knit

group, with numerous personal and professional relationships dating back three decades.

Robbie Caldwell, Vanderbilt's newly named interim head coach, comes from the same coaching tree

as his predecessor, and many of the other coaches on the current Commodores staff.
In the mid-1970s, Caldwell was an offensive teammate at Furman with two current Vanderbilt

coaches, offensive coordinator Jimmy Kiser and special teams coordinator Ted Cain. By 1976, Caldwell
was coaching on the same Furman staff as Cain and Johnson. Two years later, Caldwell and Cain were
coaching a young Furman walk-on named Bruce Fowler, the current Vanderbilt assistant head coach for

defense.

The Furman football program,
with Dick Sheridan at the helm
and Caldwell, Cain and Fowler on
staff, enjoyed a revival into the
1980s, winning enough Southern
Conference titles to catch the
attention of North Carolina State
athletic officials, who hired Sheridan
as their head coach in 1986.

While Johnson and Fowler stayed
at Furman and helped create more
nationally contending teams with
the aid of such players as current
Commaodore running backs coach

Des Kitchings, three current Vanderbilt staff accepted the Raleigh challenge with Sheridan: Caldwell,

Cain and Kiser.

In the mid-1990s, current Commodore receivers coach Charlie Fisher joined Caldwell and Kiser at
North Carolina State. One of the top Wolfpack players during their tenure was all-conference defensive

tackle Ricky Logo, the Commodores' current recruiting coordinator and defensive line mentor.

After 14 years at N.C. State, Caldwell moved down Tobacco Road to Chapel Hill to become North

Carolina’s offensive line coach. In 2001, Caldwell became impressed with the abilities of a Tar Heel
defensive graduate assistant, Jamie Bryant, now the Commodores' defensive coordinator.

Vanderbilt's newest addition to the staff, defensive ends coach Mike Pelton, was well known to

Logo, having worked together for three years on the Troy defensive coaching staff.

Bobby Johnson, who earned national respect
during an eight-year run that began in 2002,
announced his retirement from collegiate coaching
on July 14.

Johnson's announcement was a surprise to all
in the Vanderbilt Athletics program, including his
coaching staff and support staff.

His tenure at Vanderbilt was the longest by a
Commaodore head coach in nearly 50 years.

Johnson's years were highlighted by the
Commodores' 7-6 campaign in 2008 that ended
with a 16-14 victory over Boston College in the
Gaylord Hotels Music City Bowl.

Johnson earned Southeastern Conference Coach
of the Year honors with Nick Saban of Alabama
and Houston Nutt of Ole Miss following the 2008
campaign.

Though Johnson's overall record at Vanderbilt
lacked distinction, SEC observers watched his
Commodores pull off numerous impressive wins,
and compete to the final seconds in virtually every
performance.

Between 2005-08, Johnson's teams won 21
games, the most by Vanderbilt in a four-year period
since 1972-75.

Johnson's Vanderbilt teams notched several
unexpected SEC victories on the road. Under
Johnson, the Commodores won at Arkansas and
Tennessee in 2005, at Georgia in 2006, at South
Carolina in 2007, and at Ole Miss and Kentucky in
2008.

Johnson's teams also defeated five ranked
opponents, including four on the road.

The 2008 Vanderbilt team also gained plenty
of national attention. The Commodores capped a
5-0 start to the season by defeating No. 13 Auburn
14-13 with ESPN's College Football GameDay airing
from campus for the first time in program history.

Johnson's players also enjoyed individual
accolades. His notable pupils included Warren
Norman and Kwane Doster, the only Commodore
players to earn SEC Freshman of the Year honors,
SEC Offensive Player of the Year Jay Cutler, and
league receiving record holder Earl Bennett.

Eleven of his standouts were picked in the NFL
Draft, including first-round selections Cutler and
offensive tackle Chris Williams.

The Commaodores also were academic achievers
under Johnson. Twice, the Vanderbilt football
program earned the AFCA's Academic Achievement
Award as national leaders for graduation rates. In
2008, 38 Vanderbilt student-athletes earned All-SEC
Academic Honor Roll recognition, the highest
single season total in league history. All told, 221
Commodores reached SEC Academic Honor Roll
status. One of his earliest Vanderbilt pupils, standout
linebacker Hunter Hillenmeyer, was an National
Scholar Athlete recipient in 2002.
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JAMIE BRYANT

Jamie Bryant enters his second year as defensive coordinator. He also handles
coaching duties for the Commodore defensive backs.

In his first year as coordinator, the Commodores continued their solid defensive
play. Despite several key injuries, including the loss of three-year starting safety
Ryan Hamilton for 10 games, the unit ranked ninth nationally in pass defense and
46th nationally in scoring defense.

Bryant, 40, was promoted to defensive coordinator after the Commodores'
2008 Gaylord Hotels Music City Bow! victory. Now in his ninth year on the
Vanderbilt staff, Bryant has also served the role of special teams coordinator.

Two of Bryant's starters this season, safety Sean Richardson and cornerback
Casey Hayward are ranked among the SEC's elite at their positions.

Bryant has a number of former pupils currently on National Football League
rosters. Two standouts from the 2009 squad, Hamilton and cornerback Myron
Lewis, are with Philadelphia and Tampa Bay, respectively. Lewis, the third All-SEC
selection mentored by Bryant, was a third round draft pick of the Bucs.

Two other recent Commodores, former All-America defensive back D.J. Moore
and safety Reshard Langford, are with Chicago and Kansas City, respectively.

Bryant's 2008 starting corps of Moore, Lewis, Langford and Hamilton also own
the distinction of each posting four interceptions or more that season.

Prior to accepting the Commodore post, Bryant assisted at North Carolina in
2001 alongside current Vanderbilt interim head coach Robbie Caldwell. That year,
an aggressive defense helped the Tar Heels finish strong, winning seven of their
final nine regular season games, including impressive routs of ACC foes Florida
State and Clemson, then defeating Auburn in the Peach Bowl.

Prior to the UNC post, Bryant’s efforts as defensive coordinator and secondary
coach improved a struggling defense at |-AA St. Francis (Pa.) University in 2000.

Bryant entered the collegiate coaching ranks in 1997 as outside linebackers
coach at Clarion. His duties at Clarion evolved to secondary coach and special
teams coordinator for his final two seasons.

A native of Fredericktown, Ohio, Bryant was a three-year letterwinner at Ohio
Wesleyan. He earned a B.S. in Economics Management.

Bryant and his wife, Elisa, are the parents of two sons, Luke and Jake.

Ted Cain has more than three decades of collegiate coaching experience, and
served a two-year stint as the head coach at Virginia Military Institute. In December
2001, he became the first assistant on Bobby Johnson’s Vanderbilt staff.

This season, the former Commodore offensive coordinator will serve as tight
ends coach and special teams coordinator.

Cain was offensive coordinator and tight ends coach for his first eight years at
Vanderbilt. He switched responsibilities after the 2009 campaign following
offensive struggles the previous two seasons. Despite moving to a no-huddle
attack, the unit struggled with inconsistency, key injuries and limited playmaking
ability at several positions.

One of Cain's pupils at tight end, junior Brandon Barden, returns this season as
the Commodores' active leader with 57 career receptions, including 27 catches
as a sophomore. Barden and junior Austin Monahan, who missed five games to
injury in 2009, provide Cain a solid nucleus at tight end.

