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Advances Advances 
in Equine 
Reproduction 
Techniques
New options to help 
produce foals

At Rood and Riddle Equine Hospital, 
Dr. Stephanie Walbornn, DVM, DACT, 
performs an oviduct fl ush with the 
assistance of Ambulatory Technician 
Amanda Swinson and Theriogenology 
Technician Crystal Howard.

Pregnancy rates for problem mares and 
stallions have improved in the past 
decade, thanks to ongoing research 

addressing reproductive issues. There are 
several facilities around the country (at 
universities and private practices) that 
specialize in equine reproduction and 
research.

Rood and Riddle Equine Hospital in 
Kentucky has a large reproduction complex 
with 200 acres of land and a stallion facility. 
Their reproduction department has expanded, 
and it now offers a service to stand stallions, 
as well as work with problem mares. 

Four board certifi ed theriogenologists 
work in this department, along with 
several trained technicians. Their breeding 
soundness exams can assist equine 
reproduction in many ways. While they 
do a lot of traditional and routine breeding 
work, horses are also referred there for 
more advanced diagnostics. This is a place 
where problem and sub-fertile mares and 
stallions can get some help.

Maria Schnobrich DMD, DACP, is 
a board-certifi ed theriogenologist at the 
LeBlanc Center for Reproduction, Rood 
and Riddle. 

“We can stand stallions, but we also have 
mares here for more intense management 
or we work with the veterinarians out in 
the fi eld. Mares can be brought to us or 
we can do phone consultations and help 
their veterinarian come up with a treatment 
plan,” Schnobrich said.

Flushing a Plugged Oviduct
Schnobrich said one of the treatments 

offered at Rood and Riddle that’s unique is 
the oviduct fl ush for certain problem mares. 

This is something that can sometimes help 
a mare become pregnant if other efforts 
fail. There are many different pathologies 
that can cause a mare to not become 
pregnant and there often is a treatment or 
protocol that can help resolve the problem, 
but sometimes it’s hard to fi gure out. The 
oviduct fl ush is something that can be tried 
in certain circumstances. 

“In this instance we may not be sure 
exactly what is causing the infertility, but 
we utilize this fl ush if the mare is unable 
to establish a pregnancy,” said Schnobrich.

Typically, the mare in question usually 
has a history of producing pregnancies, but 
then she may have a year when you can’t 
get her pregnant at all. 

“At the 14-day pregnancy check there is 
nothing there. It might be a maiden mare 
or a mare that’s had previous pregnancies.”

A mare’s oviduct is unique compared to 
other domestic animals. 

“There is a small sphincter that only 
allows the embryo to pass through, and not 
unfertilized eggs. We don’t know whether 
the oviduct sphincter is prone to closing off 
because of debris or some other problem, 
but the fl ush basically cleans it out,” stated 
Schnobrich.

This is accomplished as a standing 
procedure with the mare simply sedated. 

“We do a hysteroscopy with a little 
camera on the endoscope so we can identify 
and locate the opening of the oviduct, and 
then fl ush fl uid through it. There has been a 
lot of research trying to determine whether 
the mare does have an occluded oviduct, but 
we aren’t sure. This procedure does seem to 
work on a select group of mares,” she added.

“This treatment technique was de-
veloped by a Japanese veterinarian. We 
offer this service at our clinic and it’s not 
something that a lot of other clinics offer. 
If we do appropriate case selection (mares 
that we suspect might have this particular 
problem), and select for mares that have 
the correct history and everything else is 
normal, we are able to get about 60 to 70 
percent of those mares pregnant within two 
covers,” she explained. “We did a study on 
this several years ago and found that this 
procedure can be very effective, given the 
right case selection.” 

This is one more thing that can be tried 
if a mare fails to become pregnant.

Laboratory Assay to Test for Biofi lm
“We also can do a test for biofi lm in the 

uterus. We are excited about this process. 
It is thought that some of the mares with 
persistent infections that won’t clear might 
have bacteria living in a dormant state or 
within a biofi lm that gives the bacteria some 
protection – out of reach of antibiotics,” 
commented Schnobrich.

Infections involving biofi lm are 
extremely hard to treat because enzymes 
in the biofi lm’s polymeric matrix protect 
microorganisms against antibiotics and 
the host’s defenses. Hard-to-treat biofi lm 
infections are often chronic and recurring.

“We know that this happens in horses 
and it’s not uncommon in the uterus. If 
bacteria are in a biofi lm they can be very 
resistant to antibiotics. To treat those mares, 
we use biofi lm disrupters like hydrogen 
peroxide, acetylcysteine or DMSO. Now 
we can test to see which of these would be 
most effi cacious against a particular biofi lm. 
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We can take a culture from the mare and 
run this test to determine which treatments 
would work best. The cultured bacteria 
allows themselves to form a biofi lm and 
then we test that biofi lm with these agents 
to see which one gives the most reduction 
in biofi lm and bacteria,” she went on to add.

“We’ve been working with Ryan Ferris, 
DVM, MS, Diplomate ACT (who designed 
the assay at Colorado State University 
before he went into private practice in 
Oregon [Summit Equine in Gervais]) and 
this is something we are excited about,” 
Schnobrich said. 

This might be one more way to 
successfully treat mares that are diffi cult to 
get pregnant because of persistent infection.

“This should help us provide a more 
targeted treatment for these mares because 
it helps us know which agent will be best to 
use,” she further explained.

Diagnostics
Patrick McCue, DVM, PhD, Diplomate 

ACT (Equine Reproduction Laboratory, 
Colorado State University), talked about 
a number of recent advances in diagnostic 
techniques when working with problem 
mares and stallions. 

“Some of these techniques are newer 
than others. For uterine infections, one of the 
newer methods being used to supplement 
(rather than replace) traditional uterine 
culture and cytology for identifi cation 
of infections in the uterus is the PCR 
(polymerase chain reaction) test. This 
enables us to look at the DNA footprint of 
bacterial or fungal organisms in the uterus,” 
he said. A PCR test takes just a few hours, 
whereas a culture could take several days.

“We can collect a sample from the 
uterus with a traditional swab, lavage or a 
biopsy, and test it for the presence of DNA 
of bacterial or fungal organisms. There are 
some situations in individual mares when 
this is a more sensitive technology to identify 
infectious organisms than a culture. The 
culture and cytology are still the mainstay 
of diagnosis of uterine infections, but in my 
opinion, PCR will be used more and more 
frequently for detection and identifi cation of 
infectious organisms,” stated McCue.

Diagnostics for the presence of an 
ovarian abnormality, such as a granulosa 
cell tumor, involves a test for a hormone 
called anti-mullerian hormone (AMH). 

“The AMH test has been shown to be 
more effective for detection of a granulosa 
cell tumor than previous diagnostic tests 
– which include inhibin and testosterone. 
Only a few labs do these tests, however. We 
send ours to UC-Davis.”

The AMH test has also been used in 
detecting cryptorchids. 

“While the gold standard is still an hCC 
stimulation test, AMH is also being utilized 
to detect the presence of a cryptorchid testis 
in a male horse,” he added.

Genetic Factors
Dickson Varner, DVM, MS, Diplomate 

ACT (Professor and Pin Oak Stud 
Chair of Stallion Reproductive Studies 
at the College of Veterinary Medicine 
and Biomedical Sciences, Texas A&M 
University [TAMC]), states his research 
group is collaborating with the college’s 
genomics group to identify genetic markers 
of fertility in horses. 

“At present, stallions are selected as 
sires mainly because of their performance 
record, pedigree and conformation – with 
little regard for fertility. As a result, we have 
to deal with a lot of stallions that don’t have 
excellent fertility. So we have developed 
methods to help preserve their semen and to 
help improve the fertility of these horses,” 
said Varner.

“We don’t know whether or not there 
is a genetic component to fertility issues, 
but there are some incidences, such as one 
particular defect in sperm where we have 
identifi ed a susceptibility locus (gene) that 
is associated with an impaired acrosomal 
[release of enzymes] reaction,” he said. 

These sperm cannot penetrate the outer 
surface of the mare’s oocyte to facilitate 
fertilization.

“This subset of stallions has sperm that 
are unable to acrosome react and the sperm 
are unable to fertilize the egg. We now have 
a test that stimulates the acrosome reaction. 
When you put a stallion’s sperm with this 
particular inducing agent, it induces the 
acrosome reaction in the sperm that are not 
yet capacitated,” he added 

In order for a sperm in nature to acrosome 
react, it must fi rst undergo a capacitation 
process. When ejaculated, sperm are not 
immediately capable of fertilizing an egg. 
This doesn’t matter, because typically they 
spend some time in the female reproductive 
tract as they travel through the uterus and 
enter the oviduct. 

“The oviduct environment creates 
changes in the sperm, such as hyper-
activated motility and the ability to undergo 
the acrosome reaction, allowing fertility to 
occur,” Varner said. 

This is why, ideally, the mare is 
inseminated prior to ovulation rather than 
after ovulation, so the sperm have time to 
go through these changes. 

“It probably takes a few hours of 
residence time in the oviduct to establish 
this capacitation. If you breed a mare 
after ovulation, the breeding may not be 
as successful because the egg doesn’t live 
very long. It is sitting around waiting for 
the sperm to be capacitated so one of them 
can fertilize the egg, and that’s why post-
ovulatory breeding sometimes has a lower 
pregnancy rate,” he explained 

One of the assays the TAMU 
reproductive lab devised has identifi ed a 
subset of stallions with greatly reduced 
fertility. 

“They might have pregnancy rates per 
cycle of only fi ve to 20 percent,” stated 
Varner. 

“Our genomics colleague, Dr. Terie 
Raudsepp, found that these particular 
subfertile stallions were homozygous 
for susceptibility site on a particular 
gene locus. She had previously detected 
this susceptibility locus using genomics 
techniques. It is a variable site, and if it is 
homozygous (AA) for both of these two 
variable sites, these stallions have reduced 
fertility even though they seem to produce 
an appropriate (or nearly appropriate) level 
of acrosome reactions with our acrosome 
reaction test, compared to the fertile 
control stallions. I think that our customary 
acrosome reaction assay can pick up some 
of the profound subfertility issues in 
stallions, but possibly this new genetic test 
will allow us to identify other stallions that 
have this susceptibility gene and reduced 
fertility,” he explained. 

“We are probably picking up more 
stallions that have a genetic factor associated 
with reduced fertility, so we’d like to apply 
that same type of strategy to identify other 
types of reproductive problems. There 
are probably an assortment of genes that 
contribute to reduced fertility. We hope 
to try to identify other genetic causes of 
subfertility in horses,” said Varner. 

“Typically we would take a stallion 
with reduced fertility and apply techniques 
to try to maximize that fertility, but if we 
have a variety of genetic tests that we can 
apply to these horses, we might have better 
justifi cation for selectively breeding away 
from these genetic defects, rather than 
perpetuating them and having more fertility 
problems in the future,” he summarized.

Evaluating Sperm
New ways are also being developed to 

evaluate sperm. 
“We want to be able to use battery of 

tests to provide a better predictive value of 
that sperm’s fertilizing capability. Currently 
we are focusing on methods to evaluate 
oxidative injury to the DNA and to the 
sperm membranes. These are relatively new 
experiments. There is one assay that has 
been available for a number of years, and 
in recent years it’s been applied to sperm. 
This is a test that can evaluate the damaging 
effect on the DNA. We are refi ning the 
technique to make it a more useful test 
for evaluating DNA oxidative injury,” 
concluded Varner. �

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My, how they have grown! The wean-
lings are charmingly fl uffy in their 
winter coats, looking increasingly 

mature and living life as young horses 
should, with fellow weanlings and large 
pastures for socialization and play. 

When one sees a racehorse in all its 
glory, it is easy to forget the amount of 
research and planning, not to mention the 
expertise and management, that goes into 
producing a racehorse. A breeder gets one 
opportunity a year and must wait and hope 
for 11 months for a healthy and hopefully 
talented foal! And extraordinarily, that is 
only the fi rst step.

There are a multitude of factors to 
consider when breeding a foal. These 
include the racing success of both sire and 
dam, conformation, mating compatibility, 
previous offspring and temperament, to 
name but a few. I had the pleasure of talking 
to several breeders to gain an insight into 
the process.

Stallion Selection and Bloodlines
Jenny Webber, of Windway Farm, 

informed me of her desire to fi nd a Tapit-
sired stallion for You Me and Ema B. 
Hence, she was delighted when “Prospect 
Park landed in California.” He was doubly 
appealing because, not only was he sired 
by Tapit, but Jenny has always liked his 
broodmare sire Bertrando. In her opinion, 
although Prospect Park is an unproven 
stallion, he has the desirable qualities of 
“an above-average race record with a great 
family and is by a sire of sires.”

Pat and Mullan Chinn had selected 
the recently-deceased Nationhood for 
their mare Val de Saire. Coming from 
medical backgrounds, the Chinns enjoy the 
challenge of doing research. Pat explained 
that her three key criteria in selecting the 
sire are: race record, conformation and 
temperament. She works closely with 
Debbie Pabst of Blue Ribbon Farm and 
highly complimented Debbie on her depth 

of knowledge and expertise, especially 
in her ability to identify new and talented 
stallions. 

Debbie told me that after ten years of 
having Nationhood on the farm, she was very 
familiar with him and his get. She fondly 
described him as a “very pleasant horse” 
whose temperament tended to be on the hot 
side – a trait she often sees in his offspring. 

Pat and Mullan added that although 
they review four-to-fi ve generations back, 
their primary interest is in the closest three 
generations if they wish to add speed or 
stamina to their mares’ offspring. Given 
the option, the Chinns will opt for a well-
established sire fi rst – providing that the 
stud fee is within their budget. Both also 
consider the quality of the mare and the 
stallion’s physical location, as additional 
costs will accrue in transporting the mare 
out of state.

First-time mare owner Chad Christensen 
reported that he worked with WinStar Farm 
in Kentucky and selected Fed Biz for 
Miss Bravo. He used nicking as well. He 
stated, “Miss Bravo was in the fi rst year of 
breeding under my supervision.”

While Mary Lou Griffi n, of Griffi n 
Place, the current home of Miss Bravo and 
her Fed Biz colt, was not involved in this 
breeding decision, she was gracious enough 
to give me an overview of her thoughts on 
breeding. 

The fi rst step for her is to analyze 
whether a stallion’s pedigree would be 
compatible with the mare in question. 
Mary Lou evaluates the success of his 
foals and the types of mares proven to be 
the most successful matches. However,

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if he is a young and relatively unproven 
stallion, she will research his race record 
in terms of “class, money won, distance, 
speed and soundness.” Mary Lou discussed 
fi nding the balance between selecting an 
established and expensive sire versus a less 
proven stallion with fewer racing crops. As 
she explained, the latter is a higher risk, but 
the stud fee is lower as a result.

