You 
have stated that it is your understanding that pursuant to the 
provisions of South Carolina Code of Laws, 1976, Section 5-31-240 
the mayor and council would fill this vacancy and have inquired if 
I agree. 

Section 5-31-240 provides in pertinent part that 

[t]he mayor of the city shall notify the 
persons elected as members of the commis­
sioners of public works The mayor and 
aldermen or council of the city or the mayor or 
intendant and the council or wardens of a town 
shall fill any vacancy occurring in the commis­
sion by appointment for the unexpired term. 

The statute clearly states that the Commission members will be 
replaced by appointment made by the municipal governing body.
