In general, the registration, fee payment, and gxadmg requirements
of special-date courses will depend on whether the course is identified as
an g, b or full-quarter course.
For courses that begin or end on dates other than the standard dates
of term g, term b, or full quarter, observe the following:

Late registration fees. A $25 late registration fee will be charged
after the first day of the course.

Dropladd fee. A $20 drop/add change fee will be assessed for
either dropping or adding a special-date course after the first day
of the course.

Tuition refunds. Full refund is possible if course is dropped no later
than the first day of course instruction. One-half refund is possible
if course is dropped during the first 40 percent of course. After 40
percent of the course is completed, no refund.

Grading. Nogradeandnoentry on record if course is dropped by first
day. Free drops permitted with “W” grade through first 40 percent
of course. No drop pemnitted after 40 percent of course is completed
except limited peremptory drops as available to each student. No
drops of any kind are permitted on last day of course.

APPROVAL REQUIRED. With the approval of their department ad-

ministrator, regularly admitted foll-time UW faculty and staff members

who have been employed six months or more may take up to 6 credits per

quarter under the tuition exemption program. According to legislative

action, all registrations must be on a space-available basis after other
. matriculated students have registered.

ADMISSION STATUS. Matriculated-faculty/staff members who wish
to enroll as new matriculated students or to be a new matriculated catagory
must apply to the Office of Admissions, 320 Schmitz Hall, by the regular
admission closing date; May 15 is the closing date for Summer/Autumn
applications.

Nonmatriculated-faculty/staff members who are applying as new
nonmatriculated students should apply at the Office of Admissions.
Applications will be accepted up to the beginning of the quarter.

Retuming student-faculty/staff members who are former students
retuming in the same classification or as nonmatriculated students should
apply at the Registration Office, window 3, 225 Schmitz Hall. Applica-
tions will be accepted up to the beginning of the quarter.

HOW TO REGISTER. Mail, or present in persen, an appropriately
signed UW Faculty/Staff Tuition Exemption Request Card to the Registra-
tion Office, 225 Schmitz, Mailstop PD-10. This card must be received no
later than June 8 so that the tition exemption status will be recognized
when STAR is called this quarter. Complete the STAR Work Sheet before
cilling in. FACULTY AND STAFF WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO
CONVERT TO THE TUITION EXEMPTION PROGRAM IF THEY
HAVE ALREADY REGISTERED FOR SUMMER QUARTER PRIOR
TO JUNE 13, AND THEY WILL BE REQUIRED TO PAY REGULAR
TUITION FOR THOSE CREDITS.

Tuition-exempt faculty/staff are not entitled to other student services
such as those available at the Hall Health Center and thé Intramural
Activities Building. Therefore, UW student cards will not be issued to
faculty and staff. Faculty/staff identification cards may be used forlibrary
services.

FEE PAYMENT. The $5 registration fee will be billed , but only if
registration has successfully occurred. Do not send a $5 payment until a
bill has been received.

LATE REGISTRATION. If registration or drop/add is necessary the first
week of the quarter, use STAR. The late registration fee will not be
assessed during this period for faculty and staff in the wition exemption
program.

Studeats who attend the University under the Access program are limited
to two courses per quarter.

2. CALLING STAR. STAR s available, during published registra-
tion dates and times. STAR is closed on holidays and may close earlierthan
12 mldmghton afew days to produce registration confirmations, ID cards,
and instructors® class list. If STAR does not answer your call, it is not in
operation. Ifthe phone line is busy, all lines are being used. Call back later.

You may call STAR during, or after, your mmal reglsnanon date to add,

drop, check section status, etc.

3. VOICE RESPONSE. A voice response will guide you aftereach
transaction. If you do not understand a response or instruction and would

. like it repeated, press the star key (*) first, and then the number sign key

4, IF YOU MAKE A MISTAKE. If you make a mistake before
finishing an entry, press the starkey and the number slgnkey (*#),and your
entry will be discarded. .

5. TOSPEED UP YOUR REGISTRATION. Toexpedite your
registration, you may enter data during the voice response. Be cautious
about doing this, since you may miss some important information such as

. when and where to obtain your Registration Confirmation and ID Card.

6. DISCONNECT ACTION. Time limits are built into the system,
so if you are holding on the STAR line for an extended period of time, you

will be disconnected. Error limits are also a part of the STAR. system, so

if you do not enter the correct information after the second try, STAR will
disconnect. You may immediately call back to STAR.

