'Cuda carries essentially the

same underpinnings (torsion
bars, shock absorbers, rear
springs, anti-sway bars, frame,
axle, etc.) as our bigger, inter-
mediate-size cars. And not only
are the handling goodies over-
sized; they're heavy-duty.

'Cuda 340s and 383s even
come equipped with a front and
a rear anti-sway bar.

You can tell ‘Cuda’s a "Cuda
by its hood. See the bulges?
Hood lock pins hold it down.

And in the case of our op-
tional super-displacement 440
6-bbl.and Hemi engines, there's
a "Shaker" hood scoop avail-
able, standard with the Hemi,
otherwise known as the .Q.E.C.
A.G. (Incredible Quivering Ex-
posed Cold Air Grabber). The
air cleaner puts on a song-and-
dance right before everyone's
eyesl

make it look even lower.,

And in the rear, 'Cuda is
chopped—short decked. (Just to
make the rear deck look a little
wicked, we paint it flat black.)

If the tires look big, fat and
wide, it's because they're big,
fat and wide. So you get a
better bite. Which means better
cornering and traction.

And, like all Barracudas, it
has an anti-theft ignition switch

(like the one above) on the col-
umn that locks the wheel when
you remove the key.

Our inverted "hockey stick™

paint stripe—interrupted by en-
gine designation. It's available
only on 'Cuda models.

Which includes a 150 mph
speedometer, oil pressure gauge,
clock, trip odometer, and enor-
mous tachometer.

Or one of our elastomeric
bumper packages. (We take a
standard unchromed bumper,
mold a smooth skin of urethane
over it, and paint it. The end
result is a really good looking
bumper with lots of resiliency.)

As personal as Gran Coupe
is, it wouldn't be complete with-
out a few of your own touches
to make it even more personal.

The 74-wire wire wheel cov-
ers you see on the Gran Coupe
above are a natural. (They're
optional.)

Our new “Slap Stick" auto-
matic transmission shifter shifts
like a manual stick shift (there's a
definite stop for each gear).

An optional vinyl roof in
black, white, green or "Gator"
grain would look great.

And with Gran Coupe's in-
terior being as cushy as it is,
you may as well go all the way
and order the 160-position seat
adjuster.

While the Gran Coupe is the
sporty car that has everything,
it's priced sensibly.

You see, we were prepared
to build a car that makes it.
But not at all costs.

So we also added
ventless side glass.

We could tell you about a lot
of other ways Barracuda makes
it, as is. But since half the fun of
buying a new car is deciding

which options to opt for, we'll
suggest a few you may wish to
consider.

For example, you could order
either of two body side treat
ments — elastomeric side rub
strips in one of five colors, or a
lower black paint treatment.

You could order a couple
of racing-type rearview mirrors.
Orsome Rallye wheels or Deluxe
wheel covers.

Once you've seen our stan-
dard Barracuda, you'll be hard
pressed to call it standard.
