Lifetime Service Guarantee

Participating Lincoln-Mercury dealers are now
offering the Lifetime Service Guarantee, which
guarantees their work on your Mercury car for as
long as you own it. This means that you pay for a
covered repair once and never again. If it ever has
fo be fixed again, the repairing dealer will fix it free.
Free parts. Free labor. Even if the car is kept your
lifefime. It doesn’t matter where the car was pur-
chased, or whether it's new or used, the work is sfill
covered by the repairing dealer.

This limited warranty covers vehicles in nor-
mal use.
