The ultra high-performance XLR-V goes even further,
adding a host of upgrades, including a 443 horsepower supercharged version of the Northstar V8.

That's why every XLR comes with
a comprehensive array of safety features and exclusive Cadillac Owner Privileges, including 4-year/80,000 km No-Charge Scheduled
Maintenance™. It's also why XLR owners enjoy a rare kind of peace of mind.

Restyled for 2009, XLR Platinum has an edgy, contemporary look reminiscent of the best of modern art. It's also a design

that seduces the wind as it does the eye. Thanks to countless hours spent refining its every exterior detail in the wind tunnel, GARAGE? OR GALLERY?
XLR Platinum splits the air with a drag coefficient of just .31. As to where you keep it when you're not driving, that's strictly up to you.



In XLR Platinum’s intimate yet spacious cockpit, fine natural materials surround you. The doors, console and upper
instrument panel are hand-wrapped in supple leather by master craftsmen, and leather adorns the heated and cooled
seats as well. Accenting these leathers are Quartz-finished metal trim and lustrous natural Olive Ash burlwood in the doors
and console and on the heated steering wheel. It all contributes to a driving experience of exceptional refinement.

The warmth and unique character of natural Olive Ash burlwood
provides the perfect counterpoint to XLR's bold, technical lines.

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In XLR, cutting-edge technologies elevate your control and confidence to a higher level. Take the standard DVD navigation system, for example. With
its 165 mm high-resolution touch screen, it can guide you to destinations throughout Canada and the United States.* You may never have to stop
and ask for directions again. Or consider the aircraft-inspired Head-Up Display (HUD), also standard equipment. It projects key driving data, like
your current speed and prompts from the DVD navigation system, right onto your windshield. You get the essential information you need without ever
taking your eyes off the road. For yet another example, take the Bluetooth cell phone connectivity system that's integral to every 2009 XLR. It allows
you to place and receive phone calls hands-free, using just a button on the steering wheel and voice commands.

With a 443 horsepower supercharged Northstar V8 engine, a
six-speed automatic transmission with Driver Shift Control and a long list of premium brake and suspension components, the XLR-V offers
an astounding level of performance. Imagine accelerating from a standing start to 96 km/h in a blistering 4.6 seconds* and you'll begin to
understand the feats this exceptional machine is capable of. Yet the XLR-V remains a superbly luxurious, supremely elegant automobile, free
from technical compromises and styling gimmicks. The result: an ultra high-performance roadster of extraordinary sophistication and poise.

THE OUT-PERFORMER.
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XLR-V ups the ante on luxury just as it does on performance. The car’s performance-oriented nature is complemented
beautifully by dramatic black Olive Ash wood set off by Bermuda aluminum accents on the steering wheel and instrument
LUXURY TAKEN TU EXTREMES panel. The seats are finished with soft, supple leathers and perforated sueded-fabric inserts designed to hold you firmly
in place during aggressive cornering. The final touch is interior panels wrapped in natural leather and finished with
precision-crafted French seams. The end product: elegance that’s almost as thrilling as XLR-V’s astounding acceleration.
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On a crisp spring afternoon or a soft summer’s evening, XLR Platinum and XLR-V offer the joy of pure top-down motoring.
But should the skies turn stormy, they can metamorphose from wind-in-your-hair roadsters into weathertight coupes in
under 30 seconds. The hydraulic system that makes this transformation possible is so well engineered, it functioned
perfectly 22,800 times in a row in testing in some of the harshest conditions imaginable. That's the equivalent of raising
and lowering the top twice a day for more than three decades. The Alcantara®-lined roof has also been proven to withstand
a 13,600 L torrent of water without admitting a single drop to the interior. That’s weather protection that nothing can top.




When the road is clear, XLR Platinum’s standard Adaptive Cruise Control* functions like a normal cruise control system and
maintains your pre-set speed. But any time you encounter slower-moving traffic ahead, your XLR Platinum’s radar-based Adaptive
Cruise Control automatically eases the throttle and applies the brakes, if necessary, to maintain a safe following distance. When
the traffic in front clears, or when you change to a more open lane, your XLR Platinum will automatically accelerate back up to
your pre-set cruising speed. Think of it as the high-tech way to put the stress of highway driving behind you.