Cain’s tenure has produced some of the top offenses in team history. The
2005 squad led by SEC Offensive Player of the Year Jay Cutler produced more
points and first downs than any Vanderbilt offense in the last three decades.

In addition to the VMI head coaching position, Cain’s coaching resume
includes a successful tenure as offensive coordinator at North Carolina State
and many years of coaching service at Furman.

Cain, 58, was a three-year tight end for Furman. After serving a two-year term
as a U.S. Army second lieutenant, Cain began his coaching career as Furman’s
linebackers coach in 1977. He later became the Furman passing game
coordinator/receivers coach, helping the squad to a 69-23-2 mark over eight
years. That success led to Cain’s move to North Carolina State in 1986. As
offensive coordinator and tight ends coach, Cain directed seven of N.C. State’s
top 10 passing seasons. Cain rejoined Johnson's staff at Furman in 1999,
helping the Paladins to a pair of Southern Conference titles.

Cain earned a B.S. degree in geology and a M.A. in education from Furman.
Cain and his wife, Susan, are the parents of two children: Matt, 26, an assistant

In his ninth season at Vanderbilt, Charlie Fisher works with wide receivers and
serves as passing game coordinator with the Commodore offense.

The former Division Il head coach also mentored the team’s running backs in
2002-03.

In 2009, Fisher's youthful wide receiving corps struggled for much of the year.
Entering the season with little game experience at the position, Fisher mentored
first-year starters John Cole and Udom Umoh to solid seasons.

This season, Fisher's corps also includes four true freshman recruits. In the
past, Fisher has enjoyed productive seasons from freshman, including Earl
Bennett, regarded as the greatest receiver in team history.

As a freshman in 2005, Bennett set a SEC record with 79 receptions. By the
end of his three-year career, Bennett amassed another SEC all-time mark with
236 career catches. In 2009, the record-breaking Bennett was a starter in the
Chicago Bears receiving corps.

Another former Fisher pupil, 2008 graduate Sean Walker, was on the St. Louis
Rams' roster last year.

As the Vanderbilt running backs coach in 2002, he mentored Kwane Doster to
SEC Freshman of the Year honors.

Before joining Vanderbilt, he served two years as offensive coordinator/quarter-
back coach at Temple. Prior to the Temple move, Fisher was successful during a
two-year stint tutoring North Carolina State receivers, including likely NFL Hall of
Famer Torry Holt. The Wolfpack passing attack led the ACC and helped spur the
team's drive to a bowl berth.

Fisher’s background includes a successful tenure as head coach at West
Georgia prior to moving to North Carolina State. From 1993-97, Fisher guided the
Braves to a 36-17 overall record. He also served as an offensive coach at Lenior-
Rhyne (N.C.) College from 1985-1990.

Fisher played quarterback and wide receiver from 1977-80 at Springfield
(Mass.) College. He also lettered as a shortstop in baseball. He earned his B.S.
in physical education. Fisher earned a M.A. in sports management from Eastern

Bruce Fowler starts his second year as Assistant Head Coach in charge of
defense. He will also mentor Commodore linebackers this season.

Prior to getting promoted to assistant head coach/defense, Fowler served
seven years as defensive coordinator.

Fowler's defensive staff has developed a unit that has ranked among the
nation's elite in recent years. The 2008 defense was one of the best in recent
team history, and a key factor behind Vanderbilt's 7-6 season and Gaylord Hotels
Music City Bowl win, ranking high in scoring defense, total defense and pass
defense. Last year, the unit also ranked among the NCAA Top 50 in scoring
defense and ninth in the nation in pass defense. The unit also has earned a repu-
tation for being opportunistic, producing a positive turnover margin in 2008-09.

Five former defenders during the Fowler tenure — Myron Lewis, D.J. Moore,
Jonathan Goff, Jovan Haye and Hunter Hillenmeyer — have been selected in the
NFL Draft. Moore and Hillenmeyer are with Chicago; Goff and Haye are starters
for the New York Giants and Tennessee Titans, respectively. Three others, Ryan
Hamilton, Curtis Gatewood and Reshard Langford, are currently on NFL rosters.

Fowler served as Johnson’s defensive coordinator and linebackers coach at
Furman. Their relationship on the field dates to the 1970s when Johnson was
Fowler’s position coach at Furman.

Fowler served 16 seasons at Furman. After beginning as a graduate assistant in
1984, Fowler's responsibilities at Furman progressed throughout his tenure. The
defense was critical to Furman's 30-9 success from 1999-2001, two
conference titles, three I-AA playoff berths and a 2001 national runnerup finish.

Fowler worked with the Furman secondary for six years prior to coaching
Paladin linebackers. He mentored six all-conference performers, including
All-Americans, Will Bouton and John Keith. He also served several years as an
offensive assistant before moving to the defensive staff.

Fowler earned two letters at Furman. He was a member of the Paladins’ first
conference championship in 1978, started in the secondary in 1979, and played
on Furman’s 1980 league champion team. He earned a B.S. and M.A. degree in
physical education from the university.

Jimmy Kiser enters his first year as offensive coordinator during a
nine-year tenure at Vanderbilt. He also will continue to mentor Commodore
quarterbacks.

For the last three years, Kiser has served as co-passing game coordinator
for the Commodore attack.

In 2009, the quarterback duo of Larry Smith and Mackenzi Adams were
affected by injuries and inconsistent play. Several position groupings also
were hurt by injury losses.

Kiser earned widespread acclaim for mentoring quarterback Jay Cutler, the
2005 SEC Offensive Player of the Year who virtually rewrote the Commodore
record books. Kiser coached Cutler for four consecutive seasons, developing
the strong-armed prospect into a top National Football League prospect. By
the time he graduated, Cutler ranked among the top quarterbacks in SEC
history and owned nearly all of the team's passing marks. Eventually, Cutler
was selected in the first round, the No. 11 overall pick, of the 2006 NFL Draft.

Kiser started his coaching career as a graduate assistant at Furman. After
coaching three years at Dunwoody (Ga.) H.S., Kiser worked two years at
Lenoir-Rhyne (N.C.) College, serving as offensive coordinator.

In 1986, Kiser joined the North Carolina State staff. He served the Wolfpack
as receivers coach (1986-95), quarterbacks/receivers coach (1996) and offen-
sive coordinator (1997-99). Under Kiser in 1997, the North Carolina State led
the Atlantic Coast Conference in rushing offense and finished second in total
offense, then topped the league in total offense the following year.

In 2000, Kiser moved to Memphis where he coached quarterbacks. In
2001, he served as offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach at Richmond.

Kiser won four varsity letters as a wide receiver at Furman, graduating
in 1979.

Serving as
tight ends coach and special teams coordinator at Furman, he helped mentor
three Paladins to all-conference recognition: Larry Hedden, Willis Sudderth and
John Rust.

During his tenure at Furman, the Paladins went 10-3 and captured a
conference title in 2004, and advanced to the NCAA |-AA national semifinals in
2005.

Kitchings was a standout receiver/return specialist at Furman. As a senior in
1999, Kitchings helped Furman win the first of three conference championships
under Johnson. He ranks among the school’s all-time leaders in receptions and
returns. As a specialist, he averaged a SoCon record 29.3 yards on 33 kickoff
returns, four of which went for touchdowns — also a school record.