Nina Hagen, of El Dorado Farms, 
focuses on similar criteria. Her decision 
making with regards to sire selection covers: 
mating compatibility, conformation, past 
performance with same or similar pedigree 
and race records, along with sales averages. 
She is particularly interested in the fi rst three 
generations and whether there is a good 
broodmare sire in the bloodlines. Analysis of 
the sire’s race performance includes distance 
and surface (dirt, turf and/or all-weather) in 
relation to race conditions in the Washington 

area. She will also consider her options 
in terms of taking an unproven mare to a 
proven sire and vice versa.

Inbreeding
Opinions vary on the benefi ts of 

inbreeding. In an article on The Horse.
com, Evelyn Todd and her team evaluated 
the bloodlines of 135,572 horses over a 
ten-year period. Her fi ndings conclude that 
“breeders have begun to better understand 
genetics . . . there is a trend toward greater 
genetic improvement in the breed.” She also 
stressed the importance of remembering 
that breeders will not see the impact of 

breeding decisions made now for several 
generations. (https://thehorse.com/160220/
inbreeding-in-thoroughbreds-positives-
and-negatives/).

Jenny stated that she isn’t “a massive 
fan of inbreeding close up.” In Skip’s case, 
he has no inbreeding “through the fi rst fi ve 
generations and is an A+ nick.” What she 
does relish is the fact that he has “Round 
Table, *Princequillo, Pirate’s Bounty and 
Hoist the Flag in his pedigree.”

The Chinns informed me that they 
usually wouldn’t breed closer than “3x3.” 
In Val de Saire’s case, they explained that 
being by Harbor the Gold, they wouldn’t 
breed her to Gold Rush Dancer or Private 
Gold as all three stallions trace closely back 
to Seeking the Gold.

Mary Lou is comfortable with in-
breeding, as long as the individual is a 
quality horse and the inbreeding is three-
to-four generations back (line breeding). 
The critical point she added is to avoid 
soundness issues.

Nina cautioned that “close inbreeding 
can carry genetic traits that could lead to 
inheritable health problems.” She feels that 
breeders have a responsibility to protect 
future generations by preserving the integrity 
of the Thoroughbred, as well as seeking to 
improve their performance. She considers 
that approach to be crucial for all breeds.

Complementing the Mare
Jenny is most enthusiastic about her 

mare You Me and Ema B and her “great 
conformation.” The only improvement she 
could arguably make would be to “add 
a little more leg and substance to her.” 
She commented on the importance of 
evaluating mares with a critical eye toward 
their potential conformational weaknesses Je
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Nina and Ron 
Hagen’s Coast 

Guard—Ms 
Moscow Mattie 
fi lly enjoys a bit 

of winter sunshine 
at the Hagens’ 

Enumclaw-based 
El Dorado Farms.

The snowy 
weather in 
Ellensburg 
at Jenny 
Webber’s 
Windway 
Farm has not 
phased “Skip” 
(Prospect 
Park—You

B), who 
Webber bred 
in partnership 
with Ema 
B’s former 
trainer Margo 
Lloyd, Tammy 
Sodergren 
and Kenneth 
Jochimsen.
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and to search for a stallion who “excels in 
those areas.” Her hope in selecting Prospect 
Park and the bloodlines of Bertrando was 
to “add more leg” to Ema B’s foals. Skip 
appears to have followed her wishes.

Similarly, the Chinns look for 
sufficient leg bone in terms of length 
and width to complement their mare’s 
big frame. They are conscious that a 
well-built horse will stand up better for 
training and racing in the future. Pat and 
Mullan will not breed to a horse with 
weaker conformation, but are prepared 
to accept minor flaws, if the stallion 
meets other vital criteria. 

Debbie describes the Chinns’ mare 
Val de Saire as being easy to work 
with and very pleasant. She factors 
temperament into account when looking 
at breeding compatibility, even though she 
acknowledged that foals vary greatly, even 
when by the same stallion or out of the 
same dam.

Ideally, Mary Lou selects a stallion that 
will complement the mare’s conformation. 
She doesn’t “like horses that have little or 
no support in terms of stakes winners in 
the fi rst and second dams.” She will also 
research the mare’s family to evaluate prior 
successful crosses.

She did, however, share a great story 
about selecting a stallion with longer 
pasterns for a mare who had similar 
leg conformation and was somewhat 
concerned, despite other desirable factors. 
That foal, named Impeached, turned out to 
be a stakes-placed winner of $174,497.

Nina stressed the importance of 
mating compatibility, plus the importance 
of conformation and a level-headed 
temperament. Her fi lly out of Ms Moscow 
Mattie already has a famous half-brother in 
two-year-old Dutton, the 2020 horse of the 
meeting at Emerald Downs.

The Temperament Factor
There is no one best temperament. 

In The Paulick Report article, https://
www.paulickreport.com/news/triple-
crown/naughty-nice-derby-winners-
temperaments-run-gamut-2/,  author 
Natalie Voss sums it up best: “Whether 
some of them have won because of their 
‘unique dispositions or in spite of them’ is 
hard to say.”

Jenny commented that temperament can 
be a toss-up as she has “raised enough full 
siblings at opposite ends of the temperament 
spectrum.”

In Skip’s case, he continues to be “very 
bold, confi dent and curious.” She describes 
him as “a treat monster” who can hear a 
peppermint being unwrapped from a great 
distance! He shares some quirks with his dami 
including using only one spot (to dirty) in his 
stall, and he dislikes stepping on manure on 
his way out. He knows Jenny’s barn schedule 
and is quite demanding if she doesn’t get to 
him promptly. In what may be interesting 
for Skip’s future trainer, Jenny thinks he will 
be the type of horse who won’t spook, but 
will need to investigate everything. Skip is 
particularly happy now that he has “a friend 
with whom to wrestle and play.” 

Pat said their foals tend to be sweet, 
but “type A’s” – which appeals to her 
own temperament! Debbie commented, 
“Horses with many different temperaments 
make good racehorses. Obviously, it’s 
nicer to work with a horse with a willing 
disposition; a horse that learns easily and 
well, and so on. However, having said that, 
successful racehorses might be hotter, or 
slower learners than we prefer, or have a bit 
of an ‘edge’ to their behavior.” She said the 
Val de Saire fi lly learns quickly and well. 
“She’s also a good doer” who is enjoying 

her life 24/7 with four other fi llies on a 2.5-
acre pasture.

Mary Lou doesn’t select for a particular 
temperament type, given that successful 
horses can and do have very different 
personalities. She did stress, however, 
that she wouldn’t select a problematic 
broodmare. She is very happy with Miss 
Bravo’s colt and is planning to start his 
“kindergarten” soon. She added that she 
has a feeling that he will have “some strong 
opinions about how that should go.” He is 
currently out on pasture with fellow colts 
and is “very cute in his winter attire.”

Nina’s goal is to have conformation, 
speed and temperament in order to give 
“a prospective foal every opportunity for 
success.” She described her fi lly as being 
“curious, confi dent, more than willing to 
please and very smart.” For example, Nina 
explains that when the Ms Moscow Mattie 
fi lly is being scratched by a human, she 
will pop her lips and move her body so that 
one knows exactly where she wants to be 
scratched. The fi lly, she added, is extremely 
social with humans and equines and will run 
up to visit Andrew, a member of the El Dorado 
team, to distract him from his work as much as 
possible, even if that means leaving her food.

What does the future hold for these 
youngsters and their breeders and owners? 
We shall have to wait and see. The 
youngsters offi cially turned one year old on 
January 1, 2021, and their next chapter will 
soon unfold. �

Also selling for $25,000 was Hip 121, a fi lly by Commissioner 
consigned by Halvorson Bloodstock Services and purchased by 
Fred Desimone.
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Emerald Downs concluded its 38-day 
2020 racing season with record average 
daily handle. The track’s 25th season 

was conducted with strict COVID protocols 
and without spectators.

Daily wagering averaged $1,796,475, a 
61 percent increase over last year’s average. 
Most of the wagering came from internet and 
mobile site customers located throughout the 
United States and Canada.

Track president Phil Ziegler reported 
there were no positive COVID cases, 
“We want to thank all our stakeholders 

for working together safely. We had 
unprecedented challenges not only at the 
track but in all aspects of our lives. We were 
the fi rst professional sport to return in the 
state of Washington and through everyone’s 
efforts we were able to put on a healthy and 
successful meet.”

Good health was not limited to the human 
participants. Over the 391 races conducted 
there were zero catastrophic breakdowns 
from the 2,895 starters.

Dutton, undefeated in three starts 
including two stakes, was voted 2020 

Emerald Downs horse of the meeting. 
Trained by Howard Belvoir and ridden by 
Jennifer Whitaker, Dutton notched victories 
in the Gottstein Futurity and WTBOA Lads 
Stakes and fi nished the campaign three for 
three with a meet-leading $71,500 for Rising 
Star Stable VIII.

A Washington-bred from the only crop of 
late Washington champion Noosito, Dutton 
debuted on August 27 with an overwhelming 
nine-length victory in the WTBOA Lads 
at 6 1/2 furlongs, followed by a 14-length 
triumph against allowance foes at six 
furlongs. In the Gottstein, Dutton was racing 
head and head with Coastal Kid when the 
latter ducked out sharply, allowing Dutton 
to cruise home by 2 1/4 lengths in 1:43.15 
for a mile and one-sixteenth.

In addition to being named horse of 
the meeting, Dutton was honored as the 
meet’s top Washington-bred. He is the 16th 
Washington-bred in 25 seasons to win horse 
of the meeting honors and joins Name for 
Norm (1996) and No Curfew (1999) as the 
only two-year-olds to take that title.

Alittlelesstalk and Unmachable also 
received votes for horse of the meeting 
and top Washington-bred. In fact, all

Emerald Downs Announces 
2021 Racing Dates

On January 11, Emerald Downs 
announced a 50-day live racing 

season in 2021, opening on Wednesday, 
May 19, and continuing through 
Thursday, September 23. The 2021 
dates were approved during the January 
Washington Horse Racing Commission 
meeting.

Emerald Downs President Phil 
Ziegler is looking forward to running 
more race days in 2021. “We were 
successful running Wednesdays and 
Thursdays last year,” Ziegler said. 
“Plus, we are planning to add Sunday 
racing this year during the summer 
months.”

The stable area opens for horsemen 
on Monday, March 1, with training 
beginning Friday, March 5. �
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three fi nished with two stakes wins and an 
allowance victory on their résumés.

Alittlelesstalk (4-3-1-0, $63,550) 
won races short and long, dominating the 
Emerald Distaff Stakes and prevailing in the 
Washington Cup Filly and Mare Stakes along 
with an early-season allowance dash. The 
daughter of 2004 Washington horse of the 
year Demon Warlock is trained by Roddina 
Barrett. Alittlelesstalk was unanimously 
voted top older fi lly or mare. In 2019 she had 
been named top three-year-old fi lly, and her 
overall Emerald Downs’ record is 7-4-0 in 
14 starts for Tim Floyd’s Warlock #1, Kelly 
Dougan and Barrett.

Unmachable (5-3-1-1, $65,225) also was 
versatile, winning the Seattle Slew Stakes 
at 6 1/2 furlongs and Muckleshoot Tribal 
Classic vs. older horses at a mile and one-
sixteenth. Trained by Jack McCartney for 
owner Tawnja Elison, the son of Macho Uno 
was voted top three-year-old male.

Trainer Frank Lucarelli and owners 
Chad Christensen and Josh McKee enjoyed 
a smashing season with Elliott Bay, voted 
top older horse and top sprinter, and Time 
for Gold, voted top two-year-old fi lly for 
dominating victories in the Angie C. and 
Barbara Shinpoch stakes.

Dear Doug,
While we usually give our update verbally, we wanted to submit the end of season report in writing . . .
Despite not having fans at the track, Emerald Downs concluded its 38-day 2020 racing season with record average daily handle. 

Daily wagering averaged $1,796,475, a 61 percent increase over last year.
We had unprecedented challenges not only at the track but in all aspects of our lives. It took the dedication and cooperation of every 

person involved with Washington racing to prepare for and put on a successful meet. On Wednesday, June 24, horse racing was the fi rst 
professional sport to return in the state of Washington.

We were open for training when the pandemic began in March and concluded the live season seven and half months later. It is 
remarkable to report that there were no known COVID cases associated with anyone involved during the race meet.

Good health was not limited to the human participants. Over the 391 races conducted there were zero catastrophic breakdowns 
from the 2,895 starters.

The racing industry deserves incredible appreciation and recognition for the 2020 season. And while many tracks were closing 
their stable areas, we had the fi nancial support and dedication from the Muckleshoot Tribe to get us through a period of time without 
knowing if we would even be permitted to have a live season.

As we look forward to 2021 there is encouraging news of vaccines, which gives us hope of possibly being able to welcome our fans 
back to the races. It is the plan to open the barn area March 1, begin the season in mid-May and run through sometime in September. 
We will have an offi cial date request submitted for the January meeting of the WHRC. 

2020 Season Timeline
• Barn area and training begins February 1. Opening Day scheduled for April 18. 
• Stay at Home order issued on March 16. Only essential workers permitted in stable area as training and horse care continued. 

Opening Day delayed.
• Approvals to run live racing (and other professional sports) posted by Governor Jay Inslee’s offi ce on June 5. 
• Washington Horse Racing Commission approves revised dates. Opening Day set for June 24 with racing Wednesdays and Thursdays 

without fans. 
• June 24, Opening Day. Horse racing becomes the fi rst professional sport to return in Washington. 
• Longacres Mile is run on Thursday, September 10, marking the fi rst weekday running and the fi rst time run under the lights. 
• The 38-day race meet concludes on Thursday, October 29.

The September 10 Longacres Mile, 
in which the Blaine Wright-trained 
Anothertwistafate returned from a 16-month 
layoff to dominate by 4 1/4-lengths, was 
voted race of the meeting.

Nick Lowe was the leading Quarter 
Horse trainer for a second consecutive 

season, sweeping all three stakes on 
August 20.

Trainers Jorge Rosales and Sharon Ross 
received the Martin Durkan Award for 
leadership, cooperation and sportsmanship, 
while Cerapio Figueroa was voted the 
Lindy Award by his fellow riders for 

accomplishment and sportsmanship 
throughout the meeting.

Two new awards were given. Stephanie 
Fiorito was named 2020 exercise rider of the 
year and Taylor Brady was chosen as jockeys 
valet of the year.

Harbor the Gold was the leading stallion 
for the seventh straight year and ninth in the 
last ten. The now 20-year-old son of Seeking 
the Gold surpassed Slewdledo as Emerald 
Downs all-time leading sire. �

TOP 2-YEAR-OLD FILLY
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I n 2017, the Washington Racing Hall of 
  Fame honored an ingenious and altruistic 
  man with the Lifetime Achievement 

Award. That man, Dr. Mark Dedomenico, is 
a pillar of more than one industry, being both 
a renowned cardiac surgeon and an ambitious 
horseman. Not only has he campaigned 
graded stakes winners and national champions 
around the country, but he also built and 
owns Pegasus Training and Rehabilitation, an 
upscale resort for horses of all breeds.

Dedomenico, now 82, was dedicating 
his life to the operating room when he 
realized that, although he worked in a noble 
profession, he wanted a broader experience. 
“I was spending 16 to 18 hours a day in 
operating rooms six days a week,” he said. 
“I realized fi nally that this has got to stop. 
Eventually you have to slow down.”