7. TRANSACTIONS. The transactions you enteron yourtouchtone
telephone communicate to the computer what action to take (such as add
a course, drop a course, check a section status, etc.) and what data you want
considered. The transaction code legend follows:

8. ENTRY CODES. Entry codes are five digit random numbers
issued to you by academic departments as authorization to. enroll in
restricted course sections. Academic departments have the ability to
establish varying levels of enrollment control for course sections in each

' registration period, or they can maintain the same level of control through-
out.

Courses requiring entry codes are designated with the symbol >to the
left of the schedule line number (SLN) in the T/ME SCHEDULE. Please
note that departments reserve the right to require entry codes whether the

- course is so designated in the TIME SCHEDULE or not. Usually informa-
tion on where to obtain entry codes is found in the body of the T/IME
SCHEDULE, either as a comment before the course listing or just after the
title of the course. Contact the department offering the course if STAR
advises you an entry code is required and the location for cbtaining one is
not identified in the T’TME SCHEDULE.

- Once you have used an entry code, the computer removes it from the
list of viable codes and will not accept it again. If you drop a section that
required an entry code to add, then you must obtain another entry code from
the department if you wish to readd the section.

When you use an entry code to register, it becomes a part of your
registration record, and is visible with your name on computer terminal

Beginning the sixth day, you must obtam departmental authorization sig-
natures to add courses using standard Add/Drop cards.

9. LECTURE/LAB/QUIZ/CONFERENCE. These are com-
bined under one SLN for each possible combination of time and day. On
STAR, when you register for a course SLN associated with a lecture, lab
and/or quiz or conference, you will be registered forall the lecture, lab, quiz
or conference combination as listed under one SLN in the T/ME SCHED-
ULE. .

10. ALTERNATE SELECTIONS. Ifthe section reqneswd isclosed
you will be informed by STAR of open section altemates (including new

- sections added after the publication of the quarterdly TIME SCHEDULE).

You can then immediately select an alternate section to be added to your:
schedule. Have a pencil ready and be prepared to write down schedule line
numbers (SLN') and meeting umes of alternate secuons )

11. TIME CONFLICT. You may not register on STAR for two
courses that meet at the same time or for courses with overlapping meeting
times. If you want the second course instead of the one you are registered

| . for, you must drop the first one before adding the second course on STAR.

If you want two time-conflicting courses, you must add the second course,
in person, at the Registration office, 225 Schmitz during any registration
period, or at one of the satellites diring Registration Period II. Time
conflicts of more than one hour require instructors’ signatures for both

12. REGISTRATION HOLDS. . If you have a hold on your registra-
tion, you will not be permitted to complete your registration until the hold
has been released by the initiating office. If you attempt to register on
STAR before your hold has been released, thie voice response will indicate
which office has placed the hold, and where to go to get it released.

13. ELECTING S/NS GRADING OPTION. Youmayregisterfor

a course on STAR, but you must go in person to the Registration Office,
225 Schmitz, to elect the Satisfactory/Not Satisfactory grading option.

14. AUDIT. Audit reéislrations will not be processed by STAR, but
must be completed in person at the Registration Office, 225 Schmiiz Hall.

15. CREDIT LIMITATIONS. Undergraduates will be limited to 19
credits during Registration Periods I and II to allow all students a chance
to develop a basic schedule. Additional credits may be added during
Registration Period IIL. Thirty credits is the limit per quarter.

16. VARIABLE CREDITS. Some courses are offered for a variable
number of credits. See the department to obtain the appropriate number of
credits for a variable credit course and be prepared to enter the number of
credits when requested to do so by the voice response on STAR. Tochange
variable a-edns goto the Registration Ofﬁec, 225 Schmitz.

17. SECTION It ON STAR WORKSHEET. Since Secnou i
requires selection decisions only during your first telephone call this
quarter, yo‘l may proceed directly from Section I to Section III through
Section VI in a random manner when making subsequent calls.

STAR will not accommodate changes of your initial decisions in
SECTION II. You must go in person to the Registration Office, 225

2. CLASS ATTENDANCE GUIDELINES. To provide enroliment
space for others,| students who do not attend regularly scheduled class
meetings during the first week of the quarter are subject to being dropped
at the discretion of the teaching departments. Affected courses will be
identiffed in the SCHEDULE and posted in departmental offices.