A native of Santa Ana, Calif., Logo played four seasons as a defensive tackle at
North Carolina State from 1989-92. That Wolfpack staff guided by Dick Sheridan
included current Vanderbilt coaches Robbie Caldwell, Ted Cain and Jimmy Kiser.

During Logo’s four seasons at N.C. State, the Wolfpack had a combined record
of 32-16-1, playing in four consecutive bowls. He was a team captain during his
senior season and earned All-ACC honors in 1992. That same season, he was
named third-team All-America, and played in the postseason Japan and Hula
bowls.

After graduating in 1992 with a B.A. in sociology, Logo signed a contract with
Detroit, but suffered a career-ending injury as a rookie.

Mike Pelton is Vanderbilt's newest coach, getting tabbed as the team's
defensive ends coach in March. He replaces former linebacker mentor
Warren Belin, who left to accept another collegiate post.

Pelton, 38, arrived on campus to work with the defensive line during the
Commaodore spring drills.

A native of Alabama, Pelton’s most recent stint in college football — a
two-year tenure as defensive line coach at lowa State — ended in 2008
when lowa State head coach Gene Chizic accepted the Auburn position.

“I believe Mike is going to be a fantastic addition to our defensive staff. He
demonstrated that in spring practice,” former head coach Bobby Johnson
said. “Mike has shown impressive knowledge and has worked effectively
with staff members previously. He’s going to be a tremendous asset."

Pelton and current Commodore line coach Rick Logo worked together as
defensive assistants at Troy, sharing defensive line responsibilities under
Larry Blakeney. In 2005, Logo’s final year on the Troy staff, Pelton and Logo
were co-defensive coordinators for the Trojans.

At lowa State, Pelton’s defensive lines were an area of strong improvement
during the Chizic Era. Pelton mentored a pair of second team All-Big 12
selections at lowa State: nose guard Ahtyba Rubin and defensive end Kurtis
Taylor. Rubin just finished his second year as a starter for the Cleveland
Browns after being selected in the sixth round of the 2008 NFL draft.

Pelton went to Chizic’s staff at lowa State after serving six years on the
staff at Troy, including the final two years at co-defensive coordinator.

The Troy defense was consistently among the nation’s leaders in several
categories. In 2002, the Trojans ranked fourth nationally, allowing just 277
total yards per game. In 2004, the Trojans ranked 16th in total defense.

Together, Pelton and Logo worked with two of the finest defensive
linemen in Troy history, Demarcus Ware and Osi Umenyiora. Ware just
finished his fifth year as an All-Pro linebacker with Dallas. Umenyiora is a
two-time Pro Bowl defensive end for the New York Giants.

Prior to going to Troy, Pelton coached the defensive line at Valdosta State
(Ga.) University in 2000. The Blazers posted a 10-2 record and made the
NCAA Division Il playoffs.

As a player, Pelton was a standout defensive tackle at Auburn, earning
first team All-SEC recognition in 1994. He was also a senior co-captain.

Pelton and his wife, Staci, are the parents of three daughters: Myesa, 13;
Tyra, 10; and Peyton, 6 months.

An 18-year coaching veteran, John Sisk enters his ninth year as Vanderbilt's
Director of Speed, Strength and Conditioning.

Sisk plays a vital role with the Commodore football program, developing
prospects who can compete effectively in the nation's premier football
conference while directing the team's conditioning effort.

Sisk and his strength staff have enjoyed plenty of success. The 2008
Commaodores that captured the Gaylord Hotels Music City Bowl, due in large part
to their superb fitness level, outscored their opponents 127-81 after halftime.

Sisk's aim is to be build stronger players, who in turn who can translate the
added strength to the gridiron. Much of Sisk's offseason conditioning routine is
aimed at enhancing individual physical traits important to the football field.

“John makes guys better football players, and he also works well with each
student-athlete on a personal and physical level,” former head coach Bobby
Johnson said.

Sisk's pupils also witness huge results in the weightroom. Since arriving on
campus, nearly 100 different Commodore players have bench pressed at least
400 pounds, including nine on the current roster. He has mentored four former
Commodores into strength and conditioning All-Americans: linemen Justin
Geisinger, Chris Williams and Gabe Hall, and quarterback Jay Cutler.

Since 2002, 12 former Commaodores that came through Sisk's program
remain in the National Football League. Seven former standouts have been
taken in the NFL draft since 2006, including first-rounders Cutler and Williams,
who went from an undersized 245-pound prospect on his arrival at Vanderbilt to
the No. 14 pick overall in the 2008 draft.

Sisk has also worked with four Commodore baseball players selected as
first-round picks by Major League Baseball: 2007 No. 1 pick David Price, 2008
No. 2 selection Pedro Alvarez, pitcher Casey Weathers and pitcher Mike Minor.

The relationship between Sisk and Johnson dates to 1994, when Sisk was a
Furman strength assistant in Johnson’s first year as coach.

Sisk joined Vanderbilt after working at Clemson where he was responsible for
the conditioning of skilled-position athletes.

Sisk played football at Western Carolina. After spending three years as a
football/strength coach at Tuscola H.S., he joined Furman in 1993. He was
named to guide the Western Carolina conditioning program in 1995. He joined
Clemson In 1997.

Curtis Turner enters his eighth season as a
Commodore strength assistant.

Turner, a native of Blairsville, Ga., serves as
a strength assistant to football staff. He also
coordinates conditioning programs for several
other Vanderbilt varsity teams, including golf and
tennis.

Turner, 30, joined Vanderbilt after working
three years with the Clemson athletic strength
staff. After starting at Clemson as an under-
graduate, Turner moved into a full-time role at
Vanderbilt after earning a bachelor’s degree in secondary education.

Winborn was named

was the second straight
year that Winborn led the
league in tackles.

A two-time All-SEC
Coaches selection,
Winborn was the com-
plete linebacker package
in 1999. He was a run
stopper who delivered
punishing blows, but he
also had the agility to
make plays sideline to
sideline.

He led the squad with
a team-record 23 tackles
for loss and was third
in sacks with 5.5. His
performance included
a 20-tackle, two-sack
effort against South
Carolina.

Winborn finished his
Commodore career with
377 total tackles, 45
tackles for loss, 16.5
QB sacks and six forced
fumbles.

Winborn topped the
squad in solo tackles
for for three consecutive
years.

Winborn was selected
by the 49ers in the 2001
NFL Draft. He has played
with the 49ers, Bucs,
Broncos and Titans.

Duncan was a domi-
nating linebackers and a
player who always rose
to the occasion.

In 1997, Duncan was
named First Team All-

His 79-yard punt
versus South Carolina
is also tied for the
Commodores’ second
longest ever.

In 1988, Mitchell was
a Third Team
All-America after
compiling one of the
finest seasons ever by a
Commodore receiver.

Teaming with
quarterback Eric Jones,
Mitchell hauled in 78
catches for 1,213 yards
and five touchdowns.
The receiving yardage
total remains a Vanderbilt
team record and the
SEC’s seventh highest
total ever. He
surpassed 100 yards
receiving in six games
that season.

Mitchell burst onto the
SEC scene as a
freshman, hauling in a
team-record 45
receptions. He added 31
and 34 receptions as a
sophomore and junior,
respectively.

Mitchell ranks among
team leaders in virtually
every career receiving
category.

A Nashville native,
Gaines was selected First
Team Kodak All-America
by the nation’s football
coaches.