Call to the Post
His father, Paskey Dedomenico – whose 

father Dominic Dedomenico founded 
Golden Grain Macaroni Company (Rice-
a-Roni) in 1912 – had long been involved 
in the world of Thoroughbreds, buying and 
racing horses in Washington and the rest of 
the Pacifi c Northwest.

“When I was still doing heart surgery, 
my father wanted to buy this farm out in 
Monroe,” Dedomenico recalled. “He said I 
had to come with him because he didn’t want 
to make the decision himself. We went and 
looked at this little farm. It was brand new, 
and I could tell he wanted it.”

The sellers were asking $1.3-million, 
but the elder Dedomenico wanted to offer 
$700,000, with his son as his partner. “I told 
him that if he was going to offer that little, 
he could leave me out of it,” the younger 
Dedomenico recalled. “Then one day there 
was a note on the operating room door that 
said my father was in the coffee shop. Two 
hours later I went there, and my dad had a 
napkin where all 17 of the farm owners had 

signed agreeing to $700,000.” Dedomenico 
remained impressed, even decades later. 
“I called lawyers and asked if a napkin 
was a legal document! We still own that 
property, 100 acres up in Monroe [which 
was purchased in 1970]. There’s a dirt track 
and 120 stalls up there.”

The Monroe property, Woods Creek 
Training Center, is used for turnouts and 
horses that need let-down time, but it was too 
far away for the younger Dedomenico to be 
involved and carry on with his medical work. 
“I can’t be that far away from my research,” 
he said. “That’s why I built this thing here.”

That “thing” is Pegasus Training and 
Rehabilitation in Redmond. The world-class 
horse facility opened in 2007, and has been 
home to some of the sport’s best runners in 
the last decade. It also has played host to 
horses-in-training sales and boasts a fi ve-
eighths of a mile Polytrack training track, 
an equine swimming pool, an underwater 

treadmill, a hyperbaric oxygen chamber, 
an equine solarium, a nuclear scintigraphy 
machine and other outstanding features. 
Some of the research done there includes 
cutting-edge stem cell therapy, of which 
Dedomenico said, “We’re going to have 
some really exciting stuff in the next fi ve 
years.” 

In just three years and with catalogs 
listing only 22 to 37 horses, the Pegasus 
Training and Rehabilitation Two-year-olds 
in Training and Horses of Racing Age Sales 
(2011, 2012 and 2017) produced several top 
runners, led by two-time Grade 1 winner and 
$1.1-million earner Belle Gallantey, Grade 
2 winner and Grade 1-placed Broken Sword 
and Grade 1-placed juvenile Blonde Fog. 
Six stakes horses have come out of the 2017 
sale, led by 2018 Washington Oaks winner 
Princessof the Nyl.

Among the additional standout racehorse 
athletes that have received training or

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rehabilitation at Dedomenico’s state-of-
the-art facility are national champions She’s 
a Tiger and Shared Belief and additional 
graded stakes winners Sam’s Sister (G1), 
Shakin It Up (G1), Sweet Lulu (G1), Fury 
Kapcori, Hear the Ghost, Scherzinger and 
Via Villaggio.

Sport horses and other breeds have also 
benefi tted from Pegasus programs, including 
international Three-Day Event star Poggio II.

Champion Runners
At age 30, Dedomenico purchased his fi rst 

horse from his father Paskey. Since then, his 
stable has grown to have between 60 and 80 
active horses at any one time. “I’d always like 
to have less,” he said, “but every time a sale 
comes around, it seems that (Pegasus trainer 
and director of horse operations) Mike Puhich 
buys more and our numbers go back up!”

Some of the horses that have run under 
Dedomenico’s banner include graded stakes 
winners such as City to City, Washington 
Bridge, Bwana Bull and Wonderlandbynight, 
as well as multiple stakes winner and Grade 
3-placed Cathy’s Crunches. But the two best 
have been Blind Luck and She’s a Tiger.

Blind Luck was a private purchase after 
the daughter of Pollard’s Vision broke her 

maiden at Florida’s Calder Race Course 
(now known as Gulfstream Park West) 
by 13 1/4 lengths. She was immediately 
wheeled back into a starter allowance at Del 
Mar, which she won, followed by a second 
place effort in the Del Mar Debutante (G1). 
Although she ran third in the Grey Goose 
Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Fillies (G1), she did 
win two Grade 1 races at two, the Oak Leaf 
and the Hollywood Starlet stakes.

Blind Luck missed being named Eclipse 
champion fi lly at two, but did earn that 
honor as a three-year-old in 2010. That year 
she tore through victories in the Kentucky 
Oaks, Alabama Stakes and Las Virgenes 
Stakes, all Grade 1 events, and added Grade 
2 scores in the Fantasy Stakes and Delaware 
Oaks. She also finished second in the 

Breeders’ Cup Distaff (G1) to older mare 
Unrivaled Belle, but ahead of future Horse 
of the Year Havre de Grace. After adding 
two additional Grade 1 victories during her 
four-year-old season, Blind Luck retired 
with 12 wins in 22 starts and earnings over 
$3.2-million.

She’s a Tiger won her fi rst two starts, 
and then avenged Blind Luck’s loss in the 
Del Mar Debutante. She then took the Grey 
Goose Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Fillies (G1) by 
a nose, but was disqualifi ed for interference 
and placed second. She’s a Tiger was still 
given the nod as the Eclipse champion two-
year-old fi lly of 2013, then later sold to Japan 
interests for $2.5 million.

There have been others along the way 
that have taken Dedomenico to great heights.

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“Bwana Bull took us to the Kentucky 
Derby,” Dedomenico recalled of the son 
of Holy Bull, who earned over half a 
million dollars and fi nished 15th behind 
Street Sense in the 2007 Kentucky classic. 
And that doesn’t count all his Washington 
standouts, such as back-to-back Emerald 
Downs Derby winners Prime Engine 
(2015) and Opportunistic (2016). Prime 
Engine also won the prestigious Gottstein 
Futurity.

Among the more recent successful 
runners to race under Mark Dedomenico LLC 
is the fi lly Motion Emotion, a Kentucky-bred 
daughter of Take Charge Indy who fi nished 
second in two Grade 3 stakes at Oaklawn 
Park in the spring of 2019.

An earner of $523,396, Motion Emotion 
was sold as a racing or broodmare prospect 
at the 2020 November Fasig-Tipton The 
November Sale for $800,000.

Dedomenico doesn’t take his success 
in racing for granted. “I still have all 
the win photos up, showing all these 
stakes winners. And to be inducted into 
the Washington Hall of Fame, well, I 
appreciate that very much. That was so 
nice of them to think of me.”

He previously served on the board of 
directors for the Thoroughbred Owners of 
California.

You Gotta Have Heart
Dedomenico was born in San Francisco, 

attended Seattle’s Franklin High School 
and spent his early college years at Seattle 
University. He graduated from the Saint 
Louis University of Medicine in 1964. After 
two years spent serving as a doctor in the 
Vietnam War, he returned home and pursued 
studies with noted heart surgeon Dr. Lester 
Sauvage. 

Dedomenico was involved in the creation 
of the coronary bypass operation, helped in 
the development of a heart valve called the 
guided fl ow aortic valve and the Bard arterial 
prosthesis. He was also among the initial 
founding members of the Seattle’s Hope 
Heart Institute. 

Dedomenico founded and owns the 
highly-successful Pro Sports Club in 
Bellevue. Pro Sports also has facilities in 
Redmond and Seattle and serves over 50,000 
members.

He also developed the 20/20 Lifestyles 
program, which uses diet, exercise and 
lifestyle changes to help people manage 
diseases like Type 2 diabetes, high cholesterol 
and high blood pressure without the aid of 
drugs. Dedomenico and Dr. Barry Wolborsky 
authored the book 20/20 Lifestyle, Metabolic 
Cure.

In 2012 Dedomenico was awarded 
the Golden Heart Honoree Award by the 
American Heart Association.

As a longtime inventor who helped 
develop technology that has saved and 
improved the quality of lives for thousands 
of human patients, as well as an innovative 
horseman dedicated to improving so many 
aspects of an equine’s existence, Dedomenico 
is a treasure appreciated by the industry that 
honored him. �

This Pedigree Cross Index allows a breeder to nick, inbreed or outcross his broodmares by easy reference. Indexed are the names of sires and dams included within

the first three generations of all the stallions in the 2021 Stallion Directory.
Example: AFFIRMED - Charlie Barley, Mystery Storm, Peteski
In the above example, Affirmed appears in one of the first 3 generations of all the stallions listed after him.
Suppose a breeder has a mare that is a granddaughter of Mr. Prospector or has crosses of that sire in a mare’s pedigree. He may want to breed her to a stallion with

Northern Dancer blood to take advantage of the Northern Dancer--Mr. Prospector nick. By looking up “Northern Dancer” in this index, he can quickly see all the stallions in
this register that have Northern Dancer appearing in one of the first three generations of their pedigrees.

If a breeder’s mare is a granddaughter of Seattle Slew, he may wish to inbreed to that stallion and thereby get more of Seattle Slew’s makeup in the foal. By checking
“Seattle Slew” in the index, the breeder can readily find all the advertised stallions that have Seattle Slew in their pedigrees.

What if a breeder’s mare is already inbred or linebred? She might have 2 or 3 crosses of Deputy Minister in her first four generations for example. The breeder may
want to make sure the stallion he chooses for his mare has no Deputy Minister or no Deputy Minister up close in his pedigree. By looking up “Deputy Minister”  in the
index, he can readily see the stallions in this Stallion Register he should avoid for his mare.

2019 Washington horse of the year Baja 
Sur has faced tougher competition this year in 
California, but has acquitted himself well in his 
six starts, running fi ve times in stakes company 
and never fi nishing further back then fi fth. Among 
his placements was a second in the Grade 3 Green 
Flash Stakes, a fi ve-furlong turf race at Del Mar. 
Note: Fellow Washington champion Fast Parade 
owns the track record for the distance. Baja Sur 
also ran second in the Albany Stakes at Golden 
Gate Fields in another fi ve-panel turf race.

On November 1, Baja Sur won his fi fth stakes 
in 12 outings and second at Golden Gate. when the 
speedy runner took the restricted El Dorado Shoot 
Stakes by four lengths. His fi nal time for the six-
furlong sprint, run on the all-weather surface, was 
1:08.76, only .53 second off Mah Gellin’s 1:08.23 
track record. Baja Sur went off as the nine-to-ten 
favorite in the race for California-bred and/or 
California-sired runners three-year-olds and up. 

Mah Gellin, a 2010 California-bred son of 
Skimming, earned $331,318 for his Washington 
owners Joe and Lola Sample’s Racing Edge Inc. 
He was trained through the latter part of his career 
by Blaine Wright, who has conditioned Baja Sur 
throughout his successful racing career.

A son of leading California sire Smiling Tiger, 
Baja Sur was also voted the state’s champion three-
year-old and had been Washington’s champion 
two-year-old in 2018 as well. 

Three-time Grade 1 winner and millionaire 
Smiling Tiger was one of the top sprinters of his 
generation and has turned out to be a successful 
sire. Among his 11 stakes winners are six state 
champions, and that doesn’t include his Korean 
champion three-year-old colt Ace Korea. The son 
of European juvenile champion Hold That Tiger 
fi nished 2020 in sixth place on the California 
leading sire list, but he is the only stallion among 
those listed to have stood his entire career in 
California. Smiling Tiger will stand the 2020 
breeding season for a $7,500 fee at Harris Farms 
in Coalinga, California.

Bred by the late John Roche, Baja Sur is the 
last foal and one of three stakes winners, including 
2011 Washington champion three-year-old fi lly 
Castinette Dancer, out of stakes winner and 2018 
Washington broodmare of the year Premo Copy, 
a 1999 daughter of Supremo.

Pulpits Power was named 2017 Washington 
champion three-year-old colt or gelding while 
racing for Kevin Haynes’ Below the Rim Stables 
and Paul Barbanos’ Woodway Stable. The two 
men had claimed him for $15,000 in August of 
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his three-year-old season. Two weeks later trainer 
Blaine Wright entered the gelding in the mile WA 
Cup Sophomore Stakes (his ninth start), which he 
won by 1 1/2 lengths. Thirty nine races and three 
years later, Pulpits Power added his second stakes 
victory in the Grants Pass Mile.

Pulpits Power was the fi rst stakes winner 
from the fi rst crop of French winner War Power. 
The son of Pulpit originally entered stud in 
Texas in 2011, but was moved to Elwin and 
Patti Gibson’s Gibson Thoroughbred Farm in 
Thorp in the spring of 2013. For the past few 
years War Power has held court at Frances 
Long’s farm in Roy. War Power is also the sire 
of 2019 Grants Pass Mile winner Pistol Power 
and 2018-19 Portland Meadows stakes winner 
Wings of Wisdom.

War Power is a half-brother to multiple 
European champion Declaration of War, Grade 
3 winner and Grade 1-placed War Correspondent 
and French stakes winner and Grade 2 US-placed 
Vertifprmer. 

Declaration of War was in the news last 
November as the sire of 2020 Breeders’ Cup 
Juvenile Turf (G1) winner Fire At Will. After 
winning two Group 1 stakes in England in 2013 
and running third in the Breeders’ Cup Classic 
(G1), the son of War Front entered stud at 
Coolmore in Ireland, but was moved to Ashford 
Stud in Kentucky in 2015. The sire of 32 stakes 
winners, including nine this year, was then 
relocated to Japan in 2018. 

Pulpits Power is the fi rst foal out of the unraced 
Parker’s Storm Cat mare Parker’s Jewel, whose 

most recent foal is the unraced 2018 Linchpin 
gelding Linchpin Storm.

Parker’s Jewel’s dam Winter Jewel, a 
stakes-placed daughter of the good Florida 
sire Pentelicus, produced $120,224 earner 
Foralltheglory, in addition to $271,599 stakes-
placed Polish Jewel. 

Winter Jewel’s winning dam Winter Crown 
was a daughter of the stakes-winning Graustark 
mare Stark Winter, who had much success in 
the breeding shed. Her most successful runner 
was four-time Grade 1 winner Bien Bien, who 
earned over $2.3-million. She also produced 
Grade 2 winner Dr. Schwartzman ($380,362) 

and $100,070 stakes winner and Grade 3-placed 
Fantasy Lover, who is the granddam of three 
stakes winners. 

Another of Stark Winter’s daughters 
produced Grade 1 winner and successful sire 
Spring At Last, Grade 1 winner Sharp Lisa and 
Grade 2 winner Sharp Susan. The latter two 
fi llies were also successful in the breeding shed 
as Sharp Lisa produced a Grade 1 Australian 
stakes winner Foundry and Group 2 English 
stakes winner Houseofparliment; and Sharp 
Susan is the dam of four-time South African 
Grade 1 winner Oh Susanna and Australian 
stakes winner Sigmore Fox. �

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How Studying the 
“Two-Legged Equine AthleteTwo-Legged Equine Athlete” 

Can Help Make Racing Safer for All
2019 University of Kentucky study

A 
new research initiative from the 
University of Kentucky (UK) Sports 
Medicine Research Institute (SMRI) 

is looking closely at jockey performance 
– and the work has implications not only 
for the jockeys themselves, but also for 
the Thoroughbreds they ride.