Students must not assume that departments will automatically initi-

3. REGISTRATION TAMPERING. A student who tampers or at-
tempts to tamperwith the registration records of another student including
but not limited tg dropping courses and adding courses may be subject to
disciplinary sanctions as defined in the Student Conduct Code (WAC 47B-

4. SECURI G YOUR REGISTRATION DATA. If, for any reason,
you believe thsn another person might tamper with your registration on
STAR and you want to avoid this possibility, you may go to the Registra-
tion Office, second floor, Schmitz Hall and request a security code.

5. FULL-TI E STUDENT REQUIREMENT. To be considered a
full-time student, an undergraduate or professional student must register
for 12 credits and a graduate sizdent must register for 9 credits. However,
it is important ta note that various and differing criteria and standards for
full-time en ent exist for participatory eligibility, e.g., Department of
irg, athletic eligibility, Burean of Indian Affairs, Vocational

Naturalization Service may be obtained at 460 Schmitz. Consult the
Financial Aid Office for its requirement on satisfactory sudent progres.

6. OVERLOAD GUIDELINES. For reasons of public safety and
instructional qualny, course enrollment in each section will be limited to
not more than the approved classroom capacity. The Registrar’s Office
monitors course enrollments for full quarter quarter courses according to
the following guidelines:

a. Through the fifth class day, students may add a section without
permission unless the class is full or requires permission; then an entry
code is required. The Registrar’s Office will accept course overloads up
1o 115% of classroom capacity when the student presents an entry code
from either the instructor or authorized person in the department.

b. From the second through the fifth week, overload authorization
signatures will be accepted up to 105% of classroom capacity.

c. Beginnfng the sixth week, no course registration will be accepted
without co-sxg)#mres by both the instructor and the department chairper-
son. Reglsuaudn will not be permitted if enroliment has reached 100% of
classroom capa y.

7. $20 CHANGE-OF-REGISTRATION FEE. The $20 change-of-
registration fee is assesged uniformly for all registration schedule changes
made after the fifth class day of each quarter. The $20 fee is a service
charge, and not a penalty. :

There is no charge for changes made in Regxsmmon Periods I, Il and
L. This "free” period gwes students an incentive to oomplete their
schedule before the quarter is too far advanced.

Fee waivers are rarely approved If you think your change is
necessitated by a University error or is at the University's request, youmust
pay the fee and complete a petition for a refund. The petition will be sent
to the Dean of your college for a decision. You will be notified of the
decision by the Registrar's Office, The fee will be waived only if the
change is necessitated by a University errororis at the University's request.

8. COMPLETE WITHDRAWAL FROM THE UNIVERSITY.
(Dropping all courses for the quarter). It is the student’s responsibility to
withdraw completely if he or she is unable to attend for the quarter.
Students must write the Registration Office, 225 Schmitz Hall, Mailstop
PD-10, University of Washington, Seattle, Washington, 98195. Complete
withdrawal for the quarter is not available via STAR.

Tuition owed will be based upon the date the complete withdrawal is
received in the Registration Office. No withdrawals are accepted after the
last day of instruction for the quarter.

Courses dropped as part of a complete withdrawal from the Univer-
sity during the first two weeks of a quarter are not recorded on the student’s
UW transcript; however, the date of the complete withdrawal is recorded.

The forfeiture schedule for completely withdrawing from the
University Is as follows:

No withidrawals will be accepted after July 11 for term g courses or
after August 10 for term band full-quarter courses. The fee schedule
below will be followed:

Full-Quarter or term g-only courses.

a.  Students withdrawing by the fifth day of the quarter or term
(June 22) do not pay tuition or fees.
b.  Students withdrawing on the sixth through the tenth class day
of the quarter orterm (June 25- June 29) are obligated for one-half of
their tuition and fees.
c.  Students withdrawing after the tenth class day of the quarter or
term (June 29) are obligated for full tuition and fees.
d.  Students whose registrations are canceled for nonpayment of
fees will continue to owe the University one-half their tuition and
fees.
e. Intemational students who are registered for an English as a
Second Language course must make a separate request for a refund
for that course by contacting the ESL Office in 102 Lewis Hall at the
same time they withdraw from theUniversity.

Term p-only courses
a.  Swdents withdrawing on or after June 25 and before the sixth
class day of the term (July 26) are eligible for a full refund of tuition
and fees.
b.  Swudents withdrawing on the sixth through the tenth class day
of the term (July 26- August 1) are obligated for onehalf of their tui-
tion and fees.
c. Swdents withdrawing after the tenth class day of the term
(August 1) receive no refund of tuition and fees.
d.  Termb-only registrants who do not pay their tuition and fees by
July 6 will have their registration automatically canceled. However,
because this date occurs during the official withdrawal period for
term b-only registration, these students are not obligated for one-half
their tuition and fees.