Nashville Tennessean
columnist Larry Woody
once described Gaines
as “sort of a Rambo on
aleash.”

An avid weightlifter,
Gaines was one of the
strongest Commodores
of his era, bench
pressing more than 450
pounds.

Gaines achieved one
of the greatest individual
defensive efforts by a
Commaodore during his
senior season, recording
a school-record 37
tackles versus Tulane.

Following the season,
he was named Most
Valuable Player of the
Blue-Gray Game after
racking up 18 tackles
and was named
Tennessee Amateur
Athlete of the Year by the
Tennessee Sports Hall
of Fame.

Gaines played two
years in the NFL, then
returned to Vanderbilt
as an assistant football
coach from 1995-97.

Anderson arrived on
campus as a walk-on.
Four years later, he
departed as the nation's
top punter-kicker in the
nation and a consensus
All-American.

Anderson’s senior
season was remarkable.
As a punter, he topped
the nation with a
48.2-yard average. It
remains as the highest
yearly punting average
ever in the SEC by more
than a yard.

Anderson's 1984
campaign also is tied for
seventh all-time in NCAA
history.

Following the 1984
season, he was named
a consensus First Team
All-American and All-SEC
selection.

Anderson holds
several team kicking
marks. Besides the
single-season average
record, his 82-yard punt
against Georgia in 1984
remains the longest in
team history.

Anderson's career
average of 45.6 yards
also ranks first, as does
his single-season
scoring total of 73 points
in 1982. He also ranks
third on the team’s
all-time scoring list with
192 points.

Coleman was named
First Team All-America
in 1983 by the Gannett
News Service and was
a Third Team All-
America selection by the
Associated Press.

Coleman was a
four-year starter. As a
freshman, he contributed
four interceptions,
including a team-record
tying three picks in a
victory over Chattanooga.
At the time, his effort
against Chattanooga also
tied a SEC mark.

Coleman’s efforts
as a junior was a key
for Vanderbilt’s Hall of
Fame Bowl season in
1982, including a pair
of interceptions in the
season-opening win over
Memphis. He finished the
year by setting a team
mark with eight
interceptions.

He holds the team
record with 15 career
interceptions.

Coleman played
professionally in the
USFL and several
seasons in the NFL with
Indianapolis and San
Diego.
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TIGHT END
1983

Early in his career,
Scott struggled to make
an impact at flanker. He
just needed to switch
positions.

In 1983, Scott
blossomed after moving
to tight end. Scott hauled
in 70 receptions and
nine touchdowns to tie
the existing NCAA record
for catches by a tight
end. He was named First
Team All-America by The
Sporting News.

Scott followed up that
performance by
achieving 54 receptions
and eight TD catches
in '84.

As a sophomore in
1982, Scott contributed
21 receptions in the
Commodores' Hall of
Fame Bowl campaign.

A two-time Academic
All-SEC selection, Scott
ranks among the team
leaders in several career
receiving records. His 20
career touchdown
receptions remains the
second most in school
history. Scott also ranks
sixth all-time with 145
catches and fifth with
2,219 receiving yards.

Scott played three
seasons in the NFL —
with the Rams in 1985
and 1986, and Dallas in
1987.

JIM
ARNOLD

PUNTER
1982

Arnold became the first
Vanderbilt kicking
specialist to receive
All-America honors, pav-
ing the way for several
kicking standouts to fol-
low in his footsteps.

A native of Dalton,

Ga., Amold quickly
impacted the squad,
breaking the freshman
mark with a 41.9-yard
average. By the time he
graduated, his coach,
George Mclintyre, was
quoted as saying, "Jim’s
the best kicker in the
country, pro or college."

As a senior in 1982, he
was named to six
All-America teams after
averaging a then-record
45.8-yard average. He
ended his career with a
43.9-yard average, and
still holds the SEC mark
with 277 punts.

Arnold's senior
average remains third
all-time by a 'Dore and
fifth all-time by a SEC
punter.

Two of Amold’s punts
remain among the 10
longest in Commodore
history, including a
79-yarder at Ole Miss.

After Vanderbilt, Arnold
took his game to the
NFL, enjoying an 11-year
pro career.

BarTieus

TIGHT END
1982

Early in his Vanderhilt
career, coaches tried the
Matthews at safety and
receiver. Once all parties
settled on tight end,
Matthews put together
one of the finest
receiving campaigns
ever, helping spark the
team’s run to the Hall
of Fame Bowl.

In 1982, Matthews
was named First Team
All-America by Football
News after posting 61
receptions for 797 yards
and 14 TDs, most ever
by a Commodore. Later
that season, Matthews
was also named SEC
Offensive Lineman of
the Year by the Atlanta
Touchdown Club.

Matthews also earned
First Team All-SEC
honors by the Associated
Press and United Press
International in 1982.

He concluded his
Commodore career with
114 catches and 18
touchdowns.

Matthews ranks
among the all-time
Commodore receivers in
several categories.

Matthews was drafted
and played three
seasons with the Atlanta
Falcons.
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PRESTON
BROWN
RECEIVER

1979

Brown, a product of
Nashville, was named
Third Team All-America
as a senior after posting
career receiving marks
in 1979. He topped all
league receivers with 52
catches, good for 786
yards and three
touchdowns during the
season.

Brown’s season was
topped by three
100-yard receiving
games, including a
175-yard output versus
Ole Miss.

Brown also was a
dynamic returner for
the Commaodores. He
remains sixth on team's
all-time leaders for
kickoff returns and fifth
in punt returns.

Brown also is tied for
second all-time with
three returns for
touchdowns. His
100-yard kickoff return
against Ole Miss in 1977
remains the longest in
Commodore history.

After finishing his
senior season, Brown
played in the Blue-Gray
Classic and Senior Bowl.

He played three
seasons for the New
England Patriots and one
year each for the New
York Jets and Cleveland
Browns.

BARRY,
BURTON

TIGHT END
1974

As ajunior in 1974,
the Nashville native and
Hillsboro High graduate
helped the Commaodores
to a 7-4 regular season
record and berth in the
1974 Peach Bown.

Following the season,
he was named First
Team All-America by
Football News. He was
also a First Team All-SEC
pick that year.

Burton was a genuine
triple-threat. In addition
to receiving, he also ran
the end-around, and
handled punting duties.
In 1974, Burton caught
22 passes for 378 yards
and three touchdowns;
ran 31 times for 307
yards and a score; and
punted 54 times for a
40.2-yard average.

As a senior, Burton
came back to catch a
career-high 31 passes
and two touchdowns. He
topped the Commodores
in receptions as a senior.

As a punter, Burton has
two of the longest efforts
in team: a 79-yarder
versus Georgia in 1973
and a 78-yarder versus
Kentucky in 1975.

BOB
ASHER

OFF. TACKLE
1969

Virginia native Asher
started every game of
his three-year varsity
Vanderbilt career,
concluding with the
Associated Press and
NEA naming him to the
First Team All-American
squad at tackle.

Asher was known as
an impenetrable pass
blocker, regarded by
observers as one of the
top blocking tackles
in school history. He
also earned First Team
All-SEC and All-South
honors as a junior.

Following his college
career, Asher played
in the College All-Star
Game, the Senior Bowl,
the North-South Shrine
Game and the Canadian
American Bowl.