The SMRI’s Jockey and Equestrian 
Initiative (JEI) was launched in 2018 
following a pilot study that sought 
to implement protocols for baseline 
concussion testing in jockeys. Now, 
the JEI is expanding to include a more 
holistic assessment of a jockey’s health 
through a wide range of performance 
testing, including body composition, 
flexibility, reaction time, leg and grip 
strength and balance.

After testing the individual elements 
of their performance, the jockeys are 
covered with tiny electrodes and hop 
up on Charlie, the SMRI’s famous 
mechanical horse. Once they get their 
bearings – Charlie feels surprisingly 
similar to the real thing, they say – they 
participate in a two-minute simulation 
of racing in the Breeders’ Cup. Next to 
the horse, a small screen shows instant 
feedback on the ride, like how the rider 
shifts their weight or pulls the reins. 

The goal, says principal investigator 
Kimberly Tumlin, PhD, is to get a 
baseline assessment for ideal jockey 
performance.

“If we better understand what it 
takes to be a professional jockey from 
performance and risk factor perspectives, 
we can help the novice riders achieve 
a higher level of performance,” said 
Tumlin, an assistant professor of 
preventive medicine and environmental 
health in the UK College of Public 
Health.

But this work could also have 
implications for a huge problem plaguing 
the horse racing industry right now – the 
injuries and fatalities befalling both the 
horses and subsequently the jockeys 
in professional races. While the likely 
causes of these tragedies are multi-
factorial, the dynamics that affect a 

jockey’s overall performance may play a 
role, says Scott Lephart, PhD, dean of the 
UK College of Health Sciences.

“We know that concussions can 
reduce reaction time, but we are also 
looking at things like the impact of 
fatigue, nutrition, weight loss and more,” 
Lephart said. “Jockeys have told us that 
they feel their reactions to the horses can 
help prevent falls, and part of our work 
involvesassessing when they are more at 
risk for not reacting quickly enough.”

Tumlin agrees, noting that a jockey’s 
reaction in a tight situation can either 
lessen or worsen the outcome for 
everyone involved. By learning more 
about the mechanics of the most elite 
athletes, they can help improve the 
performance of all riders.

“For example, if a rider’s reaction 

time is lower than that of an elite jockey, 
we can provide them opportunities and 
performance-based activities to train 
them to that level,” she said.

Research is being done across the 
country to identify potential issues with 
the health of the horses themselves, but 
Lephart notes that the SMRI brings a 
different perspective to the conversation 
by focusing on “the two-legged equine 
athlete.” The overarching goal is to make 
the sport safer, both for the horses and 
the riders, and the jockeys themselves 
are helping lead the way with their 
willingness to participate.

Michaela Keener, a doctoral student 
in the UK College of Health Sciences, 
serves as the research administrative 
coordinator on the project. As the primary 
data collector, Keener says enthusiasm

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among the participating jockeys has been 
high. Once their data has been processed, 
Keener gives each rider a written report 
summarizing their results.

“Everyone that’s been in for testing 
so far has been pretty excited about it, 
especially once they see their report,” 
Keener said. “We’ve even had jockeys 
reach out to us about coming in after 
they’ve seen and heard the feedback from 
others.”

Performance testing and linking prior 
injury to performance gives the riders 
a chance to learn more about their own 
strengths and flaws. After coming in to 
the SMRI for performance testing earlier 
this year, veteran jockey Sophie Doyle 
noted that it was an experience every 
jockey should take advantage of.

“I was able to push my body to the 
limit and see how it was able to handle 
the pressure,” Doyle said. “Whether it is 
establishing a baseline of performance to 
understand where you are today, or if you 
are recovering from an injury and want 
to be able to test how you are recovering, 
the data they collect will provide insight 
which we have never had riding in 
America.”

The Jockey and Equestrian Initiative 
is one of four major research initiatives 
housed at the SMRI, building upon the 
25-plus years of research that came to 
UK in 2015 with the arrival of Dean 
Lephart. The SMRI opened its doors 
in June 2017 and is supported in part 
by a $4.2-million grant from the US 
Department of Defense.

The 10,000-square-foot facility, part 
of the UK Nutter Training Facility on 
campus, conducts research into injury 
prevention and performance optimization 
for professional and collegiate athletes, 
the tactical athletes of the US military, 
and physically active people of all ages 
in Kentucky and beyond. �

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2020 WTBOA Annual Meeting
The faces of Zoom

Due to the continued impact of the 
COVID-19 pandemic and in an effort 
to keep all less exposed to possible 

contact with the deadly health issue, the 
WTBOA Board of Directors postponed the 
regularly-scheduled July annual meeting.

A total of 43 people signed up for the 
7:00 p.m. meeting, which featured remarks 
from Equine Analysis Systems’ Dr. David 
Lambert and Emerald Downs President Phil 
Ziegler, as well as the annual association 
reports.

WTBOA President Dana Halvorson 
called the meeting to order. He then 
introduced the evening’s keynote speakers.

StrideSafe Pilot Study at Emerald Downs
Dr. David Lambert is the CEO of 

StrideSafe, which conducted a research 
project during the fi nal days of the Emerald 
Downs meeting. Emerald Downs is the fi rst 
US track to engage in this study, which 
aims to prevent serious equine injuries 
while training or racing. 

The pilot study began on October 7. 
Information was gathered via a three-ounce 
sensor placed in a small pocket – made 
expressly for that purpose – in the back 
portion of the saddle cloth. This technology 
has been used extensively in Australia and 
Tasmania in recent years (approximately 
40,000 times).

According to Lambert, StrideSafe, 
along with professors at Washington State 
University and engineers at University of 
Kentucky, are using the sensors to gather 
information on how each horse hits the ground 
and the forces acting on the horse’s legs.

Emerald Downs Report
Emerald Downs President Phil Ziegler 

gave a rundown on the meet through 
October 15 (the Wednesday-Thursday 

meet ended its 38-day run on October 29). 
He reported that the meet was going well, 
the handle was up – though the track gets 
only a small portion of the ADW wagering 
– and that compliance to state and health 
department COVID pandemic rules has 
led to no COVID cases among track and 
backstretch workers.

He also reminded that when the track 
opened up for racing on June 24, it was the 
fi rst professional sport in Washington to 
return to action.

It was noted that TVG provides good 
coverage of Emerald Downs racing cards.

Ziegler felt that with COVID cases still 
an issue, it is hard to predict what 2021 will 
hold for Emerald Downs, but they hope to 
open for live racing by June 2 [later revised 
to May 19].

Business Meeting
A brief business meeting was then 

conducted, beginning with introductions of 
the WTOBA boards, sales committee and 
staff members present.

Finance Report: WTBOA treasurer 
Debbie Pabst went over the expense and 
income charts listed onscreen. She praised 
the efforts of Sales Committee chairman 
Jenny Webber and the staff for their efforts 
at the August sale, as many new protocols 
and expenses were necessary due to the 
COVID pandemic.

NWRS Report: Pabst also gave the 
2020 Northwest Race Series report, stating 
that all of the series races were run with 
$120,000 coming from the Emerald Downs 
purse account and $138,000 from NWRS 
nominations for a $258,000 total.

WTBOA Sales Incentive and Washing-
ton Homebred Incentive Programs (SIP 

& WaHIP): Pabst reported that, beginning 
with the fi rst program offered in 2011 and 
through today’s date, $174,000 had been 
distributed in SIP bonuses ($26,000 in 
2020) and $23,000 has been distributed 
to date in WaHIP bonus money since the 
program began in 2016.

Sales Committee Report: Webber 
reported on the sale and thanked all the 
consignors and buyers for their efforts in 
making the 2020 auction a success.

2020 Stallion Season Auction: The 
dates for this year’s fundraising auction are 
December16-23.

Publications Report: General Manager 
Anne Sweet spoke about the change in 
the magazine (Washington Thoroughbred). 
schedule. While still quarterly, two issues 
each year will be print issues (Summer 
and Winter) with two online-only issues 
(Spring and Fall) and reminded that we 
also publish an e-newsletter (Gate-to-Wire) 
approximately every two weeks.

Washington Thoroughbred Foundation: 
Sweet spoke about the WTF, a 501(c)(3) 
nonprofi t, which was created in 1959 and 
provides education grants and scholarships 
to members and their families involved in 
the Washington Thoroughbred industry. 
Over the years, the WTF has distributed 
$546,410, including $7,000 in 2020.

It was noted that ballots for the 2021-
23 election for WTBOA Board and Sales 
Committee positions have been mailed and 
must be returned with a postmark of no 
later than November 10.

Halvorson made a motion to adjourn 
the meeting, which was seconded by Nina 
Hagen. Motion was approved at 8:53 p.m.

Commentary
The COVID-19 pandemic has heightened 

the awareness of the horse industry regarding 
the potential introduction and spread of 
foreign animal diseases (FAD). The human 
pandemic highlights the importance of early 
detection, laboratory utilization of high 
capacity, validated diagnostic testing and 
coordinated implementation of a disease 
response plan. How would the national 
and international community respond to a 
pandemic of equine infectious disease? 

The threat of a FAD entering the US is 
a top concern of regulatory animal health 
officials. These officials are responsible 
for implementing mitigation measures to 
prevent introduction of a highly contagious 
or vector-borne disease agent. Risk reduction 
includes pre-import testing and post-
import quarantine as well as testing of live 
animals and animal products to ensure that 
diseases with the potential to become widely 
disseminated do not enter the country. FAD 
may be introduced by an asymptomatic 
carrier, contaminated equipment or an 
infected vector or reservoir host. Should a 
FAD enter the country, private practitioners 
and equine owners would provide critical 
surveillance and hopefully its early detection. 
Any individual suspecting a FAD should 
immediately report the case to a local 
regulatory authority. 

Once reported, a FAD diagnostician 
will visit the premises within 24 hours 
of notification to perform an onsite 
investigation, examine affected animals, 
obtain appropriate samples for laboratory 
testing, quarantine the animals and/or 
premises and implement disease control 
measures. If diagnostic testing at the Foreign 
Animal Disease Laboratory on Plum Island, 
NY, confi rms a FAD, then regulatory offi cials 
will implement movement restrictions and 
disease eradication measures. 

Unlike an outbreak of an endemic disease, 
such as strangles or equine infl uenza, all 
members of the equine industry across 
the country would be impacted by a FAD 
outbreak. Confi rmation of a FAD results in 
activation of a national response plan with 
coordination of state and federal animal 
health offi cials. With detection of a FAD, 
countries can prohibit entry of equids from 
the affected country and domestic movement 
of horses is restricted. Restrictions may 
extend to equine affi liated entities such as 
nutritionists, farriers, equine dentists and 
feed and hay suppliers. 

The ultimate outcome following the 
introduction of a FAD depends on the 

response of regulatory officials in concert 
with the equine industry. Preparedness, 
prompt response and collaboration are 
key to success. Unfortunately, domestic 
equine disease outbreaks in recent 
years have shown the equine industry 
is underprepared due mainly to limited 
implementation of biosecurity measures 
and insufficient use of diagnostic testing. 
Furthermore, limited resources at national 
and local levels to address equine disease 
issues result in the inability to focus on 
the development and training involved 
in a national equine FAD response plan. 
Lastly, segmentation of different sectors 
of the equine industry leads to challenges 

in communication and collaboration and 
slows the response to a FAD. 

The equine industry has a unique 
opportunity to learn from the current 
human pandemic and enhance equine 
FAD preparedness and response. Equine 
stakeholders can reach out to local and 
national regulatory authorities to prioritize 
the development of an equine FAD response 
plan, which focuses on business continuity 
while protecting the health of the nation’s 
equine population.

A major outbreak of African horse sickness 
(AHS) in Thailand earlier this year 

was a timely reminder for animal health 
offi cials, veterinarians and members of the 
horse industry of the vulnerability of equine 
populations to this disease. Of all known 
equine infectious diseases, AHS is the single 
most important in terms of devastating 
losses in naïve horses and economic impact 
on international trade. It is a dreaded, non-
contagious, vector-borne disease with the 
potential to kill 50 to 95 percent of affected 
horses. 

 The etiological agent of AHS is an RNA 
virus belonging to the family Reoviridae, 
genus Orbivirus, that is transmitted naturally 
by species of Culicoides or midges. There 
are nine antigenically distinct serotypes of 
the virus. While the primary host species are 
members of the family, Equidae, evidence 
of infection has also been found in African 
elephants, black and white rhinoceroses, 
camels and dogs, none of which are 
considered epidemiologically signifi cant. 

 Historically, AHS was considered 
restricted to tropical and subtropical regions 
of sub-Saharan Africa, where it had been 
known to occur regularly for over 200 
years. Although infrequent, the disease 
has spread from west and north Africa to 
various southern European or Middle Eastern 
countries. The most signifi cant such event 
occurred between 1959 and 1963 when 
serotype 9 of AHS virus spread out of Africa 
into and throughout the Middle East, as far 
north as Turkey, and extended as far east as 
Afghanistan, Pakistan and India. 

 Concern over the risk that AHS poses for 
horse industries in Europe has been keenly 
felt for some time. Southern European 
countries are faced with the potential threat 
of disease introduction from migration of 
the virus northwards from regions in Africa, 
where the disease is endemic. Spread of the 
virus could result from the movement of 
nomads and their animals, passive wind-
borne carriage of infected Culicoides over 
long distances, and legal or illegal trade in 
zebra from countries where the disease is 
currently active. A similar if not greater risk 
exists for the Middle East which experienced 
incursions of AHS more frequently than any 
other region or country. 

 As the most recent occurrence of 
AHS in Thailand has shown, distance is 
no guarantee of safety from the risk of 
introduction of this disease. Thailand is 
approximately 6,000 miles distant from 
where the virus responsible for this event 
probably originated, and the furthest east in 
Asia where AHS has ever been recorded. The 
most plausible explanation as to the source 
of virus lies in the fact that a shipment of 
zebra arrived in Thailand three to four weeks 
before the fi rst AHS outbreak of the disease 
was discovered. Zebra are considered the 
natural reservoir of the virus, developing 
viremias [viruses in the blood] lasting up 
to 40 days. 

 This would not be the fi rst occasion 
that importation of zebra from a country in 
which AHS is a seasonal occurrence has been 
implicated in the introduction of disease into 
a disease-free country. A shipment of zebra

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was the confi rmed source of this virus for a 
major disease event that occurred in Spain 
in 1987 and subsequently involved Portugal 
and Morocco. 

 International trade in wildlife, both legal 
and illegal, is believed to have increased 
signifi cantly in recent years. What happened 
in the Iberian Peninsula in 1987 and Thailand 
in 2020 highlights the inherent risks of 
introducing a disease, such as AHS, into 
previously disease-free countries. 