Students who were unable to tum in their withdrawal on time because
of extenuating circumstances may petition the penalty. Petition
forms are available in the Student Accounts and Scholarships Office,
129 Schmitz.

If you have been accepted for Summer-Autumn, withdrawal from
Summer Quarter on or after June 18 does not affect your Autumn Quarter
status. Withdrawal must, however, be official to guarantee Autumn
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Quarter space. Withdrawal from Summer Quarter prior to June 18 invali-
dates summer registration, and a new application for Autumn Quarter is
required.

Courses dropped as part of a University withdrawal completed by
Tune 29 for full-quarter registration and by June 22 and July 25 forferma
and ferm b registration, respectively, receive no grade and no entry.
Withdrawal after these dates results in the courses being assigned a grade
of “W."

Students are required to tum in their student ID cards when they
withdraw from the University and are not eligible to continue using
University services or facilities after their withdrawal.

9. UNDERGRADUATE SATISFACTORY PROGRESS. Stu-
dents admitted to the University to pursue baccalaureate degrees are ex-
pected to make satisfactory progress toward the attainment of that degree,
and are expected to enter a major and graduate after completion of a
reascnable number of credits. Refertothe GENERAL CATALOG foraddi-
tional information.

10. STUDENT DIRECTORY INFORMATION. The University will
routinely release student directory information, unless requested othér-
wise by the student. Directory information is defined as student’s name,
address, telephone number, place of birth, major field of studies, weight
and height of members of athletic teams, dates of attendance, degrees and
awards. received, and the most recent previous educauonal institution at-
tended by the student.

11. DISCLOSURE OF STUDENT RECORDS. Asageneral rule the
University will not release a student’s education records to a third party
without written consent of the student. The complete University policy on
student education records and the location of such records may be found
in the Washington Administrative Code under WAC 478-140. Manuals
containing the Code are available at Reference Stations on campus, and at
the Visitor's Information Center, 4014 University Way NE. The policy
covers such items as accessibility, review and expunging of inaccurate
records, and costs to be charged for copies of student records.

12. FOLLOWING RULES AND REGULATIONS. 1t is the Uni-
versity's expectation that a student will follow University rules and
regulations as they are stated in the GENERAL CATALOG. In instances
where no appeal procedure is spelled out and the student believes that a
special set of circumstances makes appeal reasonable, he or she may appeal
the application of specific rules or regulations to the office of the dean of
the school or college in which he or she is enrolled in the case of an
academic matter, or to the Office of Student Affairs in the case of anonaca-
demic matter. These offices will either render a decision on the appeal or
refer the student to the proper office for a decision.

STARis notavaﬂableforaudn registration which mustbe completed
hxpersonanheRegmuauonomce,ZZS Schmitz Hall. Registration is
available during any of the registration periods. Attendance in courses as
an auditoris by consent of the instructor involved and is conditioned on the
space available. Permission to audit is ordinarily granted for lecture
classes only. An auditor may not participate in class discussion or
laboratory work, .and his or her registration may be canceled at the
discretion of the instructor. No entry is made on the permanent record for
courses audited. To receive credit for an audited course, the student must
register for the class for credit in a subsequent quarter.

Auditors, except - ACCESS program students, pay .standard tuition
and fees and must be regularly admitted and registered in the course.
Although credits for audited courses will not be listed on the schedule of
classes, they will be included in the billing on the fee statement. Such

Courses audited may not be changed to credit registration after the
second week of the quarter.

INCOMPLETE GRADE :

Incomplete grades may only be awarded if the student is doing sat-
isfactory.work up until the last two weeks of the quarter. Undergraduate
students must not reregister for courses in which they have received an
Incomplete, since a grade eamed in a repeat course will not be recorded as
an Incomplete conversion grade. To obtain credit for the course, an un-
dergraduate student must convert an Incomplete into a passing grade no
later than the Jast day of the next quarter.

Special Course and Laboratory Fees

The amounts charged for tuition and fees normally cover Univer-
sity charges for course registration. Some courses, however, have ex-
traordinary expenses associated with them and in such cases the
University may charge additional fees in amounts approximating the
added instructional or laboratory costs.