In 1970, he was
drafted by the Dallas
Cowboys. One of his
teammates with the
Cowboys was a former
Vanderbilt teammate,
defensive lineman Pat
Toomay. Together, they
played key roles in the
Cowboy's 1971 squad
that eventually won the
Super Bowl.

LINEBACKER
1968

A linebacker from
Chattanooga, Healy’s
All-America recognition
as a defensive standout
set the stage for numer-
ous linebackers to follow
in later years.

In 1968, Healy was
named First Team
All-American by the
Central Press and
Second Team
All-American by The
Sporting News.

Healy was also
selected as a First Team
AlI-SEC player as a
sophomore.

Healy played superb
defense as a junior after
hurting his knee the
previous spring. As a
senior, Healy topped the
team in tackles. He also
posted six interceptions
in his career.

Healy played in the
East-West Shrine Game
and Senior Bowl.

Selected by the St.
Louis Cardinals in the
1968 draft, Healy played
two seasons in the NFL.

hEORGE
DEIDERICH
GUARD
1958

Known to his
teammates as “LuLu”,
Deiderich was a two-
way line standout for the
Commodores,
culminating a Vanderbilt
career by earning First
Team All-America honors
by Associated Press,
the nation’s coaches,
Look Magazine, and
the Football Writers
Association of America.

He was also named
First Team All-SEC in
1957 and 1958.

Deiderich played both
offensive and defensive
guard, though he spe-
cialized as a defensive
lineman.

Deiderich was also
an outstanding track
athlete, setting a then-
Vanderbilt record in the
120-yard high hurdles.

After his senior
season, Deiderich
represented the
Commodores at the
Senior Bow!. Drafted in
the 23th round of the
NFL Draft by the Rams,
Deiderich decided to
take his football talents
north of the border.

He played two season
for the CFL's Montreal
Alouettes.

LHARLEY,
HORTON
RUNNING BACK
1955

Horton was named
Third Team All-America
by INS following a
superb 1955 season in
which he established a
then-school mark of 12
touchdowns.

Horton’s outstanding
play at halfback
propelled the
Commodores to an 8-3
season and their first
ever bowl game —a
25-13 win over No. 8
Auburn in the Gator
Bowl.

Horton had a knack
for getting the
Commodores on the
scoreboard, as he
scored the first
touchdown in seven of
the 10 regular season
contests in the 1955
season.

Horton was an
outstanding returner for
the Commodores. He
ranks second all-time
with a 14.4-yard punt
return average.

Though selected 11th
overall by the Rams in
the 1956 draft, Horton
joined the military. After
completing his service,
Horton played in 1959
season with the CFL's
Toronto Argonauts.
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BICWADE
QUARTERBACK, 1951

A Nashville legend, Wade
was the 1951 SEC Player
of the Year and a Second
Team All-America by the
Associated Press, after
completing 111 passes for
1,609 yards and 13 TDs.

A Look Magazine
coverboy, Wade set many
team passing records in
his career.

He remains one of the
team's most celebrated
players. He remains the
lone Vanderhbilt player
selected No. 1 overall in
the NFL Draft — by the Los
Angeles in 1952. He had
a 14-year career with the
Rams and Chicago, and led
the Bears to the 1963 NFL
title, rushing for two scores
in a win over New York.

Upon retirement from
football, Wade returned
to Nashville, retiring from
Third National Bank.

BOB'WERCKLE
TACKLE, 1951

A New Jersey native,
Werckle overcame injuries
to become one of the
team's finest linemen. In
1951, he was named as a
Second Team All-America
by INS and the Associated
Press.

By 1949, he was given
little chance to succeed
after twice breaking a leg
in practice. By 1950, the
injury jinx was beaten,
with Werckle playing more
minutes than any team-
mate. Across the South,
Werckle was known for
his blocking and tackling
abilities.

In 1951, Werckle earned
First Team
All-SEC recognition after
serving as a captain.

Upon graduation,
Werckle was selected in
the NFL Draft by Detroit.

Later, he earned
istinction as a Marine
Corps officer in Korea.

CURTIS
RECEIVER, 1950

One of the team's first
downfield receiving
threats, Curtis was
selected First Team All-
American by the Football
Writers, INS and Look
Magazine in 1950.

He ranked among the
nation's best receiving
yardage in 1950. As a
senior, Curtis led the team
to a 7-4 record, and set
a SEC mark with 791
receiving yards.

Curtis ranks fourth all-
time on the team with 17
touchdown catches.

After his senior season,
Curtis was named MVP
of the Senior Bowl, and
played in the College
All-Star Game. He was
selected in the second
round of the NFL Draft by
Cleveland.

He went on to serve
four years in the Navy.
Eventually, he played
with Toronto of the CFL.In
1975, he received a Silver
Anniversary Award by the
NCAA.

BOB'GUDE
CENTER, 1941

Gude played three years
of tremendous football
before entering the
military service during
World War II.

Gude was named to the
Fox-Movietone All-America
team in 1941.

As a center, Gude was
frequently compared to
former Commodore greats
Carl Hinkle and Pete
Gracey.

After his senior season,
Gude was selected by the
Chicago in the 1942 NFL
Draft.

Gude played two
seasons of pro football,
starting with the Bears in
1942, then returning with
Philadelphia in 1946.

CARLTHINKLE
CENTER, 1937

Following Pete Gracey,
Hinkle continued the
Commodore tradition
of quality centers. The
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1937 captain was named
First Team All-America
by the Associated Press,
Grantland Rice, and
Liberty.

He was an ironman,
playing every minute in
seven games in 1937.
Named the SEC’s Most
Valuable Player, Hinkle
guided the squad within
inches of the Rose Bowl.

Though selected by the
Philadelphia in the 11th
round of the 1938 NFL
Draft, Hickle decided
on another career path.
After graduating from
Vanderbilt, he entered
West Point and earned the
highest cadet honor. He
then served with distinc-
tion in World War II.

Hinkle was inducted into
the College Football Hall of
Fame in 1959.

PETEIGRACEY,
CENTER, 1932

A native of nearby
Franklin, Clarence “Pete”
Gracey was an anchor on
both the offense and and
defense fronts.

In 1932, he became the
last of 13 All-America
players mentored by
legendary Coach Dan
McGugin. While the last
of McGugin's prize pupils,
Gracey also ushered a
decade of superb
Vanderbilt centers,
including Carl Hinkle and
Bob Gude.

In Gracey’s final season,
he opened holes for such
backs as Dixie Roberts and
Larry Burton as a center.

A possible unde-feated
season ended in the finale
when the 'Dores fell to
Alabama.

A versatile athlete, he
also lettered in baseball
and basketball.

JOHN'BROWN
GUARD, 1929

A senior captain, John
Neil Brown was named
First Team All-America by
the nation’s coaches. He
also was a three-time
All-Conference recipient.

Known as "Bull," Brown
helped anchor both sides
of the line of scrimmage.

Brown was a key con-
tributor on the line for
the 1926 Commodores.
He missed 1927, only to
return as a standout in
1928-29. One of his best
defensive games came
against Minnesota and
legend Bronko Nagurski.

Brown also was a
standout rightfielder on
the baseball team.

DICK’ABERNATH
END, 1928

Abernathy earned
All-America honors as an
end in 1928, helping the
‘Dores to an 8-2 record.

Abernathy had a key
38-yard touchdown

catch that enabled the
Commodores to defeat
visiting Colgate, 12-7.