 The infl uence of climate change and 
global warming on the epidemiology of AHS 
must also be considered vis-à-vis the threat 
it poses for a disease-free country. Increased 
ambient temperatures and reduced rainfall 
over a period of years has resulted in more 
widespread geographic distribution of some 
of the major vectors of AHS, especially C. 

Wildfi res have become the new normal 
for many areas of the world, and 

subsequent health consequences have 
emerged as an important problem affecting 
large numbers of horses. For those of us in 
California with a Mediterranean climate, 
large areas are affected by unrelenting fi res, 
which produce a particular challenge to 
horse owners and those providing veterinary 
care. There is a paucity of education and 
training in disaster and emergency response 
in veterinary curricula, including the health 
consequences of wildfi res. 

 Wildfi res can create health problems in 
horses by direct and indirect exposure to 
fl ames and smoke, injury during fl ight or 
evacuation and/or disruption of the horse’s 
food and water sources. 

 Wildfi re-smoke health effects include 
primary smoke exposure with direct smoke 
inhalation and secondary smoke-related air 
quality issues in areas adjacent to fi res where 
smoke has permeated the environment. 
Wildfire smoke reduces air quality. It 
contains small amounts of the toxic gases 
within the smoke and particulate matter, 
soot and other substances depending on 
what has burned. Particulate matter within 
smoke is microscopic and quickly descends 
into the lower airways of horses producing 

imicola, in southern Europe. An increase 
in ambient temperature can infl uence not 
only the life cycle of the Culicoides vector 
but also replication of the virus in the 
vector. As temperatures rise, the infection 
rate in Culicoides midges increases and 
transmission of the virus can occur sooner, 
however there is a concomitant [naturally 
accompanying] decrease in the survival rate 
of the adult Culicoides. The overall result of 
these changes is a higher transmission rate 
of the virus in a country possibly at risk of 
the introduction of AHS. 

 The occurrence in Thailand and the very 
recent confi rmation of AHS in Malaysia 
underscore the importance of increasing 
awareness and familiarity with this dreaded 
disease among animal health officials, 
veterinarians and members of the equine 

industry around the world. The potential 
consequences of AHS for the health of a 
country’s equine population and economy 
highlight the need for an adequate level 
of national preparedness in a) minimizing 
the risk of introduction of this disease, b) 
maintaining a program of active surveillance 
for the disease and c) having a response 
plan in place in the remote event of the 
introduction of the disease. 

 The take-home message from past and 
recent occurrences of AHS is that there is 
no room for complacency over the potential 
threat it represents for disease free-countries.

Consequences of Wildfi res on the Health of Horses
bronchial and pulmonary infl ammation. Eye 
and nasal irritation, coughing and increased 
respiratory efforts may be observed primarily 
in horses with a history of heaves or recurrent 
airway obstruction disorders. Published 
daily reports of air quality indexes that 
guide humans should be considered for 
determining horse-related activities. Events 
that induce increased respiratory efforts 
may need to be postponed, and horses with 
massive smoke exposure may need four to 
six weeks to recover completely from lower 
airway infl ammation. 

 Horses with elevated respiratory rates 
or persistent cough may require veterinary 
intervention, including bronchial dilators, 
airway hydration and further testing. Smoke 
inhalation from immediate association with 
fi re can produce thermal injury to the lungs 
from hot gases and the toxic effects of the 
smoke components. Often these horses also 
show evidence of thermal skin injuries. 

 Thermal injury burns to the skin, eyes, 
limbs and hoofs can be seen in horses 
exposed to excessive heat and fl ames. Horses 
can incur fi rst-, second- and third-degree 
burns. The extent of affected body surface 
area and the degree of burns can determine 
prognosis. Equine burn victims may require 
daily treatments lasting several weeks. 

 Flight-related injuries may be diverse 
and occur when horses are fleeing the 
loud noises associated with rapidly 
approaching  wi ldfi res  and re la ted 
responses of emergency personnel and 
fire suppression vehicles. 

 Horses left behind during evacuation 
may remain uninjured by the fi re. However, 
they can be without food and water for 
extended periods, because owners are often 
prevented from returning to the affected area 
for several days. 

 Horses are frequently evacuated from 
areas at risk. Evacuation carries many risks 
to horses associated with trailer loading 
mishaps and injuries, exposure to infectious 
diseases due to housing in new areas with 
high densities of horses and poor biosecurity. 
Many evacuations must occur rapidly and 
at night, which produces additional risks. 
Early evacuation is strongly suggested using 
a previously prepared plan that addresses 
capture, movement to a safe area, and horse 
identifi cation. �

   Breeders’ Cup XXXVII – Washington 
Connections

The 37th edition of the Breeders’ Cup 
World Championships was held November 
6-7 at Keeneland Race Course. This was the 
second time that the Lexington, Kentucky, 
site has presented the marque racing event, 
which it will again host in 2022. 

Of the 184 horses entered in the 14 
races, there were a few with Washington 
connections.

“Future Stars Friday” featured five 
juvenile races. In the $1-million Juvenile Turf 
Sprint (G2), Washington-bred Bodenheimer, 
the second betting choice and a two-time 
stakes-winning son of 2020 leading sire Atta 
Boy Roy, bobbled at the start of the race and 
ended up eighth of 14. The 5 1/2-furlong 
race was won by favorite Golden Pal (Uncle 
Mo) who hails from the barn of Washington 
Racing Hall of Fame trainer Wesley Ward, 
who had four starters in the race.

 The Florida-based Ward also trains two-
year-olds Outadore (Outlook), who ran third 
in the $1-million Breeders’ Cup Juvenile 
Turf (G1) at a mile; and Roderick (Into 
Mischief), who ran third in the $125,000 
Nyquist Stakes.

Nine Grade 1 Breeders’ Cup races were 
staged on “Championship Saturday.”

Leinster, a Majestic Warrior half-brother 
to El Dorado Farms’ stallion Coast Guard 
and national turf champion male Stormy 
Liberal, finished third in the $1-million 
Breeders’ Cup Turf Sprint, a race which 
Stormy Liberal won twice.

Spokane native Mark Glatt trains and co-
owns Sharp Samurai, (First Samurai), who 
fi nished third in the $1-million Breeders’ 
Cup Dirt Mile.

Glatt also trains Grade 1 winner Collusion 
Illusion (Twirling Candy), who was unplaced 
in the $2-million Breeders’ Cup Sprint for 
the partnership pf Washingtonians Dan J. 
Agnew, Gerald Schneider and John V. Xitco 
and Oregonian Dr. Rodney E. Orr. 

Baja Sur Easily Scores in El Dorado Shooter 
Stakes

 John and Janene Maryanski and Gerald 
and Gail Schneider’s multiple Washington 
champion Baja Sur returned to stakes-
winning form with a four-length victory 
in the $75,000 El Dorado Shooter Stakes 
run at Golden Gate Fields on November 1. 

It marked the fi fth stakes victory for the 
four-year-old gelding who had fi nished 
second in both the 2020 Grade 3 Green 
Flash Stakes at Del Mar and Albany 
Stales at Golden Gate.  His fi nal time for 
the six-furlong stakes was 1:08.76, only 
.53 second off Mah Gellin’s 1:08.23 track 
record. Baja Sur went off as the .90-to-one 
favorite in the race for three-year-olds and 
up. Bettor Trip Nick (Boat Trip) fi nished 
second, a half-length in front of Ultimate 
Bango (Uh Oh Bango).

 Washington’s horse of the year in 2019, 
the son of leading California sire Smiling 
Tiger has been trained throughout his career 
by Blaine Wright. Baja Sur improved his 12-
race career to 6-3-1 and upped his earnings 
to $227,520 with his share in the race for 
California-bred and/or-sired runners.

Bred by the late John Roche, Baja Sur is 
the last foal and one of three stakes winners, 
including 2011 Washington champion three-
year-old fi lly Castinette Dancer, out of stakes 
winner and 2018 Washington broodmare of 
the year Premo Copy, by Supremo.

The six-
year-old gelding by War Power—Parker’s 
Jewel, by Parker’s Storm Cat – who had been 
voted Washington champion three-year-old 
male of 2017 – set a new track record of 
1:51.02. Joree Scriver was aboard for the 
victory. Triple AAA Ranch’s Arizona-bred 
Beat the Heat (Uh Oh Bango) ran second, 
while Quinn Howie and Dule Wood’s 
California-bred Tune to Win (Cyclotron) 
fi nished third.

Pulpits Power has won seven races and 
earned $111,167.

Final standing for the September 
14—November 20 meet show Joree L. 
Scriver led all jockeys by both money won 
($88,276) and wins (15). Mckenzie King 
was second in both categories ($79,760 and 
14 wins) followed by David A. Martin, who 
maintained third (11 victories and $72,924). 

Quinn Howey led the trainer ranks in both 
wins and monies (12 wins and $68,971). 
Jorge Rosales placed second (nine wins and 
$59,395). Billy Christian was third (six wins 
and $45,035).

Howey also narrowly led the owner 
rankings. He had fi ve wins and earnings of 
$29,774 from 22 starts, while Jacqueline 
Smith was second with fi ve wins from 24 
starts and $29,130.

The facility will 
also feature art by regional artists. The Flying 
Lark is named after the late Don Jackson’s 
legendary Oregon stallion Flying Lark 
(1965-83), who led the nation in winners 
twice during the 1980s.

At the Farm
  Longacres Mile Winner Barkley Joins El 
Dorado Farms’ Stallion Roster

Six-time stakes winner Barkley will enter 
stud this spring at Nina and Ron Hagen’s El 
Dorado Farms. The fl ashy eight-year-old son 
of Munnings—Numero d’Oro, by Medaglia 
d’Oro, will stand for $2,000, with no booking 
fee and a multiple mares discount. Barkley 
has an A+ True Nicks rating.

In 2018, Barkley gave trainer Howard 
Belvoir his third victory in the Grade 3 
Longacres Mile. The talented Rising Star 
Stable III runner also won fi ve other Emerald 
Downs stakes and was voted the track’s best 
three-year-old colt in 2016. The versatile 
runner raced successfully from 4 1/2- to 8 
1/2-furlongs.

After his initial 3 1/4-length maiden 
special weight victory in his fi rst outing, 
Barkley rolled to fi ve consecutive victories, 
with four coming in Emerald Downs stakes 
races. At two he won Emerald Express 
Stakes over future fellow Mile winner Gold 
Rush Dancer. His streak continued at three 
with wins in the Auburn Handicap, Coca-
Cola Stakes and Seattle Slew Stakes. In his 
fi nal start of his sophomore season Barkley 
missed winning the Emerald Downs Derby 
by a head.

A four, the consistent runner won the 
Governor’s Handicap, but finished third 
behind Mach One Rules in the Mt. Rainier 
Stakes.

Barkley’s pi èce de résistance was his 
1 1/2-length victory over millionaire and 

multiple graded stakes winner Alert Bay 
in the 83rd running of the Longacres Mile.

“Barkley was smart. He knew when he 
had to drop and run to get to the wire fi rst,” 
said Belvoir. “He always tried to fi nd a way 
to win.”

In his 20 starts, Barkley had a 10-5-1 
record, earnings of $368,425 and an SSI of 
4.34. Barkley is one of only two runners – 
the other being two-time Washington horse 
of the year Noosa Beach – to win stakes at 
Emerald Downs at two, three, four and fi ve.

Purchased by Belvoir as a yearling at 
the Keeneland September Yearling Sale, 
Barkley came from the second crop of three-
time Grade 2 sprint winner Munnings. The 
Ashford Stud stallion stood for a $10,000 fee 
the year Barkley was conceived, but due to 
the chestnut stallion’s marked success, he is 
commanding a $40,000 fee in 2021. 

Through December 27, Munnings, who 
has been touted as the fastest son of Eclipse 
sprint champion Speightstown, has sired 44 
stakes winners – led by 12 in 2020 – from 
his 371 winners and the earners of nearly 
$39.3-million. Speightstown is one of 94 
stakes winners sired by Gone West, who 
in-turn was one of the best sons of the great 
Mr. Prospector.

Barkley is inbred 4x4 to Mr. Prospector, 
5x6x5 to Secretariat and 6x5 to Northern 
Dancer.

The new Washington stallion is the fi rst 
foal out of the unraced Medaglia d’Oro mare 
Numero d’Oro, who has since produced 
$110,653 earner Class Won, by Caleb’s 
Posse, and $64,400 earner Second Bite, by 
Carpe Diem. Her 2018 Frosted colt sold 
for $250,000 as a yearling and her 2019 
colt topped all of the 69 yearlings by fi rst 
crop sire Practical Joke at the September 
Keeneland Yearling Sale with a price tag 
of $575,000.

Numero Uno, by Canadian Horse of the 
Year Afl eet, is the second dam of Barkley. 
She won or placed in eight California stakes, 
including the Grade 2 Chula Vista and 
Bayakoa handicaps. All six of her foals to 
race are winners, including stakes-placed, 
stakes producer Ice Lady; Fallseed, the 
dam of Grade 2 winner, Grade 1-placed 
and nearly $600,000 earner Ivy Bell and 
stakes-placed $228,053 (to six, 2020) earner 
Mannford.

G3 Winner Conveyance to Blue Ribbon Farms
Rick and Debbie Pabst announced in mid-

December that they have acquired $496,560 
graded stakes winner Conveyance to stand at 
their Blue Ribbon Farm in Buckley.

The son of top racehorse and sire Indian 
Charlie won both the Southwest Stakes (G3) 
at Oaklawn Park and the San Rafael Stakes 
(G3) at Santa Anita Park (both mile races) 
as a three-year-old and also fi nished second 
in the nine-furlong Sunland Derby (G3). In 
his two trips to the United Arab Emirates, 
Conveyance fi nished second in two six-panel 
sprints, the Mahab Al Shimaal (G3) and the 

Garhoud Sprint. In his 11 starts Conveyance 
had a 4-3-1 record. 

Indian Charlie sired 94 black-type 
winners (9.9 percent from foals), including 
eight champions. The most prominent among 
them is two-year-old champion and top sire 
Uncle Mo.

In his first crop (foals of 2017), 
Conveyance is the sire of $270,275 stakes 
winner Water White, who won the $250,000 
Busher Invitational Stakes and also fi nished 
second in the $100,000 Busanda Stakes, both 
at Aqueduct. In her fi nal start of the year, 
she ran third behind Eclipse Award hopeful 
Gamine in the $300,000 Acorn Stakes (G1) 
held at Belmont Park. 

Also coming from that same crop are 
$154,980 earner Leaveuwithasmile, whose 
three wins from six starts were at Laurel 
Park, Saratoga and Belmont Park; and Rock 
On Luke, whose 3-4-1 record from seven 
starts came at PARX Racing. On January 
7, Rock On Luke’s added a second in an 
allowance/OC$80,000 optional claiming 
race (N) at Aqueduct to up his earnings to 
$121,7810.

Conveyance is also the sire of 2020 
stakes-placed juvenile Becca’s Bouquet, 
who after winning a maiden special weight 
race by 2 1/4 lengths in her fi rst outing, ran 
second in the $111,768 Texas Thoroughbred 
Futurity-R. The $50,065 earner races at Lone 
Star Park.