TUITION FORFEITURES OR REFUNDS

Students will be billed for the number of credits including audit
hours, on their registration at the beginning of the quarter. Courses added
after this date may result in additional fees. Only partial fee reductions will
be made for full-quarter and term a courses dropped after June 22. Term
b courses dropped by July 25 will result in full refund of fee differential.

For each category of courses (full-quarter, term g or term b), there is
a period during which students owe one-half the fees associated with
dropped courses.

- Type of course Half-payment period

full-quarter June 25 - June 29
terma June 25 - June 29
termp July 26 - August 1

After these final dates, there is no reduction in the fees owed, due to
drops or withdrawal.

The effective drop date is the date the drop is processed on STAR or
in Sections, 264 Schmitz.

TUITION PAYMENT GUIDELINES

1. It is the student’s responsibility to see that tuition is paid in full by
the tuition due date (third Friday of each quarter). Bills are sent at the
beginning of each quarter to facilitate payment. However, failure to
receive a tuition bill does not nullify the student’s responsibility for
payment by the due date. i

2. Students should indicate selection of their permaneat or local
address on STAR for fee statement mailing. If they have not received a fee
statement by the end of the second week of the quarter, contact the Student
Accounts and Scholarships Office for the amount of tuition due.

3. Students may pay fees in person in the Student Accounts and
Scholarships Office or mail them to UW, Student Accounts and Scholar-
ships Office, 129 Schmitz, PE-10, Seattle, WA 98195, before the tuition
due date. Fees must be paid by Friday of the third week of the quarter.
Payments postmarked on or before the due date are accepted without a late
fee. Metered mail received after the due date is subject to penalties as
described in #4 below.

4, If students fail to pay by the deadline, they may continue to pay
their tuition the week following the due date, plus a late fee as follows:

If payment has not been received in the Student Accounts and Scholarships
Office by this time, their registrations will be cancelled. Students permit-
ted to reregister after cancellation for nonpayment will be charged a $75
fee, in addition to their tuition. '

5. If students reregister, they must reregister for all classes on their
schedule at the time of registration cancellation. (Fees will include
appropriate charges for classes dropped during the forfeiture period.) No
reregistration will be possible after the last day of instruction. Please note:
Even if registration is cancelled, students will continue to owe one-half of
their tuition.

6. Credit cards and credit card checks are not accepted.

7. Tuition and fees not paid by the end of the academic quarter will
be subject to an interest charge of 1% per month, or fraction of a month,
(12% A.P.R.), beginning with the month following the end of the quarter.

APPLICATION OF PAYMENTS TO A STUDENT'S
ACCOUNT

As a rule, payments received for a student’s account are applied to
charges in order of their due dates. For charges with the same due date,
payments are applied first to tuition and related University fees and then
to other charges on the account. A payment may be applied to a specific
charge by contacting the Students Accounts Office at 129 Schmitz Hall.
Financial aid from Federal Title IV programs is applied only to required
tujtion and fees and to loan and aid repayment obligations. The University
may not apply such aid to pay insurance and some other optional charges.

STUDENT INSURANCE

The University offers a voluntary accident and sickness insurance
plan to supplement the services available at the Hall Health Center. UW
students, except those enrclled in programs administered by UW Exten-
sion and UW employees attending classes under the employee tuition
exemption program, who remain registered through at least the first six
days of instruction in the quarter are eligible to enroll in the plan.

Students may sign up for the plan when they register for classes. If
students are registered for classes by their academic departments, and no
plan is indicated, they will be enrolled in the student only quarterly plan.
The insurance premium will be included on the quarterly tuition statements
and must be paid by the quarterly mition-due date. In most cases Financial
Aid will not pay insurance directly so students must make sure the
premium is paid ontime. There is no late payment period for the insurance
premium.

If students are billed for student insurance and wish to add, cancel,
or change coverage, they complete the appropriate section on the remit-
tance advice copy of the billing statement and pay the revised amount, or



make payment ixeperson in the Student Accounts and Scholarships Office
by the wition-due date.

International students must subscribe to the student insurance plan
unless they are covered by another plan. Proof of other coverage must be
submitted to the International Services Office and a waiver obtained each
Autumn Qumer!(or upon initial admission if other than Autumn Quarter)
because. waiverd are valid only through Summer Quarter each year.
Students holding insurance policies that expire during the academic year
are regponsible for obtaining new waivers, as necessary.