A week later in Dallas,
Abernathy blocked a
punt that was recovered
in the end zone which
would stand up to be
the winning score in the
Commodores’ 13-12 win
over Texas.

BILSPEARS
QUARTERBACK, 1927

One of the team's top
offensive players ever,
Spears was a three-year
starter at quarterback for
some of McGugin's best
Vanderbilt teams.

In 1927, he was
selected First Team
All-America by NEA and
Associated Press.

In 1927, he guided the
squad to an 8-1-2 record,
including a win over
Tulane when noted writer
Blinkey Horn described
Spears as “All-World”
after a two-touchdown
effort.

Spears concluded his
career by outgaining the
entire Alabama squad in
a 14-7 Vanderbilt win.

One of McGugin's most
beloved players, Spears
went on to chair his own
law firm.

He was a significant
contributor to Vanderbilt,
serving on the Board of
Trust from 1954 until his
death in 1992.
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HENRY:WAKEFIELD
END, 1924

Known as “Hek,”
Wakefield was a two-way
standout for McGugin's
Commodores.

In 1924 was named
First Team All-America
by INS, Lawrence Perry,
Outing and Billy Evans
publications.

In 1922, Wakefield
helped the 'Dores to a
8-0-1 campaign. He was
a starter in the inaugural
0-0 game in Dudley Field
against Michigan.

Wakefield starred on
teams that went 26-5-4.

As injuries mounted
in 1924, Wakefield was
named captain. He quickly
proved worthy of the
honor, scoring twice in
a win over Auburn, then
defeating Georgia Tech
with a 37-yard
drop-kick field goal.

In the finale, he played
every minute in a 16-0
win over Minnesota.

LYNN'BOMAR

END, 1923

A devastating blocker
and outstanding runner,
Bomar was the first great
end of the Dan McGugin
Era.

Bomar was named All-
America by Walter Camp.

v SR

Known to fans as the
“Blonde Bear,” Bomar
helped Vanderbilt to “the
Championship of the
South.”

His athletic career
ended in 1924 when he
suffered a brain hemor-
rhage following a blow to
the chin. Though tempo-
rarily in danger, he fully
recovered and enjoyed
a distinguished law
enforcement career.

He was elected to the
College Football Hall of
Fame in 1956.

JOSHCODY,
TACKLE, 1915-16, 1919

Cody is arguably the
most decorated player in
Vanderbilt history.

Known as a punishing
blocker, Cody is the only
Commodore ever to earn
All-America honors in
three different seasons.
The Football Writers
Association honored
Cody after the 1915,
1916 and 1919 seasons
by the Football Writers
Association.

Cody was the main
ingredient of a power-
ful offensive line that
propelled Vanderbilt to
23 wins in 25 games. He
sparked the McGugin's
famous "point-a-minute"
offense of 1915.

Cody became a
successful head coach,
serving in that role at
Clemson and Temple.

Cody was inducted
into the National College
Football Hall of Fame in
1970.

IRBY. CURRY,
BACK, 1916

A legend in Vanderbilt
history, Curry was superb
on and off the field.

Small in stature, Curry's
display of talent, heart and
leadership and heart was
cherished by Vanderbilt
followers.

Selected as a Third
Team All-America and
All-Southern Conference
pick in 1916, Curry was
a field general at quar-
terback who displayed a
knack for brilliant runs.
The Texan guided the
team to a 7-1-1 record
in 1916 and directed the
famous “Point-A-Minute”
squad of 1915.

He was a gentleman and
scholar athlete. Junior
class president, Curry was
elected as the school's
prestigious Bachelor of
Ugliness by the student
body.

Unfortunately, Curry’s
life was cut short. Just
two years after graduat-
ing, Curry died when his
plane was shot down over
France in WWI.

EEWISTHARDAGE
BACK, 1912

After transfering from
Auburn to enter Dental
School, Hardage was part

of what observers called
the Commodores’ “fastest
backfield.”

Hardage starred on
tremendous squads. As
captain in 1911-12, he
helped Vanderbilt go
16-2-1 overall, and their
opponents 578-27.

Hardage earned Third
Team All-America and
All-Southern Conference
recognition as a senior.

Hardage dominated sev-
eral games in 1912, scor-
ing 95 points for the squad
that was the nation's top
scoring team.

He also was a chief
factor in a pair of early
season blowouts,

105-0 over Bethel and
100-0 against Maryville.
The total against Bethel
remains a team record.

NUARTERBACK, 1911

When Ray Morrison
ended his career in 1911,
Coach McGugin called him
“the best | ever saw.”

More than two decades
later, a panel of local
sportswriters tabbed
Morrison as the 'Dores'
top QB through its first 50
years.

An All-America in 1911,
the slightly-built Morrison
was a
talented player and leader.
In two years as a starter,
Morrison guided the team
to a 16-1-1 —the lone
loss coming at powerful
Michigan 9-8.

He later became a great
coach, serving 34 seasons
at the collegiate level.

While McGugin served
in the military during
1918, he was the team’s
interim coach. When
McGugin retired in 1934,
Morrison was his hand-
picked successor.

He was inducted into
the College Football Hall of
Fame in 1954.

W.EAMETZGER
GUARD, 1910

Nicknamed “Frog,”
Metzger was Dan
McGugin's first great line-
man, earning Third Team
All-America recognition
in 1910.

In 1909, Metzger was a
sensation in the backfield,
rushing for four scores
to singlehandedly beat
Mercer 28-0, before suf-
fering a leg fracture.

In 1910, he moved to
the line, anchoring a unit
that helped produce a
8-0-1 record. On defense,
he assisted a unit that
allowed only eight points.

Metzger shared the
spotlight with QB Ray
Morrison in 1911. He
played brilliantly, helping
the Commaodores to a 8-1
record.

OWSLEYIMANIER
BACK, 1906

Joining the team in
Dan McGugin’s first year
on campus, Manier was
a three-year starter and a
big reason why Vanderbilt
became an instant
Southern power under
McGugin.

As the team’s top
fullback, Manier was
All-Southern and a Third
Team All-America in
1906, becoming the first
Commodore so honored.

He was an offensive
machine for McGugin’s
1906 squad, scoring three
times against Kentucky
and on five occasions in
78-0 victory over Alabama.

Manier was a key factor
in the the Commodores'
24-1 overall record.

Eventually, Manier
returned to academia, and
became professor
emeritus of clinical
medicine at the Vanderbilt
School of Medicine.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. — Still hurting from a dislocated shoulder suffered in the
Tennessee game, quarterback Don Orr scored two touchdowns and set up another as
the Commodores defeated No. 8-ranked Auburn in the 11th Gator Bowl 25-13.

The Vanderbilt defense provided a huge lift for the Commodores, recovering five
fumbles in the victory.

Vanderbilt’s first score was set up when Orr recovered an Auburn fumble. Eight
plays later, Joe Stephenson ran seven yards for the VU touchdown.

Auburn answered on a 38-yard TD pass from Howell Tubbs to Rob James in the
second quarter, but the rest of the game belonged to the Black and Gold.

On Vanderbilt’s following possession, Orr carried the ball 44 yards to the Tigers’
28. He then passed to Joe Scales, who advanced to the Auburn 4-yard line. On the
next play, Orr carried the ball over the line after a fake to fullback Phil King to give
Vanderbilt a 13-7 lead at the half.