Conveyance is out of the Holy Bull mare 
Emptythetill, who is also the dam of minor 
stakes winner Yukon Bill, $149,673 stakes-
placed Atlantic Bull and three other winners. 

His second dam, the Mr. Prospector mare 
In the Till, produced three stakes-placed 
runners and is the granddam of stakes 
winners Cavalia and Ivy Mills and stakes 
placed Medical Legend,

His third dam, Silent Account, by Private 
Account, took the Alcibiades Stakes (G2) at 
two and won or placed in ten other stakes, 
including the Grade 1 Selima Stakes. The 
$480,475 earner was a full or half-sister to 
three other stakes winners, led by Grade 1 
winner and sire Secret Hello ($784,259).

Conveyance will stand the 2021 breeding 
season for a $2,500 fee with a live foal 
guarantee. There will be no booking fee and 
the farm is offering a discount for multiple 
mares.

  Atta Boy Roy Moves to Kentucky
Atta Boy Roy, Washington’s leading sire 

in 2018-20 was purchased by his former 
trainer Valorie Lund and has been moved to 
War Horse Place in Lexington. Kentucky. 
He will stand the 2021 breeding season for 
a $7,500 fee.

Originally from Oregon, Lund has 
been based in Arizona at Turf Paradise and 
Canterbury Park in Minnesota for the last 
few years, but recently decided to move to 
Kentucky.

Twice Washington champion older horse 
and one-time state champion sprinter, Atta 
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Boy Roy won fi ve stakes, highlighted by a 
victory in the Churchill Downs Stakes (G2), 
and earned $602,276 while racing for Roy 
and Ellie Schaefer’s R. E. V. Racing. The 
Schaefers had paid $4,500 for the bay colt 
at the 2006 WTBOA Summer Sale from the 
consignment of his breeders Patricia Murphy 
and Rick and Debbie Pabst.

The now 16-year-old stallion entered stud 
at the Pabsts’ Blue Ribbon Farm in 2013. A 
son of G1-placed Tribunal out of Washington 
broodmare of the year Irish Toast (who also 
produced 2007 Washington horse of the year 
and Longacres Mile [G3] winner The Great 
Face), by Synastry, Atta Boy Roy led the 
2016 Washington freshman sire rankings. In 
2017, Atta Boy Roy was the state’s leading 
second crop sire. In 2020, he fi nished at the 
top of the Washington general and juvenile 
sire lists. Through January 10, 2021, and 
including his 11 recently turned two-year-
olds, Atta Boy Roy has had 121 foals of 
racing age, with 73 starters and 47 winners 
of nearly $2-million. His 39 starters in 2020 
earned $438,120. Note: Atta Boy Roy will 
remain on the Washington sire lists until after 
his fi nal Washington crop – foals of 2021 – 
have raced as two-year-olds. 

From among his five stakes winners 
have come three state champions: 2016-17 
Washington champion two- and three-year-
old fi lly Risque’s Legacy; 2018 Minnesota 
champion three-year-old Mr. Jagermeister 
(who is trained by Lund and is his sire’s 
leading earner at $590,194); and 2018 
Oregon champion two-year-old fi lly She 
Flys Forever. There is little doubt that his 
fourth champion has emerged in the Lund-
trained two-year-old Washington-bred 
Bodenheimer, who has already earned stakes 
victories at Keeneland and Prairie Meadows. 

Farm Bulletin . . .
The December 12, 2020, issue of 

BloodHorse, in their West Coast section, 
featured an article on the Root family’s 
Oakhurst Thoroughbreds titled “Rising 
from the Ashes,” by Eric Mitchell, which 
covered the impact the September Oregon 
wildfi res had on the Roots’ farm and others 
in the area…Warlock #1, Kelly Dougan and 
trainer Roddina Barrett’s 2019 Washington 
champion 3YO filly and 2020 stakes 
winner Alittlelesstalk (Demon Warlock—
Trainingat the Bar, by Valid Wager), who 
was in injured in the December 26, Allaire 
DuPont Stakes (G3) at Laurel Park, has 
been retired from racing and is booked to 
Grade 1 winner and $2.5-million earner 
Mendelssohn, whose fi rst foals are yearlings 
in 2021.

 At the Sales
Keeneland September Yearling Sale 

Keeneland’s annual yearling sale was 
held September 13-25, with 4,272 yearlings 
cataloged. The sale was held over 12 days, 

one day shorter than the 2019 Keeneland 
venue. Overall, 3,318 yearlings went 
through the sales ring, with 2,346 selling 
and 972 RNAs (29.29 percent). There were 
77 yearlings which were purchased for 
$500,000 or more compared to 140 in 2019. 

Topping the sale for $2-million was 
a Tapit—Tara’s Tango colt. Eleven other 
fi llies and three colts also brought bids of 
$1-million or more.

Yearlings with a Washington Connection
Among the yearlings which were sold 

in the exclusive fi rst two books of the sale 
were fi ve with a Washington connection. 
Topping those was a colt from the first 
crop of three-time Grade 1 winner Practical 
Joke who is a half-brother to Longacres 
Mile (G3) winner Barkley, which brought 
$575,000. A Ghostzapper fi lly out of twice 
Emerald Downs stakes-placed Lady of 
the Nile brought $400,000. A full sister to 
Irish stakes winner War Secretary (both 
sired by War Front) out of $692,760 stakes 
winner Upperline, who was successfully 
campaigned by Emerald Downs vice 
president Jack Hodge and partners, sold 
for $335,000. Another fi rst crop stallion, 
Mastery, sired a half-brother to Grade 3 
winner Super Ninety Nine and Emerald 
Downs champion Elusive Horizon which 
sold for $300,000. 

Two daughters of the late John and Doris 
Konecny’s stellar racemare (and dam of 
two-time Eclipse Award sprinter Roy H) 
Elusive Diva – a daughter of Washington 
broodmare of the year Taj Aire, had fi llies 
which sold. Hollywood Queen, a winning 
Giant’s Causeway mare, was represented by 
a Practical Joke fi lly; and unraced Libbyris 
by Algorithms, had a More Than Ready (the 
sire of Roy H) yearling.

Also noted as changing ownership 
were a Cupid half-sister to Darrin Paul’s 
Gottstein Futurity winner Blazinbeauty; an 
Awesome Again half-brother to champion 
female sprinter Judy the Beauty and Jenny 
Webber’s stakes-producing mare Holy Rose; 
an Uncle Mo colt out of Emerald Downs 
champion and eight-time stakes winner 
Stopshoppingdebbie; and a Shaman Ghost 
half-sister to 2020 stakes winner Maries 
Melody, a daughter of Claire Lein’s stakes-
placed She’s Stella Marie.

A Quality Road fi lly out of two-time 
Washington champion Madam Pele was 
among those withdrawn.

Locally Connected Buyers
Bob Cappelletti, as agent, signed for 

two yearlings: a Midnight Lute colt out of a 
winning half-sister to multiple graded stakes 
winner Ice Bear; and an Overanalyze fi lly, 
the fi rst foal out of a $154,017 earning half-
sister to two-stakes-placed runners.

Mark Glatt, as agent, purchased a Street 
Sense half-sister to 2019 Longacres Mile 
(G3) winner Law Abidin Citizen, who he 
conditions; and a fi lly from the fi rst crop of 

Mastery out of a stakes-winning and stakes-
producing daughter of Harlan’s Holiday. 

Yakima-based trainer Tim McCanna 
brought fi ve yearlings home. The two fi llies 
were a half-sister to $266,076 stakes-placed 
Benefactor sired by Exaggerator; and a 
daughter of Runhappy out of a half-sister 
to Grade 3 winner and multiple stakes 
producer Summer Raven. Both sires were 
represented by their fi rst runners in 2020. 
One of McCanna’s colts is the fi rst foal out 
of a half-sister to champion and $5.3-million 
earner English Channel, sired by champion 
Bernardini. Another is by 2020 freshman 
sire Tourist out of a stakes-placed Jump 
Start mare. The fi nal colt, by Point of Entry, 
is a half-brother to $263,876 stakes-placed 
Mr Darcy,

Trainer Jeff Metz signed for a filly 
by Tourist who is out of a young Giant’s 
Causeway mare.

Darrin Paul brought home a yearling fi lly 
by Tapizar out of a half-sister to Kentucky 
Oaks (G1) winner Summerly.

Trainer/farm manager Mike Puhich 
signed for two yearlings as agent: a colt by 
Malibu Moon out of a stakes-winning and 
multiple stakes-producing Thunder Gulch 
mare; and a filly by 2020 freshman sire 
Outwork who is a half-sister to $261,644 
stakes winner Swagger Jagger.

Chris Randall brought home four colts 
and one fi lly. The Violence fi lly is the fi rst 
foal out of a half-sister to Grade 3 stakes 
winner and $787,539 earner Conquest 
Tsunami. The colts are by Goldencents 
(a half-brother to $219,811 stakes winner 
Inconclusive), Dialed In (the fi rst foal out 
a daughter of stakes winner and Grade 
1-placed Indian Gracey), Munnings (out 
of a producing daughter of Dixie Union), 
and by Lea (the fi rst foal out of a winning 
daughter of English stakes winner and Group 
3-placed Satulagi). 

Trainer Debbie Van Horne purchased 
a trio of colts for Will Win Stable: a half-
brother to two stakes-placed runners, sired 
by Lea; a Fast Anna yearling out of a young 
daughter of Brazilian champion and stakes 
producer Be Happy (Brz); and a colt from 
the fi rst crop of Grade 2 winner Tom’s Ready.

Auburn trainer Tom Wenzel attached his 
name as agent to two yearlings: a fi lly by 
Orb out of stakes winner and Grade 3-placed 
Girlfriendontheside; and an Overanalyze 
half-brother to stakes-placed Flying Frank 
and Easy Money.

Fasig-Tipton California Fall Yearling Sale
A Stay Thirsty colt out of the three-

time stakes-winning Ghostzapper mare My 
Fiona topped the October 19, Fasig-Tipton 
California Fall Yearling Sale for $200,000. 
The second highest offering was also sired 
by the 2018-19 leading California sire. That 
colt, out of a winning Malibu Moon mare, 
sold for $110,000. Both colts were bred by 
Terry C. Lovingier and offered through his 
Lovacres Ranch.
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The Monday sale was held at Los 
Alamitos Race Course. 

A total of 298 yearlings were consigned, 
but after 42 withdrawals and 90 horses 
not making their minimum bid, 166 
yearlings sold for a $3,735,700 gross, 
$22,504 average and $10,000 median. 
The 2019 sale had sold 137 yearlings for 
a $3,667,800 gross, $26,772 average and 
$13,000 median after 118 were listed as 
not sold.

Stormy Hull’s Critter Creek Farm 
cataloged 14 horses for himself or clients. 
Four of the yearlings were the first 
offspring of his Illinois Derby (G3) winner 
Dynamic Impact, who stands at Bar C 
Racing Stables. Hull sold three, with a 
colt out of Big Mama’s Talkin, by Harbor 
the Gold, topping the bunch for $50,000. 
The buyer was trainer Brian Koriner, as 
agent for Jay Em Ess Stables, who had 
also recorded the two top winning bids at 
the 2020 WTBOA Sale, with both of those 
colts hailing from the Critter Creek Farm 
consignment. Hull also sold a Dynamic 
Impact fi lly out of Washington champion 
racemare Clair Annette and a full sister 
to California champion two-year-old colt 
California Diamond (Harbor the Gold—
Carrie’s a Jewel). 

Among the nine Critter Creek horses 
that changed hands the top sellers were: a 
Twirling Candy—Sweet Esprit fully which 
sold for $50,000; a Shaman Ghost—Athina 
Lee fi lly bred by Ken W. Miles and Sheridan 
Jones and purchased by Steve Moger, of 
Bellevue, for $25,000; a Stanford—Tribal 
Feathers colt for $21,500; and a Smiling 
Tiger—Starship Duchess fi lly was tagged 
at $20,000.

2-placed Delicate Lady which was purchased 
by Art Sherman (the trainer of “Chrome”); 
and a colt by Mr. Big out of a daughter of 
Washington champion and stakes producer 
Youcan’ttakeme for $22,000.

A Sky Mesa colt out of Youcan’ttakeme’s 
stakes-winning daughter Hard Way Ten sold 
for $50,000.

The 
yearling’s $283,629 stakes-winning dam 
One Smokin’ Lady, by Smoke Glacken, 
is the dam of four-time California stakes-
placed Smokem.

Another yearling with Washington 
bloodlines was a colt by Shaman Ghost 
out three-time Emerald Downs stakes-
placed Sweet Nellie Brown, by Cape 
Canaveral. Sweet Nellie Brown is the 
dam of 2019 Grants Pass stakes winner 
Dangerismymiddlname and Emerald Downs 
stakes-placed Brown Tiger.

Post-sale, Henry Leong purchased a Stay 
Thirsty fi lly from the family of Horse of the 
Year Cigar.

Fasig-Tipton October Kentucky Yearling Sale
The four-session Fasig-Tipton October 

Kentucky Yearling Sale concluded on 
October 29. A total of 1,553 yearlings were 
cataloged, compared to 1,590 in 2019. 
After 327 withdrawals, 1,226 horses went 
through the sales ring with 961 being sold 
for a $32,743,700 gross, $34,073 average 
(down 10.2 percent) and $15,000 median 
(up 15.4 percent).

Topping the autumn venue for $600,000 
was an Uncle Mo colt out of A. P. Dream, 
a stakes-producing daughter of A. P. Indy. 
The colt had been a $325,000 buyback at 
the Keeneland yearling sale in September.

California-based Washingtonian Mark 
Glatt, as agent, purchased a fi lly by fi rst 
crop stallion and three-time Grade 1 winner 
Practical Joke for $200,000.

Washington and Arizona trainer Manuel 
Ortiz purchased a fi lly from the initial crop of 
Iowa Derby (G3) winner American Freedom.

The fi nal foal out of Emerald Downs 
champion and multiple stakes producer Taste 
the Passion, a Washington-bred daughter of 
Honor Code, sold for $20,000.

Dr. Rodney Orr’s Emerald Downs stakes 
winner and top producer Shandra Smiles’ 
colt by Carpe Diem brought $80,000 from 
PT Syndicate #1, who also raced and stand 
his multiple Grade 1-winning half-brother 
Smiling Tiger. 

Keeneland November Breeding Stock Sale
With the addition of 27 supplemental 

entries,  Keeneland cataloged 2,804 
b roodmares /b roodmare  p rospec t s , 
weanlings, stallion/racing prospects in 
their November 9-19 sale. That number 
was 744 less than had been cataloged at the 
Kentucky sale company’s 2019 November 
Sale. After 997 withdrawals, 2,807 horses 
went through the ring with 2,286 sold for 
a $157,815,300 gross, $69,036 average and 
$25,000 median. While the average dipped a 
COVID-acceptable 9.2 percent, the median 
held steady from 2019.

Topping the sale at $1,950,000 was 
Grade 1 stakes winner Concrete Rose, one 
of eight mares to bring a $1-million dollar 
or more bid. 