At the opening of the third quarter, Vanderbilt guard Sonny Tatum recovered an
Auburn fumble, and the Commodores marched quickly into scoring position as Orr
crossed the goal line for his second touchdown of the day to make the score 19-7.
Both teams scored once more in the fourth quarter. Vanderbilt’s score came on a
one-yard run off right tackle by Charley Horton.

Vanderbilt coach Art Guepe cleared his bench in the final minutes, using 38 of the
39 men dressed for the game. Capitalizing on Auburn’s five fumbles and using an
ailing quarterback, the Commodores captured its first bowl appearance.

ATLANTA, Ga. — The 1974 Peach Bowl was a game with no champion but two
winners, the Commodores and Texas Tech Red Raiders.

Despite the effective rushing of Red Raider tailback Larry Isaac and fullback Cliff
Hoskins, the Commodore defense held Texas Tech without points in the first half and
entered halftime with a 3-0 lead after Mark Adams kicked a 31-yard field goal with
10 minutes remaining.

Neither team was able to muster much offense in the third quarter, though Texas
Tech did tie the score at 3-3 after a drive stalled at the Vanderbilt 16-yard line.

Early in the fourth quarter, the Commodores’ freshman lineman Dennis Harrison
stopped a deep Texas Tech threat by blocking a Red Raider field goal attempt. The
Tech drive started following one of two Vanderbilt turnovers during the game.

After the blocked field goal, the Commodores responded with a possession that
ended with Adams’ second field goal of the day, a 26-yarder that resulted in a 6-3
Vanderbilt margin. However, Texas Tech tied the game at the 2:00 mark on a 35-yard
field goal by Brian Hall. On its final drive, Vanderbilt could not move into scoring
range.

The Commodore offense struggled much of the day, with quarterback David Lee
hitting just five of 14 attempts. Running back Jamie 0’Rourke had 76 rushing yards.

The limited offensive production from both teams resulted in numerous defensive
and scoring records being set in the game.

Within hours of the conclusion, Vanderbilt Head Coach Steve Sloan announced he
was leaving his position to accept the head coaching job at Texas Tech.

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. — Without question, the Hall of Fame Bowl was one of college
football’s most exciting 1982 postseason games.

The game matched one of the nation’s most potent aerial attacks featuring
Vanderbilt All-SEC quarterback Whit Taylor and one of America’s most devastating
rushing attacks in the Falcons’ vaunted option attack.

Offensively, this game lived up to the hype as 33 Hall of Fame records were broken
and another eight were tied in Legion Field. Unfortunately for the Commodores, Air
Force walked away the winner 36-28 after a remarkable fourth quarter comeback.

For three quarters, Whit Taylor was unstoppable. Connecting with a variety of wide
receivers and running backs, Taylor’s fourth touchdown pass of the game, a four-
yarder to Norman Jordan, gave the Commodores a 28-17 margin entering the fourth
quarter. Down by double digits, the Air Force Academy scored rushing touchdowns
on three consecutive possessions to take the victory.

Taylor was named the Most Valuable Player, after completing a team-record 38
passes of 51 attempts for 452 yards, which remains as the second highest single-
game passing yardage total in Vanderhbilt history. Jordan’s performance arguably was
more remarkable. Though rushing for just four yards, Jordan hauled in 20 receptions
for 173 yards and three touchdowns, breaking five Hall of Fame Bowl records.

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NASHVILLE, Tenn. — Vanderbilt won a bowl game for the first time in exactly 53
years, with Bryant Hahnfeldt kicking a 45-yard field goal with 3:26 left for a 16-14
win over #24 Boston College in the Gaylord Hotels Music City Bow! held on New
Year's Eve in Nashville's LP Field.

The Commodores hadn't played in a bowl since 1982 — the SEC's longest
drought. The victory gave Vanderbilt (7-6) its first winning season since that season.
This is just the fourth time in the past 50 years that Vanderbilt has won seven games
in a season.

The Eagles got the ball twice after Hahnfeldt's third field goal. They had to punt
the first time, then Vanderbilt DB Myron Lewis picked off a pass with 1:36 left.

Vanderbilt scored its lone touchdown when freshman safety Sean Richardson fell
on a Commodore punt that bounced off the knee of BC's Paul Anderson with 10:35
left in the third quarter.

The Commodores played musical chairs at quarterback, giving redshirt freshman
Larry Smith his first career start.

Hahnfeldt, a Nashville product playing his final game as a Commodore, matched a
single-game career high with the three field goals. The Commodores also forced two
interceptions while allowing none.

Members of the 6,790-member undergraduate student body, including
Vanderbilt student-athletes, are outstanding academic achievers and active
participants in Vanderbilt’s 350-plus extracurricular organizations. They are also
part of the most diversity ever at Vanderbilt as the university continues to attract
students from many ethnic, cultural, socio-economic, geographic and religious
backgrounds.

Recognized
globally for their research and scholarship prowess,
faculty members believe in the importance of balancing
professional pursuits with classroom instruction, and
they value their relationships with students. Some of the
world’s leading scholars teach at Vanderbilt, helping
students develop an academic program that meets
individual objectives, and they encourage students to
enhance primary areas of study by choosing among
hundreds of elective courses, course-related internships,
off-campus study and accelerated degree programs.

Through the Honor Code, student-directed service
opportunities and campus programs, Vanderbilt students
also consider moral and ethical issues and put the many
facets of their lives into a personal framework of values.

Chancellor Nicholas S. Zeppos was raised
in Milwaukee, where he spent many an
afternoon watching the great Hank Aaron of
the Braves slug home runs in the old County
Stadium.

Named Vanderbilt’s eighth chancellor in
2008, Zeppos has taken a keen interest in
athletics at Vanderbilt during his more than
two decades at the university.

“I don’t do the operations,” Zeppos said. “I
don’t call the plays, | don’t throw the passes.
| see my job as simply trying to do whatever |
can to support all of the talented people who
do these things.”

This support has included the endorsement
of an athletics capital improvement plan expected to surpass $50 million, which
orchestrates efforts to improve the student experience for athletes and assists
with recruiting.

“One thing | consider the ultimate compliment is when a coach calls me and
says, ‘I've got a couple of recruits here. Could you meet them?’”

A distinguished legal scholar, teacher and executive, Zeppos served from
2002 to February 2008 as Vanderbilt's chief academic officer, overseeing the
university's undergraduate, graduate and professional education programs and
research in liberal arts and sciences, engineering, music, education, business,
law, and divinity. As provost and vice chancellor, he chaired Vanderbilt's
budgeting and capital planning council, as well as oversaw the dean of students
and dean of admissions.

Zeppos has led a number of important initiatives at Vanderbilt, including the
planning process for The Commons, a landmark transformation of the first-year
experience; the Strategic Academic Planning Group; innovative efforts in
undergraduate admissions and financial aid; and the development of new
programs in Jewish studies, law and economics, and genetics, among others.

In a bold move to strengthen Vanderbilt's commitment to admitting
undergraduates on the basis of accomplishment and achievement, rather than
their ability to pay, in 2009, Zeppos created an expanded financial aid program.
By replacing undergraduate need-based loans with grant and scholarship
assistance, this transformative initiative opened the university’s doors wider to
highly talented and qualified students of all economic, cultural and geographical
backgrounds. The expanded aid program is funded by a combination of strategic
budget allocations and the university’s Shape the Future fundraising campaign,

which under Zeppos’ leadership exceeded its $1.25 billion goal two years ahead
of schedule and set a new target of $1.75 billion by 2011.