Across town at the Fasig-Tipton The 
November Sale, held the day before the ten-
session Keeneland sale, there were 22 mares 
purchased for one million or better, led by 
the $9.5-million bid by Spendthrift Farm for 
champion and saletopper Monomoy Girl.

Local Buyers
A few local buyers braved the COVID-

inspired regulations to journey to Kentucky 
for the sales. Shawn and Todd Hanssen 
purchased a trio of promising weanlings, 
including a colt by 2015 Triple Crown 
winner American Pharoah, the fi rst foal out 
of a winning half-sister to Grade 3 winner 
and two-time G1 producer La Traviata. The 
other two were fi llies: an Astern (Aus) half-
sister to $224,694 stakes winner Our Silver 

Oak; and a daughter of fi rst crop stallion 
Destin out of Grade 2 stakes winner and 
stakes producer Just Jenda. The latter fi lly 
also hails from the immediate family of the 
Hansens’ Washington broodmare of the year 
Striking Scholar and a host of other top-fl ight 
racehorses, such as champion Nyquist (2020 
leading freshman sire), additional Grade 
1 winners Bachelor Beau and Sahara Sky 
and, of course, two-time Longacres Mile 
(G3) winner and Washington horse of the 
year Stryker Phd.

Dr. Duane and Sue Hopp bought two 
colts: one by Liam’s Map out of a daughter 
of Spinaway Stakes (G1) winner Irish Smoke 
and one by Dialed In out of a winning half-
sister to three stakes winners (two graded).

Dana Halvorson signed for three 
weanlings through his Halvorson Bloodstock 
Services including a colt by Cross Traffi c out 
of a winning full sister to $117,060 stakes-
placed Into Summer, by Into Mischief. The 
two fi llies were sired by Klimt. One is out 
of a winning daughter of G3 stakes winner 
Jaramar Rain and the other is a member of 
the fi rst crop of Bing Crosby Stakes (G1) 
winner Ransom the Moon out of two-time 
Ogden Phipps Handicap (G1) heroine Take

purchased Judy Peetz’s Washington 
champion No Talking Back privately for 
their Griffi n Place.

champion mare Princess Kennedy for 
$55,000.

David Mowat-raced multiple stakes 
winner Owlette brought a $150,000 bid as a 
racing or broodmare prospect.

Darrin Paul sold his 2016 Gottstein 
Futuri ty winner Blazinbeauty as a 
broodmares prospect for $15,000.

Three close relatives to Jenny Webber’s 
stakes-producing mare Holy Rose (and her 
Eclipse Award winning half-sister Judy 
the Beauty) were sold.

Coast and a half-sister to Northwest Farms-
bred stakes winner Super Ninety Nine (G3) 
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and Elusive Horizon (Emerald Downs 
champion), sold for $50,000.

Idle Hour, a stakes-placed daughter 
of Malibu Moon out of Grousemont 
Farm’s Grade 1-winning broodmare 
Downthedustyroad, sold for $130,000 while 
bred by Union Rags.

A fi lly from the initial crop of Haskell 
Invitational (G1) winner Girvin out of an 
unraced daughter of the Konencys’ Grade 
3 stakes winner and champion producer 
Elusive Diva sold for $35,000. The fi lly’s 
third dam was Washington broodmare of 
the year Taj Aire.

Also spotted as selling were: She’s Stella 
Marie, a stakes-placed, stakes producing 
mare bred by Dr. Jack and Claire Lein; a 
daughter of the stakes-winning Petersburg 
mare I Got Silver bred to Speightster; and 
the stakes-placed Pegasus Thoroughbred 
sale alumni Bluegrass Sapphire bred to Not 
This Time.

 General
Horseracing Integrity and Safety Act Signed 
into Law

On December 27, 2020, President Donald 
Trump signed into law COVID-19 relief and 
government funding legislation that includes 
the Horseracing Integrity and Safety Act of 
2020 (HISA), historic legislation that will 
establish national standards to promote 
fairness and increase safety in Thoroughbred 
racing nationwide. The legislative package 
also included key tax reform and extensions 
of current H-2B visa amendments benefi cial 
to the horse racing industry. 

Passage of the HISA culminated a multi-
year effort by many industry stakeholders 
to establish national standards for anti-
doping, medication control and increased 
racetrack safety for horses and riders. The 
bill passed the US House of Representatives 
on September 29 by an overwhelming 
majority and was passed by the Senate on 
December 21, again, by an overwhelming 
majority. 

The HISA legislation will go into effect 
no later than July 1, 2022, but could be 
effective earlier following the formation of 
an independent national racing authority 
(Authority) and approval of an anti-doping 
and medication control program and 
racetrack safety program (Programs) by the 
Federal Trade Commission (FTC). The FTC 
will review the Programs developed by the 
Authority, allow for public comment and 
once approved by the FTC, the Programs 
will go into effect.

The push to have the Act passed was 
led by The Jockey Club and was joined by 
several major racetracks and organizations, 
including Breeders’ Cup, NTRA, Keeneland, 
Churchill Downs, New York Racing 
Association, Del Mar, The Stronach Group 
and the Water Hay Oats Alliance.

Once the Horse Racing Integrity and 

Safety Act goes into effect, drug testing and 
the policing of the sport will be turned over 
from the individual state racing commissions 
to the United States Anti-Doping Agency 
(USADA). All medication and safety rules 
will be standardized nationwide.

The language covering the Act takes 
up 64 pages in the omnibus bill, but leaves 
some questions unanswered. In particular, 
where the funding will come from to pay for 
USADA and the Horseracing Integrity and 
Safety Authority remains somewhat unclear. 
The bill states that initial funding to establish 
the Authority and underwrite its operations 
shall be provided through loans obtained by 
the Authority. The funding will eventually 
have to come from the states, but it is not 
known how they will raise the money.

The Authority will be governed by a nine-
member board which must be put in place 
prior to July 1, 2022

Another key provision of the government 
spending legislation is the extension of 
three-year tax depreciation for all racehorses 
through 2021. Uniform three-year racehorse 
depreciation was one of several tax 
provisions across many industries set to 
expire at the end of 2020. The provision 
extends the three-year depreciation schedule 
for all racehorses through 2021 and allows 
taxpayers the option to depreciate, on a 
three-year schedule, racehorses less than 24 
months of age when purchased and placed 
into service.

The $900-billion COVID-19 relief 
package signed by the President also 
includes several positive provisions relative 
to horse breeding and racing. Eligible 
racetracks and farms will be allowed to 
participate in this second round of the 
Paycheck Protection Program (PPP) as 
they were in the fi rst round after the NTRA 
helped secure favorable guidance from the 
Small Business Administration (SBA). The 
new provisions include: expanded PPP 
loan terms that include new eligibility for 
horse and farm owners without employees 
operating as sole proprietors or via single 
member LLCs; new PPP eligibility for 
qualifying 501(c)(6) organizations with 
less than 300 employees; additional eligible 
expenses that now also include software, 
human resources, accounting and personal 
protective equipment for those who have 
not yet had PPP loans forgiven; a second 
draw PPP loan of up to $2-million that now 
is available for qualifying businesses with at 
least a 25 percent reduction in gross receipts; 
extension of employer tax credits for paid 
sick and family leave and employee retention 
into 2021; and full deductibility of meals 
from restaurants during 2021 and 2022.

A series of current H-2B visa program 
amendments are set to continue as part of 
omnibus legislation. They include: authority 
for the Department of Homeland Security 
(DHS), in consultation with the Department 
of Labor (DOL), to increase the H-2B cap 

for fi scal year 2021 by up to approximately 
69,000 visas if it determines that the needs 
of seasonal businesses cannot be met with 
US workers; continuation of the use of 
private wage surveys for prevailing wage 
determinations; a prohibition against DOL 
enforcing the corresponding employment 
and three-quarters guarantee provisions 
of its H-2B regulations relating to total 
work hours; and provisions extending the 
maximum employment season for up to 
ten months, as opposed the nine months in 
current DOL regulations.

Thoroughbred Connect Information Now 
Available with Digital Foal Certifi cates

The Jockey Club Registry announced on 
December 17, 2020, that contact information 
submitted through its Thoroughbred Connect 
program by those interested in providing 
aftercare or assistance for a Thoroughbred 
is now available when a horse’s digital 
certifi cate of foal registration is accessed by 
the certifi cate manager.

Thoroughbred Connect enables anyone 
with an Interactive Registration (IR) account 
to express their willingness to be contacted 
by someone in possession of a Thoroughbred 
in the event the horse needs aftercare or 
assistance. It is also a resource for horse 
owners to list a Thoroughbred that needs 
aftercare or assistance. 

With this update, contact information 
for those who would like to help a specifi c 
Thoroughbred is displayed by default 
on a horse’s digital certificate page. 
Thoroughbred Connect users can elect to 
opt out of this setting at any time. Contact 
information associated with horses born 
prior to 2018, and who thus might not 
have a digital certifi cate, can still be shared 
with a successful connection made via the 
Thoroughbred Connect link after logging 
into IR.

“Adding contact information from 
Thoroughbred Connect to a horse’s digital 
certificate page ensures that a horse’s 
emergency contact will never be lost or 
removed and will always be easily accessible 
to its current digital certifi cate manager,” 
said Matt Iuliano, executive vice president 
and executive director of The Jockey Club. 
“We believe this change will facilitate 
connections to transition Thoroughbreds to 
new homes when their racing or breeding 
careers are over.”

Since its introduction in May 2011, 
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more than 3,500 users have signed up 
for Thoroughbred Connect, and there are 
currently more than 8,600 horses in the 
system that have at least one customer 
who has provided contact information to 
indicate their willingness to provide aftercare 
assistance.

The Jockey Club Releases 2020 Report of 
Mares Bred Statistics

The Jockey Club released Report of 
Mares Bred (RMB) statistics for the 2020 
breeding season on October 23. Based on 
RMBs received through October 18, The 
Jockey Club reports that 1,067 stallions 
covered 27,970 mares in North America 
during 2020. The Jockey Club estimates 
an additional 2,500 to 3,500 mares will 
be reported as bred this year.

RMB statistics for stallions reported 
in 2020 are available through the Fact 
Book section of The Jockey Club’s 
website: http://jockeyclub.com/default.
asp?section=Resources&area=16&repo
rt=RMB&letter=all.

During 2020, Kentucky’s 200 reported 
stallions covered 16,391 mares, or 58.6 
percent of all of the mares reported bred 
in North America. The number of mares 
bred to Kentucky stallions decreased 
4.3 percent compared with the 17,123 
reported at this time last year.

Of the top ten states and provinces 
by number of mares reported bred in 
2020, stallions in Louisiana, Maryland, 
Pennsylvania and New Mexico covered 
more mares in 2020 than in 2019.

    In Memoriam
 Joseph Damase Bergevin DVM

Prominent and highly regarded equine 
veterinarian Joseph D. Bergevin, 84, passed 
away October 12,2020, in Shoreline. He was 
born in Walla Walla July 4, 1936, one of four 
children of Damase and Margaret Katherine 
(Fehrenbacher) Bergevin.

Joe graduated from Walla Walla High 
School in 1954 and attended veterinary 
college at both Washington State University 
and UC Davis before entering practice in 
California in the early 1960s. He was proud 
to be the fi rst one in his family to graduate 
college. He returned to Washington in 1963 
and practiced equine medicine until his 
retirement in 2015. From 1975 through 
2015 he operated the Woodinville Equine 
Hospital. He always had a twinkle in his eye 
and a kind word for everyone in the clinic.

From 2005 through 2010, Joe served as 
the state veterinarian for the Washington 
Horse Racing Commission.

“Dr. B” as he was affectionately known, 
was a real-life modern-day cowboy. Growing 
up in Walla Walla he learned to ride and rope 
at a very young age. He was a successful 
equine veterinarian and lauded innovative 
surgeon. He will be remembered by many 
as a hard-working lover of people, horses, 
rodeo and veterinary medicine. Many might 
struggle to imagine having a conversation 
with or around Joe without a horse fi guring 
into it somewhere. He had a feverish passion 
for doing right by the horse and their 
families. He loved all things cowboy and was 
an avid reader of western books. 

As a young man he dedicated himself 
to calf and steer roping and went on to win 
the regionally famous Pendleton Roundup 
calf roping 1956 and steer roping 1959. 
He often told and retold stories from those 
days to any interested listeners. Some of his 
favorite stories included herding cattle with 
his mentor Dewey Drumheller. 

Joe also reminisced about the trucks of 
wild horses from Oregon’s Blue Mountains 
which were caught and trained by him and 
his dad. He also enjoyed recalling tales of 
the “Bergevin Rodeo” that his father Damase 
had started and which was held on their 
family homestead. 

Joe loved his work and was an innovator 
in the field of equine abdominal and 
arthroscopic surgery. He was known for 
inventing various instruments and devices 
to support his pioneering work. With a 
restless energy, he was always refining, 
reworking and re-inventing his tools and 
procedures. Joe was an icon amongst his 
peers and colleagues and beloved by many. 

In 2002 he was honored with an 
Excellence in Veterinary Practice Award 
by Washington State University College of 
Veterinary Medicine, his alma mater and 
where he once taught. 

Joe was one of a kind and will be missed 
beyond measure. He was a man of faith, 
sensitive and uniquely intelligent. Joe loved 
to teach and he loved newscaster Paul 
Harvey.

His grandson, Dr. Joseph Bergevin, 
developed both his passion for roping and 
equine veterinary medicine. 

He was preceded in death by his parents; 
and sister, Norma Elaine Lepage. Joe is 
survived by sons, James, Jesse, Jon, Joseph, 
Jacob and Jeremy Bergevin; sister, Patricia 
Sorey; brother, Thomas C. Bergevin; 17 
grandchildren and seven great-grandchildren. 

 Michael Ormond Bradley
Michael Bradley, 72, passed away 

January 2, 2021. He was born April 18, 1948, 
in Birmingham, Alabama, to Ormond and 
BernaDean Bradley and raised in Memphis, 
Tennessee. He excelled in school and sports 
and received a football scholarship to 
Georgia Tech. Michael graduated in 1971 
with degrees in industrial and systems 
engineering and a minor in civil engineering.

After his graduation he spent several 
years traveling and working across the nation 
before landing on Vashon Island, where some 
friends from high school had settled.

In 1974, Michael was hired as a senior 
cost and scheduling engineer for Alyeska 
on the Trans Alaska Pipeline. He loved the 
adventure of Alaska. 

In 1977. he decided to settle on Vashon 
Island and he and his brother Alan started 
Bradley Brothers Construction.

Michael and Marie were married in 1980.
In 1983, Michael became involved with 

IRATE, Island Residents Against Toxic 
Emissions. He and attorney Bill Tobin sued 
the Asarco Company (American Smelting 
and Refining Company) for trespass. 
“Bradley vs. Asarco” set a precedent in 
Washington State law, and helped lead to the 
closure of the smelter and the massive soil 
remediation on Vashon and Maury islands.