Zeppos was recognized with five teaching awards at the law school before
serving as an associate dean, associate provost, and provost and vice
chancellor for academic affairs. He also served as interim chancellor for eight
months prior to being formally appointed as Vanderbilt's eighth chancellor on
March 1, 2008. He is a member of the 2010-11 executive committee of the
Southeastern Conference.

In the Nashville community, Zeppos serves on the boards of the Nashville
Area Chamber of Commerce and the Nashville Alliance for Public Education.

From 1982 to 1987, Zeppos practiced law in Washington, D.C., at the United
States Department of Justice and at Wilmer, Cutler & Pickering, where he
specialized in appellate litigation involving complex regulatory, statutory and
constitutional matters.

Zeppos is a 1979 magna cum laude graduate of the University of Wisconsin
Law School, where he served as editor in chief of the Wisconsin Law Review and
was selected as the outstanding graduate of his class. He studied history during
his undergraduate years at the university, where he was a 1976 Phi Beta Kappa
graduate.

He is married to Lydia A. Howarth, a graduate of the University of Chicago and
Lawrence University, who is an editor. They have two sons, Benjamin and Nicholas.

Whether supporting coaches and student-
athletes, presiding over important athletic
activities, or debating strategic policy changes
in Commodore athletics, Williams plays a key
leadership role in the administration of
Vanderbilt Athletics.

For the last seven years, Williams has
guided Vanderbilt Athletics into a bold new
direction while serving as Vice Chancellor for
University Affairs and Athletics.

Under Williams, the Vanderbilt program has many successes on and off the
field of competition. Williams has directed an initiative to more fully integrate
Commodore athletics into the total Vanderbilt student life experience.

Today, Williams’ efforts have placed the Vanderbilt program among the most
innovative in the nation. Since sweeping changes were initiated in 2003, Williams
has firmly placed his stamp on the program. He has overseen the recruitment and
hiring of seven outstanding head coaches. His tenure has witnessed substantial
improvement in academic performance by Vanderbilt student-athletes. Williams
also has addressed numerous facility upgrades, including an extensive refurbishing
of Vanderbilt Stadium, expansion of Hawkins Field, addition of new tennis courts
and amenities at Brownlee 0. Currey Center, and renovations in Memorial Gym.

Under Williams, Vanderbilt Athletics have prospered. Since 2006-07, at least
eight sports have participated in postseason action each year. Eight Vanderbilt
athletes have been selected in the first round of their respective sports in the last
five years. Off the field, student-athletes’ collective GPA has reached its highest
level in more than a decade. In addition, numerous teams and student-athletes
have engaged in overseas travel.

Athletics is but a small part of Williams’ influential Vanderbilt role. Williams also
serves as General Counsel directing a staff of 14 attorneys and Secretary of
Vanderbilt and its nationally recognized Medical Center. In addition, he oversees the
Office of Risk Management, Compliance and Conflict of Interest functions, and the
operations of the Vanderbilt University Board of Trust.

Williams’ campus participation also includes a tenured full professorship at the
School of Law, lecturing on Tax Law, Sports Law and Education Law. He has taught
a course on Law and Higher Education at Peabody College, and from time to time,
courses in the undergraduate curriculum.

Williams has reached outside of the Vanderbilt community in the area of
intercollegiate sports. Williams served as a member of the SEC team that
negotiated the recent SEC/ESPN/CBS contract, and is beginning a three-year term
on the NCAA Division | Academic Cabinet.

He also serves as a member of the NCAA Infraction Appeals Committee.

Williams was named Vice Chancellor, General Counsel and Secretary of
Vanderbilt in 2000. His role moved toward administration of Vanderbilt student
affairs and athletics in 2002.

Williams came to Vanderbilt after serving in numerous administrative roles at
Ohio State University over a 14-year period. When he accepted the Vanderbilt role,
Williams was Vice President of Student and Urban/Community Affairs and Professor
of Law at Ohio State.

A native of Detroit, Mich., Williams received a Bachelor of Science in Social
Science and Master of Arts in Education from Northern Michigan University where
he was a member of the track team. He also earned a Master of Business
Administration and a Doctor of Jurisprudence from the University of Detroit, and an
L.L.M. in taxation from New York University.

Before entering law school, Williams spent 10 years as a teacher and coach in
the Detroit public school system.

Williams is active in the Nashville area community, serving as an executive
member and director with several organizations. He is treasurer and finance
committee chair of both the Nashville Symphony Board of Directors and Nashville
Public Television. Some of Williams’ other board memberships include the Nashville
Sports Council, Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame, Adventure Science Center, 100 Black
Men of Middle Tennessee, the Nashville Rotary and Special Olympics Tennessee.

Williams also supports youth athletic programs in the Nashville community.

Professionally, Williams is an active member of the American Corporate Counsel
Association, the National Association of College and University Attorneys and the
American Bar Association. He is a member of the Continuing Legal Education
committee of both the Nashville Bar Association and the NACUA. As a member of
ABA's Section of Business Law, Williams has served as a member of the Corporate
Counsel Committee. He held terms on two prestigious legal committees — the ABA
Standing Committee on Public Education and the ABA Section on Legal Education
and Admissions Standards Review Committee.

He recently completed consecutive three-year terms as a member of the
Nashville branch of the Atlanta Federal Reserve Board.

Williams also is a member of the American Law Institute, and a past member
of the Harry Phillips Inn of Court. He has served on a number of ABA Accreditation
site visits of law schools and has completed a term on the Membership Review
Committee of the American Association of Law Schools. Williams has written,
lectured and participated in many seminars on topics of tax law, sports law, law
and education, and legal history. Williams was recently elected to a three-year term
on the board of directors for the National Association for Colleges and University
Attorneys. He is serving a second term on Nashville Mayor Karl Dean's Procurement
Standards Board.

Williams has taught at the law schools of the University of Detroit, Capital
University, the Ohio State University and Vanderbilt, and directed the Ohio State
University Law Program in Oxford, England in 1992 and 1995. He was elected
outstanding law professor at both the University of Detroit and Ohio State.

Williams and his wife, Gail, have two children: Samantha, who is a varsity
swimmer and rising junior at Brown University, and Nicholas, who is a 10th grader
at University School of Nashville and competes in cross country, basketball, track
and soccer. His wife serves as the Associate Director of Community Relations at
Vanderbilt, is president of the University School of Nashville Board of Trustees, and
is the immediate past chair of the Metro Transit Authority.

The stadium, with a capacity of 39,773, was opened
in 1981 on the same site as Dudley Field, which stood at
the corner of Jess Neely Drive and Natchez Trace since
1922. Though the old stadium was demolished prior to
the 1981 project, the Commodores continue to play on
the original Dudley Field surface.

In recent years, the stadium has been given an
exterior renovation. An expansion concourse, two gate
entrances and a plaza outside Gate 2 were introduced
in 2009, one year after crews began an exterior paint
and brick effort to unity the three largest athletic
facilities on campus: Vanderbilt Stadium, Hawkins Field
and Memorial Gymnasium.

In addition, an on-going building project calls for
an thorough refurblishing of Gate 1 near the Marriott
Vanderbilt.