In the early 1990s, the Bradleys were 
given an injured race fi lly named Pacifi c 
Patti, a minor winner by Piaster. The couple 
started breeding and racing her foals under 
Rockin B Thoroughbreds. Among her 
winners was Fleet Pacifi c, Washington and 
Emerald Downs champion older mare in 
2000 and 2001. The daughter of Colonel 
Stevens won nine stakes races around the 
Auburn oval, had an overall record of 15-
5-2 from her 30 starts over fi ve seasons and 
earned $313,058 for the Bradleys. Michael 
always said those years of racing were the 
most fun he ever had. 

Michael was also helpful with some of 
the construction projects on the Emerald 
backstretch around the time Fleet Pacifi c 
was racing, including being instrumental 
in getting the guinea stand designed. He 
also helped with some of the construction 
on that viewing stand and the Backstretch 
Clubhouse Daycare Center. He especially 
enjoyed the grooms and other backstretch 
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workers. Michael was particularly fond of 
some of the Mexican grooms and his Spanish 
was good enough so that he was always using 
them to practice.

Michael gradually moved from heavy 
construction and developed a business 
designing and permitting residential and 
commercial properties on Vashon. 

Michael is survived by his wife of 40 
years, Marie; her daughter, Anna Marie; 
brother, Alan (Lisa); and nieces, Alason 
Bradley and her son, Gus; Mia (Mason) 
Skeffi ngton and their daughters, Vivian and 
Willamina.

 Walter “Wally” Jenne
Longtime Washington horseman Wally 

Jenne,73, passed away November 28, 2020. 
He was born October 28, 1947, in Renton, 
one of three sons of Howard and Florence 
Jenne. He graduated from Rainier Beach 
High School.

Glen Ward (father of Dennis and grand-
father of Wesley) introduced Wally to racing.

At 12, Wally decided he wanted to 
become a race rider, but as he grew, he 
instead found his niche galloping horses as 
a profession, which he did for many years. 
He and longtime friend and fellow horseman 
Bryson Cooper (they met when Wally was 
19 and Bryson was 16) galloped many miles 
together, once riding 37 horses apiece in a 
day during their early years.

When he was 16, Wally met future wife 
Bonnie at a roller rink in Yakima. They were 
married August 9, 1967.

The versatile horseman partnered with 
trainer Bonnie in the highly successful 
Friendship Stable. Among the stakes 
winners they nurtured together were 
Washington champions Ladyledue and 
Couldabenthewhisky; 2019 stakes winner 
Makah Lane and his successful predecessors, 
the full brothers Mr. Makah and Colony 
Lane. The Jennes also had early success with 
1980-81 stakes winner French Jewells, 1988 
stakes winner Lafeet Lafast and four-time 
stakes winner Break My Heart. Through the 
years they formed many successful racing 
partnerships with people like Bill Boyle, 
Frank McDonald, Jerry and Carol Many, 
Douglas and Nancy McPhee and Craig 
Fredrickson and several others.

Among his many positions at the track, be 
it Longacres, Yakima Meadows or Emerald 
Downs, were pony rider, water truck driver, 
and for many years he was the offi cial TRPB 
tattooer. He was the track man at Yakima 
Meadows. He also made many trips hauling 
horses, sometimes with daughter Kandie as 
his co-pilot.

Wally also enjoyed fi shing, hunting and 
attending rodeos.

He was predeceased by his brother, 
Jimmy. Wally is survived by his wife, Bonnie;

He would go on manage the Jawl

Three years later Dancing in Silks 
would win the Breeders’ Cup Sprint (G1) 
at Santa Anita and earn over $1.5-million.

After his retirement from Orange 
Blossom Farm, Brian and his wife Margie 
purchased a small farm in Duncan, BC, 
and began raising a few Thoroughbreds. 
Brian’s whole life was his horses and their 
well-being.

Brian leaves his wife Margie and many 
other relatives.

George C. Manos
George Manos, 87, passed away 

November 19, 2020, in Spokane. The 
lifelong Spokane native was born June 11, 
1933. He graduated from West Valley High 
School.

The Spokane businessman, who dealt in 
real estate and other business investments, 
owned and operated Playfair Race Course 
from 1969-81, after which Manos and his 
partners sold Playfair to Art Pring. 

In 1956, Manos, then 23, and whose 
improvement-minded father was vice 
president of the small Playfair corporation, 
became the track’s assistant general 
manager. After years of disagreement, 
like-minded board members formed a new 
majority, and the younger Manos took 
control in 1969. 

Manos oversaw a period of exponential 
growth in the track’s attendance and betting 
during the 1960s and ‘70s,

During his tenure many improvements 
and updates were made. Among them 
were: the development of box seats; glass 
enclosure of the south end of the historic 
grandstand which became the turf club; 
replacing the north end bleaches with 
an indoor clubhouse; overhauling the 
concessions stands; adding lights for night 
racing; adding a new entrance and saddling 
paddock; upgrading the parking lots; and 
modernizing the jockey quarters. 

George leaves his wife of 62 years, 
Barbara; son, Kam; and daughter, Kelli.

  Edward Andrew Soles
Ed Soles, 70, passed away October 22, 

2020. He was born June 20, 1950, in Yakima 
to Everett and Hazel Soles. Ed attended 
University High School in Spokane Valley. 

After trying a variety of jobs, Ed found 
his love of training racehorses.

Ed made racing a family affair with his 
lifetime love Tina and daughters D’Anne 
and April, while they were visiting during 
summers. Ed and Tina spent majority of 
their time at Playfair, but also spent time at 
racetracks in Idaho, Arizona, California and 
many places in between. 

Ed loved the underdog and had natural 
way with animals. One of his proudest 
moments was when his horse “Dead Eye” 
won his fi rst race. Dead Eye was a one-eyed 
horse that could barely see over the stall door 
when fi rst coming to the track, but after much 
training and nurturing, stood tall and proud 
alongside his smiling trainer when he retired 
with a 13-11-16 record from 70 starts and 
$64,758 in earnings. Ed worked hard at the 
racetrack, but also considered it home and 
almost everyone he had the chance to spend 
time with there, a friend or part of his family. 

He also spent time with his friends and 
“family” talking horses and sharing laughs 
at Sam and Doms, a favorite watering hole 
for the local racetrackers. 

Ed and Tina enjoyed fi shing at the local 
lakes and with family on Pend Oreille Lake, 
holding monthly family poker nights and 
watching golf or horse racing on TV. 

He loved his grandchildren and beamed 
from ear to ear when hearing about their 
adventures in life, soccer and fi shing trips.

Ed was an easygoing, kind and warm soul 
that will be missed greatly and remembered 
by his smile, contagious laugh and “Edisms,” 
such as “let her buck,” “don’t fl ip baby” and 
some we can’t print.

He was predeceased by his mother, Hazel 
DeVries; stepfather, Roy Collier; sister, 
Myrna Kamps; brothers, Dennis Soles, Daryl 
Soles and Bob Wolf. Ed is survived by his 
sweetheart of 44 years, Tina; daughters, 
D’Anne (Nick) Rome and April Soles; 
granddaughters, Juliana Soles and Chase 
Rome; and grandson, Eli Rome.

Richard “Dick” D. Wright
Richard Wright, 81, passed away 

November 9, 2020, in his home in Renton. 
He was born November 27, 1938, in 
Afton, Wyoming, to Lyman and Vernessa 
Wright. Richard grew up on a farm with 
six siblings. As a teenager, he started riding 
Thoroughbreds in match races and at bush 
tracks. He next rode at racetracks as an 
apprentice jockey under contract to Lyman 
Rollins. During these years, he also lettered 
in boxing.

In 1961 he married DeAnn Call just 
before he was drafted into the US Army 
in 1962. He would serve in the SP4/E4 
ranks as a specialist. Richard was awarded 
decorations as a sharpshooter and selected 
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for a special assignment in Germany as 
a private driver to US offi cers. Upon his 
honorable discharge in 1964, he returned 
home to Wyoming for the birth of his fi rst 
son Ken.

Richard became one of the top riders 
on the Pacifi c Northwest circuit during his 
22 years in the saddle. He began riding 
fi rst call for trainer N. E. (Nub) Norton’s 
powerful outfi t at Playfair in Spokane in 
the spring of 1966 and his talents helped 
him capture seven riding titles from 1966 to 
1972. Richard was a four-time leading rider 
at Portland Meadows (1968-69, 1971-72), 
twice leading jockey at Playfair (1967-68) 
and led all riders at the Yakima Meadows 
meeting in 1966.

Among the many runners he won stakes 
on were Washington champion Tenino Ville, 
Oregon champion Judy B. (for whom he 
named his second daughter), Uncle Georger, 
Good Hunting, Tizza Tiger, Charity Line and 
Yakima Princess.

He married Susan, the daughter of Dale 
Knight, a trainer who he rode for in Utah, 
and they settled down near Longacres to raise 
their children Cherie, Judy and Blaine as 
Richard retired in 1974 from the saddle and 
transitioned to becoming a trainer in 1976. 

According to Equibase fi les, as a trainer, 
Richard is credited with a 963-826-796 record 
from 6,176 starts with $6,595,717 in earnings 
between 1976 and 2009. He conditioned 
two Washington champion colts: Flying 
Judgement (1981) and Tough to Crack (1976). 
In 1982, Flying Judgement dead-heated with 
the Ron McAnally trained Cassaleira to win 
the then Grade 3 Longacres Derby.

Richard also conditioned Gottstein 
Futurity winner G L Junior, Boeing Handicap 
winner Beaulena, Yakima Oaks winner 
Tooknight My Lady. Broderick Memorial 
winner System Lady and two Yakima 
Futurity winners (the aforementioned Tough 
to Crack and 1994 winner Harrigans Aly). 

On September 21, 1992, Richard had 
the distinction of saddling the fi nal winner 
in Longacres history, Native Rustler, with 
Gary Stevens riding, 

Another distinction held by Richard was 
he was the only man to compile double-digit 
stakes victories as both a jockey and trainer 
at Longacres. 

At Emerald Downs, Richard had 176 
wins as a trainer before turning over the reins 
to his son Blaine. 

Richard also trained at Golden Gate 
Fields and Turf Paradise.

In addition to his career and contribution 
to the horse racing industry, Richard was 
proud to be a part of a sensational racing 
family. His brother Dale rode in Spokane, 
Arizona and Canada, sister-in-law Kim was 
a leading trainer at Playfair with nephew 
Mike continuing the family’s success as a 
trainer. Thoroughbreds were in the blood on 
both sides of his family as his father-in-law 
Dale Knight also served as a starter offi cial. 

As their children grew up on the backside 
of Longacres, their love for horses grew 
too. Ken, Cherie, Judy and Blaine began to 
work with the horses backside and learn the 
business frontside. Susan, Cherie and Judy 
partnered to become breeders and owners 
and Blaine has earned top training titles at 
Emerald Downs (2016-18), where he won 
the 2020 Longacres Mile, and garnered 
achievements at Golden Gate Fields. The 
entire family, especially Richard, were 
thrilled to realize the dream of adding a 
Longacres Mile trophy to the exceptional 
legacy Richard and the Wright family have 
built in horse racing for over 50 years. 

Richard also enjoyed camping, skiing, 
fishing, hunting, rodeos, traveling and 
caring for his horses and dogs at the ranch 
in Yakima.

He will also be remembered for being 
a tough cowboy and fi erce competitor with 
a soft side and a big heart and as well as a 
smart dresser. 

His two-minute short phone calls were 
legendary. Just like a horse race, he lived in 
two-minute intervals and if you couldn’t ride 
it, win it or say it in two minutes, he was off 
to the next race.

His interviews in the winner’s circle 
always made good copy, as you never knew 
what bluntly honest or humorous thoughts 
he was going to share with the crowd and 
television viewers.

“Richard was a great guy, a super trainer, 
and he was so proud of Blaine,” said Joe 
Withee, Director of Publicity at Emerald 
Downs. “He was stoic and he would say 
something with a straight face that would get 
everyone laughing in the winner’s circle in 
the post-race interviews, mostly after Blaine 
won a stakes race. 

“He was a stand-up guy,” said friend and 
leading trainer Frank Lucarelli. “I could tell 
you lots of funny stories about us joking 
around and razzing each other, which we did 
all the time, but what I will remember most 
about him is his integrity. He always stood 
up for the industry and was great for racing 
in Washington.”

Richard is survived by Susan; daughters, 
Cherie and Judy; and sons, Ken (Lynda) and 
Blaine (fi ancée Risa); three grandchildren;

Equine In Memoriam
Nationhood

Washington lost one of its leading 
sires, Blue Ribbon Farms’ Nationhood, on 
November 27, 2020, due to cancer of his 
spleen.

The 18-year-old son of Eclipse champion 
sprinter Cherokee Run, had been successful 
at the racetrack, with an 8-4-2 record from 
his 22 starts and earning $181,820.

A $95,000 Keeneland September sale 
yearling, Nationhood began his race career 
at three at Belmont Park for Darley Stable 
and trainer Eoin Harty, for whom he placed 
in three maiden special weight races.

Sent to California, but still racing for 
Darley and Harty, Nationhood ran in a maiden 
special weight at Santa Anita. Dropped to the 
claiming ranks, his next start was for South 
Elkhorn Stable, but was still trained by Harty. 
Nationhood won his third race for his new 
ownership at Hollywood Park.

Nationhood was then sold to Cander 
Racing and shipped to Emerald Downs 
where he took three of his four consecutive 
wins under the tutelage of trainer Mike 
Chambers. That fourth victory came at Turf 
Paradise where he won the 5 1/2-furlong Zip 
Pocket Stakes by 6 1/4 lengths. He fi nished 
his four-year-old season with runner-up 
fi nishes in the Caballos Del Sol Stakes and 
Hank Mills Sr. Handicap.

At fi ve, Nationhood took the 6 1/2-furlong 
Coyote Handicap at the Arizona track and 
then added victories in the six-panel Seattle 
Handicap and the mile Budweiser Emerald 
Handicap (by 2 1/2 lengths) back at Emerald. 
His final start would come in the 2008 
Longacres Mile (G3) where he would fi nish 
unplaced to Wasserman.

Nationhood entered stud at Rick and 
Debbie Pabst’s Blue Ribbon Farm in Buckley 
in 2010. From his fi rst crop came Washington 
champion three-year-old filly Find Your 
Spot. He also sired 2019 WTBOA Lads 
Stakes winner This Great Nation, Oregon 
stakes winner Uptownfreddybrown and six 
stakes-placed runners (16 percent stakes 
horses from runners) among his 56 runners 
(41 winners) from 75 named foals. Through 
mid-November, his runners had accumulated 
nearly $1.4-million in earnings and had a 
$34,721 average earnings per runner.

Nationhood was one of three black-type 
earners produced out of the winning Danzig 
mare Elhasna, a full sister to English Horse 
of the Year Dayjur and half-sister to Grade 
1 winner Maplejinsky. Elhasna is also the 
dam of stakes winner and Emerald Downs 
champion mare Karis Makaw and English 
Group 3-placed Irtahal, dam of Qatar 
champion Makuma and stakes winner and 
Group 2-placed Mustajeer. �
